22.16	ADAMS  Buried 13 Jan 1896, aged 3 days
This was a male child, but no first name was recorded, as he had not been baptised. He was buried from Whyke Lane.

36.06	ADAMS, Edith Annie  Born 25 July 1867, died 21 May 1944, aged 75
	ADAMS, Thomas William  Born 7 June 1871, died 26 July 1953, aged 82
Edith née Voke was born in Emsworth to John, a miller, and Ann. The 1891 Census lists her as a housemaid in Portsea. Thomas was born in far-off Wistaston, Cheshire, to William Dobson Adamas, a farmer, and Harriett. His trade lifelong was as a butcher. How he came to Chichester we do not know, but in 1897 he married Edith at St Olave’s Church in North Street. They settled at 77 East Street and had four children, Ivy Harriett, William John, Albert Edward and Edith Violet. Around 1917 they moved their residence to 16 Whyke Road but maintained the butcher’s shop on East Street, now at No. 67. In 1921 it was very much a family business, with the two sons as butcher’s assistants, and Edith Violet as bookkeeper. Thomas and Edith Annie both died at 16 Whyke Road.

14.22	ADAMS, Edward  Baptised 17 Sept 1882, died 13 Nov 1901, aged 19
He was baptised at Rumboldswyke, son of Charles W. Adams, a bootmaker, and Emily. His mother died in 1891 (19.12), his sister Louisa in 1893 (21.16) and another sister Emily Eliza in 1898 (19.12). In the 1901 Census the family was at 22 Whyke Lane, and Edward was a ‘cycle repairer’.

16.13	ADAMS, Elizabeth  Baptised 1 Feb 1859, died 14 Oct 1926, aged 67
She was born at Rugeley, Staffordshire, daughter of Walter (an innkeeper and stonemason) and Mary Glenn. In 1882 she married Leonard Adams at Hanley, Staffs, his birthplace. The couple settled at Cannock, Staffs, and had numerous children. Leonard was killed in action in 1917 in Mesopotamia, and by 1921 Elizabeth had moved to Chichester.

19.12	ADAMS, Emily  Baptised 28 Oct 1849, buried 5 Sept 1891, aged 42
	ADAMS, Emily Eliza  Baptised 25 June 1871, buried 18 July 1898, aged 27
Emily née Stamp was baptised at St Andrew, Chichester; her parents were Walter, a housepainter, and the wonderfully named Hopestill. In 1869 at St Peter the Great she married Charles William Adams, a shoemaker. Their first child was Emily Eliza, and they had some seven more children before Emily’s early death. In the 1891 Census the family was living at 2 Virginiana Cottages, on Whyke Lane. After her mother’s death Emily Eliza no doubt became a substitute mother to some of her younger siblings, until her own premature death in 1898.

17.29	ADAMS, Frederick John Collins  Born 13 May 1858, died 16 Feb 1915, aged 56
Frederick was born to Thomas and Mary Adams (17.31). His father was a clerk in the Post Office and the family were living in South Street, Chichester. He was the fifth of seven children. In the 1881 census both Frederick and his father were working as clerks in Government Office. In 1890 Frederick married Alice Borrow at Rumboldswyke. Alice was the third of eight children of Thomas Boreham Borrow and his wife Elizabeth. Her father was a baker/grocer in Aldingbourne. At one stage the family were living in the Post Office and Thomas was conducting his grocery business from there. It may be that the couple had met through their fathers’ links – both men worked within the Post Office. By 1891 Frederick was a surveyor’s clerk with the County Council. He spent his entire working life as a clerk in various local government offices. In the 1911 census he was a clerk in the surveyor’s office for the Inland Revenue. His memorial stone reads “For 33 years Chief Clerk at the Surveyor of Income Tax Office.” His wife Alice remarried (see under Alice Mary Weston), but was buried in this grave with Frederick.

8.21	ADAMS, Iva May  Born 15 May 1893, bd 13 July 1942, aged 49
She was born in Cannock, Staffordshire, to Leonard and Elizabeth Adams. In 1921 Iva May was in London, a works chemist with Volker Lighting Corp. – ahead of her time.  After Leonard was killed in WWI, Elizabeth had moved to Chichester, and died here in 1926 (16.13). Iva May followed sometime after 1921, perhaps to care for her elderly mother; she was certainly here by 1932, and was doing private nursing as an SRN by the late 1930s.

21.06	ADAMS, Louisa  Baptised 21 June 1885, buried 4 Apr 1893, aged 8
Her parents were Charles William Adams, a shoemaker, and Emily. Her mother died in 1891 (19.12). The family lived on Whyke Lane; the 1891 Census gives the address as 2 Verginiena Cottages.

17.31	ADAMS, Thomas  Buried 7 Feb 1901, aged 81
	ADAMS, Mary  Buried 22 Dec 1906, aged 87
Thomas was a Post Office clerk throughout his working life. It is surprising, given this stable and respectable job, that we cannot find a record of his birth (though the Censuses place it in Chichester) or his marriage. He first appears, unmarried, in the 1851 Census; here and hereafter he spells his surname as Adames. By 1861 he had married a Mary, whose birthplace was West Ashling; they had two sons, Frederick (17.29) and Walter (17.30). For many years they lived on South Street, conveniently close to the Post Office at that time. By 1891 they had moved to Whyke, to Orchard Road; Thomas’ address at death was 1 Cleveland Road, and Mary’s was 14 Lyndhurst Avenue.

17.30	ADAMS, Walter Charles  Baptised 16 June 1861, buried 16 June 1896, aged 35
He was the younger brother of Frederick (17.29), and son of Thomas and Mary (17.31). He was a draper’s assistant in Arundel in 1881, but we cannot trace him thereafter until his death, when his address was Grove Road. He was buried on the 35th anniversary of his baptism.

32.18	ADFIELD, Henry Edward Howard  Bapt. 30 June 1872, died 30 Jan 1954, aged 81
	ADFIELD, Alice Beatrice  Bapt. 30 March 1873, died 20 Nov 1962, aged 89
Henry was born at Kingston-by-Sea to Jane Ann and William Adfield; he was baptised at New Shoreham, where his father was a servant at the Protestant Grammar School (now Shoreham College). Alice née Coom was born in Merstham, Surrey, to Elizabeth Mary and Owen Coom, a journeyman miller, and his wife Elizabeth Mary; however, she grew up in Hove with an uncle and aunt. She and Henry married in Steyning in 1895. They lived first in Aldrington in East Suffolk, then moved by 1905 to Chichester, where Henry was a railway labourer. Three children were born, of whom two survived childhood, Mabel and Winifred. In 1920 the family moved to 90 Cleveland Road, which remained home for Henry and Alice for the rest of their lives.

8.12	AINGER, Alfred  Baptised 25 Aug 1844, buried 24 Oct 1912, aged 68
Alfred was born at Sidlesham to William, a labourer, and Sarah. He probably joined the Royal Navy, since he is listed in 1881 as ‘mariner’ and in 1911 as ‘pensioner RN’, but we have not found his service record. In 1875 at Birdham he married Elizabeth Napper, a native of Bosham, who appears in the 1871 Census as a cook at the Anchor pub on West Street, Chichester. In 1881 they were stationed at Limehouse, London, and had a 10-year-old daughter Anne; she had been baptised at Birdham in 1871, daughter of John and Lucy Ainger, so presumably she had been adopted informally or formally by Alfred and Elizabeth. In 1882 they had a son Alfred William. By 1891 Alfred had left the service, and was keeper of the Lidsey Bridge beer house north of Bognor; in 1901 he was in Birdham as lock keeper on the Chichester Canal. The 1911 Census finds them as boarders on Whyke Road, but the burial register gives Alfred’s address as 27 Grove Road. He does not seem to have been related to Ernest John Richardson, who is buried in the same grave, except by their naval service.

24.33	AITKEN, Jilly-Ann  Born 14 Aug 1956, died 17 May 2000, aged 43
Because of the unavailability of records after 1939, we have not found anything about her. Her address in the Burial Register was 24 Oving Road.

32.24	AITKEN, Phyllis Caroline  Born 20 Nov 1902, died 5 Sept 1954, aged 51
	AITKEN, George Edward  Born 23 Jan 1893, died 1 March 1962, aged 69
According to a posting on Ancestry, George was born in Cairo, Egypt, and he married Phyllis Caroline Furner at St Mary, Cairo on 7 March 1931. We cannot verify these details, but we can confirm that the couple sailed from Port Said to Plymouth in September 1931, and that a daughter Jennifer Noel Aitken was born in November in Plymouth, her mother née Furner. We find them from 1935 in Sutton & Cheam, Surrey, and in 1939 in Portsmouth; George was an architectural draftsman. After the war they lived in Whyke, first at 72 Whyke Road and from 1953 at 50 Lyndhurst Road, which was the last address for both Phyllis and George.

6.20	ALDRED, Lilian Annie  Born 8 Feb 1891, died 19 Dec 1916, aged 25
Lilian was born and baptised at Chelmsford, Essex: her father was Daniel Allman, a grocer, her mother Emily. By 1901 Daniel had died and Emily was in Maidstone, Kent, with Lilian and another daughter. In 1911 Lilian was living with cousins in Walthamstow, Essex, and working as confectioner’s assistant. What brought her to Chichester we do not know, but in April 1915 at St Pancras she married William Charles Aldred, a clerk: for his parents see 08.34. The fact that she died within two years of marriage makes one think that there were childbirth complications, as so often.

8.34	ALDRED, William Albert  Baptised 28 Jane 1859, buried 2 June 1913, aged 54
William was born in Funtington to Henry Aldred, a victualler, and Priscilla Jane. His father died young, and the family had moved to Chichester by 1871; Priscilla’s new husband took care to apprentice Henry to a good trade, as maker of saddles and harness. On 5 August 1888 at St Peter the Great he married Ellen Sophia Smart, daughter of Robert Smart, a stonemason, and Emily. Ellen had been baptised on 4 November 1866 at St Paul’s, Chichester. Her age at marriage was given as 23, which means, if correct, that she was born more than a year before her baptism. She and William had one child, a son William Charles, whom they baptised at Rumboldswyke in 1890: see on 06.20. Home was 23 Bognor Road from 1897 until William senior’s death in 1913. Ellen remarried in 1923 (see under Woodthorpe), but she is buried here with her first husband.

10.15	ALDRICH, Henry Eustace  Born 4th qtr 1883, buried 31 May 1923, aged 39
Records earlier than his death give his first name as Harry. He was born in Islington. In 1885 he was admitted to the workhouse with Annie Aldrich, aged 25 (presumably his mother), and a newborn sister. When Harry married in 1915 he named his father as Charles Thomas Aldrich, an estate agent. Harry appears in Graffham Sussex in 1891, perhaps as a foster child. In 1911 he was a manservant at St George Hanover Square, London. His marriage in 1915 was at Rumboldswyke: he was then a packer at 26 Grove Road, which remained his address thereafter; his bride was Winifred Emily Paice from Steep, Hampshire. In 1921 they were both in service to the Beckwith family at North Lodge, Lavant, he as butler and she as cook.

25.25	ALLEN, Helena Elizabeth  Buried 13 Apr 1981
	ALLEN, Thomas Henry  Born 9 Feb 1896, buried 3 March 1983, aged 87
Helena née White was born on Christmas Day, but in which year? The civil registration of her death says 1894, which matches the age of 86 given in the Burial Register; her birth, however, was registered in the first quarter of 1894, which might suggest a birth late in 1893. Her birthplace was Bordesley, Birmingham. She was living with her maternal grandparents in 1901 and with an uncle and aunt in 1911; hence there is no record of her parents’ names, and it seems likely that they died when she was small. In 1911 and 1921 she was working as a “warehouse girl” for B.S.A., the cycle manufacturers. Thomas Henry Allen was also born in Birmingham, to Thomas, a brass turner, and Elizabeth. He was a brass turner like his father in 1911, but had turned gardener by 1921. He and Helena married at King’s Norton, near Birmingham, in 1922, and had at least two daughters, Poppy (1923) and Marguerite (1927). Thomas and Helena were still in Birmingham in 1965, and we do not know when they came to Whyke. The address for both of them in the Burial Register was 207 Whyke Road.
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]36.10	ALLEN, Robert  Born 4 Feb 1882, died 25 Dec 1944, aged 62
Robert was Chichester-born, the son of Augusta Allen and her husband Charles, a shoemaker. In 1901 Robert was a watchmaker and in 1911 a jeweller’s assistant. His older brother Charles Cousins Allen had established a jewellery business at 57-59 South Street, so it looks as if Robert worked for him, although this is not explicitly stated until the 1921 Census. By 1911 Robert was boarding with the Knight family (16.12) at 35 Grove Road, and in 1921 he married their daughter Edith Kate Knight, 17 years his junior. There seem to have been no children. After marriage he set up in business as a jeweller on his own account at 35 South Street, “opposite G.P.O.” He advertised heavily in the Chichester Observer, and gifts from himself and his wife are often listed in reports of society weddings. In 1943, with so many young men away at war, Robert was forced to advertise for an apprentice. He died on Christmas Day 1944 at 24 South Street.

21.03	ANDREWS, Harriett Mary Ann  Baptised 28 Apr 1893, buried 9 May 1893, aged 1 month
Her parents were Andrew Andrews, a grocer, and Hannah, of Jubilee Terrace.

17.06	ANNESLEY, Emma  Buried 8 Dec 1894, aged 57
A mystery! William Henry Knowles, who is buried in the same grave as Emma, married two Shaw sisters, and they had a sister Emma. But she was eight years old in 1851, which does not match the age in the burial register; and we have not found a marriage of an Emma Shaw to an Annesley. The burial register gives Emma’s residence as the “Old Place”, Rumboldswhyke.

20.21	ANSCOMBE, Arthur Edward  Buried 16 Apr 1910, aged 13 months
He was born on 28 March 1909 to George, a house painter, and Amelia Anscombe, of 4 Grove Road. In the 1911 Census the couple had four children still living, and had lost one, i.e. Arthur.

9.12	APPLIN, William Arthur  Baptised 19 Feb 1865, buried 26 Sept 1910, aged 45
He was a baker and confectioner, baptised at the splendidly named Piddletrenthide, Dorset, by Arthur and Jane. In 1888 he married Elizabeth Munday at Chichester, and they lived on Northgate (1891) and then at 15 High Street. Five children were born. In 1910 William committed suicide, following a deterioration of his physical and mental health. The Burial Act of 1882 had removed restrictions on the burial of suicides in consecrated ground.

13.02	APPS, Edwin  Born 20 Sept 1822, died 27 Feb 1903, aged 80
	APPS, Betsy  Born 1 Feb 1846, died 14 Mar 1910, aged 64
Edwin was baptised in 1822 at West Itchenor, the son of James Apps, a shipwright, and his wife Ruth. By 1841 Edwin was in Chichester with his older brother Joseph. In the 1851 Census he was a jobbing labourer, and in 1861 he was foreman to a corn dealer. In 1849 he married Ann Lilliott, who was born in Ashurst, Sussex in 1813. They had two daughters, Mary Ann and Martha. By the 1870s the family had some connection with Rumboldswyke: Martha was buried in the old churchyard at the age of 19 on 9 July 1872, and Ann on 26 December 1875 aged 62. 
On 8 June 1880 Edwin remarried to Betsy Marsh at Rumboldswyke. Betsy had been baptised on 1 February 1846 at Birdham, daughter of Thomas and Ann Marsh. By 1881 Edwin was living on Whyke Lane, next door to George Apps (18.12), and he was “porter to boot manufacturer”, i.e. no doubt to George. (Edwin and George were presumably related somehow, though they were not brothers).

18.12	APPS, George  Born 7 Apr 1833, died 14 July 1893, aged 60
	APPS, Ellen  Born 5 Sep 1830, died 6 Apr 1907, aged 76
George was born in 1833 at Pagham, son of John and Ann Apps. John was a cordwainer, i.e. leather-worker, and George is similarly called a cordwainer or bootmaker in most of the Censuses, though the 1871 Census records a venture as a china dealer on South St in Chichester. In 1857 he married Ellen Chaffer in Chichester. Ellen was born in 1830 at Sidlesham, daughter of Henry and Lucy Chaffer. George and Ellen seem to have had three daughters, one of whom, Laura, became a schoolmistress in Chichester. By 1881 they were on Whyke Lane, next door to Edwin and Betsy Apps, who are buried in 13.02; George and Edwin were presumably related somehow, though they were not brothers.

9.17   ARCHBOLD, Mary Elizabeth Teresa  Born 1st qtr 1859, buried 10 Mar 1927, aged 68
          ARCHBOLD, Maud Constance  Born 2nd qtr 1896, buried 26 Feb 1930, aged 33
Mary was born in Stepney, where her father John Ward was a porter and later a letter carrier; her mother was Mary Ann, a ruff maker. In 1884, at her parish church of St Dunstan, she married Samuel George Archbold: see 09.05. She bore him ten children. The seven who survived childhood were all with them at 48 Whyke Lane in 1911. The 1921 Census suggests that Maud Constance was already in poor health, since (in contrast to the other children) she was “not occupied”. Two of their other daughters, Mary Evangeline and Jessie Ellen, are buried at 36.32.

36.32	ARCHBOLD, Mary Evangeline  Born 23 Oct 1887, buried 1 Apr 1946, aged 58
	ARCHBOLD, Jessie Ellen  Born 7 Aug 1893, buried 15 Aug 1950, aged 57
They were both daughters of Samuel George Archbold (09.05) and his wife Mary Elizabeth Theresa (09.17). Born in Chadwell Heath, Essex, they came to Whyke with their parents by 1904. The 1911 and 1921 Censuses have Mary working as a milliner and draper, while Jessie is limited to “home duties” in those Censuses. In 1939 Mary was a ladies’ outfitters showroom assistant, while Jessie was still on “unpaid domestic duties”. The family home had been 15 Lyndhurst Road since 1915, and both sisters remained there until their deaths.

9.05	ARCHBOLD, Samuel George  Baptised 10 Dec 1865, buried 2 Aug 1934, aged 71
He and his wife were East-Enders. Samuel was born in 1862, but his baptism was postponed until 1865 when three Archbold children were baptised together by their parents Joseph Charles, a builder and house painter, and Emma Finlay; this was at St Chad, Haggerston, Hackney. In 1884 he married Mary Elizabeth Theresa Ward. He was an insurance agent at this period. They lived in Chadwell Heath, Essex, then moved south to Brighton, and reached Whyke by 1904. Now and in 1921 Samuel was a contract officer with P.O. Telephones. His wife Mary died in 1927, and their daughter Maud (d. 1930) is buried with her at 09.17; hence Samuel is buried here alone. See on Mary Archbold (09.17) for their children.

25.26	ARMSTRONG, Beatrice ‘Pat’  Born 8 Aug 1914, buried 19 Mar 1991, aged 76
Beatrice née Batchelor was born just after the outbreak of WW1, and her father Ernest Samuel Batchelor was killed on 11 April 1917 in action with the 3rd Dragoon Guards. Her mother Helena was born in Cork, Ireland, and Beatrice and her siblings were all born there. By 1921, however, Helena had moved the family to New Sarum, Wiltshire, and by 1939 into Salisbury itself. There in 1944 Beatrice married James R. Armstrong (24.26). It appears that they had two sons in Boston, Lincolnshire: John in 1944 and Anthony in 1945. We cannot trace them thereafter until Beatrice’s death, when their address was 79 Willowbed Drive, Whyke; her funeral was conducted by a Roman Catholic priest. Her nickname ‘Pat’ is recorded on her headstone, which describes her as “wife, friend and peacemaker”.

24.26	ARMSTRONG, James Ronald  Born 9 Sept 1918, died 15 Dec 1996, aged 78
He was born in India to Thomas Francis Armstrong, a civil engineer, and his wife Gwendolyn Alice; the family sailed to the U.K in 1919 and again in 1923. In 1944 he married Beatrice Batchelor (25.26) in Salisbury, and it appears that they had two sons in Boston, Lincolnshire: John in 1944 and Anthony in 1945. Thereafter we cannot trace them until Beatrice’s death in 1991 at 79 Willowbed Drive (25.26). James then married Elsie E. Sorenson in Chichester in 1992. He died in 1996, again at 79 Willowbed Drive.

19.17	ARNELL, Daisy Kathleen  Buried 8 June 1914, aged 14 months
Daisy was baptised at Hunston, daughter of John Arnell, a labourer, and Rose Amelia (32.34). The family’s address was 38 Whyke Lane at the time of her death.

32.34	ARNELL, John  Born 13 May 1863, died 13 Feb 1956, aged 92
	ARNELL, Rose Amelia  Born 17 Nov 1875, died 17 Apr 1956, aged 80
John was born at Donnington to Henry Arnell, a farm worker, and Mary. Rose Amelia née Warrington was born to Alice Warrington at Hunston; two years later Alice married James Novell in Chichester (08.14). In 1894 Rose had a daughter Lilian Amelia; three years later she married John Arnell, a brickmaker, at Hunston, but Lilian had been adopted by Alice and James with the surname Novell. Rose and John had at least eight children in Hunston, including Ivy May (b. 1905, married surname Pope, see 26.16). By 1918 they had moved to Whyke, where John worked for the London Brighton & South Coast Railway. Home was 89 Cleveland Road, where they remained for the rest of their lives.

32.38	ARNELL, Karen Evelyn  Born 2nd qtr 1957, buried 7 Apr 1961, aged 4
She was born in Worthing, daughter of Eric and Shirley Arnell, who had married in Chichester in 1956. The Burial Register gives her address as 27 Bramber Road: the couple living there in 1960-61 were William H. & Marjorie L.E. Arnell (see 25.06), presumably relatives of Eric and Shirley. The wooden cross on the grave is inscribed “Mum / R.I.P. / Karen”: presumably “Mum” was the mother of Eric or Shirley.

3.16	ARNELL, William George  Born 3rd qtr 1865, buried 12 Aug 1921, aged 55
	ARNELL, Julia Alice  Baptised 10 July 1870, buried 24 Apr 1936, aged 66
William was born in Donnington to Henry, a farm worker, and Mary. He served in the Royal Navy from 1884 to 1906, and again in WW1 from 1914 to 1919. Julia’s birthplace was Kingsclere Woodlands, near Newbury, Berkshire; her parents were Charles Banbury, a farm worker, and Charlotte. She married William at her home village in 1900. Because of his naval service, their first child Charles was born at her home, and the second and third, William and Gladys, in the Portsmouth area. In the 1911 Census they were living in Stockbridge Road, and William, temporarily out of the Navy, was station agent for a tram company – perhaps the Selsey Tramway? By 1921 the family was at 82 Grove Road, where William died; Julia was then awarded a pension from the R.N. She lived on Grove Road until 1926, then on Oving Road.

25.06	ARNELL, William Henry  Born 29 May 1921, buried 19 Sept 1977, aged 56
	ARNELL, Marjorie Lilian Esther  Born 15 Oct 1926, buried 22 Nov 1997, aged 71
William was born in Bosham to Myrtle and Walter Arnell, the latter a general labourer. By 1939 the family had moved to Chichester, where William was likewise a general labourer. Marjorie née Payne was born in Petworth, the daughter of Arthur, a shepherd, and Lily Elizabeth née Ewens. She and William married in Chichester in 1947, and had four children: Cynthia (1948), Steven (1957), Julie (1959) and Jeffrey (1965). William died in 1977 at 11 Bramber Road, and Marjorie remained at that address until she went into the Estrella Rest Home in Bosham.

27.28	ARNOLD, Albert John William  Born 20 May 1906, died 26 Nov 1971, aged 65
	ARNOLD, Amy Florence  Born 24 June 1906, died 29 Apr 1979, aged 72
Albert was born Nunhead, Camberwell, London, to Albert Charles and Ellen Arnold. He followed his father not only in first name but also in occupation as a bricklayer. In 1927 he married Amy Florence Sheehan, daughter of Mary Ann and William Thomas Sheehan, the latter a “Plater & Vice Hand”. Amy had attended the Meeting House Lane School from 1916. The newly-weds lived with Amy’s parents on Brimmington Road, Camberwell. There seem to have been no children of the marriage. In the 1950s we find them in Erith, Kent, before they moved in 1956 to Whyke, to 59 Basin Road; that was the last address for each of them.

13.23	ARTHUR, Frederick William  Baptised 15 Oct 1872, buried 5 June 1936, aged 63
	ARTHUR, Eliza  Baptised 8 Jan 1865, buried 30 Dec 1943, aged 78
Frederick was Chichester-born, the son of Daniel, a carter, and Elizabeth Mary. He was apprenticed as a butcher, and specialised as a pork butcher. Eliza’s parents were James Standing, a farm bailiff, and Mercy. She was born at Keymer (north of Brighton), and went into service as a domestic cook in Keymer (by age 16) and then Chichester. She married Frederick in 1898 at St Peter the Great, Chichester. They settled at 74 Grove Road, which remained home for many decades. They had one child, Mercy Constance, who died at age 5 and is buried at 20.13. 
Frederick was a pillar of the community: in 1909 he helped rescue a man who attempted to commit suicide on the railway line; in 1919 he was a Special Constable. By 1921 he was a foreman for Kimbell & Sons, who had a thriving business in the pork and provisions trade at 87 East Street. After his death Eliza remained at 74 Grove Road until at least 1939; the burial register gives her final address as Curdridge, Hampshire.

20.13	ARTHUR, Mercy Constance  Baptised 26 May 1901, died 3 Jan 1907, aged 5 
She was the only child of Frederick William and Eliza Arthur (13.23).

24.21	ASHCROFT, Dennis  Born 23 June 1921, died 10 Apr 1990, aged 68
	ASHCROFT, Eileen Rosemary  Died 19 Sept 2011
We catch a glimpse of Dennis in the 1939 Register at Shoreham Grammar School. Otherwise nothing until he and Rosemary appear in the 1962-63 electoral register at 51 Upper Bognor Road. When were they married? There was a son Michael born in Chichester to a Mrs Ashcroft née Long in 1946, and several children from 1950 on born to a Mrs Ashcroft née Gratwick, but we cannot find records of either marriage. In 1949 in Hamburg, Germany, one Dennis Ashcroft married Rosemary Holmes, daughter of Rev. J.G.F Holmes and his wife of Hythe, Kent. If this is ‘our’ marriage, it would explain why the ashes of Blanche Holmes were deposited in this grave.
      Dennis died at 221 Oving Road, and his ashes were deposited on 28 August 1990. The electoral registers from 2003 show Eileen at 10 Bishops Courtyard, The Hornet, but she died at St Richard’s Hospital. Her age at death is not recorded in the burial register. Her ashes were deposited on 27 October 2011.

16.17	ASHTON, Brian Michael Rainford  Buried 5 Aug 1935, aged 5 months
His parents were Claude Rainford Ashton, a dental mechanic, and Emily Dorothy née Cook. They married in 1930 at St Peter the Great, Chichester, and were living on Bognor Road at the time of Brian’s death.

32.13	ASLETT, Margaret Jean Ann  Born 14 Jan 1933, died 9 Aug 1993, aged 60
Margaret was the youngest child of Frederick and Susan Willard (above). In 1957 she married Donald C. Aslett in Hove, and they had children Simon (1959) in Worthing and Donna (1962) and Neale (1964) in Chichester. In 1961 they were on Elmer Road, but by 1962 they had moved into the Willard family home at 76 Kingsham Road, no doubt to care for Susan. Thereafter we have no records; the Burial Register gives Margaret’s address as 46 Duncan Road. Her ashes were deposited in her parents’ grave on 22 August 1993. The epigraph “Your duty is done” perhaps suggests that, as the youngest daughter, she was expected to care for her parents in their old age.



36.40	ATKINS, Kim Marie  Buried 4 June 1964, aged 5 years
The address in the Burial Register is 3 Mumford Place. We guess that Kim was the daughter of Terence N. Atkins and Josephine E. West, who married in Chichester in 1957; however, the civil registration of Kim’s birth says her mother was née Turner.

8.03	ATKINSON, Edith Francis  Born 2nd qtr 1857, died 29 Sept 1914, aged 67
Her parents, William and Elizabeth Inkson had 13 children; three of her sisters are buried at 09.02/3. Her father was a successful butcher employing 4 men and 2 boys. The family lived in East Street, and all were Chichester-born. In 1871 Edith and her two sisters Alice and Ellen were living with their older sister, Elizabeth, who was a schoolmistress at number 5 Lion Street. Ellen was teaching English and drawing, and Edith was a scholar. By 1881 Edith had taken over the English and drawing classes. In June 1900, Edith married Samuel Ernest Atkinson. Samuel’s age is recorded as 28 and Edith’s as 22. Edith appears to have dropped 20 years from her age. Grace and Ann, her sisters, have signed the marriage certificate as witnesses and as the wedding took place in Surrey there was no-one to question the details. In 1911 Edith gave her age as 42, and in 1921 as 54, gradually approaching the truth. Samuel trained as a Surgeon and the pair moved to Osgathorpe House in Loughborough. It may be that Edith was visiting family in Chichester when she died; she was buried at Whyke, but the entry under ‘Abode’ was Osgathorpe.  

9.26	ATTFIELD, Sidney  Baptised 27 Oct 1878, died 26 Sept 1911, aged 33
	ATTFIELD, Fanny Elizabeth  Baptised 15 Aug 1875, died 7 July 1920, aged 44
They were siblings, the youngest children of William and Ann Attfield, who are buried at 14.28. They grew up in the family home on St Pancras Street in Chichester, and then moved with their parents to 88 Cleveland Road, remaining unmarried. In the 1901 Census Fanny was a domestic cook, Sidney a printer and compositor. Following their mother’s death in 1915, Fanny moved to 68 Whyke Lane.

14.28	ATTFIELD, William  Buried 3 Aug 1901, aged 65
	ATTFIELD, Ann  Baptised 21 June 1835, buried 6 Feb 1915, aged 79
William and Ann had strong roots in this area. William’s father Thomas was born in Bognor, his mother Jane in Chichester. He was apprenticed to his father, a carpenter, and followed that trade life-long. Ann was baptised Ann Warner Willshire; she was Selsey-born, the daughter of Thomas Willshire, a fisherman, and Harriett. The couple married at Selsey in 1859. They had at least eight children, two of whom, Fanny and Sidney, died in middle age and are buried at 9.26; another daughter, Emily Ann, is at 2.32. William’s father died in 1857 and his mother in 1858, so William, as the oldest son, became head of the family home on St Pancras Street, where he remained for most of his life. He and Ann brought up his younger sister Fanny (who was still with them in 1871) in addition to their own children. They had moved to 88 Cleveland Road by 1901, when William died, and Ann remained there until her own death in 1915.

36.38	AUSTIN, Alberta Juana Smith  Baptised 22 June 1862, buried 2 June 1946, aged 84
Alberta was born at North Mundham to Henry and Emily Jupp, who are buried at 14.04. Her fine second name Juana inevitably gets corrupted in the records, often to Junan. It appears that she married c. 1884 to one John Austin (marriage record not yet found). They had two children, and clearly Alberta had inherited her mother’s love of exotic names, since she called them Heloise and Octave. John must have been a Londoner, since we find the family in Islington, and he must have died c. 1891. Nevertheless Alberta managed to keep her young family together. By 1911 the children had flown the nest, and Alberta had returned to Chichester, where she worked as a laundry sorter and packer. By 1921 she had joined her mother Emily at 25 Bognor Road, which remained her address for the rest of her life.

36.38	AUSTIN, Heloise Alberta Jupp  Born 13 July 1885, died 20 Nov 1969, aged 84
Daughter of Alberta (above) and John, Heloise was already working as a domestic nurse by the age of 15, and then became a mental nurse: in 1911 she was working at the Earlswood Asylum in Redhill, and in 1921 at the Chiswick House Asylum, which catered to well-off patients. Around 1930 she joined her mother Alberta in Chichester at 25 Bognor Road, which had been the family home since 1893. After Alberta’s death in 1946 she moved to 11 Whyke Lane, and then to 66 Basin Road, where she ended her days.

35.37	AUSTIN, Louisa Patience  Born 29 Apr 1895, died 17 Dec 1949, aged 54
	AUSTIN, Charles Henry  Born 19 Aug 1889, died 22 Nov 1965, aged 76
Louisa née Thorndike was born in Gravesend, Kent to Louisa Florence and James, the town’s subpostmaster. In 1911 she was an assistant in the P.O. Charles hailed from Throwley, Faversham, Kent, one of numerous sons of William, a miller, and Elizabeth. Charles and Louisa married at Gravesend in 1915. Charles was an outfitter’s assistant in 1911, and in 1921 he was a buyer for Deakin & Son, men’s clothing, Canterbury. By 1928 he and Louisa were at 66 East Street, Chichester; they had two sons, Raymond (1923) and David (1928). Louisa died suddenly in 1949 when they were living at 25 Whyke Lane. Her funeral was conducted by the Dean of Chichester, A.S. Duncan-Jones. Charles then married Helen Florence Pay (née Shepherd) in Worthing in 1952. His last address was 102 Cedar Drive, but he died in St Richard’s Hospital. His ashes were deposited here on 30 December 1965; he left an estate of £22,202.

36.38	AUSTIN, Octave Henry Parsons  Born 26 July 1889, died 1 May 1918, aged 28
Octave no doubt went by his middle name Henry in daily life, and even his mother Alberta (above) calls him Henry on the 1901 Census. He became a gunner in the Royal Garrison Artillery, and during WWI was promoted to bombardier 27553, 506th Siege Bty in the RGA. After surviving most of the war he was killed at Le Havre in 1918. He is buried at Ste Marie Cemetery, Le Havre (grave Div 62 III G 2), and is commemorated here at Whyke on his mother’s gravestone, and on St George’s War Memorial.

26.27	AVENELL, Grace Elizabeth  Born 9 July 1904, died 9 Jan 1981, aged 76
	AVENELL, Norman Henry  Born 7 Dec 1904, died 18 Aug 1986, aged 80
Grace was born in Blackwall, London, but we have not discovered her parents’ names. Norman was born in Puttenham, Guildford, to Harriet Avenell and her husband Charles, a farmer and later a gardener; in 1921 Norman was a ‘garden boy’. When Grace married Norman at Puttenham in 1930, he was a chauffeur. They settled in Chichester, and lived for many years at 31 West Street; Norman was working as a bus conductor in 1939. In 1960 they moved to 68 Lyndhurst Road, their last address. Graces’ ashes were deposited on 27 Feb 1981, and Norman’s on 19 Sept 1985.

9.15	AYLING, Caroline  Baptised 21 Feb 1837, died 9 May 1912, aged 75
There were several Carolines surnamed Ayling by birth or marriage in this region and this period. Ours was a single lady, who was born in Strettington, a hamlet near Boxgrove, a daughter to James and Jane Ayling and a sister to James junior (9.14). She was in service in Brighton (1861), and as a cook in Hove (1881). By 1891 she had returned to Boxgrove and was living with her widowed mother Jane. By 1896 she had moved to Chichester and was by herself at 11 Oving Road. In her last years she lived with Annie, widow of her brother James, at 51 York Road.

16.01	AYLING, Ernest  Buried 3 Sept 1901, aged 18 months 
His parents were John Ayling, a cattle drover, and Florence; they lived at 25 The Hornet.

6.09	AYLING, Harry Thomas  Buried 24 Dec 1931, aged 71
	AYLING, Kate  Born 3rd qtr 1866, buried 14 June 1934, aged 68
In the Censuses Harry gave his Kent birthplace variously as Strood, Hoo and Chatham. His father William was a sailor, which perhaps explains the confusion. Harry married first Ellen Louisa Wackford in Chichester in 1884; then, after Ellen’s early death, he married Kate Pratt at St Olave’s in 1888. Kate was born in the Red Hill (Havant) area of Hampshire in 1866, daughter of Thomas, a gardener. She and Harry had some five children, and lived at 46 Victoria Road, then at 129 Bognor Road (1915-20), then at 105 Bognor Road (1921 on). Harry was a bread baker until his late 40s, but then, perhaps tiring of a baker’s early hours, he became a general labourer. Their second son Alec Oliver Ayling was killed in action at the Battle of the Somme on 7 July 1916, aged 19. He was a private [L/10640] in the Royal Sussex Regiment, and is named on St George’s War Memorial.

9.14	AYLING, James  Baptised 2 Dec 1838, died 11 Oct 1910, aged 71
He was a sadler and harness maker, born at Boxgrove to James Ayling, a gardener, and Jane, the parents also of Caroline (9.15). Two days before Christmas 1869 he married Annie Clare at Boxgrove. They lived in Petersfield in the 1870s and had two daughters; by 1885 they had come to South Street, Chichester. In 1904 they moved to 51 York Road, the last address for James and also for his sister Caroline.

35.23	AYLING, James William  Born 15 Nov 1874, died 14 Sept 1948, aged 73
	AYLING, Lily Martha  Born 26 Dec 1871, died 15 July 1955, aged 83
James was a Chichester native, son of William Edwin, a tanner, and Jane. He enlisted in 1893 with the Royal Marines, and had risen by 1901 to lance sergeant, serving on HMS Duke of Wellington. Lily née Charles was born in Boxing Day 1871 in Bosham; her mother was Sarah, her father Henry, who was a coal merchant in 1881 but a master mariner by 1895. In that year Lily married Ernest Edwin Langer, a P.O. sorting clerk. Ernest died in 1900, and in 1906 Lily remarried to James. They lived in Alverstoke, Gosport, and had two children, Lily Effie (1.09) and James; our Lily also had at least one child, Ernest, by her previous marriage. By 1921 James had retired from the Marines and taken up a position as live-in steward of the Regnum Club, a social club at 45 South Street, Chichester. In 1932 the family moved to ‘Syringa’ (i.e. Lilac) on Cambrai Avenue, which was James’ last address. Lily was noted as ‘incapacitated’ in the 1939 Register. She appears on their headstone, but not on the Burial Plan or Register, perhaps by accidental omission.

1.09	AYLING, Lily Effie Agnes  Born 30 Dec 1906, died 12 Nov 1941, age 34
Lily was born in Alverstoke, Gosport to James William and Lily Martha Ayling (35.23). She moved with them to 45 South Street, Chichester, where she was a dress maker in 1921, and then to ‘Syringa’, a house in Cambrai Avenue. By 1939 her mother was incapacitated, and Lily was her parents’ housekeeper. She died prematurely in the Royal West Sussex Hospital, leaving £149 to her father.

22.08	AYLING, Thomas  Buried 27 May 1895, aged 2
Since he died at The Hornet, his parents were probably John and Florence Ayling: see on Ernest Ayling, 16.01.

13.03	AYLMORE, Annie Eva  Baptised 20 Apr 1884, died 18 March 1934, aged 50
	AYLMORE, Herbert Victor  Born 5 Feb 1889, buried 2 Aug 1965, aged 76
Herbert was the son of Herbert Samuel Aylmore, a Chichester alderman and provisions merchant and future Mayor of Chichester, and his wife Florence. He grew up at the family’s store and residence at 36/36A East Street, and joined his father in the business. In April 1914 he married Annie Eva Sims; she was the daughter of Walter Sims of George Street, a carpenter and joiner, and his wife Sarah Ann. The bride “wore a gown of powder blue satin in pannier style, and a satin hat to match, trimmed with an osprey” (West Sussex Gazette 30 April). Two months after their marriage WW1 broke out, and in 1915 Herbert enlisted in the West Riding Regiment. Surviving the War, he returned to the grocery on East Street; then in the 1930s he kept Whyke Stores at 31 Whyke Lane (Aspects p. 40). From 1923 the family also had a separate residence at 9 Bognor Road. Annie and Herbert had a daughter Doris (see 30.23) and a son Glyn. Annie died from heart failure in 1934. ““For practically all her life, she had been connected with the firm of Madam Richards, costumiers, West Street, Chichester” (obituary in Chichester Observer). Herbert had been Chair of the local Masonic Lodge the previous year. In April 1939 he was Head Warden for East Chichester for the ARP as England again prepared for war. Annie’s younger sister Mabel and their mother Sarah were living next door at 10 Bognor Road, and in 1942 Herbert remarried to Mabel. He spent his last years in West Wittering, but was buried here with his first wife Annie.



30.05	AYLMORE, Edith Emily  Born 20 Aug 1881, died 30 March 1958, aged 76
	AYLMORE, Albert  Born 14 Aug 1875, died 22 May 1959, aged 83
Edith née Bowman was born in West Norwood, London, one of numerous children of Esther and Robert Bowman. Between 1891 and 1901 the family moved to Cork, Ireland, where Emily was a typist in 1901. Albert was born in Pagham to Charles Aylmore, a gardener, and Sarah. At age 15 in 1890 he enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment, and saw action in India in the 1890s, serving as both drummer and combatant. He and Edith married in Cork in 1905, and had children Florence in Manchester, Robert and Esther in Cork, and Violet at Curragh Camp, Ireland. By 1914 they had made their home at 4 Caledonian Road in Whyke, where two more daughters were born, Mary and Lily. In 1914 Albert re-enlisted in the Royal Sussex as sergeant drummer, and he was in France from 1915 to 1919. By 1921 he had returned to civilian life as a house painter. In 1927 he led the Chichester Military Band in a commemorative excursion to Ostend. He and Edith remained at No. 4 for the rest of their lives.

17.41	AYLWARD, Ethel Louisa  Born c.1891, buried 18 Jan 1940, aged 49
	AYLWARD, Alfred Charles  Born 24 June 1887, buried 12 March 1963, aged 75
Alfred was born at Kingston upon Thames, son of Thomas (a farrier) and Susan Aylward. The 1901 Census records him working as a telegraph boy, and the 1911 Census as a canvasser for a photographer in Wandsworth, Surrey. In 1913 he married Ethel Stanbridge at Kingston, Surrey. Ethel was born in Whyke, daughter of William Stanbridge, harness maker and cycle dealer, and Mary Ann (16.31). By 1915 the couple had settled in Whyke, where Alfred was a fish and fruit hawker in 1921, and a general labourer in 1939. Of their three children, Gladys Eileen is buried at 16.29.

19.30	AYLWARD, Francis  Died 23 Mar 1892, aged 70
	AYLWARD, Martha  Buried 29 Sept 1909, aged 84
Like his brother Richard (20.18), Francis came from a family of sawyers, including his father George and his other brothers Prior and William. He was born in Hunston, his mother being Harriett. Martha née Pickett is not easy to trace in her early years: later records say she was born at Merston, her father being James. The couple married at Merston in 1847 and lived in Chichester, where they had two daughters, Marth and Ann, and a son Richard much later (1864). By 1871 they were on Bognor Road, where they remained until Francis’ death. By 1901 Martha had entered Chichester Workhouse, where she died.

16.29	AYLWARD, Gladys Eileen  Born 2nd qtr 1915, buried 4 June 1935, aged 20
She was born at Chichester, one of three children of Alfred Charles & Ethel Aylward (17.41).

16.32	AYLWARD, Jane  Born c.1816, buried 18 Jan 1898, aged 82
Jane née Martin was born at Eartham, daughter of John, a gardener. In the 1841, 1851 and 1861 Censuses she was in service as a cook in the Sowton household on East Pallant. In 1864 she married the widowed Prior Aylward, a sawyer, at Rumboldswyke. Prior outlived her, but he is buried with his first wife Caroline in the Old Churchyard.

20.18	AYLWARD, Richard  Baptised 22 Aug 1819, died 23 Dec 1888, aged 69
He was a sawyer and came from a family of sawyers: his father George and brothers Prior, Francis (19.30) and William were all sawyers too. He was born in Hunston and lived his early life there; his mother was named Harriett.  By 1861 he had moved to Whyke Road, Chichester, where he remained, unmarried, for the rest of his life. In his 60s sawing no doubt became too demanding, and he made a living as a general dealer.

19.01	BABER, Winifred Kate  Buried 5 May 1897, aged 19 days 
She was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, and her parents lived at 5 Bognor Road: they were Walter James, an artist, and Edith Fanny Baber. Walter’s watercolours of landscapes in Sussex and in western Canada can be seen on the internet.



19.15	BACON, Frank William  Buried 5 Dec 1912, aged 17 months
His mother was Laura, and he was the namesake of his father Frank William Bacon, a harness maker. They were of 49 Tower Street when he was baptised at St Peter the Great, and of 110 Bognor Road when he was buried here.

8.22	BACON, Henry  Baptised 21 Sept 1834, buried 2 Jan 1913, aged 80
Henry was an ‘ag. lab.’ (agricultural labourer) who was born in West Wittering, son of Richard & Emma, and lived mostly in the Witterings and Sidlesham. He married Sarah Tadd in 1858 and had numerous children. Widowed in 1882, he had a long stint in the workhouse, but he spent his last few years in the Oving Road home of his eldest daughter Elizabeth Shiers, who was herself now widowed.

21.12	BAILEY, Alice Mary  Buried 16 July 1892, aged 9 months
She was baptised at Rumboldswyke on 20 Dec 1891, as the daughter of Annie Bailey of Bognor Road.

33.12	BAILEY, Elizabeth  Born 11 Sept 1868, died 30 Dec 1951, aged 83
Elizabeth née Lethbridge was born in Herne Hill, Surrey, to William, a decorator, and his much younger wife Ann. In 1898 at Lambeth she married Harry Bailey, a Cambridge solicitor; he was then 43, she 29. They had five children in Cambridge. It looks as if Harry died in 1924, and Elizabeth was still in Cambridge in 1926. Thereafter we cannot trace her until 1950, when she was at 14 Whyke Road with her youngest son (now married) Geoffrey William. Geoffrey had come to Chichester in 1936 or earlier, but his mother was not then with him. She left a respectable estate of £2359 18s. 8d.

16.38	BAILEY, Ellen  Buried 19 March 1898, aged 78
She was born at Pagham, daughter of Thomas Lambeth. Perhaps she was good with children, as she became a children’s nurse in middle-class households, including that of a naval Post-Captain (1851) and a corn merchant (1861). Late in life she married Lot Bailey, a man of varied skills as wheelwright, carpenter and thatcher. The marriage was at South Bersted in 1878, and followed the death of Lot’s first wife Emily in 1876. Lot died in 1895 and was buried at Pagham; Ellen’s address at her burial was given as 15 York Road, Chichester.

5.03	BAILEY, Frederick Walter  Baptised 26 July 1874, died 2 May 1934, aged 59
	BAILEY, Edith May  Born 1882, buried 23 Aug 1961, aged 79
Frederick was the son of Alfred, a seaman, and Lucy Bailey; he was born and baptised at Pagham. When Frederick was nine, his father was drowned at sea whilst engaged in pleasure cruising on the ship ‘Bessie’. At age 16 we find Frederick at 68 North Street in Chichester as an outfitter’s apprentice, and he remained an assistant to the outfitters Egbert Moore throughout his working life. At age 20 in 1894 he married Annie McTurk at Portfield, and they had at least five children including Leslie William (15.31). Annie died in September 1905, and in 1906 Frederick married Edith May Messum, a tailoress, at Rumboldswyke. Edith’s birth was registered at Portsea; her father was William, a bookbinder’s finisher, and her mother was Alice (5.09). She and Frederick had three children together, including Percival (19.17). The family lived on Whyke Lane for many years; an electoral register shows Edith on Spitalfield Lane in 1960.

15.31 	BAILEY, Leslie William  Baptised 24 Jan 1904, died 20 May 1964, aged 60
Ivy Louisa, the first child of Edgar and Annie Morley, married Leslie William Bailey at Rumboldswyke in 1936. His father was Frederick Walter Bailey (5.03), who was employed by the outfitters Egbert Moore in North Street. Leslie too went into retail: in 1921 he worked for Freeman Hardy & Willis in East St, and in 1936 he was a boot shop manager. He died in Eastbourne in 1964 and his ashes were added to this grave of his in-laws the Morleys. Ivy lived to the age of 94, dying in Chichester in 2003.

16.26	BAILEY, Mary  Baptised 3 Nov 1821, buried 8 June 1897, aged 75
	BAILEY, Stephen  Born 24 May 1822, buried 18 Oct 1897, aged 75
Mary and Stephen led parallel lives: they were born with the same surname, just a few months apart, and died a few months apart at the same age. Mary was born at South Bersted, daughter of John and Hannah Bailey; Stephen was born at Pagham, son of Charles and Phoebe. (He was baptised at the Countess of Huntingdon’s Connexion chapel on the East side of Chapel Street in Chichester.) They were married in 1847 at Pagham, and spent their lives there, not blessed with children. Stephen was recorded as a shepherd in the 1871 and 1891 censuses. They presumably moved to Whyke in the 1890s, since they were buried here.

19.17 	BAILEY, Percival Alfred George  Buried 7 Jan 1915, aged 13 months
Son of Frederick Walter Bailey, an outfitter, and Edith May (05.03), of 77 Whyke Lane.

32.11	BAILEY, Sidney Jack  Born 11 Jan 1894, buried 6 June 1953, aged 59
Sidney was born at Roughton, near Cromer, Norfolk, to Hannah and George, a coal porter. In 1911 he was working as a railway porter. In 1922 in the Erpingham district of Norfolk he married Winifred E. Freeman, and they had a daughter Edna. The 1939 Register places them in Petworth, with Sidney working as a chauffeur and gardener. After the war we find them in Chichester, at 53 North Street and then from 1948 at 8 Exton Road, Sidney’s last address.

7.16	BAKER, Ada Beatrice  Baptised 24 Nov 1872, buried 15 Sept 1914, aged 42
Ada Beatrice née Underwood was born in Cowes, Isle of Wight to parents George William, a tailor, & Sarah. She married Denis Walter Baker, a photographer, in 1898 at Whyke. The couple had four children. Denis kept a photographic studio at their home, 8 Cleveland Road, from 1905 to 1914 (Aspects of Whyke p. 35). After Ada’s untimely death, which occurred in 1914 at the Royal West Sussex Hospital, Denis apparently left Chichester.

35.12	BAKER, Agnes Bertha  Born 1869, buried 3 Feb 1947, aged 77
She was born in the 3rd quarter of 1869 at Worthing, though not baptised until 2 Oct 1870; her parents were Frederick and Emily Gates. In 1881 we find her in an orphanage in Worthing, and in 1891 in service in far-off Yorkshire. In 1900 she married the pianist Philip George Baker in her native Worthing. They had eight children there before moving to Kingsham Road, Whyke by 1918. After Philip’s early death (see 15.05) Agnes continued to live there with some of the children for the rest of her life.

6.31	BAKER, Augustus  Baptised 11 Feb 1883, died 31 July 1925, aged 42
He was born at Nutbourne to Fanny and William Baker (both buried in the next plot, 6.32), and baptised at nearby Southbourne. In 1908 he married Mabel Frances Mills, whose parents are buried at 6.15/16. His father William was a thatcher and hay tier (cf. John William Webb at 14.38), and Augustus followed the same occupation. He and Mabel lived on Whyke Lane, and had no children. Her ‘in memoriam’ notice for him shows that they called each other Guss and May. Seven years after his death, Mabel married John Weston (31.23).

19.26	BAKER, Bertha  Buried 10 Feb 1892, aged 12
	BAKER, Emily Elizabeth Mary  Baptised 11 June 1882, buried 9 Oct 1897, aged 15
They were daughters of Albert James Baker, a railway carrier, and his wife Sally Clement née Stone, who married at Rumboldswhyke in 1878. Sally died in 1890, and in the 1891 Census the girls were both in the Westhampnett workhouse, where Bertha died. Emily was living on Whyke Lane when she died in 1897, but we do not know her circumstances.

20.01	BAKER, Charles  Buried 14 Sept 1898, aged 2 months 
His parents were Edward, a coachman, and Mary Jane Baker, of 24 The Hornet.

35.10	BAKER, Gertrude Ellen  Born 27 Apr 1883, buried 9 Jan 1947, aged 63
	BAKER, George  Born 18 May 1877, buried 31 Oct 1950, aged 72
Gertrude née Bacon was born in Sidlesham to Mary Ann and Albert Edward, a farm worker. Her father died prematurely in 1898, and in 1901 Gertrude and her seven siblings were in Birdham without parents; the oldest was Sarah Ann at 19, and Gertrude was 18. George was born in Harting to Fanny Baker and her husband William, who was variously a licensed victualler, a gamekeeper and a thatcher. The last of these occupations appealed to young George, who became a tier of hay and straw. The family and he moved around after jobs, reaching Birdham in 1900. Here he met and married Gertrude in 1904. (Were there jokes about ‘baker’ and ‘bacon’?) They settled in Whyke Lane, and a daughter Lillian May was born in 1913. Gertrude was an invalid by 1939, and both she and George died at 134 Whyke Lane. For whatever reason, the Burial Register and civil record give Gertrude’s middle name as Helen, but all previous records use the form Ellen.

8.29	BAKER, Jane  Baptised 19 June 1859, buried 25 Jan 1937, aged 77
	BAKER, Charles  Baptised 4 Jan 1857, buried 30 June 1938, aged 81
Jane was born in Sidlesham to William Venus, a carter, and his wife Ann. In 1881 she was a domestic cook in the household of William Mudd, a G.P. on West Pallant. Charles was born in Church Norton near Selsey but baptised at Sidlesham, son of Charles, a farm worker, and Harriett. Jane and Charles married in 1887 in Sidlesham, where he was a groom and coachman in the 1891 Census. They had two children, one of whom died young, while the other, Edward, survived. By 1901 they had moved into Chichester, to 12 Whyke Lane, where Charles was a grain merchant’s labourer in that year, and a foreman in the coal yard of the gas works in 1911. In 1921 he was a skilled labourer with the City Corporation. By now they had moved to 109 Grove Road, which was Jane’s final address. After her death Charles moved to 129 Bognor Road, where he died the following year.

29.28	BAKER, Jane Cherie  Born 3rd qtr 1946, died 14 Dec 1962, aged 16
Jane was born in Worthing, daughter of Roy and Gladys (below), and died young at RWSH. Her epitaph includes the verses, “’Tis she who scatters blessings round / Adores her maker best. / Her walk through life is mercy crowned, / Her bed of death is blest.”

4.09	BAKER, Matilda  Baptised 7 Sept 1856, buried 17 March 1936, aged 79
She is called simply Matilda in the burial register, and was baptised in Brighton as Matilda Emma, but she generally styled herself Emma Matilda. She was born to Richard and Amelia Baker two years before her sister Eliza Jane (04.08); both of them went into domestic service as cooks, suggesting that their mother taught them useful skills. By 1901 she had retired, and was living with Eliza and her husband Montague in Fishbourne. After Montague’s death she moved with Eliza to Chichester, and continued living at 8 Grove Road after Eliza’s death until close to her own death, though her last address was 9 Ithaca Terrace, Felpham.

15.05	BAKER, Philip George  Baptised 26 May 1878, buried 2 May 1924, aged 48

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]His father Philip Bartholomew Baker was a musician, born in Nassau, Germany; is Baker an anglicized form of a German surname? Our Philip followed suite as a pianist, specifically “pianist at theatre” (1901 Census). He was born and lived at Worthing, where he married Agnes Bertha Gates in 1900; the photo shows the wedding, and the gentleman standing is believed to be the groom’s father. Philip and Agnes had eight children there before moving to Whyke (Kingsham Road) by 1918. Agnes continued to live there after Philip’s early death, and she is buried at 35.12.












13.08	BAKER, Robert James  Baptised 18 Aug 1878, buried 14 Apr 1903, aged 24
He was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, son of Albert James Baker, a carrier for the railway, and Sally. The Chichester Observer for 15 April 1903 reports that his early death was sudden, brought on by tuberculosis; he had been granted the licence of ‘The Plough’ in North Mundham just three weeks previously. He had been in the army, and had served in South Africa in the Second Boer War (1899-1902).

29.28 	BAKER, Roy  Born 16 Oct 1911, died 22 Oct 1997, aged 86
	BAKER, Gladys Edith  Born 26 Jan 1915, died Sept 1997, aged 82
We have not been able to ascertain Roy’s birthplace or parents. Gladys was Chichester-born, daughter of John Robert Butland, a naval pensioner, and Fanny Jane. Gladys and Roy married in Chichester in 1939. In addition to Jane (above) they had a son Michael in 1940 and a daughter Mary in 1953. Roy was a police constable; they had numerous addresses as a result of his various postings, but in 1962, the year of Jane’s death, they had settled at 120 Whyke Road; that was the last address for Roy and Gladys also. According to the Burial Register, Gladys was cremated on 12 Sept 1997, and Roy on 30 Oct of that year.

6.32	BAKER, William  Buried 1 March 1917, aged 65
	BAKER, Fanny  Baptised 23 Jan 1853, buried 26 Jan 1931, aged 77
They were both born in Harting, William about a year before Fanny, though no birth or baptism record has yet been found for him. William’s parents were George, a farm worker, and Lucy; Fanny’s were Robert, a farm bailiff, and Mary. They married at Harting (naturally enough) in 1871. William was a farm worker at marriage, a gamekeeper in 1881, and a miller’s carter in 1891. By 1901 he had specialised as a thatcher and hay/straw tier. They lived in Harting until 1881, and then began a peripatetic life, stopping at Nutbourne, Funtington, Westbourne (1891), Emsworth, Bosham and Birdham (1901). They had at least four sons, including Augustus (06.31), and four daughters. By 1911 they had settled in Chichester, at 104 Grove Road (later 106 Grove Road), and there they lived out their lives.

36.23	BALES, Emma  Died 28 Sept 1945, aged 67
She appears in the 1945 electoral register at 56 Lyndhurst Road, but she seems to have lived only briefly in Chichester, and we cannot trace her earlier life with any certainty. She died in St Richard’s Hospital.

2.09	BALL, Harry Edwin  Born 20 Feb 1859, died 27 Feb 1938, aged 79
	BALL, Minnie  Born 3 Mar 1867, buried 10 Feb 1943, aged 75
Harry was born in Devonport to Sarah and William Ball. He enlisted in the Royal Navy on his 18th birthday in 1877, and spent the first two years on HMS Implacable, a training ship based at Devonport. He became a Naval Schoolmaster in 1881 and a Headmaster in 1890. In 1883 at Stoke Demerel, Devon he married Annie Grace Chiswell. They had three children in Devonport, Mabel 1884, Harry 1887, Percy 1892. They then moved to Mylor, Cornwall, where a fourth child Wilfred Gordon was born in 1895, and where Annie died in 1896, aged 33. By 1900 he had moved to Portsmouth, where he remarried to Minnie Jacob; their daughter Stella was born later that year. His children from his earlier marriage were living with them in the 1901 Census. (The elder son Harry died in 1908 age 21.) In the 1911 Census, our Harry was living in Gillingham, Kent, with Minnie and Stella, and was still described as “Head Schoolmaster R.N.” 
In 1913 he was appointed as headmaster of the Chichester Cathedral Choir School, a post that he held until 1929, being called back in 1931 for a further year to help with the reorganization of the School. He was also a prominent member of the Chichester Operatic Society. He and Minnie lived at 4 Oving Road with Harry’s married son Wilfred, who had followed his father into the Navy and served as a submarine engine room artificer. Mabel married Captain George Bevis R.N.
Minnie was born in Probus, Cornwall, to Honour and John Jacob, the latter a blacksmith. She died at the Oldchurch Hospital at Romford, Essex, near Goodmayes where she had been living after Harry’s death.

31.30	BALLARD, Isabel Marian  Born 10 Aug 1890, died 3rd qtr 1958, aged 67
Isabel was born in Teddington, Middlesex, but by the following year her parents, Henry and Annie, had moved to Hove, where Henry was a grocer’s assistant. In the next Census (1901) they were in Chichester, where Henry was an “oil & colourman’s manager”; in 1911 they were in Hastings, where Isabel was draper’s assistant. In 1921 she was a children’s attendant for the Hemel Hempstead workhouse, and in 1939 a foster mother in Herefordshire. After the war she had returned to Chichester, and was living with Percy and Elizabeth Underwood (30.22) at 9 York Road, where she ended her days. As with the occupants of 31.24 and 31.29, her burial was omitted from the parish’s Burial Register.	

13.05	BANFIELD, Annie Sarah  Born 2nd qtr 1889, buried 3 Apr 1928, aged 39
	BANFIELD, Thomas  Born 27 July 1867, buried 26 Mar 1955, aged 87
	BANFIELD, Winifred May  Born 6 Apr 1905, buried 10 June 1970, aged 65
Thomas was born in Henfield, Sussex to George and Ursula Banfield. In 1886 at 19 he enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment. The regiment’s 2nd Battalion was in India 1885-1902. In 1895, while on home leave, Thomas married Harriet Davey at Twineham, West Sussex. They had at least two children in India before the Battalion returned to England in 1902, and at least two more thereafter, including Winifred May born in Chichester in 1905. Thomas received his army pension in 1908 and then worked as a postman. Harriett apparently died in Lewes in 1915, and in January 1917 Thomas at 49 married Annie Sarah Stevens, a spinster of 27, at her home village of Thames Ditton, Surrey. Her father was George, a butler; her mother’s name has not been found. She and Thomas had at least five children before her early death in 1928. Winifred May now returned home to care for these children and later for her father. The family home had been 64 Grove Road since before 1921, and remained so until Winifred May’s death in 1970.

19.21	BARBER, Ellen Mary  Buried 2 March 1915, aged 3
Her parents were Alice Barber and her husband George, a coachman (11.06), of 45 York Road. She was born on 24 Oct 1911, and baptised on 28 Jan 1912 at Rumboldswyke.

20.15	BARBER, George  Buried 17 Oct 1907, aged 5
Son of George, a Chichester stableman, and Alice (11.06), of York Road.

11.06	BARBER, George  Baptised 25 Apr 1858, buried 11 Mar 1936, aged 77
	BARBER, Alice  Born 3rd qtr 1877, buried 13 Mar 1954, aged 77
George was the namesake of his father, an ostler in Chichester; his mother was Jane, a cook. He followed his father’s occupation, being listed as a stableman in the Censuses, and specifically “coachman in livery stable” in 1911. Alice née Botting was born in Slough to Moses, a carpenter, and Ellen Botting. By 1881 Ellen and six children, including Alice, were in the Eton District Workhouse. In the early 1890s, however, Alice and an older sister, Sarah Jane, set up house in Chichester. Here three Botting children were born: Harold Eli (1893), Gwendolen Maud (1896) and Frank George Thomas (1899), who died in infancy (18.01); Harold was Sarah’s, Gwendolen was Alice’s, and we do not know Frank’s mother. Alice married George, some 19 years her senior, in St Mary, Whyke in 1901, the year before St George’s was built. They settled at 45 York Road, where they stayed for the rest of their lives. Alice bore eight more children, of whom four died young and are buried here: George (20.15), William (17.15), Moses Harry (15.13) and Ellen Mary (19.21).

15.13	BARBER, Moses Harry  Born 2 March 1908, buried 17 Dec 1925, aged 17
He was baptised at Rumboldswyke in May 1908, the son of George Barber, a coachman and stableman, and Alice (11.06).

17.15	BARBER, William  Baptised 21 Feb 1904, buried 24 May 1923, aged 19
He was baptised at Whyke, son of George Barber, a Chichester stableman, and Alice (11.06). Home was 45 York Road. The 1921 Census shows him following his father’s and grandfather’s footsteps, working as a stable lad for Harold Field, horse dealer, in St James, Chichester. See on Emily Rose Meacham, also aged 19, who is buried in the same grave.

15.06	BARNARD, Edward  Baptised 4 Aug 1836, buried 9 July 1896, aged 61
A classic ‘rise and fall’ story. He was born in Sutton (between Chichester and Petworth) to Allen and Harriet Barnard. In 1851 Allen was farming 260 acres; by 1861 he had 650 acres, and Edward at 23 was a thrashing machine master employing four men; by 1871 Edward was farming 6,000 acres in East Dean and employing 60 men and 29 boys. Then comes a change: in 1881 Edward’s wife Sarah is living separately in her native Nutbourne (the one near Pulborough) with their son Richard, described as a stock dealer’s wife, and Edward is not to be found. Edward reappears in 1891 in Tangmere, employed as a bailiff, with their daughter Jane as housekeeper, while Sarah remains in Pulborough. Address at death: 16 Whyke Lane. 

1.28	BARNES, Edith Mary  Born 30 Apr 1876, died 3 Aug 1941, aged 65
	BARNES, George Robert  Born 11 Feb 1877, died 26 Jan 1952, aged 74
Edith was born in Slindon, daughter of Edwin Collins, a cattle dealer, and Annie (both 11.15). George was Chichester-born, son of Ellen and John James Barnes; his father was called a “bird stuffer” on George’s baptism at St Pancras’ Church, but more elegantly a taxidermist in other records. Edith and George married at St George’s, Whyke on Christmas Eve 1905. George was an ironmonger’s assistant in 1901, and a retail butcher in 1911. They lived at ‘Holmlea’, 65 Whyke Lane, where two children were born, David George (1908) and Ethel Mary (1909). After WW1 we find them at 47 The Hornet; in 1921 the versatile George was manager of Halsted’s agricultural engineering works on East Street, while Edith was a newsagent. In 1935 they moved along to 8 The Hornet, where they were jointly newsagents and tobacconists in the 1939 Register. No. 8 was Edith’s last address; George died in Buxton, Derbyshire, where his married daughter Ethel Mary Carpenter was living.

13.18	BARNES, Emma Jane  Baptised 27 June 1869bd. 26 Dec 1903, aged 34
	BARNES, Ellen  Baptised 17 May 1835, buried 18 Feb 1904, aged 68
Ellen Keys was baptised at St Olave’s, Chichester, daughter of William Keys, a labourer, and Ann. She married John James Barnes in 1858; they lived in Chichester, where John was a saddler in 1861 and a taxidermist in 1871. They had five daughters in quick succession, then a son, then Emma Jane, then three more children. John James died in 1878, leaving Ellen with many children to raise. Emma Jane was a domestic servant in Chichester in 1891, and in Haywards Heath in 1901. Ellen had moved to 17 Cleveland Road by 1901, and that was the last address for her and for Emma Jane.

34.03	BARNES, John William  Born 2 Nov 1866, died 29 March 1947, aged 80
	BARNES, Jane Frances  Born 5 June 1866, died 19 Feb 1953, aged 86
John was Chichester-born, and was baptised at St Pancras’ church, son of John James, a harness maker, and Ellen. He trained as a solicitor’s clerk, and rose to managing clerk. Jane née Lindsay was born at East Cowes on the Isle of Wight to Ann and William Lindsay, the latter a brickmaker. She was a housemaid in Christchurch in 1881, a domestic cook in the Chichester parish of St Peter the Less in 1891. In 1893 she married John at that church; they had two sons, Cecil and Leslie, and a daughter Winifred. They lived at 7 Clydesdale Avenue, which was where John died; Jane then moved to Leatherhead, and ended her days there.

30.25	BARROW, Clara Marina  Born 14 Oct 1887, buried 30 July 1960, aged 92
Clara Marina Loyd was born in Portsmouth to Richard, a gardener, and his wife Clara. The 1891 Census records her as a stay maker. Later that year she married Robert Barrow, who was then a gas fitter, and later an electrician at the dockyard. They had a son Frederick (1903), and two other children who did not survive. In 1939 Clara, still married, was a live-in housekeeper to a family in Portsmouth. After the war we find her in Chichester, at 92 Whyke Lane, which was her last address.



11.21	BARTLETT, Christina  Born 16 May 1853, died 10 Jan 1908, aged 54
Her first name is usually given as Christina, but in the 1871 Census (when she was 17) and in her will it appears as Christena, which may have been her preferred spelling. She was born at Buriton, Hampshire, to William and Mary Bartlett. By 1861 the family had moved to Chichester, though strangely neither parent is with the children in that Census. By 1881 Mary was widowed, and Christine was acting as housekeeper for the family. She then went into domestic service in the London area (1891 and 1901 Censuses), but her last address was 87 Whyke Lane.

9.36	BARTON, Henry  Baptised 26 Apr 1840, buried 27 Sept 1913, aged 73
He was a groom and coachman, born at Runcton (North Mundham parish) to Stephen and Sarah Barton. In 1861 he was one of eight servants at Runcton House. Around 1866 he married Jane (surname not found), and they had a son and daughter before she died in 1870. In 1872 he remarried to Ruth Prosser, who hailed from Radnorshire. They continued to live at Runcton, where three children were born, before moving to Whyke Lane around 1879, where another two children arrived. The couple were separated by work at times, since Ruth was a live-in domestic cook in big households outside Chichester in 1891 and 1901. Henry’s address in the burial register was 92 Cleveland Road.

26.09	BARTON, Samuel Edgar  Born 29 Sept 1884, buried 19 Apr 1973, aged 88
He was born at Berkeley, Gloucestershire, to Mary Sarah Barton and her husband Richard, a farmer. In 1901 he was a pupil teacher, and in that year he passed an examination in Geometrical Drawing. But by 1911 he had thought better of teaching and was working on his father’s farm, Cooper’s Hill Farm on the east side of Gloucester. He served in WW1 and was commissioned lieutenant in January 1918. After the war he ran his father’s farm. In 1924 he married Gladys Marian Barnett at All Hallows on the Wall, London. They had children Wray in 1926, Christopher in 1936 and Alison in 1938. By 1935 they were at Hardwicke Farm, a mixed farm on the west side of Gloucester, and remained there at least until 1955, after which the records vanish. His last address was 29 Bognor Road. We do not know whether Gladys had accompanied him to Chichester, but she died at a great age in Gloucester in 2005.

11.25	BASFORD, Catherine  Buried 19 Feb 1908, aged 77
	BASFORD, Samuel  Baptised 29 Jan 1826, buried 15 Feb 1911, aged 85
Catherine née Brassington was born c. 1831 at Caverswall, Staffs; we have not identified her mother, but her father was William, a farm worker. Samuel was born on the other side of Stoke-on-Trent, at Wolstanton, Staffs, to John, a farm worker, and Sarah. Catherine and Samuel married in 1861. He was a groom and coachman, and moved the family as jobs opened up: to Manchester, then Crewe, then Cheadle, and by 1881 to West Dean, where he was coachman to Frederick Bower, a landowner and JP. During these travels the couple had two sons, including William (01.23), and two daughters. In 1892 they moved to Whyke, and by 1901 they had settled at 80 Grove Road, where Samuel had a more sedentary lifestyle as a grocer, and where he and Catherine ended their days.

1.23	BASFORD, William  Born 4th qtr 1871, buried 5 Feb 1942, aged 70
William was born at Cheadle Hulme, a village in Cheshire. By 1881 the family had moved to West Dean House, now West Dean College, where William’s father, Samuel, was the coachman to the owner Frederick Bower; William’s brother John, age 16, was a coachman, one of Bower’s 11 staff. By 1901 the family lived at 80 Grove Road, and William was a gardener. His mother Catherine died in 1908 and his father in 1911, they are buried in 11.23. Continuing to work as a gardener, William moved by 1918 to 71 Grove Road with his sister Mary Ann, a shopkeeper. In Kelly’s Directory for 1938 William is shown as a shopkeeper and general dealer, as he is in the 1939 survey. He ended his days at No.71.

31.12	BASHFORD, Joseph George  Born 2 Feb 1905, died 7 Aug 1956, aged 51
Joseph was born in Firle, East Sussex, to Joseph John and Florence Bashford. He became a cowman, like his father before him. In 1926 he married Ellen Mildred Peskett at South Bersted. They lived at Aldingbourne in the 1930s, then at Ivy Farm, Whyke from 1939 to 1954, and at 2 Highfield Lane, Oving, for the last two years of Joseph’s life.

15.23	BATEMAN, Lily Gertrude Crystal  Died 8 Jan 1936, aged 29
	BATEMAN, Edward Henry  Baptised 5 May 1867, died 17 Nov 1943, aged 76
	BATEMAN, Katherine Alice  Died 12 March 1949, aged 78
Edward and Katherine were variable in their use of first names, which makes it tricky to locate them: on the Censuses he is sometimes Edward but sometimes Harry, she is sometimes Kate but sometimes Alice. Their marriage was possibly that between Kate Alice Cooper and William (sic) Henry Bateman at St James Piccadilly in 1889. (On the Censuses Kate gives her birthplace sometimes as Romford, Essex, sometimes as Bow.) At any rate, Edward was born at Sundridge near Sevenoaks, Kent, to George and Susannah Bateman. He was a maltster by trade. After marriage he and Kate lived in Hoddesdon, Herts; then in Littlehampton (by 1901); then in Billingshurst near Horsham (by 1911). They had five sons, including William Sidney born at Littlehampton (27.32), and two daughters including Lily born at Billingshurst, where the family remained until at least 1923. In 1929 Lily was at 84 Whyke Lane in Chichester, and by the following year her parents and her brother William Sidney were with her at that address. Within a year or two of Lily’s death her parents moved to 67 Whyke Lane, and that was their address in the burial records.

27.32	BATEMAN, William Sydney  Born 27 May 1894, buried 7 Jan 1973, aged 78
He was born in Hoddesdon, Herts to Edward (Harry) Bateman, a malster, and Katherine Alice  (15.023). He was known as Sidney or Sid. It appears that he served in WW1 with the Royal Lancashire Regiment (if this is the right WSB). By 1921 the family including Sidney were in Billingshurst near Horsham, where he was a general labourer. By 1930 he and his parents were on Whyke Lane in Chichester. Early in 1939 he married Violet L. Wyatt, and in the Register of that year he and she were at 18 Washington St, with William following his father’s trade of malster. The electoral register of 1962-63 shows them still at that address. William died in RWSH.

35.07	BEACH, Albert George  Baptised 17 July 1881, died 20 Nov 1946, aged 65
	BEACH, Florence Mabel  Born 1872, died 9 Sept 1972, aged 100
Albert, an ag. lab. and gardener, was born at Sidlesham, the son of Charles and Ellen Beach. (His mother is buried at 14.15.) In 1908 he married Jane Elliott at Whyke. The couple lived at Tortington near Arundel until Jane’s early death in 1926 (see 16.11). At about that time Albert settled at 25 Lyndhurst Road in Chichester, where he remained for the rest of his life. In 1927 he remarried at Whyke to Florence Mabel Thompson, the widow next door (her address was 24 Lyndhurst Road).
	Florence was born at Sandwich, Kent (but of a Chichester family), daughter of George Miles, a carpenter, and Elizabeth (both buried at 8.23). In 1898 she married Edward Augustus Thompson, a dyer, at Whyke, and they had a daughter Madeline. They lived in Chichester, though Edward’s early death in 1907 was recorded in East Preston, Sussex. After the death of her second husband Albert, Florence lived on in Chichester and made her century in 1972. 

14.15	BEACH, Ellen  Baptised 21 May 1848, buried 30 Aug 1927, aged 79
She was baptised Ellen Walters at Pensax near Rock, Worcestershire, daughter of Samuel, a farm labourer, and Eliza. At age 13 she was already a house servant in Rock (1861 Census). She then appears in Sussex in 1879 when she marries Charles Beach, a labourer, at Sidlesham. They had two children, Albert George (1881, see 35.07) and Margaret (1883). Charles died in 1902, but Ellen appears on the electoral registers in Sidlesham until 1910. The 1911 census shows her living with her son Albert and his wife Jane at Tortington near Arundel. By 1918, however, she had moved to Chichester, to 28 Whyke Lane. Albert also moved to Chichester c. 1926, to 25 Lyndhurst Road, and Ellen joined him there for the last year or so of her life.

16.11	BEACH, Jane  Baptised 13 May 1883, buried 24 Feb 1926, aged 42
Jane was born at Donnington, daughter of Henry James Elliott and his wife Jane (3.10). She had several brothers who were ag. labs. or gardeners. The family had moved to Whyke by 1908, when Jane married Albert George Beach of Sidlesham, another ag. lab. and gardener. Jane and Albert lived at Tortington, near Arundel, until Jane’s early death. See further on Albert Beach, buried at 35.07.

4.24	BEACHER, Albert Edward  Baptised 9 March 1884, buried 12 Oct 1920, aged 36
	BEACHER, Charlotte Martha  Born 19 Nov 1879, buried 21 March 1964, aged 84
Albert was born in North Bersted and baptised at South Bersted; his mother was Harriet, his father Alfred, a farm worker. In 1901 he and his father were working as shepherds on a farm at Eartham. Soon, however, Albert moved into the Chichester area and became a market gardener. In 1907 he married Charlotte Martha Pinnock, who was born in Warblington, Hampshire, daughter of Emily and James, a farm worker. They had at least two sons and a daughter. By 1919 they had moved to 129 Bognor Road, where Albert died prematurely. Charlotte remained at that address; in 1939 the younger son William Alfred and daughter Evelyn Hazel were with her. In 1958 she moved with William (now married) to a cottage at Bignor. In 1964 she died at Royal West Sussex Hospital, after one of the longest widowhoods (43½ years) recorded in Whyke churchyard.

2.17	BEACHER, Alice Mabel  Baptised 15 Dec 1889, died 18 Apr 1939, aged 49
	BEACHER, Charles Ernest  Born 30 Jan 1893, died 17 Feb 1969, aged 76
Alice née Myall was baptised at Whyke, daughter of Mary Myall and William Harry, a carpenter. Charles was born in Petworth to Mary Beacher and her husband, another William Harry, who was a police sergeant. Before WW1 Charles was a groom. We know that he then served in the army, since he was a soldier on his marriage to Alice, which took place at Whyke in 1918. By 1921 he was a male nurse at Graylingwell Mental Hospital, which remained his occupation thereafter. They lived at 21 Bognor Road, next door but one to Alice’s parents at No. 17, and had a daughter Irene Kathleen in 1921 and a son Harold George in 1927. Alice died in 1939 “after a long and painful illness patiently borne”. Sometime thereafter Charles moved along from No. 21 to No. 17, which was his last address.

4.33	BEACHER, Sylvia Mary  Buried 28 Jan 1944, aged 1 week. 
She died at the Royal West Sussex Hospital, and was from Bognor Road. We deduce that her parents were probably William A. Beacher and his wife Frances E. (née Finch), who were at 129 Bognor Road in the 1945 electoral register.

5.35	BEATON, George  Born 2 Sept 1864, buried 25 Sept 1940, aged 76
George was born in North Mundham to Henry, a shepherd, and Mary. Henry died in 1877, and Mary remarried to Thomas Norris, a miller. Her marriage determined George’s career, as he became a miller and later, in Chichester, a corn store manager. In 1893 he married Rosa Barnett in Woolbeding, her home village. Rosa and he had at least two children, Winifred Born 1886 at Havant and William Born 1903 at Pagham. By 1911 they had settled at 30A St James Street, Chichester; they remained there until 1937, when they moved to 34 Cambrai Avenue, George’s last address. Rosa died in Chichester in 1963 at the age of 97.

30.32	BEAUMONT, Fanny  Born 8 Sept 1877, buried 28 Dec 1960, aged 84
She was born in West Meon, Hampshire, to Charlotte Pink and her husband John, a shepherd; her numerous sisters included a Lucy, who may be buried at 3.15. In 1899 Fanny married James Arthur Beaumont, a coachman and later a chauffeur, at Hunston. They lived in Chichester, first in New Town and then by 1918 at 39 Whyke Lane. Their children included Elsie Violet, Arthur, Frederick, Kathleen, Edward, Phyllis and Harold. James served in WW1 in the Army Service Corps, and was killed in Flanders in 1918. Fanny raised the children at No. 39. After they had flown the nest, she moved along in 1938 to No. 78, which was her last address.

19.13	BEAUMONT, June Rose  Buried 9 Nov 1929, aged 17 months
We have only the civil registration of her birth, and consequently we cannot identify her parents. The address given in the burial register is Theatre Lane – not in the parish. Her burial is notably later than others in this part of Row 19.

35.04	BECK, Joseph Elmore  Born 3rd qtr 1853, buried 2 Feb 1946, aged 92
He was born in Hilton, near St Ives, Huntingdonshire (now Cambridgeshire) to Mary Ann and William, the latter a shoemaker. In 1871 he was still in Hilton, a farm worker, but in 1879 he was a traction engine driver when he married Louisa Prangell at South Baddesley, near Lymington, Hants. They settled in Lelant, Cornwall and had seven children including Mary Louisa (1879) and George (1893). Louisa, who was calling herself Selina by 1901, died in Cornwall in 1921. Thereafter we cannot trace the family until Joseph, Mary Louisa and George appear at 6 Whyke Road in 1936; Mary Louisa is housekeeper and George a housepainter in 1939. Mary Louisa Beck is buried at 29.27.   

29.27	BECK, Mary Louisa  Born 10 Aug 1879, died 18 Nov 1962, aged 83
Her parents were Joseph and Louisa (aka Selina) Beck (above, 35.04). She was born in East End, near Lymington, Hants, which was also her mother’s birthplace. The family soon moved to Cornwall, and Mary grew up chiefly in Lelant. She was a servant in St Erth, Cornwall in 1911, and a domestic cook in St Ives in 1921. Sometime thereafter her father moved to Whyke, and in 1939 Mary appears as housekeeper to him and her brother George at 6 Whyke Road, where she remained for the rest of her life. The Burial Plan records that she is buried in this plot, but her burial was omitted from the Burial Register. Her date of death is provided by the probate of her will.

2.04	BECKINGHAM, Hannah  Baptised 30 Nov 1856, buried 21 July 1937, aged 80
Hannah Beckingham was the mother of Elizabeth Weeks (33.05) and the grandmother of Elizabeth’s children, including Hannah Weeks who is buried with her at 2.04. She was also the mother of Richard George Beckingham (2.30). She was born in Bosham to Edith Bunday and her husband William Bunday, a farm worker. In 1881 she married Frank Beckingham, a shepherd, at Fishbourne. They lived first at Fishbourne, then from 1884 at Donnington, and in Victorian style had at least 10 children. Frank died in Donnington in 1905. Hannah had moved to Whyke, to 17 Caledonian Road, by 1914. By 1921 she was living with her married daughter Elizabeth Weeks at 6 Grove Road, and she ended her days there.

2.30	BECKINGHAM, Louisa Agnes  Born 4th qtr 1888, died 10 Feb 1938, aged 49
	BECKINGHAM, Richard George  Born 18 July 1888, died 20 Aug 1971, aged 83
Louisa was born at Worthing, the only child of John and Mary Pocock (3.30). Richard was one of many children of Frank and Hannah Beckingham (2.04), and was born in Donnington. In 1911 he was living as a boarder with his married brother Thomas at 35 York Road, and working as a chauffeur and mechanic. In 1915, at the age of 27, he enlisted with the Army Service Corps. He married Louisa at St George’s on 6 Jan 1912. By 1918 they were living at 79 Grove Road. Their daughter Louise Mary Phyllis was born on Nov 1, 1912 (she married Laurence Candy in St George’s in 1936); a second daughter Marjorie was born in 1921.     
After Louisa’s death in 1938 Richard remarried to Mabel Lucy Boarer at St George’s in 1939. The 1939 Register shows them living at No. 39, with Richard working as a lorry driver for the WSCC. He was living at Montague Road, Portsmouth when he died in 1971; he was cremated at Portchester Crematorium before his ashes were deposited in Louisa’s grave on 20 August.

7.31	BEEDEN, Fanny  Born 2nd qtr 1855, buried 5 Dec 1922, aged 67
	BEEDEN, Samuel Richard  Buried 6 Oct 1927, aged 64
Fanny née Leach was born at East Meon, near Petersfield; she was the daughter of Elizabeth Leach (Liech in the 1861 Census) and George, a dairyman. In 1871 (now Leech) she was in domestic service at St Faith’s in the Cathedral precinct. At age 22 in 1876 at Hunston, Sussex she married Edmund Trusler, a farm carrier. Before his early death in 1891 she bore him two daughters and two sons, including Edward Thomas (07.32). In 1894, again at Hunston, she remarried to Samuel Richard Beeden, and bore him a son Arthur in 1896. Samuel’s parents John (an engine driver) and Eliza hailed from Lincolnshire, and he sometimes gave his birthplace as Willoughby, Lincs, though the 1871 Census gives it as Selsey, Sussex, and his age as 6. He was a coachman at marriage, a bricklayer’s labourer in 1901, a carter in 1911, a labourer for the horse dealer H. Field in 1921. By 1898 they were living at 9 Grove Road, Whyke, where they remained, though Fanny died in Royal West Sussex Hospital.



12.16	BELL, Elizabeth Park  Died 13 Dec 1905, aged 72
Her address in the burial register is 43 Caledonian Road. She was there in 1901, when the Census recorded her as a widow of 65 living on her own means, born in Ireland; she had a paid companion of 26. We know nothing further.

30.29	BELL, Frederick Grasby  Born 12 March 1891, died 18 Oct 1960, aged 69
He was born at Easebourne, the only child of Grasby W. Bell, a laundry engineer (9.38), and Margaret Annie; his forenames were registered as Grasby Frederick. By 1901 the family had moved to Chichester, to 33 Whyke Lane. There the son trained and worked as a printer-compositor. After his father’s death in 1913 he understandably switched his forenames to Frederick Grasby. His mother died in 1939, and at that point he moved along Whyke Lane to No. 66, where he remained to the end, living by himself. His will appointed Mrs Cassandra Audrey Sims as executrix.

9.38	BELL, Grasby William  Baptised 21 Apr 1852, buried 3 Jan 1914, aged 61
Grasby is a surname, used in this case as a first name. He was born at scenic Tillington to John and Harriet Bell. John farmed 140 acres, and Grasby was assisting him in the 1871 and 1881 Censuses. In 1884 Grasby married Margaret Annie Lintott, who hailed from East Harting. At this stage he was a farmer in his own right, at Gravesend, Kent. By 1891 he was back in Sussex (Easebourne), a “threshing machine proprietor”. Does this mean that he did not simply own one, but worked on such machines? Alas, in 1892 he was declared bankrupt. In the next Censuses he was a “laundry engineer”, which suggests he was something of an inventor/engineer. By now (1901) he was at 33 Whyke Lane, which remained his home until the end. He and Margaret had one son, Grasby Frederick (30.29), who continued his father’s unusual name. 

17.27	BERE, Vernon Harry  Born 4th qtr 1916, buried 31 March 1924, aged 7
His birth was registered in the Pewsey district of Wiltshire. His father was Herbert, a flight sergeant with the R.A.F., who had survived WW1; his mother was Lilian Beatrice née Holmes. In the early 1920s they were at 33 Whyke Road. Vernon seems to have been their only child.

34.02	BERRY, Alice Dorothea  Born 21 Jan 1876, died 21 Nov 1946, aged 70
Alice was born at Woodhouse, near Huddersfield, Yorkshire, the eldest of several daughters. Her mother was Alice Jane; her father Robert Potter Berry was solicitor, and author of A History of the Volunteer Infantry (1903). In the 1921 Census our Alice was living with her parents at Appleton le Moors, and described herself as an artist. In 1939 she was in Kirkbymoorside with two of her sisters, all having private means. She came to Whyke only towards the end of her life, no doubt for health reasons. Her last address was 12 Laburnum Grove. She left an estate of somewhat over £4,000.

10.28	BETTESWORTH, James Edward  Born 2nd qtr 1887, buried 28 July 1909, aged 22
He was the younger brother of Annie Mabel Bettesworth, who married Thomas Collins Rideout; he lived with them at 44 York Road, and worked as a general labourer. In 1909 he died as a result of head injuries received in a bicycle collision at Bosham. His brother-in-law Thomas was later buried in the same grave.

5.27	BIRCH, Frederick  Buried 23 Feb 1929, aged 34
Frederick, born at Oving, was the youngest child of Thomas and Louisa Birch (5.26). Following his mother’s death in 1918 he lived with his married sister Mabel (5.31); in 1921 he and Mabel’s husband Percy Strudwick were working at Mr Hobgen’s gravel pit at Pound Farm. At burial in 1929 Frederick’s address was 2 Bognor Bridge Cottage.

16.31	BIRCH, Henry John Michael  Born 3rd qtr 1894, buried 28 Oct 1933, aged 39
He was born at Portsea to Lizzie Birch (née Moloney), and became a stoker with the Royal Navy based at Portsmouth. In 1925 he married the widow Annie Mabel Rideout (née Bettesworth) at Rumboldswyke, and in the early 1930s they lived on York Road. It is not known why he was buried in the same grave as Mary Ann Stanbridge.

5.26	BIRCH, Louisa  Baptised 6 Apr 1853, buried 26 Nov 1918, aged 65
	BIRCH, Thomas  Born 30 Jan 1853, buried 1 July 1937, aged 84
Louisa was born and baptised at Yapton (near Barnham), daughter of William and Susan Ayling; in 1871 she was in domestic service in Boxgrove. Thomas was Arundel-born, the son of William and Ann Birch; William died in 1859, so Ann must have faced a struggle to raise their four children. Thomas and Louisa married in 1873 and had at least seven children including those buried on either side of them, Ada (5.25) and Frederick (5.27), and another close by (Mabel at 5.31). In 1881 they were living at the Drayton Brick Kilns in North Mundham; in 1891 and 1901 on Oving Road; in 1911 on Victoria Road, with Frederick the sole child still at home. After Louisa’s death Thomas lived his remaining years with Mabel and her husband Percy Strudwick at 117 Bognor Road.

32.25	BIRCH, Mary Ann  Born 14 Sept 1864, buried 17 Sept 1954, aged 89
She was born in Hammersmith and named after her mother Mary Ann; her father was Edmund Birch, a labourer. We can only trace her life intermittently. In the 1901 Census she is living in Hammersmith with her widowed father, no doubt as housekeeper and carer. By 1910 she had moved to Donnington. By 1930 she had settled at 8 Caledonian Road, as a boarder chez Lucy King (14.31); other boarders included Kathleen Tanner (1.02) and Marie Waltho (14.31). She remained at No. 8 for the rest of her life, but died in St Richard’s Hospital, shortly before her 90th birthday.

5.04	BIRD, Marie King  Born 1853, buried 25 Oct 1917, aged 65
She was born at Calverton, Buckinghamshire, the daughter of Eward and Emma Read; Eward farmed 137 acres in 1861. In 1880 she married Robert Henry King at Wicken, Northamptonshire, where he farmed 220 acres. They had two children, Gerald Keith (1882) and Winifred Mary (1886). Robert died in 1904. Marie moved to Chichester sometime thereafter, and her final address was 134 Bognor Road. The earliest document in which her name appears as Marie, rather than Mary or Maria, is the 1901 Census.

24.32	BLACKMAN, Frances Kathleen  Born 21 March 1910, died 3 Dec 1999, aged 89
Frances née Rudling was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, which was her mother Charlotte’s birthplace, but she was born at Coulsdon, Surrey, where her father Robert Benjamin was manager of the lime works. After the War they were briefly back at the New Inn, Whyke, with Charlotte’s parents, but they soon moved to Cocking, where Robert was manager of a nearby sandpit. Robert and Charlotte are buried at 1.26. In 1941 Frances married George F. Blackman in Chichester. The electoral registers between 1948 and 1963 show Frances continuing to live at Cocking, but George does not appear to be with her. According to the parish Burial Register, Frances died on 3 December 1999 but was buried on 4 May 2000; was the ‘burial’ actually a deposition of ashes? Her address is given in the Register as 54 York Road.

3.07	BLACKMORE, Thomas  Buried 22 Oct 1936
Thomas was the second son of Jane Blackmore of Harting, a charwoman. In 1881 we find him as a live-in servant on Wickham Rd (later York Rd) to Emma and Bernard Barnard, who sold groceries, baked goods and beer; Thomas’s specific job was baker. He formed a strong bond with the Barnards, for when they moved to Chertsey, Surrey in the 1890s he went with them: Bernard now kept horses and traps for hire, and Thomas was his stableman. When the Barnards retired to Bramley, Surrey, Thomas continued to live with them, but now working independently, as a gardener (1911) and lime haulier (1921). Bernard died in 1923 and Emma in 1931, and Thomas then moved back to Chichester, to 37 Whyke Lane, where several of the Barnards’ children lived: this was his last address. His age is given in the burial register as 79, but the baptismal and Census records suggest he was 75 or 76.

31.13	BLACKWELL, Kathleen Mary Grace  Born 15 June 1918, died 20 Oct 1956, aged 38
Kathleen née Youngs was born in Wandsworth, London, to Adelaide Mary and her husband Joseph George Youngs, who was then a soldier, and a dental mechanic in civilian life. Kathleen was working as a companion and helper in 1939. In 1943 she married Albert William Blackwell at Witney, Oxfordshire. After the war Kathleen was briefly at 105 Bognor Road, Whyke, but once Albert was able to rejoin her they lived at 10 Tregarth Road and then from 1953 at 34 Oliver Whitby Road, Kathleen’s last address. Albert remained at that address; he married Edith Tilley in 1972, but died at the end of that year.

4.25	BLOOMFIELD, Elizabeth  Born 7 June 1848, buried 16 July 1932, aged 84
Elizabeth was a servant to nobility and royalty. She was born at Norton, Suffolk, about ten miles east of Bury St Edmunds, to John Blomfield (sic), a farm worker, and Mary. In 1871 as a housemaid she was among about 40 servants of the Earl of Leicester’s household at Holkham Hall, Norfolk. Ten years later we find her at Queen Victoria’s Osborne House on the Isle of Wight, among a smaller staff, the Queen not being in residence. In 1891 she is at Windsor Castle, among some 30 housemaids (not to mention other staff). After all this excitement she sensibly retired to Chichester by 1901 (perhaps around the time of Queen Victoria’s death?), living for many years at 26 Lyndhurst Road, and from 1922 at 14 Grove Road, her last address.

28.32	BLUNDEN, Ada  Born 4 Apr 1886, died 2 Aug 1967, aged 81
Ada was born and baptised at Cocking; her parents were Harriett and George Blunden, the latter a labourer. She went into service, and in 1901 she was one of 11 servants in the household of Charles Brand, J.P. and 2nd Lieutenant, in Beddingham, near Lewes. In 1911 she was a cook in a solicitor’s household near Midhurst. In 1921 she was back in Cocking, caring for her mother who was now elderly and widowed. The 1939 register shows her as a cook-housekeeper to a family at 15 Winden Avenue. By 1955 she was retired at 105 Whyke Lane; in 1962 she was joined there by Nellie and Evelyn Blunden, who were clearly relatives, though we do not know the precise relationship. Ada died in St Richard’s Hospital.

31.33	BLUNDEN, Alice Beatrice  Born 27 May 1887, buried 3 Jan 1959, aged 71
Alice was born in the lovely village of Stoughton, north of Chichester; her mother was Grace, her father Henry, a woodman. As the youngest daughter it fell to her lot to care for her parents: Grace died in 1923, Henry in 1936. Alice was then taken in by the Warrington family (relationship to her unknown), and did unpaid domestic work for them. By 1954 the Warringtons had moved to 30 Caledonian Road in Whyke with Alice, and that was her last address.

21.21	BLUNDEN, Alice Edith May  Bapt. 18 May 1891, buried 26 May 1891, aged 21 days
Daughter of William Blunden, a labourer, and his wife Ellen, of The Hornet.

5.24	BLUNDEN, Eliza  Baptised 3 Jan 1844, buried 21 Nov 1918, aged 74
Her parents were William and Rhoda Boniface, who baptised her at St Peter the Great, Chichester. She married Alfred Mills, a butcher her senior by 22 years, at St Paul’s Chichester in 1863. They lived in Oving and had some five children whom they named imaginatively (Augustus 1880, Evangeline Boniface 1891). For many years they had a boarder, James Blunden, a widowed shoemaker. Alfred died in 1882, and the next year Eliza married James, again an older man: he claimed to be the same age as Alfred in 1871 and 1881 (respectively 44 and 56) but confessed to 71 in 1891, and Eliza reported him as 68 on his death in 1895. She spent the rest of her days with her daughter Evangeline, who was now married to Leonard Green, a ‘mineral water carman’.

36.40	BOAST, George Alfred  Buried 12 Dec 1962, aged 3 days
The Burial register gives the address as 10 Bramber Road. George was therefore the son of Lilian M. Boast, who was at that address in 1962.   

18.10	BOILING, Margaret  Born 3rd qtr 1877, died 22 Feb 1893, aged 15
Margaret Annie was born at Barnham, daughter of George Boiling, farm labourer, and his wife Jane. By 1881 the family had moved to Beggar’s Lane, Chichester, and they were still there at the time of Margaret’s death. No relationship has been established with the Sarah Boiling buried in Row 19, Plot 34, but the surname seems to be localised to the Bognor area (George was born at Felpham, and Sarah at South Bersted).

19.34	BOILING, Sarah  Baptised 20 Aug 1854, died 23 April 1892, aged 38
Sarah was baptised at South Bersted, daughter of James Boiling, a carrier, and his wife Caroline. In the 1871 Census she is a servant in London, her birthplace given as Bognall Sussex (i.e. Bognor). No record of the family has been found on the 1861 Census, nor of Sarah in 1881 or 1891. See on Margaret Boiling, buried in 1893 at 18.10.

27.34	BONE, Lewis  Born 17 Dec 1887, buried 2 Apr 1973, aged 85
Lewis was born at East Liss, Hampshire, and baptised in the Petersfield circuit of the Wesleyan Methodists. His parents were James, a bricklayer, and Emily. In 1911 Lewis was an assurance agent in Liss, and in 1913 he married Ada Ellen Lemon. They moved to the St Pancras area of London, where a son Reginald was born in 1914. Lewis enlisted in the RAF in 1917 (service no. 90891). After the war he was a builder’s storekeeper, and by 1939, after they had moved to Wembley, he was a builder’s lorry driver. They were still in Wembley in 1956, but by 1964 they had moved back to Petersfield, where Ada died in that year. Two years later Lewis remarried in Petersfield to Lily Margaret Kirby. They then moved to 10 Grove Road, Whyke, which was Lewis’ last address, and also that of Lily, who is buried at 25.14.

25.14	BONE, Lily Margaret  Born 30 June 1902, buried 25 Jan 1980, aged 77
Lily née Houlton was born in Staines, Middlesex to Lily Houlton and her husband Frederick Charles, an engine driver. At the age of 19 in Staines she married Alfred George Kirby, a golf professional. A daughter Margaret was born in Staines in 1926, and Patricia in Southampton in 1930. By 1939 they had moved to Petersfield, where Lily and Alfred were joint proprietors of the Railway Hotel (demolished 1985). After Alfred’s death Lily remarried in 1966 to Lewis Bone, a retired lorry driver. They moved to 10 Grove Road, Whyke, where Lewis died in 1973 (27.34) and Lily in 1980. Why were they not buried in the same grave?

20.01	BOON, Lawrence Charles  Buried 18 Mar 1897, aged 2
He was born in Hove to James and Ada Jane Boon, who lived at 5 Cleveland Road at the time of his death.

1.18	BOSANQUET, Albert Edward  Born 11 Oct 1881, died 4 May 1942, aged 60
	BOSANQUET, Gertrude  Born 13 Dec 1886, died 16 Feb 1965, aged 78
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Albert was known as ‘Bertie’ even on his Military documents. He was born at Glastonbury in 1881 to William Bosanquet, an Italian aged 52 and Mary (née Booth), aged 19. In 1891 they lived at the ‘Sailor’s Home’, a pub in Poole, Dorset, where his father was the publican. His mother’s sister Maggie Booth, age 26, lived with them, working as a barmaid. Bertie joined the army in 1900, serving with the 2nd Royal Sussex Regiment (No. L/6582. After serving throughout WW1 he left in February 1922 with the rank of Company-Quartermaster-Sergeant. There are some documents in ‘Ancestry’ showing that he may have applied to join the Royal Hospital at Chelsea at this time.
By 1918 Bertie had married Gertrude. We have not found the marriage record, so we do not know her parents’ names or her birthplace. The Electoral Rolls show them at Shoreham-by-Sea in 1918-22. By 1924 they were at 4 Clydesdale Avenue, Whyke, which then remained home, and was the last address for both of them. In the 1939 Register Bertie was described as a ‘Grade V Clerk’. After his death, Jack and Gladys Souter (29.23) lodged with Gertie at No. 4 for many years.

18.01	BOTTING, Frank George Thomas  Buried 9 Sept 1899 aged 8 months 
The address given in the burial register is 121 Bognor Road. See on Alice Barber, 11.06.

21.18	BOUCK, John Christopher Clark  Baptised 17 Oct 1891, buried 22 Oct 1891, aged 1 month
The son of John Augustus Bouck, a medical student, and his wife Eliza Linda née Hobgen, of Peach Villas.  His father went on to practice medicine in London for 20 years, then lived the life of an English country gentleman. His mother was Chichester-born, but not from the Hobgens of 9.07. If the child had lived, he would have been wealthy: when his grandfather (a Baron of the Russian Empire, and a chemical manufacturer in Manchester) died in 1911 he left an estate of £226,033 – a large sum in those days.

33.24	BOULTER, Ethel Violet  Born 3 Apr 1899, bd. 23 Jan 1952, aged 52
Ethel née Brett was born in Portsmouth to Eliza Brett and her husband William, a leading rigger and later an inspector of riggers in H.M. Dock. In 1919 Ethel married William Henry Boulter at Portsmouth, and they had a daughter Lilian Ethel in 1920. William had served with the Royal Sussex Regiment in WW1, and in 1921 he was with them at the Prospect Barracks in Bermuda, while Ethel and Lilian were with family in Portsmouth. Thereafter there is a gap in the records. Ethel and William moved into 3 Cleveland Road in 1938. In the 1939 Register Ethel was there, but William not (absent on military duty?); with Ethel were two Boulter girls, Vera b 1924 and Doreen b 1929, who however do not appear to be her daughters. The electoral registers show Ethel and William at No. 3 until her death.

8.38	BOULTON, William Lacey  Born 2nd qtr 1866, died 28 March 1943, aged 78
William was born in Portsea to Jane and Edwin, a dairyman (later a builder), and he married Lily Butler in 1892 in Portsea. He was in Southampton in 1891 and 1901, and by 1901 he was established as an upholsterer, which remained his trade. Thereafter we have no definite records until 1918, when he was at 48 Whyke Lane with a different wife, Edith Louise. In 1938 he moved to 92 Whyke Lane, which was his last address, though he died at St Richard’s Hospital.

36.13	BOUND, Jessie Mary  Born 12 May 1858, died 19 Jan 1945, aged 86
One has the impression of an independent lady, not marriage-minded. She was born in Stepney; her father was William H. Bound, a draper, but we have not identified her mother. By 1881 she had left home and was working as a milliner and saleswoman. By 1901 she was in Chichester as manager of a steam laundry, a position she held until retirement (by 1939). Home was 21 and then 20 Whyke Road; at the end she was in care at 9 College Lane, and died at Graylingwell Hospital.

13.11	BOVEY, James Thomas  Buried 8 July 1927, aged 66
	BOVEY, Jessie Mary  Baptised 21 Dec 1864, buried 7 Oct 1947, aged 82
James was born in Ipplepen, Devon, to Samuel and Mary Ann Bovey. His father was a thatcher in 1861, a farmer of 22 acres in 1871, and of 106 acres in 1881. Jessie was born one county over, at Lezant, Cornwall, to John and Grace Dymond; her father was also a farmer, with 129 acres in 1871. They married in 1886, and James started as a butcher in Staverton, Devon. Then they moved to Sussex, where James was a farm worker at Harting in 1901, a farm bailiff at Trotton in 1911, and a coal wharf hand at Stockbridge in 1921. During these moves they had three sons and a daughter. From 1919 their home was in Hunston, and they seem to have moved into Chichester (64 Kingsham Avenue) only shortly before James’ death. Jessie moved on to Horsham by 1932, and died at a care home in Hove.

33.06	BOVIS, Mary Jane  Born 26 July 1872, bd. 1 Dec 1950, aged 78
	BOVIS, Henry William  Born 30 Nov 1878, bd. 16 Oct 1956, aged 78
Mary Jane née Faulkner was born in Lambeth, London, to Amelia Faulkner and her husband Henry, a cab driver. The family moved to Battersea, and in 1891 Mary Jane was working there as a packer. As for Henry, he was possibly born in Withyham, East Sussex, son of James, a labourer, and Esther. We say “possibly” because his birthplace is given in the 1901 Census as somewhere unspecified in Sussex, but in later Censuses as Bidborough, Kent. Furthermore the date of baptism in Withyham, 3 Feb 1878, does not fit with the date of birth given in the 1939 Register, namely 30 Nov 1878. At any rate, Mary Jane and Henry married at Croydon in 1900, and settled in Corfe Castle, Dorset, where Henry worked as a colporteur, and where two daughters were born, Ethel and Dorothy. By 1911 they had moved to 15 Cleveland Road, Whyke, where a son Henry was born; Henry senior worked as a fellmonger’s labourer, and later as a wool packer (1911, 1939). Mary Jane died in 1950 and was buried by the Minister of St John’s Chapel. In 1952 Henry remarried to Mary Dew, and moved to 16 Russell Street, his last address. In the customary way he was buried with his first wife.

29.35	BOWLEY, Phoebe Kate  Born 27 Sept 1889, died 12 Apr 1976, aged 86
Phoebe was among the eight daughters of David Frank Ewens, a millwright, and his wife Mary Ann (18.09). Phoebe was born at Whyke and grew up in the family home at 93 Bognor Road. In 1918 she married Benjamin Harry Bowley, who was stationmaster at Drayton Station. He had a mentally handicapped son Cecil by a previous marriage, and Phoebe bore him a son Donald in 1922. The following year Benjamin became stationmaster at East Grinstead, and the family lived at Station House there until at least 1939. They eventually retired to Worthing, where Benjamin died in 1960. At some point Phoebe returned to Chichester, where her last address was 18 Victoria Road. The Burial Plan says her ashes were interred in this grave, which seems probable, though there is no record in the Burial Register. Also buried here are her three unmarried Ewens sisters, Edith, Louisa and Alice.

4.34	BOXALL, Bessie Maria  Baptised 26 Jan 1868, buried 12 March 1921, aged 53
	BOXALL, Arthur George  Baptised 30 Aug 1868, buried 25 March 1944, aged 75
Bessie née Pratt was born at Oving, the first of 12 children of Henry Blackman Pratt, a brewer’s labourer (4.36), and his wife Elizabeth. She went into domestic service, and was a housemaid in the household of George Woodbridge, banker and J.P., on North Street, Chichester, in 1891. Arthur was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester. His mother was Mary, his father Arthur, who held jobs as gardener (1868), porter (1871), shopkeeper (1881) and leather dresser (1891). Arthur George was similarly a leather dresser in 1891 and a farm attendant in 1898. He and Bessie married in 1898 at St Peter the Less, Chichester. After marriage he was a railway platelayer for the rest of his working life. They had just one child, Francis Edward (1900). Home was 14 York Road, where Bessie died in 1921; Arthur remained there until 1930, and then moved to various locations in Whyke with Francis, before dying at St Richard’s Hospital.

19.22	BOXALL, Caroline  Baptised 5 Feb 1815, buried 27 Jan 1892, aged 77    
Caroline née Alfield was born at Stedham, near Midhurst, to Mary Alfield and her husband William, a paper maker. The surname is often mis-read or mis-written as Atfield or Attfield. On the last day of 1836 at Stedham she married Henry Boxall, a groom and gardener. They lived first at Cocking, but by 1884 they had moved to Whyke, and established themselves on The Hornet, where they remained. Caroline bore at least nine children between 1839 and 1860.

32.19	BOXALL, Fanny  Buried 12 Feb 1954, aged 86
The electoral register for 1954 places Fanny in St Richard’s Hospital, whereas the Burial Register gives her address as The Crown Inn (140 Whyke Road). We have not been able to ascertain anything about her earlier life.

16.08	BOYLING, Kate  Born 1st qtr 1861, died 5 June 1937, aged 76
Kate had been born in London, the daughter of Samuel Young, a boot closer, and his wife Elisa. In 1879 she married Thomas Robinson, a bricklayer, at Oving. It seems that they had just one child, Thomas Alfred. Thomas Sr died relatively young in 1896, and in 1899 Kate married George Norris, a naval pensioner who was a Chichester native. George did not live long, since in 1908 Kate married Herbert Boyling, a widower of Felpham. Kate survived this husband too: he died in 1928. As was customary, Kate was buried in the grave of her first husband.

7.07	BRAKE, Harry  Baptised 18 Sept 1869, died 28 July 1936, aged 66
	BRAKE, Annie  Died 2 Sept 1936, aged 64
Harry was born in 1869 to Harry & Catherine Brake. He was baptised in Leigh, Dorset. 
Annie née Keech was born about 1872. Their marriage was in the Parish of St Mark, Portsea, Portsmouth on 30th April 1902. On the 1911 and 1921 Censuses they were at 22 Goldsmith Avenue, Portsea, where Harry was a milk purveyor. In the electoral registers from 1933 they were at West View, Whyke Road, which was their last address.  

2.03	BRAMLEY, Walter Harry  Born 12 Dec 1861, died 18 June 1937, aged 75
	BRAMLEY, Selina Kate  Born 29 Mar 1859, died 7 Dec 1948, aged 89
Walter and Selina were both born in Andover, Hampshire. Walter’s parents were Elizabeth and Thomas, the latter a watchmaker and jeweller; he himself became a carpenter and joiner. Selina’s mother was Jane Cross, her father Charles Cross, a blacksmith. They married in Andover (naturally) in 1890, and had a daughter Emma Kate in 1896, who grew up in Crosslea Avenue, Andover. Emma Kate eventually married Arthur Wells and moved to Chichester, living at 55 Stockbridge Road, which she named ‘Crosslea’. Walter and Selina joined her there in 1932; Emma Kate died there in 1943, aged 46. ‘Crosslea’ and was the last address for Walter and Selina also, though Selina died at 9 King’s Avenue.

17.28	BRANDRAM, Thomas Peele  Born 4th qtr 1840, died 24 April 1896, aged 55
Thomas Peele Brandram, MA. of Oriel College Oxford, was Rector of the parish 1883-1896. He came from a wealthy family. His grandfather Rev Andrew Brandram had been the secretary of the British & Foreign Bible Society and minister of the Savoy Chapel in London.  His mother was Maria; his father, another Andrew, was a paint manufacturer with a factory in Lewisham. There is a Brandram Street still on the site. 
     Thomas obtained his degree in classics and mathematics in 1862. He had been curate of Wokingham for nine years, and then Rector of All Saints, Chichester 1874-78. When he came to Rumboldswyke he was 42 years old, and to take the appointment he had to resign his post as priest-vicar and Succentor in the Cathedral.  He had also been a lecturer at Chichester Theological College and was said to have been a fine musician.  He lived in No.1 Vicars Close in the Cathedral precincts prior to his appointment; in the 1881 Census he had two live-in servants. On appointment his immediate need was to provide a parsonage house within the parish. He successfully petitioned the Dean and Chapter to release glebe land to the north of the railway line and very soon a substantial new house was erected to his own design at a cost of £1600, half of which he provided from his own funds. The property is now known as Brandram House and is in private ownership.  He also founded the Rumboldswyke Infant School, replacing the parish school that had been situated in Whyke Road opposite St Mary’s Church.  The new school was built on former glebe land now occupied by Rumbold’s Close in Whyke Road, and Brandram was said to have designed the buildings himself.
     During Brandram’s time at Rumboldswyke the problem of meeting the needs of the growing congregation became more apparent. In 1888 St Mary’s graveyard was extended, and in 1890 the chancel of St Mary’s was extended to provide an organ chamber. The parish of Rumboldswyke became part of the Chichester City Corporation’s area in 1893, taking in the newly built areas around Lyndhurst Road, Caledonian Road etc.  The enlarged parish was named as Whyke.  Brandram instituted discussion on providing a new church to act as a chapel of ease for St Mary’s.  
     There is a memorial brass to Father Brandram on the wall of the North aisle in St George’s Church. It states that despite suffering from a fatal disease for over a year, he had carried on his work until death. The Rector’s sister Miss Maria Brandram lived at the Rectory, and seems to have been active in assisting her brother.  The parish magazines for 1894 have a note that Bible Classes for girls were held each Sunday afternoon conducted by Miss Brandram.

3.09	BRASSFIELD, Helena  Buried 5 Dec 1936, aged 87
	BRASSFIELD, Henry  Baptised 13 June 1852, buried 7 Jan 1937, aged 84
Henry was born in Emsworth to George, a servant, and Charlotte. Like his father he went into service, first as a footman to Richard Henry White, who was Rector of Little Bardfield, Essex 1864-1905, then as butler to Revd. William BornS. Hawkins in London. In 1879 at Paddington he married Helena Van den End, who was born in The Hague, Netherlands, daughter of Martin, a carpenter. Throughout the Censuses from 1881 to 1921 Henry was a live-in butler in a series of London households. This meant that they maintained a separate household where Helena was head. She bore four children, three of who were still living in 1911. By 1924 they had retired to 110 Bognor Road, where their deaths occurred, at a good age and only a month apart, in the winter of 1936-37. Their daughter Charlotte Helena May Brassfield had joined them from London in 1931, and she continued to live in Chichester after their deaths.

35.33	BRENNAN, Rose Alice  Born 14 June 1878, buried 12 July 1949, aged 71
	BRENNAN, James Hopkins  Born 2 March 1874, buried 11 July 1952, aged 78
Rose was born in Halnaker, Boxgrove, to Charles Blunden, a coppice-wood merchant, and Elizabeth. She was a housemaid in 1901 (parlourmaid 1911) in Hove to James Husey-Hunt, a prominent solicitor. James Brennan was born in Worthing; his father was James, a tailor, but we have not identified his mother. He served with the Royal Fusiliers from 1892 to 1910, ending as colour sergeant. He then joined the Corps of Commissioners, based at 419 The Strand, London: these were uniformed ex-servicemen available for deliveries and other tasks. In 1912 he and Rose married in Boxgrove. James may have served again in WW1. In 1921 they were at Hanover Square, London, with James an office worker for the Midland Railway. We do not know when they came to Whyke, but in 1939 they were at 40 Winden Avenue, which is where they lived out their days.

27.09	BREWER, Ella Kathleen  Born 7 Aug 1902, died 14 June 1968, aged 65
	BREWER, George Arthur  Born 3 Jan 1899, buried 21 Nov 1968, aged 69
Ella was Chichester-born, the only child of Benjamin Jenkins, a butcher, and his wife Bertha (29.12). George was born in Aldershot, on the Hampshire/Surrey border. His mother was Ellen, his father John, a bricklayer and army pensioner. By 1921 he was living in Chichester with his widowed sister May Elizabeth Jellett, and working as a motor mechanic for Fields Garages. But by the time he married Ella in 1927 at Whyke, George was a wine and spirit merchant, appropriately to his surname. After marriage they lived with Ella’s parents Benjamin and Bertha at 74 Whyke Lane, and then at No. 97 when they moved c. 1938. The 1939 Register describes George as “Late Motor Mechanic – Wine Merchants Assistant”. He and Ella moved to 50 South Street in 1952, but returned to 74 Whyke Lane at around the time of Benjamin’s death in 1961. Ella died in June 1968 in St Richard’s Hospital; Bertha died a few days later in RWSH, and George in November of that year in Aldingbourne House.

25.03	BRIANT, Frederick  Born 9 Sept 1899, buried 21 Apr 1977, aged 77
	BRIANT, Florence Mabel  Born 8 Aug 1900, buried 11 June 1982, aged 81
Frederick was baptised at Portfield, son of Richard Briant, an engine driver, and Emma. His father had died by 1911, which no doubt caused difficulties for the family. In 1921 Frederick was working as a railway labourer, and in 1926 and later as a bricklayer. Florence née Haines was born in Birdham to Agnes Kate Haines and John, a carter and shepherd. By 1921 she had moved into Chichester; she was living with her grandmother Fanny Baker at 106 Grove Road, and working as a shop assistant to Hooper & Son, florists of South Street. In February 1926 she married Frederick at Rumboldswyke, and a daughter Dorothy was born late that year. By 1939 they were at 136 Whyke Lane, and remained there until Frederick died, though Florence died at a care home in Littlehampton.



11.17	BRIDGER, Ada  Buried 1 Nov 1907, aged 29
This Ada needs to be distinguished from Ada Victoria Bridger, who was born in 1876 in Chichester to Harold and Fanny Bridger, and was living with her parents on Bognor Road in the 1901 and 1911 censuses. ‘Our’ Ada was née Finch, born in Redhill, Surrey in 1878 to Joseph, a publican, and Susannah. In 1903 at Hove she married Percy Bridger, a Chichester-born corn merchant. They settled at 95 Cleveland Road, where Ada kept a store (Aspects p.35), and they had three children. Unfortunately the family suffered several calamities, including the death of their infant son Alfred John in 1906 (20.09) and of Ada herself the following year. According to a story on ‘Ancestry’, Percy’s father Alfred John ruined the family’s finances through gambling, and Percy emigrated to Canada.

20.09	BRIDGER, Alfred John  Buried 6 June 1906, aged 12 months
He was the son of Percy, a corn merchant, and Ada, a shopkeeper, of 95 Cleveland Road (11.17).

11.36	BRIDGES, Alice Harriett  Died 18 Jan 1941, aged 58
This entry is as mysterious as 11.35. She died in St Richard’s Hospital.

1.24	BROADBRIDGE, Frederick Ernest Angel  Born 8 Dec 1873, bur. 24 Jan 1942, aged 68
	BROADBRIDGE, Ada Eliza  Born 14 July 1877, buried 10 Apr 1954, aged 79
Fred’s middle name is Humphrey in the Burial Plan and Register, but earlier records call him Ernest, and some add a third forename Angel. He was born in West Chiltington, near Pulborough, to James, a farm worker and carter, and his wife Frend (unusual name!). In his early life he followed his father as a farm labourer and carter. In 1897 at Eastbourne he married Ada Eliza Churcher, who was born at Ringmer, East Sussex, to George Churcher, a shepherd, and his wife Mary. The couple moved around in the Oving-Angmering area as work required, and had some seven children, Frederick, Daisy, Doris, Elsie, Archibald, Dennis and an ‘afterthought’ Allen (born 1916). By 1931 they had moved into town and settled at 2 Cambrai Avenue, Whyke, and in the 1939 Register Fred had a more urban job as a railway lengthman. He and Ada remained at no. 2 for the rest of their lives.

5.30	BROADBRIDGE, John Richard  Born 4th qtr 1907, bd 29 Apr 1919, aged 11
He was born in the Havant area, his parents Richard James Broadbridge, a cowman, and Keziah. From 1918 the electoral registers show James and Keziah at 113 Bognor Road, whereas the burial register gives John Richard’s address as Grove Road.

19.04	BROCKWAY, Ellen Maria  Baptised 1 Dec 1850, buried 18 Apr 1929, aged 78
Her parents were Joseph and Mary Ann Brockway, with whom she is buried here. She is noted in the Censuses as ‘lame from birth’, and she was apparently incapacitated, as no occupation is attributed to her. Her older sister Marion was no doubt her caregiver for much of her life.

19.05	BROCKWAY, Marion Duke  Baptised 28 Jan 1849, buried 6 June 1932, aged 83
Marion was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, by Joseph and Mary Ann Brockway (19.04). She lived with her parents at 11 Wickham Road and worked as a dressmaker. After her mother’s death she moved c. 1895 to 46 York Road with her father and her invalid sister Ellen, and lived there for the rest of her life.

7.20	BROCKWAY, Mary  Baptised 23 Apr 1848, buried 7 Nov 1914, aged 67
	BROCKWAY, William Hotson  Born 1st qtr 1847, buried 16 Jan 1936, aged 88
Mary was born in Berwick, East Sussex, to Samuel White (19.16), a farm labourer, and Lucy. In 1871 she was a lady’s maid in the Edgell household at Hornet House; her older sister Charlotte was a cook for the same family. William was born in Chichester, the only son of Joseph and Mary Ann (19.04), and he lived on Whyke Road for most of his life. He and Mary married in 1876, and had three sons followed by a daughter Marion. William’s father Joseph was a gardener, and William inherited his green thumb, running a market garden; the 1901 and 1921 Censuses called him specifically a fruit and mushroom grower. The 1891 Census noted that he was also parish clerk. He was still on Whyke Road in 1921, with his now married daughter, but the probate of his will gave his address as Stakeways, Malthouse Road, Crawley.

19.04	BROCKWAY, Mary Ann  Buried 23 Jan 1891, aged 79
	BROCKWAY, Joseph  Baptised 25 June 1817, buried 13 May 1897, aged 80
Joseph is an exemplar of consistency: he lived his whole life in Chichester, and followed a single trade, that of gardener. He was baptised at St Peter the Great, son of Joseph, a farmer, and Elizabeth. In 1845 he married Mary Ann Hotston (aka Hotson, Hodston) at Yapton. The only information we have about Mary Ann is from the marriage certificate, which says that her father was Michael, and she was in domestic service at Yapton. They lived first on Priory Street, where they had William Hotson (1847, 07.20), Marion Duke (1849, 19.05) and Ellen Maria (1850, buried here with her parents). By 1861 they had moved to Wickham Road, to a house later numbered 11, where they lived for several decades. After Mary Ann’s death Joseph and the two daughters moved c. 1895 to 46 York Road, where he died.

26.15	BROOKS, Ada Louise  Died 21 June 1975, aged 82
Ada née Shawyer was born in 1892 at Boxgrove; her mother was Emily, her father William James, a blacksmith (15.35). It is noteworthy that John Louch, ancestor of several Whyke folk, was a blacksmith at Boxgrove when he died in 1889, and that Hilda Wackford (26.07) was born there in 1895 to yet another blacksmith, Thomas Wackford; in fact there is still (2024) a blacksmith’s business in Boxgrove. By 1911 Ada’s family had moved to 85 Whyke Lane, and in 1921 she was in service as a parlourmaid. She married Edward George Brooks, a postman, at St George’s in 1927, when the witnesses included her sister Florence Emily (25.24). They lived at 3 King’s Avenue, then at ‘Dalsbie’, 33 Parklands Road, then after the war at 40 Parklands Road, which was Ada’s last address; it is not in the parish, but presumably her family connections allowed her to be buried here.

31.02	BROOKS, George  Born 29 Jan 1874, died 13 Nov 1949, aged 75
	BROOKS, Edith Sarah  Born 13 May 1876, died 19 Nov 1968, aged 92
George hailed from Horsham, son of Sarah Brooks and her husband Jonathan, a carter. His lifelong occupation was as a railway telegraph linesman. Edith née Miles was born in Boreham, East Sussex, but by 1881 her family had moved to Albourne in West Sussex; her mother was Ellen, her father Henry James Miles, a miller. Edith and George married at Horsham in 1899 and quickly settled at 13 Grove Road in Whyke, where two sons were born, Harold and Leslie. Around 1929 they moved to 39 Kingsham Avenue. He retired in 1939 after 50 years’ service, and died at 18 Kingsham Avenue in 1949 five weeks after his Golden Wedding. Edith survived into her 90s, and ended her days at 8 Cawley Road.

11.07	BROOMFIELD, George  Baptised 31 Oct 1841, died 10 Aug 1907, aged 65
	BROOMFIELD, Jane  Died 25 Oct 1932, aged 84
George was a professional gardener, as was his father, also George; he was born in Lyndhurst, Hampshire, and his mother was Mary Ann. He started as an under-gardener at Stansted Garden, and later moved to West Dean Park, where by 1891 he was head gardener for some 15 years. Jane née Laws was born c. 1848 at Bury, Huntingdonshire; her mother was Martha, her father William, a farmer who had 40 acres in 1861. Jane and George married in 1869 and had a daughter Annie Edith (1871, see 10.09) and a son William (1877). By 1899 they had moved to 85 Bognor Road, their last address, and George was semi-retired as a market gardener.

20.15	BROOMFIELD, Iris  Buried 15 July 1909, aged 21 days
She was the first child of William, a fruit grower, and Elizabeth, of 85 Bognor Rd.

29.16	BROWN, Annie Charlotte  Born c. 1891, died 8 Nov 1961, aged 69
She was born in Philadelphia, U.S.A. to Charles Brown, an American citizen, and his wife British-born Annie Helena Brown née Hammond (08.04). The family moved to the U.K. by 1898; in 1911, Charles having died, Annie Charlotte was living with her mother and grandmother and sister Dorothy Olive at 104 Bognor Road, and working at the steam laundry. By 1921, following the grandmother’s death, they had moved to 43 York Road, and Annie was a bottle-filler for G. Henty & Sons, Brewers on Westgate. After their mother’s death in 1947, the two sisters continued to live at 43 York Road until Annie’s death in 1961.

8.04	BROWN, Annie Helena  Buried 29 Jan 1947, aged 82
Annie was born in Selsey at the Crown Inn to Henry and Charlotte Hammond, probably in 1865, though she was not baptised until 1869. In 1881 she was working in South Bersted as a general servant, aged 16. Sometime in the 1880s she emigrated to the U.S.A., where she married Charles Brown, an American citizen. By 1901 she was back in Sussex (Sidlesham) with Charles, now a house painter, a daughter Annie (later called Annie Charlotte) aged 10 born in Pennsylvania, and a daughter Olive (later called Dorothy Olive) aged three born in Horsham. In the 1911 census, Annie was widowed and living with her mother Charlotte and her two daughters. On the return Annie states that she has been married for 24 years, and has had five children, three of whom have died. Annie senior and junior were working at the steam laundry. After Charlotte’s death Annie moved by 1921 to 43 York Road, and remained there with her daughters until her death; the daughters continued to live there unmarried until Annie Charlotte’s death in 1961 (29.16). Annie Helena is buried at 8.04 with her mother Charlotte Hammond. 

35.28	BROWN, John Donald  Born 18 May 1879, buried 25 Feb 1949, aged 69
He was born at Weedon Barracks, Northamptonshire, and baptised at nearby Dodford, son of Thomas Brown, a quartermaster with the Royal Artillery, and his wife Eliza Jane. By 1901 the family had settled in Chichester, which was Eliza’s birthplace, and John was a shoemaker. By 1921, and probably earlier, he was more specifically a boot repairer, and had a shop on St Pancras (recorded from 1930 as No. 52a). From 1924 he was a boarder with the Elliott family at 22 York Road, and he remained there for the rest of his life.

9.20	BRUCE, Sarah Jane  Baptised 9 Nov 1828, buried 7 March 1911, aged 82
She was born at Southwick, Hampshire to William Cheney, a victualler (i.e. publican) and Mary. In 1859 at Fareham she married William Whitenam (wrongly recorded as Whiteman), a house painter. After William’s early death she remarried in 1869 to Robert Bruce, a tailor (and a Scot?). What happened subsequently is unclear, but by 1889 Sarah was in Chichester, a widow (again) supporting herself by letting apartments. In 1901 she was herself a boarder at 10 Caledonian Road, her last address.

26.08	BRYANT, Audrey May  Born 15 Apr 1925, died 4th qtr 1970, aged 45
Audrey née Fenwick was the daughter of Ethel Florence Fenwick and her husband Arthur, a grocer (29.34). In 1947 she married Roland R.J. Bryant in Chichester; he was the son of Roland and Daisy Bryant (28.15). We have not found this Roland on the 1939 Register, and do not know his occupation. He and Audrey lived at 8 Russell Road until 1959. Audrey then moved back to her parents’ home at 6 Bridge Road, but without Roland. That was her last address.

28.15	BRYANT, Daisy  Born 31 May 1885, buried 25 Jan 1965, aged 79
	BRYANT, Roland  Born 17 Oct 1898, buried 17 Aug 1987, aged 88
Daisy was born in Thomspon, near Thetford, Norfolk, to Alice Downes and James, a shoemaker. But what happened to her in the interval before her marriage to Roland in 1918? She does not appear with her parents on the 1901 or 1911 Census. The 1918 marriage record calls her Daisy Bull, a widow and a cook, daughter of James Downes, but we cannot find a record of a Downes-Bull marriage. Roland’s background is more straightforward: he was born in Tunbridge, Kent, to Esther and Alfred Bryant, the latter a jobbing gardener. He served in the Army in WW1, and was still a soldier, based in Thetford, when he married Daisy in 1918 at Stow Bedon, Norfolk. They settled at once in Chichester, and had a daughter Esther D. in 1919 and a son Roland R.J. (see 26.08) in 1922. Roland Snr grew vegetables including broccoli in the allotments, and Roland Jnr won a prize for woodwork at the Chichester Show in 1946. The ‘forever home’ for Roland Snr and Daisy was 30 Whyke Road, which they called Abbascombe, and that was the last address for each of them.



8.37	BUCK, Mary Ann  Born 22 Feb 1861, buried 28 Dec 1940, aged 79
Mary Ann lived her early life in the north, but most of her adult life in the East End of London. She was born in Wolverhampton to George Marshall, a puddler and brass founder, and Ruth. By 1871 the family had moved to Durham, and by 1881 to Sutherland. By 1889, however, she was in Plaistow (perhaps in service?) where she married James Kimber, a general labourer. They lived in Poplar and had a daughter Mabel before James died prematurely in 1892. In 1899 at Romford she remarried to Charles Buck, a widowed labourer and later a crane driver in the docks. They lived in Plaistow and had three children before Charles’ retirement and his death in 1928. By 1934 Mary Ann was in Whyke, living with her youngest daughter Grace Alice and her husband Frederick Keates (25.15) on Cambrai Avenue and then around the corner on Winden Avenue, though her last address was North View, East Preston (a care home).

36.39	BUDD, Edith Louise  Born 25 Aug 1876, died 7 Sept 1946, aged 70
	BUDD, John Thomas  Born 2 Oct 1862, died 17 Feb 1947, aged 84
Edith née Clinch was Chichester-born, one of at least eight daughters of Frances and Charles (10.19), a carpenter. John was born at Emsworth, one of numerous children of Jane Budd and her husband Alfred, a master mariner. Alfred died in 1869; we do not know what happened to Jane, but in 1871 the family was headed by John’s older sibling Mary, then aged 19. Fortunately the younger children were adopted (formally or informally) by Jane and William Ford (presumably relatives) in Warblington. William was a gardener, and John made that his profession too. He had moved to Whyke by 1911, when he married Edith at St George’s. By contrast with their prolific parents they had two children, Jack and Olive. They were at Oakleigh Stables, North Mundham in 1921, but by the late 1920s they were back in Whyke, at 73 Whyke Lane and then by 1939 at No. 99, which was their last address.

21.22	BUDDEN, Alice Sarah  Baptised 26 Dec 1890, buried 30 Dec 1890, aged 20 days
The infant daughter of Frederick Thomas Budden, a builder, and his wife Eliza Mary Ann, of 12 Gordon Terrace, Whyke Lane.

12.32	BUDDEN, Edith Emma  Baptised 3 Oct 1894, buried 14 Aug 1915, aged 20
Edith was one of the grandchildren of Mary Ann Porter, and is buried here with her. She was the eldest daughter of John William and Emma Budden (10.22), and she bore her mother’s name Emma.

10.22	BUDDEN, John William  Baptised 18 Dec 1859, buried 9 June 1909, aged 40
	BUDDEN, Emma Jane  Buried 20 June 1940, aged 77
John William was born in 1859 to Mary Ann Budden, a single mother. The following year Mary married John Porter (see 12.32), and John William grew up in their household in Stoughton. Emma was a Birdham native née Lord, and grew up in the household of her grandparents Richard and Charlotte Lord. They married at Birdham in 1893, lived on The Hornet in Chichester, and had five daughters, of whom Edith Emma is buried at 12.32 and Rosina May at 10.23. John’s occupation is given as stableman and ‘horse feeder’, presumably in a large stables. After his early death Emma moved from The Hornet to 100/101 Grove Road and remained there, supporting herself by needlework.

32.20	BULL, Francis David  Born 15 July 1894, died 21 Feb 1954, aged 59
	BULL, Edith Frances  Born 25 June 1891, died 13 Jan 1967, aged 75
Francis was born in central London to Harvey Holloway Bull, a postman, and his wife Ada. In WW1 he served with the Wiltshire Regiment. Edith was a native of Rumboldswhyke, baptised at St Mary’s on 19 July 1891, daughter of Charles and Edith Clifford (5.11). In 1899 her parents and she moved to Stoke D’Abernon, Surrey, and that was where she married Francis in 1922. In 1927 Francis, Edith and her parents moved back to the Clifford family home, 138 Whyke Road. A daughter Iris Joyce Bull was born in 1931. Francis had been a cabinet maker at marriage, but his health had been damaged in WW1, and by 1939 he was on a “total disability war pension”. He died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. Edith remained at No. 138 until her own death.



33.34	BURBIDGE, Doris Kathleen  Born 20 Dec 1906, bd. 9 Apr 1985, aged 78
Doris was the only daughter of Rosa and William Burbidge (below). She remained at home and gradually became a carer for her parents, first at 31 Caledonian Road and then (following Rosa’s death) at 217 Whyke Road. At the age of 13 she was listed as an “intending teacher”, and the 1939 Register confirms that she followed that profession.

28.31	BURBIDGE, Norman James  Born 1st qtr 1904, died 28 Dec 1967, aged 63
	BURBIDGE, Ada Elizabeth  Born 20 Sept 1902, died 17 Jan 1996, aged 93
Norman’s parents were William James Burbidge, a blacksmith and mechanic, and his wife Rosa (33.34); one of his siblings was Doris Kathleen (also 33.34). He was born in Portsmouth early in 1904, but at the end of that year the family moved to Chichester (31 Caledonian Road). Following in his father’s footsteps, Norman was apprenticed as a motor mechanic with Adcock’s Garage. Ada was born in Portfield to Eliza Challen (29.04) and her husband William, who was then a gardener, but later a boot repairer and a worker at the Chichester Tannery. In 1921 Ada was a housemaid in Chichester. She and Norman married at St Paul’s, Chichester in 1927, and had children Elizabeth (1928), Audrey (1931) and Alan (1939). Until WW2 they lived in Selsey, with Norman working as an automobile mechanic. After the war their home was 5 Hay Road in Whyke, until at least Norman’s death in 1968. He died in RWSH; Ada’s last address was 36 Kingsham Avenue.

33.34	BURBIDGE, Rosa Helena  Born 14 July 1874, bd. 12 Nov 1952, aged 78
	BURBIDGE, William James  Born 14 Aug 1877, bd. 2 Apr 1969, aged 91
Rosa née Turner was born in Portsmouth, but the records are not precise enough to identify her parents. William too hailed from Portsmouth; his mother was Harriett, but the records tell us only that her husband was a sailor. He trained as a blacksmith and followed that trade lifelong. In 1902 he married Rosa at Portsmouth, and they had a son Norman James there (28.31). At the end of 1904 William was appointed “steam roller driver, smith and farrier” to Chichester City Council, “at 28s. a week, rising to 32s.” Consequently the family moved to 31 Caledonian Road, where they remained for more than four decades. Here two more children were born, Doris Kathleen (below) and Reginald John. In 1939 William, in addition to working for the City, was also a member of an ARP repair party. Soon after Rosa’s death in 1952 William and Doris moved to 217 Whyke Road, where they remained, though William died in St Richard’s Hospital.

20.34	BURROUGHS, James  Buried 17 May 1888, aged 67
He was born at Trotton, between Midhurst and Petersfield, according to later Censuses, but the birth record has not yet surfaced. Two days before Christmas 1849 he married Harriet Prior at St Paul’s, Chichester. They have not been found on the 1851 or 1861 Census, but in 1871 they were on Bognor Road, next door to the grocer’s shop (Aspects of Whyke p.31), and they had adopted a son James Rudwick, now five years old. James Sr. was a farm worker in that Census, but a railway platelayer in 1881. Harriet survived him for nine years, dying in 1897.

4.01	BURROWS, Winfred Oldfield  Born 9 Nov 1858, died 13 Feb 1929, aged 71

Born into an ecclesiastical family,  Burrows was educated at Eton and Corpus Christi College, Oxford,  and ordained in 1888. He was appointed as a Tutor at Christ Church, Oxford in 1883, he was later Principal of the Leeds Clergy School and afterwards Vicar of Holy Trinity in the same city. He was vicar of St Augustine's Church, Edgbaston from 1903 to 1912 and was appointed Archdeacon of Birmingham in 1904. In 1908 he turned down the post of Archbishop of Cape Town before accepting the Truro See in 1912.
When the First World War began in August, 1914, Burrows supported British participation in the War, and his diocesan magazines are filled with examples of clergy, clergy families, and church organisations committed to the War effort. Deaths of clergy and their sons and bravery awards featured prominently. However, Burrows did not favour clergy serving as combatants. He said, "The impulse is good but it must be restrained. Whilst the 'general instinct is right' ... it would be shocking should the hands that baptise our infants or break bread in the Sacrament, had just been working a machine gun or launching lethal gas on the enemy."
In 1919, Burrows was translated from Truro to Chichester where he served for ten years until his sudden death in Lambeth Palace, he had been in poor health for some time. William Streatfield, the Bishop of Lewes and Burrows' Suffragan, died whilst on a train journey just three days after Burrows' passing. Burrows' cousin, Leonard, was appointed Bishop of Sheffield in 1914.

29.30	BURSE, Jacqueline Lucille  Born 1945, buried 20 Sept 2002
She was née Waltho, born in Chichester, the daughter of Albert Waltho and Marie née King (14.31). In 1967 she married Alan G. Stannard in Chichester, and they had at least one child, Philip Matthew (1971). The couple was separated (by death or divorce?), and in 1983 Jacqueline married Richard Burse at Chichester. Again there was at least one child, Adam Richard (1986). Jacqueline was buried in the grave of her grandfather Philip Waltho, and her name was added to his headstone.

1.13	BURT, Adelaide Augusta  Born 2 Apr 1865, died 27 Dec 1941, aged 76
	BURT, Daisy Adelaide Sarah ‘Joan’  Born 16 March 1889, died 1 July 1993, aged 104
Adelaide née Rayment was born at Hertford to Sarah and Robert Rayment, the latter a boot maker. In 1884 as a minor she married Henry Charles Burt at Clapham; on Henry see 35.21. They were a peripatetic family; of their children Oliver was born at Wimbourne Dorset, Henry at his mother’s birthplace Hertford, Daisy at Dover, Ida and Gwendolen (see 30.15) in the Isle of Wight. By 1906 they had come to rest at 64 Whyke Lane, and Adelaide and her husband remained there until c. 1937 when they moved a short distance to 117 Whyke Lane. Daisy joined them there, and Adelaide died there in 1941 and Henry Charles in 1948. The “1938 Extension” was opened for use in 1944, with the result that Adelaide and Henry Charles are buried at opposite ends of the churchyard.
	Daisy was born in Dover to Adelaide and Henry Charles Burt (above). In the 1911 Census we find her in London, working in the handkerchief department of a large drapery factory. In 1938 she joined her parents at 117 Whyke Lane, working as a draper’s assistant. She remained at that address for many decades and achieved a remarkable age, dying at Heathfield Care Home in West Wittering. Her father died at 93, so she had good genes for longevity. According to her MI she was known as Joan (despite having three other first names!). The inscription adds, “mother and daughter now reunited”. On her 104th birthday she was widely reported in the press as saying that singing kept her young. It was also reported that her husband had been killed on the Somme in 1916, but we have not found any corroboration of this story, and Burt was her birth surname. At any rate, she appears to be our oldest resident.

35.21	BURT, Henry Charles  Born 3 July 1855, died 6 Sept 1948, aged 93
He was born in the wonderfully named Sixpenny Handley, near Salisbury, to Louisa Ann Burt and her husband Charles William, a farmer. In the 1881 Census he was a grocer’s assistant in Aylesbury, Bucks, and in 1884 as a grocer of Hornsea he married Adelaide Augusta Rayment at Clapham. See on Adelaide (1.13) concerning their peripatetic life and their children. By 1906 they had settled at 64 Whyke Road, and Henry had switched to being an insurance agent for the Prudential; he still had that job in 1939. Around 1937 they moved along Whyke Lane to No. 117, which was Henry’s last address.

12.07	BURTENSHAW, Arthur Charles  Died 27 Jan 1931, aged 25
He married Edith May Ede at Chichester in April 1930. Edith was the sister of Lilian Mabel Ede, which explains why Arthur was buried in this grave. Edith remarried to Harold F. Tess (Tees?) in Chichester in 1940: they are buried at 28.23. There are records of an Arthur John Burtenshaw baptised in Lancing in 1906 by John and Ellen, and living there with them later; since Arthur Charles’ last address was Hove, they are presumably one and the same.



11.03	BUSH, Beatrice Annie  Buried 24 Apr 1907, aged 28
She died in Chichester Infirmary. We have not been able to find earlier information.

26.06	BUSH, Frances Maud Jessie  Baptised 16 Jan 1898, buried 30 Apr 1970, aged 72
	BUSH, Noel Ernest George  Born 20 Dec 1900, died 3rd qtr 1980, aged 79
They both went by their middle names, i.e. Maud and Ernest respectively. Maud is recorded in the parish’s Burial Register and Burial Plan, but Ernest appears in neither. However, two vases were placed on their grave, one inscribed for Maud and one for Ernest.	
	Maud née Young was a native of Whyke, daughter of Harry, a boot closer, and his wife Rosa (33.32). In 1921 she was working as a gardener and living in the family home, 115 Bognor Road. Ernest hailed from Havant, son of Elizabeth Bush and Alfred, a bricklayer’s labourer. He trained as a glazier. He and Maud married at Portfield in 1926, and had a daughter Margaret in 1929. By 1937 they were living at 122 Bognor Road, just a few houses away from Maud’s parents at 115. In the 1950s they lived on The Broadway, Chichester. Maud died at 212 Oving Road; Ernest, however, left Chichester and died in Peterborough.

21.13	BUSSELL, Charles George  Buried 6 June 1892, aged 10 months
The son of Francis John Bussell, a ship’s quartermaster, and his wife Caroline Maria, of The Hornet.

16.16	BYERLEY, Henrietta  Baptised 25 March 1876, died 18 March 1897, aged 21
Known as Hettie, she was born in Chichester, the daughter of Alfred, a fishmonger in East St, and Ellen. (Alfred and his second wife Margaret are buried at 10.04.) Her niece Dorothy Kimbell is buried in the same grave.

10.04	BYERLEY, Margaret  Baptised 1 May 1842, buried 22 June 1908, aged 66
	BYERLEY, Alfred  Baptised 23 Aug 1840, buried 11 Mar 1909, aged 68
Alfred was born at Westbourne, the son of Thomas, a miller, and Harriett. In 1863 he married Ellen Wootten Cole at Newton Abbott. They settled in Chichester by 1871 and had several children including Rosaline (10.03) and Hettie (16.16). Alfred tried several trades, but by 1881 he had found his metier as a fishmonger, and soon added poultry and game. He built up a thriving business on East Street, with the help of his savvy son-in-law Thomas Pain Kimbell (10.03). After Ellen’s early death in 1876, Alfred married Margaret Jupp in 1881 and had one more daughter, Mary Alfreda, with her. Margaret was born in Bognor, the daughter of John and Margaret Richardson; by 1851 her family had moved to Chichester, where she married Henry Jedidiah Jupp in 1868. The 1881 Census still shows her as a bookkeeper and still married (i.e. to Henry), though she remarried that year to Alfred.

36.31	BYNANE, Violet Jane  Born 3rd qtr 1864, buried 25 Feb 1946, aged 82
Violet Jane née Feaver was born in Chatham, Kent, to Mary Feaver and John, a sergeant with the Royal Marines. In the 1870s the family moved to Alverstoke, Hampshire, where Violet was a pupil teacher in 1881. In 1886 at St Paul’s, Chichester she married another military man, Jeremiah Bynane, a corporal (later colour sergeant) with the Royal Sussex Regiment. They had five children, including Violet Mamie (b. 1891) and Beatrice (b. 1894 in the U.S. during one of Jeremiah’s postings). Jeremiah had died by 1899, and Violet settled the family at No. 40 George Street, Chichester, and then from 1907 at No. 25, where she remained until WW2; she was working as a charwoman in 1901, a helper to the workhouse matron in 1911, a domestic help in 1921. Her daughter Violet Mamie married Henry John Clarke in 1919 (see 36.22), and Violet Jane was living with them in 1921. By 1939 the Clarkes had moved to 20 Grove Road, Whyke; Violet Jane joined them sometime thereafter, and that was her last address.

25.16	CABLE, Henry Stephen  Born 23 Oct 1901, buried 3 Apr 1980, aged 78
He was born at Burgh Heath, Surrey to Louisa Mary and her husband Stephen, a railway worker. In 1921 he was a porter with the South Eastern Chatham Railway. He then moved to Rye, Sussex, and in 1928 he married Elsie May Leeves at Burwash Weald, north of Eastbourne. They continued in Rye until 1931, when they moved to Chichester, first to Westgate, then to 30 Victoria Road. Five children were born: William 1929, Adeline 1935, Elsie 1937, Primrose 1943, Charles 1945. In the 1939 Register Elsie and the oldest two children were at 8 Bramber Road, but without Henry: was he on railway duty elsewhere? He appears at that address after the war, and remains there until his death. He received a clock for 45 years’ service in 1962, but kept working until he retired in 1969 after 52 years on the railways; at that time he had 13 grandchildren.

23.17	CALMELS, Winifred Maggie  Born 13 July 1920, died 13 March 2011, Age 91
Win Calmels served as Sacristan at St George’s until 2010.  She was born in London to Maggie Calmels and her husband Henry, a musical instrument maker. During WW2 Win served as a secretary in No.10 Downing Street, and took dictation on occasion from Winston Churchill. After the war she lived in London with her widowed mother, and advanced in the Civil Service. She worked in the British High Commission in Port of Spain, Trinidad, receiving an MBE in 1969; then she became the First Secretary and Consul at the British Embassy in Rome. A Consul’s role is to assist British nationals abroad. In 1977 hordes of Liverpool fans were in Rome for the European Cup final, and Win helped numbers of them who had lost their passports. On retirement she was awarded the OBE in the 1980 Birthday Honours list. Her headstone carries the inscription “Jesus mercy, Mary pray”. It has a small image of a sewing machine, reflecting the fact that she made chasubles and other vestments for St George’s and other churches.

6.34	CANNON, Henry William  Born 10 May 1834, died 19 Apr 1917, aged 82
	CANNON, Ellen Mary  Born 3 Oct 1864, died 5 Nov 1947, aged 83
6.35	CANNON, Ellen  Born 1 Jan 1830, died 31 March 1922, aged 92
	CANNON, Jeannie Francis  Born 18 Aug 1868, died 4 May 1929, aged 61
Henry’s father Joseph was a big farmer in Beckley, Oxfordshire, with 255 acres in 1851 and 1861. As the second son, Henry was not expected to take over the farm, and he set up elsewhere as a butcher, employing four men in Putney in 1861. His future wife Ellen Bright also had a farming background: she was born in Goring by Sea, Sussex (near Worthing) to John Bright, a farm bailiff, and Mary. In 1861 Ellen was in Putney, helping her sister Fanny with a “fancy stationer’s” business. She married Henry in 1862; on the marriage record Henry, his father Joseph, and John Bright are all called gentlemen, a reflection of class aspirations. By 1881 Henry had switched back from butcher to farmer, with 44 acres in Buckland, Surrey. He had retired by 1901, and they lived in Lavant, and later (by 1911) on Whyke Road in a property called Rose Bank, or more prosaically number 15, their final address.
	Ellen wrote an article “Reminiscences of Goring by Sea”, which was published posthumously in The Sussex County Magazine (Sept 1927). It was based on the period 1840-52 when she lived with her parents at East Ferring House. “We tolerated smuggling,” she wrote, “and those who lay awake might hear the thud, thud of burdened pack-horses streaming inland to the hills”. 
	Their older daughter Ellen Mary was born in Putney, and the younger, Jeannie, in Dorking. Their father being well-off, they neither worked nor married, but led cultivated lives at home with their parents. Jeannie won various prizes at the Chichester Art School in the late 1890s. After Jeannie’s death in 1929 in Graylingwell Hospital, Ellen Mary lived in the 1930s at 2 Caledonian Road, and from 1939 at 2 Whyke Lane.

6.03    CANTON, Margaret Faith Muriel Helen  Born 22 Oct 1909, died 22 Dec 1986, age 77
           CANTON, William Vernon  Born 20 Nov 1913, died 30 Nov 1994, aged 81
William was born in Thanet, Kent, to Evelyn Edith Canton and Eric Francis, a bank clerk. Sometime in the 1930s he married Margaret Crowe, the only daughter of Frederick and Faith Crowe who are buried here. They had at least one child, Christopher. By 1939 they were back at the Crowe family home, 64 North Street Chichester, and William was in the mercantile marine. In November 1940, however, he joined the RAF as a Navigation Instructor. After the war they lived in Ealing; William died there, but Margaret died across the river, at Sunbury-on-Thames. Both of them are commemorated in an inscription at this grave, and the Burial Plan places them both here; however, while the Burial Register records the interment of William’s ashes on 14 July 1995, there is no corresponding record for Margaret.



29.25	CARPENTER, Arthur John  Born 29 Dec 1886, died 12 Aug 1962, aged 75
	CARPENTER, May Ruth  Born 3 May 1887, died 16 Sept 1968, aged 80
Arthur was born in West Wittering, son of Collins Carpenter, a bricklayer, and Charlotte; he was a younger brother of Daniel (29.26). His life was in cars: a chauffeur in 1909, a garage hand in 1921, a taxi driver in 1939. May Ruth née Vickery was born in Dogmersfield, Hampshire, to George, a labourer, and Mary. May and Arthur married at the aforesaid Dogmersfield in 1909. They settled in Whyke, first at the Carpenter family home, 99 Grove Road, and then by 1914 at 49 Whyke Road, where they remained for life, though May died in RWSH. They had three children, Ethel Queenie May (1911), Arthur Leslie (1918) and Nora M. (1921).

11.28	CARPENTER, Charlotte  Buried 13 Dec 1928, aged 78
She was born at Stedham, near Midhurst, by Amelia White to her husband Thomas, a labourer. Her birth was registered in the first quarter of 1851. In 1871 she was in domestic service in Birdham. In 1874 she married Collins Carpenter, a bricklayer. They lived at West Wittering, and Charlotte bore five sons in succession. The first, named after his father, died in infancy; the fifth, Arthur John, is buried here with his wife at 29.25. In 1897 the family moved to Whyke, first to Florance Rd and then from 1901 to 99 Grove Road. Collins died in 1908. In 1921 Charlotte was living at No. 99 with her second son Daniel, who was unmarried and a gardener, and that was her last address.

29.26	CARPENTER, Daniel Alfred  Born 16 May 1878, buried 31 Oct 1962, aged 84
Daniel was born at West Wittering, an older brother of Arthur (29.25); their parents were Collins Carpenter, a bricklayer, and Charlotte. In 1901 he was in Walberton, working as a shopkeeper for a grocer. By 1921 he had returned to the Carpenter family home, 99 Grove Road, and was working as a gardener for Lt. Gen Sir F.C. Shaw at ‘Barnwhyke’. He remained at No. 99 for the rest of his life, by himself after the deaths of his parents. A vase inscribed “In memory of Uncle Dan” was placed on his grave, perhaps by Arthur’s children.

9.28	CARRIER, George James  Born 13 Oct 1873, buried 8 Nov 1911, aged 38
George was the son of George (a shoemaker) and Sarah Carrier; he was born in Richmond, Surrey, but his parents soon moved to Chichester, where his sister Kate was born; she is buried in 33.10 (married surname Finch). Following in his father’s footsteps, George James became a bootmaker. In 1897 he married Alice Maria Charlish in Windsor, Berkshire. They continued to live with Sarah and her second husband William Cooper (10.34) at 143 Whyke Road. By the 1911 Census, shortly before George’s early death, they had four children.

29.17	CARTER, Dorothy Louisa  Born 5 Aug 1923, died 1 Dec 1961, aged 38
Dorothy was born in Havant, the eighth of 10 children of Charlie Ripley, a coal carter, and his wife Alice Faith. Charlie died in Havant in 1930, and thereafter we lose sight of Alice. Dorothy was in Portsmouth in 1939, and in 1944 she married Peter R. Carter there. She was almost as prolific as her mother, having eight children, the last being Sandra in 1958 in Portsmouth. What happened next? The Burial Register says both Dorothy and Alice died at 118 Bognor Road, Chichester. But the Electoral Registers do not record them at that address. At any rate, they are buried together in this plot.

24.02	CARTLIDGE, Doris Ethel  Born 22 Apr 1922, died 19 Jan 1982, aged 59
	CARTLIDGE, George Edwin  Born 4th qtr 1917, died 21 Oct 2013, aged 96
Doris was born at Lambeth; her mother was recorded as née Bailey, so we believe her parents were Frank Elmslie and Annie E.D. Bailey, who married in 1914. In the 1939 Register she was in domestic service in Chichester, living at 26 Grove Road. George was born at Longton, Staffordshire, to Anne and John Cartlidge, the latter a potter’s thrower at the Prince of Wales Works. George and Doris married in Chichester in 1941, and had at least three children here, Edwin and George in 1946 and Pamela in 1947. Home continued to be 26 Grove Road until Doris’ death and probably longer; however, George died at Cornelius House, 114 Fishbourne Road West, at the age of 96.



5.32	CARVER, Charlotte  Baptised 27 Aug 1865, buried 14 Jan 1919, aged 53
She was born in Tillington (just west of Petworth), as were her parents John and Jane Carver (9.31). By the age of 16 she was working as housemaid to a GP in Petworth. Clearly she was well regarded, for in 1891 she was parlourmaid in the substantial household of Alfred Bostock, surgeon, at 15 North Pallant, Chichester. In the next two Censuses she was in service on West Street, another high-status neighbourhood. In 1911 the household (26 West Street) is recorded as that of Sir Arthur Fairburn: this is presumably Sir Arthur Henderson Fairbairn (1852-1915), who worked with deaf and dumb people and had that condition himself. (Sir Arthur himself was in London in the 1911 Census.) Charlotte kept house for her widowed father John at 19 Little London in 1918-19, and was buried just five days after him.

9.32	CARVER, Jane  Buried 29 July 1912, aged 70
	CARVER, John  Buried 9 Jan 1919, aged 78
They were both born in the scenic hillside village of Tillington, just west of Petworth, and they must have known each other from childhood. Jane’s parents were William and Mary Hunt, her father a carpenter; John’s parents were Henry, a farm worker, and Harriet. They were married on Christmas Eve 1864, naturally in Tillington, and had some five children, including Charlotte (5.32). John was a gardener, and by 1881 they had moved to Singleton, where they lived appropriately in Garden (or Gardener’s) Cottage. In all they had six children, of whom three had died by the 1911 Census. In 1901 there is a surprise: we find them in Havant, in the establishment of a surgeon-apothecary, with John as his assistant, and Jane as housekeeper. By 1907 they had retired to 43 Whyke Lane, Chichester, where John remained after Jane’s death, before spending his last few months with his daughter Charlotte at 19 Little London; she was buried just five days after him at 05.32.

20.02	CARVER, Thomas  Baptised 21 June 1812, buried 11 Aug 1890, aged 78
	CARVER, Caroline  Baptised 9 Sept 1820, buried 28 Apr 1900, aged 83
Thomas was born at Chalton, near Horndean, Hants, son of John and Mary. In 1835 he married Elizabeth Bonniface at Boxgrove, and they had several children in Chichester. Following Elizabeth’s untimely death, Thomas married Caroline Robinson in August 1851 at Oving. Caroline was born at Pagham, the daughter of Edward and Charlotte Robinson. This marriage too produced several children: among them Matilda (married surname Earwaker) is buried at 16.05, and Edward in the Old Churchyard. The Censuses variously call Thomas a bricklayer, horse clipper and booth proprietor.

7.23	CAYZER, Ellen Sophia  Born 3rd qtr 1857, buried 1 Apr 1936, aged 78
Ellen née Haws was born in Peckham, one of some 10 children of Robert Haws/Hawes, a banker’s clerk, and Elizabeth. The parents had both died by 1881, and Ellen was an assistant in the Berlin Wool Shop, living in the family home with several of her siblings. In 1890 she married William Cayzer, a printer and wholesale stationer. They lived at Blackheath, Surrey, where Ellen bore two sons, Edward (1891) and Percy (1893). By 1901 she was in Worthing, and head of household; by 1911 she was widowed, and had moved to Brighton, where she remained until at least 1926. By 1931, however, she was in Chichester, where she lived with her married son Edward first at 24 Whyke Road and then at 109 Bognor Road, her last address.

34.15	CHALK, Elizabeth Emma  Buried 9 March 1948, aged 72
Elizabeth Emma was born in Stirling, Scotland, to Sarah and George Palmer. The family soon moved to Racton, Sussex, where her father was a gamekeeper, and where her younger sister Kate was born. She married Alfred William Chalk, a car mechanic with the LCC, at Southwark in 1908, and had children Sidney in 1911 at Croydon and Margaret in 1924 at Brentford. Other than that, we cannot trace her, except that she died at ‘The Bungalow’, Bognor Road, where her sister Kate Coe was to die in 1965 (30.18).

29.04	CHALLEN, Eliza Jane  Born 5 May 1877, buried 28 June 1961, aged 83
Born at Oving to William Shawyer, a labourer, and Elizabeth, she went into service, and was a domestic cook in 1901; later that year she married William Challen, a gardener, at Portfield. Ten years later they were in Graffham, with William working as a boot repairer, and they had a daughter Ada aged eight (28.31, married name Burbidge) and a son William George aged one. By 1919 William had died, probably in WW1, and Eliza was living on St Paul’s Road, where she remained for many years. She died at Donnington Eventide Home on Birdham Road.

11.29	CHANDLER, James George  Baptised 5 March 1882, buried 5 May 1908, aged 26
He was Chichester-born, the second son of Samuel Thomas and Emma (03.33), and he worked as a groom and coachman. The family lived at 145 Bognor Road, and in 1906 at St George’s Whyke he married Nellie Milner. However, he died within 19 months of marriage, at 26 The Hornet.

19.36	CHANDLER, Ruth  Baptised 8 June 1821, buried 11 June 1892, aged 73
Ruth née Osborn was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, daughter of Redwill Osborn and Henry, a carpenter of Southgate. In 1845 in Appledram she married James Chandler, a farm worker. They started married life at Appledram, but by 1861 the had moved into town, and James had turned coal merchant. Ruth bore him at least six sons and one daughter before his death in early 1871. She then supported herself and the younger children as a ‘monthly nurse’, i.e. a caregiver to a newborn and the mother during her confinement, usually of about four weeks. We find her, with her children gone, on Whyke Lane in 1881 and The Hornet in 1891, but she died in Chichester Infirmary.

3.33	CHANDLER, Samuel Thomas  Baptised 5 Nov 1848, buried 23 Jan 1933, aged 85
	CHANDLER, Emmie  Baptised 8 Apr 1849, buried 12 Mar 1938, aged 89
Samuel was born at Apuldram to Ruth and her husband James, a coal merchant. Emma née Goldring was born in Whyke to Eliza and her husband George, a railway gate keeper. The couple married at Whyke in 1879. They had two sons, Samuel Thomas (04.21) and James George (11.29), and a daughter Elizabeth Emily who died in infancy. Samuel senior was a general carrier; in 1911 and 1921 he was working for Covers, the timber merchants. Emma was a laundress, working in the same years for the Steam Laundering Company. From at least 1885 they lived at 145 Bognor Road, which remained home beyond their deaths to the death of Samuel junior in 1944.

4.21	CHANDLER, Samuel Thomas  Baptised 3 Oct 1880, buried 12 Feb 1944, aged 63
He was Chichester-born, the eldest son of Samuel Thomas Chandler and Emma (03.33). He was a general labourer, and 1911 he was working in the Whyke gravel pits. He did not marry, and lived in his parents’ house at 145 Bognor Road until his death.

?	CHAPMAN, Harold Charles John  Buried 2 Nov 1896, aged 6 months 
He was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, the son of Charles Chapman, a groom, and Mary, of Grove Road. The Burial Plan records him at both 19.01 and 21.01; we do not know which location is correct. 

15.37	CHAPMAN, Harry James  Baptised 16 Oct 1860, died 10 Nov 1943, aged 83
	CHAPMAN, Edith Jane  Born 8 July 1870, died 13 June 1951, aged 79
They were a London couple who moved to Chichester, near their son, at the start of WWII. Harry was baptised in Tottenham, the son of Robert Rowley & Mary Prissick Chapman, and he entered his father’s trade of butcher. Edith Jane Susannah was baptised at Paddington, the daughter of Charles and Louisa Rickards. They married in 1894 at Willesden. Edith’s father Charles was a jobmaster, i.e. a person who supplied horses, carriages and drivers for hire. Evidently Harry’s in-laws thought this was a more suitable occupation than butcher, for in 1901 we find him as “foreman to jobmaster” (not to Charles, who was deceased by now, but to his second wife Charlotte). It appears that Edith inherited substantial funds, since in 1921 she was “riding instructor and dealer in horses”, and in 1939 “proprietor of a Riding Establishment”, whereas Harry was merely manager. Meanwhile their son Charles had moved to Lavant before the War, and become a well-known breeder of racehorses; hence the move to Chichester in 1939 by Harry and Edith. Edith’s address in her burial record in 1951 was Rugby House, Southgate.



4.16	CHAPPELL, Elizabeth Florence  Born 2nd qtr 1874, buried 4 July 1920, aged 46
She was born in Brighton to Elizabeth Clark, a dressmaker, and her husband Robert, a marble polisher. In 1900 she married Arthur Chappell, a ‘mineral water maker’, at Brighton. They settled in Chichester, where she styled herself Florence rather than Elizabeth. Arthur was a corn merchant’s vanman (1901) and a coal merchant (1911). They had six children – all boys! From 1911 they lived at 52 Grove Road, her last address.

10.12	CHARGE, Marian Amey Paradise  Born 4th qtr 1864, buried 6 March 1909, aged 44
Marian Amey Paradise née Dickinson was born to Frederick and Agnes Rosa Dickinson (née Paradise). Her father was a druggist and chemist living in Stamford, Lincolnshire. He and Agnes had six children – Marian being the fifth. Sadly, Agnes died in childbirth in 1867. Marian’s aunt Mary (Dickinson), Frederick’s widowed sister-in-law, moved in with the family to help care for the six children, all under ten years old.
	By 1891 Marian was living within a very busy household in her father’s house in Stamford. There were nine occupants – some family, some servants, some apprentices of her father. She was 26 and working as a music governess. In that same year Marian married Charles Frederick Charge, a draper by trade, also born in Stamford. The two families were evidently very close. In fact, Marian’s brother Frederick married Charles’ sister Eunice in 1892! By 1891 Charles and two of his brothers – Ernest and Herbert – had set up a shop in 1 South Street Chichester where their mother and father, also a draper, had been born. Marian and Charles had two children in Chichester. They then moved to Havant, where a third child was born; by 1901 they were in Cardiff, Wales, where Charles was a ‘draper’s shopwalker’. Had these moves arisen from a rift in the family business? By 1908, at any rate, they had returned to Chichester, and were living at 2 Whyke Lane when Marian died in 1909.

14.06	CHASE, Ann  Born 26 Apr 1843, died 23 Nov 1902, aged 59 
She was born in Chichester, daughter of Thomas Carver, a farm labourer (though in 1877 a booth proprietor) and Elizabeth. Her mother died when she was six, so she was raised by her father and three older brothers. The 1861 Census records her, aged 18, as a visitor in the Brighton household of a married musician Henry James. The next Census shows her making a living as a dressmaker in Brighton; she also baptised two children there as a single mother, Annie (1870) and William (1873). By 1877 she was back in Chichester, where she married George Chase, a labourer. She had some six more children with George, including Wallace Henry (bd. 1884) and George (bd. 1888). In the 1901 Census, though still married, she was ‘head’ of the household on Whyke Lane.

? 	CHASE, George  Baptised 7 Nov 1880, buried 13 Apr 1888, aged 8
His parents were Ann Chase (14.06) and her husband George, a general labourer, of Wickham Road (now York Road). Six children including George were buried between February and July 1888, but we do not know the location(s) – perhaps in a shared children’s grave (like 19.01), whether in the newly opened 1888 Extension or in the Old Churchyard.

24.20	CHASE, John  Born 18 Jan 1919, died 22 March 1989, aged 70
	CHASE, Sybil Ada  Born 11 May 1916, buried 10 Jan 2012, aged 95
John was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester, son of Nellie and Charles Valentine Chase. In the 1921 Census his father was publican of The Coach and Horses, 125 St Pancras, as well as being a motor engineer; in 1927 the family moved to 1 Turnbull Road. Sybil’s parents were Annie Holden and her husband Albert Edward, who was a sapper with the Royal Engineers in 1916 and a plasterer in 1921; they baptised her at St Paul’s, Chichester. She married John at Chichester in 1938, at which time he was a fitter and turner in iron and steel. They had three children, Marion S. (1939), Madeleine (1946) and Jacqueline (1951). The electoral registers between 1947 and 1963 show them at 198 Orchard Street. John’s address in the burial register was 8 Grove Road, while Sybil died in St Richard’s Hospital.

19.09	CHATFIELD, Frances  Buried 20 Sept 1911, aged 21 days
The daughter of Mary Ann and Frederick William Chatfield, a labourer, of 117 Bognor Road. 

19.28	CHEESEMAN, Edwin Alfred  Born 1st qtr 1875, buried 22 March 1892, aged 17
Edwin was born in Tunbridge Wells, son of Charles, a coachman. and Clara. He was following in his father’s footsteps as a groom in 1891, when the family was at 1 Virginian Cottages, Whyke Lane.

10.09	CHITTY, Gladys Annie  Born 3 Jan 1898, died 13 July 1969, aged 71 
There is no record of her burial in the burial register, but the Burial Plan says her ashes were interred in the grave of her parents Cecil and Annie Napper (10.09). She was born at West Dean, where her father worked as a farmer. She married on 7 December 1918 to Frederick Bevan Chitty.  Frederick had joined the forces in 1915 aged 19 and earlier in 1918 he had transferred to the RAF. His civilian occupation as recorded on his military papers was ‘Chauffeur’ and on his marriage to Gladys he was ‘2nd Mechanic’. After the marriage, Gladys went to live at 64 The Grove, Hammersmith, London - presumably with her new husband. In October 1920 the couple had a daughter – Teddy Gladys Chitty – and the following year Frederick left the forces. On discharge he joined Gladys and his daughter at 83 Bognor Road, her parents’ home. In 1926 he was cited as a ‘Commercial Traveller’ in his mother-in-law’s will. In 1939 the couple had moved to Portsmouth although at separate addresses. Frederick was lodging in 54 Devon Street. He was an ‘Insurance Agent’ and Air Raid Warden. Gladys and Teddy were living in Cavendish Road, Portsmouth. Teddy, now 19 was working as a ‘Hairdresser.’ During the war, Teddy joined the Land Army. The electoral roll of 1945-46 shows Gladys and Teddy living back at 83 Bognor Road, but Frederick is not mentioned. According to the probate of her will, Gladys was living in Fishbourne at the time of her death.

14.14	CLARE, Emily Eliza  Born 1st qtr 1859, buried 3 March 1902, aged 43
	CLARE, Noah  Baptised 24 Jan 1858, buried 28 May 1935, aged 77
Emily was born in West Dean to Thomas Miller, a farm carter, and his wife Emily. In 1881 she was working as a cook in the Vicarage of South Bersted. The following year at Fishbourne she married Noah Clare, son of William, another farm carter, and Ann. Later Censuses give Noah’s occupation as traction engine driver: in 1921 he was working for John Sparks, Agricultural Engineer of Yapton. Emily and Noah had three daughters, Emily Annie (1884, buried at 4.22), Rhoda Elizabeth (1887) and Georgina M (1893). They also informally adopted George Clare (also buried at 4.22), the son of Noah’s sister Louisa. By 1901 they had settled at 9 Whyke Lane; following Emily’s early death in 1902, Noah continued to live there with his daughter Annie and with George until his death in 1935. Though Noah’s burial is recorded in the parish register, the location is not given on the original burial plan: it seems a safe assumption, however, that he was buried with his wife.

4.22	CLARE, George  Baptised 12 Oct 1862, buried 26 Nov 1945, aged 83
He was born at Oving, son of Louisa Clare. Louisa was the sister of Noah Clare (buried at 14.14), and George grew up with Noah as his de facto brother (though legally uncle). He remained in Noah’s household at 9 Whyke Lane throughout Noah’s life, and worked as a general labourer. Sometime after Noah’s death in 1935 he moved along the road to 18 Whyke Lane, from where he was buried.

15.15	CLARK, Daniel  Baptised 3 Apr 1842, died 26 Jan 1909, aged 66
15.16	CLARK, Florence Sarah  Born 3 March 1869, buried 9 May 1899, aged 30
15.16	CLARK, Mary Ann  Died 24 Feb 1907, aged 62
Daniel was an upholsterer, born in Basildon, Essex to George and Honor Clark. In the 1871 Census we find him in Farnham, Surrey, with wife Mary Ann and their first child Florence who is 2. Their marriage record has not yet been found, so Mary Ann’s birth surname is unknown, but late Censuses give her birthplace as Hadley, Middlesex. The couple had three more girls at Farnham. By 1882 they had moved to Eastbourne, where they had one more daughter and two sons. They remained in Eastbourne until at least 1895 before removing to Chichester. In 1891 Florence was a lodging house matron in Eastbourne, but she presumably moved to Chichester at some point to look after her parents.

31.20	CLARK, Ivy Hilda  Baptised 3 Apr 1912, buried 18 Apr 1957, aged 44
A Chichester native, she was baptised at St Pancras, daughter of Alice and Henry Robinson, the latter a labourer for the City of Chichester. In 1933 she married Samuel Clark, and a daughter Patricia was born in 1935. They lived at “Ellerslie”, 9 St Paul’s Road, until 1939, then at 82 Adelaide Road, and from 1947 at 1 Exton Road, Ivy’s last address.

30.06	CLARK, Robert George  Born 26 Feb 1884, buried 24 Feb 1959, aged 74
	CLARK, Rhoda Elizabeth  Born 11 Oct 1887, A* 9 March 1971, aged 83
A Chichester couple by birth. Robert’s parents were Jane and Frank Clark; Frank was a cabinet maker but turned baker, and Robert followed the latter trade. Rhoda’s parents were Emily and Noah Clare, the latter a traction engine driver. She was baptised at St Mary’s, Whyke, and married Robert at St George’s in 1912 (thus changing her surname by just one letter). By now Robert was established at Southsea, and they had three children there, Eric, Nancy and Betty. They then returned in 1920 to Chichester, where Audrey, Rodney, Kenneth and Myrie were born. Home was on Whyke Lane, at No. 9 by 1924 and at No. 18 from 1939. The latter was Robert’s last address; Rhoda was still there in the early 1960s, but she died at Hawthorn House, Bognor.

33.33	CLARK, Sidney Harold  Baptised 22 Jan 1888, bd. 22 Oct 1952, aged 64
	CLARK, Harriett Martha  Buried 9 June 1972, aged 84
Sidney was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, son of Jane Clark and Frank, a baker and cabinet maker (an interesting combination of jobs!). At age 19, when he was a clerk in the Probate Registry, he married Ellen Matilda White, a cashier. They had two sons, Sidney Harold and Frank George, before Ellen’s early death in 1912. In May 1916 Sidney enlisted in the Royal Flying Corps (later merged into the RAF), and in June of that year he married Harriett Martha Shawyer at St Pancras, Chichester. Harriett was the daughter of William Shawyer, a groom, and Elizabeth. She was baptised at St Peter the Great, the same church as Sidney, on 22 Oct 1889, but later records suggest she was born in the first half of 1888. They had children Eric, Gwendolen, Brenda and Dorothy. In 1939 Sidney was secretary and cashier to a firm of dyers and cleaning, as well as being an ARP warden. Home from 1920 was 14 Bognor Road, where Sidney and Harriet remained for the rest of their lives, though Harriett died in St Richard’s Hospital.

30.15	CLARKE, Frederick Charles  Born 7 Oct 1878, died 10 March 1960, aged 81
He was the only surviving child of Frederick William and Elizabeth Marion Clarke. He was born in Thetford, Norfolk, but by 1891 the family had moved to Oving, where Frederick William was a grocer and later sub-postmaster. Frederick Charles became his assistant, and then took over his role after his death in 1919. In 1918 at Rumboldswhyke he married Gwendolen Emilie May Burt of Whyke Lane; she was daughter of Adelaide Augusta Burt (1.13) and her husband Henry Charles (35.21). Frederick and Gwendoline were still at Oving Post Office in 1949, but by 1951 they had retired to ‘Leamington’, 32 Pound Farm Road, where Frederick died. He was survived by Gwendolen, who was 14 years younger, and he left effects of £6743.

36.22	CLARKE, Henry John  Born 27 Jan 1887, buried 24 Sept 1945, aged 58
His parents were Richard Butler Clarke, a carpenter, and Sabina, of Whyke, but for reasons unknown he was raised by his paternal grandparents Richard, a retired policeman, and Ann Clarke. He was with the 12th Royal Lancers in 1911, and continued to serve in WW1. He then married Violet Mamie Bynane in Battle, Sussex in 1919, and they lived with his mother-in-law Violet Jane Bynane at 25 George Street, Chichester. In 1921 Henry was a labourer for the builder Mr Clarke of Litten Terrace, and in 1939 he was a builder’s carpenter. By 1939 Henry and his wife were at 20 Grove Road, Whyke, his last address.

14.08	CLARKE, William  Baptised 18 Oct 1815, died 12 May 1902, aged 87
	CLARKE, Jemima  Baptised 18 Oct 1822, died 30 Oct 1906, aged 84
William was born at Boxgrove to George, a labourer, and Sarah; Jemima was born at East Dean but baptised in Chichester, daughter of George and Jane Bridger. (In her baptismal record George’s occupation is ‘tickwaite’, a mystery.) William and Jemima were married at East Dean on Valentine’s Day 1843, when Jemima was a minor (by a few months). William was a farm labourer, so they moved around for work: they were in Boxgrove in 1845, in Tortington near Arundel by 1851, in Houghton in the mid-1850s; in the 1861 Census William was a gamekeeper in Tortington. They had at least three daughters and three sons in this period, but since they have not yet been traced on the 1871 or 1881 Census, there may well have been more children. At some point William and Jemima moved into Chichester, and were at 3 Lyndhurst Road in 1891, and at 17 Kingsham Road (their final address) by 1901.

17.22	CLEARE, Annie  Buried 26 Oct 1895, aged 40
	CLEARE, William  Born 2nd qtr 1840, buried 15 Dec 1928, aged 88
William was born at Shottesbrooke, Berkshire, in 1840, and like Henry Madgwick (17.24) he had a hard childhood: the 1841 Census shows him in the Shottesbrooke Workhouse, and the 1851 Census apparently in the Cookham Workhouse; we do not know what became of his father William. Like many youths in similar situations, he enlisted in the army. During his service (c. 1873) he met and married Annie, 14 years his junior, who was Glasgow-born: she may be the Annie Callen who married a William Cleare in India. Some of their children’s birthplaces reflect William’s postings: Annie junior (Madras), Alice (Portsmouth), Jessie (Malta). He was discharged in 1886 as a Quarter Master Sergeant, and supplemented his army pension as a bricklayer’s labourer (1901) and gardener (1911). By 1891 they were at 122 Bognor Road. Three of the children born there were buried in infancy: Helen (21.19), James (22.04) and Euphemia Rose (22.01). Annie herself died there, probably from childbirth complications, and in 1903 William remarried to Harriet Louisa Over (née Stubbs), a widow 21 years his junior. They moved to 54 York Road, William’s last address. He was buried, as was customary, with his first wife.
     Two of Annie and William’s sons died in WW1. William, who had joined the Royal Sussex Regiment aged 14 in 1889, died in the Battle of the Marne on 10 Sept 1914, aged 40; he was a Sergeant Major. He left a wife and two children. Just 19 days later Archibald died in action at the Battle of Loos on 29 Sept 1915 age 22. Both brothers are recorded on St George’s War Memorial. Francis survived the war, reaching the rank of sergeant.

22.01	CLEARE, Euphemia Rose  Buried 18 July 1896, aged 8 months
21.19	CLEARE, Helen  Baptised 3 June 1891, buried 22 Aug 1891, aged 2 months
22.04	CLEARE, James  Baptised 27 Aug 1894, buried 26 Mar 1895, aged 7 months
These are children of William and Annie Cleare (17.22).

32.08	CLEMENTS, Elijah John  Born 17 Aug 1876, buried 3 March 1953, aged 76
	CLEMENTS, Florence Mary  Born 22 Dec 1874, died 28 Feb 1961, aged 86
They were very much a Chichester couple. Elijah was baptised at Rumboldswhyke on 2 September 1876, son of Joseph, a bricklayer, and Frances Sarah. Florence née Kemp was baptised at St Peter the Great on 18 April 1875, daughter of George Kemp, a grocer, and Mary Eliza. In the 1891 Census she was a dressmaker’s apprentice. She and Elijah married in 1900 at St Paul’s, Chichester. They had four daughters, Ethel (29.34), Olive (27.19), Evelyn, and Mabel (29.33). In WW1 Elijah served overseas as a sapper with the Royal Engineers. He had trained as a tailor, and in 1921 he was an assistant with the tailor and hosier died Stewart in Eastgate. In the same census Florence was a packer for the Chichester Steam Laundry on Bognor Road. By that year Elijah’s unmarried younger brother Ernest (29.22) had joined them, and he lived with them thereafter. The family had numerous addresses in Chichester; in 1936 they were at ‘Sunnymead’ on Whyke Road, and in 1939 they moved a few houses along to ‘Garfield’, which was Elijah’s last home. Florence continued to move house after Elijah’s death; she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

29.22	CLEMENTS, Ernest William Nias  Born 13 March 1882, bur. 26 May 1962, aged 80
Ernest was a railway clerk. He was baptised at Rumboldswhyke on 16 April 1882, son of Joseph, a bricklayer, and Frances Sarah. In 1901 he was in Brighton for his work; by 1911 he was back in Chichester, living with his parents at 6 St Paul’s Road. Resolutely unmarried, he joined the household of his older brother Elijah (32.08) and remained with them at their various addresses. From 1939 they were at ‘Garfield’, 152 Whyke Road; after Elijah’s death in 1953 Ernest continued to live there with Victor and Irene Robinson (25.29) for the remainder of his life.



5.11	CLIFFORD, Charles  Baptised 25 Oct 1861, died 1 July 1930, aged 68
	CLIFFORD, Eliza  Baptised 7 Nov 1858, died 13 Apr 1939, aged 80
Charles was baptised at Oving, son of Charles and Rachel; Eliza at North Mundham, daughter of William and Sarah Jupp. They married in 1885 and lived first in Appledram, then in Chichester, with Charles working as a domestic gardener. In Chichester they had a daughter Edith Frances (1891, 32.20), and a son Charles (1895) who died in infancy (22.06). In 1899 they moved to Stoke D’Abernon in Surrey, while retaining a property at 138 Whyke Road. In 1927 they moved back to the Whyke Road property, where they ended their days.

22.06	CLIFFORD, Charles Frederick  Baptised 17 Mar 1895, buried 13 Apr 1895, aged 2 months
He was the son of Charles and Eliza Clifford, who are buried at 5.11.

10.19	CLINCH, Frances  Baptised 24 Apr 1853, died 23 Feb 1926, aged 73
	CLINCH, Charles  Born 1st qtr 1845, died 9 May 1930, aged 85
Frances was a Chichester native, the daughter of Frederick Turner, a furniture dealer, and Amelia. Three days before Christmas in 1873, when she was 19, she married Charles Clinch, a carpenter of 28; he had been born in Pagham, the son of James, a farm worker, and Caroline. In 1885 they lived on Orchard Road. Charles held the licence of the Crown Inn from 1887 to 1891. They then moved to 132 Bognor Road, and by 1911 to 16 Bognor Road, where they remained. They had 11 children, all of whom survived childhood. In 1901 Frances was helping to support this large family financially, by working as a self-employed laundress, with two of the daughters assisting. Their son Wilfred was killed in action in September 1917 in Flanders aged 22; he has no known grave. His name is included on his parents’ gravestone and recorded on St George’s War Memorial. Of the other children, Harry Ernest is buried at 02.19, Olive Elizabeth and Florence Julia at 30.02, and Edith Louise (Clinch) at 36.39.

30.02	CLINCH, Olive Elizabeth  Baptised 15 Feb 1890, died 14 June 1955, aged 64
	CLINCH, Florence Julia  Baptised 3 May 1885, died 26 Jan 1969, aged 83
They were two of the 11 children, all Chichester-born, of Charles and Frances Clinch (10.19). Olive rose from assistant to book-keeper to manager with W.H. Barrett, the newsagent at The Cross. Florence was a dressmaker; in 1921 she was working with her younger sister Kate for Parvins dressmakers on East Street. After their parents’ deaths Olive and Florence continued to live in the family home, 16 Bognor Road, until 1939, when they moved to 9 Velyn Avenue. Their brother Harry Ernest (02.19) joined them there in 1956, and all three were buried from there.

2.19	CLINCH, Ruth Ethel  Born 5 Oct 1883, died 9 Nov 1940, aged 57
CLINCH, Harry Ernest Jubilee  Born 9 March 1887, died 2 July 1965, aged 78
Ruth was born in Westcott, Surrey, daughter of Mary Lynn and her husband Joseph William, a bricklayer. She was a housemaid in Westcott in 1901; in 1920 she was living in Chilgrove, Sussex, presumably again as a servant. Harry had the name “Jubilee” because he was born in 1887, the Golden Jubilee year of Queen Victoria. His father was Charles, a carpenter; his mother Frances had 11 children, all Chichester-born, 10 of whom were still at home as late as 1911, eight of them daughters. (Charles and Frances are buried at 10.19.) Ruth and Harry married at West Grinstead in 1920; they lived there until 1927, and had twins Christine Freda and Kenneth W. in late 1922. In 1928 they moved to Chichester, to 4 Grove Road, which remained home until after WW2. In 1957 the widowed Harry joined his sisters Olive and Florence (both 30.02) at 9 Velyn Avenue, with his daughter Christine. Christine, who died in 1985 aged 63, is commemorated on her parents’ headstone, though she is not buried here.

29.24	COBDEN, Bertie  Buried 25 July 1962, aged 64
His birth is a mystery, recorded simply as “at sea” in the 1901 and 1911 Censuses. In 1901 at age 3 he was with the Richardson family in Hove, one of whose sons was also a Bertie. By 1911 he had been adopted by Tom and Matilda Lunn at 94 Cleveland Road, Whyke, which was his home for the rest of his life. In 1921 and 1939 he was a milk roundsman. He left a not inconsiderable estate of £2130.

16.30	COCKRAM, Mary Ann  Born c.1820, buried 17 Jan 1898, aged 78
	COCKRAM, Alfred  Baptised 6 June 1830, buried12 Dec 1903, aged 73
Alfred was a shoemaker, born at Oving to James and Elizabeth Cockram. In 1856 he married Mary Ann Gale, the Dorset-born daughter of Thomas Gale, a carpenter. They had one child, Mary Ann, who is buried in the next grave 16.31 (married name Stanbridge).

30.18	COE, Andrew John   Born 6 Aug 1879, died 22 March 1960, aged 80
	COE, Kate  Born 8 Nov 1886, died 9 Jan 1965, aged 78
Andrew was born at Charlton, near Woolwich, to Harriett Mary Coe and Andrew John, a railway engine driver and fitter. Kate’s birthplace was Racton, near Westbourne, Sussex; her mother was Sarah Palmer, her father George, a gamekeeper. We find her working as a housemaid in Paddington, London, in the 1901 Census. In 1908 she married Andrew at Nunhead, Surrey, and they settled at Mitcham, Surrey. Andrew’s work was like his father’s: he was a foreman for automobile engineers in 1911, a garage foreman for LCC Tramways in 1921. By 1934 he and Kate had moved to Chichester, where he kept the Bognor Road Garage, working as an engineer, turner and fitter. We lose track of them after 1939, except that Andrew died at Highwick Nursing Home in Summersdale. Kate died at ‘The Bungalow’, Bognor Road, where her older sister Elizabeth Emma had died in 1948 (34.15).

22.09	COLBORN, Evelyn Oscar Kerr  Buried 13 June 1895, aged 8 months
His birth was registered at Portsea in 1894, and he was buried from The Hornet. We know nothing more.

20.38	COLE, Henry  Buried 13 Mar 1888, aged 70
Henry died in the Westhampnett Union Workhouse. We have not been able to trace his life, partly because his name is a relatively common one. He was not an inmate of that Workhouse in the 1881 Census.

12.01	COLEMAN, Charles  Baptised 17 Feb 1828, died 27 Sept 1908, aged 80
He was Chichester-born, the son of John Coleman, a smith, and Elizabeth. His father died young, and Elizabeth remarried in 1835 at Lambeth to John Parker, another smith. Charles lived with them in the St Pancras area of London, and worked as a brushmaker; he never married. Elizabeth was widowed again by 1871; sometime thereafter (perhaps following Elizabeth’s death) Charles retired to Chichester, and lived at Hamilton House, Oving Road (1891) and (by 1897) at 30 Bognor Road.

19.03	COLEMAN, Edith Grace  Buried 25 Nov 1904, aged 9 days
Daughter of Jane Elizabeth and her husband Reginald Birkenhead Coleman, a labourer, of 38 Whyke Lane.

18.40	COLEMAN, Frank  Buried 11 July 1894, aged 74
He was a resident in the Westhampnett Union Workhouse at the time of his death. There are no clear pointers to his identity.

27.02	COLLICK, Robert  Born 3 June 1902, died 15 Oct 1964, aged 62
He was a Yorkshireman, born in Leeds to Eliza Ann Collick and her husband Thomas Edward, a policeman. He attended Pembroke College, Oxford and Cuddesdon Theological College, and was ordained priest in 1928, becoming curate of Armley, Leeds. From 1931 to 1936 he was a member of the Bush Brotherhood of the Good Shepherd, a group of itinerant priests who ministered to rural districts in Australia. They were described as men who could "preach like Apostles" and "ride like cowboys". He then returned to Yorkshire, became vicar of Royston, Barnsley, and married Mary Elizabeth Barker in 1937; two sons were born to them, Robert in 1938 and John in 1939, and a daughter Mary in 1941. During the war he served as a chaplain with the Royal Navy. From 1946 he was Vicar of St Thomas, Huddersfield, from 1954 Vicar of Thornhill Lees & Saville Town, Dewsbury, and from 1958 priest-in-charge of St Ninian, Whitby. We do not know when he came to Chichester; only that he lived at 40 Willowbed Drive, and died in St Richard’s Hospital. A Robert Collick became Rector of St Michael’s, Berwick, East Sussex in 1963, but we do not know if this was the same man.

1.19	COLLINS, Annie  Born 23 Aug 1871, buried 27 May 1942, aged 70
Annie née Bailey was born at Pagham, daughter of Lucy and Alfred Bailey, and older sister of Frederick Walter Bailey (5.03). She went into service, and in 1891 we find her as a domestic cook in Cheshire. On Boxing Day 1894 at St Mary, Whyke, she married Charles Henry Collins, who was then a lance corporal in the band of the Royal Sussex Regiment. They had three children in Chichester, Dorothy, Frederick and Robert. In 1901 Annie and the children were at 26 Washington St, with Charles noted as being “at the War”, i.e. the Boer War in South Africa. In 1907 another son, Leonard, was born in Deolali, India, where Charles was presumably stationed at the time. By 1911 Charles had left the army, and the family were living in Liverpool, with Charles working as a ‘clerk and schoolmaster’ at Walton Prison. (It was also noted that they had had another child who had died.) In the next Census (1921) they were in Islington, London, and Charles was a clerk to the Prison Commissioners; he had the same position in 1939, when they were in Epsom. We do not know the circumstances of Annie’s return to Chichester; the Burial register says her address was Stirling Road, and she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

11.15	COLLINS, Annie  Buried 23 Oct 1907, aged 62
	COLLINS, Edwin  Baptised 14 July 1850, buried 2 Feb 1916, aged 65
Edwin was a cattle drover and dealer, like his father George. His mother was Mary Ann, and he was born and grew up in Slindon. Annie Palmer was born in Brecon, South Wales, to George, a miller’s waggoner, and Mary. She married Edwin in 1874 in Bayswater, London, where she was no doubt in domestic service. They lived in Slindon and had a daughter Edith Mary (1.28) and two sons, Charles and Edwin George (11.14); then they moved into Chichester and had another son, John Frederick (also 11.14). By 1901 they were at 17 Whyke Lane, where Annie died. Her memorial quotes Proverbs 31.28, “Her children arise and call her blessed”. Edwin was a boarder at Lake Road in 1911, and his last address was 48 Bognor Road.

8.05/6	COLLINS, Catherine Martha  Baptised 24 Dec 1865, buried 15 Nov 1923, aged 57
	COLLINS, Harriett  Baptised 21 Nov 1869, buried 6 March 1912, aged 42
	COLLINS, William  Baptised 6 Apr 1873, died 16 Aug 1914, aged 42
These were three of the six children of Edmund and Martha Collins. Their older brothers Henry and Frank are buried at 14.09, alongside the parents at 14.10. The siblings (the sixth was Fanny) grew up in the family home at 92 Bognor Road in Whyke, and several of them remained there unmarried for most of their lives. Harriett helped with domestic duties while her parents were alive, and then became housekeeper to Henry, Frank and William. William worked as a groom: in the 1891 Census he was employed at ‘The Old House at Home’ pub in Chidham, but by 1901 he was back at the family home. Catherine and Fanny were the most travelled of the siblings, through being in domestic service. Catherine was cook to a family in Lewisham in 1891; to another family in Greenwich, whose head, William Thackeray, was an assistant astronomer for the Royal Observatory, in 1901; and in 1911 to another family in Bognor. By 1918, however, she had retired, and was living with Henry at 92 Bognor Road.

11.04	COLLINS, Charles Edward  Born 8 June 1888, buried 5 June 1928, aged 39
	COLLINS, Mary Ann  Born 13 Apr 1849, buried 21 July 1932, aged 84
Mary Ann née Baker was born in Hove to Richard, a greengrocer and gardener, and Amelia. She went into domestic service in Brighton and later South Bersted near Bognor. In 1887 she married Charles Collins at Poling (near Littlehampton), his birthplace. They lived in Brighton and had two children, Charles Edward (1888) and Amelia (1889). Charles Edward became a law clerk, working in 1921 for Fillmer & Port, solicitors, in Brighton. Sometime after 1924 he and his widowed mother moved to 8 Grove Road, Whyke, where he died prematurely in 1928. Mary Ann died four years later in Felpham (Bognor).



36.08	COLLINS, Charles William  Born 9 May 1875, buried 30 Sept 1944, aged 69
He was the eldest son of Edwin and Annie (11.15), and brother to Edwin George and John Frederick (11.14). In 1901, while still living with his parents, he was assistant to a pork butcher, but his real interest was in horses: in 1911 he was a coachman, in 1921 a groom working for the horse dealer H. Field in St James, Chichester. In 1905 he married Daisy Elsie Dowling, and they settled at 10 Grove Road, which remained home for the rest of Charles’ life. They had one son and then five daughters. In the 1939 Register Charles was noted as ‘stableman retired, incapacitated’, and he died in St Richard’s Hospital.

14.10	COLLINS, Edmund  Baptised 24 Apr 1831, died 31 March 1902, aged 71
	COLLINS, Martha  Died 3 Oct 1906, aged c. 74
Edmund was baptised at North Mundham on 24 April 1831, son of George, a labourer, and Fanny (Frances). (N.B. he is not the Edmund Collins baptised on 15 April 1831 at St Peter the Great in Chichester.) Martha was born c. 1833 to Charles Bailey, a hawker, and his wife Martha. No baptismal record for her has yet been found: the 1851 Census says she was born at Sompting, but later Censuses give her birthplace as Bosham. Edmund and Martha married at Rumboldswyke in 1861. He was a general labourer, in 1881 specifically a railway worker. Their first two children were Henry Charles and Frank, who are buried in the adjoining grave 14.09; there were three daughters thereafter, Catherine (08.05), Harriett (08.06) and Fanny, and one son William (08.06). By 1881 the family had settled at 92 Bognor Road, and there Edmund and Martha remained. All the Collins family except Fanny were buried here at Whyke. Fanny worked in London as a servant, and married George Cooper; Catherine acted as a witness to the marriage.

11.14	COLLINS, Edwin George  Born 3rd qtr 1877, buried 26 Feb 1924, aged 46
	COLLINS, John Frederick  Baptised 27 Apr 1884, buried 7 May 1951, aged 67
They were sons of Edwin and Annie Collins (11.15). Edwin George went into business as a butcher with his brother-in-law George Barnes, and followed that trade at 65 Whyke Lane and then at 47 The Hornet, which was his last address. John Frederick went into school-mastering, first in Chichester and then (by 1921) at the Industrial School in Macclesfield, Cheshire. His address at death was Chapel-en-le-Frith, on the attractive western slopes of the Peak District; perhaps he had retired there after his teaching career. His body was brought back to Chichester for burial with his brother and parents.

10.25	COLLINS, Elizabeth  Baptised 4 July 1869, buried 31 Mar 1936, aged 66
	COLLINS, John  Baptised 12 Apr 1859, buried 20 Sept 1946, aged 88
Elizabeth née Curtis was born at Fishbourne to James, an under-gamekeeper, and Charlotte Maria. In 1888, aged 19, she married John Collins, 10 years her senior.  John was born at Bosham and baptised at Funtington; his father was James, a farm worker, his mother Caroline. They moved into the Chichester area, and by 1911 they were established at 19 York Road, where they remained. John was a mason and bricklayer, working in 1921 for Lovell & Son. They had 12 children, of whom 5 had died by 1911. Of those who survived childhood, Augusta (married surname Elliott) is buried at 14.17.
  
20.01	COLLINS, Frederick Thomas  Buried 23 Aug 1897, aged 2 months
His family’s address at this time was 100 Bognor Road. His twin was Robert Jubilee Collins (22.01).

15.20	COLLINS, George  Baptised 10 June 1849, buried 7 June 1899, aged 49
He was born in Chichester to Thomas, a baker, and Jane. Most records call George a baker, like his father, though the 1871 Census adds grocer. In 1887 at St Pancras, Chichester, he married Eliza Sims, nine years his senior, daughter of Samuel Sims, a carpenter and undertaker. Soon he undertook a new role, recorded in the 1891 Census, as ‘licensed victualler’, i.e. innkeeper, at the Kings Arms Inn on St Martin’s Street, Chichester. Following his early death, Eliza is recorded in 1901 as ‘retired publican’.

36.36	COLLINS, George Alfred  Born 14 March 1899, died 5th June 1946, aged 47
This Commonwealth War Grave gives George’s service number as 76044070, L. Cpl. Royal Army Ordnance Corps. In the 1939 Register he was listed at 3 Bramber Road (as in the Burial Register), born 14 March 1899. In 1935 he had married Lillian M. Marsh in Chichester. Further back it is difficult to trace him. He is probably the man of that name in Folkestone in 1921, a bombardier with the Royal Field Artillery, aged 22 years 5 months (which roughly corresponds to the dob given in 1939). That record says he was born at Portsmouth, and information from the Commonwealth War Graves Commission names his parents as Thomas and Hannah Collins, but we cannot trace him in birth records or the Censuses of 1901 and 1911. The epigraph on his CWG headstone reads “Day by day we saw him fade, and gently he passed away.” This may suggest that his decline in health resulted from his military service.

21.05	COLLINS, George Percy  Buried 11 Apr 1893, aged 12 months
There were two boys of this name baptised in 1892, both of Portfield: one on 26 June at St Pancras, Chichester, son of Elizabeth and John, a labourer; the other on 21 August at Portfield, son of Annie and Edward, a tanner. Which of them is buried here? The register gives his address as Wickham Road.

14.29	COLLINS, Henry  Baptised 31 Aug 1873, buried 17 Feb 1926, aged 52
	COLLINS, Mary  Born 11 Jan 1875, buried 28 Oct 1959, aged 84
Henry was a Royal Navy man. His first service was on HMS St Vincent at the age of 16; he served on some 13 vessels over 24 years, and no doubt ‘saw the world’. In 1891 his rank was ‘first class boy’ on HMS Martin in Portsmouth Harbour; in 1911 he was on HMS Excellent in the Gunnery School on Whale Island, Portsmouth. He was born and baptised at Boxgrove, son of William and Jane Collins. In 1900 at Rumboldswyke he married Mary Webb, the daughter of John William and Elizabeth Webb, who are buried nearby at 14.38. Mary was born in Fishbourne, but by 1891 the family had moved into Chichester, to 123 Bognor Road, and that became Henry’s civilian address also. The couple had two children, Edith Lillian (1902) and Arthur Henry (1909). Henry was invalided out of the Navy in 1913, and in 1921 we find him working at Shippams potted meat factory at East Walls. After his death Mary moved c. 1933 from 123 Bognor Road to 93 Cleveland Road, which was her final address.

14.09	COLLINS, Henry Charles  Baptised 13 Apr 1862, buried 2 Jan 1934, aged 71
	COLLINS, Frank  Baptised 11 March 1864, buried 9 Feb 1939, aged 75
They were the two eldest children of Edmund and Martha Collins, who are buried next to them at 14.10. Neither Henry nor Frank married, and both remained at the family home (92 Bognor Road) for most of their lives. Henry was a general labourer, and later a gardener/nurseryman: in 1921 he was working for Goff the market gardener. Frank was a licenced driver (aka carrier, carman or cabman) and trap proprietor, though in 1891 we find him surprisingly as a chimney sweep. In the 1911 Census he was recorded as the head of the household, which also included their siblings Harriet and William (both buried at 8.06). Henry and Frank were still at 92 Bognor Road in 1931, but the burial register gives Henry’s final address as 171 Broyle Road in Chichester, and Frank’s as East Preston, on the coast between Littlehampton and Worthing.

22.01	COLLINS, Robert Jubilee  Buried 20 Nov 1897, aged 6 months 
His middle name commemorates Queen Victoria’s Diamond Jubilee (the 60th anniversary of her accession) in June 1897, around the time of his birth. His twin was Frederick Thomas Collins, who predeceased him in August 1897, and the family address was 100 Bognor Road.

11.13	COLLINS, William Alfred  
He is named on the burial plan, but the record of his burial was omitted from the parish register. Consequently we do not know his date of burial or age or address. He was almost certainly related to the Collinses of 11.14 and 11.15.

34.20	COLVERSON, Arthur George  Born 26 Jan 1873, bd. 25 Feb 1949, aged 76
Arthur was a military man. He was born in Southsea to George, an upholsterer, and Phebe. In 1893 he enlisted with the Royal Marines, and ended up spending 26 years with them: he retired in 1914 as sergeant, but was recalled later that year for wartime service. He had married Mary Jane Pyne in Portsea in 1899; they lived in Alverstoke, where the Marines were based, and had four children there. Mary Jane died in 1914, and in 1917 Arthur remarried to Alice Beatrice Talbot. Two years later he moved to Chichester as steward of the City Club at 13 North Pallant, and a daughter Georgina was born that year. They lived in Hambrook, Westbourne from 1920 to 1927 before returning to Chichester, with Arthur now a civilian clerk at RAF Tangmere. Home was now 2 Clydesdale Avenue, Arthur’s last address. In WW2 he served with the 8th Home Guard Battalion. He was then secretary of the Chichester branch of the British Legion for the last four years of his life. His funeral was conducted by Revd. Godfrey Wells, padre of the 8th and a British Legion chaplain.

18.31	COMPER, Harriett  Buried 22 June 1923, aged 61
She was born at Lower Beeding, near Horsham, daughter of George Tulitt. In 1898 at Hove she married Albert William Comper, who was a railway signalman at the time, though a vanman by 1901. They had one son, Albert Henry, whom they raised in Hove. Sadly the son, serving with the Coldstream Guards, was killed in action in France in 1918. The parents moved to Chichester (102 Grove Road), where Harriet died in 1923, though Albert William survived until 1958.

20.16	COMPER, Mary Ann  Born 25 Oct 1819, died 5 Feb 1889, aged 70
She was born in Bristol, daughter of John, an iron founder, and Sarah Howell. At her marriage in 1850 at St Andrew, Chichester she was a dressmaker. Her groom was Richard Comper, a draper of East Street. They had one child, Mary Kate (1861), who went on to be a piano teacher. After his wife’s death Richard moved with Mary Katie to Brighton; she then went on to London, and he back to his native Pulborough, where he died in 1907.

18.26	CONAGE, Thomas  Baptised 17 March 1808, buried 9 Dec 1893, aged 85
	CONAGE, Elizabeth  Baptised 23 July 1817, buried 10 June 1901, aged 84
Thomas Conage was born in Donnington to Joseph and Mary Conage. His father was an agricultural labourer and Thomas followed suit. He married Elizabeth Turner, a servant, on 20 March 1841 at East Wittering. At 24, Elizabeth was nine years Thomas’ junior.  She was born in West Wittering to James, a labourer, and Mary Turner (née Knapp).
     In 1851 the couple were living in East Wittering with their son Tom aged 6 and daughters Ellen and Harriet aged 9 and 1. In 1861 Thomas was a carter – in today’s speak ‘a man with a van’. Elizabeth’s mother Mary, widow and almswoman, had moved in with the family. Son Tom was absent, having joined the merchant navy, and Ellen their eldest daughter, although married, was living in the home and working as a schoolteacher. 
     By 1881 Thomas and Elizabeth had moved into Chichester, to an area “Back of Barracks” where Thomas was a gardener. By 1891 they had moved to Whyke Lane, living on their own means. 
Thomas died in 1893. By 1901 Elizabeth had moved into the boarding house in South Bersted, Bognor Regis, run by her widowed daughter Harriet. Shortly after the census was taken, Elizabeth died and was buried with her husband.

34.21	COOK, Doris  Born 14 Jan 1914
Doris’ parents Thomas and Elizabeth Robinson are buried in the same grave as Doris; Doris was one of their six daughters. In 1939 she was a laundry ironer. The following year she married Alfred G.F. Cook. She continued to live with her parents during the war at 21 Grove Road, presumably while Alfred was away. In 1948 we find her and Alfred at 44 Swanfield Drive, and in 1962 at 2 Dallaway Road. It appears that they had two children, Janet (1946) and Simon (1950). Doris was of Pagham at her death according to the Burial Register. Her ashes were deposited in her parents’ grave on 18 April 1980.

31.10	COOK, William Victor  Born 15 Apr 1875, died 27 March 1955, aged 79
Victor was popular name in the late C19, during the reign of Queen Victoria. William Victor was born in Hackney to Sophia and Lewis Cook, a furniture packer. By 1891 Sophia was widowed and had moved the family to Hove, where William became a journalist. Around 1906 he married Edith Annie, who was Brighton-born: we have not found the marriage record, so know nothing further about her. A daughter Kathleen was born in 1906; the family then moved to Chichester, and settled at 68 Lyndhurst Road, which remained home thereafter. A son John Victor was born in 1909 and a daughter Violet May in 1913. In 1921 William was working for Mitchell & Co, printers and newspaper proprietors of Arundel, who published the West Sussex Gazette.

13.12	COOKE, Thomas  Baptised 24 Oct 1824, buried 1 Sept 1903, aged 79
The spelling Cooke is used in both his baptismal and burial records, so it may be correct, though other records vary between Cooke and Cook. He was baptised at St Nicholas, Brighton, son of William and Anne. By 1841 the family had moved to Chichester, where William was a shoemaker; Thomas was apprenticed to him, and followed that trade for life. By 1861 Thomas was married, and living in Little London, Chichester, with two children surnamed Smith, Martha aged 12 and Thomas aged 8. They had been baptised at St Andrew Chichester by Anne Smith as a single mother. We do not have the record of her marriage to Thomas. She was not with him in 1861, and he was a widower by 1871. He continued to live and work in Little London; by 1901 he had moved in with his now married daughter Martha Wood at 28 Grove Road, where he died.

7.03	COOMBES, Arthur Henry  Born 20 Aug 1862, died 12 Feb 1926, aged 63
He was born in Oxford to Thomas Henry, a college servant and Annie, of 7 Oriel Street. After attending Magdalen College School he won a scholarship to St John’s College and read mathematics, gaining a first class in moderations and a second on finals. He also played rugby for Oxford in 1884. He taught at Dover College from 1886, and at King’s School, Parramatta, New South Wales from 1890 to 1900. On 17th December 1889 he had married Isabel Frances Parker in the parish church at Iffley, Oxford. Their one child, Sibyl, was born 1893. While in Australia Arthur was ordained, and he also took the opportunity to travel widely in Australia, Tasmania and New Zealand. On returning to England he taught briefly at Clifton College, Bristol, before being appointed headmaster of St John’s College, Hurstpierpoint (aka Hurst College), where he remained from 1902 to 1922. In 1923 he was appointed Canon Residentiary of Chichester Cathedral and Vicar of St Peter the Great. He died suddenly and unexpectedly in February 1926, and was buried in our churchyard, which was a favoured ground for Cathedral dignitaries at this period. The closing prayers at his funeral were given by the Bishop of Chichester, and the committal prayers were read by the Bishop of Lewes. In keeping with the ‘democracy of death’ in Whyke Churchyard, he lies between a domestic servant and a farm worker.

36.37	COOMBES, Richard Frank  Born 16 June 1899, died 12 June 1946, aged 46
	COOMBES, Hannah May  Born 19 May 1897, buried 26 Oct 1967, aged 70
There was a person of Richard’s name baptised at Lambeth in 1899, son of Emily Coombes and Frank, a labourer, but was this ‘our’ Richard? We are on firmer ground with Hannah May née Wicks, who was born in Abertillery, Monmouthshire; her mother was Sarah, her father Gabriel, a collier. Hannah and Richard married in Milton, Portsmouth in 1924 and had a daughter Marjorie Joan. They show up briefly in Whyke in 1929-31 on Bognor Road, but in 1939 they were in Poole, Dorset, where Richard was a landscape gardener. Richard died prematurely at 7 Cleveland Road, Whyke, in 1946. Hannah lived at 92 Hay Road in the 1950s and at Joys Croft Court in the 1960s; she died at St Richard’s Hospital.

1.17	COOPER, Albert Edward  Born 1 May 1877, buried 28 Apr 1942, aged 64
	COOPER, Rose Hannah  Born 1st qtr 1881, buried 21 Oct 1955, aged 74
Albert was born in Croydon, London to John Cooper, a carpenter, and Mary. In 1895, aged 18, he enlisted in the Royal Navy, initially for 12 years, though actually he served through WW1 until 1919. His first ship was the Boscawen, his last the Newcastle. In 1901 he was at Gibraltar, and in 1911 in ‘China & East Indies’ with the rank of Corporal 1st Class. On New Year’s Day of 1914 he married Rose Hannah Seward at St Pancras, Chichester. Rose was born in Portsmouth to Mary Seward and her husband Lewis, a saddler with a shop in The Hornet. They lived at 65 Whyke Lane and had two daughters, Gladys Rose (1916, 24.19) and Iris May (1918); Iris died in infancy (19.25). The 1921 Census shows Albert as an assistant bailiff to the Chichester County Court. In 1938 they moved to ‘Holmlea’, 115 Whyke Lane, which was the last address for both Albert and Rose.



4.18	COOPER, Arthur William ‘Archie’  Born 3rd qtr 1883, died 30 July 1920, aged 37
His parents were Fanny Cooper and her husband Charles, a barman and later a hotel keeper of Chichester. In 1912 Arthur married Constance Cobden Slaney at St Paul’s, Chichester. They had three children at 6 Whyke Lane, where Arthur died prematurely. He was a commission agent, and left an estate of a little over £2000 to his widow; she remarried in 1923 at St Bartholomew’s, Chichester.

5.19	COOPER, Beatrice Mary  Baptised 26 Oct 1884, died 19 June 1931, aged 48
Née Howard, she was baptised at East Lavant, daughter of Edward and Annie (see 5.20). In 1901 she was in service in the Cawley Road household of William J. Geddes, solicitor. In 1911 she was a housemaid in Felpham, where she met her future husband George Frederick Cooper. They were married in 1914 at St George, Whyke, and lived at 41 Whyke Lane; George was a gardener in 1914, and in 1921 he worked for Gibbings and Harrison, tanners, in Westgate (cf. Harry Kennett at 5.13). In 1930 they moved to 45 Lyndhurst Road, which was Beatrice’s last address; George remarried in 1934 to Marjory Phillips at Lavant.

3.08	COOPER, Emily  Baptised 30 March 1851, buried 12 May 1921, aged 70
	COOPER, Thomas  Baptised 8 May 1841, buried 30 May 1921, aged 80
Thomas was born at Kirdford, between Petworth & Billingshurst; his mother was Emma, his father Clement, a farm worker and later a farmer. In 1867 he married Emily Carpenter, a domestic servant, in her home village of Yapton; he was already a policeman, stationed at nearby Barnham. His postings moved the family to Preston, Fernhurst, Harting and Littlehampton, and some seven children were born. Emily died sometime between the 1881 and 1891 Censuses, and in 1894 Thomas, now 52 and retired from the police, married his second Emily, a widow Emily Gasson aged 43. She was born in Brighton to William and Amelia Vigar, and married in 1871 to Edward Gasson, a driver and gardener; they were in Cuckfield in 1881, in Westhampnett in 1891, and there seem to have been no children. By 1901 Thomas and Emily had moved to Chichester, where they were keeping the ‘Barley Mow Inn’ (now a private house) at 101 Oving Road. In 1911 they finally retired to 26 Bognor Road, where they died within a few days of each other in 1921.

?	COOPER, Florence  Buried 24 July 1888, aged 2 years 10 months 
Her parents were Joseph Cooper, a bootmaker, and Mary Ann, of Elm Grove. Florence was baptised late, on 3 April 1888, at Whyke. For the location of her burial, see on George CHASE.

19.25	COOPER, Iris May  Buried 5 June 1920, aged 1 year 11 months
Her parents were Rose Hannah Cooper and Albert Edward, Master at Arms, R.N. (both 01.17) of 65 Whyke Lane.

10.34	COOPER, William  Baptised 7 June 1847, buried 15 Jan 1910, aged 62
	COOPER, Sarah  Baptised 20 Aug 1854, buried 2 May 1933, aged 78
Sarah née Mayhead was baptised at Rumboldswyke, daughter of James, a labourer, and Mary. In 1873 she married George Carrier, a shoemaker, at Epsom, and had two children, George James (09.28) and Kate (33.10). In 1881 Sarah and the children were boarding in Oving, and William Cooper, an army pensioner, was a lodger in the same house. William had been baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, son of William and Harriett Cooper. His father had died by 1851, and like many fatherless young men, William enlisted in the army, the 83rd Foot. His service ended in 1880. Sarah took his name (though we have not found a marriage record), and he started a new career as a house painter, living at 143 Whyke Road; in 1901 the household included Sarah’s mother Mary Mayhead, her son George James Carrier and his wife and two children. Sarah remained at that address until 1931, but her last address was 171 Broyle Road.

13.26	COOTER, Edward  Baptised 12 Apr 1840, buried 20 Apr 1904, aged 64
He hailed from Lewes, where his mother Jane was a straw bonnet maker, his father James a wharfinger’s clerk and timber measurer. James died in 1853 and the family moved to London, where in 1878, now approaching 40, Edward married Susan Cooper (there must have been merriment about Cooter/Cooper). Susan died in 1879, and the following year Edward, now a greengrocer, married Jane Rebecca Pearce, daughter of Jacob, a gentleman. In 1881 Edward was licensee of the ‘Red Lion’ in Egham, Surrey (still surviving in 2023). By 1894 he and Jane had moved to the Chichester area, where he died at 89 Bognor Rd.

26.19	CORDES, Frederick Jesse  Born 19 May 1899, died 26 Dec 1975 , aged 76
Frederick was born in Peckham, Surrey, son of Sarah Ann Cordes and her husband Henry, a carpenter and later a warehouseman. In 1917 he enlisted in the Royal Navy, and served until March 1919. In 1921 we find him as a goods porter on the L.B. & S.C Railway; at this time he and the family were in Camberwell. There in 1925 he married Mabel Mary Long, the record showing him as a carriage cleaner. They lived for some years in West Sussex, where three children were born. In 1932 they moved back to Camberwell, where another three children were born, and where Frederick was painter and paperhanger in 1939. After the war they were in Peckham again, then in Vauxhall into the 1960s. We do not know when they moved to Whyke, but Frederick’s last address was 44 York Road. He was known in the family as ‘Pop’ according to his headstone.

25.19	COSTICK, Alfred William George  Born 24 March 1921, bd. 10 Oct 1980, aged 59
Alfred was born in the Steyning district, the eldest child of George Henry Costick (25.12) and his wife Beatrice. Immediately after WW2 he married Alice Doris Puttock in the Midhurst district. They had at least four children, including William Alfred whose ashes are in the Garden of Remembrance. We find the family at Wisborough Green in 1949, in Binstead in 1968 and in West Wittering in 1962; it seems possible that Alfred was a farm worker like his father. At some point they settled at 14 Bramber Road, Whyke, which was Alfred’s last address. His wife Alice died in Chichester in 2000 but was not buried at Whyke. The ashes of his daughter-in-law Gladys Lily Costick, wife of William Alfred, were interred in this grave in 2012.

25.12	COSTICK, George Henry  Born 5 Dec 1895, buried 15 May 1979, aged 83
He was born at Poynings, Sussex (just north of Brighton) to Alice Costick and Charles, a shepherd. In WW1 he served with the 2nd Sussex, the 13th Sussex and the 2nd Devons. After the war, in 1920, he married Beatrice May Carver in her home village of Aldrington, Brighton. They lived in the Brighton area and had four sons and three daughters before Beatrice died in 1935. In the 1939 Register George was living on a farm near Petworth with some of the children and his widowed mother, and working as a cowman. In 1950 he married Sarah A. Pentecost, and they lived at Pulborough, with George continuing to do farm work. Sarah died in 1974, and George then moved to 14 Bramber Road, Whyke, the home of his eldest son Alfred (25.19), where he died.

25.19	COSTICK, Gladys Lily  Born 3rd qtr 1954, died 6 June 2012, aged 57
Gladys née Hannaford was daughter-in-law of Alfred William George Costick, who is buried in this grave. She was born in Horsham to Douglas and Joyce Hannaford. In 1973 she married William Alfred Costick, son of Alfred, at Chichester, and they had at least four children here. They moved into 19 Bramber Road in 2001. William died in 2004, and his ashes are in the Garden of Remembrance. Gladys died in St Richard’s Hospital; her ashes were placed in this grave on 2 August 2012.


34.11	COSTIN, Gertrude Florence  Born 11 Nov 1879, died 28 Sept 1947, aged 67
	COSTIN, Frederick William  Born 25 March 1880, died 5 Feb 1963, aged 82
They were both Londoners: Gertrude née Buckland was born at St Pancras to Thomas, a maker of saddles and harness, and Lucy; Frederick was born at Chelsea, son of Frederick, a club waiter, and Elizabeth. They married in 1911 in Westminster, when Frederick was working as a gardener. After he was demobilised in 1920, they moved to South Bank, near the Chichester Canal. They were still there in 1939, by which time Frederick was horticultural superintendent with the West Sussex Agricultural Department. Sometime thereafter they moved to 81 Whyke Road, where they both lived out their days. Frederick died at the Royal West Sussex Hospital.



6.28	COUCH, George  Baptised 10 Jan 1830, died 19 July 1919, aged 89
6.29	COUCH, Elizabeth  Born 18 Aug 1844, died 22 March 1931, aged 85
George was the brother of Ann Long, with whom he is buried here. In 1858 he married Susan Gorsuch: she was Chichester-born, but the marriage took place at St James, Paddington, where she was then living. George worked for the Coast Guard, and was stationed at East Cowes and later (c. 1869) at Shalfleet, both on the Isle of Wight; they had some eight children, including Mary (06.27). Once George was of pensionable age, Susan moved the family to Chichester: in 1881 they lived in Gardener’s Cottage on the Bishop Otter College campus, and in 1891 at Dell Hole, where George kept a beer house. After Susan’s death in 1893, George spent some 10 years as a widower, but in 1904 he married Elizabeth Burge. In 1910 she and he moved to 34 Cleveland Road, where they ended their days.
	Elizabeth née Burge was born in Lydeard St Lawrence, Somerset, to John, a farm worker, and Anne. She clearly had good cooking skills, since we find her as a domestic cook in service in Dulverton, Somerset (1871) and later at Richmond, Surrey (1901). It was at Richmond that she married George Couch in 1904, when she was 60 and he 74. How pleasant that they could support each other in old age! And how comfortably George must have been fed in this last phase of his life!

13.06	COURT, Frances  Baptised 10 Mar 1820, buried 6 Apr 1903, aged 83
She was born in Boxgrove to Charles Tapner, a bricklayer, and Kitty. In 1842 she married Charles Court, both parties being in domestic service at the time. They settled in Chichester, and Frances had at least seven children at their home on Basin Road. Charles was a groom in 1851, and a gardener in later Censuses. He had died by 1891, and by 1901 Frances was living with her daughter Fanny (married surname Wren) at 40 Caledonian Road, which was her last address. 

20.03	COUSINS, Glyn  Buried 12 Feb 1902, aged 5
His parents were George, an assistant schoolmaster, and Edith Cousins, of Grove Road.

30.11	COVILL, Alice Fanny  Born 6 Dec 1872, buried 6 Aug 1959, aged 86
Alice née Rudwick was born in Chichester and baptised at St Paul’s, daughter of Charles Rudwick, an upholsterer, and Jemima. In 1890 at All Saints, Chichester, she married Herbert George Wingham, a printer and compositor; she was then 17, he 24. They lived at 25 Whyke Road, and had four daughters, Lilian, Alice, Dorothy and Olive, and a son Thomas. Herbert died in 1919 (5.34), and Alice remarried in 1922 to Percival John Covill, a fish merchant and later a house painter; she was then 49, he 33. Percy died in 1939 (7.33), and Alice continued to live at 25 Whyke Road for the rest of her life.

7.33	COVILL, Percy John  Born 17 Feb 1886, bd 2 Dec 1939, aged 53 
He was born at Bottisham near Cambridge, son of William Coville, a coprolite merchant, and his wife Eleanor. Percy had a varied career. In his early teens he was hired by the London, Brighton & South Coast Railway. That brought him to the south coast, and in 1911 he was in Newhaven as an insurance agent, boarding with his married sister. In WW1 he served as a gunner/signaller in the Royal Field Artillery. By 1921 he was in Chichester, in business as a fish merchant with his older brother Roland. The next year he married Alice Fanny Wingham, the widow of Herbert George Wingham (5.34), and moved into her house at 25 Whyke Road. Alas, marriage did not entirely reform him, for in 1925 he was arrested for obtaining a cheque for £5 under false pretences. He admitted three other charges, and was given three months’ hard labour. Alice stood by him, and the 1939 Register, shortly before his death in the Royal West Sussex Hospital, records him as a house painter. He died later that year at 53 (Herbert had also died at 53). It appears that Alice married again, to Albert H. Coppell (a slight change of surname), in 1943, but then we lose track of her.

32.16	COX, Bertie  Born 22 Dec 1891, died 13 Jan 1954, aged 62
	COX, Dorothy Lizzie  Born 20 Dec 1894, died 23 Dec 1958, aged 64
A Christmas theme: Bertie was born on 22 December and Dorothy on the 20th; they were married on 23 December 1922 at Portfield; and Dorothy died on 23 December. Bertie hailed from Brighton, son of Robert Charles Cox, a labourer, and Emily Jane. Dorothy née Bridger was born in Tortington near Arundel, but the family soon moved to Chichester; her mother was Sarah, her father Ernest John, a gas stoker. In the 1911 Census she was a housemaid in the household of Walter John Shippam (31.08) at 2 St Martin’s Square. After marriage in 1922 she and Bertie lived in Brighton. Bertie had been a porter in a builder’s shop in 1911, and a carpenter in 1922, but soon after marriage he started to work for the railway, and by the 1940s he was a signals installer. In 1935 they moved to Whyke, to 19 Winden Avenue, which remained home for the rest of their lives. They were both active in the Labour movement. Bertie stood as a Labour Party candidate in the City Council election in 1947 and 1949; he was an advocate particularly for the provision of school meals and playing fields for children. Dorothy was a magistrate from 1943, and a member of the Health Service Executive Council. She was Chair of the Constituency Labour Party for nine consecutive years from 1948, and after her death a portrait of her was hung in the Party’s headquarters.

24.30	COX, Eric William George  Born 19 Oct 1933, buried 20 Mar 1998, aged 64
Eric was the only son of Ernest, a lorry driver, and Ethel. He grew up at 49 St Pancras. In 1955 he married Maureen E. Withall at St Paul’s, Chichester, and they had a series of sons (Antony 1956, Ian 1958, Michael 1960, Martin 1962). They moved in 1958 to 33 Bramber Road, but Eric’s final address was 26 Bramber Road.

14.05	COX, Frederick  Buried 5 March 1928, aged 68
He was at 83 Bognor Road from 1926 until his death, but not in the 1921 Census. His name does not give enough clues to allow him to be traced earlier.

19.17	CREES  Buried 22 March 1916, aged 3 days
This was an infant son of Sarah Crees and her husband William Ernest (34.08), a gardener of 2 Caledonian Road. The child had not yet been named.

30.12	CREES, Arthur George  Born 23 Aug 1882, died 15 Jan 1960, aged 77
	CREES, Mabel Caroline  Born 19 May 1885, died 13 July 1969, aged 84
Arthur was born in Chichester to John Crees, a gardener, and Sarah (12.29); Mabel was born in Oving to Charles Hersey, also a gardener, and Caroline. Arthur and Mabel married in 1905 at St George’s, Whyke. They settled at 80 Whyke Lane and had five children. Arthur had worked for Messrs Halsted & Sons, East St, since the age of 13, and became a blacksmith and fitter for them. He suffered a serious work accident in 1928 when he was sent to a farm to repair two motor-driven binders: his right leg was caught in the binder knives, and it had to be amputated just below the knee. There was another accident, not work-related, in 1935: he was thrown from his motor-cycle when the front tyre burst, and had to be detained in hospital for injuries received. By the time of the 1939 Register Arthur had switched occupations to newsagent, and he and Mabel had moved to 85 Cleveland Road, where they lived the rest of their lives.

12.29	CREES, John  Baptised 30 May 1852, died 18 Aug 1927, aged 75
	CREES, Sarah  Died 14 Jan 1945, aged 91
12.30	CREES, Percy  Baptised 21 Oct 1888, died 8 Sept 1906, aged 18
	CREES, Alice Jessie  Baptised 21 June 1891, died 25 July 1935, aged 44
John and Sarah were both born at Pagham, and they married there in 1874. John’s parents were Charles, a labourer, and Mary; Sarah was daughter of John Bailey, a labourer, and Mary. After marriage John and Sarah settled in Chichester, where John worked as a jobbing gardener. They had seven children, including William Ernest (34.08), Ada May (12.27, married surname Hill), Arthur George (30.12), Percy and Alice Jessie (both 12.30). By 1901 John and Sarah had settled at 24 Caledonian Road, which remained their home for the rest of their lives. It was home also for Percy, who died at 18, and Alice Jessie, who died at 44; she was recorded in 1911 as a dressmaker, and in 1921 as a costume saleswoman for John Dyer Ltd of Southsea.



34.08	CREES, Sarah Harriett  Born 10 June 1877, bd. 17 June 1947, aged 70
	CREES, William Ernest  Baptised 1 Oct 1877, bd. 10 Oct 1963, aged 86
	CREES, Phyllis Ruth  Ashes dep. 17 Oct 1994, aged 77
William was the son of John Crees, a gardener, and Sarah (12.29). He inherited his father’s green thumb, being a nurseryman in 1911 and a Cathedral gardener in 1921. He was born in Chichester, but Sarah was Worthing-born, daughter of Alfred Lisher, a bricklayer, and Emma; her brother was James Dearling Lisher (18.35). Sarah and William married in 1902 in Portsmouth. They lived in Chichester, and by 1911 they were at 2 Caledonian Road, where they raised five children including Phyllis, their youngest (see also the infant Crees at 19.17). In 1935 Sarah and William moved to 46 Lyndhurst Road, their final address. The 1939 Register records Sarah as a Sister with St John’s Ambulance Brigade. The same Register tells us that Phyllis was a dairy shop assistant in Isleworth, London. She remained in London, for the burial register gives her address as Hanwell, London W7. Her ashes were returned here for deposition in her parents’ grave.

19.25	CREES, Walter George  Buried 5 June 1918, aged 26 months
Son of Mabel Caroline Crees and Arthur George, a smith, of 80 Whyke Lane (30.12).

6.21	CRIPPS, Jessie Elizabeth  Born 18 Oct 1880, died 18 March 1943, aged 62
She was born née Rees in Brecon, Wales in 1880. Her father John Rees was a sergeant with the 60th Rifles at that time, and a colour sergeant with the South Wales Borderers in 1891. By 1901 Jessie had sought her fortune in London, working as a domestic cook in Bethnal Green. In that year her future husband William Cripps was in deepest West Sussex (about him see 08.13): one wonders how they met! They had four children in Sussex, well spaced in time from 1905 to 1920. They settled in the Chichester area c. 1910, and at 44b (later 46) Bognor Road c. 1915, where they ended their days.

8.13	CRIPPS, William Alfred  Born 4th qtr 1880, died 23 Feb 1927, aged 46
He was born at Thakeham (near Pulborough) to Jane and Robert Cripps. Robert was publican of the ‘Queen’s Head’, West Chiltington (still surviving as of 2023) for some years; the family was back in Thakeham in 1901, with Robert as a market gardener and William a dealer in fruit. The following year William married Jessie Elizabeth Rees: concerning her see 06.21. Their first child was born in Plaistow, Sussex, their next in Nutbourne. Around 1910 William followed his father’s example by taking on the licence of the ‘Nelson Arms’ in Colworth near Chichester. (This pub closed in the 1980s, and its site on the Bognor Road is occupied as of 2023 by Mercedes-Benz of Chichester.) WW1 must have affected the pub’s trade, and around 1915 he switched roles to poultry dealer, and moved the family to 44b (later 46) Bognor Road. He was initially a reservist, and enlisted in 1917. After the War he went back to family life and poultry dealing, dying in his 40s.

6.03	CROWE, Frederick Joseph William  Born 1st qtr 1862, died 9 April 1931, aged 69
	CROWE, Faith  Baptised 10 Dec 1873, died 13 Jan 1962, aged 88
Frederick was Cathedral Organist 1902-1921. Born in Bawdrip, Somerset, Frederick was a pupil at the Wells Cathedral Choir School.  By 1881 he was employed as the cathedral’s assistant organist.  He left in 1882 for a job as organist and choirmaster of the parish church at Ashburton in Devon.  During his time at Ashburton his ‘Magnificat’ and ‘Nunc Dimittis in E Flat’ were published by Novello.  In 1890 Frederick moved to a similar job at St Mary Magdalene Church, Torquay.  Frederick remained at Torquay until the Dean and Chapter of Chichester Cathedral offered him the post of organist and choirmaster.   He started work at the Cathedral on Trinity Sunday 1902, and continued until he retired, due to ill-health, in 1921.  
During his years in Chichester he played a very active role in the musical life of the city, as an instructor in music at Bishop Otter College, and as music teacher at Chichester Girls’ High School. He also acted as internal examiner at Reading University’s Department of Music, and was on its board of studies. In 1904 he founded the Cathedral Oratorio Society, and later that year was involved in bringing together in  Chichester  the choirs of Salisbury,  Winchester and Chichester for a special service to mark the re-opening of the main organ after its restoration by Hele of Plymouth (this was the start of the Three Choirs Festival, now known as Southern Cathedrals Festival). He became a Fellow of the Royal Historical Society in 1906.
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Crowe was the Hon Sec to the West Sussex branch of the NSPCC.  He was a Captain of the First Devon and Somerset Royal Engineers (a voluntary regiment), and later Captain of the Chichester Division of the National Reserve.  He enjoyed astronomy, and a game of billiards.
 Frederick first married Sara Elizabeth Stevens in Newton Abbot in 1886, and they began their married life in Ashburton. Sara died early in 1899, aged 40. Frederick’s second wife, Faith Tombleson, was a daughter of Thomas Tombleson, a farmer of Barton-upon-Humber, Lincolnshire and his wife Margaret. In the 1901 census Frederick was still living in Upton, Torquay in the house that he’d shared with Sara; on the same day Faith and her sister Hetty were staying at a boarding house in Upton.  They were married in the summer of 1901, and had two children: Geoffrey Gilbert Crowe, born 1905; and Margaret Faith Muriel Crowe (later Canton), born 1909. In the 1911 Census they were living at St Peter’s House, 64 North Street Chichester, with a cook, and a nurse/housemaid.
He enjoyed a decade of retirement before dying suddenly, while on a train to Bournemouth. There are memorials to Crowe in Bishop Otter College and in the west side of the north transept in the Cathedral. In 1939 we find Faith doing evacuation work with the WVS. She died in 1962 in the North Street house where she had lived for more than half a century. Her ashes were interred in Frederick’s grave. together with those of Geoffrey Gilbert Tombleson Crowe died 11 August 1980 aged 75 years and of their daughter Margaret Faith Muriel Helen Canton (née Crowe) who died on the 22nd December 1986, aged 77 and her husband William Vernon Canton died 30th November 1994 aged 81.

6.03	CROWE, Geoffrey Gilbert Tombleson  Born 21 June 1905, died 11 Aug 1980, age 75
Geoffrey was the only son of Frederick and Faith (above). He attended the King’s School, Canterbury, and then became a schoolmaster, living at the family home at 64 North Street in Chichester, and from 1933 to 1936 in Mid Lavant. In 1936 at St Peter the Less, Chichester he married Mary Elizabeth Bligh Higgins, daughter of Dr Alexander Higgins. They lived in the East Grinstead area, and after WW2 in Berkshire, and then in the 1960s in Ealing. They had at least three children, Frances E. in 1937, Peter J. in 1939, and Sarah in 1946. Geoffrey died in Selsey according to the probate of his will, and his ashes were interred in his parents’ grave.  His wife Mary died in 1994 and is buried at Portfield Cemetery.

16.37	CROWTHER, Ellen Matilda  Baptised 10 Apr 1864, buried 5 Aug 1936, aged 73
She was born in East Lavant, daughter of Henry and Sarah Treagus. In 1881 she was in service in Chichester, but by 1890 she had moved to London; on Christmas Eve she married Alfred Crowther, a coach builder and another native of the Chichester area. He had been born in 1863 to George, also a coach painter, and Sarah Jane Crowther. Ellen and Alfred lived in Bramshott and Liphook, Hants, where three sons were born. By 1901 the family was in nearby Shottermill, Surrey, where Alfred died in 1917. The electoral registers then show Ellen in Bognor 1918-26, and in Whyke on York Road by 1929.

19.23	CROXFORD, Phyllis Pearl  Buried 13 July 1917, aged 4
The daughter of Arthur Cecil Croxford and his wife Alice, née Vincent, of 100 Bognor Road. Her father was killed in action in April 1918 in France, and is named on St George’s War Memorial. We hope that he saw his daughter before her death and his own.

15.12	CUNNINGHAM, Francis Justinian Mark  Buried 18 Jan 1899, aged 54
By the age of 22 he was Sergeant Major in the 24th Brigade of the Royal Artillery. If his father was also military and peripatetic, that would explain why Francis’ birth record is elusive. In 1876 he married Sarah Jane Juden, daughter of Walter Juden (18.34) at All Saints in Chichester. The couple baptised a son Albert at Woolwich that year, and the 1901 Census reveals that a daughter Florence was born at sea the following year. No doubt there were other children, including perhaps the Frank who witnessed Albert’s marriage in 1903. The last child, perhaps, was Winifred, buried in infancy in 1893 at Rumboldswyke (21.02). Sarah Jane lived on in Chichester, dying in 1913. 

21.02	CUNNINGHAM, Winifred Helena May  Baptised 28 Apr 1893, buried 9 May 1893, aged 1 month
She was the daughter of Francis Justinian Mark Cunningham (15.12) and his wife Sarah Jane née Juden.

25.27	CURD, David George  Born 3rd qtr 1948, died 12 Oct 2015, aged 67
David was Chichester-born, the son of Nancy and Bertram Curd (below). In 1970 he married Irene Maidment of Runcton at Chichester Register Office, with the reception held at St George’s Hall. David seems to have been interested in military history, since he donated a postcard of the 1911 Valkyrie monoplane to the RAF Museum at Hendon. His address in the Burial Register was Claremont Court, 2 King’s Avenue. His ashes were deposited in his parents’ grave on 20 November 2015.

25.27	CURD, Nancy Elizabeth  Born 23 July 1915, buried 14 May 1991, aged 75
	CURD, Bertram Charles  Born 29 June 1916, died 19 June 1994, aged 77
Nancy née Clark was born in Southsea, Hants, to Robert and Rhoda Clark (36.06). By 1921 the family had moved to 41 West St, Chichester, where Robert was a baker and confectioner. In the 1939 Register the family was at 18 Whyke Lane, with Nancy a manageress for a dyers and cleaners company. Bertram was born in Rye; his father had died by 1921, and he was living with Elizabeth Curd, aged 67, presumably his grandmother. He and Nancy married in Chichester in 1940, and had two children here, Patricia in 1941 and David (below) in 1948. They were living at 61 Adelaide Road by 1948, and moved in 1956 to 46 Kingsham Avenue, and in 1961 to 22 Lyndhurst Road, their last address. Nancy was buried, but Bertram was cremated, and his ashes were deposited here on 7 July 1994.

34.09	DANCER, Archibald Robert  Born 25 Apr 1887, died July 1947, aged 60
	DANCER, Annie  Born 10 Dec 1887, died 5 Apr 1972, aged 84
Archibald was born at Purbrook, Hampshire, to Thomas, a gardener, and Sarah. Annie née Davis was Chichester-born, daughter of James Bowles, a coachman, and Lucy Davis. She and Archibald married at St Peter the Great, Chichester in 1910, and had two daughters, Doris in 1912 and Marjorie in 1919. Archibald was already a postman at marriage, and continued in that position. They lived at 92 Grove Road, which was Archibald’s last address. Annie remained there until c. 1960 before moving in with her married daughter Marjorie Hoare; she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

26.27	DANIELS, Ronald William  Born 20 Oct 1926, died 28 June 1986, aged 59
	DANIELS, Vivienne Amy  Born 22 March 1929, died 19 Jan 2014, aged 84
Ronald was born in Portsmouth to George Daniels, a naval pensioner, and his wife Florence. He became a chartered electrical engineer. In 1952 at Gosport he married Vivienne Amy Gander, who was also Portsmouth-born; we do not know her parents, except that her mother was née Winter. They had sons Simon and Christopher John. In 1973 the family moved to Newbury, Berkshire, after Portsmouth Power station, where Ronald had worked, closed in 1972. Vivienne worked as a building company administrator. Ronald died in Newbury, but his ashes were deposited here (on 2 April 1987) because Vivienne was living at 75 Royal Close, Whyke. After Vivienne’s death at Claremont Lodge, Eastergate, her ashes were deposited here in February 2014. Thanks to her son Simon for this and other information. (The deposition of 2014 is not recorded in the Burial Plan or Register.)
	The Burial Plan lists a Phyllis M. Daniels in this grave, but she is not recorded in the Burial Register, and we have no further information about her.

35.30	DAUGHTRY, Caroline  Born 24 May 1875, died 8 Apr 1949, aged 73
	DAUGHTRY, Herbert George  Died 7 Oct 1967, aged 95
Caroline née Horner was born in North Mundham to Caroline and Charles, the latter a labourer and later a dealer. In 1901 she was a servant in Chichester. Herbert was born in Midhurst; he was baptised on 28 April 1872, but the 1939 Register gives his d.o.b. as 20 May, perhaps in error for 20 March. His parents were George, a gardener, and Mary-Ann. In 1893 he enlisted with the Royal Marines. In 1908 he married Caroline at North Mundham; she maintained the family home there while Henry continued to serve, and they had three children, Evelyn (1911), Charles (1912) and Millie (1913). After the war Henry was a general labourer with the Westhampnett RDC. The family moved to Whyke, to 46 York Road, in 1933, and Caroline and Herbert ended their days there.

8.26	DAUGHTRY, Louisa Fanny  Baptised 12 Dec 1852, buried 22 March 1913, aged 60
She was born in Snettisham, Norfolk, to James Daughtry, a schoolmaster, and his wife Louisa, who was Chichester-born. At age 18 she was a dressmaker, living in Whyke with her paternal grandparents. We cannot find her on the 1881 and 1901 Censuses, but in 1891 she was in hospital in Flintshire, Wales. In 1911 she was still a dressmaker, and a boarder with a tailor’s family in West Ealing. It seems that she returned to Whyke only shortly before her death, when her address was 43 Caledonian Road; a Daughtry family, clearly related to her, was living there at the time.

?	DAVIES, Bertram  Born 20 Jan 1898, A* 23 Nov 1970, aged 72
The name sounds Welsh, but we know nothing of his birth except that his mother was Lillian (according to his marriage certificate). He studied history at Pembroke College, Oxford, and theology at Cuddesdon College. After holding curacies in Cape Town, South Africa from 1925 to 1931, he served from 1932 to 1964 as Vicar of Bury, Sussex (combined with Houghton from 1935). He married Annie (aka Nancy) Jonsson Nicol in 1932 at Bocking, Essex, and they had a son Philip in 1933. He was a man of strong opinions: in 1947 he protested at the size of the diocesan share going to the central Church Assembly Fund; in 1953, having recently returned from South Africa, he expressed opposition to apartheid. In 1964 he retired to Chichester with a licence to officiate in the Diocese, including no doubt at St George’s. His address in the Burial Register was 144 Bognor Road.

7.30	DAVIS,  Arthur George  Born 16 Oct 1866, buried 10 March 1915, aged 29
Arthur was born at Portfield, son of George Davis, a private with the Royal Sussex Regiment, and his wife Harriet née Jannaway. With his father away on service, Arthur grew up in the household of his grandfather John Huskinson Jannaway, with whom he is buried here. At age 16 in 1902 he joined the Royal Navy, and was promoted to Able Seaman in 1906. He left the Navy in early 1914, and died a year later at his grandfather’s house on Grove Road.

34.14	DAVIS, George William  Born 14 March 1883, died 19 Jan 1948, aged 64
George was born in Ipswich, Suffolk; his mother was Eliza, his father George, a master tailor and sergeant with the Royal Artillery. Our George enlisted with the Royal Navy in 1901, when he was described as 5’5” tall with grey eyes and a fresh complexion; later he acquired a tattoo of a heart, cross and anchor on his left arm. He served until 1923, ending as Chief Petty Office. In 1915 at Alverstoke he married Alice Edith Hurd (26.22). They began married life in Worthing, where two children were born, then moved c. 1919 to Chichester, where three more children arrived, including Joan (below). From 1923 to 1939 George held the licence of “The Waggon and Lamb”, 37 (later 34) Westgate, near the Westgate Brewery. He transferred in 1939 to “The Crown”, 140 Whyke Road, which he ran until his death in RWSH in 1948.

31.28	DAVIS, Gertrude  Born 20 March 1885, died 27 Apr 1958, aged 73
Gertrude was the daughter of James Davis, a blacksmith, and Lucy; she was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester on 9 August 1885. She went into domestic service, and by 1921 she was a live-in servant to the Gaisford family at St John’s House, Friary Lane. Around 1935 the Gaisfords moved with Gertrude to The Cottage, West Dean. After the war we find Gertrude retired and living with the Dancer family (34.09) at 92 Grove Road, which was her last address.  

35.20	DAVIS, Harry Clifton  Born 20 Jan 1892, buried 21 Sept 1964, aged 72
	DAVIS, Jane  Born 2 Apr 1895, buried 8 Nov 1971, aged 76
Harry Clifton Davis was born in Shoreditch and baptised on 9 Feb 1892 at St Chad, Haggerston, Hackney; his first name on the baptism and most other documents was Harry, though occasionally he appears as Henry. His mother was Martha, his father Herbert William, a carman (i.e. delivery man). In 1911 he was a shopman for an eel merchant, reflecting the traditional East End predilection for eels. In that year he married Jane Thomas in Shoreditch; we do not have sufficient information to identify her parents. Their children included Annie (1922), Dorothy (1925), Harry (1929), Florence (1931) and Leonard (1934). In 1939 Harry and Jane were in Dagenham, Harry working as a “general cook”. By 1945 they were at 24 Whyke Road; thereafter they had various addresses in Chichester, the last for Harry being 23 Duncan Road. Jane was buried from Velyn House.

35.20	DAVIS, Harry Edward  Born 3 Dec 1929, died 19 Aug 1948, aged 18
He was presumably the eldest son of Harry and Jane (above), and no doubt born at Shoreditch. His military record gives his dates of birth and death; he served with REME (Royal Electrical & Mechanical Engineers), service no. 22013125. The civil registration of his death was in Winchester district. The address given in the Burial Register was 117 Whyke Lane.

10.32	DAVIS, Mary Ann  Baptised 19 Feb 1859, buried 29 Nov 1909, aged 51
	DAVIS, Richard  Baptised 25 Dec 1850, buried 12 Mar 1931, aged 80
Mary Ann was baptised at Westhampnett as daughter of Richard Goble, a woodman, and Louisa. Richard had been baptised eight years earlier on Christmas Day in Tangmere; his father was Charles, a labourer, his mother Charlotte. Richard himself was a bricklayer. He and Mary Ann married in Boxgrove in 1889; there were no children. They lived in Selsey until 1898, then moved to Chichester, where Mary Ann died at 27 York Road in 1909. The widowed Richard lived as a boarder with the Collins family at 19 York Road for the rest of his life.

26.20	DAWKINS, Eva Victoria  Born 1 June 1900, buried 29 Apr 1976, aged 75
	DAWKINS, Albert Victor  Born 7 July 1896, died 30 Dec 1989, aged 93
Eva née Lambert was born at East Dean, where her father William was gamekeeper and rabbit catcher of the Duke of Norfolk’s estate; her mother was Amy. Albert was born in Emsworth to Elizabeth Dawkins and Edward, a carpenter’s labourer on the railway. He became a ship’s steward, and we find him in 1920 on SS Olympic, sailing from Southampton to New York. He married Eva in 1921 at East Dean. They had two sons there (Richard 1924, Kenneth 1928), and a daughter Peggy in Portsmouth in 1924. The 1939 Register shows them in Rickmansworth, where Albert was a printer’s labourer. By the end of the war they were at 27 Winden Avenue, Whyke, where they remained until their respective deaths.

8.15	DAY, Esther  Born 14 Dec 1851, died 23 Feb 1927, aged 75
	DAY, Benjamin  Baptised 4 Apr 1847, died 19 Aug 1930, aged 83
Esther was born at Hunston to Prior Aylward, a sawyer, and Caroline, who are buried together in the Old Churchyard. She went into domestic service, and in 1871 she was housemaid to the Governor of Parkhurst Prison on the Isle of Wight. Benjamin was a lifelong gardener. He was born and lived at Chailey, about 10 miles north of Lewes in East Sussex; he was the son of Jane Ann Day and John, a farm worker. He married Esther at Fareham in 1889 when she was 37 and he 41; there were no children. They started married life in Chailey, but by 1901 they were at 52 York Road, Chichester, which remained home until Esther’s death in 1927. Benjamin is commemorated on the same gravestone as Esther; however, he died at Greenwich, and was probably buried there, as there is no burial record for him at Whyke.   

32.04	DEAN, Phyllis Catherine  Born 5 May 1890, died 10 Jan 1951, aged 60
Phyllis was born in Ipswich, daughter of Philip and Theresa Ripley. Her father was an iron founder in 1891, a managing director of an agricultural engineering works in 1911, and the family was comfortably off with four servants. In 1905 Phyllis won a pass certificate of the Royal College of Music.  In 1918 she married Brian Dean at Ipswich. They settled at Gates House, 145 Whyke Road, where a daughter Patricia Mary Laurel was born in 1921. Brian disappears from the electoral registers for No. 145 by 1933, we do not know why. Phyllis remained there, with a “companion maid” by 1939, almost until the end, though she died at 8 Cawley Road, near the Roman Catholic church. She was buried by a Roman Catholic priest.

22.01	DE LA HAYE, Thomas Reginald  Born 24 May 1895, buried 4 Aug 1896, aged 14 months
He was born at St Helier, Jersey, to Thomas, a mason, and Emily de la Haye. At the time of his death they were on Grove Road, Whyke.

25.09	DENNING, Daisy  Born 10 March 1893, died 6 Aug 1978, aged 85
Daisy née Emdin was born at Greenwich, the daughter of Katie Emdin and her husband Archibald, who in 1901 was Chief Engineer in the Royal Navy Controller’s Department. In 1911 Daisy was a college student in Cheltenham. A few years later she married Dr Frederick Arthur Vere Denning, a medical practitioner. They had at least two children, Sheila (1920) and John Arthur (1923); John, a Pilot Officer, was killed in 1942 at the age of 19 and is commemorated on the Runnymede Memorial. They lived in Kensington, where Frederick died in 1960. Daisy remained there until at least 1968 before moving to Whyke, where she died at 80 Cleveland Road.

7.21	DENYER, Frederick John  Baptised 4 June 1876, died 12 Feb 1943, aged 66
	DENYER, Lucy  Born 20 June 1896, A* 1 May 1987, aged 90
Frederick was baptised at West Dean, the son of William and Jane Denyer (7.22). Like his grandfather and father before him, he became a shepherd. He remained unmarried until late in life, living with his parents and then with his widowed father at 39 Whyke Road. In 1926 at 50 he married a 30-year old widow, Lucy Price, in Chichester. Lucy née Robins was born in Pelsall, Staffordshire, to Robert Robins, a colliery engine driver, and Alice. In 1919 she married Ernest Hamilton Price, a draper and later an insurance agent; the marriage was at Branksome, Poole, Dorset, where Lucy was in domestic service. They lived in Southbourne, West Sussex, until Ernest’s death in 1922. Lucy brought a daughter Delecia (aka Delseia, Delscia, Delcia) Price to her marriage with Frederick, and bore him two daughters, Jane (1927) and Mary (1929); they lived at 4a Little London from 1933. By 1921 Frederick had switched occupations from shepherd to gardener, and c. 1928 he began to garden at the Deanery, becoming a well-known figure in the Cathedral precincts. He was injured on 10 February 1943, no doubt by one of the bombs dropped on Chichester on that day (see Ken Green, Second World  War Bombing of Chichester). He died two days later. His funeral service was conducted by the Dean, and although he did not live in Whyke, he was buried here, like many who had Cathedral connections. Lucy was still at 4a Little London in 1962. Her death occurred in Chichester in 1987, and her ashes were deposited in Frederick’s grave.

7.22	DENYER, Jane  Baptised 26 Jan 1851, buried 14 Jan 1915, aged 63
	DENYER, William  Baptised 12 Apr 1846, buried 2 Feb 1931, aged 84
William was baptised at Graffham Sussex; his parents were John, a shepherd, and Ellen. He was already a ‘shepherd boy’ in Singleton in the 1861 Census, and he remained a shepherd throughout his working life – an indication of the economic importance of sheep at this period. Jane née Goldring was baptised at Singleton; her parents were William Goldring, a gardener, and Mary. At the age of 18 in 1868 Jane married William, then 23, at West Dean. They lived in Chidham until about 1876, then back at West Dean (1881 census), then at Selhurst Park Cottage, Eartham (1891), then at The Dairy on the Goodwood estate (1901, 1911). The 1911 Census reported that they had nine children, eight still living; two of their sone, Frederick John (17.21) and George became shepherds in their turn. Shortly thereafter they settled at 39 Whyke Road, where Jane soon died, while William survived into his 80s.

14.26	DERRY, Henry  Baptised 26 March 1820, buried 8 Aug 1901, aged 81
	DERRY, Sarah Ann  Born 30 Dec 1833, buried 2 June 1909, aged 76
Henry was born and baptised at Lyme Regis, the son of Henry and Catharine Derry. Henry Sr was a weaver at that time, though by 1839 he had switched to shoemaker, reflecting the decline in the cloth industry in the town. Henry Jr also took up shoemaking, specializing in ladies’ shoes, though by 1871 he had become a general shoe and boot maker. In 1839 in Winchester he married Fanny Baker, daughter of Arthur Baker who was appropriately a baker. They lived first in Southampton, then moved c. 1848 to Winchester, then c. 1859 to Salisbury. There were at least nine children by this marriage. Fanny died in Salisbury in 1864, and Henry then moved back to Winchester. There in 1878 he married Sarah Ann Howe, daughter of James, a painter and glazier, and Sarah Howe. Sarah Ann had previously baptised several children outside marriage; three of them (Rhoda Ellen, Kate Louisa and William) were with her and Henry in the 1881 Census, and were now bearing the surname Derry. By 1891 the couple had moved to 110 Orchard Road in Whyke, and by 1897 to 14 Cleveland Rd. The 1901 Census, shortly before Henry’s death, noted that he had been paralysed for eight years.

27.11	DEWDNEY, Edith Julia Victoria  Born 23 Jan 1887, died 8 Dec 1968, aged 81
Edith was born at Horsham, one of numerous daughters of Emma Dewdney and her husband John, a builder. In 1901, at age 14, Edith was a draper’s cashier in Horsham. By 1911 she had moved to Chichester, and was a live-in milliner in Young’s big drapery business at 72-73 South Street. She was a millinery saleswoman in the same company in 1921, and a “Shop Assistant, Ladies Outerwear” in 1939. By 1938 she had settled at ‘Shamrock Villa’, 87 Whyke Lane, and she remained there into the 1960s, though her last address was 16 Stirling Road.

24.19	DEWDNEY, Gladys Rose  Born 9 Apr 1916, died 17 Jan 1989, aged 72
	DEWDNEY, John George Wingate  Born 18 Feb 1915, died 19 Jan 1989, aged 73
Gladys was born to Albert Edward Cooper of the R.N. and Rose Hannah née Seward (1.17), who were then of 65 Whyke Lane. By 1939 they had moved along Whyke Lane to No. 115, and Gladys was a shoe shop assistant. John was born at Portsmouth to Edwin Dewdney, a storehouseman for H.M. Gunwharf; his mother, who died soon after John’s birth, was née Wingate. By 1937 he was living with a Wingate relative at St James Road, Chichester, though in 1939 he was registered in Portsmouth as a grocer’s driver. Gladys and he married in Chichester in 1941, and lived at 115 Whyke Lane with Gladys’ mother Rose, who was now widowed. A daughter Jennifer was born in 1947. Gladys and John stayed at No. 115 after Rose died in 1955; they died there just two days apart in January 1989, and were buried on the same day, 24th January.

4.08	DEWDNEY, Montague Baker  Died 17 Dec 1919, aged 26
	DEWDNEY, Eliza Jane  Baptised 22 Aug 1858, died 29 Nov 1923, aged 64
Eliza Jane née Baker was born at Brighton to Amelia Baker and her husband Richard, a gardener and grocer. In the 1881 Census she was a domestic cook in Brighton. In 1884, still in Brighton, she married Montague Harry Dewdney, a signalman based in Funtington. They lived briefly in Funtington and then from 1890 at the railway cottage at Fishbourne; Eliza’s unmarried sister Emma Matilda (04.09) lived with them from 1901 or earlier. By 1911 Eliza had borne five children, of whom three had died. One of the surviving sons was Montague Baker Dewdney, who was a printer’s apprentice. Montague senior died early in 1912, and Eliza then moved to 8 Grove Road in Chichester. Montague junior died there in 1919; we do not know whether this was a late case of the ‘Spanish flu’, or whether he had served in WW1 and suffered injuries. Eliza was at least survived by one son, Richard.

?	DEWEY, Olive Eva  Baptised 12 June 1888, buried 18 June 1888, aged 1 month 
She was the daughter of Mary Jane Dewey and her husband George, a butler, of Caledonian Road. For the location of her burial, see on George CHASE.

19.31	DI BELLA, Richard  Buried 23 Aug 1927, aged 3 months
We have not been able to trace the parents, perhaps because the surname tends to be mis-recorded. The address was York Road.

28.28	DIBLEY, Nellie Christine  Born 2nd qtr 1894, buried 9 Nov 1966, aged 70
Her parents were Thomas and Isabel Taylor (13.017), and she was born in Lewes. The family moved in the 1910s to 49 Grove Road, Rumboldswhyke, and in this parish in 1918 she married Ambrose Thomas Wood, a sergeant (see 13.013). They had two sons, though the marriage was rocky; Ambrose died in 1928. In 1930 Nellie remarried to William Charles Dibley, a farm carter. They settled at 1 Chalder Cottages, Sidlesham, and had at least one child, William (1933); they were still at that address in 1962. Nellie died in St Richard’s Hospital.

26.03	DICE, Harry  Born 13 Jan 1896, died 7 Dec 1969, aged 73
	DICE, Hilda Agnes  Born 28 Oct 1901, died 2 July 1991, aged 89
A classic instance of a couple who came to the greener fields of Whyke in retirement. Harry was born in Brixton to Eliza Dice and her husband John, a cable car driver with the London County Council. In WW1 he was assigned to the Army Pay Corps, rising from private to corporal. In 1921 he was a clerk with The Royal Mail Steam Packet Company, living with his now widowed mother in Wandsworth. As for Hilda, she was born in Dover, but grew up in Croydon; in 1921 she was a shorthand typist. Her parents were Emily Stacey and Alfred Charles Stacey, the latter a master tailor. Hilda and Harry married in 1937, when they were 37 and 41 respectively, and set up home in Epsom. In June-July 1951 they sailed to Lisbon and back, presumably on a holiday. They moved to Whyke, to 52 Langdale Avenue, in 1961, and lived out their days here. Harry’s mother Eliza (née Pasby) is commemorated on their grave, but is not buried here.

7.11	DILLAWAY, Fanny Kate  Baptised 27 Apr 1878, buried 27 Dec 1932, aged 54
	DILLAWAY, Caroline Elizabeth  Baptised 13 Jan 1884, buried 15 June 1933, aged 49
Fanny and Caroline were born in East Wittering, where their parents George Edward and Sarah Ann Dillaway ran the Royal Oak pub. The family moved to Chichester c. 1905, and Fanny and Caroline continued to live at 51 Lyndhurst Road after their parents’ deaths in 1914-15 (07.12). In the 1921 Census Fanny was carrying out “home duties” while Caroline was a surgery maid for Mr Curtis (dentist) 50, West Street, Chichester. Caroline apparently moved house after Fanny’s death (and shortly before her own death), as her final address was 53 Bradford Road, Southsea.

7.12	DILLAWAY, George Edward  Baptised 8 March 1846, died 12 June 1914, aged 68
	DILLAWAY, Sarah Ann Baptised 14 June 1946, died 29 Dec 1915, aged 69
George was the son of John Dillaway, a blacksmith, and Augusta. He was baptised at Pagham, but the family soon moved to Merston. George was apprenticed to a grocer according to the 1861 Census, but quickly reverted to blacksmith. Sarah Ann née Greenaway was the Chichester-born daughter of Henry, a dairyman, and Sarah. She married George on 1 March 1870 at Oving, and they lived initially at Merston. By 1877 they had moved to East Wittering, where George was publican of The Royal Oak (closed 2012). He held the licence until at least 1903. By 1906 the family had moved to Chichester, and by 1911 George and Sarah were at 51 Lyndhurst Road, their last address. The 1911 Census reports that they had had six children, of whom five were still living. The youngest surviving children were Fanny and Caroline (07.11).

33.39	DILLING, Sally Elizabeth  Buried 23 July 1960, aged 2 months
The Burial Register says she was of 42 York Road, but the Electoral Registers do not record Dillings at that address. Her parents James A. Dilling and Mary E. Yon were married in the Cuckfield area in 1959, and Sally was born in the Worthing area in the 2nd quarter of 1960.

10.24	DIPLOCK, Warding  Baptised 7 March 1858, buried 30 June 1909, aged 50
An impressive name! He was baptised at Little Horsted, near Uckfield in East Sussex, son of Henry Diplock, a gardener, and Georgiana. He went into service as a coachman, and in 1881 at Hunston he married Ellen Prior, a native of Harting, who was also in service. Around 1883 they moved to London and lived in mews with other coachmen and their families in St Marylebone (1891) and Mayfair (1901); there were two daughters. They were still in Mayfair in 1903, but Warding’s address in the burial register was Grove Road, Chichester.

10.08	DIVER, Joseph Henry  Baptised 13 Sept 1844, buried 4 Jan 1909, aged 64
Joseph was born in Winchester to Joseph Snr and Maria née Southwell, the sixth of their eight children. Joseph Snr was at various times a tailor, a publican and a dairyman – a chequered career which Joseph Henry replicated. In 1861 when Joseph Henry was just 16/17 he had begun working as a chemist, probably in an apothecary shop (pharmacy). When he married Charlotte Wholey in 1865 in Weeke, Winchester, he was now working as a grocer. By 1867, when Carrie, their first child, was baptised, Joseph had begun working as a journeyman dairyman. By 1871 the family had moved to Godstone in Surrey, where Joseph tried his hand at being a Police Constable. When Walter their son was born in 1873, Joseph Henry was living back in Hampshire with his occupation given as druggist and chemist. In 1884, when his daughter Fanny was baptised at Tillington in West Sussex, Joseph’s occupation was recorded as a ‘Cowman’. However, in the 1891 census Joseph was working at South Dean Dairy at Tillington, but in the capacity of gardener. In 1901 and 1903 he was still working as a gardener, but the family were now living in Adelaide Road in Chichester. By now the girls were married and had moved away. His son William went on to join the Cycling Corps in the first World War. After Joseph Henry’ death, Charlotte moved in with her daughter Carrie and her son-in-law William Cooper in Essex.

36.14	DOICK, Thomas Arthur  Born 13 Sept 1882, died 3 Feb 1945, aged 62
	DOICK, Hilda May  Born 19 June 1884, died 2 July 1958, aged 74
Thomas was born in Pulborough to Sarah and Henry Doick. His father was a lighterman, i.e. barge operator, perhaps on the Wey and Arun Canal. In 1901 Thomas was helping his father on the barge. By 1911, however, he had come to Chichester and was an attendant at the County Asylum at Graylingwell. Hilda née King was born in Fittleworth to George King, the parish clerk, and his wife Juliana. She was a dressmaker’s apprentice in 1901, but a domestic nurse in well-to-do households in 1911 and 1921. She married Thomas in 1922 at Preston, East Sussex, and they soon settled at 30 Bognor Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives. A daughter Evelyn was born in 1926. By 1939 Arthur had switched occupations and become a baker. Hilda’s middle name May is wrongly given on her MI as Mary. She is listed on the Burial Plan, but the Burial Register was not kept up between May and September 1958, so it does not contain a record of her burial.

7.29	DOIG, Duncan and Douglas  Buried 8 Apr 1937, aged 1 day
The address given in the burial register for these twins was 230 Oving Road.

11.27	DOLLMAN, Maria  Baptised 19 Mar 1833, buried 19 Apr 1908, aged 74
She was baptised Maria Ayling Dollman at St Peter the Great, Chichester; her mother was Mary Ann, a schoolmistress, and her father was Thomas, a carpenter. She became a housemaid in her teens and remained so. In the 1861 and 1871 Census she was housekeeper to her widowed father, and was also recorded as a dressmaker in 1871. In 1891 she was in service on Oving Road; we have not found her on the 1901 Census, and she was buried from the workhouse.

25.30	DOUGLAS, James Edwin
This is an alias of WHITTINGTON, Philip Richard

27.13	DOWNER, Ernest George  Born 7 March 1881, died 26 Oct 1969, aged 88
	DOWNER, Rosa May  Born 14 Feb 1884, buried 20 April 1976, aged 92
Ernest was born in Winchester to Catherine Downer and her husband Henry, a carpenter. By 1901 his family had moved to Chichester, and Ernest was a shop assistant for a Gents Outfitters. Rosa is called Rose in some early records, but it is clear that she preferred the name Rosa.  Born on Valentine’s Day 1884, she hailed from Horsham and was née Hackett, the younger of two daughters of Charlotte and her husband James, a coachman. By 1901 her family, like Ernest’s, had moved to Chichester, to 29 Lyndhurst Road. She was a dressmaker in the 1901 Census, and continued that work after her marriage to Ernest in 1909. They lived with her parents, and had a son Eric Ernest. Rosa’s father died in 1913, and her mother in 1939 (11.37). Ernest was “Shop Assistant & Traveller – Bishops Clothing Stores – 26 East Street” in 1921, and he had the same role in 1939. They remained at 29 Lyndhurst Road at least until Ernest’s death in 1969; that was his address in the probate, though he was buried from Caledonian Road. Sometime thereafter Rosa moved to Guildford, no doubt to join relatives there.

13.28	DREWEATT, Jane Susannah  Born 6 Jan 1834, died 11 May 1904, aged 70
	DREWEATT, William Dowling  Died 8 Aug 1906, aged 74
There are two mysteries about this couple: what happened to their fortune, and to their children. They came from very similar backgrounds. Jane was born at Berwick St James, Wiltshire, to John and Elizabeth Tucker; her father was a substantial farmer, working 500 acres and employing 12 labourers in 1851. William was born in Halfway near Newbury, Berkshire; his mother was Ann, and his father Thomas farmed 480 acres with 15 labourers in 1851. After Thomas’s death in 1852, Jane and William married the following year. It looks as if William then bought, or was gifted, Longstreet House (some 12 miles from Jane’s home, and now Grade II listed), since their first two children were born there. By 1860, however, they had returned to Berkshire, where the next two children were born; in 1861 William was farming 610 acres there, either his father’s estate or one near it, and he was trying to sell Longstreet House. The sale apparently did not happen, for the next three children were born at Longstreet, and in 1871 William was farming the estate of 470 acres there; he employed a governess and two servants, in addition to nine labourers and five boys. Now comes the mystery. By 1881 William was a humble clerk in Preston, Sussex, and there is no sign of the children. Presumably he had become over-extended financially, and had gone bankrupt. But what happened to the seven children? None of them can be traced after 1871. One possibility is that they were sent abroad after the financial collapse. At any rate, William and Jane had retired to 56 Lyndhurst Road, Chichester by 1901, and they ended their days there. William left effects of just £297.

7.10	DUFFIN, Stephen  Baptised 12 July 1856, buried 5 June 1914, aged 57
	DUFFIN, Amelia  Baptised 20 Feb 1859, buried 2 Sept 1935, aged 76
Stephen was baptised at Bishopstoke, Southampton, Hampshire. His parents were Andrew, a farm worker, and Harriet Duffin. Stephen does not appear in the 1881 Census: it is possible that he was serving abroad in the armed forces. However, his future wife Amelia Matthews appears working as a general servant (domestic) in Littlehampton. She was born at Bosham to William Matthews, a labourer, and his wife Amelia. She married Stephen at Whyke in 1882, and had two children before the marriage (William 1879, Laurence 1881) and two after marriage (Arthur 1884, Elizabeth 1890). Home was on Orchard Road and then (by 1901) 12 Cleveland Road. In the 1901 and 1911 Censuses Stephen was a delivery man for the Mineral Water Works. After his death Amelia continued to live at 12 Cleveland Road with her (now married) daughter Elizabeth and her son-in-law Robert Mulinder (28.30), until her own death in 1935.

1.01	DUNCAN, John Findlay Matthews  Born 9 July 1868, died 4 July 1947, age 79
Revd. Duncan was Hon. Assistant Priest at St George’s 1925-47. He was born in Edinburgh to Jane Hart Hotchkis and her husband James Matthews Duncan, an M.D. John was educated at Cargilfield Prep School in Edinburgh and at Christ Church, Oxford. In 1903 he married Katharine Mary Tweedie in London. They had four daughters, Cynthia Mary (1905), Elizabeth Katherine Easter (1907), Violet Ann (1911), Joan Frances Bartte (1913). John moved around, presumably according to his incumbencies: he was in Hyde, Hampshire in 1901, in Winchester in 1903, in Bournemouth around 1905, in Kensington by 1911 and in Hampton Hill, Surrey by 1921. The family was well-off, and had four servants in 1911 when the girls were small, including a cook, nurse, nursemaid and parlourmaid. By 1925 they had moved to Stockbridge Road, Chichester, and lived in Stockbridge House. Katharine Mary died rather young in 1926; John remained at Stockbridge House until his own death 21 years later, when he left an estate of £14,100.

15.24	DUNAWAY, Eliza  Baptised 23 Feb 1817, buried 2 Sept 1899, aged 82
	DUNAWAY, James  Baptised 24 Oct 1819, buried 20 Mar 1900, aged 80
Eliza was baptised at Oving, daughter of Martha Etherton; James at Fishbourne, son of William and Hannah Dunaway. They married in 1841 in Portsea, but lived in the small communities immediately around Chichester, except for a spell at Bury, Sussex, around 1851; from around 1870 they were settled in Rumboldswyke. They both worked with cattle, he as a stockman, she as a dairywomen – a reminder that Whyke was still agricultural at this time. They did not have numerous children, but there were at least three sons, of whom Charles, born 1850, was still single and living with them in the 1891 Census. 

30.13	DUNN, Caroline Susannah May  Born 4 May 1894, died 23 May 1980, aged 86
She was née Youngs, the younger sister of Joseph Youngs, who is also buried in this grave. Her forenames were registered at birth as Caroline Susannah May, but whenever possible she gave them as May Caroline Susannah. In 1918 she married Charles Palmer, a sawmill worker, at Wandsworth. We infer that Charles died young, since in 1931 at Kingston, Surrey, May remarried to Henry E. Dunn, a printer some 16 years her senior. We can infer this husband’s death also, since from 1951 May lived at 105 Bognor Road with her brother Joseph, and certainly by 1957 she was a widow. She remained on the Bognor Road, but ended her days at the Sailaway Nursing Home in Bosham.

31.04	DUNNING, John  Born 31 Oct 1875, died 22 Nov 1951, aged 76
	DUNNING, Mary Elizabeth  Born 13 March 1876, died 16 March 1960, aged 84
They both hailed from Devon, and evidently retained that loyalty, since the inscription for John calls him “late of Throwleigh, Devon”: that was his birthplace, but he had not lived there for more than half a century. His father was William, a farmer of 89 acres; his mother was Elizabeth. Mary Elizabeth née Hannaford was born on Widecombe in the Moor, near Bovey Tracey, to Susannah Hannaford and her husband George, a farmer. By 1891 the widowed Susannah had moved the family to Wolborough, near Newton Abbott, and apprenticed Mary to a draper. Mary and John married at Newton Abbott in 1898. The Censuses place them at East Stonehouse in 1901 (when Mary was a dealer in glass), then Tiverton in 1911 and 1921. John was an ironmonger and dealer, and clearly successful, as he had retired by 1921. They then moved by 1923 from Devon to Chichester, to ‘Dunlea’, 19 Whyke Road, where they remained (though John died in RWSH). In Chichester John devoted himself to the Methodist Circuit, serving as Trustees Secretary, as well as doing work for the Foreign Bible Society and the YMCA.

17.12	DURMAN, Frances  Baptised 3 July 1796, buried 12 Feb 1895, aged 98
Her parents, Richard and Catherine Jenkins, married in Portsea, Hampshire in 1791. Up to the early 1840s she lived with her family in and around New Fishbourne, Sussex.  On 1843 at the age of 46 Frances married John Durman, a farm labourer some 10 years her junior. By 1851 the couple had moved to a cottage at Binderton, and living with them were two nephews, George Jenkins aged 25 and John Langrish aged just 10. It was a fairly common occurrence that youngsters were looked after by other family members – often for financial reasons. We do not know when John died, but by 1881 Frances was living in Chichester as a widow. Her address in the 1891 census was 8 Gordon Terrace, Whyke Lane. At her death the Press reported, “It is believed that Mrs Durman was the oldest inhabitant of the city”.

10.16	DURRANT, Emily  Buried 14 Apr 1909, aged 69
	DURRANT, James Mayes  Born 12 Apr 1848, buried 6 Jan 1926, aged 78
James was born in 1848 (though not baptised until 1854) at Westminster to James, a tailor, and Sophia Durrant. By 1861 his father had joined his grandfather (also a James) in farming 150 acres in Coates, Sussex. In 1869 at Midhurst our James married Emily née Howard. She gave her father’s name as George, but we have not traced her birth; she may be the Emily born in 1840 in Pagham to Eliza Howard, who later married and became a Hale. Emily and James lived in Midhurst and had a daughter Emily Louisa (08.33), then a son Charles, then another son William who died in childhood. James was a versatile man, primarily a baker but also a carman (1891) and a woodcutter (1921). By 1891 they were in Oving, and had Thomas Paice, their daughter’s future husband, as a boarder. After Emily’s death, James lived with his daughter and Thomas at 26 Grove Road.



14.01	DURRANT, Sarah Knight  Born 13 July 1879, buried 7 Feb 1929, aged 49

Sarah and Ada were twin sisters, among several daughters (and one son) born to John Thomas Durrant and his wife Sarah Ann. The 1881 Census shows John as a farmer of 200 acres, employing 11 men and two boys, in Ticehurst, East Sussex. By 1901 John had retired to Horsham, and in 1911 we find Sarah and her younger sister Helena as assistants in a draper’s shop in Horsham. Sometime in that decade Sarah and Ada took the plunge of setting up their own drapery and outfitting shop in East Street, Chichester. Their widowed mother was with them, and Helena with her husband George Egbert George Moore (11.24). Following Sarah’s death in 1929 Ada moved to Whyke Road with the Moores, and then in the mid-1930s to ‘Cornerways’ on West Broyle Drive, where she remained for the rest of her life.





15.25	EAMES, Arthur  Baptised 12 Sept 1841, died 6 Sept 1909, aged 68
	EAMES, Eliza  Baptised 30 March 1845, died 26 May 1921, aged 76
Arthur’s parents were William Eames, a farm bailiff, and his wife Jemima; he was born at West Dean. In 1861 Arthur was employed as a shepherd, but by 1871 at the age of 29 he was already a farm bailiff. He remained in that occupation throughout, his address in 1891 being Kingsham Farm. Eliza was born in Funtington to William Shawyer, a coachman in service, and his wife Louisa. The 1871 Census shows her as assistant to her mother, who was schoolmistress of the infant school at Funtington. In 1873 she married Arthur and moved to Chichester.

16.05	EARWAKER, Matilda  Born 1st qtr 1854, buried 20 Feb 1924, aged 69 or 70
She was baptised Matilda Carver on 27 May 1855 at St Pancras, Chichester. Her parents were Thomas 
(a horse clipper) and Caroline Carver, who are buried at 20.02: see there. Following her father’s death she married Frederick William Earwaker in 1894 at the age of 40: they had one child, a son who was baptised at Rumboldswyke in 1896 with the same name as his father. (The surname is sometimes spelled Earwicker.) Her age at death is wrongly given in the register as 75.

33.25	EDE, Annie Louisa  Born 27 July 1879, bd. 26 Jan 1952, aged 73
	EDE, Alfred  Born 4 July 1873, died 16 March 1954, aged 80
Annie née Booker was a Chichester native, daughter of August and William, a machinist. Alfred hailed from Arundel, son of Louisa Ede, a single mother. In 1891 he was working as an engineer’s labourer. He and Annie married in 1901 and had two children at Arundel, Alice and Alfred. In 1904 they moved to Fishbourne, where Alfred started work at the sewage farm on Apuldram Lane, first as an engine fitter and by 1921 as foreman. Here four more children were born, Charles, Arthur, Hilda and Frederick. Alfred tended a flower bed at the sewage farm; in 1928 the flowers were stolen, and Alfred wrote ironically to the Observer, “If the person or persons who … stripped the border of flowers is (or are) contemplating another visit, will he (or they) kindly call at the house at the gates, and we should be so pleased to provide a basket; also a lamp, as it is dangerous along the carriers at night.” In 1939 Alfred retired, and they moved to Kingsham Avenue, and then by 1945 to 10 Cherry Orchard Road, which was the last address for both of them.



36.04	EDE, Dorothy Violet  Born 31 Aug 1901, buried 16 May 1944, aged 42
	EDE, Annie Maud  Died 16 Jan 1949, aged 57
Dorothy and Annie were two of the five daughters of Kate (below) and George Ede. They were born in Dover, but the family moved to Chichester while they were still at home. Annie was a dressmaker in 1911; in 1921 she was a companion to an elderly widow in Wallington, Surrey, with her sister Hilda as cook-housekeeper. Dorothy was a milliner with Miller the drapers in East Street, Chichester in 1921, and a shop assistant in 1939. Their final address was 4 Bognor Road. Their mother Kate also died at that address, and is buried in the same grave.

32.05	EDE, George James  Born 3 Oct 1866, buried 12 Feb 1952, aged 85
He was born at Paddington, London, the son of Joshua, a coachman, and Ellen Ede. By 1881 the family had moved to Brighton. What took him on to Dover is unknown, but there in 1890 he married Kate King. On Kate and their five daughters see 36.04; one of the daughters, Hilda Kate Ede, is buried in the same plot as George. By 1907 the family had moved to Chichester, and by 1911 their home was 95 Cleveland Road, where George and Kate remained. George was versatile, an ironmonger’s assistant (1891), a confectioner (1911), a hospital ward attendant (1921) and a handyman (1939).

32.05	EDE, Hilda Kate  Born 6 Nov 1894, died 11 Nov 1987, aged 93
Hilda was one of five daughters of George Ede (above) and his wife Kate (36.04). The 1921 Census records her as a cook-housekeeper to an elderly widow in Wallington, Surrey, while her sister Annie was a companion in the same household. By 1930 Hilda was back in Chichester, and gave 25 years’ service (1933-58) to another widow, Annie Smurthwaite, at 5 Guildhall Street.

36.04	EDE, Kate  Born 24 July 1866, died 16 Aug 1949, aged 83
Kate née King was baptised at West Wittering, where her father James King (6.02) was a shepherd; her mother was Emily. At the age of 14 she was working in Chichester as a housemaid. In 1890 she married George James Ede (see 32.05) in Dover, where she had five daughters (no sons) in quick succession. No doubt under Kate’s influence, the family moved to Chichester by 1907. The Famous Five daughters are all buried in this Churchyard: two here with Kate, Hilda with their father at 32.05, Lilian at 12.07 and Edith Tees (the only daughter who married) at 28.23.

12.07	EDE, Lilian Mabel  Born 7 Feb 1896, buried 28 July 1927, aged 31
The Burial Plan indicates that this grave had a wooden cross, but it had already disappeared by the late 1990s. Lilian was born and baptised at Dover, the daughter of George James Ede and his wife Kate: see on the Edes of 32.05 and 36.04. By 1911 the family had moved to 95 Cleveland Road, Chichester. Lilian was in domestic service in Seaford, East Sussex, in 1921, but her address at death was 95 Cleveland Road, the Ede family home.

16.01	EDWARDS, Alfred John  Buried 11 Jan 1902, aged 7 
See on his parents Arthur William and Elizabeth Edwards (13.32).

13.32	EDWARDS, Arthur William  Born 3rd qtr 1862, buried 6 Sept 1904, aged 42
	EDWARDS, Elizabeth  Born 26 Oct 1863 , buried 26 Jan 1946 , aged 82
Arthur was born at Boxgrove to Henry Edwards, a carter, and Ruth. He was trained as a house painter, and followed that trade lifelong. Elizabeth’s parents were John and Mary Ann Boxall, and she was born at Newport, Isle of Wight. Her mother, however, was born in Chichester, and it was at Portfield that Elizabeth married Arthur in 1888. They settled at 11 Whyke Road, which remained the family home until long after their deaths. There they had ten children before Arthur’s early death; they included James Walter (18.01), Kathleen Elizabeth Ivy and Blanche May (both 24.08), Clement Gordon and Florence Grace (both 27.33), and Reginald George (24.10). Two of their sons died within a few weeks of each other in WW1, and are commemorated on St George’s War Memorial:
Victor Charles Edwards, 26th Battalion, Royal Warwickshire Regiment: killed in action near Cambrai 3.12.17, aged 21.   
Arthur William Edwards, 8th Battalion, Queen’s Regiment: died 8.2.18, aged 28, buried at Tincourt Cemetery, France. 

12.26	EDWARDS, Charles  Buried 21 July 1906, aged 35
He was born in Portfield early in 1871, son of Henry Edwards, a labourer, and Ruth. Charles was a general labourer, and by 1901 he was doing well enough to have his own place at 64 The Hornet. But he was buried in 1906 from the workhouse. Perhaps illness or an accident incapacitated him and caused his early death.

27.33 	EDWARDS, Clement Gordon  Born 29 Dec 1892, died 7 Jan 1973, aged 80
	EDWARDS, Florence Grace  Born 12 July 1891, died 27 Aug 1978, aged 87
They were siblings, and both of them were born, lived and died in the same house, 11 Whyke Road. In fact they were part of a Whyke tribe. Their parents were Arthur William and Elizabeth Edwards (13.32); their eight siblings included James Walter (18.01), Kathleen Elizabeth Ivy and Blanche May (both 24.08) and Reginald George (24.10). Two other brothers, Victor Charles and Arthur William, were killed in WW1 (see on their parents for details). 
     Clement started work as a shop assistant to the Chichester newsagents Fielder & Son, and remained in that role throughout his working life. The one hiatus was that he served with the Royal Sussex Regiment in WW1. Florence was the stay-at-home daughter, housekeeper to her widowed mother in the 1911 and 1921 Censuses and in the 1939 Register. After the mother’s death, Florence and Clement lived on at No. 11 with their sister Blanche May.

18.01	EDWARDS, James Walter  Buried 4 Sept 1899, aged 4 months 
His parents were Arthur, a house painter, and Elizabeth, of 11 Whyke Road (13.32).

24.08	EDWARDS, Kathleen Elizabeth Ivy  Born 23 July 1902, died 7 Jan 1984, aged 81
	EDWARDS, Blanche May  Born 10 July 1904, buried 4 March 1985, aged 80
They were both baptised at Rumboldswhyke, two of 10 children of Arthur William and Elizabeth Edwards (13.32), and sisters of Reginald (24.10). Their father died in September 1904, shortly after Blanche’s birth. Elizabeth supported the family as a laundress, and the children worked as soon as possible; in 1921 Kathleen was a printer’s compositor with Moore & Wingham, and Blanche a dressmaker with Madam Parvin. Blanche was still a dressmaker in 1939; she continued with her mother (while she lived) and with two unmarried siblings, at the family home (11 Whyke Road) throughout her life, dying at Beggars Roost Nursing Home, Fishbourne. Kathleen was more peripatetic, in Kensington in 1929 and in East Ashford, Kent in 1939 as a housekeeper; thereafter we lose track of her until her death at Bayleaf Rest Home, Whyke Road.

34.36	EDWARDS, Mary Marjorie  Born 1 Sept 1926, died 21 Oct 1951, aged 25
Mary was the eldest child of Reginald and Dorothy Edwards (24.10). She lived the whole of her brief life at 139 Whyke Road, close to St Mary’s Church and The Crown Inn.

24.10	EDWARDS, Reginald George  Born 9 Jul 1900, buried 31 Jan 1985, aged 84
	EDWARDS, Dorothy Mary  Born 10 Jan 1900, buried 31 Jan 1985, aged 85
Their joint headstone shows one set of dates, 1900-1985, because their lives ran in parallel: they were born in the same year, died in the same month of the same year, and were buried on the same day. Dorothy née Bridger was born at Boxgrove; her father was George, a gardener, and her mother must have been Mary Jane Bridger, who died at Boxgrove in Jan 1900 at 20, no doubt in childbirth. Dorothy was raised by her aunt Mary Tilbury (née Bridger) and uncle George Tilbury, a farm carrier. At Boxgrove in 1926 she married Reginald George Edwards, a gardener, son of Arthur William and Elizabeth (13.32). He had lived at the Edwards home, 11 Whyke Road, but after marriage he and Dorothy moved to 139 Whyke Road, next door to The Crown. They had at least two daughters (Mary 1926, Joan 1935) and two sons (William 1928, Peter 1937). They were still at No. 139 in 1959; thereafter we have no records until their deaths, at 80 Kingsham Avenue.

24.29	EGERTON, George William  Born 27 Apr 1918, buried 19 Dec 1997, aged 79
	EGERTON, Hilda  Born 5 June 1924, buried 1 Feb 2001, aged 76
George was born in the Havant district, son of Henry, a cowman, and Ada. Hilda née Fox hailed from Coventry; her parents were Charles Fox, a cylinder scourer, and Mary Ann. In 1939 Hilda and her older sister Gladys were working in a hand laundry. In 1944 she and George married in Coventry; they had a daughter Jaqueline there in 1946, and another, Linda, in 1949 in the Chichester district – probably at Earnley, where they lived at 3 Church Cottages in the 1950s. Electoral registers are not available thereafter. George’s address in the Burial Register was 41 Langdale Avenue, and Hilda’s was 212 Whyke Road.

12.31 	ELDERTON, Charles  Born 6 Nov 1864, buried 29 July 1931, aged 66
He was born and baptised at Donnington, the son of George, a farm worker, and Mary. After George’s early death, Mary remarried c. 1878 to Alfred Gould (13.31). Charles moved with them to Chichester, and remained with them, unmarried, throughout their lives and his. After working in youth as a gardener and general labourer, he became a porter in an iron foundry (1901 and 1911 Censuses), and later a driver (1921): his employer was clearly Halsted’s, the ironmongers on East Street. Charles died just 18 months after his mother Mary.

32.32	ELLIOTT, Arthur Middleton  Born 5 Aug 1878, died 25 June 1955, aged 76
He was born at Donnington, son of Jane and Henry James Elliott (03.10); the name ‘Middleton’ honours Jane’s father, Middleton Marsh. As a young man he lived with his parents and worked as a labourer. In WWI he served with the Middlesex Regiment. Later he lived with his parents on Grove Road until their deaths (his father’s in 1926). He then lived with his sister-in-law Alice Maud Elliott (widow of Gilbert) and her daughter Gladys Lilian, at 14 (later 15) Kingsham Avenue. After Alice’s death Gladys continued as his housekeeper and eventually carer, and was named executrix of his will.

14.17	ELLIOTT, Augusta Fanny  Born 10 Feb 1889, died 25 Jan 1934, aged 45
	ELLIOTT, Ernest James  Born 12 June 1887, died 28 April 1967, aged 79
Augusta was baptised at Bosham, the daughter of John (a bricklayer) and Elizabeth Collins (10.25); by 1901 the family had moved to Chichester. On 20 April 1908 at the age of 19 she married Ernest, a carman, at Rumboldswyke. 
Ernest was born at Patching, Sussex, the son of William & Mary Elliott. Augusta and Ernest had at least four children, one of whom, Donald, was buried in 18.11 in 1922 at the age of 10. Ernest had bad luck in the parish registers: at baptism his name was wrongly recorded as James Ernest, and at burial his age was wrongly given as 67, though a pencil entry rightly says 79.

18.11 	ELLIOTT, Donald Leslie  Born 13 Feb 1911, died 10 Jan 1922, aged 10
Donald was the son of Ernest James Elliott, then a brewer’s drayman of Green Lane, and his wife Augusta. His parents are buried in 14.17.

32.21	ELLIOTT, Edith Maud  Born 27 Oct 1877, buried 16 June 1954, aged 76
Edith was born at Westerton, near Chichester; her mother was Harriet, her father Charles, a farm worker and later a carman. In 1904 at St Peter the Great she married Arthur Ernest Elliott, a Chichester native and a carman. They lived at 13 Whyke Lane and had three sons, Harold b. 1907 who died in childhood (20.12), Leonard b. 1908 (4.30) and Ernest b. 1909. Arthur was killed in action on 14 July 1917 at Ypres, and is named on St George’s War Memorial. Edith received a small widow’s pension. In 1928 she moved to 55 Lyndhurst Road, and in 1936 to 21 Lyndhurst Road; her last address was 45 Broyle Road, where she was living with her married son Ernest. When transcribing the memorials in the 1990s, Katherine Slay found a stone vase commemorating Edith at the grave of Ronald Charles and Nora Florence Elliott (33.18). We do not know what her relationship was to Ronald and Nora.



6.23	ELLIOTT, Ellen Sarah  Baptised 18 Sept 1859, buried 20 May 1936, aged 76
	ELLIOTT, Frank  Born 21 Oct 1857, buried 4 Apr 1940, aged 82
Ellen was born in Eastbourne to William James Viner, a grocer, and Sarah. In 1881 we find her as a dressmaker in Hastings with her grandmother Sarah Goring. Frank was born in Sidlesham, son of Thomas, a labourer, and Harriet. By 1881 he was in St Paul’s Road, Chichester, as assistant grocer to Henry Pollard. The couple married in 1884 at St Paul’s, Chichester, and by 1891 Frank had set up as a grocer in Littlehampton. Here they had two sons and two daughters. They returned to Chichester by 1911 and took over a store at 9 Lyndhurst Road from H. Elliott, presumably a relative. “The description varied between oil merchant, oil and general dealer and domestic stores” (Aspects p. 37). They lived there until 1935, and thereafter at 34 Caledonian Road.

19.11	ELLIOTT, Frank Charles  Buried 19 June 1912, aged 7 months
Frank was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester, the namesake of his father Frank Charles Elliott, a labourer: his mother was Sarah Ann. They were of Alexandra Terrace at his baptism (3 April 1912) but of 2 Bognor Road at his burial.

14.24	ELLIOTT, George Edward  Baptised 12 April 1874, buried 14 Nov 1901, aged 27
Son of Jane and Henry James Elliott (see 3.10), he was raised at Donnington, though apparently born next door in North Mundham. His occupation was given as a wheelwright in 1891 (when he was in hospital in Chichester) and carpenter in 1901, shortly before his early death.

20.21	ELLIOTT, Harold Wiscombe  Buried 21 March 1911, aged 4
He was born on 16 August 1906 to Arthur Ernest Elliott, a labourer (04.30), and his wife Edith Maud (32.21). Their address in 1911 was 13 Whyke Lane.

6.36	ELLIOTT, James Wells  Baptised 15 July 1841, buried 14 May 1917, aged 75
He was born at Halnaker and baptised at Boxgrove. His mother was Elizabeth Elliott, married but separated from her husband; the father was her lodger, James Wells. The family soon moved to Singleton, where our James was a “labourer in the woods” in 1861. There in 1877 he married Martha Goff, daughter of David Goff, a shepherd, and Jane. Martha already had a son Harry Goff, who became part of the household. They soon moved into Chichester, and had at least four sons and three daughters. By 1901 home was 87 Cleveland Road, where James remained for the rest of his life.

3.10	ELLIOTT, Jane  Baptised 14 Jan 1849, died 12 May 1921, aged 72
	ELLIOTT, Henry James  Baptised 4 March 1849, buried 25 Nov 1926, aged 77
Jane was born at Westhampnett, daughter of Middleton and Catherine Marsh. In the 1871 Census she was employed in Chichester as a nursemaid. The following year she married Henry James Elliott at Aldingbourne; both her father and Henry’s are said in the register to be farm bailiffs. Jane and Henry settled at Donnington and had several children, including George Edward (14.24), Kate Eliza (31.32), Arthur Middleton (32.32) and Jane (16.11).
Henry James was born at Appledram, son of George and Eliza Elliott. Most records call him a labourer. In the burial register and plan he is named James Henry, and in the 1901 Census simply James.

4.30	ELLIOTT, Leonard Charles  Born 1908, died 3 Feb 1921, aged 13
Leonard was the son of Arthur Ernest Elliott and Edith Maud (32.21), who had three children: Harold Born 1907 died18 Mar 1911 (20.12), Leonard, and Ernest Henry, Born 4 August 1909. The family home was 13 Whyke Lane. Leonard’s father was killed on 13 July 1917, in action at Ypres, aged 36, and is named on St George’s War Memorial.

20.09	ELLIOTT, May Kathleen  Buried 6 Aug 1907, aged 3 months
Her parents were James Henry and Isabella Elliott, of 8 York Rd.



33.18	ELLIOTT, Ronald Charles  Born 8 June 1921, died 22 Oct 1976, aged 55
	ELLIOTT, Nora Florence  Born 9 March 1919, died 18 Aug 1995, aged 76
Nora’s parents were William and Florence Hill, who are buried in the same grave. She was born and baptised at Whyke. Ronald’s birth was registered in the Thakeham district; his mother was née Elliott. In the 1939 Register he was a butcher’s errand boy in nearby Greatham, just south of Pulborough. He enlisted in May 1941 in the 21st Light Anti-Aircraft Regiment, and was captured May 1942 in Java, when his rank was gunner; his release came in August 1945. He then came to Chichester, where he married Nora in 1949. They settled at 33 Washington Street, and remained there until the end of their respective lives. Ronald does not appear in the Burial Register, but the Burial Plan indicates that his ashes were deposited in this grave, and his name and dates are inscribed on the kerb. Nora’s ashes were deposited on 31 August 1995.
     When transcribing the memorials in the 1990s, Katherine Slay found a stone vase commemorating Edith Maud Elliott (32.21) at this grave. We do not know what her relationship was to Ronald and Nora.

30.03	ELLIS, Edith  Born 12 Oct 1893, died 19 Feb 1957, aged 63
	ELLIS, Edward George  Born 15 Apr 1887, died 14 Apr 1969, aged 81
Edith née Horner started life in North Mundham, daughter of Elizabeth and Henry, a gardener. Edward was born in Tangmere, to Leah Maria and Edward, a farm worker. The couple married at St Peter the Great, Chichester in 1919. Edward worked on the railway, as a porter and then a signalman, and they lived at Drayton, where the railway station co-served Chichester. They had a daughters Edith Grace (1920) and a son Ashley George (1923); Ashley’s ashes are in the GoR. In 1939 the family moved to 88 Grove Road, which was Edith’s last address. Edward remained there, but he died in St Richard’s Hospital, a day short of his 82nd birthday.

34.37	ELLIS, Ellen Harriett  Born 23 May 1875, died 15 Dec 1951, aged 76
Ellen née Soal was born in Midhurst to Sarah and her husband William Thomas, a coachman and later a publican. In 1903 at St Peter the Great, Chichester, she married Horace Ellis, a widower 22 years her senior and Deputy Chief Constable of West Sussex. He was living at the County Police Station at 49 Southgate, and she joined him there. They had at least six children, in addition to several offspring from Horace’s previous marriage. During WW1 Horace undertook the duties of the Chief Constable, who was away on war service. After his retirement in 1920 they lived at 12 West Street; after his death in 1926 Ellen moved to 8 Bognor Road, where she lived with several of the children from both marriages.

2.34	ELLIS, William  Born 28 June 1883, died 28 May 1940, aged 56
	ELLIS, Ada Mary  Born 23 Oct 1889, died 25 Dec 1984, aged 95
William was born at Easebourne to Louisa and Horace Ellis. By 1901 the family had moved to Chichester, where Horace became Deputy Chief Constable for West Sussex. In 1911 William was a collector for the City of Chichester Gas Company, and he rose to become Secretary and General Manager of the company. Ada was born in Tiverton, Devon to Mary Venner (15.09) and her husband Henry, a confectioner; she was working as a typist in 1911. Her family moved to Chichester c. 1912, and in 1915 she married William at St Bartholomew’s Church. They lived at 45 Lyndhurst Road and had two sons (Ronald 1916, Arthur 1919) and a daughter (Doreen 1922). 
 	Around 1930 they moved to ‘Ettrick Lodge’, Ettrick Road, and then in 1939 to ‘Tavy’, 15 Stirling Road, which was William’s last address. He had been at various times a Sunday School teacher at St Bartholomew’s, a leading member of the Chichester Musical society, and a sergeant of St John’s Ambulance Brigade in WW2. Ada remained at ‘Tavy’ until 1954, but by 1956 she had moved along Stirling Road to No. 8 (unless this is just a renumbering). She died on Christmas Day 1984 at West Beach Nursing Home, Selsey, after one of the longest widowhoods recorded in our Churchyard.

18.28	ELMS, Victor  Born 1st qtr 1884, buried 11 Dec 1893, aged 9
Victor was born in Westhampnett. His mother was Ellen Elms, unmarried housekeeper to Jessie White, a widower and sawyer. In the previous Census, that of 1881, Ellen was working for Jessie in Emsworth and living in the family home with Jessie’s three sons and one daughter. By 1891 the White children had left home; Ellen was still with Jessie, now in Oving, but still unmarried, and had no less than six Elms children. She and her children were recorded as ‘Boarders’. Victor was the third child. Ellen died in January 1892, and Victor then found himself in Westhampnett workhouse. He died approximately two years after the death of his mother from kidney disease.

36.25	ELMSLIE, Annie Daisy  Buried 22 Dec 1945, aged 59
We have not been able to trace Annie at all. The address given for her in the Burial Register is 5 Grove Road. The occupants listed in the electoral register for 1945-46 were Percival and Elizabeth Cornwall. Was Annie a boarder?

16.27	ELWICK, Mary Ann  Baptised 12 Aug 1838, died 28 May 1924, aged 85
	ELWICK, George  Baptised 14 June 1840, died 1 March 1926, aged 85
They were a Lincolnshire couple, married in Lincoln in 1863; her maiden surname was Peet. In early life George was a military man, but he then spent many years as Master of the Lincoln Workhouse. In 1901 we find him as Master of the Workhouse in Whitchurch, Hampshire. The couple had retired to Chichester by 1912.

19.29	EVANS, Geoffrey Ralph  Buried 5 Feb 1924, aged 19 hours
The burial register gives the address as Bridge Cottage, Bognor Road, but we have not identified the parents with certainty.

3.12	EVANS, Margaret Mary  Buried 25 May 1921, aged 27
She died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. We have not been able to discover anything about her life.

7.06	EVANS, Thomas  Baptised 16 Oct 1837, died 28 Apr 1914, aged 76
	EVANS, Ellen Louisa  Buried 22 Sept 1925, aged 83
Thomas’ address in the burial register is 85 Bognor Road, but he cannot have lived there long, as he and Ellen do not appear on the electoral registers, and in 1911 they were in Bexley, Kent. Thomas was born in Bloxwich, Staffordshire to James and Hannah Evans; his father was an engineer, and Thomas followed that occupation into his 20s. Ellen Louisa née Salter hailed from Chippenham, Wilts, daughter of Elizabeth and Henry, a carpenter. Thomas and Ellen married on Christmas Day 1861 at East Wickham on the south (Kent) side of the Thames, near Woolwich. He was then 24, she 19. They settled at nearby Plumstead, and Thomas gave up engineering in favour of retailing beer: in 1881 he held the Park Estate Tavern. By 1901, in the Census at Bexley, Ellen reported having had 13 children, of whom six were still living. After Thomas died in Chichester, Ellen moved to Bognor, where her last address was 24 Argyle Road.

33.23	EVERSHED, Alice Maud  Born 24 Oct 1888, bd. 17 Jan 1952, aged 63
Alice’s parents were Mary Ann Evershed and Albert, a groom and later a gardener. She was born in Billingshurst, but by 1911 the family had moved to Chichester. Alice went into service as a live-in domestic cook, and consequently had a long sequence of addresses: in 1939, for example, she was at Old Park House, Fishbourne, as cook to two widows with private means. Her last address was 29b Whyke Road, which she shared with two Evershed relatives.

18.09	EWENS, David Frank  Baptised 12 May 1850, buried 24 Dec 1921, aged 71
	EWENS, Mary Ann  Born 3rd qtr 1851, buried 15 June 1943, aged 91
David started life at Boxgrove, son of Edmund, the bailiff of Marsh Farm, and Jane. Mary Ann née Macrill hailed from Newbury, Berkshire, daughter of Charles and Phoebe. They married in 1877 at Boxgrove and settled at 93 Bognor Road, Whyke, which remained home for over 60 years. David had worked as a wheelwright, but switched trades at this point to millwright, i.e. machinist. Later, in the 1911 and 1921 Censuses, he is written as engine fitter. He and Mary Ann had an impressive series of eight daughters, interrupted by just one son. At least five were eventually buried here at St Mary’s: Edith Annie, Alice Ellen, Phoebe Kate, Louisa Mary (all at 29.35) and Jessie Emma (at 13.39).



29.35	EWENS, Edith Annie  Born 27 Sept 1889, died 12 Apr 1976, aged 86
	EWENS, Louisa Mary  Born 27 March 1884, died 14 Dec 1969, aged 85
	EWENS, Alice Ellen  Born 27 Oct 1887, died 18 Feb 1971, aged 83
Edith, Louisa and Alice, like their married sister Phoebe Bowley (also interred here), were among the eight daughters of David Frank Ewens, a millwright, and his wife Mary Ann (18.09). Born at Whyke, they grew up in the family home at 93 Bognor Road. Edith and Louisa went into service. In 1901 Edith was a domestic cook in Portswood, Hampshire; by 1911, however, she had obtained a position with Walter and Jessie Gibbings at 44 North Street, and she remained there with them until at least 1939. Louisa was a servant in Boxgrove in the 1901 and 1911 Censuses, and a companion/help in Lewes in 1921, but by 1929 she had joined Edith as a servant in the Gibbings household. Alice remained at home at 93 Bognor Road with her parents, and was recorded in the Censuses as a dressmaker. By 1945 Edith and Louisa had rejoined Alice at No. 93, and they all ended their days in their childhood home.

4.12	EYLES, Edith Coleman  Baptised 19 June 1887, died 25 Sept 1937, aged 50
Edith was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, daughter of George and Ellen Silvester, and sister of Frank (01.12); she is buried here with her mother Ellen, and next door to her sister-in-law Evelyn (04.11). Her middle name Coleman refers to her father’s first wife Susan née Coleman. Edith was a domestic servant in 1901 and a dressmaker in 1911, living with her parents. In 1917 she married Aubrey Trevor Eyles, who kept a dairy farm with his father on Whyke Lane. They had at least four children. Around 1928 the family moved to 117 St Pancras, which was Edith’s last address.

13.24	EYLES, Elizabeth  Baptised 7 Aug 1853, buried 24 Mar 1904, aged 47
	EYLES, Osborne  Baptised 3 Apr 1859, buried 8 Dec 1928, aged 69
Elizabeth was born in Greinton, Somerset, to John Pike, a farm worker, and Phoebe. In 1881 she was a domestic cook in Long Ashton, Somerset. Osborne hailed from Wotton under Edge, Gloucestershire; his mother was Elizabeth, his father William, who was variously a rural messenger and a sheriff’s bailiff. Osborne went into service as a groom and coachman, and in 1881 he was in Marshfield, Gloucestershire. One wonders how he met Elizabeth, but they married in 1885, and started life at York, where a daughter Frances and son Aubrey were born. By 1894 they had moved to Chichester (again one wonders how this happened), where Osborne took the licence of the ‘Crown Inn’ at 140 Whyke Road; a photo in Aspects p. 46 shows the Inn, still thatched, and Osborne with Frances and Aubrey. Here they had another son Charles, and lost two young daughters, Victoria and Frances, who are buried at 22.07 and 20.05 respectively. A move to Grove Road in 1904 was soon followed by Elizabeth’s death, and in September of that year Osborne married Kitty Woolgar at Hunston, who bore him a daughter Leila. Osborne was now a farmer and dairyman, his final occupation.  

20.05	EYLES, Frances Lily  Baptised 19 Jan 1890, buried 18 Dec 1897, aged 7
She was born in Fulford, a suburb of the city of York, but her parents Osborne and Elizabeth (13.24) came to Chichester c. 1894 to run the ‘Crown Inn’, where she died.

6.33	EYLES, John Michael  Buried 23 Dec 1941, aged 2 weeks
The burial register gives his home as Cambrai Avenue; his parents must have been Leonard Eyles and Cicely née Walker, who were registered at 37 Cambrai just before the war.

22.07	EYLES, Victoria Margaret  Born 15 July 1894, buried 16 May 1895, aged 10 months
She was baptised and buried at Whyke, where her parents Osborne and Elizabeth (13.24) ran the ‘Crown Inn’ on Whyke Road.  

12.17	FARLEY, George Thomas  Baptised 10 Apr 1853, died 30 Apr 1925, aged 72
12.18	FARLEY, Reginald George  Baptised 18 Nov 1883, died 23 Dec 1905, aged 22
	FARLEY, Clara Jane  Born 24 Jan 1860, died 14 Jan 1941, aged 80
George, like his father Thomas before him, was a churn manufacturer. Wooden churns for making butter were usually circular like a half-barrel, with a lid and crank handle on top. However, the 1911 Census specifies that George makes box churns: as the name implies, these are rectangular, with a crank handle at the side. The wood used was usually oak (pre-soaked in water to avoid the tannin tainting the butter) or sycamore.
         George was born to Thomas and Jane Farley in Chichester. Clara Jane was born in Bow and baptised at St George, Southwark, daughter of Jesse, a bank messenger, and Clara. George and Clara Jane married in 1882 at Bognor, where she was no doubt working in domestic service. They settled at 72 Lyndhurst Road in Chichester, where they remained at least until George’s death in 1925. There were three sons, widely spaced: Reginald (1883), who died young and is buried here; Albert (1890) and Leslie (1897). In 1939 we find the widowed Clara living with Leslie (then an ‘insurance official’) and his family in Aldingbourne, but her address in the burial register was in Worthing.  

3.14	FAULKNER, Rachel  Baptised 31 Jan 1841, buried 17 May 1921, aged 80
Rachel was born in Albury (near Guildford), Surrey, the daughter of William and Maria Dean. She married William Faulkner, a labourer, at St Mary’s Lambeth in 1865, when she was 24 and he 30.  In the 1871 Census she and William were in the Guildford Workhouse with their three young daughters. By 1881 she was a widow, living at the Chequers pub at Esher as a housekeeper; with her was the middle daughter Mary Jane. We then lose track of them until 1911, when Rachel was living with Mary Jane, now 40, and her husband Henry Bovis and children at 15 Cleveland Road. That was her address in the burial register.

15.30	FEAST, Harriett  Baptised 6 July 1817, buried 11 Apr 1900, aged 82
She had four surnames in succession, but fortunately she is not too difficult to trace. Her parents Anthony and Amy Long baptised her at Cocking in 1817. In 1840 with George Wrapson she baptised a son George at Midhurst, and the couple married shortly thereafter. This husband did not live long, for in 1849 Harriett married her second George, a widower surnamed Welch, at Funtington. They baptised a daughter Elizabeth there in 1851, and George died there in 1859. Harriett then married another widower, Charles Feast, a railway platelayer, in 1864 at Oving. (Her father’s name is mysteriously given in that record as George Challen.) She was at Oving in the 1871 and 1881 Censuses, the surname rendered Feest and Feist respectively. Charles died in 1879, but happily in 1881 Harriett had the company of 7-year old Sarah, daughter of Elizabeth (married name Dewey).

3.20	FENN, Margaret  Baptised 8 March 1848, died 26 Sept 1921, aged 73
She was born at Worth, near Crawley, Sussex, to Lucy Playford and her husband George, who was written as a gentleman in Margaret’s baptismal record, and a farmer of 170 acres in the 1851 Census. (Her MI gives her d.o.b as 20 Dec 1848, but this cannot be right – perhaps 1847?) She grew up in East Grinstead, and was married in 1876 at nearby Forest Row to Theodore George Fenn, a lieutenant in the Royal Navy, 21 years her senior. They had seven children, of whom five were still living in 1911. The first, Lucy Dorothea, was born in 1878 at Easebourne, near Midhurst; the sixth, Francis, in 1889 in New Zealand. Theodore died in New Zealand in 1890, and Margaret then returned to the U.K. with the children. She settled at Easebourne until at least 1915. In 1921 her third child Richard was a teacher at Summersdale Lodge prep school in Fishbourne; Margaret was then living at the Lodge, and she died there. We do not know why she was buried at Whyke. 

29.34	FENWICK, Arthur  Born 4th qtr 1891, died 17 Apr 1963, aged 71
	FENWICK, Ethel Florence  Born 9 May 1901, died 9 May 1968, aged 67
Arthur was born in Bradford, Yorkshire, to Alfred Fenwick, a mill messenger, and his wife Mary Ann. He began work as a shop assistant for a photographer in Bradford, and when he married Ethel in 1919 he was a photographer in Bridlington, Yorkshire. Ethel was the eldest of four Chichester-born daughters of Elijah John Clements, a tailor, and his wife Florence (32.08); she was the sister of Mabel (29.33). The couple married at St Pancras, Chichester, and had three children in Chichester, Sybil 1922, Audrey 1926 and Raymond 1928. By 1921 Arthur had switched from photographer to grocer. They had numerous addresses in Chichester, but by 1945 they had settled at 6 Bridge Road, which was Arthur’s last address. Ethel died – on her birthday, if the records are correct – in Aldingbourne House, which was then an NHS sanatorium.

14.02	FERNYHOUGH, Emma  Died 26 Jan 1903, aged 67
Emma was born in Middlesex c. 1836. The Rumboldswyke parish register records her baptismal date as 29 June 1840, but this is among the 1852 records. Her father was Edward Habin, a sadler and harness maker of The Hornet; her mother was Harriet. (Both parents are buried in the Old Cemetery.) In 1867 at Rumboldswyke she married George Taylor Ferneyhough, a merchant tailor of Derby, and the next year they baptised Inez Habin Ferneyhough at Derby. In November 1870 Emma petitioned for divorce – an unusual process at the time – on grounds of adultery and cruelty, and the decree nisi was granted in June 1871. By 1881 Emma with Inez had returned to live with her now widowed father Edward; he had branched out late in life and was now a corn merchant employing 21 men and one boy. Emma remained at 36 The Hornet for the rest of her life.

9.33	FIELD, Eileen Phyllis  Buried 20 Apr 1939, aged 28
“The Chichester Girl Guides have lost one of their best friends by the death of Miss Eileen Field, of the Hornet, after an illness of about nine months. She was instructor to Cubs and Brownies, camp supervisor, and held several other offices in the Guides” (Sussex Chronicle & Observer, abbreviated).
She was born in Bournemouth, the daughter of John Field, a gardener, and his wife Susan Septenaire Field (née Bowers), a Chichester native. By 1919 the family had settled in Chichester, at 23 North Walls, which remained home until the mid-1930s.

11.09	FIELDEN, Mary Alice  Baptised 25 Sept 1875, buried 20 Aug 1907, aged 43
She was baptised in Thornton in Lonsdale, Yorkshire in 1875, but later records of her age suggest that she was born in 1873. Her parents were John Ellison, a farmer of 60 acres in 1861, and his wife Mary. In 1892 she married Samuel Fielden at his birthplace of Walsden, Lancashire; they had a daughter Maud (1892) and a son Norman (1894, died 1896). Samuel was a cotton weaver, but he had a good voice, and sometime between 1896 and 1901 he escaped the “dark satanic mills” and became a chorister at Chichester Cathedral, rising to leading bass (obituary in Yorkshire Post 15 Oct 1921). Mary Alice had another son Roland in 1901, and they lived at various addresses in Whyke, moving to 17 Lyndhurst Road very shortly before Mary Alice’s untimely death. Within a couple of years Samuel returned north to Todmorden, Yorkshire, where he died in 1921.

?	FIELDER, Alice Mary Baptised 12 Sept 1886, buried 12 May 1888, aged 22 months
Her parents were Mary and Frederick Fielder, the latter a fitter, of Elm Grove. For the location of her burial, see on George CHASE.

15.10	FIELDER, Florence Emily  Baptised 7 Apr 1872, buried19 Dec 1898, aged 26
She was born in Ewell, Surrey, daughter of George Shrimpton, a butler, and his wife Mary. The family moved to Chichester (Oving Road) between 1881 and 1891. Florence was a dressmaker in 1891. She married Harry Fielder, a newsagent, in 1894, and they had two sons, Roland (1895) and Harold Jack (1897), before Florence’s early death.

18.13	FINCH, Emma Jane  Baptised 13 Apr 1851, buried 28 Jan 1922, aged 70
	FINCH, John  Baptised 26 Sept 1852, buried 1 Mar 1927, aged 76
Emma was born in Sudbury, Suffolk, daughter of Thomas and Harriet Warren. In 1872 she married John Finch, who was born in Coggeshall, Essex, son of Samuel and Mary Finch. Between 1876 and 1881 Emma and John moved from Sudbury to Chichester, where John held various jobs, notably ‘brewer’s cellarman’. They had several children including Samuel John, who is buried with his wife in 33.10, and Alfred James, who died in infancy in 1885 and is buried in the Old Churchyard.

33.10	FINCH, Samuel John  Born 23 Nov 1873, bd. 23 Dec 1950, aged 77
	FINCH, Kate  Born 21 March 1876, bd. 18 Sep 1959, aged 83
Samuel was born in Sudbury, Suffolk, the eldest child of Emma Finch and John, a brewer’s labourer (18.13). The family moved by 1881 to Chichester, where Samuel trained as a solicitor’s clerk, a position he held throughout his career. He married Kate Carrier at Rumboldswhyke in 1897. Kate was the daughter of Sarah and George Carrier (the latter a shoemaker), and sister of George James Carrier (9.28). Samuel and Kate lived at 12 Grove Road, where three children were born, and then from 1905 in Hunston, where another three children arrived. From c.1923 they spent some years at 47 Broyle Road. In the mid-1930s Stanley found himself in court on several occasions, and the newspaper reports show that he had a lively if inappropriate sense of humour. A doctor treating him declared that “he was eccentric and a border-line case … but not insane.” From the late 1930s Kate and Samuel had separate addresses: Kate was working as a midwife’s assistant and living at 143 Whyke Road with her married son Harry. The last address for both Kate and Samuel, however, was 24 Exton Road.

32.33	FISHER, Kate Amelia  Baptised 20 Nov 1892, buried 10 Sept 1955, aged 62
Kate née Young was a Whyke native, daughter of Harry Young, a boot closer, and Rosa Margaret. In 1914 she married Walter John Smith, a steward; they had two sons, Walter and William, and a daughter Kathleen. After WW1 they lived at 120 Oving Road, and Walter John worked on the Pound Farm Road development. After his death in 1929, Kate married Frederick Arthur Fisher in 1932. In the 1939 Register Frederick was a brewery hand. They lived at 26 York Road, which was Kate’s last address.

21.25	FLEWIN, Ada  Born 5 July 1883, buried 21 Nov 1889, aged 6
She was baptised at Woolwich, daughter of Henry Flewin, an army corporal, and his wife Caroline.

36.24	FLOWERS, George Richmond  Born 9 July 1875, buried 15 Dec 1945, aged 70
George’s parents were Frederick, an infantry major, and Alice Gertrude. Like most army families they moved about, and George was born in Haverfordwest, Pembrokeshire. They came to rest in London, and in 1898 George, now a clerk, married Lois Orford at St Pancras, Camden; there were no children of the marriage. They made a big move up to Northumberland, and George became specifically a bank clerk with the Bank of England. Around 1930 they separated: Lois moved to Newcastle upon Tyne, where she died in early 1936; we find George in Sidlesham, Sussex, in 1933, and he remarried to Minnie M. Wolfe later in 1936 in Chichester. Presumably he lived in Whyke at some point, but in the 1939 Register (noted as “incapacitated”) he was at Partney, Hunston Common, and that was his address in the Burial Register.

9.18	FOGDEN, Anne  Baptised 15 Dec 1850, buried 17 Feb 1911, aged 59
Anne’s father George was a yeoman farmer, i.e. a freeholder not a tenant. Fogdens Farm comprised some 90 acres in Sidlesham, and that is where Anne was born; her mother was Frances. Anne and her older sister Frances were sent to Mary Bridger’s school in Midhurst. Thereafter Anne lived at home. After George’s death in 1883 she had enough money to live independently, and moved into Whyke, where she had various addresses, the last being 35 Caledonian Road.

4.31	FOGDEN, David  Buried 11 May 1944, aged 2 months
He died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. With no home address, we have not been able to identify his parents.

3.05	FOGDEN, Frederick Charles  Baptised 7 Aug 1887, buried 23 Feb 1926, aged 38
He was baptised at Portfield, son of John Fogden, a carpenter, and Amelia Kate (both 04.05), and brother of Mary Ann (03.06). He enlisted in the Royal Engineers, and in 1911 his role was as telegraph linesman; in WW1 he served in the 4th Signals Company of the RE. By 1918 he was back at the Fogden family home, 86 Cleveland Road, and in 1921 he was working like his father as a carpenter for J.O. Holt. In 1922 he married Edith Vincent at North Mundham; we know of one child of the marriage, a son Peter (1925). The Whyke burial register gives Frederick’s last address as Pagham.

33.15	FOGDEN, Herbert Henry  Born 17 Nov 1899, bd. 16 Feb 1951, aged 51
Henry was the second-youngest of 10 children of John and Amelia Fogden (4.05). The family home was 86 Cleveland Road, but Herbert’s baptism on 4 March 1900 would have been in the Old Church, since the new St George’s on Cleveland Road was not opened until 1902. In 1921 we find him in the Army barracks in Mhow, India, with the rank of Lance Corporal in the 3rd Battalion, the Rifle Corps. He sailed from Bombay to London via Port Said in 1928, presumably following discharge. From then he lived at No. 86 with family members including his much older brother William, both of them carpenters, following their father’s trade. By 1950 he had moved along Cleveland Road to No. 4, but he died in Aldingbourne, perhaps in a care home.

4.05	FOGDEN, John  Born 25 Feb 1860, died 10 Dec 1928, aged 68
	FOGDEN, Amelia Kate  Born 20 May 1860, died 25 Oct 1943, aged 83
John’s mother Mary Ann Fogden had been married to George Fogden, but he died in 1853; she then had a longterm common-law relationship with John Garside, and our John’s name was registered as John Garside Fogden. He was apprenticed as a carpenter, and followed that useful trade lifelong. In 1882 at St Paul’s, Chichester, he married Amelia Kate Turner, daughter of Harriet Turner and her husband George, a porter and labourer. They lived first in Portfield and then moved c. 1896 to 86 Cleveland Road, which remained home thereafter. Amelia had ten children (seven girls and three boys), all of whom were still living in 1911: they included Frederick Charles (3.05), Mary Ann (3.06) and Herbert Henry (33.15). In 1921 John was working for the Chichester builders J.O. Holt. After his death Amelia continued to live with some of the unmarried children at 86 Cleveland Road.

14.03	FOGDEN, William Overington  Baptised 18 Nov 1860, died 15 Mar 1936, aged 75
	FOGDEN, Margaret  Born 14 Nov 1861, died 23 Nov 1942, aged 81
William was born in Rumboldswyke, the son of Thomas Fogden, a dairy farmer, and Elizabeth. He followed his father’s occupation as a dairyman. In 1888 he was still living in Rumboldswyke, but farming land in North Mundham. By 1891, however, he had moved out to Hunston, where he established Hunston Dairies, and where he lived for the rest of his life. In 1885 he had married Margaret Nolan, a native of Alderney in the Channel Isles, and they had several sons and daughters. After William’s death, Margaret moved back to Whyke, to Pound Farm Road, where she ended her days.

12.04	FORD, Sophia  Baptised 23 May 1847, buried 15 July 1905, aged 58
	FORD, Sidney  Baptised 26 May 1844, buried 9 Jan 1906, aged 61
Sophia née Bright was the daughter of Matthew, a market gardener, and Elizabeth. At the age of 13 she was already in domestic service in her home town of Plaitford, Wiltshire. There in 1871 she married Sidney Ford; he was born in Batheaston, Somerset, son of James and Mary Ford, but by 1871 he was living in Wiltshire, and the couple set up home in West Wellow, just a mile from Plaitford. Here they had two sons. Sidney’s default occupation, like his father’s, was woolsorter, though the 1881 Census records him as market gardener like his father-in-law, and the 1891 classifies him as a farmer. By 1901 he and Sophia had retired to Chichester, to Bognor Road, their last address.

26.26	FORDER, Janet Mary  Born 1 Aug 1887, died 4th qtr 1979, A* 26 Nov 1979, aged 92
Janet Mary née Tait was born in Godalming, Surrey, to James Tait, a clergyman and Charterhouse schoolmaster, and his wife Caroline. In 1910 she married Frank George Forder, another Charterhouse master. They had numerous children– including four sets of twins! – in Godalming and then after WW1 in Skipton, Yorkshire. At Skipton Frank was headmaster of Ermysted’s Grammar School. By 1926 he and the family had moved south, to St Dunston’s College, Catford near Lewisham; he was the second Headmaster of the College, and introduced the importance of the outdoors and sport to the curriculum. He died there in 1930. In the 1930s Janet lived in Kensington with other members of the Forder family. In 1944 one of her youngest sons, Maj. Alfred Stuart Douglas Forder, was killed in action. We find Janet in the early 1960s at Whyke Cottage, Whyke Road. She died in Hereford and was cremated, but her ashes were returned to Whyke and deposited here.

11.16	FOWLER, Alexandra Elizabeth Kate  Born 14 Feb 1864, died 1 Feb 1928, aged 63
She was born in Islington to George Fowler, a bookseller, and Helen. From 1883 she worked as a clerk in the Post Office, rising to Principal Clerk; her salary was £150 per annum in 1899 when she retired through ill health. In 1911 we find her mother Helen, now 81 and widowed, living in Epsom with three unmarried daughters, Alexandra, Helen and Mary. By 1921 Mary had established a boarding house at Ivy Farm, Whyke Road, and Alexandra was staying there. Alexandra died at the Southdown Nursing Home, Birdham Road.

20.35	FOWLIE, Helen Coutts  Died 13 Apr 1941, aged 71
She was born in Kingston-upon-Thames, Surrey (though later she insisted it was Coombe), where we find her in the 1871 Census at four months of age with her parents John Coutts Fowlie, an East India merchant, and Elizabeth, plus numerous siblings. It was a wealthy and cultured family: were they related to the Coutts banking family? Helen’s most brilliant decade was the 1890s when she was in her 20s. She and no less than four of her sisters belonged to the Countess of Radnor’s aristocratic ladies’ string band, in which Helen played the drums, and they performed widely, e.g. to accompany an O.U.D.S. performance of ‘King John’ in 1891. By 1901 she was living independently in Marylebone, as a dealer in tea (her father’s influence) and later a milliner (hat trimmings). From approximately 1922 to 1932 we find her in Westminster at York Street Chambers, which were “Ladies’ Residential Chambers” designed to house single professional women. Finally, after a brief stay in Selsey, she had arrived by 1937 in Chichester at Laburnum Grove (off Market Avenue), no doubt bringing with her memories of dazzling London society.

18.32	FOX, Eliza  Baptised 19 Aug 1839, buried 7 Jan 1915, aged 76
Eliza was the daughter of William Southerton, a shoemaker, and Caroline. In 1863 she married Alfred Fox, a tailor, at Rumboldswyke. They had four children. When the Census was taken in 1911, Alfred had died, and Eliza was living with her brother William Southerton (born 1836). She is buried here with Emma Ray, who was Caroline’s daughter by her previous marriage to James Ray. 

28.17	FRANCIS, Phyllis Maude  Born 18 Apr 1915, died 24 Feb 1965, aged 49
	FRANCIS, Charles Walter  Born 19 Apr 1911, died 2 Apr 1974, aged 62
Phyllis’ mother was Edith Maude Verrall, her father Charles Verrall, a railway carter based at Chichester Station. The Verrall home was 72 Basin Road, and then from 1936 2 Kingsham Road. In the 1939 Register Phyllis was living at home and working as a café cook. Charles was born in North Mundham to Ada and Edwin Francis, the latter a cowman working for the Vicar. Charles’ older brother was William Francis (26.02). In the 1939 Register the family was still living at 1 Vicarage Cottage, North Mundham, and Charles was a “Horticultural Nursery Hand”. He and Phyllis married in 1943 in Chichester. They lived in Runcton, and had a son Graham in 1944. In 1954 the family moved to 35 Cherry Orchard Road, Whyke; that was the last address for both Phyllis and Charles, though Charles died in RWSH.

12.27	FRANCIS, Thomas  Born 26 May 1879, buried 16 Oct 1935, aged 56
Thomas was born in Ton Pentre, Glamorganshire in 1879, and baptised three years later in Ystradyfodwg; his parents were John, an engine driver, and Eliza. He moved to London, and at marriage in 1915 he was a steward’s assistant living in Barnet. He married Ada May Crees at Rumboldswhyke on the third day of Christmas (Dec. 27) 1915. (One wonders how they met!) They lived in Willesden in the 1920s, when Thomas was a commercial traveller for Liptons, no doubt drinking a lot of tea. In the 1930s home was 23 Ranelagh Road, Ealing, which was Thomas’ last address. Ada buried him in Whyke, no doubt because she planned to live here herself. In 1953 she remarried to Harold J. Hill; he is buried at 29.20, but Ada was buried with her first husband Thomas, as was customary. 

26.02	FRANCIS, William Edwin  Born 14 Sept 1902, died 19 June 1969, aged 66
	FRANCIS, Elizabeth Emily  Born 18 Apr 1907, buried 13 Nov 1981, aged 74
William was born in Sidlesham to Ada and Edwin Francis; he was the elder brother of Charles Francis (28.17). Their father was a cowman – in fact in 1921 he was cowman to the Vicar of North Mundham, Revd. J.C.B. Fletcher. William was then working as a groom and gardener. He continued to live in North Mundham with the family until 1938, when he married Elizabeth Emily Gilbert. Elizabeth was the daughter of William Gilbert, a coastguard, and Elizabeth Susannah. She was born in Gosport, but the family moved to Sidlesham, then Selsey, then by 1929 to North Mundham, where they lived at the Post Office, and where Elizabeth was courted by our William. After marriage our couple moved into Whyke, to 34 Ormonde Avenue, and had two children, Christopher in 1945 and Susanna in 1948. The 1939 Register has William working as a haulage lorry driver. They remained at No. 34 for the rest of their lives, though Elizabeth died in Christchurch Hospital.

19.11	FREEMAN, Matilda Frances  Buried 1 Nov 1911, aged 20 months
She was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, daughter of Thomas Richard Freeman, a dyer, and Matilda Phoebe (both 33.26), of 116 Bognor Road.

33.26	FREEMAN, Thomas Richard  Born 10 Dec 1873, bd. 29 Jan 1952, aged 78
	FREEMAN, Matilda Phoebe  Born 13 May 1885, bd. 12 Feb 1965, aged 79
Thomas was born at Portfield to Fanny Freeman and her husband Richard, a bricklayer. At age 16 he enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment; he was then 5’ 1¾” tall with hazel eyes, a long scar on his left thigh, and tattoos on both forearms. He served in the “East Indies” 1890-1902 and was awarded an India Medal 1895 and clasps for Punjab Frontier and Tirah 1897-98, before discharge in 1903. Matilda née Gamage was born in Islington to Elizabeth and Walter Gamage, the latter a labourer. In 1901 she was a domestic servant in Clerkenwell. She and Thomas married in Chichester in 1907, when he was 34, she 22. They settled at 116 Bognor Road, and remarkably remained there for the rest of their lives – some 58 years in Matilda’s case. At least seven children were born, one of whom, named Matilda after her mother, died in infancy (19.11). In 1911 Thomas was a dyer’s cleaner, in 1921 a steel erector; in 1939 he was a County Council worker, while Matilda was a laundry hand.

20.19	FREEMANTLE, Geoffrey Lawrence  Buried 26 Jan 1910 ,aged 14 days
The address in the burial register is Lyndhurst Rd. We cannot identify his parents with certainty.

29.32	FRISE, Minnie Mabel  Born 11 March 1876, buried 28 March 1963, aged 88
Minnie née James was born at Pembroke Dock in Wales, daughter of Eliza Ann and Oliver Lloyd James, a shipwright at the Dock. In 1896 at Shrewsbury she married Frederick Ernest Frise, a shipwright like her father. They lived in Pembroke and had two daughters, Elsie and Edna. By 1921, however, they had moved to another naval dock, that of Portsmouth; later they moved to yet another, that of Medway, Kent, where Frederick died in 1932. Minnie and Elsie were still in Canterbury in 1939, but after the war we find them in Chichester, and by 1955 they were at 35 Whyke Lane, Minnie’s last address.

32.10	FRY, Daisy Vyletta  Born 31 Aug 1885, buried 18 Apr 1953, aged 67
	FRY, James  Born 14 Oct 1883, buried 4 Apr 1963, aged 79
Daisy née Payne was born in Newhaven, East Sussex, to Philip Joseph Payn, a steam crane driver, and Marianne. She was baptised as Daisy Violetta, but unfortunately Violetta becomes Vyletta in all later records. James was born in Speldhurst, Kent, to James, a railway platelayer, and Rosina. He followed his father onto the railway, as a porter in 1904 and 1921, a shunter in 1911 and 1939. He and Daisy married at Newhaven in 1904 and had two sons there, James Eric and Richard Claud. They were at Rotherfield, East Sussex in 1921, but by 1927 they had established themselves at 69 Grove Road, Whyke. James’ elderly mother Rosina joined James Eric and his wife Ivy at 89 Grove Road and died there in 1948 (34.18), but not before achieving her century. Daisy died at No. 69; James then moved to No. 89, and died there.

18.14	FRY, Edward  Baptised 19 Aug 1827, died 30 July 1893, aged 66
	FRY, Sarah Georgina  Baptised 18 Feb 1835, died 23 Nov 1909, aged 74
Edward was baptised in 1827 at Arundel, the son of Thomas and Susanna Fry. By 1851 Edward was a Timber Merchant like his father, no doubt preparing to take over his father’s business; by the 1871 Census he was employing 12 men and 2 boys.
He married Sarah Georgina Wilkins at Arundel on 23 August 1860. She had been baptised in 1835 at the Abbey, St Albans, Herts, daughter of George and Sarah Jane Wilkins; George was a coach builder. Edward and Sarah Georgina had three sons and one daughter. Edward and Sarah were still in Arundel in 1881, but by 1891 they had moved to Rumboldswyke (Ecclestan Villas on Bognor Rd) with their daughter Constance, and Edward was now retired. Edward was buried in 1893 and Sarah in 1909; the address given in both burial records is Whyke Lane. Their daughter is buried as Constance Haines, her married surname, at 16.15.

16.19	FRY, Harry  Born 1868, buried 11 Aug 1932, aged 64
	FRY, Lucretia  Baptised 18 Oct 1863, buried 23 Mar 1949, aged 85
They were a Wiltshire couple, Harry a woolsorter. Their marriage was in 1890 at Maiden Bradley, Lucretia’s birthplace: she was the daughter of John and Anne White, while Harry was born at Codford, son of Harry Fry, a blacksmith. By 1901 they had five children and were in Steyning, good sheep country north of Brighton. By 1911 the couple had settled in Chichester, where Harry worked for Ebenezer Prior Ltd.; they remained here for the rest of their lives.

34.18	FRY, Rosina Louisa  Buried 8 June 1948, aged 100
Rosina spent the last years of her very long life in Whyke. She was an only child, but we have not traced her parents, both of whom died young. She was born at Tonbridge, Kent, and it was there that she married James Fry, a railway platelayer, in 1881, as Rosina Young. We do not know whether or not she was then a widow, but she had had a daughter Kate Young in 1872. James and Rosina settled in nearby Speldhurst and had three sons, James, Richard and Walter. By 1911 they had moved a short distance into Royal Tunbridge Wells. Rosina was still there, now widowed, in 1939. By 1944 she had moved to Whyke to join her grandson James Eric and his wife Ivy at 89 Grove Road (her son James Fry was at No. 69, see 32.10). She achieved her century there, receiving not only a telegram from the King and Queen and “numberless postcards” but also, to her delight, “two lovely big cakes”.

34.19	FUNNELL, Edith Sophia  Born 12 Jan 1886, died 29 July 1948, aged 62
	FUNNELL, John  Born 21 Nov 1881, died 28 Oct 1952, aged 70
Edith Sophia née Wallace was the daughter of John Wallace, a Chichester currier, and his wife Ann, according to the 1891 Census and her marriage certificate. It is perhaps a coincidence that an Edith Sophia Wallace was baptised at nearby Southbourne on 14 February 1886, daughter of a single mother, Harriet Wallace. At any rate, our Edith was in Worthing as a barmaid in 1901 and a parlourmaid in 1911. It was there that she met John, who was baptised as John Edward Funnell (though he never used his middle name), son of John, a Worthing greengrocer, and June. Edith and John married at St Paul, Chichester in 1913. Our John was then a gardener, but in in 1921 a furniture salesman, and in 1939 a house painter. They lived at 43 Franklin Place, Chichester and had three children, John Edward, Eileen (died in infancy) and Doris. By 1939 John and Edith were at 33 Cleveland Road, which was the last address for both of them.

30.21	FURMEDGE, George Charles  Born 25 Sept 1913, died 5 May 1960, aged 46
George was born in Portsmouth to Alfred Furmedge, who did building repairs at the naval dock, and his wife Alice. By 1939 he had moved to Midhurst, where he did “grocery canvassing”; there in 1940 he married Hilda M.E. Gamblen. In WW2 he served with the Coldstream Guards, and was eventually discharged as unfit for service. After the war he and Hilda lived in Chichester, at 107 Whyke Lane, which was George’s last address, though he died in RWSH. George had a couple of driving offences, and in 1956, working as a grocer’s assistant, he was convicted of stealing from his employer. He and Hilda had a son Rodney in Midhurst in 1941 and a daughter Della in Chichester in 1951. After his early death Hilda remarried to Victor Goodeve in Chichester in 1969.

19.32	GALE, Eliza  Baptised 9 Sept 1845, buried 6 Apr 1892, aged 46
Eliza was born in Ogbourne St George, Wiltshire, near Marlborough, and baptised at nearby Preshute. Her mother was Eliza, her father John Henry Gale, a landholder who in 1871 had 920 acres and employed 18 men and 10 boys. Our Eliza attended Haldon House school for young ladies in Cheltenham. In 1881 we find her living in the household of her married younger sister Frederica Jeans in South Hayling, Hampshire. By 1891 the Jeans family and Eliza had moved to Whyke Lane, Chichester (where Frederica’s husband Harry Jeans was a wood merchant), and it was there that Eliza died.

16.06	GANDELL, Anne  Died 11 Dec 1896, aged 65
Her headstone says she was the wife of John Gandell. The electoral registers show her (but not John) in Chichester from 1889, but no evidence has yet been found of her earlier life, or John’s.

33.37	GANDY, Florence Knipe  Born 22 Oct 1870, died 24 Jan 1954, aged 83
Florence was one of at least eight daughters of Revd. James Hunter Gandy and his wife Marian Jane. She was born in Stanwick, Northamptonshire, but by 1881 the family had moved to Chesterton, near Peterborough, where Revd. Gandy had a long incumbency. It looks as if most of his daughters, like Florence, were disinclined to marry. In 1901 we find Florence as governess to a family that had five daughters – a familiar situation to her. By 1911 she was in London doing “daily teaching”, presumably as distinct from schoolteaching. She had retired from teaching by 1939, but she kept her flat in St Marylebone until 1952. Her last few years were spent in Graylingwell Hospital.

34.13	GARDNER, Alice Sarah  Born 13 Aug 1902, bd. 5 Jan 1948, aged 45
Alice née Matthews was born in Chichester to Edward Harry, a park keeper with the City Council, and Edith. In 1921 she was a shop assistant at the Coop in North Street. She married Alfred Herbert William Gardner in 1925 at St Peter the Less; he was then with the RAF at Tangmere. They had a daughter Edith in 1926. They lived at 6 Priory Lane, and then from 1931 at 5 Cambrai Avenue; they were still there at the time of Alice’s premature death.

13.07	GARDNER, Anne  Baptised 23 June 1844, buried 20 Apr 1927, aged 82
	GARDNER, Ellen  Born 9 Aug 1865, buried 2 Sept 1947, aged 82
Anne was born to Mary Lee, a single mother, in Bury, Sussex (between Arundel and Pulborough). In 1861 Anne was a house servant in Pulborough, and 1865, as a single mother herself, she gave birth to Ellen. Six years later Anne married Albert Gardner, a miller, at Fareham, and thereafter Ellen was given the surname Gardner. Anne and Albert were back in Sussex, in Eastergate, in 1891. Following Albert’s death in 1895, Anne moved into Chichester. Ellen, after working in domestic service, rejoined Anne at 9 Cleveland Road by 1921, and they both ended their days there.

18.03	GARDNER, Ellen  Baptised 24 June 1838, buried 14 May 1904, aged 65
Ellen was one of the daughters of William Parsons and his wife Mary née Lillywhite, who lived in North Mundham. In 1859 at North Mundham she married George Gardner, a shepherd. They had three children, including Henry (b. 1860) before George died in 1869. Ellen then moved to the Bognor Road in Whyke with her parents; in 1881 she was a laundress, and her son Henry a machinist. She is buried in the same grave as her brother Charles; Henry is buried in the adjacent grave 18.02. 

18.02	GARDNER, Henry  Baptised 26 Feb 1860, buried 5 Oct 1892, aged 32
Henry was the cousin of William Parsons, who is buried in the same grave; he was the son of George Gardner, a shepherd, and Ellen née Parsons, who is buried in the next grave (18.03). George and Ellen had three children, including Henry, before George died in 1869. Ellen then moved to the Bognor Road in Whyke with her parents; in 1881 she was a laundress, and her son Henry a machinist. In 1892 Henry, now a market gardener, married Eliza Sherwin at Rumboldswyke. He was found dead on the railway line in October of that year, an apparent suicide related to the fact that he had been dismissed from work and threatened with prosecution.

?	GATTRELL, Brenda Jane Anne  Born 1st qtr 1948, buried 14 Jan 1949, aged 10 months
Her parents were Benjamin and Lucy Gattrell of 84 Exton Road. She was probably buried in one of the shared children’s graves of 1949, i.e. 35.38 or 35.39.

25.13	GEACH, Norah Amy  Born 16 Nov 1906, died 12 July 1979, aged 72
Norah née Hunt was born in Littlehampton to Ellen Hunt and her husband William Ernest, who was an insurance agent with the ‘Pru’. By 1911 the family had moved to Whyke, and in 1921, at age 14, Norah was an apprentice to Sykes the drapers in South Street. In 1931 at St George’s she married Ernest Arthur Geach, an electrical engineer. The electoral registers in the 1930s show her with the Hunt family but without Ernest: was he in the military? After the war she and Ernest had various addresses in Chichester, and settled in 1953 at 75 Willowbed Drive, Norah’s final address.

35.08	GEDDES, James  Born 10 May 1889, died 1 Dec 1946, aged 57
	GEDDES, Esther  Born 30 July 1891, buried 18 May 1965, aged 73
James was originally a fisherman, son of Alexander Geddes, also a fisherman, and Mary Geddes. He was born in the Scottish fishing village of Buckie in Banff. He joined the Royal Navy in May 1914 aged 25, signing up for 12 years, and was posted to HMS Victory II. (Victory II was a land based training establishment for stokers and engine artificers, based in Portsmouth.) He served throughout WW1 as a Stoker in various warships, and continued his active service until 1928, when he had the rank of Stoker 1st Class (service number P/K 22483). He then held a series of non-combatant roles in R.N. training establishments, the last being in HMS Boscawen, which was the Portland naval base. He was “released in Class A” in August 1945, and was given a Commonwealth War Graves headstone after his death the following year.
Esther was the daughter of Harry Johnson, a railway plate-layer from West Dean. She married James there on 2 March 1918, and bore him two daughters, Mary (1920) and Jean (1925). They lived at 141 Whyke Road until 1938 and then at 7 Lyndhurst Road; Esther died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

?	GEORGE, Constance Ada  Born 3rd qtr 1921, buried 16 Feb 1922, aged 7 months  
She was the daughter of William Henry George, a house painter, and his wife Flora, of 127 Bognor Road. Probably she was buried in one of the shared children’s graves of this period, 19.25 or 19.27.  

2.12	GEORGE, Henry  Baptised 10 Dec 1854, died 7 Aug 1938, aged 84
	GEORGE, Mary Ann  Born 4th qtr 1857, buried 6 Feb 1953, aged 95
Henry was born in Chichester to Richard and Mary Ann George. Both Henry and Richard are listed in some records as “bird stuffer” (cf. John James Barnes, 1.28), though Henry is also called taxidermist (1891 Census), naturalist (1901) and “bird and animal preserver” (1921). Mary Ann was born in Gosport to William Meadus (a Chelsea pensioner in 1861) and Ann; by 1871 they had moved to Whyke, and William and Ann are buried in the OC. Mary Ann and Henry married in 1880 at St Peter the Great. They were at 6 Basin Road, and then by 1901 at their longterm home, 39 West Street. There were seven children, Mary, William, Winfred, Richard (aka James), Henry, Edward, and one who did not survive. In 1901 William, now 18, was a ‘naturalist’ like his father. By 1935 Henry and Mary Ann had moved from No. 39 to ‘Wiston’, 6 Parklands Road. That was Henry’s last address, but Mary Ann died in care at ‘North View’, East Preston.

27.07	GEORGE, Myrtle Flora  Born 31 Oct 1882, died 15 Jan 1968, aged 85
She was née Mansbridge; the Burial Plan and Register give her forenames as Myrtle Flora, but there is no other evidence for ‘Myrtle’, and she seems to have gone by ‘Flora’. We cannot find a birth record, and since there are two candidates called Flora Mansbridge in the Censuses, we cannot identify her parents. The first certainty is that she married William Henry George at Chichester in 1914. See on William (27.06) for their married life.

27.06	GEORGE, William Henry  Born 7 May 1883, died 4 June 1969, aged 86
He was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, as William Henry Meadus George. Meadus was his mother’s maiden name, but it does not appear elsewhere in records pertaining to William. His parents were Mary Ann George and her husband Henry, a taxidermist specialising in birds (2.12). In 1901 William was a ‘naturalist’ like his father, but in 1911 he was a packer, a ‘reserved profession’. In 1914 he enlisted as a Special Reservist in the Army, and later that year he married Flora Mansbridge (27.07). They lived at 127 Bognor Road, and had a son William Leslie (1916) and a daughter Ella (1918). In the 1939 Register William was a house painter. Home continued to be 127 Bognor Road into the 1960s, but Flora died in Bognor Regis, and William in care at 9 College Lane.



8.25	GIBLETT, Joseph Arthur  Baptised 13 Oct 1878, died 3 Feb 1935, aged 60
	GIBLETT, Annie  Born 3rd qtr 1874, died 8 Jan 1947, aged 72
Joseph was baptised in Peterborough on 13 Oct 1878, but the records of his age at death (60) and in the Censuses point to birth in 1875. His father was Joseph, a farm worker and nurseryman; his mother was Mary Ann, who died in 1879. He followed his father in both name and trade, becoming a market gardener. Annie née Hance was born in Great Missenden, Buckinghamshire, to Jane and John Hance, the latter a general dealer (later a farmer). She married Joseph at Ealing in 1901, and they settled straightway at 32 (later 30) Whyke Lane, Chichester, where three children were born. Joseph enlisted briefly in the Essex Regiment in June 1918. In 1921 he was a shopman in the corn store of Sadler & Co. on East Street. Shortly before his sudden death the family moved to 1 Cleveland Road, which was Annie’s final address.

33.16	GILBERT, Agnes Anna  Born 30 Aug 1851, died 1 March 1951, aged 99
Her headstone records that she was born at Cantley Manor, Norwich. Her mother was Mary Jane Gilbert, her father William Alexander Gilbert, a magistrate and landed proprietor. She was baptised on the same day (12 Oct 1851) as Reginald Gilbert, son of the Rector of Cantley. William Alexander died in 1887; his will was proved by his sons Henry Herbert, an Army Major, and Walter Edward, chief constable in the Metropolitan Police, and his estate amounted to £8556 1d. 8d. Agnes and three of her sisters were living on private means in Torquay in 1901 and in Fishbourne in 1921. As she outlived her sisters, Agnes moved to 97 Whyke Lane, and in 1938 to No. 35, her final address. In the 1939 Register she was “incapacitated”. She did not quite achieve a century, but died, as her headstone says, “in her hundredth year”.

25.07	GILBERT, Mavis Audrey  Born 21 Apr 1934, buried 17 Apr 1978, aged 43
The Burial Register gives her last address as 2 Chilcombe Close, Leigh Park, Havant. Earlier records, which might establish when she lived in Whyke, are not available.

26.28	GILL, Mary Dorothea  Born 24 Aug 1895, died 20 Jan 1989, aged 93
Mary was born in Northampton to Sarah Gill and her husband Anthony, a Congregational minister. By 1921 she was living in Hambrook, near Emsworth, with her married sister Amy Fox and her brother-in-law John Kirkham Fox, a retired Anglican priest; Mary was then 25, Amy 46 and John 72. She was a “daily governess”. After John’s death she remained in Hambrook with Amy, eventually no doubt as her carer. When Amy died in 1945, her will made Mary her executrix and presumably her beneficiary. She remained in the Hambrook house until 1955, then moved to Chichester, to 29 West Street. She eventually became a resident of St Mary’s Hospital, an almshouse, but she ended her days at Flimwell Rest Home on Stockbridge Road. Her ashes were deposited here on 20 June 1989.

20.24	GISSING, Lizzie  Buried 7 July 1888, aged 31
Lizzie was née Chapman. If we have identified her correctly on the 1871 Census, she was born at Rotherhithe, and her mother was Sarah. Certainly she married Frederick George Gissing, a warehouseman, in 1879; her father was recorded as James Chapman, a farmer. The marriage was at Islington, and she bore two children there, William St Leonard (1882) and Georgie Annie Martha Cresswell (1885). They then moved to Chichester (Whyke Lane), perhaps hoping to escape the epidemics, but to no avail: Frederick George died aged 33 in November 1887, and was buried in the Old Churchyard. A third child, John Frederick Cresswell Gissing, was privately baptised at Whyke on 11 Dec 1887; a note by the baptism says he was buried on 18 Dec 1887, though there is no corresponding record in the burial register. Then Lizzie herself succumbed in the following summer.

18.07	GLADMAN, Lucy  Baptised 5 July 1829, buried 24 Nov 1921, aged 92
She lived mostly in the South Downs villages of East Sussex, and came to Whyke only in the last years of her long life. She was born in Ringmer, near Lewes, to Robert and Elizabeth Evans. In her mid-teens in 1846 she married William Gladman, a labourer. She had at least 10 children, four in Laughton and six in Pyecome. She was widowed in 1873 and lived with various relatives. Sometime after 1911 she moved to Whyke to live with her daughter Grace (married name Parsons). Her last address was 53 Lyndhurst Road.

24.14	GLANCY, Hilary Stevenson  Born 13 March 1947, died 11 Jan 1987, aged 39
Hilary Stevenson née Burrows was born in Crosby, Lancashire to Gilbert Stevenson Burrows and his wife Margaret née Peet. She married Michael Glancy of the R.N. in 1976 in Greenwich District. They had three children: Emma Rachel (1977) in Weymouth, Rebecca Sarah (1979) in Chichester, and Simon Terence (1985) in London. Michael was a churchwarden at St George’s. He purchased the former vicarage, Brandram House, 200 Whyke Road, which was where Hilary died.

20.25	GLEW, Cyrus Leslie  Buried 4 Oct 1923, aged 1 month
The civil registration of his birth gives his mother’s birth surname as Yetman, so his parents must have been William C. Glew and May Estella Yetman, who married in Chichester in 1915. May Estella was the daughter of William Yetman (16.07) and his wife Louisa.

3.01	GLOVER, Elizabeth Mary  Baptised 4 Aug 1861, died 22 Oct 1934, aged 73
Elizabeth was the wife of Father Ernest Glover, Rector of the parish from 1909 to 1936. She was born in Lincoln to Elizabeth Dickinson and her husband Charles, a miller and farmer. She married Ernest in 1899 when she was 37 and he 32. Initially they lived at Hastings, where Ernest was vicar of St Mary Magdalen Church (since 1983 a Greek Orthodox church). From 1902 he was the Rector of East Marden, north of Chichester. When they came to St George’s they lived in the Rectory (now Brandram House), where they employed a cook and a housekeeper, both ‘living in’. It was said that soon after his appointment to the parish Ernest, a Doctor of both Divinity and Law, was offered a bishopric, which he declined. 
Elizabeth died of carbon monoxide poisoning in October 1934; the inquest found suicide while of unsound mind. Dr Glover reported that she had had two operations, and had suffered from neurasthenia for 18 years. A memorial window to her in the Lady Chapel of St George’s church was dedicated in March 1935. Dr Glover retired from St George’s in 1936 to live in Bournemouth. He died in August 1950 aged 84.

14.18	GLUE, Adelaide Amelia  Baptised 28 Apr 1834, buried 2 Jan 1902, aged 67
Adelaide represented a challenge for us, since she remarried late in life, and we could not find her on the 1901 Census. But we love a puzzle! It turns out that she was baptised at Boxgrove as Adelaide Amelia Wares, daughter of Henry Wares, a bricklayer, and Emma. In 1857 at Oving she married John Robinson, a labourer. She continued to work as a dressmaker after marriage, and bore a daughter and three sons. John was buried at Portfield in 1889, and in 1894 Adelaide remarried to William Glue, himself a widower. She died six years later in Chichester Infirmary.

25.31	GLUE, Charles  Born 24 Dec 1912, died 30 Dec 1994, aged 82
	GLUE, Phyllis Nellie  Born 1st qtr 1914, died 25 Oct 2008, aged 94
Charles was born on Christmas Eve 1912 in St Paul’s parish, Chichester, to William and Alice Glue. His father was killed in action with the Royal Fusiliers in 1917, so Charles would hardly have known him. Phyllis née Gates hailed from Fareham, where her mother was May, her father Walter, a baker. She married Charles at Chichester in 1933, and they moved into 88 Bognor Road, which remarkably was to remain home for the rest of their long lives. A son Donald was born in 1938. In 1939 Charles was working for a preserved foods company in the “invalid food dept.” He died just six days after his 82nd birthday. The Burial Register says Phyllis was buried in March (no date) 2009; since this is five months after her death, it was perhaps a deposition of ashes.

4.03	GLUE, Mary  Born 1841, buried 25 June 1932, aged 91
Mary was born early in 1841 in South Harting, daughter of Henry Shepherd, a farm worker, and his wife Sarah. (The family surname is variously spelled Shepherd, Shepperd and Sheppard.) At the age of 16 she married Thomas Glue/Glew, and their first child Thomas Henry (4.02) was born shortly thereafter. They went on to have at least nine other children over 25 years. In the late 1870s they moved from Harting to Up Marden, and were still there in 1891. Following Thomas’ death in 1897, we find Mary with two of her sons in Funtington in the 1901 Census, and in Wonersh, Surrey in 1911. Mary’s daughter Ann Maria and her husband Henry Soal (both 4.07) had set up house by 1918 at 119 Bognor Road in Chichester, and there Mary joined them by 1921 together with her two younger sisters Ann Sheppard and Maria, and her granddaughter Sally Shepherd Glew (daughter of one of her younger sons, George Leonard). Quite a household! Ann Sheppard is buried with Mary in this grave.

4.02	GLUE, Thomas Henry  Born 1857, buried 27 Sept 1919, aged 61
The family surname is sometimes spelled Glue, sometimes Glew. Thomas Henry was born at Harting, son of Thomas, a farm labourer, and Mary (4.03); his birth was registered in the fourth quarter of 1857. (One needs to distinguish him from two other Thomases born at Harting: Thomas Glew the son of Thomas and Sarah, baptised 21 Oct 1855; and Thomas George Glew, the son of William and Charlotte, baptised 5 Jan 1856.) In the late 1870s Thomas’ family moved from Harting to Up Marden, and there in 1880 he married Frances Caplin of Treyford. They had one son, Thomas Joseph Caplin Glew, in 1882. Thomas Henry worked as a general farm labourer, though in the 1901 Census he is more specifically a stockman dealing with cattle. By then they were in Littlehampton, and there Frances died in 1905. Thomas then joined his widowed mother Mary and other relatives, first in Wonersh, Surrey, and then at 119 Bognor Road, Chichester.

6.10	GOFF, Alice Mary  Born 21 Dec 1899, died 26 June 1916, aged 16
Alice was born in Chichester, daughter of Mary Ann Goff (later Horner), with whom she is buried here, and William, a farm worker. The family moved from 31 York Road to 132 Bognor Road in 1907, and then to 120 Bognor Road, which was Alice’s last address.

5.14	GOFF, Henry Thomas  Baptised 13 Oct 1850, buried 8 June 1918, aged 67
His parents were David and Jane Goff, who lived at West Wittering and baptised Henry there. They liked the name Henry so much that they named another son Henry Albert Goff. By 1871 our Henry had moved to St Pancras, Chichester, with his widowed mother Jane. In 1875 he married Emma Sarah Ayling, daughter of John and Fanny Ayling. The couple had no children; they lived mostly at St Pancras, though they were at Florance Road, Portfield in 1911. Henry worked for a currier as a labourer (1881) and stoker (1891), and later as a bricklayer’s labourer (1901, 1911). Emma died in 1916, and Henry moved to 87 Cleveland Road, his last address.

31.34	GOFF, Hilda  Born 21 June 1899, buried 19 Jan 1959, aged 59
Hilda née Humphreys was a Whyke native, baptised here on 30 July 1899; she was the only daughter of Annie Elizabeth and her husband Edward John Humphries, a printer. In 1914, at the age of 15, she was appointed teacher at Whyke Infant School, and she was still in that post in 1921. On Boxing Day 1936 at St George’s she married Arthur Francis George Goff, a greengrocer. “The bride chose a Lido blue two-piece suit, with hat and shoes to match, and wore a fox fur, the gift of the bridegroom” (Sussex Chronicle). The couple settled at ‘Studlands’, 20 King’s Avenue, which was Hilda’s last address.

32.14	GOLDIE, Charles  Born 4 May 1879, died 24 Nov 1953, aged 74
	GOLDIE, Maggie Florence  Born 9 Apr 1883, died 7 May 1960, aged 77
Charles was a Chichester native, son of James, a publican on the Broyle Road, and Annie. In 1901 he was a corn dealer’s carman. Maggie née French was born in nearby Sidlesham, eldest child of Charles French, a farm worker, and Ellen. In 1901 she was in domestic service at Sandown on the Isle of Wight. She married Charles in 1907 at Hunston, and they had a daughter Gladys Daisy in 1909. At that time Charles was a horse slaughterer or ‘knacker’, and that remained his trade in 1939. By 1920 they had moved from Hunston to 16 Caledonian Road, and had Maggie’s widowed father living with them. No. 16 remained their home, though Maggie died in Gloucester.



14.21	GOODACRE, Carrie  Buried 24 July 1937, aged 76
	GOODACRE, Frederick Joseph Allen  Born 1860, buried 11 Aug 1938, aged 78
Carrie née Sutcliffe was born in Islington, daughter of Robert and Caroline; in 1881 she was an assistant elementary school teacher in Somerset. Frederick was born in the Dalston area of London; his father was Joseph, a onetime tea dealer. He and Carrie married in 1887 in Islington; two children were born, Carrie (1888) and Herbert (1891). Frederick had started as a clerk; around the time of their marriage he was a journalist and author, but these ambitions did not bear fruit, for in 1901 he was a shorthand clerk, and in 1921 a stores clerk. They moved from London to Reigate by 1919; then, from 1921, to Runcton in Sussex; and finally from 1933 to Whyke Lane in Chichester. Frederick’s death in 1938 was recorded in Lewisham, but his body was brought to Whyke for burial with Carrie.

36.00	GOODRIDGE, Sidney William Ewart  Born 6 March 1899, died 29 March 1976, aged 77
	GOODRIDGE, Lily Beatrice  Born 3 Sept 1899, died 17 June 1986, aged 86
Sidney was born in Lambeth to Ada Goodridge and her husband Sidney, a farrier. Was he given the name Ewart in honour of William Ewart Gladstone, whose last spell as Prime Minister was 1892-94? At some point Sidney’s family moved to Horsham, and it was there that he married Lily Beatrice Redding in 1920. She had been born in Plumstead, Woolwich, the eldest child of Charles, a machine and tool maker, and Beatrice. They had two children, Terrence in 1921 in Horsham and Margaret (36.01, married name Stimpson) in 1927 in Chichester. By now Sidney, who was a car mechanic, had established a garage at 17 Eastgate, which he kept into the 1960s. In 1939 he was also a manager for a motorcycle dealer, and was a member of the observer corps of the ARP. Home in the 1930s was 206 Whyke Road; after the war they lived in Donnington, but their last address was 1 Ashburnham Close, Chichester.

34.04	GORDON, Lucy Frances  Baptised 6 Dec 1891, bd. 3 Apr 1947, aged 55
Lucy née Kilby was born in West Dean to John, a butler, and Harriett. By 1901 the family had moved to 27 Bognor Road, Whyke, where Lucy was a milliner in 1911. In 1918 at St George’s she married Thomas Gordon, an army corporal, whose father Samuel was a professional swimmer. We do not know what became of Thomas: the next available records show Lucy still at No. 27 from 1929, first alone and then with her sister Harriett. She was still there in 1937; after the war the records show her in Worthing, where she died.

13.31	GOULD, Alfred  Buried 30 Nov 1927, aged 77
	GOULD, Mary  Buried 14 Jan 1930, aged 88
Alfred was born in Froxfield, Hampshire; he was baptised there on 5 June 1833, but if later reports of his age are correct, he was born in 1830. His parents were William and Phoebe Gould. Alfred was clearly a strong and versatile man, successively a farm worker, a gardener, a stoker in a sausage factory (1901) and a stoker in a ginger beer factory (1911).
Mary née Silvester was born in Westbourne, Sussex c. 1843. It has not yet proved possible to identify her parents from the birth records or the 1851 Census; in the 1861 Census she was in domestic service, and was visiting Harriet Silvester aged 66, perhaps her grandmother, in West Dean. Later in 1861 Mary married George Elderton, a farm worker, at Donnington. The couple had some six children at Donnington, including Charles in 1864 (12.31). It appears that George died in the 1870s and Mary then married Alfred Gould c. 1878, though neither the death nor the marriage record has been traced. Alfred and Mary moved to Chichester, first to George Street, and then by 1891 to 25 Caledonian Road, where they remained. As well as the Elderton children, they raised at least five Gould offspring, including Frederick Albert b. 1880 (14.31).

14.31	GOULD, Frederick Alfred  Baptised 7 March 1880, died 11 Feb 1910, aged 30
He was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, the son of Alfred Gould, a gardener, and his wife Mary (both at 13.31). He appears on the 1901 Census in St Pancras, London, as a visitor, single, bootmaker. His address in the Whyke burial register is 25 Caledonian Road.

5.15-16  GRACE, Annie  Died 13 July 1918, aged 73
She is mentioned on the east side of the kerb surrounding plots 15 and 16; she was the mother of Ethel Laura Thorowgood, who is buried there. Born at Froxfield, Hampshire, she married George Grace, and they lived at Portsea. George died in 1873, and Annie supported herself and the girls as a ‘machinist color’ (1881 & 1891 Censuses: i.e. in dying?). By 1901 she was living with Arthur and Ethel Thorowgood in Portsmouth, and she moved with them to Chichester.

24.28	GRAHAM, James John  Born 7 June 1971, died 5 Nov 1997, aged 26
The registration of his birth at Chichester says his mother was née Nurse, but Ancestry does not list any Graham-Nurse marriages of a suitable date. His address in the Burial Register was 146 Whyke Road. Alan H. Graham, who was at that address in 2005, was presumably a relative.

31.38	GRAY, Emma Sarah  Born 11 July 1872, died 14 Dec 1953, aged 81
	GRAY, William Edwin  Born 7 Dec 1876, died 19 Oct 1965, aged 89
Clearly this plot was set aside for interment of ashes, like 26.27 and other plots at the northern edge of the churchyard; the Grays had no family connection with William Taylor. Emma Gray was omitted from the Burial Register but is recorded on the Burial Plan (as ashes) and on her headstone.
Emma née Perry was born in East Coker, a Somerset village later made famous by association with T.S. Eliot, and the setting of one of his Four Quartets. Her parents were George Perry, a carpenter, and Lucy Charlotte. She was in domestic service in Parkstone, Dorset in 1891. William was a blacksmith; he was born in Hammersmith to Louisa and James Gray, the latter a sawyer. Emma and William converged on Chichester from opposite directions, and were married at Whyke in 1900. They had a daughter Avery in 1902, and lived at 148 Orchard Street. In 1926 they moved to 20 New Park Road, which they named ‘East Coker’ after Emma’s birthplace. In 1939 they were at 45 Windsor Road, and William was in “general work”. He was at 223 Whyke Road in the early 1960s, but he died in St Richard’s Hospital; his ashes were interred on 8 June 1966.

36.17	GRAYSMARK, Alfred  Born 26 March 1865, buried 31 March 1945, aged 80
An unusual surname! He was born at Fernhurst (between Midhurst and Haslemere) to Diana and Alfred Graysmark, who was a farm worker and later a miller; though given his father’s name Alfred, he was not the eldest son. His mother Diana died when he was five. Like most farm workers, he had various roles, as plough boy (1881) and shepherd (1911). In May 1901 at Tortington he married Anne Burchell, a cook of Horsham, but she died very soon, in November of that year. By 1911 Alfred was employed at a farm in Merston, and he was still there in the 1920s, although by 1918 he was lodging at 126 Bognor Road, Whyke, which remained his chief residence for the rest of his life. One of his last roles, around 1938-40, was as gardener at the Rectory at Fittleworth.

30.10	GREELY, Wilfred  Born 3rd qtr 1911, died 22 July 1959, aged 48
He was born at Hove to Emily Greely and her husband William, a coach driver. In 1933 he married Beatrice Thair in Chichester, and they had a daughter Sonia in 1940. The 1939 Register shows Beatrice at 62 Grove Road with her parents Edwin and Mary; Wilfred was elsewhere, presumably already on military duty. After the war he and Beatrice lived at 29 Grove Road, which was his last address, though he died in RWSH.

19.03	GREEN, Albert Edward  Buried 8 Aug 1905, aged 3 
Son of Leonard Charles Green, a carman, and his wife Evangeline Boniface Green; in 1905 they were living at 109 Bognor Road.

11.34	GREEN, Amelia Fanny  Baptised 20 June 1886, buried 10 Nov 1934, aged 48
	GREEN, Audrey Vivian  Born 28 Apr 1921, buried 15 Aug 1935, aged 14
	GREEN, Albert Edward  Baptised 30 Nov 1884, buried 7 Jan 1939, aged 53
Amelia Fanny née Sharp was the daughter of Henry Walter Sharp, a labourer, and Sarah, who lived at East Wittering. Albert was the son of Thomas and Eliza Green (04.14). He was born in Pagham, and moved to Whyke with the family in his teens. He and Amelia married at St George’s, Whyke in 1911. In that year Albert was recorded just as a ‘worker’; in 1921, as a packer for Shippam’s. Their children included Audrey, who died at 14 and is buried here with them; Phyllis and Vera (10.36); and Edward George (11.38). They lived at 22 Grove Rd until c.1934, and then at ‘Garfield’ on Whyke Road; however, Amelia died at Aldingbourne House, a TB sanatorium.

19.11	GREEN, Christine Eliza  Buried 25 Apr 1912, aged 9 months
She was baptised at Rumboldswhyke; her parents were Leonard Charles Green, a vanman (i.e. deliveryman) and Evangeline Boniface, who were then of 100 Bognor Road. (See 5.24 for Evangeline, and 19.03 for another of her children, Albert.)

31.06	GREEN, Daisy Kate  Born 14 Oct 1897, died 12 June 1953, aged 56
She was Chichester-born, daughter of Charles Albert White, a labourer, and Martha (3.35). In 1921 she was a domestic cook in Portsmouth. By 1930 she had returned to Chichester and was living at 81 Grove Road, two doors away from Philip Green at No. 83. She changed the colour of her surname by marrying him in 1934 at St George’s; he was a hay tier like his father John (32.15). The newlyweds lived in Fishbourne, and after the war in one of the cottages attached to the Bishop’s Palace in Chichester. Philip outlived Daisy, and is buried with his second wife Martha at 30.09.

11.38	GREEN, Edward George  Born 17 Dec 1911, buried 22 Jan 1938, aged 26
He was the eldest child and only son of Albert and Amelia Green (11.34). He married Olive Lucy Victoria Keates in Chichester in 1935. He died “after an illness lasting nearly two years” (Chichester Observer).

4.14	GREEN, Eliza  Baptised 30 March 1851, buried 16 Apr 1920, aged 70
	GREEN, Thomas  Baptised 2 July 1848, buried 8 May 1920, aged 72
Eliza née Cooper was born in East Grinstead to James, a lath-render or cleaver, and Sarah. In 1870, while ‘under age’ (at 19) she married Thomas Green, who had been born in the Lagness area of Pagham parish to Charles, a labourer, and Charlotte. Thomas’ work was as a groom and coachman. He and Eliza lived in Pagham and had nine children: they included Albert Edward (11.34). By 1901 they had moved into Whyke, to 81 Whyke Lane, which remained home until Thomas died just three weeks after Eliza.

18.22	GREEN, Ellen  Buried 4 Dec 1893, aged 74
The burial register gives her address as Bognor Road. She was not there, however, in the 1891 Census. There are several people of her name and age in the Censuses, but none can be identified with any certainty as ‘our’ Ellen.

15.28	GREEN, Harriett  Baptised 26 Sept 1813, buried 9 Jan 1900, aged 86
She was baptised at Tangmere, daughter of Edward, an Oving labourer, and Charlotte Green. By 1841 she was a ‘general servant’ on East Street, Chichester, in the household of Charles R. Macaulay, a linen draper and silk mercer, who was the same age as herself. She remained in his employment until at least 1871 (not found on the 1881 Census). In the Census of 1891 she was living with her sister Ellen Ibbetson on the Bognor Road, which was also the address on her burial record.

8.10	GREEN, James  Baptised 13 Feb 1831, buried 26 June 1912, aged 81
	GREEN, Emily  Buried 29 Dec 1917, aged 91
James was born in Lagness hamlet near Pagham. His mother was Charlotte, his father Charles, a farm worker. James worked as a carter, ostler and general labourer. In 1854 he married Emily Swyer at Pagham. She was born at East Dean: she is possibly the Emily baptised 3 Dec 1826, daughter of James and Harriet (surname illegible), but no father is named on her marriage record. James and Emily lived at Pagham and had eight children, six of whom were still living in 1911. By 1891 they had moved up to Chichester, first to Wickham Road and then (by 1901) to 36 York Road, which remained home thereafter. Emily, however, now at a great age, died in the Workhouse Infirmary.



30.09	GREEN, Martha Elizabeth  Died 2 May 1959, aged 65
	GREEN, Philip  Born 12 Dec 1896, died 25 July 1988, aged 92
Philip was born at Birdham, one of 12 children of Mary Ann Green and her husband Edward John, a hay trusser (32.15). In WW1 he enlisted in 1915, was transferred to the Machine Gun Corps in 1916 (64273), and shipped to France in 1917; he was demobilised in 1919 with the rank of L/Cpl, fortunately without disability. He returned to the Green family home at 83 Grove Road, and resumed working with his father as a hay tier, though in 1921 he was briefly a milkman. In 1934 at St George’s he married ‘the girl next door’ (actually from No. 81), Daisy Kate White, daughter of Martha (3.35) and Charles White. The newlyweds lived in Fishbourne, and after the war in one of the cottages attached to the Bishop’s Palace in Chichester: did Philip do some work for Bishop Bell? Daisy died in 1953 and is buried at 31.06. The following year Philip remarried to Martha Elizabeth Gates in Chichester; we have not discovered anything about Martha, other than that she was at the Barracks in Broyle Road from 1953. She and Philip lived at 72 High Street until her death in 1959, when she left a not inconsiderable estate of £3894. Philip then moved to 12 Grove Road, where his long life ended in 1988.

32.15	GREEN, Mary Ann  Born 1 Sept 1869, buried 1 Jan 1954, aged 84
	GREEN, Edward John  Born 30 Apr 1870, buried 12 Nov 1959, aged 89
Mary Ann née Kewell was born in Earnley on the Manhood Peninsula, daughter of William Kewell, a labourer, and Harriet. Edward was born not far away, in East Wittering, to Fanny Green and her husband Edward, a former Royal Navy gunner who was already a pensioner. Our Edward and Mary Ann married at Earnley in 1892. Edward was then recorded as a labourer, but he soon specialised as a trusser of hay and straw, and followed that trade thereafter. They had twelve children, including Philip (30.09), Ethel (30.27) and Lilian (27.23). Their youngest, Horace, was born in 1911. By that time the family was living at 83 Grove Road, where Mary Ann and Edward remained for the rest of their lives.

6.30	GREEN, Miriam Jane  Baptised 10 July 1877, buried 12 March 1917, aged 39
Miriam was born in Sidlesham to Jane Venus, a single mother. At Sidlesham in 1897 she married Frederick William Green, and they lived in Whyke, where Fred was a grain merchant’s labourer in 1901, and a hay trusser in 1911. They had two sons and a daughter before Miriam’s early death. It looks as if Frederick remarried in 1919 to someone surnamed Hennett, but that record is imperfect.

10.36	GREEN, Phyllis Eileen  Buried 7 June 1918, aged 21 months
	GREEN, Vera Maud  Buried 15 Mar 1920, aged 2 months
Phyllis and Vera were children of Albert and Amelia Green (11.34), and grandchildren of Henry and Sarah Sharp (10.35/7). Phyllis was burnt to death after pulling down a fire-guard while her mother was out of the room (Chichester Observer).

2.10	GREEN, Walter  Baptised 3 Feb 1861, buried 4 June 1938, aged 76 
He was born at Pagham to James and Emily Green, and followed in his father’s footsteps as a farm carter. In 1883 at St Paul, Chichester he married Martha Jane Clarke Blackmore, a Chichester native. They lived at ‘Beehive Cottage’, 105 St Paul’s Road (the former tollhouse). There were then moves to Selsey and Funtington, before they settled by 1911 in Westhampnett. In all they had nine children, of whom they lost one. They moved from Westhampnett to 12 Bognor Road, Whyke, in 1937, the year before Walter’s death.

20.15	GREEN, William Edward  Buried 14 March 1907, aged 17 months
His parents were Thomas Henry Green and Alice Maud of Bognor Road; Thomas was a haybinder, and by 1911 he was publican of the George Inn, Eartham.

25.18	GREEN, William George  Born 4 Jan 1899, died 6 Aug 1980, aged 81
	GREEN, Dolores Mary  Born 29 March 1907, died 23 Oct 2003, aged 96
William was born in Portsea to William John Green, a baker and grocer, and Ellen Eliza. Dolores née Weston was born in Cork Harbour, Ireland, to Samuel Weston, an army man, and his wife Guiseppa. In 1910 the Weston family was in Bombay, India, but by 1916 Samuel had retired from the army and settled the family at his birthplace of Denmead, Hambledon, Hampshire. In 1927 Dolores and William married at Havant, and the records suggest that they had at least two children, Mary in 1928 and William in 1930. In the 1939 Register William was employed as a bread baker. By 1945 they had arrived at 45 Grove Road, which remained home thereafter, though Dolores died at a great age at Westergate House, Fontwell. The epigraph on their headstone echoes Shakespeare: “The long day’s task is done / Now we must sleep”.

16.14	GREENER, Sarah  Baptised 20 May 1821, died 8 Mar 1897, aged 76
Sarah led a somewhat peripatetic life. The Censuses give her birthplace as Ellenhall or nearby Lawnhead in Staffordshire, but she was baptised at Burton upon Trent, Staffs, daughter of James Turner, a gamekeeper. But it was in Finsbury, London that she married James Henry Greener, a hairdresser, in 1846. By 1851 the couple was in Lambeth, Surrey, and in 1871 they were staying with their now married daughter Elizabeth in Chiselhurst, Kent: James was now an “artist master”. Following the deaths of her son Albert in 1871 and her husband James in 1876, Sarah had moved to Chichester by 1881.  

21.09	GREGORY, Clara Ada  Baptised 21 Aug 1891, buried 18 Feb 1893, aged 20 months
Her parents were George Gregory, a cordwainer (i.e. leather-worker) and Helena, of Elm Grove.

11.18	GRIESHABER, Florence Louise  Baptised 20 Mar 1898, buried 1 Oct 1925, aged 27
She was born in Selsey to David Willis, a stockman, and his wife Florence Emily. In 1920 she married Harold Grieshaber, a letterpress machine minder, and the following year they had a son Sidney. Their address at the time of Florence’s early death was 20 The Hornet.

20.41	GROVER, Maria Ann  Buried 7 Jan 1888, aged 79
A note in the burial register says “First Burial in the New Ground”, i.e. in the 1888 Extension. It is intriguing that she was buried here, rather than in the Old Churchyard with her husband William, who had died only a few months earlier.  She was born at Westbourne c. 1809, daughter of Edward Hoar, a blacksmith (mother’s name not yet known). In 1839 she married William Grover, a cooper, at All Saints, Chichester. They lived on Orchard Street, and then for many years on Chapel Street, and had three children: William Henry (11.05), Eleanor and Edward. In 1885 they moved to Whyke Lane, but the burial register gives her address, and her husband’s, as Lyndhurst Road.

11.05	GROVER, William Henry  Baptised 13 Sept 1840, buried 25 May 1907, aged 66
He followed his father William (OC) and his grandfather Joseph as a cooper, making barrels specifically for wine in 1871. He was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester: his mother Maria Ann is buried at 20.41. He married a Londoner, Amy Stanton, in 1868 at Shoreditch, and they had two children in Chichester, William Edward (1871) and Amy Maria (1873). After his wife’s early death in 1883, William remained in Chichester until 1889; in 1901, however, he appears to be working as a cellarman at the White Horse in Dorking, Surrey. At any rate, by 1901 he was back in Chichester, living with his (now married) son at 34 Caledonian Road, and from 1904 at 8 Lyndhurst Road, where he died.

13.40	GUILDFORD, George  Buried 21 Feb 1905, aged 74
He reports his birthplace on successive Censuses as Hampshire, Southampton and Wiltshire. We can first trace him in 1861 when he was a boarder with Ann Hilton in St Pancras parish, Chichester. He married Ann shortly thereafter; they lived in Oving, where George was a farm worker, and they had at least two daughters and a son. After Ann’s death in 1891 we find George in 1901 as a boarder at 84 Bognor Road, working as a farm stockman; however, he died in the workhouse.

13.20	GUMBRELL, Harriett  Baptised 25 Aug 1839, buried 29 Jan 1904, aged 64
	GUMBRELL, David  Baptised 3 June 1849, buried 24 Feb 1932, aged 83
Gumbrill is frequently found as an alternative spelling to Gumbrell. Harriett was the older sister of David (below). They were among several children born at Wisborough Green, Sussex to William, a farm worker, and Mary. At the age of 19 Harriett was a schoolmistress in the local workhouse. Later she went into domestic service, in Brighton (1871), Cuckfield (1881), Stockbridge (1891) and Warblington Hampshire (1901); in the last two posts she was specifically a cook. Her final move to The Hornet, Chichester, may have been the result of retirement or of illness.
	Like his sister Harriett (above), David remained unmarried. At the age of 12 he was already a farm worker; at 22, a hoop maker. By 1891 he had settled in Whyke, initially as a lodger at Railway Cottage. For several decades he was a licensed hawker with a van selling oil. By 1911 he was a boarder with Mrs Strudwick at 26 (or 27) Whyke Road, and that was his final address.

17.23	GUY, Alfred Freeman  Born 2nd qtr 1859, buried 25 Jan 1924, aged 64
	GUY, Alice Mary  Born 15 June 1867, buried 1 May 1928, aged 60
Alfred was born in Barnard Castle, Durham, the son of James and Sarah Guy; James was manager of an outfitter’s shop. Alfred was orphaned at just 8 years old, and by the 1871 census he was resident in the Blue Coat Charity School in York. At the age of 15 Alfred joined the Royal Navy. On joining, he was 5’ 2½” with brown hair and hazel eyes.  
     Alice Mary, née Sadler, was born in Portsea, Hampshire. Her father William was working in the dockyard iron factory as a labourer although on his marriage a year earlier he had been a ‘seaman’. Alice was the eldest child in a family of 14! It is in no way a surprise that at age 14 Alice was working as a domestic servant. Head of the household, George White, was a retired naval outfitter. 
Alice and Alfred married at Portsea in 1886; she was 19, he 27. Shortly after their marriage the couple moved to South Ferriby in Lincolnshire, where Alfred worked as a coastguard (though he did not retire from the RN until 1893) and where their children were born. Alice Minnie arrived in 1888; Alfred Sadler Guy in 1890; George was born in 1892 but died in infancy. By 1901 they had moved back to Portsmouth, where Alfred was a skilled dockyard worker; by 1911 they were in Bosham, where Alfred was a shopkeeper with the Electric Light Company. Alfred remained on the electoral registers for Bosham until his death, but he and Alice also appear on those for Chichester (at 56 York Road) from 1920 on, which explains why they were buried at Rumboldswyke.

34.01	GWYER, Margaret Inglis Adams  Died 16 April 1975, aged 86
Margaret was the wife of Bishop Herbert Linford Gwyer, Bishop of George, South Africa, 1937-1951, who on retirement lived in Whyke and assisted with services. He died and was buried at sea in November 1960. Margaret’s last address was 21 St Martin’s Square. Together with her husband Margaret had survived the sinking of the SS Lusitania in 1915: https://www.rmslusitania.info/people/second-cabin/margaret-gwyer/

7.28	HABIN, Lucy Harriett  Baptised 2 June 1847, buried 4 March 1915, aged 67
She was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester, as daughter of Thomas George Habin, a veterinary surgeon, and his wife Mary Ann (OC); they had some six children, five of them daughters. Thomas died in 1853, and by 1861 Mary Ann was farming 200 acres, employing six men and 11 boys; she came from a farming family, and in 1871 Lucy was staying on another farm with her married aunt Maria Louisa Fogden (OC) in Sidlesham. In 1881 we find Lucy in Winchester as a private governess, but by 1901 she was back in Sidlesham with Aunt Maria. After Maria’s death she moved to Birdham Road, Whyke, to live with her widowed sister Ellen Purchase.

29.21	HACKETT, Harold Ethelbert  Died 28 Apr 1962, aged 74
He was born at Nutbourne, Sussex, but we do not know his parent or parents: he does not appear in the 1891 Census, and by 1901 he was living with his grandmother. In 1911 he was a chauffeur and car mechanic in Portsmouth, and in 1914 he married Gladys Baker there. He served with the Royal Army Service Corps in WW1, and was still with them in Germany in 1921. They had a son Albert in the Chichester area in 1924, but Gladys died the following year in Portsmouth. Harold subsequently remarried to Maria Baurmann in Rochford, Essex in 1932. After WW2 we find them in Chichester, and by 1947 they had settled at 48 Bognor Road, which was Harold’s last address.



11.37	HACKETT, James  Buried 26 Sept 1913, aged 82
	HACKETT, Charlotte  Born 1st qtr 1844, buried 20 Apr 1939, aged 95
James started as a groom; he then became a coachman, like his father John. His mother was Hannah, and he was Chichester-born. Charlotte née Millward was born in Exeter to Samuel, a bootmaker, and Charlotte, a nurse. Our Charlotte went into domestic service in London, and then in 1871 she was one of six servants of Lieut-Gen. Augustus Clarste in Lee, Kent.  In 1880 in Horsham she married James; she was then 36, he 48. They had two daughters, Charlotte (the third in line of that name) and Rose. By 1901 they had settled at 29 Lyndhurst Road, where they remained, and where Charlotte lived into her 90s; she “had been in remarkably good health until a few weeks before her death” (Chichester Observer).

16.15	HAINES, Francis Arthur  Born 16 Oct 1865, died 8 Oct 1932, aged 66
	HAINES, Constance Mabel  Baptised 21 Sept 1875, buried 22 Jan 1944, aged 68
Francis was born in Paddington, London, son of Frederick Lyndhurst Haines, a civil servant, and Matilda. After theological studies his first clerical appointment was as curate of Rumboldswyke 1891-96 and then of Bosham. In 1898 he married Constance Mabel Fry, daughter of Edward Fry (a timber merchant in Arundel) and Sarah Georgina; Constance had moved to Rumboldswyke by 1891 with her parents, who are buried at 18.14. Francis was appointed Rector of West Itchenor in 1902; then in 1916, though now handicapped by blindness, he became Vicar of Sidlesham. He resigned this post in 1931 through ill health, and was buried the following year at Rumboldswyke, where he had held his first post and been married.

13.34	HAINES, James  Buried 3 Jan 1905, aged 58
His address in the burial register was 83 Cleveland Road. Earlier we have not been able to distinguish him from other men of the same name. There was a James Haines in the Merchant Taylors Convalescent Home in Bognor in 1901, aged 54, a general labourer, born in London.

17.01	HAISELDEN, Ethel  Buried 3 Mar 1900, aged 15 days 
Her parents were Harry William, a railway examiner, and Charlotte, of 10 Cleveland Road.

25.11	HALL, Alice  Born 1 Dec 1894, buried 20 Mar 1979, aged 84
	HALL, John Lawrence  Born 1 Dec 1894, buried 20 Mar 1979, aged 84
Alice was born in Croydon to James Barnett, a general labourer, and Ellen. John’s mother was Kate, his father Henry, a commercial traveller for an Asphalt Company; they travelled extensively, for John’s eldest sibling was born in Canada, and other siblings in Surrey, Middlesex, Kent and Hampshire; John himself was born in Hull, and three years later the family was in Lancashire. In 1920 John married Alice in Croydon, and put down roots there, staying until at least the mid-1940s, when he was in the Home Guard there. He worked as a baker’s labourer (1921) and in food distribution (1939), and he and Alice had at least two children, Kathleen (1924) and Geoffrey (1929). In 1958 John and Alice show up in the electoral registers in Sidlesham, and from 1961 at 26 Langdale Avenue, Oving, where they remained for the rest of their lives. John’s death was recorded in Lewes, indicating that his last days were spent there, in a care home or with relatives. 

4.29	HALL, Michael Royston  Buried 20 March 1944, aged 1 month 
His parents were Frederick William Hall and his wife Gladys Jane, of 56 Whyke Lane.

11.31	HALL, William Alfred  Born 1st qtr 1866, buried 22 June 1908, aged 42
	HALL, Harriett  Buried 3 Sept 1917, aged 45
They were a Kentish couple. William was born in Tunbridge Wells to Edward and Amelia Hall; Harriett was born c. 1868 in Leigh to Amos and Jane Cole. They married in 1887 in Tunbridge Wells, and had two sons there, then one at Southborough and one at Bidborough (but no daughters). By 1905 they had left Kent and moved to Runcton, and then by 1908, shortly before William’s death, to Bognor Road in Whyke.

21.27	HALSTED, George Frank  Baptised 5 June 1890, buried 4 Dec 1890, aged 6 months
His mother was Ellen Halsted, of the Westhampnett Workhouse when he was baptised, and of The Hornet when he was buried.

28.25	HAMILTON, Madeline Betty  Born 1st qtr 1894, died 26 May 1966, aged 72
Madeline was born at Erdington, near Birmingham, to Lucie Hamilton and her husband Ernest, an accountant. She trained for her nursing certificate between 1914 and 1917 at Birmingham General Hospital, and then became a nurse at Great Ormonde Street Children’s Hospital, London. The Registers of Nurses show her there until 1946, but we cannot trace her thereafter. The probate of her will says that she was of Whyke Lodge, Chichester (which was then a care home), but that she died at 16 Nyewood Lane, Bognor Regis. The executor of the will was her sister Mary Margaret Perrier, widow.

8.04	HAMMOND, Charlotte  Baptised 12 Aug 1827, buried 3 Feb 1912, aged 82  
Charlotte née Robinson was born in Pulborough to William, a carpenter and later a shopkeeper, and Charlotte Robinson. At the age of 18 she married Henry Hammond, a Pulborough tailor, in June 1845. By 1855, the couple had two sons – Charlwood (named after Henry’s father) and Henry William - a nod perhaps to Charlotte’s father William, and a daughter Lilla, all born in Pulborough.
In 1861 the family was living in Lambeth, London where they were running the Rose and Thistle. Henry had decided to try his hand at becoming a publican. This experience obviously wetted their appetite because the couple moved down to Selsey where they became landlord/lady of the Crown pub. The clientele was maybe a little less refined than in the Rose and Thistle… In 1863 an article in the Hampshire Telegraph and Sussex Chronicle reported an incident in the pub where a policeman was assaulted. The perpetrator, a Mr Voke, working as waiter for the evening, got into an altercation with a sailor – threatening to fight him. Charlotte was on her own and the policeman went to try to calm the situation. Mr Voke proceeded to attack the officer with some heavy candlesticks which drew blood! However, it was also reported that Mr Voke had been no louder than others, and the policeman should not have been drinking in uniform. The case was dismissed. 
Charlotte had two more children in Selsey, Herbert (1863) and Annie Helena (1865), but by 1869 the family had moved to Chichester, and Henry was retired. There is then a gap between the 1871 census and 1901 where Charlotte is widowed and working as a housekeeper near Sidlesham, not far from her daughter Annie. We know that Annie emigrated to the States in the 1880s and returned to the U.K by 1898. Did Charlotte, and perhaps Henry, accompany her? By 1911 Charlotte was living with her (now widowed) daughter Annie and two granddaughters at 104 Bognor Road, Chichester, which was her last address. She is buried here with Annie.

3.06	HAMMOND, Leonard John  Born 10 Oct 1912, buried 19 Apr 1921, aged 8
	HAMMOND, William Henry  Born 29 Jan 1883, buried 29 Aug 1928, aged 45
	HAMMOND, Mary Ann  Born 10 Dec 1884, buried 19 Aug 1964, aged 79
William was Chichester-born and baptised at St Paul’s church, son of Henry Hammond, a soldier, and Annie. He was a military man like his father, but in the Royal Navy, calling himself a ‘Blue Jacket’ on his marriage record. His service record shows that he enlisted on his 18th birthday in Jan 1901, and in the 1921 Census he was “late of RN”. According to his obituary, however, he served for 22 years and gained the Naval Long Service Medal: perhaps, then, he had served as a ‘boy’ before 1901. Certainly he served in WW1, and was discharged through disablement. He died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. 
In 1910 at St George’s he had married Mary Ann Fogden, daughter of John and Amelia Kate Fogden (04.05). Their first son William Henry was born in 1911; the second, Leonard John, was born in 1912 and died in 1921. (His age at death was given correctly as 8 in the civil registration, but wrongly as 5 in the burial register.) There were also daughters Margaret Amelia (1914) and Ethel M. (1924). Home was 91 Whyke Lane in the 1920s. From the mid-1930s to the 1950s Mary Ann lived at 20 Lewis Rd, for much of the time with Ethel (married surname Osipoff); her address in the burial register was ‘Regia’, Jubilee Rd.



27.23	HANDSFORD, Arthur George  Born 26 May 1900, buried 11 Dec 1970, aged 70
	HANDSFORD, Lilian  Born 14 Dec 1905, buried 14 Nov 1986, aged 80
Arthur George was born in Portsmouth to Harriet and Arthur, the latter a Leading Seaman. He enlisted with the RAF in 1918, and in 1921 we find him as a driver at the Marine Barracks, Ambala, India. Meanwhile his parents had moved to Fishbourne, where he rejoined them; the next record of his employment (1934) calls him simply a labourer. Lilian was born in Whyke (83 Grove Road); her parents were Mary Ann and Edward John Green (32.15). In 1921, at age 15, she was in service as a domestic cook in Bosham. She and Arthur married at St George’s in 1934. They lived at 28 Florence Road, and had a daughter Patricia in 1942. The 1939 Register lists Arthur as a “painter of road lines”. No. 28 was the last address for both Arthur and Lilian.

25.04	HANDSFORD, Florence Amy  Born 21 July 1901, buried 26 Nov 1976, aged 75
	HANDSFORD, Alfred Thomas  Born 18 Sept 1901, buried 28 Sept 1983, aged 82
Florence Amy née Green was born in Portfield, one of at least 12 children of Mary Ann and Edward John Green, a hay trusser. In 1921 she was working in Chichester as a ‘general servant’. Alfred was born in Portsmouth to Harriet Jane Handsford and Arthur, a farm worker; his older brother was Arthur George (27.23). By 1921 the family was in New Fishbourne, and in 1923 Alfred was a carter. In that year he and Florence married at Rumboldswyke. Four daughters were born: Violet (1924), Doris (1926), Diana (1931), Patricia (1942). By 1930 they were living on Bognor Road, and from 1938 at 11 Oving Terrace, with Alfred now working in furniture removals. Thereafter again there is a dearth of information. The Burial Register gives Florence’s last address as 38 Fletchers Place, North Mundham, and Alfred’s as 27 Lacey House, Stockbridge Road.

34.39	HANKINS, Michael Kenwyn  Buried 9 Jan 1960, aged 20 hours
His parents were Clifford and Betty Hankins, who lived at 57 Deeside Avenue, Fishbourne.

28.05	HANN, Rhoda Bertha  Born 30 Apr 1883, buried 27 Sept 1963, aged 80
Rhoda née Sayers was born in Aldingbourne, just East of Chichester, to Amelia Sayers and her husband William, a dairyman. Amelia died in 1896, so Rhoda took on the role of housekeeper. In 1923 at age 40 she married Arthur Frank Hann, a widowed gardener aged 43. They lived in Westergate, and had a daughter Dorothy in 1925. Arthur died in 1949. Around 1960 Rhoda and Dorothy moved from Westergate to ‘Glendower’, Cleveland Road, which was Rhoda’s last address.

31.16	HARBOUR, Arthur Raymond Claude  Born 27 Sept 1893, bur. 13 Feb 1957, aged 63
	HARBOUR, May  Born 18 Dec 1894, buried 13 Sept 1974, aged 79
Arthur’s parents were Felix Henry, a watchmaker, and Florence Eliza. He apprenticed at a motor works in Horsham, his birthplace, and then became a chauffeur. In 1914 he enlisted in the Army Service Corps, and in 1916 he switched to the RAF; he was still a driver for the RAF in 1939, as well as being a motorcyclist in private life. In 1924 he married May Vaughan at Hammersmith; we do not have sufficient information about May to identify her birthplace or parents. They had a son Arthur in West Bromwich, Staffordshire, and then Florence, John and Gwendoline in Hammersmith, London. By 1937 they were in Whyke at 135 (later 134) Bognor Road, Arthur’s last address. May was still at No. 134 in 1962; according to the Burial Register, she was later at 8 Exton Road, and ended her days in the Cottage Hospital in Easebourne, near Midhurst.

21.01	HARDHAM, Nelson  Buried 24 Apr 1894, aged 13 months
He was buried from Olive Terrace. He may have been the brother of Robert Hardham (22.02, died Jan 1895), who was buried from Grove Road. We do not know the parents of either child.

22.02	HARDHAM, Robert  Buried 17 Jan 1895, aged 2
He was buried from Grove Road. He may have been a brother of Nelson Hardham (buried April 1894 at 21.01), who was buried from Olive Terrace. We do not know the parents of either child.



5.33	HARMAN, David George  Born 2nd qtr 1936, buried 26 May 1944, aged 8
His parents were Reginald Stearn Harman and his wife Iris Lillian née Collins (29.19). They lived in Chichester, but his death occurred in Rochford, Essex, presumably during a visit there.

29.19	HARMAN, Reginald Stearn  Born 23 Sept 1901, buried 3 March 1962, aged 60
	HARMAN, Iris Lilian  Born 10 Aug 1909, buried 2 Dec 1982, aged 73
They were both Chichester-born. Reginald’s mother was Edith Annie née Stearn, but her marriage to Mr Harman has not yet been traced. Whether Reginald served in the 1914-18 War is unclear, but in the 1921 Census he was in India with the 1st Battalion, The Welsh Regiment. Iris’ parents were John Collins, a bricklayer of 19 York Road, and his wife Elizabeth. Reginald and Iris married in 1931. For over 20 years (1936-57) they lived at 19 York Road, Iris’ birthplace. They had two daughters and two sons, the youngest of whom, David, died in childhood (5-033). In the 1939 Register Reginald was a house painter. He died in RWSH; Iris was buried from 20 Gilmore Road.

20.07	HARMSWORTH, Margaret  Baptised 9 Apr 1876, buried 10 Sept 1908, aged 32
She was one of the six daughters of Richard and Alice Hoare, who are buried next door (20.08). She grew up on the family dairy farm on Whyke Road. In 1898 she married James William Harmsworth, an electrician and car mechanic; they had at least four children before Margaret’s early death. In the 1911 Census Margaret’s sister Lilian was housekeeper to James and the children; James eventually remarried to Beatrice Harriet Knight in 1919. Another of Margaret’s sisters, Alice Hoare, is also buried in this grave.

35.17	HARPER, Ernest  Born 10 June 1867, buried 28 March 1947, aged 79
	HARPER, Sarah Ann  Born 29 Apr 1871, buried 27 Dec 1972, aged 101
Ernest was born in Westcote Barton, near Oxford, to James, a farm worker and groom, and Sarah. Sarah Ann née Sherring was born at Bromley by Bow, London, to Edward, a bricklayer, and Sarah. By 1881 her family had moved out to Ash, Surrey, and it was there that she married Ernest in 1893; he was now a groom and coachman, like his father. They had sons Ernest Cecil (1894) and Edward James (1900). By 1918 they were living at Whyke, first at 87 Whyke Lane and then from 1934 at 72 Cambrai Avenue. Ernest was a carpenter in 1921, a part-time watchman in 1939. Sarah spent her last years in Velyn House, and achieved her century.

31.14	HARRIS, Arthur Edwin  Born 15 July 1881, buried 17 Dec 1956, aged 75
	HARRIS, Lily Amelia  Born 4 Oct 1881, buried 17 Dec 1956, aged 81
Arthur’s parents were James Frank Harris, a carter, and Mary Ann. We do not know his birthplace, as he was not baptised until 1907, in Islington. He followed his father’s line of work as a carter. Lily was the daughter of Elizabeth and James Horner, the latter a shepherd, of North Mundham. In 1911 she was in domestic service in Bognor. She and Arthur married in 1916 at St Peter the Great, Chichester. They lived at 56 St Pancras and had children Kitty in 1916 and Edward in 1918.  In 1928 they moved to 23 Lewis Road; Alfred was a gravel pit labourer in 1939. In 1953 we find them at 8 Mumford Place. Arthur died in St Richard’s Hospital, and Lily in RWSH.

17.01	HARRIS, Florence Annie  Buried 2 July 1900, aged 19 months
From The Hornet.

33.22	HARRIS, Frank  Born 31 March 1873, died 10 Jan 1952, aged 78
	HARRIS, Harriet  Born 22 Aug 1869, died 21 Apr 1956, aged 86
Frank was born at Wareham, Dorset, to Thomas Harris, a hairdresser, and his wife Emma. The family moved to London by 1881, and Emma was a widow by 1891, when Frank was working as a coal merchant’s clerk. He enlisted in the Royal Artillery in 1895, and in 1911 we find him in India as battery sergeant major with the 2nd A.C.R.F.A. (an impenetrable military acronym). He was married by now, presumably to Harriet, but we have not found the marriage record; all we know about Harriet is that she was born in West Hoathly, Sussex. The 1921 Census shows the couple in Ealing, with Frank as a clerk at the Ministry of Pensions. In 1939 Frank had retired, and they were in East Wittering. The last address for each of them was 33 Whyke Road, but they seem to have moved there only shortly before Frank’s death.

25.10	HARRIS, Frank  Born 13 Apr 1908, died 26 Dec 1978, aged 70
	HARRIS, Bessie Bursey  Born 25 Jan 1910, died 13 June 1995, aged 85
Frank was born at Partridge Green, West Grinstead to John Harris, a postmaster, and his wife Lilian Maud. In 1932 in the Westhampnett registration district he married Alice Cross, and they settled at 29 Cambrai Avenue. In 1939 Frank was a bus conductor with Southdown Motor Services. By 1951 Alice had died, and Frank remarried to Bessie Bursey Hutchinson in Birmingham in the first quarter of that year. We have not learnt much about Bessie, except that in 1939 she was in Birmingham, unmarried and working as a sewing machinist. After marriage she and Frank lived at 31 and then 33 Cleveland Road, which was their last address, though Bessie died at Lacy House on the Stockbridge Road. Though her MI and the Burial Register call her Betty, she clearly preferred Bessie, which appears on her marriage registration and the electoral registers.

35.01	HARVEY, Phyllis Eva  Born 24 Apr 1892, died 28 Sept 1974, aged 82
Phyllis was born in Bosham to Kate Edith Harvey and her farmer husband George John. In 1911 she was in domestic service in Portsmouth. In 1921 George was in Dorking, Surrey with Phyllis and two other unmarried daughters: Phyllis was a sorting clerk with the GPO. In 1939 we find her as a housekeeper to a widowed farmer at Sunbury-on-Thames, Surrey, no doubt remembering her farm childhood. Thereafter the records do not allow us to trace her with certainty. Her last address was 10 Whyke Close. Her ashes were deposited here on 30 Oct 1974, and the epigraph on her MI is “Jesu mercy”.

20.33	HASLEHURST, Laura Margaret Tyndale  Born 31 March 1926, buried 1 Oct 1941, aged 15
Her father Rev. Richard Stafford Tyndale Haslehurst wrote books on religious subjects. He was at Chichester Theological College from 1922, and in 1934 he and his wife Ida moved to 4 Vicar’s Lane, which was where Laura died. Laura was listed in the 1939 Register as “incapacitated since birth”. Her funeral service was conducted by Rev. Prebendary W. Godfrey Bell, the Diocesan Secretary.

31.18	HATT, Nina Alice May  Buried 4 March 1957, aged c. 63
Her birth surname was Wedge, and she was born in Roorkee, India, where her father Ernest was serving in the army. In 1919 she married Arthur Wilmshurst in Camberwell; they lived in Whyke and had two daughters, Gladys and Doris (for Doris see 12-033). After Arthur’s early death in 1932 (04.35), Nina married Frank Hatt, a labourer, in 1935 in Chichester. By the outbreak of WW2 they were at 24 Ormonde Avenue. It appears that Frank died during the War, since Nina is by herself at that address when electoral registers resume in 1945. That was her address in the burial register.

2.28	HAWKINS, Lucy Elizabeth  Born 1st qtr 1865, buried 23 Aug 1939, aged 74
	HAWKINS, Henry Ashton  Born 19 Nov 1863, buried 5 Jan 1946, aged 82
Lucy was born in Bermondsey, London, to Ann and Joseph Dredge, the latter a drysalter. (“Drysalters were dealers in a range of chemical products, including glue, varnish, dye and colourings”, Wikipedia.) In 1891 she was a forewoman in what looks, from the Census-taker’s handwriting, like a “Basting Pr works”. Henry was born in Droxford, Hampshire, to Henry Hawkins, a police constable, and his wife Ann. He joined the R.N. as a ‘Boy’ in 1879, and was “at sea off Antigua” in the 1881 Census. He then signed a 10-year contract later in 1881, but bought himself out in 1888. He and Lucy married in Chichester in 1895. They had a daughter Daisy May in Horsham in 1898 and a son Henry Ashton in Yorkshire in 1899, but they then settled in St Pancras, London, near Lucy’s birthplace, where four more children were born, Dorothy Sabina in 1902, Violet Rose in 1904, Ivy Maud in 1906 and Alfred William in 1908. 
     By 1915 they had returned to Chichester, to 34 Whyke Lane. Henry was listed in the 1921 Census as a constructional engineer. By the time of the 1939 Register he was retired, and had moved along Whyke Lane to No. 68, which was the last address for himself and Lucy. Their daughter Ivy, now married, was acting as Henry’s housekeeper, and Lucy was not listed in the Register: probably she was in RWSH, where she died later that year.

6.22	HAWKINS, Mary Ann  Baptised 25 Dec 1822, buried 11 Jan 1917, aged 94
She was born to Anne and Henry Hedgecock (a fine surname), the latter a carpenter. She was baptised in the impressive church of Stoughton on Christmas Day 1822, and married there 18 years later to William Hawkins, a farm worker, also Stoughton-born. Their first four children were born in Stoughton; they then moved around to Westbourne, Bosham etc., no doubt as William’s work required, and had at least seven more children. Their last child, Martha Maud, was born in Funtington in 1869. William was buried at Bosham on Christmas Day 1896. Their daughter Martha Maud married John Thomas in 1910 (see 02.23), and Mary Ann lived with them on Bognor Road until her death in 1917.

2.16	HAWKINS, Mary Ann  Born 12 July 1856, buried 18 Mar 1939, aged 82
She was born in Lambeth and baptised at Richmond, daughter of Harriet Langridge and her husband George, a labourer. On the fourth day of Christmas 1878 she married John Hawkins, a labourer, who was born in Sidlesham. They lived at various addresses in Croydon, and had two children, Harriet (b. 1879) and another who did not survive. In 1891 John was a railway worker and in 1911 a railway inspector. Sometime between 1911 and 1918 they moved to Chichester (near John’s birthplace), to 78 Grove Road; in 1921 John worked for Lovill, the builders. Mary Ann’s last address was 78 Grove Road: John was still there in 1938, but we cannot trace him further.

34.25	HAYLINGS, Eva Elizabeth  Born 17 July 1869, bd. 22 Feb 1950, aged 80
She was born in Bitterne, Southampton, to Henry and Sarah Haylings. In 1871 the family was living in the Coachman’s House at Hursley Park, Hampshire, home of the Heathcote family, where Henry was appropriately coachman. By 1881 they had moved to Chichester, and in 1891 they were at St Paul’s Vicarage, where Henry was gardener, Sarah was cook, and Eva was a dressmaker. By 1911 the family home was 5 Washington Street. Sarah died in 1913, and in 1921 Eva was a live-in lady’s companion on North Street, but she retained the house at 5 Washington Street until 1928, when she moved into The Hostel, Little London. By 1939 she was at 5 Whyke Road, which was her last address, and she was described as a retired nurse.

6.11	HAYWARD, Spencer Howard  Born 3rd qtr 1870, died 12 June 1936, aged 65
He was born and baptised at Ealing, the son of H. Howard Hayward, a surgeon, and his wife Bertha Spencer. He was initially a medical student, following his father, but then took Holy Orders. In 1901 he was renting a house in Tring, Hertfordshire – perhaps as a curate? In 1911 he was Rector of Bacton, Suffolk, with four servants in his household; in 1921 he was Vicar of Gringley on the Hill, Nottinghamshire. By 1930 he had retired to 44 Westgate in Chichester. His funeral was conducted by the Vice-Principal of the Theological College, which lay near his house, and he left his vestments and albs to St Bartholomew’s, the College church. It is not known what his connection was with Whyke, but presumably he assisted at St George’s in retirement.

22.15	HEAD, Sidney  Buried 23 Nov 1895, aged 9 months
The son of Albert William Head, a carpenter, and Martha, of Olive Terrace.

7.08	HEATH, Clara Maude  Baptised 19 Apr 1868, buried 6 May 1914, aged 46
	HEATH, Victor Frederick  Baptised 8 May 1859, buried 26 Sept 1929, aged 70
Victor was born in Greenwich, Kent in 1859 to Frederick and Elizabeth Heath. By the 1871 Census the family were living in Whyke Road, Chichester, and Frederick was Registrar of Births and Deaths. Clara Maude was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, daughter of Stephen and Jessie Rogers; in the 1871 Census Stephen was “Agent to Army Butchers”, and in 1881 he was a general dealer. Clara and Victor married in 1888, and their first child Clement Frederick Percy Heath was baptised at Rumboldswhyke in 1890. In the 1891 Census they were at Aldershot, Hampshire, where Victor was a private with the South Wales Borderers. By 1901 they had returned to Whyke and settled at 124 Bognor Road, where they remained until their respective deaths. Victor was now a general labourer, and by 1911 he worked in the gravel pits, where his employer in 1921 was Hall & Co Ltd, Croydon. According to the 1911 Census they had six children in all, of whom four were still living then.

18.24	HEATH, Charles  Buried 7 Dec 1893, aged 88
There are two candidates of this name and age, neither very strong. One was baptised at Farnborough, Hampshire, on 12 May 1805; he served in the navy, and then kept a beer shop on Broyle Road in Chichester; in 1891 he was living in retirement on the Isle of White. It is unclear why he would have been buried at Whyke. The other was baptised at St Martin, Chichester in 1805; in 1853 he married Emma Woods in Chichester, but thereafter he disappears from the Censuses.
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]1.20	HEATH, Herbert Goodwin  Born 24 Nov 1900, died 8 June 1942, aged 41
Herbert was born on 3rd March at Alton, Hampshire; his parents were Goodwin and Emily Heath. In 1911 his father worked as a General Sawmill Manager in Alton. Herbert enlisted in the Royal Navy on 12 Feb 1917, age 16, and his first ship was the HMS Impregnable. He married Hilda Elizabeth Underhill (b. 10 Mar 1899) at Kensington in 1923. A daughter Edna was born in Alton in 1925 and a son Herbert in Portsmouth 1934. (Another son, Gerald, born in Fulham 1923, died in 1932.) In 1937 they moved from 94 Grove Road, Whyke, to 118 Whyke Lane.
      	Herbert left the Navy in 1927, but re-enlisted in 1930 as Able Seaman Herbert Goodwin HEATH P/J. 66153. By 1942 his Royal Navy unit is shown as being HMS President III; this was a shore-based Pay and Administration office sited near Windsor, and was the home unit for Navy personnel serving on merchant ships. Very often, experienced sailors were posted on merchant ships to operate the guns, which could only be used for defending the ship against attack, the ships being known as DEMS (Defensive Equipped Merchant Ships). Herbert was serving on the merchant ship SS Barrister when he received “gunshot wounds to the chest”; he was taken to the Hermes Military Hospital in Glasgow, where he died a day later. Mrs Maxine Hammond, a great granddaughter of Herbert, and granddaughter of Herbert II, writes that “great grandfather was not actually shot, it was shrapnel in his back, believed to have come from a shell that exploded during practice fire aboard ship. It was recorded as a gunshot wound, so that my great grandmother would still be entitled to her widow’s pension.”

20.21	HEATH, Victoria Hilda  Buried 17 Feb 1910, aged 4 months
She was born on 1 Oct 1909 to Victor Frederick and Clara Maud Heath (07.08), of 124 Bognor Road; her first name echoed her father’s.

27.29	HEATH, William  Born 24 March 1901, buried 11 Feb 1972, aged 79
	HEATH, Annie  Born 15 May 1903, buried 2 Feb 1989, aged 85
William was born in Bootle, near Liverpool; his father was William, a stonemason, but we have not found his mother’s name. He joined the Royal Navy as a ‘Boy’ in 1916, and enlisted in 1919, initially for twelve years. In the 1921 he was an ‘able seaman’ with the fleet off Southern Africa; in May 1932 he was a ‘leading seaman’ on HMS Vivid at Devonport. On the 7th of that month he married Annie Jellett at St Paul’s, Chichester. Annie was a Chichester native, eldest child of Joseph Jellett, a wine cellarman, and his wife Annie. In the 1921 Census she was working at Salters Dye Works in Chichester. After marriage their home was 49 Cambrai Avenue, though William was away for long periods at sea until his discharge in 1945. There seem to have been no children. They remained at No. 49 until their respective deaths.



24.31	HECTOR, Rhoda  Born 6 March 1925, died 1 Nov 1999, aged 74
Rhoda was née Wright; her parents were Mr. J. and Mrs F. Wright of Aberdeen. According to a newspaper report of her marriage in 1949, “After being a prisoner of war in Japanese hands for three and a half years, Mr. Horace Hector spent more than a year in a Horton hospital, where he was nursed by Miss Rhoda Wright. Last Saturday the two were married in Bosham Church.” They lived in Bosham after marriage and had two sons, David in 1951 and Malcolm in 1953. In 1957 they moved to 126 Whyke Road, which was Rhoda’s last address. Horace died less than a year after Rhoda.

36.29	HEDGES, Eleanor Sarah  Born 2nd qtr 1871, died 29 Jan 1946, aged 74
	HEDGES, William Arthur  Born 16 March 1877, died 12 Aug 1949, aged 72
Eleanor née Gough was born at Ascot, Berkshire in 1871; in the 1939 register she gave her birthdate as 13 June 1874, but that no doubt reflects sensitivity about her age in relation to her husband’s. Her father was Robert Gough, a stonemason; we have not discovered her mother’s name. William was born at Paddington, London, son of Arthur William; again we have not found the mother’s name. He married Eleanor at Egham, Surrey in 1900, when both his father’s and his own occupation was given as innkeeper. They had three children, Harry (1901, see 26.12) at Egham, Doris (1903) and Leonard (1904) at Guildford. At this period William was a clerk, but by 1909 he had moved the family to Chichester and become publican of The Half Moon Inn at 43 The Hornet (cf. Josiah Jay at 10.06; the pub is now a motorcycle shop). They were still there in 1921, but by 1930 the family had moved to 16 Pound Farm Road, which was the last address for both Eleanor and William, and later for their son Harry.

26.12	HEDGES, Harry William  Born 31 Aug 1901, died 8 Sept 1974, aged 73
Harry was born in Egham, Surrey to Eleanor and William Hedges (36.29). By 1909 the family had moved to Chichester, and Harry grew up in the Half Moon Inn, 43 The Hornet, where his father was publican. In 1921 he and his younger brother Leonard were motor mechanics with Holloway & Sons on The Hornet. They moved with their parents to 16 Pound Farm Road by 1930, and in 1939 Harry was a garage proprietor and agricultural engineer. He continued to live at No. 16 with Leonard (who married in 1942) until his death.

15.07	HELLYER, Alice Kate  Born 10 Feb 1889, buried 13 Aug 1924, aged 35
She was born at Pagham to George and Caroline Ainger; George was successively a publican (1889), an ag. lab. (1891) and a lock keeper on the canal at Birdham (1901). In 1918 she married Henry Walter, a driver; they lived in Whyke, and had a son Ronald Walter in 1920. The burial plan also records the burial of a stillborn Hellyer child at 5.29, undated but in a sequence late 1918 – early 1919. After Alice’s untimely death Henry remarried, and is buried at 15.39.

15.39	HELLYER, Harry Walter  Baptised 15 June 1884, died 28 Feb 1942, aged 57
He was a driver by trade, first as a carter on an Appledram farm (1911) and then as a ‘carman’ in the Chichester firm of Sayers & Sons, general carriers (1921), and later as a lorry driver (1939). Born in Boxgrove, he signed up at 19 for three years’ service in the Royal Garrison Artillery. In 1918 he married Alice Kate Ainger, and they had one son, Ronald, before Alice’s early death in 1924: she is buried at 15.07. The following year Harry married another Alice, the widow Alice Emma Patmore (née Carpenter). He lived on Whyke Road with his first wife, and later on Kingsham Avenue with the second.

28.13	HENSHAW, Thomas Henry  Born 3 May 1898, died 18 Nov 1964, aged 66
Thomas was born at Neston, in the Wirral peninsula of Cheshire, to Jane Henshaw and Thomas, a gamekeeper. He served as a ‘Boy’ in the Royal Navy from 1914, and enlisted for 12 years on his 18th birthday in 1916. In that year he participated in the Battle of Jutland as telegraphist on HMS Benbow; in 1921 he was Leading Telegraphist on HMS Glorious. After leaving the R.N. in 1927 he married Winifred May Tothill in 1928 at Plymouth; a daughter June was born there the following year. The next available record, the 1939 Register, shows the family at 110 Whyke Lane, with Thomas now a “wireless & electrical mechanic” for the R.A.F. They remained at No. 110 until Thomas’ death in 1964.



27.30	HERRINGTON, Hilda Agnes   Born 21 Aug 1913, buried 18 Feb 1972, aged 58
Hilda née Marriott was born in Bedworth, Warwickshire, to Hilda Marriott and Ambrose, a miner. In 1935 we find her at Funtington Hall, presumably in service. In 1936 in Chichester she married Stanley George Herrington, who was a “cattle transfer driver” in the 1939 Register, and a bus driver in 1942. They had a son David in Worthing, then Michael 1939, Christopher 1950 and Marilyn 1953 all in Chichester. Home was 27 York Road into the 1960s. Stanley George disappeared from the scene in 1955, but son David continued to live with his mother. Her last address was on Grove Road.

17.25	HERSEY, Ada Mary  Baptised 9 July 1893, buried 26 Apr 1962, aged 68
Ada was the second daughter of Charles and Caroline Hersey, with whom she is buried here. She remained unmarried and lived within the family home at 70 Grove Road until her death in 1962. She finished her working life as an assistant workroom mistress at Graylingwell Mental Hospital. 

17.25	HERSEY, Charles  Baptised 30 Sept 1849, buried 10 Dec 1923, aged 73
HERSEY, Caroline  Baptised 13 Jan 1850, died 19 Feb 1931, aged 81
Charles was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester, by George and Elizabeth Hersey. Charles’ father was a Master Shoemaker in Tangmere. Elizabeth died in 1854, and in the 1861 Census Charles was living with his paternal grandparents in Boxgrove. He was inspired to become a gardener by his grandfather.
Caroline was baptised at Boxgrove by James (a carpenter) and Caroline Earwicker. She was their first child. In 1871 Caroline was working as a housemaid in Little London, Chichester. 
     Caroline and Charles must have known each other in Boxgrove since the age of 11. They eventually married there in June 1878. Their first child, Charles Arthur, was baptised there in 1879, but by the 1881 Census they had moved into Chichester. In 1888 Charles was Registrar of Chichester Cemetery in Church Road, Portfield. In 1898 his income as a gardener was 15/6 a week. In all they had five children - three boys, two girls. At least two of their three sons served in WW1: see on George below.

17.25	HERSEY, George Dennis  Baptised 16 Sept 1888, died 5 June 1918, aged 29
George was the youngest son of Charles and Caroline Hersey. He was working as a wool sorter in 1911. In WW1 he joined up just before his marriage to Edith Baker on 8 October 1917, and was assigned to the Machine Guns Corp. The Corps was formed in 1915 to bolster trench warfare with the aim of making it more effective.  Machine guns were able to inflict substantial damage on the enemy, and this served to make the soldiers operating them a prime target for enemy attack; the Corps became known as ‘the suicide club’. George was killed in action on 5 June 1918. He was buried in Südfriedhof Cemetery, Cologne, Stadtkreis Köln, Nordrhein-Westfalen, Germany. His death is commemorated on his parents’ headstone.

17.33	HEWSON, Arthur Christopher  Buried 13 July 1925, aged 5
He was the son of Agnes Mabel Hewson, and grandson of George and Agnes Hewson (17.40). Agnes Mabel married Arthur Ewens in 1922 in Chichester.

8.11	HEWSON, Eliza Elizabeth Ada  Buried 8 Dec 1936, aged 63
	HEWSON, Edward Joseph  Baptised 29 May 1870, buried 2 Feb 1939, aged 68
Edward was Chichester-born, and was baptised at St Peter the Great, son of Charles, a carter, and Jane. He tackled a variety of jobs, including turncock, plumber, general labourer and (in 1921) painter. In 1894, according to the civil records, he married Eliza Elizabeth Ann Willis; however, we have not found anyone of that name in the birth or census records. They had at least eight children, including Katie Lavinia (26.23). They lived at 41 Florance Road, then moved in 1902 to 12 York Road, their forever home, where Eliza died. Edward’s address in the burial register, however, was in East Preston, near Littlehampton.

17.40	HEWSON, George  Baptised 31 May 1868, buried 23 Apr 1938, aged 70
	HEWSON, Agnes  Born 1st qtr 1876, buried 27 Nov 1965, aged 90
George was baptised at St Peter the Great in Chichester, the son of Charles, a carter, and Jane. He worked as a carman and stableman to fishmongers, and his father became a tanner, so George must have been used to powerful smells. In 1894 he married Agnes Clare, who hailed from Hayling Island: she was the daughter of John, a cowman and general farm worker, and Fanny. They settled at 142 (later 144) Whyke Road, and had a sequence of seven children between 1895 and 1913; the six born up to 1911 were all at home in that Census, a rarity at a time when many children left home early. One of them was Florence (married surname Holcroft, 28.27).  After George’s death Agnes remained at No. 144 until at least 1957, but the burial register gives her last addresses as 22 Linden Avenue and 63 Kingsham Road.
Frances Louisa was their third child and first daughter. In 1921 she married William Wells, and the couple lived in Brighton. After she died in 1968 a vase commemorating her was placed on her parents’ grave (Slay 573), but there is no evidence that she was buried here.

12.28	HEWSON, John Brewer  Born 3rd qtr 1851, buried 22 Sept 1906, aged 55
John Brewer Hewson was the Chichester-born son of William Hewson, a whitesmith, and Frances. From 1873 to 1893 he was a stoker in the Royal Navy; he received the ‘Soudan Medal’ in 1884 for his service on HMS Jumna, which shipped the York and Lancaster Regiment from Sudan to England in that year. In 1881 he was a lodger with Mary Hill at 7 Wickham Road. Presumably Mary’s house was his home during his leaves, and he may have become almost her adopted son. In 1897, when he was a naval pensioner, Mary and he moved to 50 York Road, which was their last address. John died only a few days after Mary, and was buried in the same grave as her.

15.19	HEYWORTH, Nellie Amy  Baptised 17 Apr 1904, buried 24 Nov 1934, aged 30
She was baptised in Eastbourne as daughter of Albert and Fanny Lambert. (However, Fanny was already widowed in 1901, which is surprising.) In 1932 she married Harold Heyworth at Eastbourne. They lived first in St Martins Street in Chichester, then from 1933 at 94 Grove Road. Nellie’s premature death in November 1934 may have been related to the death in infancy of their daughter Pamela May in April of that year (17.19). Harold remarried to Vera May Vidler (36.12) in 1940.

17.19	HEYWORTH, Pamela May  Buried 7 Apr 1934, aged 4 months
Her parents were Harold and Nelly May Heyworth. Her mother died in November of the same year (15.19).

36.12	HEYWORTH, Vera May  Born 26 Nov 1914, buried 9 Jan 1945, aged 30
She was born in Dover to a couple surnamed Vidler, mother Alice Emma, father’s name not known. By 1911 the family was in Eastbourne, Alice’s home town; by 1921 they were on Russell Street in Chichester. From 1935 Vera’s address is 12 Grove Road. In 1940 she married Harold Heyworth, who had been living at the same address as Vera since the death of his first wife Nelly (15.19); on the 1939 register he is an employee at an electricity works. They appear to have had no children before Vera’s premature death.

21.14	HIBBS, Annie  Baptised 18 Apr 1892, buried 21 Apr 1892, aged 4 days
The daughter of Robert Thomas Barnard Hibbs, a fish hawker, and Mary Elizabeth, of the Hornet.

24.22	HIDE, George Frederick  Born 2 Apr 1917, died 17 Feb 1996, aged 79
George was born in Chichester and baptised at St Pancras, the son of Thomas, a hawker, and Alice. In 1939 he married Margaret Knowles in Chichester; at that time he was working in a preserved-foods factory (perhaps Shippam’s?). We have found a record of one child, Janet Margaret, who is buried in this grave under her married name Wadey. In 1945 the family were at 61 Adelaide Road. Thereafter we have no records until George’s death, when his address was 11 Montague Road (not in the parish). The Burial Register gives his date of death, but not of burial or deposition of ashes; the Burial Plan says ashes.

11.26	HIGGS, Antony John  Buried 24 Aug 1942, aged 12 hours
The civil registration of his birth says his mother was née Wolfe. She was no doubt Lillian I. Wolfe, who married John A. Higgs in Chichester in 1940.

12.27	HILL, Ada Mary  Baptised 1 June 1879, buried 19 Feb 1971, aged 90
Ada May was Chichester-born, daughter of John Crees, a gardener, and Sarah (12.29). She married Thomas Francis at Rumboldswhyke on the third day of Christmas (Dec. 27) 1915. (One wonders how they met!) They lived in Willesden in the 1920s, when Thomas was a commercial traveller for Liptons, no doubt drinking a lot of tea. In the 1930s home was 23 Ranelagh Road, Ealing, which was Thomas’ last address. Ada buried him in Whyke, no doubt because she planned to live here herself. We find her at 24 Caledonian Road, first with her mother Sarah and then by herself. In 1953 she married Harold J. Hill at St Pancras Church; the Bognor Observer for 30 October carries a photo of the bridal carriage, “a smart brougham, complete with a top-hatted driver”. She joined Harold at his house at 56 Pound Farm Road, where he had a business in antique furniture with his son (25.20; Aspects p. 38). Harold died in 1967; Ada’s last address was 21 Sturges Road, Bognor (perhaps a care home?), and she was buried with her first husband Thomas, as was customary.

25.20	HILL, Harold John Kenrick  Born 9 June 1902, buried 28 Nov 1980, aged 78
	HILL, Gladys  Born 18 July 1904, buried 11 Oct 1989, aged 85
HJKH was Chichester-born, the son of Harold John Hill, a well-known local cabinet maker, and Marguerite Daisy. The family moved to 2 York Road in 1907, and that remained HJKH’s home for the rest of his life. By 1921 he was in business with his father at that address. In 1927 he married Gladys Carver, who was born in Bognor to Charles and Florence: her father was an upholsterer in 1921, a painter in 1927. Shortly thereafter his parents moved themselves, and the business address, to ‘The Bungalow’ (later no. 56) on Pound Farm Road, leaving 2 York Road to the newly-weds. (Following the death of Marguerite in 1851, Harold senr. married Ada May Francis in 1953: see 12-027.) Harold junr. and Gladys had at least one child, Muriel (1928).

10.27	HILL, John Lawrence  
This plot was marked vacant on the original burial plan, but it has the name John Lawrence Hill on the 2000 version. There is no record of this person in the burial register.

12.28	HILL, Mary  Baptised 30 Mar 1817, buried 5 Sept 1906, aged 89
Mary was born to Hezekiah Hill, a labourer, and his wife Mary, in Hambledon, Hants. (There may be a remote family connection between her and Ada Mary Hill in the adjoining grave 12.27, but we have not discovered it.) She went into domestic service, and was a housemaid in West Pallant, Chichester in the 1851 and 1861 Censuses. By 1871 she was retired, and living at 7 Wickham Road, first with her widowed mother Mary, then by herself. In 1881 she had John Hewson, a stoker in the R.N., as a lodger. Presumably Mary’s house was his home during his leaves, and he may have become almost her adopted son. In 1897, when he was a naval pensioner, Mary and he moved to 50 York Road, which was their last address. He is buried in the same grave as Mary.

33.18	HILL, William  Born 25 March 1883, died 5 Apr 1951, aged 68
	HILL, Florence  Born 22 March 1883, died 30 Oct 1968, aged 85
They were born just three days apart in 1883. William was Chichester-born, the eldest son of William Hill, a greengrocer, and Alice. Florence née Willshire hailed from Selsey; we have not found her mother’s name, but her father was George Willshire, a fisherman. Florence was a ‘general servant’ in Worthing in 1901 and 1911. She married William in Selsey in 1918, and they had a daughter Nora Florence in 1919; see under Nora’s married name Elliott. William had been a general labourer earlier, but at marriage he was an agricultural engineer; in 1939 he was a Corporation worker. They lived in various houses, first at No. 17 Kingsham Road, then from 1928 at No. 21 Kingsham Avenue; William died at No. 27, and Florence was still there in 1962, but she spent her last years with her daughter Nora (now married) at 33 Washington Street.

20.01	HILLS, Henry James  Buried 28 Apr 1898 
He lived only 36 hours. His parents were Francis Henry Hills, an ironmonger of 83 Olive Terrace, and his wife Corneliana.

35.02	HOAD, George  Born 19 Jan 1872, buried 5 Jan 1945, aged 72
	HOAD, Susan  Born 29 June 1872, buried 15 Nov 1950, aged 78
George was born in Bosham to Edward Hoad, a wheelwright, and his wife Fanny. By 1881 the family had moved to Oving; George’s elder brother James was already a wheelwright like his father, and George followed the same trade. As for Susan, she hailed from Aldershot. At the age of 17 or 18 she married Ernest Edward Wedge; since he was a soldier, they probably met in Aldershot. We have not found the marriage record, and do not know her maiden name. Susan had two children in India in the early 1890s during an army service tour, and two in Chichester around 1900. By 1911 it appears that her husband was permanently absent, as she and George Hoad were living together. In 1921 George was working as wheelwright for G. Cover of Stockbridge, and Susan as a laundress; they were at 39 Bognor Road, which remained home thereafter. They were finally married in 1926. Katherine Slay records a square vase on this grave, inscribed “Dad 1944”.

20.07	HOARE, Alice  Baptised 1 Jan 1872, buried 6 Oct 1897, aged 25
She was one of the six daughters of Richard and Alice Hoare, who are buried next door (20.08). She grew up on the family dairy farm on Whyke Road, where she was a dairymaid in 1891. Her sister Margaret (marr. Harmsworth) is buried in the same grave. 

20.08	HOARE, Eliza Triggs  Born 12 May 1878, died 6 May 1964, aged 86
	HOARE, Robin  Born 11 Dec 1874, died 24 Oct 1944, aged 69
Robin was the second son of Richard and Agnes, and grew up on their dairy farm in Whyke. For much of his life he worked for Ebenezer Prior on Tower Street as a drayman i.e. carter of wool; on the 1939 Register it was noted that his cart was horse-drawn (already a rarity?). He married Eliza Triggs Woods in Portfield in 1908: her parents were William Woods, a carpenter, and Frances. They had at least five children of their own, including Richard William (27.25), and also fostered the two Langley children (5.22). Their chief addresses were 27 York Road (1921-39) and 1 Velyn Avenue (1939-61). Eliza’s ashes were deposited at this plot; a vase commemorated her and Robin, but there is no record in the burial register or burial plan of Robin actually being buried here.

20.36	HOARE, Ellen  Born 3rd qtr 1845, died 11 Apr 1888, aged 42
	HOARE, William  Baptised 16 Jan 1848, buried 31 Jan 1933, aged 85
Ellen was the daughter of George Stroud, a Chichester coachbuilder, and his wife Harriett. The 1861 and 1871 Censuses record her as a dressmaker. She married William Hoare in 1871 at St Mary’s, Whyke. William was the younger brother of Richard (20.08); they were sons of William and Rebecca Hoare, who ran a dairy farm on Whyke Road, and who are buried in the Old Churchyard. Our William tried other occupations, as printer and shopkeeper, but soon returned to farming, as stockman (1881) and farm bailiff (1891). Home was Watery Lane, now just south of the A27 bypass, and here Ellen had three children, Bertha, Nora (20.37) and Archibald. After Ellen’s early death Bertha kept house for William; we find them on a farm in Wivelsfield, East Sussex in 1901, when Bertha was a dairymaid. Thereafter we lose track of them, except that William died 45 years after his wife, and that his last address was 13 The Hornet.

20.19	HOARE, Gordon Frank  Buried 25 Jan 1910, aged 4
His parents were Harry, a mineral water salesman, and Rosa Hoare, of Whyke Lane.

34.31	HOARE, Lucy  Baptised 6 May 1877, bd. 16 Dec 1965, aged 88
Lucy’s parents were William Grist, a fish hawker, and Rosina. She was born in Frimley, Surrey, her father’s hometown, but by 1881 the family had settled in Chichester. In 1897 at St Paul’s church Lucy married George William Hood, a private with the Royal Sussex Regiment. They had seven children, the first being Rosie (buried here under the surname Walker). By 1911 George was the manager of a coal office. He died in Southampton in 1918, and three years later Lucy remarried to Thomas Edward Hoare in Portsmouth. In 1923 she alleged desertion, and a maintenance order was granted for Lucy and three of her children; by 1927, however, she and Thomas were registered as electors together at 26 Little London. Thomas died there in 1938; Lucy died at North View Care Home, East Preston, but her body was brought to Whyke for burial in her daughter Rosie’s grave. The Burial Register gives Lucy’s age as 76, and the civil registration says 75, but she was actually 88.

20.37	HOARE, Nora  Born 12 Aug 1877, died 18 Nov 1942, aged 65
Nora was the daughter of William and Ellen (see 20.36 above). She obtained a certificate as an assistant elementary school teacher; in 1921 she was teaching at the Chichester Central Girls’ School on Chapel Street. She lived at various Whyke addresses, including 18 Lyndhurst Road in the 1910s, 88 Whyke Lane in the 1920s, 44 Caledonian Road in the 1930s, and finally 41 Whyke Lane.

20.08	HOARE, Richard  Baptised 25 June 1843, buried 7 Feb 1890, aged 46
	HOARE, Agnes  Baptised 1 Jan 1843, died 29 Dec 1895, aged 53
Richard was baptised at St Mary, Rumboldswyke; his parents, William and Rebecca Hoare, are buried in the Old Churchyard. William had a dairy farm on Whyke Road, and Richard joined him in the business, farming 26 acres in 1881. He married Agnes Tee in 1869; she was born in Warblington, Hampshire, daughter of William Tee (a groom) and Caroline, but she was in domestic service on Whyke Road in 1861. They had two sons including Robin (above) and six daughters including Alice and Margaret (both 20.07). After Richard’s death Agnes continued the dairy business briefly, but she too died early.

27.25	HOARE, Richard William  Born 18 Oct 1913, died 21 Jan 1971, aged 57
Richard was Whyke native, and at least the fourth generation of his family to be buried at St Mary’s Churchyard. His parents were Eliza Triggs Hoare and her husband Robin (20.08), who lived at 27 York Road. The 1939 Register records Richard as a fitter in a motor works. Earlier that year he had moved from the family home to 1 Velyn Avenue. He married Jane F. Doherty in 1945, and they had a daughter Pamela in 1947. They remained at 1 Velyn Avenue until Richard’s death in 1971.

9.07	HOBGEN, Thirza  Born 3rd qtr 1848, died 3 Nov 1911, aged 60
	HOBGEN, John Herbert  Baptised 1 Jan 1845, died 12 Aug 1927, aged 83
John was baptised on New Year’s Day 1845 at Sidlesham, son of John and Anne Hobgen. His father was a farmer of 340 acres, and John followed the family tradition. In 1871 he married Thirza Hill, daughter of Henry and Ann Hill, who had a farm of similar size at Portsea. They had one son, named after his father. John followed the family farming tradition at Oakhurst Farm in Sidlesham, “until misfortune intervened” as the Chichester Observer reports later in his obituary, without specifying the misfortune. In 1895 he was appointed Surveyor of Highways to Westhampnett District Council, a position which he held until retirement in 1917. Consequently he moved into town, to 43 Lyndhurst Road, and after Thirza’s death to 19 Caledonian Road.
	Also commemorated on their headstone, but not buried here, is Berthe Hobgen, who died 31 Aug 1926 aged 53. We have not managed to identify her.

22.12	HOBSON, Eliza Mary  Baptised 2 Sept 1895, buried 10 Sept 1895, aged 5 days
20.01	HOBSON, Edward William  Buried 18 Feb 1897, aged 3 months
Their parents were Edward William Hobson, a carpenter of 109 Bognor Road, and his wife Eliza. 

28.27	HOLCROFT, George Edward  Born 15 March 1902, died 17 Sept 1966, aged 64
	HOLCROFT, Florence Mary  Born 30 Jan 1906, died 1 Jan 1996, aged 89
George Edward was born in Liverpool to Eliza Jane Holcroft and her husband Peter, who was Ward Master to the West Derby Board of Guardians. He trained as a carpenter-joiner. Florence née Hewson was born in Rumboldswyke to Agnes and George Hewson, who are buried at 17.40.  Home was 144 Whyke Road, and at age 15 Florence was in service to the Lees family along the road at No. 132. She and George Edward married at Rumboldswyke in 1927, and had a daughter Cecily in 1928 and a son George in 1932, both in Chichester. From 1939 they lived at 63 Kingsham Road. In early 1954 George Edward and Florence took a 10-week trip to New York, sailing out on the Queen Mary and back on the Queen Elizabeth. Home continued to be No. 63 at least until the sudden death of George Edward. Florence, however, died in Glebe House, Emsworth.

9.31	HOLDEN, Frances Louisa  Buried 9 Apr 1937, aged 54
	HOLDEN, Charles Henry  Buried 8 May 1941, aged 60
Frances Louisa née Potter first saw the light of day in Acton Green, London c. 1883, the daughter of Caroline and Cyrus, a carpenter/joiner. Charles started life in Pulborough, the son of Susan and Harvey, a blacksmith. They married at St James Islington in 1904 and started married life in Pulborough, where Charles worked as a tailor and three children were born. In 1913 they moved to Chichester, to 5 Caledonian Road, where three more children were born; this remained home until Frances’ death, and subsequently Charles moved to 83 Whyke Lane. In 1921 Charles was working for Lansley Tailor in North Street. Though no doubt a most law-abiding citizen, he was fined 10s in 1932 for having no licence for his dog!

36.28	HOLDER, Alice  Born 20 March 1864, died 19 Jan 1946, aged 80
	HOLDER, Henry  Born 18 Nov 1866, died 10 Oct 1946, aged 79
Alice née Gale was baptised at Oving, daughter of Daniel, carpenter and wheelwright, and Elizabeth. Henry’s parents were Edmund, a gardener, and Sarah, and he was born in East Grinstead. Henry and Alice married at St Pancras, Chichester in 1890. They had no children. Henry worked for 40 years in the Post Office, as a sorting clerk and by 1911 as a superintendent, retiring in 1925. He was active in St. John’s Church as churchwarden and Sunday School superintendent. Alice and he lived at 70 Whyke Lane, and later at No. 105, where Alice died; Henry’s address in the Burial Register was 11 Caledonian Road.

22.11	HOLLANDS, Lilian Mary  Baptised 18 Nov 1894, buried 4 Sept 1895, aged 10 months
She was baptised at Ifield, near Crawley, the daughter of Fred Hollands, a carter, and his wife Martha Minnie. At the time of her death they were living on Caledonian Road, Whyke.

18.37	HOLLIST, Ellen  Born 12 Dec 1845, buried 29 Nov 1923, aged 77
Ellen was born in Pagham to George Rogers, a farm worker and his wife Frances. In 1866 she married Charles Townsend, also a farm worker, at Pagham, and they had a son George in 1867. Charles died that year, and in 1869 Ellen remarried to William Hollist, again a farm worker, again at Pagham. Their children came at regular 2-year intervals, from Fanny (1870) to Arthur (1882), with Elsie as an afterthought in 1891. Around 1877 they moved from Pagham to North Mundham. After William’s death we find Ellen with her youngest, Elsie, in Hunston in 1911, and in 1921 at 67 Whyke Lane, which was her last address.

10.38	HOLLOWAY, Alice Lydia  Baptised 6 Sept 1863, buried 24 Dec 1913, aged 50
She was born at Winchester, daughter of William Hebb, a carter, and Charlotte. In 1882 at Portsea she married Walter Holloway, a messman in the Royal Navy. They eventually had two sons, Walter William (1884) and Alfred John (1890), and were in the Southampton area in the 1891 and 1901 Censuses. In 1911 they were in Chichester at the West Sussex Club, 38 East Street, where Walter was club steward and Alice was stewardess. She was buried on Christmas Eve 1913 from 4 Grove Road.

1.14	HOLMES, Alfonso Theodore  Born 10 May 1907, A* 24 Apr 1971
The Burial Register says that Alfonso’s ashes were deposited on 24 Apr 1971, but the original Burial Plan does not indicate where. We have recorded him with his parents-in-law George and Matilda Leach, since they are his only known relatives in the churchyard. Despite his exotic first names he was born to plainly named parents, Ann Holmes and her husband James, a farm hand, at Mere, Wiltshire. By 1936 he was in Chichester as a mill hand, and there he married Bessie Leach, daughter of George and Matilda. They appear to have had no children. In the 1939 Register he was described as a cattle food mixer, of 9 Whyke Road. By 1945, however, he and Bessie were at 24 Kingsham Avenue, the Leach family home. Alfonso’s last address, according to the Burial Register, was Kingsham Road.  

24.21	HOLMES, Blanche
She was a wife, mother, grandmother, great-grandmother according to her MI, but to whom? Her age, and the fact that her ashes were deposited in this Ashcroft grave, suggest that she was the mother of Eileen Rosemary Ashcroft; see on Eileen and her possible marriage to Dennis Ashcroft. Blanche’s MI gives her dates as 1890-1988. The burial register says her ashes were deposited on 16 May 1989, and gives her age as 100, which is not entirely consistent with the MI. It states that she was formerly of North Pallant, Chichester, and died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

32.27	HOMER, Albert James  Born 13 Feb 1915, buried 16 Oct 1954, aged 39
Albert was born at Bosham, the sixth child of Maria Georgina Homer and her husband Willie, a farm worker (31.25). He married Annie Rosina Page in 1936 at Chichester, and a daughter Winifred Rose was born in 1938. They lived with Albert’s parents at 143 Broyle Road, and after the War at 18 Taverner Place, Albert’s last address. He took after his father as a farm worker, specifically a cowman in the 1939 Register.

26.22	HOMER, Alice Edith  Born 4 July 1894, buried 20 Sept 1976, aged 82
Alice née Hurd was born in Horsham to Amelia Hurd and her husband Alfred Edwin, a railway porter and guard. In 1911 she was in domestic service in Worthing – to Revd. John Copley, a retired clergyman of the Church of Ireland. In 1915 at Alverstoke she married George William Davis, a Chief Petty Officer with the R.N. They began married life in Worthing, where two children were born (Beatrice 1915, Robert 1918). Then they moved to Chichester, where an unnamed child was born in 1922, Joan in 1924 (34.14) and David in 1925. In 1923 George took the licence of ‘The Waggon and Lamb’ at 37 Westgate, and the family lived there until 1939. George then moved the family to ‘The Crown’, 140 Whyke Road, which he ran, no doubt with much help from Alice, until his death in 1948 (34.14). After his death Alice became the licensee and ran ‘The Crown’ with her daughter Joan. In 1953 she remarried to William R. Homer, and ran the Inn with him. They retired in 1957 to 28 Winden Avenue, which was Alice’s last address.

31.25	HOMER, Maria Georgina  Born 1st qtr 1883, buried 20 March 1958, aged 75
	HOMER, Willie  Baptised 7 Nov 1880, buried 20 Aug 1965, aged 85
Maria was Chichester-born, daughter of George Hussey, a farm worker, and Emily. Willie’s father was another George, also a farm worker, and his mother was Fanny; he was born in Portslade, but the family soon moved to Sidlesham, where Willie too became a farm worker. He and Maria married at Selsey in 1900. They settled at Bosham, where they had six children including Albert James (32.27). They were still in Bosham in 1924, but the next available record (1933) shows them in Chichester, at 143 Broyle Road. By 1948 they were at Taverner Place with their son Albert, and that was Maria’s last address; Willie moved by 1960 to 54 Winden Avenue, where he died.

7.15	HOMEWOOD, Martha  Baptised 5 March 1854, buried 21 July 1930, aged 76
Martha née Grounsell was born in Funtingdon to parents George, a farm bailiff, and Betsey. She went into domestic service, in Aldingbourne (1871), Warblington (1881), and Portsea (1891). She married Spencer Walter Homewood, a general labourer, at Portsea in 1891, and they had a son Sidney Spencer in 1892. However, her husband died in 1893. Martha then moved to Chichester, supporting herself and her son as a dressmaker (1901) and ironer in the Steam Laundry (1911). Her last address was 27 York Road.

29.13	HOOD, Thomas George  Born 25 Dec 1895, died 19 June 1961, aged 66
	HOOD, Dorothy Caroline  Born 23 May 1895, died 2 June 1969, aged 74
Thomas was born at Rowhedge, near Colchester, Essex, as a Christmas present to his parents Thomas and Mary Ann Hood. By 1911 his parents had moved to London, to St George in the East, where his father was a “shore boatswain of wharf”. In 1921 our Thomas had a similar job, as “ship’s tally clerk and wharf worker” in Wapping, when he married Dorothy née Francis at Shadwell. Dorothy was born in St George in the East, daughter of Frederick, a leather cutter in the boot trade, and Julia. She and Thomas had a son Thomas F.G. Hood in 1922. They were still in Stepney in 1939. We do not know when they came to Chichester: there are records of them at 47 Langdale Avenue only from 1961, the year of Thomas’ death. His burial was omitted from the Burial Register, perhaps because he was unknown in the parish; nevertheless it is shown on the Burial Plan, and it fits into the chronological sequence of burials.

28.10	HOOKER, Herbert Charles  Born 1st qtr 1898, buried 9 May 1964, aged 66
Herbert was born in Bognor, but his family soon moved to Chichester; his mother was Elizabeth, his father Henry, a cab proprietor. We cannot find him in the 1921 Census, which may mean he was in the armed forces. In 1926, aged 28, he married Dorothy May Spickernell, aged 19, at Portfield; he was then an engineer. They had a daughter Gladys later that year, who died in infancy, and a second daughter Evelyn in 1933. In 1933 Dorothy took Herbert, then a casual labourer, to court for failing to provide proper maintenance. They then ceased to live together, and presumably obtained a divorce, since in 1947 Herbert remarried to Ena May Kennett (aka Mantle). They lived at 121 Bognor Road; by 1961, however, Herbert had moved out to 35 Little London. He died in RWSH.

19.07	HOOPER, Ada Elizabeth  Baptised 5 May 1872, buried 4 Oct 1901, aged 29
She was born at Portfield, the second of five daughters of John Frederick and Grace Scarterfield (19.08). No doubt she helped her father, and then her widowed mother, in running the Roundabout House Inn in Whyke. In May 1899 she married Richard Morris Hooper, a grocer’s assistant; they lived at 42 Bognor Road, and had a son Richard Frederick. Ada’s mother Grace came to live with them in 1899, and died at the end of that year. Ada herself died two years later.

19.35	HOOPER, Raymond John  Buried 11 June 1892, aged 2 months
His parents were Charles William Hooper and Ivy Amy Hooper née Lee, of 114 Bognor Road.

17.17	HORDER, Anne  Baptised 17 Jan 1847, died 25 June 1923, aged 76
	HORDER, Edward Walter  Baptised 7 Feb 1855, died 16 July 1931, aged 76
Anne, the fifth child of George and Martha Collins, was born in Otterbourne, Hampshire. Between 1861 and 1871 Anne’s mother died and Anne remained living with her father – by now, the only child left at home. In December 1879 Anne married Edward Walter Horder. Edward’s father Samuel Horder was a master tailor in Salisbury and employed at least 3 apprentices during his career – one of whom was his eldest son, also Samuel. However, by the time Edward was 16 he had followed a different path and had gained employment as a clerk for British Rail on one of their Bookstalls. The nature of the job meant that Edward and Anne moved around, and the Census of 1881 shows them living in Wormley, Hertfordshire. In 1886 they had a daughter Olive Mary (27.22) at Broxbourne, Herfordshire. They had moved on again by 1891 to number 52, Lyndhurst Road, Chichester. Edward was working for WH Smith, still on British Rail premises but now as Manager. By 1921 Edward was a clerk for the firm E Haber G Sydney Pitts, Harness Maker, The Hornet, Chichester. Edward and Anne remained at 52 Lyndhurst Road until their respective deaths.

27.22	HORDER, Olive Mary Gertrude  Baptised 19 Sept 1886, died 8 Jan 1972, aged 86
Olive was the only child of Annie and Edward Horder (17.17). She was born at Broxbourne, Hertfordshire, but by 1891 they were in Chichester (2 Lyndhurst Road), where Edward was manager of the W.H. Smith bookstall at Chichester Station. Olive participated in several public concerts as a pianist in the early 1900s. By 1911 the family had moved to 52 Lyndhurst Road, and Olive was a musical student. After the deaths of her mother (1923) and father (1931) she remained at No. 52, then moved in 1937 to 17 Ormonde Avenue, taking in various boarders, but none long-term. By 1960 she had moved again, to 2 Basin Road. She died at the Eventide Home, Donnington.

2.08	HORNER, Henry  Died 25 Dec 1937, aged 69
	HORNER, Elizabeth Hannah  Born 15 Dec 1873, died 15 June 1941, aged 67
Henry was born in North Mundham, near Chichester, and remained there for much of his life; he was a domestic gardener until the 1901 Census, but then appears in 1911 as parish clerk and sexton at St Stephen’s Church. His parents were Caroline and Charles Horner, the latter a dealer. Elizabeth Hannah née Herrington was born in East Sutton, Yorkshire to George, a labourer, and Ann. How did she come to be in North Mundham? The answer is domestic service, which often took women far from home: in 1891 she was housemaid to the vicar of Hunston (and the other household servant was also a Yorkshire lass). Elizabeth and Henry married at North Mundham, and had two daughters there, Edith (1893) and Nellie (1897). By 1921 they had finally left North Mundham and moved to Whyke, first to 43 Basin Road, and then to 76 Kingsham Road, which was Henry’s last address. After his death on Christmas Day 1937, Elizabeth moved to 48 Kingsham Road, the home of her married daughter Nellie and her husband Ashley George Ward.

16.09	HORNER, Elizabeth  Baptised 11 June 1837, buried 18 June 1924, aged 87
She was born at North Perrott, Somerset, daughter of William and Ann Bishop. In 1863 she married William Linton, a carpenter, at Taunton, and they had a daughter Elizabeth Ann. By 1871 William had died, and Elizabeth then worked as a peripatetic domestic cook: in 1881 she was in Brighton, in 1891 in London, and by 1898 in West Sussex, where she married William Horner, a widower, at Hunston. (Elizabeth Ann had followed her to Sussex, and married in 1906 at Singleton.) William Horner was buried at Hunston in 1915.

6.10	HORNER, Mary Ann  Baptised 7 Oct 1867, died 6 Apr 1932
Mary Ann was born at Tortington to George and Harriet Chandler. She was baptised there in October 1867, but we do not know how long an interval there was between her birth and baptism. In May 1887 at Oving she married William Goff, a farm worker: her age was recorded as 21, his as 44. They had two sons while living at North Mundham, and then a daughter Alice Mary in Chichester. Following William’s death, Mary Ann remarried to Jesse David Horner on 3 Jan 1903 at the new St George’s Church, Whyke: theirs was the first marriage recorded there. Mary’s age was given as 37, Jesse’s as 27. They moved from 31 York Road to 132 Bognor Road in 1907, and then to 120 Bognor Road. Mary died there, and was buried in the plot where her daughter Alice lay.

1.25	HORNER, Sarah Elizabeth  Born 19 Nov 1869, buried 3 Jan 1942, aged 72
	HORNER, Alfred  Born 15 Sept 1869, buried 22 June 1949, aged 79
A local couple who lived the country life. Sarah née Harding was born at Sidlesham to Richard, a farm worker, and Jane. Alfred was born in North Mundham to Charles, another farm labourer, and Caroline. He and Sarah married at Portsea in 1892. They settled in Hunston, and Alfred had a variety of occupations, as farm worker (1891), brickmaker (1901), smallholder and poultry keeper (1911) and cowkeeper (1921). They went in for sons, having five in all, Alfred, Ernest, Thomas, Richard and an afterthought Charles (born 1916). The 1939 Register gives their home as ‘Meadowview’ in Hunston, which was their last address. It would be interesting to know why they were buried at Whyke.

6.16	HORSEY, Lily Florence  Baptised 11 Apr 1889, buried 9 Sept 1916, aged 28
Lily was born at Wick and baptised at Lyminster, both places near Littlehampton; her parents were William, buried here at 6.16, and Sophia, buried next door at 6.15. She moved with her parents to Birdham, and then in 1907 to Chichester. She was probably the mother of Mabel Florence Mills (5.36). In December 1914 at St Peter the Great she married William George Horsey, an appropriately named coachman. Her death less than two years later raises the possibility that she died in childbirth.

22.03	HOTHER, Frederick John  Baptised 21 Jan 1894, died 9 March 1895, aged 15 months
His parents were Frederick, a gardener, and Ellen, of Grove Road. When Slay recorded his headstone in the 1990s, it was in Row 24 and faced west: perhaps it had been moved from its original position. It was unusual for a small child to have a headstone.

28.04	HOVEY, Garrison McBeath  Born 11 Apr 1918, buried 21 Sept 1963, aged 45
	HOVEY, Irene Kathleen  Born 5 Apr 1921, died 21 Jan 1991, A* 5 Feb 1991, aged 69
Garrison’s first name was often shortened to Garry. He was born in Ludlow, New Brunswick, Canada to Olla Ruby Hovey and her husband Tully Kingdom Hovey, a carpenter. Like many Canadians he came to the UK to fight in WW2 (his rank was Gunner), but unusually he stayed in this country. In the middle of the war, in 1942, he married Irene Kathleen Beacher in Chichester. Irene was born in Chichester to Alice Mabel Beacher and her husband Charles Ernest, a male nurse at Graylingwell Hospital. Irene and Garry had a son Harold in 1946, a daughter Diane in 1948, twin daughters Cherryl and Teresa in 1955 and a son Garry in 1964. Home was 21 Bognor Road, where both Garry Snr and Irene remained until their respective deaths.

30.34	HOWARD, Alice Violet  Born 15 July 1888, died 4 Jan 1961, aged 72
Her name was originally Violet, but she changed it late in life to Alice Violet, perhaps because Violet was starting to seem old-fashioned. Her parents were Annie Howard and Arthur, a domestic gardener. Born in Chichester, she went into service and moved as positions became available; one of her early posts was as kitchenmaid in the Vicarage at North Mundham (1911), and in 1939 she was in Bognor Regis. Meanwhile her widowed mother and some of her sisters had made a home at ‘Shamrock Villa’, 87 Whyke Lane. Alice lived there for her last few years, but she died at RWSH. She appointed her younger sister Adeline Gray Howard as executrix of her will.

31.36	HOWARD, Anna Mary  Born 18 Feb 1882 died 22 Feb 1959, aged 77
	HOWARD, William  Born 13 Apr 1891, died 23 Mar 1961, aged 69
Anna née Sears was born in Chatteris, Cambridgeshire, to Matthew Sears, a farmer, and his wife Annie. In 1901 we find her at The Chantry in Canon Lane, Chichester, as one of five servants in the household of James Whalley, a retired clergyman. By 1911 James had died, and his unmarried daughter Beatrice had reduced the servants to four; by 1921 she had moved to 6 North Pallant, taking Anna and just two other servants with her. Anna was still there in 1930 when she married William Howard at All Saints church. William was Chichester-born, son of Annie Howard (5.20), whose husband Edward, a farm worker, had died in 1887. William lived with his uncle James Putnam in 1901; in 1911 he was at 41 Whyke Lane with his mother, and in 1921 with his married sister Beatrice (5.19). He was a gardener, working in 1921 for Hooper & Son, seedsman & Florist, South Street. After marriage he and Anna lived at 6 Cambrai Avenue, the last address for each of them.

5.20	HOWARD, Annie  Baptised 1 June 1851, buried 11 Nov 1918, aged 68
She was born at Walderton and baptised at nearby Stoughton, daughter of George Stripe, a carter, and Anne. In 1871 she was a domestic cook at Graylingwell, on the outskirts of Chichester, where she met Edward Howard, a farm worker and stockman. They married in the magnificent church at Stoughton in 1874. They lived first with Edward’s parents at Graylingwell, then in town, and had two sons and two daughters, including Beatrice Mary who is buried in the adjacent plot (5.19). Edward died prematurely in 1887, and Annie supported herself and the children for many years as a charwoman. By 1911 she was at 42 Whyke Lane; her second son William was with her, and Beatrice was next door at number 41.

30.35	HOWARD, Gertrude  Born 17 Dec 1878, died 12 Jan 1961, aged 82
Gertrude née Jakes was born at Downham Market, Norfolk, to Charles, an innkeeper, and Elizabeth Ann. By 1891 the family had moved to Camberwell, and it was there in 1912 that Gertrude married William James Howard, a bus ticket inspector. A son Reginald was born in 1920. By the 1930s the family had moved to Chichester, where William James kept a newsagent’s shop at 75 St James’s Road. After his death in 1940 Gertrude ran the shop until at least 1948; she then retired to 5 Velyn Avenue, which was her last address.

14.36	HOYLE,  Albert James  Born 6 Oct 1886, buried 22 Apr 1965, aged 78
Albert was born in Chichester to Lord and Anne Hoyle (below). He was a baker’s journeyman in the 1911 Census, and a baker in the 1939 Register. In the latter he was living with his sister Annie at 19 Bognor Road. His last address was 115a Bognor Road. His name was not added to the family headstone, but the Burial Plan confirms that he was buried in this plot.



6.17	HOYLE, Ann  Baptised 27 July 1851, died 4 Nov 1930, aged 79
Ann was baptised at Rumboldswyke, daughter of Francis and Martha Aylward: on her parents see 19.30. In her late teens she was impressed by a soldier of the Dragoon Guards, Lord Hoyle, and married him in 1869: see on 14.36. After Lord’s death in 1901 she continued to live with some of the children at 115 Bognor Road. Sometime between 1915 and 1918 she moved to 20 Bognor Road, her last address.

14.36	HOYLE, Annie  Baptised 28 Oct 1883, died 16 Nov 1943, aged 60
Annie was born in Chichester to Lord and Anne Hoyle (below). She was a dressmaker living at home in the 1901 Census, but by 1911 she was a nurse at Portsmouth Royal Hospital. Her headstone says that she served “for 30 years as a nurse to help to relieve the sufferings of others”. In 1914-20 she had the rank of Sister in the Territorial Force Nursing Service. Later she served as matron of the Hospital for Men in London. In the 1939 Register she was a hospital matron in Chichester.


14.36	HOYLE, Charles Richard  Born 30 July 1875, died 19 May 1944, aged 68
Charles Richard was born in Curragh, Ireland to Lord and Anne Hoyle (below). In 1891 he was a solicitor’s clerk in Chichester, but he clearly craved a more exciting life, and in 1893 he enlisted in the Regiment of Hussars of the Line. After that we know only what the family headstone reports, that he died in Canada on 19 May 1944.

14.36	HOYLE, Lord  Born 16 Dec 1837, died 11 Jan 1901, aged 63
‘Lord Hoyle’ sounds aristocratic, but actually his mother Betty’s birth surname, Lord, was used as his first name, no doubt to the amusement of his schoolmates. He was born at Newchurch, Lancashire, and in the 1851 Census we find the family in the heart of the Industrial Revolution: Edmund is a wool carder, Lord himself (at age 13) is a cotton power loom weaver, and his brother James (at 8) is a throstle doffer. Perhaps to escape the factory, Lord joined up in the Dragoon Guards Regiment. His soldiering brought him to Chichester, and in 1869 at Rumboldswyke he married Anne Aylward (6.17), daughter of Francis and Martha Aylward (19.30). Further moves took them to Aldershot (1871 Census), and to Curragh, Ireland, where their son Charles Richard was born in 1875. By 1881 Lord had left the military and turned coachman, and the family had settled at 115 Bognor Road in Chichester. Here several more children were born, including Annie (1883) and Albert James (1886).

6.04	HUFFER, Frederick William  Baptised 24 Sept 1865, buried 6 Jan 1916, aged 52
	HUFFER, Emma  Buried 19 Jan 1925, aged 62
Frederick was a man in motion. By occupation he was a groom, coachman and driver, and he moved his residence constantly. He was born in Wootton, Bedfordshire, son of William and Maria Huffer: his father was also a coachman, so perhaps Frederick had travel in his genes. In the 1881 Census he was in Hatfield Peverel, Essex, as one of two grooms to Sir Philip Payne, Bt. He was living in East Molesey, Surrey in 1889 when he married Emma King in her home village of Redlynch, Wiltshire (near Salisbury). Emma’s parents are unknown, but we must hope that she liked travel. They had their first child at East Molesey, their second (after a sojourn in Brighton) at Burgess Hill, their third at Storrington, their fourth and fifth at Pulborough. (The fifth was Louisa Beatrice, 35.19.) By 1901 they had come to rest in Chichester, but even here they changed address frequently. When death caught up with Frederick in 1916, he was at 78 Grove Road. Not to be outdone, Emma moved again by 1921 to 10 Cleveland Road. Their second son Henry, not surprisingly a taxi driver, is buried at 34.28.

34.28	HUFFER, Henry Augustus  Born 1st qtr 1893, bd. 30 Sept 1950, aged 57
He was born in Burgess Hill, Sussex, the son of Frederick William and Emma Huffer (6.04). By the age of eight he had had at least four homes in various parts of the country. Like his father and his grandfather, both coachmen, he loved to be in motion: in 1911 he was a ‘skate boy’ at a Chichester skate rink, and in 1921 a taxi driver. (In WW1 he enlisted in the Army Service Corps, perhaps as a driver.) But unlike his father, and perhaps in reaction to his early experience of rootlessness, he did not like to change house. Once he and his mother settled at 10 Cleveland Road following his father’s death, he stayed put there for the rest of his life. The electoral registers to 1939 show him sharing the house, after his mother’s death in 1925, with Daisy May Huffer, but it is not known how they were related. When the registers resume in 1947, Daisy has gone.

14.34	HUGGETT, Dorcas  Born 20 Aug 1885, died 9 Apr 1901, aged 15
She was baptised at St Peter the Great in Chichester, daughter of William Alfred Huggett, a hotel porter, and his wife Dorcas. Her mother had died by the time of the 1891 Census, and we find young Dorcas and her older sister Ethel living in the Cathedral Close, in the house of her uncle and aunt William and Lucy King (13.33): William King was her father’s brother-in-law. Dorcas was still with the Kings in the 1901 Census (shortly before her untimely death), when she was a ‘steam laundry clerk’ – the same occupation as her older cousin Mabel King, soon to be Mabel Noyce, who is buried in the same grave.

15.08	HUGHES, Henry  Died 9 Nov 1898, aged 22
The best candidate with this name is one baptised in Loxwood on 1 June 1879 by Henry and Elizabeth Hughes, though that date does not quite match the age of 22 given in the burial register. His MI reads “Weep not for me, my parent [singular] dear”, and Elizabeth Hughes of Loxwood had in fact died in 1891.

29.11	HULL, Ellen  Born 19 Feb 1879, buried 12 June 1961, aged 82
She was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, as daughter of Mark Hull, a general labourer, and Eliza; she was an older sister of Thomas Hull (36.34). She lived in the family home at 41 Whyke Lane and later 29 Adelaide Road, and helped with laundry and home duties. In 1904 as a single mother she had a son Alfred Mitchell Hull. By 1939, with her parents dead, she was a patient in Graylingwell Hospital. She died in care at 9 College Lane.

36.34	HULL, Sarah Jane  Born 16 May 1874, buried 21 May 1946, aged 72
	HULL, Thomas  Born 11 Dec 1880, buried 10 Sept. 1949, aged 68
These are folk who experienced difficulties. Sarah Jane née Botting was born at Plumstead, Woolwich, to Moses, a carpenter, and Ellen. Moses could not support the family, and Ellen found herself in the Eton District workhouse with Sarah Jane and five other children. By 1891 the family was on its feet again in Billingshurst. Sarah and her younger sister Alice then came to Chichester, and Sarah had a son Harold Eli as a single mother in 1893. She worked as a laundress and housekeeper. Meanwhile Thomas was born in Chichester to Eliza and Mark Hull, a labourer; he was a younger brother of Ellen (29.11). In 1911 he was a labourer in the gravel pits in Whyke. Later that year he married Sarah Jane in Chester, and they settled at 101 Bognor Road (next door to The Wickham Arms), which remained home for the rest of their lives. There they had a daughter Queenie (1912). In 1921 Thomas was in the Portsmouth Lunatic Asylum; he was listed as a soldier, which makes one wonder if he had fought in WW1, and if those experiences had affected his mental health. The mental problems remained, as in 1939 he was in Graylingwell Mental Hospital. But he was also regularly listed in the electoral registers at 101 Bognor Road, which suggests that he was not permanently institutionalised.

18.33	HUMPHREY, Harry  Buried 4 July 1923, aged 51
The search for him is tricky because several people born c. 1872 are similarly named. The only viable candidate appears to be Harry Humpfrey, found in the 1921 Census boarding with the Broadbridge family at Watery Lane Farm, Oving, an unmarried man of 48, born at Horne Surrey, cowman for the WSCC at Kingsham Farm. Unfortunately he cannot yet be traced further back. Another man of the same name, born at Parkhurst IoW, lived in Chichester with his first wife Florence Fanny and second wife Alice, but he was still alive in Bognor in 1939. A Henry Humphrey was born at Coldwaltham in 1872 but buried there in 1882. Another was born at Birdham in 1873, but moved to Deptford, Kent, and was still there in 1926. Our man is not to be confused with Henry Frederick Humphry (15.17).

5.21	HUMPHREY, Susan Margaret  Buried 10 Sept 1945, aged 4 months
Her address in the burial register is 12 Bramber Rd.



36.05	HUMPHREYS, Annie Elizabeth  Born 5 Oct 1866, buried 25 May 1944, aged 77
	HUMPHREYS, Edward John  Born 21 Sept 1866, buried 27 Aug 1945, aged 78
They were born a fortnight apart in 1866. Annie née Atkins was born at Botley, Hants, to Eliza Martha and her husband Thomas, a schoolmaster. Edward John was born in Bognor to Edward, a tailor, and Charlotte, a lodginghouse keeper. Annie and Edward married in 1895 at West End, Southampton, and had two daughters: Gwendoline Dorothy was baptised at Bognor and died in Whyke at the age of three (17.01); Hilda was baptised at Whyke in 1899. By 1901 the family had settled at 88 Whyke Lane. Edward was a printer-compositor: in 1921 he worked for R.J. Acford Ltd. in Little London, who printed the Chichester Observer and other newspapers. In the same census Hilda was a teacher at Whyke Infant School. In 1938 Edward and Annie moved along the Road to No. 59, which was their last address, though they both died in hospital.

17.01	HUMPHREYS, Gwendoline  Died 19 Dec 1899, aged 3 
She was born in Bognor on 15 Oct 1896 to Edward John & Annie Elizabeth Humphrey (36.05). Their address at the time of her death was 18 Caledonian Road.

7.14	HUMPHREYS, William  Born 25 Aug 1854, died 3 July 1914, aged 59
	HUMPHREYS, Olive  Born 12 Dec 1860, died 12 Apr 1920, aged 59
	HUMPHREYS, Olive Ethel  Born 24 Apr 1883, died 30 July 1974, aged 91
A family of schoolteachers! William Humphreys was born in Lewes, Sussex. On the 1861 census the family were living in National School House, Tangmere where his mother Sophy (29) was School Mistress; his father Thomas was Relieving Officer, Collector of Poor Rates, and Registrar of Births & Deaths. By 1871 William and his older sister Anna were both Pupil Teachers. Olive née Flint was born in Huntingdonshire to John and Sarah Flint. Her father was a farmer, working 230 acres in 1861 and employing 15 men and 2 boys. The 1881 Census shows her as a teacher in Leicester. She and William were married the following year at Leicester. They settled at Witham, Essex: by 1891 William was Superintendent and Schoolmaster of the South Metropolitan District School (a school for “orphan and deserted children”), while Olive was Matron. In Witham they had five children, including Olive Ethel (below). By 1907 they had retired to Sussex, first to Lavant and then in 1911 to 24 Whyke Lane, where William died; Olive died at Boxgrove, and her burial at Whyke was carried out by the Vicar of Boxgrove.
	Their eldest child Olive Ethel was born in Witham. In the 1901 Census both she and her younger sister Ada Millicent were pupil teachers. Olive Ethel was a teacher at Eastbourne in 1911, at Boxgrove Boys School in 1921, and at Sittingbourne, Kent, in 1939. She died in Hastings at the age of 91, and her ashes were deposited in her parents’ grave here in Whyke on 29 August 1974.

33.13	HUMPHREYS, William Arthur  Born 2nd qtr 1887, died 19 Jan 1951, aged 63
William hailed from Nottingham: his mother was Mary Frances, his father George, a commercial traveller. He enlisted in the 3rd Wiltshire Regiment, and had the rank of 2nd Lieutenant at the time of his marriage in 1918. The marriage was to May Victoria Dunnett, and took place in her native Salisbury. They had two daughters in Salisbury (Agnes 1919, Mary 1923) and two more children in Edmonton, London (John 1927, Maude 1932). In 1939 the family moved from London to Chichester, to 16 Westgate. (That property was held by Walter Henry Humphreys, presumably a relative, in 1918.) William was not with them in the 1939 Register; he now had the rank of Lieutenant in the Ordnance Corps. He was captured in France in 1940, and held in the Oflag VIIC Laufen prison camp. The last record we have of him is at 77 Kingsham Avenue in 1950 with his wife and his son John Bernard Henry Humphreys, a warrant officer in the Army.

15.17	HUMPHRY, Henry Frederick  Baptised 4 Oct 1863, buried 25 Nov 1933, aged 70
	HUMPHRY, Fanny  Born 1856, buried 29 Dec 1938, aged 82
Henry was Chichester-born, son of Henry, a grocer on North Street, and Martha Emma (née Bridger). In early life he worked as a gardener, but by 1901 he had switched to housepainter. Fanny was born in Clymping, daughter of Charles and Mary Cheeseman. She was in service in West Tarring (at the Rectory) in 1881, and in Arundel in 1891. They married in 1895 at All Saints, Chichester. By 1901 they were living at 50 Whyke Road, and remained there for the rest of their lives. It is intriguing that they were shy about stating their real ages: e.g. on the 1911 Census they say Henry is 38 and Fanny 42. The surname is consistently spelled Humphry not Humphrey throughout Henry’s life; he is not to be confused with Harry Humphrey at 18.33.

1.07	HUNT, Ellen  Baptised 20 Dec 1896, buried 18 Jan 1941, age 44
Ellen was born at Horndean, the eldest of five children of Ellen Hunt and her husband William Ernest (17.13). By 1911 William was Assistant Superintendent of the ‘Pru’ for the Company’s Chichester area. The family was then living at 9 Whyke Road, but by 1918 they had moved along to No. 26, which remained home into the 1930s. Ellen Jr became the ‘stay-at-home’ daughter, particularly after her father’s death in 1923. Following her mother’s death in 1935 she moved to No. 39, still on Whyke Road, as a boarder with Edwin and Susannah Mant (31.03).

24.06	HUNT, Emily  Born 26? July 1899, buried 18 Aug 1982, aged 83
	HUNT, Herbert Henry  Born 1st qtr 1896, buried 11 March 1983, aged 87
Emily née Brook was born in Alciston, Sussex to James, a stockman and carter, and Avice. The 1939 register gives her d.o.b as 26 July, but the death registration gives it as 28 July. Herbert was born in Portslade, near Hove; his mother was Elizabeth, and his father Thomas Henry worked at the nearby Anglo-American oil depot. Herbert also began work at the oil depot, interrupted by service in WW1 with the 3rd Battalion of the Queen’s Regiment. Right after the war, in 1919, he married Emily; we have not traced any children. By 1926 Herbert was living in Chichester, perhaps in an exploratory way. Emily had joined him by 1930 at 15 Kingsham Road, which remained home throughout the rest of their long lives.

32.35	HUNT, Mabel Lilian  Born 24 Dec 1875, died 17 Feb 1956, aged 80
Her husband Christmas Hunt was born on 25 December 1874, and Mabel herself was born on Christmas Eve 1875. They had a lot of celebrating to do at Christmas! We have not found their marriage record, so we know only that Mabel was born in Canterbury. Her husband was a dealer in stationery, toys and fancy goods, and 15/16 South Street was both home and their shop. Their daughter Evelyn Mabel Russell Hunt was born in 1902. In 1946 they retired to 20 Whyke Road, which was Mabel’s last address, though she died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. The headstone records that her husband outlived her and was buried at 90 in Mullingar, Eire.

20.22	HUNT, Martha  Baptised 8 Oct 1876, buried 13 Sept 1888, aged 13
20.22	HUNT, Esther  Baptised 20 May 1888, buried 26 Sept 1888, aged 6 months
21.29	HUNT, Bertha Jane  Baptised 22 Jan 1882, buried 1 May 1889, aged 7
21.30	HUNT, Margaret Mary  Buried 27 May 1889, aged 6
They were daughters of Thomas and Jane Hunt. Martha was born at North Mundham, where Thomas was a dairyman. In about 1877 he became publican of the King’s Head at Drayton, where Bertha and Margaret were born. Around 1886 the family moved to Whyke Lane, where Esther was born, and where she and Martha died, followed by Bertha and Margaret in May 1889 (21.29, 21.30). The closeness of their death dates suggests a contagious disease.

17.13	HUNT, William Ernest  Baptised 28 May 1871, buried 19 May 1923, aged 52
	HUNT, Ellen  Baptised 15 May 1870, buried 11 Jan 1935, aged 65
William Ernest Hunt was born in Portfield to William Benjamin Hunt, bricklayer, and Mary Ann Hunt. By 1894 he was working as an agent for the Prudential Assurance Company. The Company had expanded since its formation in 1848 and had begun selling policies to the working classes for very small premiums. By 1911 William was Assistant Superintendent for the Company’s Chichester area. He also joined the ‘Howard Lodge of Brotherly Love’ in Littlehampton in April 1904.
     On 7th July 1894 he married Ellen Earwicker. Ellen was born in Boxgrove in 1870.  Her father Joseph was a bricklayer. Ellen had gone into service in Worthing in the household of William Hickin, proprietor of the Burlington Hotel. Her marriage to William produced five children – Ellen Jnr  Born1896 (01.07), Frances Born1902, William Born1904, Nora Amy Born1906 and Doris May Born1910. By the 1911 census the family were living at 26 Whyke Road in Chichester, which was the last address for both William and Ellen.

24.18	HUNT, William Joseph  Born 16 Apr 1904, died 12 Jan 1989, aged 84
	HUNT, Rose Ann ‘Queenie’  Born 13 Feb 1903, buried 9 Jan 1992, aged 88
William was born in Littlehampton to Ellen and William Ernest Hunt (see 17.13), the latter an insurance superintendent with the Prudential. The family soon moved to Whyke, and lived at 9 Whyke Road (by 1911) and then 26 Whyke Road (by 1921). William was a clerk at the Theological College on Westgate in 1921, and a Senior Accountancy Clerk with West Sussex CC in 1939. Rose née Oldfield was born in Preston, Lancashire, daughter of Joseph Oldfield, a fitter, and Rose; she was a younger sister of Clara Oldfield (30.36). By 1911 Rose and three sisters were living with their grandmother Eliza and assisting in her confectionery business; in the 1939 Register the sisters were now running the business. Rose and William married in Preston in 1948. They lived in Chichester, at 22 Willowbed Drive, which was the last address for both of them. The burial plan records that Rose was known as ‘Queenie’.

31.27	HUNTLEY, Etty  Born 1877, died 27 March 1958, aged 80
HUNTLEY, Henry Rixon  Born 15 Sept 1876, died 31 Dec 1961, aged 85
A London couple. Etty née Hooton was born in King’s Cross to William, a house painter, and Esther. Though born in 1877, she was not baptised until 25 January 1885 at Stoke Newington. Henry was born in Marylebone to Malvina and her husband Edward, a hairdresser (1881), bird and cage dealer (1911) and fishing tackle maker (1915). Henry was as versatile as his father: a glass and china dealer in 1911, an “explosive worker” in 1915, a commercial traveller for the Greenwich Lemonade Company in 1921, a kitchen porter in 1939. He and Etty married in 1915, and lived in various areas of London. By 1952 they had retired to Whyke, to 42 York Road, which was Etty’s last address. Henry eventually moved into care at Donnington House, and died in St Richard’s Hospital.

21.15	HURN, Isabella Kate  Baptised 16 Nov 1890, buried 21 March 1892, aged 17 months
The daughter of William Richard Hurn, a storeman, and his wife Elizabeth, of 2 Wickham Road.

30.26	HURREN, Charlotte Eleanor  Born 23 Apr 1895, died 14 Aug 1960, aged 65
	HURREN, Frederick William ‘Titch’  Born 30 Aug 1892, died 10 Nov 1979, aged 87

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Charlotte was born in the ‘St George in the East’ area of London to Henry Commons, a carman, and his wife Louisa. The 1921 Census shows her employed as a cork cutter. Frederick too was born in the East End (Shadwell): his mother was Clara, his father James Joseph, a chimney sweep. The couple married in 1922 in London. They settled in Chichester, initially at 3 Priory Road, and had three sons, Leslie F. (1924), Raymond J. (1928) and Reginald (1935). Frederick was universally known as ‘Titch’. He was a railway porter, well known at Chichester Station for his friendly manner. He was also regularly a clown at the annual Donkey Derby; he waved carrots in front of the donkeys when they decided to stop, or pushed them round the bends. He also sold racing specials with ‘news’ about the sinking of the Queen Mary in Chichester Canal. By 1951 Frederick and Charlotte had moved to 4 Velyn Avenue, which was the last address for both of them. Their sister-in-law Margaret Hurren (27.10) joined them there for the last few years of her life.

27.10	HURREN, Margaret  Born 26 Feb 1890, buried 15 Oct 1968, aged 78
Margaret née Rouse was born in Walthamstow, Essex to Susan and her husband Henry, a lithographic printer. In 1910 she married James John Hurren, a stockbroker’s clerk. They lived in Walthamstow and had three sons, James, Frederick, and Benjamin. Margaret was widowed in 1935, but remained in Walthamstow; in 1965 she was living with her now married son Frederick. Shortly thereafter she came to live with her married brother-in-law Frederick (‘Titch’) Hurren (30.26) at 4 Velyn Avenue, which was her last address.

14.27	HUTSON, Florence  Born 1st qtr 1883, died 7 Sept 1935, aged 52
	HUTSON, George  Born 2 Feb 1880, died 10 Oct 1960, aged 80
Florence was born at Havant, one of several daughters of William Stanbridge, a maker of harnesses, boots and shoes, and Mary Ann. George was a plumber throughout his working life. He was Chichester-born, the son of Henry, a carpenter, and Ann. He and Florence married in 1902 and lived at 131 Bognor Road, where at least three children were born to them, including Florence Ann (28.06). George’s final address was 114 Bognor Road.
  
20.01	HUTSON, Harry Edward  Buried 11 Feb 1897, aged 18 days
His parents were Albert Edward Hutson, a labourer, and Edith Ellen, of Grove Road. Albert was the older brother of George Hutson (14.27).

8.02	INKSON, Christopher  Born 18 Nov 1886, died 18 Nov 1911, aged 25
	INKSON, Hilary Mackintosh  Born 14 Jan 1885, died 1 May 1920, aged 35
Christopher and Hilary were two of the six children of William Inkson, a solicitor’s clerk, and his wife Ellen Francis née Binstead. All the family were born in Chichester. Two of the six children, both girls, died in childhood; Christopher and Hilary died as young men; the oldest son, William, had a successful career as a law clerk, and the youngest son, an engineer, emigrated to Australia. In the 1911 Census Christopher was working as a poultry farmer; he died later that year, on his 25th birthday. Hilary was in Croydon as a stockbroker’s clerk in 1911. There he married Ethel Daisy Payne in 1913. Ethel was quite an independent lady – she had a job as a philatelist’s assistant – and was 5 years older than Hilary. In 1915 Hilary was listed in the Beckenham, Penge and Annerley London Street Directory as living in 69 Tremaine Road. Like Christopher, he died at the family home in Chichester, 50 Lyndhurst Road.

9.02	INKSON, Rhoda  Born 1st qtr 1848, died 17 March 1910, aged 62
	INKSON, Elizabeth  Died 19 Oct 1914, aged 79
9.03	INKSON, Alice  Born 3rd qtr 1839, died 2 June 1931, aged 91
They were three of the daughters of William and Elizabeth Inkson, who married in Chichester in 1834. William was an innkeeper in North Street in the 1841 and 1851 Censuses, and later a successful butcher in East Street. His wife bore a series of seven daughters between 1835 and 1850, before sons started to appear. The oldest daughter, Elizabeth, was sent to a residential school at South Bersted, and she clearly thrived in that environment. By 1861, at age 25, she had established her own girls’ school in West Street, Chichester, with her younger sister Alice teaching music and English, and Rhoda among the scholars. In the 1870s Elizabeth moved the school to the large building called Farrington House at 56 South Street, and Rhoda became the English teacher while Alice concentrated on music; other sisters, including Edith Francis (08.03), taught drawing. After retirement Elizabeth, Alice and Rhoda settled at 48 Lyndhurst Road, their last address. In a sermon following Elizabeth’s death, the Rector, Dr Glover, noted that many parishioners “had passed through her hands in their early years, and had been trained by her in the strict path of duty, learning from her a high standard of right.” One cannot but admire her sheer forcefulness of character in establishing and maintaining the school.

21.31	IRELAND, Emily  Buried 31 March 1889, aged 3
Her father may have been George Ireland (20.31), in which case her mother was George’s first wife Marie. Emily died in West Sussex Infirmary.



20.31	IRELAND, George  Baptised 12 Feb 1843, died 10 Nov 1904, aged 60
An elusive person! He seems likely to be the widower George Ireland, who was a butler aged 45, son of Edward, when he married Jane Read at Rumboldswyke in 1889. This couple were in South Ambersham, near Midhurst, in the 1891 Census, with three sons by George’s previous marriage: Joseph 15 born Portsmouth, George 10 and Frank 6 born Buckland, Surrey. The Census gives George’s birthplace as Rudgwick, Sussex, which fits with the baptism there in 1843, son of Edward and Mary. So far so good. 
     We do have son Frank’s baptism at Buckland in 1884, which records George as a groom, and lists his wife as Marie. But earlier records are difficult to find. An Emily Ireland, aged 3, was buried at Rumboldswyke in March 1889: she seems likely to be George’s daughter, in which case his wife Marie was still alive in 1886. George’s address in the burial register was 27 The Hornet.

7.36	IRISH, Gordon  Baptised 19 March 1893, died 12 Oct 1915, aged 22
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Also mentioned on this CWG headstone is Gordon’s brother Leonard (baptised Lennox George), who was killed in action in 1914. They were sons of Walter and Fanny Irish, of 14 The Hornet (see adjoining grave 07.37). The brothers had attended Whyke Infants’ School and then the Lancastrian Boys’ School. Leonard joined the Army in 1910 to become a drummer. His brothers George and Sidney applied to enlist during the weeks before the declaration of war, but Sidney was rejected (see 33.28). Gordon and Lennox embarked for France with the 2nd Battalion of the Royal Sussex Regiment on 12th August 1914; war had only been declared on 4th August. Gordon was wounded on 30th October 1914 and after nearly a year in a French Hospital was transferred to the Cambridge Military Hospital on 8th October 1915, where he died four days later. Lennox was killed in action on 29th September 1914 at Troyon, just six weeks after arriving in France; he was 19. He is buried in St Erme Cemetery, Aisne, France, grave D3. Gordon’s funeral was an impressive military affair, with forty men from the Barracks accompanying the coffin, eight of them as bearers, from the house in the Hornet to St George’s Church and then to the Churchyard where the Last Post was sounded over the grave.

33.28	IRISH, Sydney  Born 27 Oct 1881, bd. 1 May 1952, aged 70
Rather than Sidney he may have preferred the spelling Sydney, which appears in the Burial Register and in some other records. He was the eldest son of Walter and Fanny Irish (7.37). The 1911 and 1921 Censuses show him working as a groom. In September 1914 he applied to join the Army, but he was discharged after three weeks as “Not likely to become an efficient soldier”.  His brother Leonard was killed about this time (7.36). In 1921 Sydney married Lydia M. Kennet, and they had children Walter, Daisy and Winifred. By 1927 they were living at 14 The Hornet, then from 1936 at No. 126 (in 1939 Sydney was a Corporation labourer); in 1948 they moved to 11 Exton Road, which was Sydney’s last address.

7.37	IRISH, Walter  Baptised 29 Feb 1852, buried 17 Feb 1923, aged 71
	IRISH, Fanny Elizabeth  Buried 9 May 1927, aged 70
Walter was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester, one of several children of Fanny Irish and her husband Charles, a bricklayer’s labourer. Charles died c. 1859, and Fanny supported the family as a charwoman. In 1879 in Chichester Walter married Fanny Willis (another Fanny!). Later Censuses say Fanny was born at West Wittering, but we have not found a corresponding birth or baptism record. Since the couple had a six-year-old daughter Minnie in the 1861 Census, had one of them been married before? The civil registration of the 1879 marriage gives no useful details. They lived on St Pancras, then moved c. 1883 to 14 The Hornet, where they remained. Walter was a general dealer (1881), a greengrocer (1891), a fishmonger (1901, 1911) and a greengrocer again (1921). In addition to Minnie, they had three more daughters (Amy 1884, Daisy c1887, May 1890) and three sons (Sidney 1882 [33.28], Gordon 1893, Lennox 1896). Two of their sons, Lennox and Gordon, died in WW1: see 07.36.

26.14	JACKSON, Lilian Mary  Born 11 March 1881, buried 6 March 1975, aged 93
We are able to identify Lilian because her date of birth, as recorded in the GRO Death Index, corresponds to the birth of Lilian Mary Norris near Dover in the second quarter of 1881, and we know that this Lilian married a Jackson. Her mother was Henrietta Mary Norris; her father was Matthew, a master gunner with the Royal Artillery. By 1901 Matthew had died, and family members including Lilian were supporting themselves in the tailoring business. In 1903 in Dover Lilian married Thomas Edward Jackson, who worked in house construction as a joiner. They had four children in Dover, one of whom died young, and then moved a long way to Durham, where two more children were born. They were in Darlington in 1939, and Thomas died there in 1947. We do not know when or why Lilian moved to Chichester – only that her address in the Burial Register was 87 Whyke Road. She died just five days before her 94th birthday.

35.06	JAMES, Alfred Elton  Born 21 Apr 1864, died 9 Nov 1946, aged 82
	JAMES, Frances Emily  Born 2 July 1865, died 3 Jan 1949, aged 83
Alfred was born in Bristol to Martha James and Theophilus, a printer and later a gardener. Frances née Moore hailed from Gloucester, daughter of Elizabeth and Frederick, a “clerk at the Waggon Works”. She and Alfred married in Gloucester in 1888. By then Alfred had established himself in the Post Office at Ryde, IoW, and he rose to become superintendent there by 1911; of their four surviving children, the oldest three were all then working in the P.O.! He came to Chichester as head postmaster in 1919 and retired in 1924; in that year he was elected to the City Council, on which he served for 21 years. He was a keen beekeeper and gardener. Alfred’s last address was 25 Parklands Road; Frances, however, died in Byfield, Liss.

35.24	JAMES, Arthur Jesse  Born 21 Oct 1891, died 2 Nov 1948, aged 57
	JAMES, Bessie  Born 1 Dec 1891, died 21 Nov 1977, aged 84	
They were born within six weeks of each other, but died 29 years apart. We have not been able to trace Arthur’s birth or parents. Bessie née Rogers, however, was born at West Ashling, near Chichester, to John, a farm worker, and Kate. She married Arthur in 1915, and they had children Bessie (1915), Bertram George who died in infancy (20.19), Bertram Arthur (1919), Peter (1926) and Jennifer (1931). By 1918 they were living at 99 Bognor Road; Arthur worked variously as a stoker, a bricklayer’s labourer (1921) and a laundry van driver (1939). In 1936 they moved to 50 Winden Avenue, which was Arthur’s last address. Bessie died many years later in Felpham.

20.19	JAMES, Bertram George  Buried 22 Sept 1917, aged 26 days
His parents were Arthur James, a stoker, and his wife Bessie, of 99 Bognor Road (35.24).

27.24	JAMES, Jack Edward  Born 27 May 1906, died 25 Dec 1970, aged 64
	JAMES, Nellie  Born 2 Dec 1907, died 8 Nov 2004, aged 96
Because of the nature of the records available online, there are large gaps in our knowledge about this couple, Nellie in particular. Jack was born in Barkston, Lincolnshire to Emma Burgess James and her husband John, a blacksmith. He followed his father’s trade. In 1934 at Loughborough, Leicestershire he married Nellie Bartram. In view of the location, and our knowledge of Nellie’s age, she may have been the Nellie Bartram who was born at Leicester, daughter of Annie and John William Bartram, a baker, but we cannot confirm this. They were in Nottingham in the 1939 Register. They had a daughter Janet there in 1941, and there may have been other children. Thereafter we cannot trace them until the records show them at 16 Willowbed Drive, Whyke from 1960 on. That was Jack’s address at his death on Christmas Day 1970. Nellie lived on to a great age; the Burial Register gives her address as 37 Worcester Road.

19.02	JAMES, John  Born 14 Oct 1821, died 22 Sept 1890, aged 68
John was born at Rockland St Mary, near Norwich, to Henry and Elizabeth James. In 1839, not yet 18, he enlisted in the 52nd Regiment of Light Infantry. The Regiment was in Canada from 1842 and in India from 1853, when it took part in the siege of Delhi (1857). Around 1850 John married Mary, some 11 years his junior. She hailed from Limerick, Ireland, and their first child Emily was born in Ireland in 1853: probably the marriage was in Ireland. (A family tree on Ancestry says Mary was née Mary Alice Laidley.) In 1861 John was granted a pension, but he continued in some military role, since in 1871 he was Staff Sergeant at the Royal Sussex Depot in Little London, Chichester. By the 1881 Census he was fully retired, and the family was in Wickham Road, where he lived out his life. He and Mary had some seven children.

19.33	JAMES, Peter John  Buried 31 Dec 1927, aged 23 months
The parents were Arthur and Bessie James (35.24) of 99 Bognor Road. Peter was one of the few young children in the Churchyard to be given a headstone, “in sweet remembrance”.

35.13	JANES, John  Born 24 Aug 1873, buried 8 Feb 1947, aged 73
John was a Royal Navy man. He was born at Salisbury, the second son of Ann Janes and her husband Edwin, a bricklayer. In 1891 he was a private at the Royal Marine Depot at Walmer, Kent. In 1895 he married; we have not found the marriage, so it may have taken place overseas, and we know only that his bride’s first name was Martha. They made their home at Alverstoke, Hampshire (convenient for Portsmouth), and had at least six children. In 1911 John was on the high seas, with the rank of chief armourer; in 1921 he was working at the R.N. Armament Supply Depot. Martha died in 1926, and the following year John married Ada A. Pope in Westhampnett district. They were in Portsmouth in 1939, with John as R.N. pensioner, but in 1945 they appear at 30 Grove Road, Whyke, which was John’s last address.

3.34	JANNAWAY, John Charles  Baptised 25 Oct 1863, buried 23 May 1938, aged 74
	JANNAWAY, Edith Emma  Baptised 26 May 1872, buried 14 July 1938, aged 66
John and Edith were siblings, both born at Fareham, children of John Huskinson Jannaway, a blacksmith (07.30) and his wife Ellen. John Charles enlisted in the Royal Navy in 1882, but was invalided out in 1885. Later, according to his obituaries, he fought in South Africa in the Boer War [1899-1902] with the West Yorkshire Regiment. In 1911 he was working at a tannery in Horsham, and by 1921 he had returned to Chichester; he was living in the family home, 18 Grove Road, with Edith and a married sister Harriet Davis (see 07.30), and he worked at Harrison’s Tannery on Westgate until ill health forced him to retire c. 1928.
Edith was baptised as Edith Emma, though the Whyke burial register gives her middle name as May. She lived at home throughout her life, with her parents and later with her older brother John Charles. In 1901 she was working in the Steam Laundry, and in 1921 as a housemaid at Graylingwell Hospital. Both she and John Charles died at 18 Grove Road.

7.30	JANNAWAY, John Huskinson  Baptised 15 Apr 1840, buried 16 Oct 1919, aged 79
The surname Jannaway is thought to have meant originally ‘of Genoa’, referring to early Genoese traders in the U.K. John was born in Soberton, Hampshire, by Martha Jannaway, and baptised at Wickham, Southampton. It would be interesting to know what his middle name Huskinson refers to. He was apprenticed as a blacksmith, and followed that trade life-long. In 1862 at Fareham he married Ellen Rumble, who bore him some seven children, including John Charles and Edith Mary (both at 03.34), and Harriet whose son Arthur Davis is buried here with his grandfather. Around 1885 the family moved to Oving, and then by 1901 to Grove Road, Whyke, where John ended his days.



10.06	JAY, Josiah  Buried 10 Nov 1908, aged 56
This account will be rather tentative. Josiah’s parents were John, a fisherman, and Mary Ann. He appears to have been born in Brightlingsea, Essex, but the family soon moved to Shoreham-om-Sea, Sussex. His first wife was Mary – possibly the Mary Nicholls who married a Josiah Jay in Brighton in 1881. They had a son, alliteratively called Josiah James Jay, in 1882. By 1891 Josiah was publican of the Half Moon Inn on The Hornet. Mary apparently died in the early 1890s, and Josiah then married an Elizabeth. This may have been Elizabeth Walters, who married in 1894; she was 23 in the 1901 Census, which would make her 16 at marriage. They had two daughters while at the Half Moon. By 1901 they had left the Inn and Josiah was a bricklayer’s labourer; they were living at 1 Grove Road, his last address.

20.03	JAY, Percy  Buried 22 March 1904, aged 2 months
His parents were Josiah and Elisabeth of 1 Grove Road.

29.08	JEFFERIS, Thirza Ann  Born 6 Dec 1882, died 9 March 1961, aged 79
	JEFFERIS, Thomas Samuel  Born 9 March 1886, died 13 Feb 1963, aged 76
Thirza’s name was predictably spelled in various ways in the records: Thriza, Thyrza and Thursa. She was born in Chaddleworth, Berkshire, to Mary Ann Portlock and her husband George, a farm worker, and she went into domestic service. Thomas also hailed from Berkshire, from Tilehurst, the son of Samuel, a farmer, and Amy Kate. By 1911 his family had moved to Fordingbridge, Hampshire, and Thomas was a dairyman.  By 1921, however, he had changed careers, and become a male nurse at Graylingswell Hospital in Chichester. Later that year he married Thirza at Newbury, Berkshire. They settled at 35 York Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives. There were no children of the marriage.

27.27	JENKINS, Amy Mary  Born 10 Jan 1914, died 19 Apr 1971, aged 57
	JENKINS, William John Frederick  Born 14 Sept 1910, died 6 May 1995, aged 84
Amy née Saunders was born at Woolston, Southampton to Florence and Edward, the latter a railway coal porter in the Southampton Docks. William was born in Portsmouth; his mother was Elizabeth Harriet, his father Albert, a “Borough Council Scavenger” according to the 1911 Census, i.e.  presumably a refuse worker. He and Amy married in Chichester in 1935, and lived at 11 High Street, William working as a general labourer. (Also at No. 11 in 1939 were Amy’s widowed mother Florence and some of her family.) Their daughters Anita, Maureen and Aileen were born in 1938, 1944 and 1953 respectively, and a son John in 1950. From 1948 to 1958 they lived on Hay Road. Then Amy and William lived separately for a while, Amy still in Chichester and William on the Uppark estate, perhaps as a farm worker or servant. Thereafter the electoral registers are not available, and we know only that Amy’s last address was 26 Eastland Road, Chichester, but she died in St Richard’s Hospital. William died at Pinewood Nursing Home, Chidham.

29.12	JENKINS, Benjamin Thomas  Born 8 Apr 1880, died 29 Apr 1961, aged 81
	JENKINS, Bertha  Born 12 Feb 1882, died 29 June 1968, aged 86
Benjamin was born at Pagham, son of Frederick, a labourer, and Sarah Ann. In most records he was a butcher, though in the 1921 Census he was a nurseryman. Bertha née Clifford hailed from Merston, near Chichester; her mother was Harriet, her father John, a farm worker. Bertha and Benjamin married at Merston in 1902. They lived at 74 Whyke Lane and had a daughter Ella Kathleen, who married George Arthur Brewer in 1927 (27.09). Ella and George continued to live with them at No. 74, and then at No. 97 when they moved c. 1938. No. 97 was the last address for Benjamin and Bertha, though Bertha died in RWSH.



6.27	JOHNS, Charles Arthur  Born 21 July 1866, died 31 July 1925, aged 57
	JOHNS, Mary  Baptised 31 March 1867, buried 9 Aug 1928, aged 61

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Charles was born in Pembroke Dock, South Wales, son of William Johns, a builder, and Sarah. He enlisted with the Royal Engineers in 1887, and by 1891 his rank was lance corporal. Mary was born many miles away, in East Cowes on the Isle of Wight, to George and Susan Couch (see 06.28). By 1881 the Couch family had moved to Chichester, which was Susan’s birthplace. Remarkably, in 1894 Mary married Charles at Herbrandston, Pembrokeshire. It is not a mystery that they met, since in 1891 Mary was a barman at the Railway Hotel in Pembroke Dock. But the intriguing question is what took Mary to South Wales in the first place. At any rate, by 1901 Charles had left the R.E., and they had settled in Chichester at 33 Caledonian Road, where they ran a shop selling groceries, provisions and beer “off licence” (Aspects of Whyke p.34). Number 33 remained their home for the rest of their lives. There were no children by the marriage.

19.37	JOHNSON, Albert Keith  Buried 5 Apr 1929, aged 1 month
Son of Clara née Rhoades and William Johnson, a fettler (rare word!), who married at St George’s in February 1928 and lived at 104 Bognor Road. It seems probable that he was their first child.

21.01	JOHNSON, Caroline Emma  Buried 1 Jan 1898, aged 2 days
Her parents were no doubt those of Gwendoline May (below). At the time of Caroline’s death they were of 20 Whyke Road.

?	JOHNSON, Carrie  Buried 29 Oct 1981		
This entry in the burial register is in pencil; it gives no age, and Carrie does not appear on the Burial Plan. Was she a child? She was buried from 11 Kingsham Avenue.

12.36	JOHNSON, Emily  Buried 22 Jan 1907, aged 64
We have not been able to trace her. She does not appear in Chichester in the 1901 Census, the last before her death. The burial register gives her address as Cleveland Road (no number).

21.01	JOHNSON, Gwendoline May  Buried 29 May 1906, aged 17 days
Her parents were William Charles Johnson, a post office clerk, and his wife Minnie Elizabeth, of Heather Bank, Stockbridge Rd.

9.01	JOHNSON, Kate  Baptised 12 Aug 1860, buried 17 Apr 1917, aged 56
	JOHNSON, Mary  Baptised 25 Nov 1849, buried 14 Dec 1937, aged 88
They were daughters of William and Mary Johnson. He was a successful Chichester builder and timber merchant, employing 49 men and two boys in 1861. There was no need for the sisters to work: the only sign of an occupation is in 1861, when Mary was a governess. After their parents’ deaths they moved from the family home on St John Street to 20 Whyke Road. Mary’s address in the burial register was in Stockbridge.

20.03	JOHNSON, Sarah  Buried 28 Nov 1903, aged 8 months 
She was the daughter of Allen and Ellen Johnson of York Road.

6.24	JOHNSON, Sarah Martha  Born 12 Feb 1831, buried 23 Dec 1916, aged 85
She was born in St Botolph’s parish, Bishopsgate, London, to George Johnson, a well-to-do tallow chandler, and his wife Ann. She was in Tottenham with her parents in 1851, and back in Bishopsgate with her brother Theophilus, a printer, in 1861. Thereafter we lose sight of her until 1891, when she was in Brighton, living by herself on “an annuity in savings bonds”. Then we lose her again until the burial record, when her address was 88 Whyke Lane. The epigraph on her headstone reads in manus tuas, Domine (“into thy hands, O Lord”) – one of the few snippets of Latin in the Churchyard.

9.08	JOHNSON, Thomas Walter  Buried 14 Aug 1910, aged 32
The Chichester Observer reports that he died suddenly from a heart attack, while watching a film at the Corn Exchange. He was a metal plate worker employed by the Ben Gas Company, and a lodger at 29 Cleveland Road. He was “said to have been the support of a widowed mother in London.” This London connection suggests he may have been the TWJ born in Islington in 1878 to John and Alice Johnson.

5.18	JOHNSTON, Louisa Mary  Born 1857, died 3 Nov 1918, aged 62
Her birthplace is reported variously in the Censuses: Ashford (1861), Slaugham (1871 & 1881), Handcross (1891), Crawley (1911), all in the same area of West Sussex. Her parents John and Mary Johnston moved to the Chichester area, where John was a gardener in the Lavants (1871 and 1881) and a fruiterer in Chichester (1891) with Louisa as his assistant. In the 1911 Census Louisa appears in Tottenham as an “education guardian”, a foster mother in charge of eight children. She died in Chichester, her last address 42 Lyndhurst Road.

32.31	JOHNSTON, Richard Maurice  Born 29 Jan 1938, died 29 May 1955, aged 17
Richard was born in Chichester to William Johnston, a builder’s labourer, and Ida. The family lived at 17 Bramber Road. He drowned while swimming in a gravel pit off Hunston Road, despite the efforts of his friends to save him.

6.37	JOLIFFE, Emma  Baptised 14 March 1875, died 26 June 1941, aged 65
The 1901 Census records Emma Barnet as working in domestic service in Portsmouth. She was born at Woolbeding near Midhurst, the late daughter of William Barnet, a shepherd, and Ellen. Also in Portsmouth in 1901 was Victor James Joliffe, a cabinet maker and furniture dealer. The couple married in 1905: he was then 49, she 30. There were no children, but they had 16 years together before Victor died early in 1922. By 1933 Emma had moved to Chichester, and spent her remaining years at 9 Cambrai Avenue. The vase on her burial plot is inscribed simply “Auntie”, which suggests a good relationship with nieces and/or nephews.

3.04	JORDAN, Esther  Buried 4 Apr 1921, aged 39
	JORDAN, Ernest  Born 13 Jan 1874, buried 20 Jan 1951, aged 77
Ernest was born at Charlwood, Surrey, just across the county border from Crawley, Sussex. His parents were Elizabeth Jeffery Jordan and William, a butcher. In 1906 he married Esther: the marriage record has not yet been found, and we know only that she was born at Westminster, London. She and Ernest had four children, all girls. By 1916 they were in Chichester; Ernest had been a groom earlier, but here he was a railway labourer. Home was 76 (later 77) Grove Road, where Esther died prematurely; Ernest was living there with two of the daughters, Alice and Florence, in 1939, and he died there in 1951, 30 years after Esther.

18.34 	JUDEN, Walter  Baptised 11 Jan 1824, buried 9 Feb 1894, aged 70
He was born at Wiston near Ashington, Sussex, to William and Sarah Juden. His headstone states, “He served 21 years in the Royal Artillery in India and Canada.” In 1867 we find him enrolled as a Chelsea Pensioner with the rank of Sergeant Major, which suggests he had enlisted c. 1846. He subsequently served for seven years in the West Sussex County Police. The 1871 U.K. Census reveals two children born in Canada, Sarah Jane (21, in Worthing) and Walter (20, in Storrington). This suggests that Walter Sr. had married c. 1848.  By 1871 he was a widower. His headstone adds that “for the last 19 years of his life he was the faithful and attached attendant of the late James Campbell Esqre.” The 1881 and 1891 Censuses show him as butler in the Campbell household, which occupied Cawley Priory on South Pallant in Chichester.

19.20	JUPP, Edmund   Baptised 5 July 1829, buried 18 Jan 1892, aged 63
Edmund was a lifelong farm worker, like his father. He was born and baptised at Birdham, son of Thomas and Emily Jupp. On Christmas Day 1859 at Rumboldswhyke he married Frances Willis, a spinster some 10 years his senior: there were no children. They lived at various addresses in Whyke, including Portfield Barn, Whyke Road (1871). In the 1891 Census Edmund (mistakenly called Edwin) was boarding at 19 Victoria Road, but his address in the burial register was Bognor Road.

14.04	JUPP, Henry  Baptised 29 Apr 1832, died 31 Dec 1902, aged 70
	JUPP, Emily  Baptised 14 May 1837, died 28 June 1923, aged 86
They were a North Mundham couple: both were baptised there, though Emily was born in Runcton. His parents were Henry and Elizabeth Jupp, hers Henry and Hannah Parsons. They married in 1856 at North Mundham, and gave their first two children interesting names (Alinda Wilson and Alberta Juana Smith), though later children had more usual names (David, Ellen, William). Henry was sometimes a sawyer, sometimes a general labourer. In 1893 they moved to 25 Bognor Road, where they remained. The 1921 Census shows that Emily, now elderly, had her widowed daughter Alberta Austin living with her.

17.10	KEACH, Henry  Born 24 Nov 1809, died 12 Feb 1895, aged 86
Henry Keach was an artist born to Henry Joseph Keach, also an artist, and Elizabeth née Ward in London. His mother died in 1812 and his father remarried in 1815 to another Elizabeth – Elizabeth Mickie, with whom he had five children. 1833 saw Henry Joseph becoming heavily in debt. He solved the issue by taking himself, his wife and second family to Australia. For whatever reason, Henry and his sister Elizabeth remained in England. In 1861 he described his occupation as ‘Artist in Printing’; in 1871 he was an ‘Artist in Design’; in 1881 he was an ‘Artist in Watercolour’; and 1891 he was ‘Artist in Painting and Design’. At the age of 42 Henry married 21 year old Jane Vickers in Clerkenwell, London. The couple moved around a fair bit – from Clerkenwell to Finsbury in London, to Herefordshire where their son Charles was born, to Ifield, New Shoreham, Sussex, to Horsham and finally to Chichester. They had 10 children in all – four girls and six boys.

30.17	KEATES, Arthur Cecil  Born 10 Nov 1908, died 1 Feb 1960, aged 51
	KEATES, Lily Amelia  Born 12 Nov 1909, died 6 March 2003, aged 93
Arthur was born in Chichester to Frederick Thomas Keates, a general labourer, and his wife Lily Victoria. In 1930 he married his cousin Evelyn Emma Keates. They had four children, Ivy in 1931, Betty in 1933 (died 1933), Mavis in 1934 and Michael in 1935, but Evelyn died in 1935 at the age of 34. In 1937 in Chichester Arthur remarried to Lily Amelia Robinson. Lily had been born in Bognor to Emily Robinson and her husband George, a dustman. After marriage she and Arthur settled at 22 Bramber Road, and had four children, Dennis A. in 1938, Elizabeth A. and Helen A. in 1939, and Margaret in 1943. Arthur was listed as a butcher’s assistant in 1939 and a driver for Shippam’s in 1940.  In 1948 the family moved along Bramber Road to No. 12, then in 1957 to 30 Hay Road, Arthur’s last address. We cannot trace Lily’s movements after Arthur’s death; she died at Bernards Gate Nursing Home, 22 Lavant Rd, and her ashes were interred here on 12 June 2003

20.17	KEATES, Edward  Buried 7 May 1908, aged 2 days
His parents were William, a clerk, and Emily, of Whyke Lane (2.32).

2.32	KEATES, Emily Ann  Born 25 Oct 1873, died 25 Dec 1939, aged 66
	KEATES, William Edward   Born 28 Jan 1871, died 24 Oct 1941, aged 70
	KEATES, Ella Marjorie  Born 15 Dec 1902, died 25 Feb 1973, aged 70
All three were Chichester-born. Emily was the daughter of Ann Attfield and her husband William, a carpenter (14.28), of 44 St Pancras. William Edward’s parents were George, a policeman, and Jane; he was born at 32 St Pancras, just eight doors from Emily, and he was baptised at St Pancras Church on 30 Apr 1871 at the same service as Emily’s brother Ernest. By 1891 George had retired from the police, and was looking after the orchard after which Orchard St is named; the family was living in Orchard Cottages, and William Edward was a gardener. He and Emily married at St Mary’s, Whyke on Boxing Day 1896. The marriage certificate was witnessed by Sidney and Fanny Attfield (09.26), Emily’s siblings. They lived at 37 Bognor Road, and then by 1910 at 68 Whyke Lane. Three sons died in infancy: Leslie in 1899 (buried here at Whyke but in an unrecorded grave), Edward in 1908 (20.17), Sidney in 1911 (19.09). Two daughters, however, survived: Hilda Emily born 1897 (33.31) and Ella Marjorie born 1902. 
     	William had turned clerk by 1896: he was working for a brewer in 1901 and 1911, and independently in 1921. He and Emily moved from 68 to 109 Whyke Lane in 1938, and Emily died there on Christmas Day 1939. The Burial Plan says William’s ashes were interred here in 1941, though there is no record in the Burial Register. “He was for many years a member of the divisional committee of the National Deposit Friendly Society, and a keen exhibitor at the horticultural shows” (Chichester Observer).
      	Ella lived at home, and was working as a draper’s assistant in 1921. After her parents’ deaths she continued to live at 109 Whyke Lane, but she died in RWSH.

29.06	KEATES, Frederick Charles  Born 24 June 1906, died 12 Feb 1961, aged 54
	KEATES, Linda Gladys  Born 27 Oct 1905, died 5 Dec 1965, aged 60
Frederick was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, son of Lily Victoria and Frederick Thomas, a general labourer (in 1911 a brewery cellarman). Linda née Stewart was baptised at Littlehampton; her mother was Melinda Emily, her father Arthur John, a cabman. She and Frederick married at Chichester in 1928 and had daughters Kathleen (1929) and Lily (1931) and a son Stewart (1938). In the 1939 Register Frederic was a lorry driver, and the family was at 8 Grove Road. That was Frederick’s last address; the Burial Register gives Linda’s last address as Kingsham Road.

25.15	KEATES, Grace Alice  Born 29 Oct 1904, buried 20 Feb 1980, aged 75
	KEATES, Frederick Charles  Born 10 Jan 1903, died 3 Oct 1984, aged 81
Frederick was born at Sidlesham, son of Evelyn and Robert (36.15). In 1924 he moved with his parents from North Mundham to Whyke. His father was a house painter, and Frederick followed suit initially, but by 1930 he was a carpenter. In that year he married Ruby Clara Birch at St Paul’s, Chichester; the reception was at Voke’s tearooms in The Hornet, and the honeymoon was at Bournemouth. Ruby bore a son Ronald in 1931, but she died just a year later at age 24 (4.17). In 1934 Frederick remarried to Grace Alice Buck, who was born at Plaistow, daughter of Mary Ann and Charles, a crane driver for shipbuilders at the docks. Grace was a silk worker for the London Embroidery Company in 1921. She and Frederick had a son Terry in 1936. They lived on Winden Avenue in the 1940s, and they appear at West Wittering in the early 1960s. The last address for both Grace and Frederick was 89 Harbour View Road, Pagham.

36.15	KEATES, Herbert Holden  Born 5 July 1891, died 28 Nov 1956, aged 65
Herbert was the eldest son of Robert and Evelyn Keates (below). He was a gardener in 1911, but later became a railway employee – a signalman in 1921, and a guard in 1939. In 1920 at West Ham he married Mabel Ruth Kimber, who hailed from Poplar. Herbert’s employment took them first to Tonbridge, Kent, where two sons were born, Eric (1924) and Peter (1929); then to Bognor Regis; then by 1945 to 1 Railway Cottages, Hardham, Pulborough, which was Herbert’s last address, though he died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital in Chichester. Like his father, Herbert was active in local politics. He stood for election to the County Council in 1946 to represent Pulborough, the other nominee being The Hon. Evelyn Violet Elizabeth Emmet of Amberley Castle.

35.11	KEATES, Leonard James  Born 14 Dec 1872, buried 14 Jan 1947, aged 74
He was a Chichester native, son of George, a policeman, and Jane. He was working as a plater in 1891, a bricklayer’s labourer in 1921. In 1895 he married Elsie Ticehurst, an older sister of Frederick (3.24), at South Bersted; a daughter Olive May was born in 1896, and a son Leonard George in 1897. They lived at 53 Grove Road, and by 1918 at 104 Bognor Road, which remained Leonard’s address thereafter. By 1939 he had taken on somewhat lighter work as a nursery gardener.



?	KEATES, Leslie William  Buried 14 Jan 1899, aged 3 weeks
He was the son of William Edward and Emily Ann Keates (2.32), of 37 Bognor Road, according to the parish register, which notes that he was buried with “no religious ceremony”. His first names are not given in the register, but are supplied by the Observer. He was probably buried, like another child of these parents (Edward 20.17), in a shared children’s grave of the period, 18.01 or 17.01.

36.15	KEATES, Robert George  Born 6 Sept 1868, died 26 Feb 1945, aged 76
Robert was Chichester-born and baptised at St Peter the Great, son of George, a policeman, and Jane. In 1890 at Bognor Regis he married Evelyn Martha Amelia Morris. They had at least five children: Herbert Holden (1891, buried here), Robert George Percival (1893, 17.01), Arthur William (1896), Evelyn Emma (1900), Frederick Charles (1903, 25.15). They lived in Whyke Lane in the 1890s, and Robert was a currier. By 1900, however, he had switched trades to house painter. They lived in Sidlesham, then at Bowley Farm in North Mundham; in 1924 they moved back to Whyke, first to 43 Grove Road and then to 1 Franklin Place, which was Robert’s last address. He was elected to Chichester Council several times between 1928 and 1938.

17.01	KEATES, Robert George Percival  Buried 9 Mar 1900, aged 6
His parents were Robert George (36.16) & Evelyn Martha Amelia, of 3 Caledonian Road.

4.17	KEATES, Ruby Clara  Born 1 Nov 1907, buried 30 July 1932, aged 24
She was born in Whyke to Clara Birch and her husband Francis Birch, a bombardier. In 1911 they were at the Tower of London barracks, but by 1921 Francis had left the forces, and they had returned to Chichester. In 1930 Ruby married Frederick Charles Keates (25.15), a carpenter, at St Paul’s, Chichester. They lived initially at 1 Cambrai Avenue – the house where one of our researchers, Pauline Pearson, was later born, and next door to the house where the late Ken Green lived for many years. A son Ronald was born in 1931. Ruby died prematurely at 1 Franklin Place, Frederick’s family home, where his parents were still living.

19.09	KEATES, Sidney George  Buried 26 May 1911, aged 12 days
Son of Emily Ann Keates and her husband William Edward (2.32), a clerk, of 68 Whyke Lane.

17.07	KEEN, Rebecca  Born 3 July 1849, buried 14 June 1917, aged 68
Rebecca was born in Fazeley, Staffordshire, the youngest of six girls, to George and Elizabeth Shaw.  Two of her older sisters were Esther and Hannah, who both (successively) married William Henry Knowles (17.06). Their father George was manager in a cotton mill. However, the 1860s saw a slump in the cotton industry. By 1871 Rebecca had left home and was working as a servant on a farm in Dodford, Northampton. Sometime between 1871 and 1879 Rebecca married James Keen, a commercial traveller, and gave birth to a son, Frederick. James died between 1886 and 1890, because the 1891 census shows Rebecca, now a widow, and her three children (all born in Kensington, London) living with her sister Hannah Shaw in South Bersted, Bognor Regis, Sussex. In the 1915 electoral register Rebecca was still living in Bognor, but she eventually moved to Chichester, where her final address was 1 Terminus Road.

1.31	KELSEY, Susan  Born 15 Dec 1854, buried 25 Oct 1941, aged 86
Susan was a younger sister of Fanny Paris, who is also buried at 1.31. At age 16 she was a housemaid to a farmer’s family in Apuldram. In 1881 as a single mother she had a daughter in Deptford, Kent: that was where Fanny, now married, was living, and Susan named the child Fanny Eliza after her. Susan’s usual residence at this time, however, was Chichester, where she cared for her elderly parents and then her widowed father. After his death we find her in 1911 in Lewisham, London, as a cook in a physician’s family, and in 1921 in Walberton, near Arundel, as nurse to her sister Mary Ann, who was 13 years older. Sometime between then and 1931 Susan and her sister Fanny took up residence at 28 Cleveland Road, Whyke, which was the last address for both of them.



?	KEMP, Katie  Born 3rd qtr 1887, buried 8 Feb 1888, aged 6 months
She was buried from Lyndhurst Road; we do not know her parents’ names. For the location of her burial, see on George CHASE.

5.13	KENNETT, Maria  Died 27 Jan 1933, aged 70
	KENNETT, Harry  Born 7 Sept 1866, died 24 Dec 1947, aged 81
Maria was born c. 1863 at Croydon, daughter of Stephen Willett, an engine-driver; her mother’s name is so far unknown. By 1881 she was a housemaid in a West Street household in Chichester. In 1890 at St Peter the Great she married Harry Kennett, who was born at Chidham, son of Thomas and Ellen; he and his family were in Donnington by 1881. After a spell as a maltster in Chichester, Harry found work at a tannery in Horsham, where he was a flesher in 1901, a foreman in 1911. By 1914 he and Maria were back in Chichester, at 67 Grove Road; Harry was a beaman (?) at the tannery of Gibbings Harrison Co. on Westgate in 1921. After Maria’s death he moved from Grove Road, and his final address was 2 Parklands Avenue in Bognor.

4.11	KENT, Maria Jane  Baptised 5 Dec 1858, died 23 Apr 1930, aged 73
Maria Jane née Francis was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, daughter of William Francis, a grocer, and his wife Susannah. William died in 1863; after leaving school, Maria helped her mother in taking in laundry. In 1881 at Portfield she married Samuel Kent, a gardener. They lived in New Fishbourne, where three children were born, the eldest being Evelyn Mary (below). After Samuel died in 1915, Maria went to live with Evelyn (who was now married) at 55 Lyndhurst Road. Evelyn herself died in 1922, and Maria continued living at No. 55 with her son-in-law Frank Silvester until at least 1927; her final address was 171 Broyle Road.

28.12	KENT, Thomas Edwin  Born 21 Sept 1906, died 15 July 1964, aged 57
He was Chichester-born, son of Emma Ellen Kent and her husband Thomas Henry, a life insurance collector. Before the war our Thomas kept a workshop on Chapel Street, where he was a dealer in furniture and second-hand goods; he lived on Washington Street and then on Parklands Road. After the war he was at 95 Cleveland Road, and then at 3 Crane Street; the latter was his last address, though he died in St Richard’s Hospital.

4.26	KENT, Thomas Henry  Born 14 Nov 1862, buried 1 Jan 1921, aged 57
	KENT, Emma Ellen  Born 12 Sept 1875, buried 15 Oct 1929, aged 54
Thomas was born at the ‘H.R.H. Prince Albert Beer House’ in Alverstoke, Hampshire. His mother was Emma, his father Edwin, postmaster and publican. After Edwin’s death in 1870 Emma switched to keeping a grocery in Alverstoke, with Thomas as her assistant; by 1901 he was running the grocery. In 1902 he married Emma Ellen Smith in Bognor. She was born in Ovington, Hampshire (near Winchester), daughter of Mary Ann Smith and Samuel Charles, a carpenter; in the 1901 Census she was working as a governess. The couple had three children in Alverstoke, Emma, Queenie and Thomas Edwin (28.12). Around 1909 they moved to 26 Kingsham Road, Chichester, which remained home thereafter, and Thomas switched from grocer to life insurance collector.

20.12	KERTON, Thomas  Died 5 July 1889, aged 78
	KERTON, Joanna  Born 27 June 1824, died 23 Apr 1890, aged 67
The Censuses say that Thomas was born at Lydford, Devon c. 1811, and Joanna at Buckfastleigh, Devon, c. 1822; she may be the Joanna Penny born there in June 1824, but there are some age discrepancies. At any rate, after marriage they settled in Silverton, Devon, where they had some five children before moving to Exeter and then, by 1881, to Whyke. Thomas worked as a groom and coachman. According to the Burial Plan, two Miles children, Victoria and Alexandra, were buried in this grave six years after Joanna.



1.33	KETTLE, Walter William  Buried 3 Sept 1940, aged 73
	KETTLE, Alice Josephine Mary  Buried 14 March 1955, aged 87
Walter William was born in Millbrook, Southampton to Ann and her husband Walter, a turner and fitter. Alice née Lawrence started life in Kingsclere, Hampshire, daughter of William, an inland revue officer, and Mary-Ann. Alice and Walter William married at Reading in 1891, and started married life in Basingstoke, where Walter was a solicitor’s clerk. They had two children, William James (34.34, below) in 1892 and Constance May in 1894. The family was still at Basingstoke in 1901, but by 1911 they lived at No.6 Norfolk Square in Southsea; Walter was a “Beer and Stout Retailer” with their son William, age 17, assisting him. In 1921 Walter was licensee of “The White Lion” in Wickham, north of Fareham. But by 1928 they were at 10 Lyndhurst Road, Whyke, where Walter was again a solicitor’s clerk. Walter ended his days at No. 10 in 1940, and William in 1951; Alice moved to 81 Grove Road, her last address.

34.34	KETTLE, William James  Born 22 Jan 1892, bd. 1 Oct 1951, aged 59
William was born in Basingstoke, Hampshire, to Walter Kettle, a solicitor’s clerk, and his wife Alice (1.33, above). The 1921 Census says he was “practically invalid from birth”, but capable of very light work when well enough. In 1939 he was acting as an occasional distributor for advertisers’ circulars in Chichester. The family was in Basingstoke in 1901, in Southsea in 1911, and in Wickham, Hampshire, in 1921, with Walter licensee of “The White Lion”. By 1928 they were at 10 Lyndhurst Road, Whyke, which was William’s last address.

8.16	KEWELL, Hannah  Buried 11 Dec 1912, aged 82
The first record we have of her is the 1861 Census, where she is living with her parents-in-law Edmund and Harriett Kewell, who kept the ‘Hare and Hounds’ at Stoughton. Hannah is 30, born in Shottermill, Surrey, and has two children aged three and one. So her marriage was probably around 1856. But we have not found a record of it, and hence do not know her birth surname or parents. The next Census (1871) for Hambledon, Surrey reveals her husband to be William Kewell, a farm worker. The following year they had twin daughters, Florence and Laura, at Hambledon, but Laura did not survive. In the next two Censuses the family was in the Graylingwell-Summersdale area of Chichester. William was buried at St Paul’s in 1863, and Hannah then moved with Florence to 24 The Hornet, supporting herself as a charwoman. That was her final address.

?	KEYLOCK, Albert John  Born 1 Apr 1899, died 4th qtr 1969, A* 11 Dec 1969, aged 70
?	KEYLOCK, Mary Eileen Annie  Born 21 Sept 1898, died 4th qtr 1970, A* 29 Dec 1970, aged 72
Albert was born at Fairford, Gloucestershire, son of Frederick, a chauffeur, and Elizabeth. His wife’s first names were officially Mary Eileen Annie, but she went by Eileen; her parents were Amos Worth, a sailor with the Royal Navy, and Emma. In 1921 she was a shorthand typist with the Royal Engineers. She and Albert married in 1925 at Devonport, her birthplace. We know of two sons, Ronald and Alan, whose births were registered at Eton, Buckinghamshire, in 1931 and 1933 respectively. In 1939 the family was at Chepstow, Monmouthshire, where Albert was a railway engineman. Thereafter we lose sight of them until the burial register, which gives their last address as ‘Springfield’, Cambrai Avenue, and tells us that Arthur was cremated at Portchester. 

9.04	KEYS, Sarah  Baptised 29 July 1838, buried 27 Apr 1910, aged 71
Sarah née Adams was born in Horndean, Hampshire in 1839, though the birth record has not yet been found; her parents were John and Ann. In 1862 she married William Keys, a baker. They lived in Horndean and had five children there before moving to Bognor Road, Whyke, where more children were born. The original burial plan gives her surname as Keyes; the register wrongly gives it as Theys, no doubt through misreading of a note.

8.19	KILBY, John  Baptised 2 Sept 1860, died 6 March 1928, aged 67
	KILBY, Harriet Elizabeth  Born 1 Jan 1857, died 25 Sept 1938, aged 82
John’s parents were George, a police officer, and Mary Ann, in Stevenage, Hertfordshire; Harriet’s were John, a porter, and Anne Leathersuch of Stepney, London. Harriet was an ‘Artificial Flower Mounter’ in the 1881 Census. In 1888 she married John in Camden, London, when she was 31 and he 27. They had three daughters, Mabel (9.19), Lucy Frances (34.04) and Ethel Mary. In the 1890s John served in the Mounted Police during the Matabele War. In England John was a butler; unlike Henry Brassfield (3.09) he apparently did not ‘live in’, but was recorded by the Censuses at his own house. This was The Cottage, West Dean in 1891, and 27 Bognor Road, Chichester by 1901. He served the Beddington family of Longstock Park, Stockbridge, Hampshire, for thirty years. His obituary records him as a prominent member of the British Legion in Chichester, and “a great card player”. After his death Harriet remained at 27 Bognor Road until 1937, when she moved with her widowed daughter Mabel to Spitalfield Lane.

16.16	KIMBELL, Dorothy  Baptised 25 Oct 1891, buried 22 July 1915, aged 23
Dorothy was born in Worthing, the daughter of Thomas Pain Kimbell and his wife Rosaline née Byerley (10.03). She was a niece of Hettie, and is buried in her grave. In the 1911 Census Dorothy was an office clerk in Chichester.

10.05	KIMBELL, Nellie  Died 15 June 1916, aged 23
She was born in Worthing, daughter of Thomas Pain Kimbell and his wife Rosaline (10.03). She died “after a long illness, patiently borne”, less than a year after her sister Dorothy Kimbell (16.16).

10.03	KIMBELL, Thomas Pain  Born 1866, died 15 Feb 1933, aged 66
	KIMBELL, Rosaline  Born 22 Aug 1869, died 6 Oct 1937, aged 68
Thomas Pain Kimbell (Pain is sometimes spelled Payne) was the son of a well-to-do pork butcher of the same name. His mother Rosanna is buried in the old churchyard. In 1890 he married Rosaline, daughter of Alfred Byerley (buried next door, 10.04) and his first wife Ellen. They had several children including Dorothy (16.16) and Nellie (10.05). Thomas became senior partner of his father-in-law’s company, and took over management in 1909 on Alfred’s death. He was a well-known figure, elected to the municipal council for North Ward in 1902, and a lover of horseracing and athletics.

13.33	KING, Alfred George  Baptised 24 June 1871, died 1921
The son of Henry and Lucy, he was generally known as George. He is not buried here, but is commemorated on a separate stone placed on his parents’ grave. His occupation was carman. In 1896 he married Emma Andrews at All Saints, Chichester. From an early stage he and Emma lived apart, and their children, including Alfred George (below), were raised by the grandparents.

13.33	KING, Alfred George Victor  Born 15 Apr 1899, died 8 Aug 1918, aged 19 
He was baptised in St Mary’s on 21 May 1899; his parents were Alfred George and Emma King, but he lived with his grandparents Henry and Lucy. Like his father, he was known as George. He was killed in action at the Somme and is buried at the Ville de Ancre Cemetery, Somme, France. Before the war he had worked as a printer for the firm of T. G. Willis in Chichester and was an altar server in St George’s Church. He is commemorated on St George’s war memorial and on the gravestone of Henry and Lucy, which calls him George and indicates that he had the nickname Rex. 

29.18	KING, Alice Mabel  Born 14 Sept 1884, died 9 Feb 1962, aged 78
Alice née Hales was born at Barley, Hertfordshire to George, a farm worker, and Fanny. In 1904 she married Alfred Charles King, a carman and later a gardener. They lived at Nuthampstead in Hertfordshire, where they had daughters Gertrude in 1905 and Florence in 1908 (died 1918), and then in Enfield, North London. Alfred died in 1948, and Alice then moved in the 1950s to 10 Grove Road, Chichester with her married daughter Gertrude and son-in-law Leslie Stokes; Gertrude’s daughter Vera had married Leslie Page from Chichester. (Thanks for information from Stephen Page, Alice’s great-grandson, who attended Rumboldswhyke Infant School in the 1950s.)



13.33	KING, Henry  Baptised 14 May 1843, died 1 Feb 1912, aged 68
	KING, Lucy  Born 1843, died 12 Mar 1918, aged 75
Henry was born in Mundham and baptised at Pagham, son of Henry and Ellen King. He started as a farm labourer – in 1861 specifically a ‘milkman’ (i.e. dairyman) – but by 1871 he was a gardener, and remained so. Lucy née Stubbs was born in Selsey, daughter of William Ewer Stubbs, a fisherman, and his wife Ellen. Henry and Lucy married in 1866 at Selsey, and lived nearby at Church Norton. By 1875 they had moved to Chichester; in the 1881 and 1891 Censuses they were living in the Cathedral Close, so Henry was presumably a gardener for the Cathedral. They had three sons, including their first child William Henry (13.35), and two daughters including Lucy Lily (14.31). By 1901 Henry and Lucy had moved to 8 Caledonian Road, where in 1911 we find them with son George, daughter Lucy and several grandchildren including George (Rex). The latter was killed in action in France in 1918, and is commemorated on their headstone.  

6.02	KING, James  Baptised 6 Nov 1836, buried 30 Dec 1915, aged 79
It is pleasing that a shepherd is buried between two Cathedral organists. James was unusual in being a shepherd for most of his working life: farm workers at this period generally did only a stint at shepherding. He was born and baptised at Sidlesham, son of Charles and Harriett King. By 1860 he had moved to West Wittering, and there in that year he married Emily Parsons: he was 24, she 18. At least five daughters and one son were born to them at West Wittering. One of the daughters, Kate (married surname Ede), is buried at 36.04. In 1891 James and Emily were at West Dean in a cottage called ‘Canada’, and in 1901 at Appledram. In 1906 they retired to 90 Grove Road in Chichester, their final address; Emily’s brother George Parsons (7.04) was living with them in 1911, and their granddaughter Edith Kewell as housekeeping helper. We do not know whether Emily survived James, or where she is buried.

14.31	KING, Lucy Lily Lora  Born 12 July 1880, died 5 Jan 1972, aged 91
An alliterative name! In the Censuses she is sometimes called Lucy, sometimes Lily. She was Chichester-born, the daughter of Henry and Lucy King (13.33), and grew up in the family home, first in the Cathedral Close, then (by 1901) at 8 Caledonian Road. In 1901 and 1911 she was a dressmaker. Following her parents’ deaths we find her in 1921 as head of the household, with a nephew and niece present; she also had two boarders, one of them a priest, Frank Neal Manners (9.09). In fact she seems to have been a ‘mother hen’ at this house for many people, including her niece Marie (buried in the same plot) and a more distant relative Philip Waltho (29.30). In 1939 she was bequeathed the substantial sum of £1,000 by her late tenant, Kathleen Ward Tanner (1.02). Remarkably Lucy maintained the house at 8 Caledonian Road right up to her death in 1972. We have not yet ascertained why she and Marie were buried in the same plot as Frederick Gould.

2.15	KING, Walter  Buried 8 Feb 1939, aged 75
	KING, Jane  Baptised 20 Sept 1863, buried 6 Oct 1941, aged 78
Walter was born in Mildenhall, Suffolk c. 1864, the son of Stephen, a gardener, and Rosabella. Jane née Bolton was born in Tisbury, Wiltshire, daughter of Thomas, a labourer, and Miriam. From these widely separated places they presumably met in London, as they were married at All Saints, Clapham Park in 1886. They did not have children. Walter had already embarked on a career as a prison warden, and in 1891 he was working at Brixton Prison. By 1911 they were in Mildenhall, with Walter “retired on compensation allowance” and working as a jobbing gardener. They then moved to Chichester. In the minutes of the City Council Finance Committee is an item “Resolved that Mr Walter King, now of No.1 Warren Villas, Summersdale, be appointed as Custodian of the Council House and Town Crier at a salary of 30/- a week”. By 1919 Walter and Jane had moved into the Council House in North Street. Walter resigned the appointment in 1922, and they lived at 27 Lyndhurst Road from 1923 to 1939. In 1939 Walter was a patient in Graylingwell Hospital. He died in Budgenor Lodge, Midhurst, that year. In the burial register Jane’s place of death is shown as North View, East Preston.



20.06	KING, William  Buried 4 Mar 1890, aged 81
He was Chichester-born, baptised as William Gale King at St Peter the Great in 1809, son of Mary King; his father was later recorded as William Gale. He worked as a brickmaker in Brighton, and there in 1930 he married Ann Patching; they had three children in Brighton and a fourth in Keymer just north of Brighton. Now he started to work for the railway, and in 1851 he was stationmaster in Chichester, which looks like a quick promotion. By 1861, however, he was a signalman living at Bridge Cottage, Leominster (Lyminster), which looks like an equally quick demotion. Following Ann’s death he married his housekeeper Mary Harland, again at St Peter the Great in Chichester. By 1881 he had moved back from Leominster to Chichester, and had a semi-retirement job as railway gate keeper, living at Railway Cottage on Whyke Road.

13.35	KING, William Henry  Baptised 9 June 1867, died 14 Nov 1916, aged 49
He was born and baptised at Selsey, son of Henry and Lucy King who are buried nearby (13.33). By 1875 the family had moved to Chichester, and in 1878 he was admitted to the ‘Bluecoat School’, the Oliver Whitby School at 17 West St. In 1891 he was a caretaker at Macready House in Covent Garden, a facility opened in 1885 by the Theatrical Mission “for vulnerable young women working in the nearby London theatres” (Wikipedia). He has not yet been found on the 1901 or 1911 Censuses. His address in the burial register is 8 Caledonian Road in Chichester, the family home where his mother was still alive.

?	KIRTON, Selma   Buried 21 July 1943, aged 2 weeks
We have not been able to trace her parents. The register says that the family home was 123 Whyke Road, but that she died at the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

10.33	KNAPP, James  Baptised 31 Mar 1850, buried 27 Mar 1926, aged 75
James was a farm worker. His parents were Thomas, a labourer, and Lucy; he was born and baptised at Earnley. At Earnley in 1851 he married Martha Beaford Dyer, who had been born at East Wittering to John Dyer, a groom, and Fanny. They lived at Earnley (1881), then Birdham (1891), then Felpham (1901 & 1911), and had a son Leonard and two daughters, Edith and Fanny. We do not know when James arrived in Chichester, but he was buried from 25 Lyndhurst Road. 

36.35	KNIGHT, Florence Annie  Born 18 June 1875, died 23 May 1946, aged 70
She was born in Horsham to Ellen Knight and her husband James, a cordwainer. By 1881 James had changed trades and was keeping an oil and lamp shop at 5 Queen Street, Horsham. In the next Census (1891), for whatever reason, the parents have disappeared, and the shop is being kept by Florence’s older sister Alice; Florence is living with her, and (aged 15) is a dressmaker. By the 1901 Census Florence has struck out on her own in Chichester as a dress machinist, boarding at 71 Grove Road. We cannot locate her in the 1911 or 1921 Censuses, but by 1930 she was a householder at 67 Grove Road, where she remained; she had retired from dressmaking by 1939.

36.11	KNIGHT, John Thomas Lawrence  Born 31 Oct 1892, died 31 Dec 1944, aged 52
John was born at East Grinstead, one of several sons of Caroline Knight and her husband Frederick, a bricklayer. In 1915 at Rumboldswyke he married Ada Maud Gertrude Thorowgood, daughter of Arthur and Ethel (5.15). John and Ada had two daughters, Margaret (1916) and Sylvia (1920). At this wartime period John was in the Queen’s (Royal West Surrey) Regiment, but by 1921 he was working as a carpenter, and they were living at 19 Cleveland Road, next door to Ada’s parents at No. 18. In 1939 John was a storekeeper. He remained at No. 19 until his early death.

16.12	KNIGHT, Kate  Baptised 23 Oct 1859, buried 21 Jan 1937, aged 77
	KNIGHT, James Thomas  Baptised 29 Jan 1861, buried 7 Nov 1936, aged 75
Kate née Sayers was apparently the only child of Mark Sayers of Hosham, an engineer, and his wife Jane, who is also buried in this grave. In the 1881 Census Kate was a dressmaker. On 10 June 1889 she married James Thomas Knight of Chichester. James was the son of James and Ellen Knight. He was born at Horsham, so he may have known Kate when growing up. By the time of their marriage, however, he had established himself as a plumber in Chichester, working for the building firm of Messrs Vick & Son. The couple had two children, Francis James and Edith Kate (married surname Allen, 36.10). James was Sacristan of the Cathedral for 20 years until 1934, and gave tours of the Cathedral based on a deep store of knowledge.
	Kate’s father Mark died in Horsham in 1890, a year after her marriage, and her mother Jane moved into the home of the newly-weds in Chichester. They were all on Grove Road when Jane died in 1897, and James and Kate stayed there for the rest of their lives.

2.29	KNIGHT, Mary  Baptised 6 Feb 1859, buried 20 Sept 1938, aged 78
	KNIGHT, William  Baptised 9 Aug 1863, died 18 Nov 1952, aged 89
Mary was born in the lovely village of Steep, Hampshire, to Hannah Aldred and her husband William, a farm worker. In 1881 we find her working as a housemaid in Beckenham, Kent. In 1885, back in Steep, she married William Knight, who was born in Froxfield, Hampshire, son of Elizabeth and Thomas Edward Knight. William was then a gardener like his father. 
The newly-weds settled in Bury, Sussex (another lovely village), where William had work as a groom, and where three children were born, William F. (1886), Emily Beatrice (1887) and Herbert George (1889). They then moved to Billingshurst, where two more sons were born, Harold Godfrey (1895) and Ralph Edward (1899). By 1901 they had moved on to Horsham, where William worked as a bricklayer. They retired by 1927 to Chichester, to 33 Kingsham Road, which was Mary’s last address. William died at Fawley Lodge, Liphook.

17.14	KNIGHT, Mary Ann  Buried 16 Apr 1895, aged 63
	KNIGHT, Henry John  Buried 5 June 1915, aged 90
Mary Ann née Pelham was born in Portfield c. 1831 to Cornelius, a farm worker, and his wife Harriet. In 1852 at Portsea she married Henry, a mariner; we have not discovered his parents’ names, but he was born at Portsmouth. They lived at Southampton, with Mary Ann frequently by herself (as in the 1861 Census) while Henry was at sea. By 1881 Henry had completed his naval service, and in addition to his naval pension he had taken the licence of the Wickham Arms on Bognor Road. They remained there at least until Mary Ann’s death in 1895. The licence was then taken over by their nephew William Pelham (12.10). In the 1911 Census Henry, now a great age, was being cared for on Bognor Road by William’s widow Elizabeth.

27.15	KNOTT, Sadie Isobel  Born 4 Dec 1910, buried 23 Jan 1970, aged 59
Sadie née Allen was born at Wick, Littlehampton to Alice Allen and her husband Roy William, who was a painter and paperhanger in 1911 and a road worker for the ESCC in 1921. Sadie married Albert W. Knott at East Preston in 1929, but they do not seem to have lived together, since we find her living with her parents in Chichester from 1932, and working as a cook in the Holiday Centre at Bracklesham Lane in 1939. After the war she was at 94 Grove Road with Stanley Nattrass; some of her Allen relatives were there until 1953, and then Sadie and Stanley only. Sadie was buried a fortnight after Stanley, in the same grave.

17.06	KNOWLES, William Henry  Died 6 Jan 1905, aged 76
Another mystery! Records show William residing in Sidlesham from 1898 to his death, but do not hint at any connection with Whyke. The 1901 Census says he was born at Leicester, but no corresponding birth record is known to us. In 1853 he married Esther Shaw at her birthplace Fazeley, Staffordshire; the marriage record tells us that his father was William. Esther was the oldest of six daughters of George, a cotton mill manager, and Elizabeth Shaw. The youngest of Esther’s sisters was Rebecca (marr. Keen, 17.07). We do not know when Esther died (possibly as early as 1854), but in 1896 William Henry, now a merchant, married her sister Hannah Shaw, at Tettenhall, Staffordshire. Hannah had been living with her widowed sister Rebecca in Bognor, and the newly-weds settled in Sidlesham. When William Henry died in 1905, probate of his will was granted to Hannah Shaw, spinster, presumably a relative of his two wives. He was buried in the same grave as Emma Annesley: see under her name.



5.10	LAKER, Ernest William  Baptised 19 Apr 1863, buried 8 Apr 1918, aged 55
He was baptised in the tiny community of Woolavington, at the foot of the South Downs escarpment; his mother was Maria, his father Henry, a farm worker. Ernest clearly had wider horizons, for he had moved to London by 1889, when he married Elizabeth Davies, who hailed from Trefilan, Cardiganshire. The couple established themselves in Swanbourne, Buckinghamshire, where Ernest was an innkeeper and dairy farmer. They had at least one son and five daughters. Elizabeth died in 1909, and the following year Ernest married Florence C. Dawes, 20 years his junior, who hailed from Birmingham. Around 1915 Ernest moved to 63 Grove Road, Whyke, where he died in 1918. It is unclear what became of Florence, but certainly the family was scattered; in 1921 one of the daughters, Gladys, was housekeeper in London to the music composer Edward German (knighted 1928).

4.23	LAKER, George  Buried 17 July 1937, aged 74
There are several men of this name and age in the historical records. Ours is very probably the George Laker who was at 140 Whyke Road from 1927 to 1937; from the records he appears to be a boarder, probably therefore a single man or widower. Further back we cannot distinguish him from other candidates. The burial register says he died at Easebourne, near Midhurst.

22.01	LAMBERT, Daisy  Buried 25 Apr 1894, aged 2 months
The daughter of John Lambert, a hawker, and his wife Helen, of The Hornet.

?	LAMBERT, Edith  Buried 23 Dec 1896, aged 2 
She may be buried at 19.01 or 21.01: the Burial Plan records both locations for her. Is she the Edith Lambert baptised at Boxgrove on 11 Nov 1894 by Alice Lambert, a single mother? And is she the sister of Daisy Lambert, buried at 22.01 in 1894 from The Hornet? Edith was buried from York Road.

7.19	LAMBERT, George William  Baptised 24 Jan 1858, died 18 Nov 1933, aged 75
	LAMBERT, Martha  Born 1st qtr 1863, died 5 Feb 1941, aged 78
George was born at Cocking, near Midhurst, Sussex, to Henry & Elizabeth Lambert. Martha née Eade (or Ede) hailed from Rogate, between Petersfield and Midhurst; her parents were Henry Eade and Phoebe née Hoar, but by 1871 she was living with her maternal grandparents James and Phoebe Hoar in Rogate. She married George in 1881 in Cocking, when she was 18 and he 23. They lived in Midhurst (1881 Census) and then Petersfield (1891), with George working as a ‘steam sawyer’. By 1901 they had settled at Whyke Lane, Chichester, first at No. 80 and then for many years at No. 72, which they called ‘Grove Villa’; George was now a carpenter. The 1911 census reported that they had nine children, of whom seven were still living. The burial register gives George’s final address as 72 Whyke Lane, and Martha’s as ‘Southlands’, Birdham Road, Chichester.

14.30	LAMBERT, Harriett  Baptised 23 Nov 1828, buried 30 May 1901, aged 72
	LAMBERT, George  Buried 23 May 1914, aged 79
George was a jobbing gardener. He was born in Compton, West Sussex, c. 1835, to John and Jane Lambert; his baptismal record has not yet been found. In 1862 at Funtington he married Harriett Sadler, who was born at West Dean, daughter of William and Ann. The couple moved to West Firle in East Sussex, and had two children, George and Rose. By 1881 they were in Chichester, on Whyke Lane, and then by 1897 at 17 Bognor Road. Harriett died in 1901, and the next year George married Amelia Betsworth; however, as was customary, he was buried with his first wife, Harriett.

33.11	LAMBERT, James Ernest  Born 5 March 1901, bd. 1 Jan 1951, aged 50
James was born in Eastbourne, East Sussex, to Fanny Lambert and Albert, a general labourer. We cannot find him on the 1911 or 1921 Censuses, but he was on the electoral rolls for Eastbourne from 1924 to 1932. We do not know when he came to Chichester, but his sister Nellie died here in 1934. In the 1939 Register James was a single man, a nurseryman, at 12 Grove Road. That remained his address for the rest of his life.



17.34	LAMBETH, Jessie  Born 1st qtr 1872, buried 7 Aug 1896, aged 24 
	LAMBETH, Edward  Baptised 7 Apr 1844, buried 8 Apr 1914, aged 70
17.35	LAMBETH, Susan Mary  Born 4th qtr 1844, buried 12 Dec 1923, aged 79
Edward was baptised at Pagham as the son of Ellen Lambeth, a single mother. Susan also hailed from Pagham, the daughter of Charles Pile, an ag. lab., and his wife Frances. They married in 1866 at Pagham (her surname is sometimes wrongly transcribed as Bile). Edward was a traction engine driver. Around 1875 they moved from Pagham to Whyke, first to Wickham Road and then in 1895 to 38 York Road, where they remained. They had a remarkable series of seven daughters and no sons. Jessie, their second daughter, born in Pagham, was in domestic service in Whyke in the 1891 Census, before her early death.

8.24	LAMBETH, Raymond Arthur  Baptised 15 June 1902, died 2 Jan 1913, aged 10
He was born and baptised at Whyke, presumably one of the last baptisms in St Mary’s church. His father was George, a grocer, his mother Beatrice. The family moved around a great deal, and Raymond actually died in Southampton, but was buried in the parish of his birth.

17.21	LAMBOURNE, George James Francis  Buried 9 May 1932, aged 14 days
His parents were Albert Joseph Lambourne, a gardener, and his wife Rose Constance née Parnell. They had married in 1925 at Portfield, and were now living at 44 Cambrai Avenue.

27.08	LAMBOURNE, Ivy May  Born 14 Sept 1907, died 8 Feb 1968, aged 60
Ivy was the daughter of May Edwards and her husband Charles Adolphus, a labourer (not be be confused with the Charles Edwards of 12.26). She was baptised, by her mother only, at St George’s, Whyke. Perhaps Charles had died or had separated from May: May is said to be married in the 1911 Census, but widowed in 1921. At any rate, Ivy grew up with her mother and her maternal grandparents, Mary and Eli Parker, the latter a bricklayer. In 1929 Ivy married Horace Lambourne, an upholsterer, at Portfield. We know of their daughters Patricia (1935) and Phyllis (1937); the 1939 Register suggests there may have been several more children. From 1937 they lived at 131 Bognor Road, and that remained Ivy’s home for the rest of her life.

5.22	LANGLEY, Alice Violet  Baptised 11 March 1911, buried 7 Nov 1918, aged 8
	LANGLEY, Harry William  Born 13 Jan 1909, buried 24 Nov 1932, aged 23
They were born and baptised at Camberwell, the children of Jesse James Langley and his wife Hannah Agnes. We are not sure what happened to the parents: a Hannah Langley was buried at Southwark in 1914, and a Jesse Langley served with the Royal Fusiliers during WW1. At any rate, Alice and Harry were sent to Chichester by the London County Council in 1916, and fostered by Robin and Eliza Hoare (20.08) at 27 York Road. Robin worked for Ebenezer Prior Ltd in Tower Street, and Harry joined the same employer. Harry’s untimely death was reported widely and sensationally in the press, as he committed suicide following a lovers’ quarrel.

6.08	LANGLEY, George  Baptised 2 Nov 1851, buried 17 June 1916, aged 64
	LANGLEY, Eva  Baptised 28 Dec 1862, buried 10 March 1925, aged 62
George was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, the son of William and Mary Langley. Eva was née Marner, born at Eartham, the daughter of William and Eliza; in 1881 she was one of four servants in the household of Charles Drewett, who farmed 525 acres in Oving. George and Eva married at Mid Lavant in 1887, and had two sons and two daughters, whose births were well spaced over the period 1888-1904. George was a general labourer into his 40s, but thereafter he was employed as a wool sorter and packer, presumably by Ebenezer Prior Ltd. By 1901 the family had settled at 31 Bognor Road, where George and Eva remained for the rest of their lives.

24.23	LANGLEY, Mabel  Born 13 Jan 1894, buried 10 Aug 1990, aged 96
Mabel née Lovett was born in Battersea and attended Mantua Street School; she was the daughter of William, a plumber, and Ellen. In 1911 she was working as a laundry ironer, and in 1921 as a factory hand at Garson’s on Lombard Road. In 1927 at Battersea she married William Langley, a fruiterer of Chichester. We have not found any records of children. They lived in Chichester, where William soon became the keeper of a common lodging house at 118 St Pancras, accommodating as many as 19 men at its peak. William died in 1957, and in 1960 we find Mabel at 22 Basin Road. She died at Whyke Lodge Nursing Home at a good age.
	
?	LANGLEY, Robert Adam Haldanby  Born 4th qtr 1918, buried 16 Sept 1921, aged 2
LANGLEY, Lillie Ada Mary  Born 15 Oct 1892, buried 22 June 1923, aged 30
Lillie née Phipps was born in Sutton, Surrey, to Catherine Amy Phipps and her husband Benjamin Joseph, a coachman. By 1911 the family had moved to Fulham, and Lillie was a saleswoman in lace at Regent House, London. In 1914 she married Alfred Arnold Langley. Their son Robert was born in Exeter in 1918. By 1921 Alfred was a poultry farmer, and the family was living at Whyke Grange, 146 Whyke Road. It was there that Robert died. Since the family was well-off, it seems likely that Robert was buried in an individual rather than a shared grave, and that Lillie was then buried in the same grave; but its location is not recorded 

20.10	LARKINS, Mary  Died 5 Dec 1889, aged 96
We know that Mary was born in Dover, and that she married William Larkins, a marine pilot, and lived in Deal, Kent. Is this the marriage of Mary Strachan to William Thomas Larkins at Deal in 1812, or that of Mary Pain to Thomas Larkings (sic) at Dover in 1816? Or neither? At any rate, they had several children at Deal, including Emma Eliza (marr. Welcome, buried with Mary). William died in 1847 and was buried at Dover according to Mary’s epitaph. Mary then kept a lodging house in Deal. By 1881 her daughter Emma had married and settled in Chichester; Mary joined them, and died at a great age at the Bull Inn, where they were publicans.

5.28	LAWRENCE, Lavinia  Born 2nd qtr 1851, buried 23 Jan 1919, aged 67
Née Morris, she was Selsey-born, and fishing was in the family: her father Thomas Morris was a fisherman, and she married a fisherman William Lawrence (1881), son of Philip, a fisherman. She had four sons and one daughter. William died in 1890 or 1891: since there is no burial record, he may have died at sea. Lavinia then supported herself and the children as a tailoress. Sometime between 1895 and 1901 she moved from Selsey to Chichester: there she had various addresses, but she settled at 47 Oving Road by 1911, when one of her sons, a nephew and a niece were with her. That was her last address.

27.31	LAWRENCE, Peta Anne  Born 10 Jan 1964, died 17 June 1987, aged 23
Peta was great-granddaughter of Reginald and Jane Turner, via their son Reginald Charles and his son David Leonard Turner, who married Patricia Slade at Chichester in 1961. Peta was born in Worthing, and married Kevin F. Lawrence in Chichester in 1985. She died suddenly on 17 June 1987, and her ashes were interred here in her great-grandparents’ grave on 17 August. The Burial Register gives her last address as 5 Taverner Place, whereas the probate record says Stone Cottage, Chilgrove.  

35.14	LAWRENCE, Ralph Wellstead  Born 2nd qtr 1890, buried 13 Feb 1947, aged 56
	LAWRENCE, Jessie Lilian  Born 8 March 1898, buried 20 Feb 1973, aged 74
Ralph’s middle name is sometimes rendered Wellsteed, which may be the correct form. He was born at Portsea to Annie and Charles, an army man. He followed his father into the military, and unusually had experience of all three branches. First, at the age of 14, he enlisted with the Yorkshire Light Infantry. Second, he signed up with the Royal Navy in 1909 (height 5’4”, hair dk brn, eyes grey, complexion fresh), and was a stoker in the 1911 Census, but was dismissed later that year. Third, he joined the RAF, perhaps during the war, and was a corporal based at Uxbridge, Hillingdon in 1921. In that year he married Jessie Lilian Price at Rumboldswhyke. Her parents were Annie Price and Alfred Samuel, a PO sorting clerk and telegraphist; Jessie was born in Islington, but by 1901 the family had moved to Whyke. In 1921, the year of her marriage, her family was at 122 Whyke Road, and Jessie was a dressmaker. Jessie and Ralph had two daughters, Nancy (1922) and Betty (1927). In 1939 Jessie was a housekeeper on the Birdham Road, with the two daughters, but we cannot trace Ralph. His address in the Burial Register was 111 Whyke Lane. Was his early death caused by his military service? Jessie was still at 111 Whyke Lane in the 1960s, but she died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

8.35	LAWSON WHITE, Harriett  Born 1 March 1851, died 15 Dec 1940, aged 89
Harriet was born in St Pancras parish, Chichester, and married John Henry Lawson White, a footman, c. 1874. We have not found the marriage record, and consequently do not know her birth surname. After having three children in various parts of the country, no doubt reflecting John Henry’s postings, she returned with the family to St Pancras in 1883; here two more children were born, and her husband settled down as a grocer. After he died in 1893, Harriett continued to run the grocery at 72 St Pancras until c. 1920, when she moved in with her married daughter Leila Jasper and her husband Charles. She was at 15 Adelaide Road with them in the 1920s, but apparently by herself for much of the 1930s (except when she took in boarders). The year before her death she moved in with another married daughter, Kathleen Elderton, at 22 Lyndhurst Road. The 1939 Register, often inaccurate over dates of birth, gives her dob as 1 March 1851, which would make her 89 at death; her MI says she was 90, the Burial Register 91.

24.13	LAYTON, Joyce Moore  Born 5 July 1943, died 31 Oct 1986, aged 43
The burial register says she died at 27 The Peacheries, Whyke. Her death notice in The Times records that she was née Davidson, and that her husband was Harry Layton. We have not found the marriage record, which may indicate that she married more than once, or married abroad. A son Neal Andrew was born in Chichester in 1972.

15.32	LEACH, Arthur Henry  Baptised 19 June 1881, buried 12 Apr 1900, aged 18
Arthur was baptised at Rumboldswyke. His parents were Henry and Jane Leach; for them see below.

20.32	LEACH, Elizabeth  Baptised 10 July 1864, buried 19 May 1888, aged 24
	LEACH, Elizabeth May  Baptised 4 June 1888, buried 11 June 1888, aged 6 months
Elizabeth née Cates was born at Westbourne to Ann Cates, an unmarried mother. At age 17 Elizabeth was in domestic service on West Street, Chichester. In June 1886 at West Dean she married George Leach, a carter; both were then aged 23. Sadly both Elizabeth and their infant daughter Elizabeth May died in the spring of 1888. In the following year George remarried to Matilda Combes: see on George and Matilda Leach (01.14).

1.14	LEACH, George  Born 18 July 1863, died 10 Feb 1942, aged 78
	LEACH, Matilda  Born 7 Feb 1869, died 16 Sept 1951, aged 82
George married Elizabeth Cates on 19 June 1886 at West Dean: both were 23, and George was a carter, son of George, also a carter. His mother was Elizabeth, and he was born at South Mundham. His young wife and their infant child Elizabeth May both died in the spring of 1888, and are buried at 20.32. George then remarried to Matilda Combes, aged 20, at her native Bosham on 21 July 1889; her mother was Esther Combes, her father Charles, a mariner. George Sr was a bricklayer and general labourer, working for the County Asylum at Graylingwell. In the 1901 Census they were living in Hunston; in 1911 at 86 Grove Road; in 1921 at 14 Kingsham Road; and by 1939 they were at 24 Kingsham Avenue, which was George’s last address. Matilda died at 33 Kingsham Avenue. Their children included Matilda (1890), Elizabeth (1892), Elmie/Alma (1895), George (1897), Dorothy (1900), Daisy (1903), Cyril (1905, see 34.07) and Bessie (1908; see on  her husband Alfonso Holmes). Their son George, Rifleman TF.330661 1/8th Battalion, The Hampshire Regiment, 54th Division, was killed in action in Palestine on 2 Nov 1917. He had enlisted at Newport, Isle of Wight, and was buried in Gaza War Cemetery, Palestine. 

34.07	LEACH, Gladys Maud  Buried 27 May 1947, aged 42
Gladys Maud née Welcome was born in Chichester to Richard, a bricklayer, and Edith Maud, and grew up at 88 Grove Road. In 1935 in Chichester she married Cyril Leach, a decorator, son of George and Matilda Leach (01.14). They lived at 26 Wellington Road (soon renamed Westhampnett Rd) until Gladys’ early death, which occurred in St Richard’s Hospital.



6.07	LEACH, Henry  Born 7 Jan 1853, buried 21 Sept 1929, aged 76
	LEACH, Jane  Baptised 22 Apr 1855, buried 8 Aug 1938, aged 83
Henry was evidently a man of some physical strength. At 18 he was a labourer in an iron works, but in most later records he is a grocer’s porter, also (1891) an under-cellarman; by 1911 he had become a jobbing gardener. He was born at Hunston to George and Frances Leach. In 1878 he married Jane Wills at her native Sidlesham; she was the daughter of James and Sophia Wills, and sister of Elizabeth (06.06).  (Sophia is wrongly called Mary in Jane’s baptismal record.) After their marriage Henry and Jane settled in Rumboldswyke, first on Wickham Road and then (by 1901) at 53 York Road. They had three children, Fanny May (see on 33.35), Henry (15.32) and Reginald James (see on 36.27).

36.27	LEACH, Reginald James  Born 17 Feb 1888, buried 8 Jan 1946, aged 57
	LEACH, Katherine Ann  Born 5 Oct 1889, buried 20 Apr 1983, aged 93
Reginald’s parents were Henry and Jane Leach (6.07). In WWI he served as gunner in the Royal Field Artillery, Royal Garrison Artillery. In the middle of the war (1916) at Rumboldswyke he married Katharine Ann Keys, daughter of Robert Keys, who was a naval pensioner in 1911, and his wife Fanny. Reginald had been baptised at Rumboldswyke (18 March 1888) and Katherine at Portfield (24 Nov 1889). After WWI they lived on Whyke Road and then at 51 York Road, very close to Reginald’s parents. In 1927 they lost a son Robert (19.31). Reginald was a gardener: in 1921 he was working for the nurseryman G.S. Evans on the Bognor Road. In the 1939 Register he has the notation “gardener (heavy work)”, which potentially exempted him from military service? Katherine remained at 51 York Road at least into the 1960s and perhaps much longer, though her address in the burial record is a nursing home in Bognor.

19.31	LEACH, Robert Reginald  Buried 12 Feb 1927, aged 3 days
A son of Reginald James Leach, a gardener, and Katherine Anne (36.27), of 51 York Road.

27.14	LEE, Jessie Maud  Born 27 Feb 1882, died 22 Nov 1969, aged 87
	LEE, Albert George  Born 17 June 1893, died 31 Oct 1970, aged 77
	LEE, Cyril  Born 8 Apr 1923, A* 10 Jan 1975
Albert was born in Stoughton, Sussex to Maria Lee and her husband William, a general dealer. By 1901 his family had moved to Chichester, to 105 Victoria Road. Albert was a brewery hand in 1911, and a private in the Royal Sussex Regiment in 1918. He married Jessie Maud c. 1920; we have not found the marriage record, and therefore do not know anything about her parents or her early life, except that she was born on Bow, London (and therefore qualified as a cockney). Albert and Jessie moved along to No. 95 Victoria Road, and had a son Cyril in 1923, listed in 1939 as “mentally deficient”. By 1921 Albert was working for Shippams as a “potted meat labeller”, and in 1939 he was a packer. In 1938 they moved to 42 Whyke Lane, which was the final address for both Jessie and Albert. Cyril died in Forest Hospital, Horsham, but his ashes were interred in his parents’ grave.

15.38	LELLIOTT, George Benjamin  Born 13 July 1842, buried 16 July 1900, aged 58
He was baptised as George Lelliott in Worthing in 1842 by Emily Lelliott, a single mother; he grew up in the workhouse system. He followed a peripatetic military career. In 1867 he was in Halifax, Nova Scotia, where he married a local girl, Lydia Morrison. Their first child was born in Ireland, their second at Chester, their third at Woolwich, their fourth and fifth in Ireland. By 1879 they had come to rest in Chichester, where they had at least six more children, including the intriguingly named Lancaster Lelliott (1879). In 1881 George was color sergeant with the Royal Sussex Militia at the Chichester barracks. He retired in 1891, and the family lived first on Oving Road, then at 76 Grove Road, his final address. After his death Lydia moved to Portsmouth, where she died in 1917.

24.07	LEWIS, Emily  Born 10 Jan 1882, buried 14 Sept 1982, aged 100
The parish burial register calls her just Emily, but the civil registration of her death says Emily Lois, and gives her date of birth as 10 Jan 1882. This d.o.b matches that of the Emily Lewis in Worthing in the 1939 Register, with a husband Edgar, a house decorator. After the war the couple were at 30 Gratwicke Road, Worthing; Edgar died in 1952, and Emily was still there in 1961. We have not found their marriage record, and so do not know Emily’s birth surname or parents. We also do not know when Emily came to Chichester; her last address was 83 Langdale Avenue. Confusingly there was an Emily L. Lewis in Chichester in the 1939 Register, but she was born in 1871.

33.20	LILLYWHITE, William Valentine  Born 14 Feb 1896, died 17 Dec 1951, aged 55
	LILLYWHITE, Emily Ethel  Born 6 May 1894, died 10 Jan 1979, aged 84
William was born on Valentine’s Day 1896, hence his middle name. His birthplace was Cowfold, near West Grinstead; his mother was Nellie, his father Stephen, a butcher and later a greengrocer. William became a railway goods guard. Emily née Baker was born in Bosham to William, a thatcher, and Nellie. In 1911 she was in service in Chichester. She and William married in 1917 at Rumboldswhyke; her address was then 106 Grove Road. They lived at 17 Caledonian Road, and had children William Frederick 1918, Arthur 1919, and Nellie 1924. Around 1926 they moved to 108 Grove Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives.

17.19	LINDSAY, John  Buried 14 Feb 1894, aged 3 weeks
His parents were Frank and Winifred Lindsay, who married in 1932, and lived on Clydesdale Avenue. The funeral was conducted by a Methodist minister.

1.34	LINEHAM, Gerald  Born 21 May 1914, died 15 Aug 1940, aged 26
Gerald was born in Portsmouth to Eliza and George Lineham, the latter a private detective. Like his elder brother Ronald, he became an electrician’s mate, working chiefly in H.M. Dockyard in Portsmouth. In 1939 in Chichester he married Mary Geddes, daughter of James and Esther (35.08). Less than a year later, while working on the roof of a store in Southampton, he suffered a fall through the roof, and died later that day in hospital. Mary remarried to Robert Cumming in Chichester in 1942.

28.36	LINFIELD, Edward  Born 26 Jan 1893, died 9 Dec 1971, aged 78
	LINFIELD, Elizabeth Mary  Born 11 Nov 1887, died 10 May 1974, aged 86
Edward was born at Steyning to Sarah Linfield and her husband George, a cowman. Following in his father’s footsteps, he worked with cattle or cattle feed all his life. In 1911 he was a corn merchant’s clerk; in 1921 he was a provender miller at Charlton Court Mill in Steyning; in the 1930s he was foreman for Sadler’s Mills on Terminus Road in Chichester. Elizabeth Mary née Lock was born in Worth, near Crawley, East Sussex, as the second of four daughters of Emily and Frederick Lock, the latter a carpenter and painter. She and Edward married at Lewisham in 1914, and a son Stanley Edward (29.36) was born the following year. In WW1 Edward served with the Royal Field Artillery and the Royal Garrison Artillery. After the war a second son Raymond was born in 1921 in Steyning. By 1926 Edward and Elizabeth had moved to Fishbourne, and by 1931 to 3 Cambrai Avenue in Whyke, where they remained for the rest of their lives.

29.36	LINFIELD, Stanley Edward  Born 15 March 1915, died 8 July 1963, aged 48
	LINFIELD, Alice  Born 5 Jan 1915, died 9 June 2008, aged 93
Stanley was born at South Bersted to Edward Linfield, a miller, and Elizabeth Mary (28.36). In 1937 he was described as a “scale maker”, and in 1939 as a “weighing machine fitter, repairer & device mechanic”. Alice née Allen was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester; her father Edward worked for Shippam’s in the food preserving business, and her mother was Elizabeth Mary. She and Stanley married at St George’s,Whyke, in 1937, and had a daughter Penelope in 1941 and a son Geoffrey in 1947. They lived in various houses on Cambrai Avenue, but by 1950 they had settled at No. 17; that was Stanley’s last address, though he died in RWSH. Whereas Stanley died young, Alice lived to a good age, dying in Bognor Regis almost 45 years after him.



31.32	LINTER, Kate Eliza  Born 1 May 1876, died 13 Dec 1958, aged 82
	LINTER, George Henry  Born 25 Sept 1878, died 26 Oct 1969, aged 91
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Kate née Elliott was born at Donnington to Jane and Henry James Elliott (3.10), the latter a gardener. George Henry hailed from West Dean, son of George, a labourer, and Hannah; he became a farm carter, working with horses. He and Kate married at Rumboldswyke in 1904. They had a son Frederick at Binderton, a son George and daughter Winifred (37.04) at Tangmere, and a son Robert at Donnington. By 1921 they had settled at Kingsham Farm, the County Council’s experiment farm, where George continued to work as a carter. After Kate’s death George continued to live at the farm into the 1960s, but his last address was 40 Elm Grove, Worthing, where his daughter Winifred lived.

18.35	LISHER, James Dearling  Born 29 Jan 1881, died 29 Oct 1923, aged 41
He was born in Worthing to Alfred and Emma Lisher; his sister was Sarah Harriett (34.08). James worked as a plasterer in Worthing and Storrington. In poor health following his service in WW1, he lived with his sister and brother-in-law Sarah and William Crees (34.08) at 2 Caledonian Road in Whyke. From the report of his funeral in the Chichester Observer: “Joining up in 1914, he served throughout the war in the Royal Engineers. As a result of his service he contracted pulmonary tuberculosis, which ultimately caused his death. Familiarly known as “Curly” he had many friends in the city. In attendance at the funeral were a firing party and bearers from the Chichester Barracks.”

29.33	LIVERSAGE, Mabel Emily  Baptised 22 Sept 1910, died 10 Apr 1963, aged 52
She was Chichester-born, the youngest of four daughters of Elijah John Clements, a tailor, and his wife Florence (32.08), and sister of Ethel (29.34). In 1937 at Rumboldswyke she married Herbert Liversage, a clerk with the Chichester Corporation. They had a daughter Patricia in 1942 and a son Alan in 1944. By 1950 they had settled at ‘Ashurst’ on Winden Avenue, which was Mabel’s last address.

6.28	LONG, Ann  Baptised 9 July 1820, died 24 Feb 1917, aged 96
Ann, like her brother George Couch who is buried here with her, was born at St Germans, Cornwall; their father was John Couch, a blacksmith, their mother Ann. In the 1861 Census we find her as a lady’s maid in Melcombe Regis, Dorset; she has modified her age, to 36, and her birthplace, to Devonport. In 1867 in Weymouth she married Robert Long, a butcher. They lived in Melcombe for many years, and Ann was widowed there between 1891 and 1901; in the latter Census she acknowledged her actual age and her Cornish birth. By 1911 she had joined her brother and sister-in-law in Chichester, at 34 Cleveland Road, where she died.



6.14	LONG, Henry Edward  Born 1st qtr 1861, buried 19 Aug 1916, aged 55
	LONG, Sarah Charlotte  Baptised 17 Sept 1864, buried 20 Jan 1941, aged 76
Henry was born in the Sandown area of the Isle of Wight to a father of the same name, a coachman, and his wife Eliza. Our Henry was apprenticed as a blacksmith and followed that pursuit throughout his life. In 1886 he married Sarah Charlotte Peacock, daughter of William, a waterman, and Charlotte Sarah. Sarah was born and raised at Petworth, where she married Henry: had she perhaps met him while on holiday in the Isle of Wight? They lived first in the Sandown area, and then moved c. 1905 to Chichester, where their home was 36 Whyke Lane. Their progeny numbered at least 10. After Henry’s death Sarah lived at 44a Bognor Road, and from 1930 at 45, her final address: the switch to 45 may be a renumbering rather than an actual move.

8.27	LONG, Norman Ernest  Born 2nd qtr 1924, buried 21 March 1938, aged 13
His parents were Ernest Alfred Long and Elsie May née Grinyer, who married in 1921 at East Preston. At the time of Norman’s death the family was living at 69 Whyke Lane.

18.27	LONG, Rose Millicent  Baptised 12 Apr 1905, died 20 Jan 1923, aged 17
Rose Millicent Long was born in Slaugham, Sussex to Frederick Long and Amelia Jane Long (née Clarke). She was one of nine children. Frederick Long was a groom when he and Amelia got married and a coachman when Rose arrived. In 1901 and 1911 Census returns the family lived in Handcross Park Cottages, so it is possible Rose’s father worked in Handcross Park. In 1921 Rose was working in service as a kitchen maid in “Longhouse”, Cowfold, Sussex. She was 16. The building dated back many years and the grounds were beautifully landscaped. It was believed that at some point it had been owned by Percy Bysshe Shelley, the 19th century romantic poet. At this time, her father was working as cowman on Earnley Grange Farm. Between 1921 and 1922 Rose found employment as a domestic cook at Earnley Grange – perhaps through her father.  A few days into 1923 Rose became ill and was admitted to Royal West Sussex Hospital in Chichester, where she died from acute appendicitis.

29.10	LONGLAND, Leslie John  Born 4 June 1903, died 30 Apr 1961, aged 58
He was born at Westhampnett, son of Harriett and William, a stockman. In 1921 he was working as a ploughman. In 1924 he married Marjorie Fielder at St Paul’s, Chichester. They lived in Oving “near the Post Office” and had two sons, Alec (1927) and David (1929). They moved to 141 Orchard Street in 1934, and then to 53 Tower Street in 1939. Leslie’s last address, from 1954, was 47 Grove Road. He had worked for 35 years for John Heaver Ltd as an excavator driver at the Portfield gravel pits, and he died in a work accident when an excavator bucket and load fell onto him.

28.11	LONGLANDS, Frederick William  Born 2nd qtr 1923, died 13 July 1964, aged 41
Frederick was born in Chichester to Jessie Longlands née Payne and Frederick, a plastering contractor and jobbing builder. The 1939 Register shows him following his father as a plasterer. He married Joan Mottram in Crewe in 1944, and a son David was born there in 1947. They then moved to Chichester, where a second son Peter was born in 1949. Home was 21 Parchment Street; then, after a few years in Bosham, they moved to 90 Whyke Lane shortly before Frederick’s early death.
	
9.11	LONGLANDS, Timothy  Baptised 20 Apr 1851, buried 29 Aug 1930, aged 82
The family surname is sometimes recorded as Longland, sometimes as Longlands. He was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, the son of George and Mary. In 1871 he married Eliza Rogers; they lived on St Pancras Road, had four children, and Timothy worked as a blacksmith’s labourer. By 1911 he was working in coach building; his wife had died, and he was living with his widowed son Frederick at the Orchard St house of Frederick’s mother-in-law. Timothy’s last address was 12 York Road.

25.23	LOUCH, Beatrice Fanny  Born 14 March 1899, died 27 Dec 1980, aged 81
	LOUCH, Edwin George  Born 22 Dec 1901, died 19 Feb 1986, aged 84
Beatrice née Ayling was a Chichester native, baptised at St Paul’s. Her parents had 14 children, 12 of whom were daughters. Her mother was Ellen; her father Richard was variously a labourer (1899), pig dealer (1901), general dealer and cab proprietor (1911) and cattle driver (1921). Edwin grew up in Fishbourne, son of Rosa May and Leonard John, the latter a waterworks engineer at the Fishbourne pumping station. Edwin started in his father’s line of work, as a driver stoker at the pumping station. By 1925 the family had moved to Grove Road, Whyke, and in 1939 Edwin was a corn merchant’s transport foreman. He and Beatrice married at St Peter the Great, Chichester in 1936 and set up home at 100 Whyke Lane, where they remained for the rest of their lives. There were apparently no children from the marriage.

21.24	LOUCH, Florence Annie  Born 23 Sept 1882, died 7 March 1890, aged 7
Her parents Edwin (OC) and Louisa were running the ‘Crown Inn’ on Whyke Road at the time of her birth. Edwin died in 1884, and her mother remarried to Louis Gould, who took over the ‘Bulls Head’, New Fishbourne, in 1887. That was where Florence died. The Burial Plan and her MI record her nickname ‘Tittie’.

35.29	LOUCH, Leonard John  Baptised 21 May 1877, died 3 May 1949, aged 71
	LOUCH, Rosa May  Baptised 9 March 1879, buried 22 Oct 1969, aged 90
Leonard was baptised at Westhampnett as son of Edwin and Louisa Louch. By 1881 his parents had taken the licence of The Crown, Whyke Road. After his father died there in 1884 and was buried in the Old Churchyard, his mother remarried to Louis Gould, and in 1887 they relocated to New Fishbourne, where they ran the Bulls Head. Rosa May née Matthews was born at New Fishbourne to Amelia and James, a farm worker (later a farm bailiff). Before marriage Leonard and Rosa had a son Leonard James Louch Matthews (1896-1938).  They married in 1898 and went on to have 3 more sons, Lewis John Albert (1898 – 1974), Edwin George (1901 – 1986), Bernard Percy Richmond (1916 – 2001). On the 1901 census Leonard John was Manager of the Sewage Works in Appledram Lane. On the 1911 census he was Water Works Foreman for Chichester Council, living at 61 Grove Road together with all his family. In 1921 Leonard and Rosa were at Waterworks Cottage, Old Fishbourne, but on the 1939 register they were back in 61 Grove Road. Leonard was then Water Mains Foreman. He died in 1949. Rosa May was still at 61 Grove Road in the 1960s; she died at St Richard’s Hospital at the age of 90.

26.11	LOUCH, Lewis John Albert ‘Jack’  Born 29 Oct 1898, died 27 June 1974, aged 75
LOUCH, Ada Mary  Born 30 Sept 1906, died 28 Aug 1998, aged 91
Lewis was generally known as Jack, as an alternative to John which he preferred to Lewis. He was born at Fishbourne to Leonard and Rosa Louch (35.29). His older brother Leonard James was the grandfather of one of our researchers, Pauline Pearson. In 1911 Jack was living with his family at 61 Grove Road. From 1925 he lived at 63 Grove Road, next door to his parents at No. 61. He married his first wife Louisa Beatrice Huffer at St George’s, Whyke in 1928, when he was an ‘electric fitter’, and they had a daughter Mary in 1932. Louisa died at No. 63 in 1947, and is buried at 35.19. Jack married his second wife Ada Mary Russell in 1948. Ada was born in Boughton under Blean, Kent; her mother was also Ada, her father Ephraim, a corn miller. By 1913 her family had moved to Sussex, and in 1921 they were in Funtingdon. The next record we have of her is in Islington in 1939, working as a café waitress. After their marriage Jack and Ada continued to live at No. 63, where Jack died in 1974. Ada died in 1998 in Ryde, Isle of Wight; her ashes were deposited in Jack’s grave on 3rd September 1998.

35.19	LOUCH, Louisa Beatrice  Born 19 Jan 1899, buried 17 Sept 1947, aged 48
Louisa née Huffer was the fifth child of Frederick William and Emma (6.04). She was born in Pulborough, but the family soon moved to Chichester. In 1921 she was a milliner’s assistant to George Geering on North Street. On 26 Dec (Boxing Day) 1928 at St George’s, Whyke, she married Lewis Louch, an electric fitter, and bore a daughter Mary in 1932. After Louisa’s death in 1947, Lewis remarried: see on Lewis and Ada Louch, 26.11.

35.18	LOUCH, Phyllis Marjorie  Born 10 Apr 1914, died 29 March 1947, aged 32
Phyllis Marjorie née Jefferies was baptised at the attractive church of St Bartholomew, Chichester on 31 May 1914; her parents were James, a labourer, and Sarah, of 52 Westgate. The 1939 registry has her working as a housemaid at Boxgrove Cottage. In 1942 she married Bernard Percy Richmond Louch, an electrical fitter & wireman, one of the sons of Leonard and Rosa Louch (35.29). They lived at 61 Grove Road with Bernard’s parents, and had a son Bernard John in 1945. Phyllis’ last address, according to the Burial Register, was 91 Grove Road.

14.39	LOVELAND, Elizabeth Jane  Born 4th qtr 1868, died 23 Feb 1940, aged 71
	LOVELAND, George  Born 30 June 1875, died 24 Aug 1970, aged 95
Elizabeth Jane was born in Lanlivery, Bodmin, Cornwall, the daughter of Thomas Jewells, a miner, and Elizabeth. In the 1891 Census she was a domestic cook in Launceston, Cornwall. What took her to Chatham, Kent, we do not know, but there in 1896 she married Edward George Furmidge, who was serving in the Royal Navy. The next year they had a son, who was given his father’s name. However, Elizabeth’s husband died early in 1902 at Portsmouth. Three years later she married George Loveland, another Royal Navy man, at Portsmouth. George was born at Pyrford, Surrey, to William, a gardener, and Eliza. He was apprenticed to a blacksmith in Sandhurst, Berkshire, and in 1898 he enlisted in the Royal Navy, which no doubt welcomed a trained blacksmith. In the 1901 Census he was on board HMS Duke of Wellington at Portsmouth: Edward Furmidge was ship’s corporal on the same ship, which explains how George had met Elizabeth. Elizabeth and George had two daughters at Portsmouth, Annie (1906) and Nellie (1913). In 1919 George left the RN, and in the 1921 Census we find the family at Mansell Lacy, Hereford, where George was ‘mechanical handyman’ on the private estate of Capt. R.J. Flinks: had he served under the Captain in the RN? By the 1930s George and Elizabeth had retired to Chichester, where they lived at ‘Minerva’, 11 Whyke Lane. George spent the last years of his long life at a care home in Bognor Regis.

24.35	LOVERIDGE, Peter Kingshott  Born 25 Dec 1936, died 6 Sept 2001, aged 64
He was born on Christmas Day 1936 to Wilfred, a foreman carpenter, and Dorothy. They were in Surrey at the time, but in Alton, Hampshire in 1939. Peter married Jennifer H. Yates in Wallingford, Oxfordshire in 1968. They had two children in Chichester, Paula (1975) and Peter (1981). All we know of Peter’s work is that he applied for a patent for a vending machine in 1991. His last address was 74 Basin Road, but he died in St Wilfrid’s Hospice.

34.24	LOWDEN, Ernest Herbert  Born 26 Feb 1888, bd. 20 Feb 1950, aged 61
He was born in Stratford, East London, to John, an engine fitter, and Elizabeth. In 1907 he married Norah Downing; they had two children, Clelia (sic) and Paul. Ernest was an agent for office appliances in 1911. He served in WW1 in the Machine Gun Corps. After the war they moved to Boxgrove, where Ernest was a timber merchant’s manager in 1921. They were still in Boxgrove in 1936, but thereafter possibly they separated, as Ernest was at 5 Caledonian Road in 1939, in West Wittering in 1945-48, and finally at 14 Ormonde Avenue in 1950, but without Norah.

6.18	LOWER, Charles  Baptised 22 June 1845, buried 14 Dec 1916, aged 71
Charles was born in Newhaven to Charles, a gardener, and Mary. He trained as a carpenter, but also worked as a builder. In 1881 in Lewes he was a builder in his own right, employing eight men and three boys; in 1901 in Brighton he was a builder’s foreman. He married Frances Maria Skinner at Croydon in 1868: they had no children. Around 1908 they moved from East to West Sussex, to 2 Clydesdale Avenue, Chichester, and then in 1915 to 40 Caledonian Road. Frances long outlived Charles, dying in Newhaven (Charles’ birthplace) in 1934 aged 87.

16.28	LUCAS, George Andrew  Baptised 1 Feb 1829, died 14 Dec 1897, aged 69 
He was born at West Tytherley, Hants, son of James and Anne Lucas. The 1861 and 1871 Censuses record him in Chichester as a gardener, unmarried and a lodger. In the 1891 Census, still a gardener, he was boarding at the Park Tavern Inn on Priory Street. His age at death is wrongly given as 76 in the burial register.

22.14	LUCAS, Hilda May  Baptised 15 Sept 1895, buried 9 Oct 1895, aged 3 months
She was baptised and buried at Rumboldswyke, daughter of Edward and Charlotte Lucas, residents of Guildford. The burial address was The Hornet.

13.27	LUNN, Matilda  Baptised 11 Apr 1869, buried 11 Oct 1935, aged 67
	LUNN, Tom Witcombe  Born 20 March 1858, buried 30 Nov 1943, aged 85
Matilda Ide was born in South Bersted to Frederick, a bricklayer, and Charlotte. Tom was from Oving, his mother Jane, his father Arthur, a blacksmith. They married at Portsea in 1894 and settled at 94 Cleveland Road, where they remained for the rest of their lives. Tom was a grocer’s porter for many years, and then a carman delivering oil (1921). They had no children, but between 1901 and 1911 they adopted Bertie Cobden (29.24), who had been born “at sea” in 1898.

29.01	McCULLOCH-HARMAN, Jean Lillian Louisa  Born 22 Aug 1934, died 11 Feb 2004, aged 69
	McCULLOCH-HARMAN, Hubert Thomas Edward  Born 29 May 1927, died 31 Aug 2008, aged 82
We know very little about this couple, except that they lived their last years at 18 Royal Close, Chichester, and Hubert died in St Richard’s Hospital.  Jean was in Dunbar, East Lothian, Scotland in 1994.

1.11 	McKAY, Annie Denyer  Born 6 July 1862, died 14 May 1941, aged 78
Annie was the daughter of John McKay and his wife Mary (12.22). She was born in South Africa when her father was serving with the Army. Later her parents farmed Willowbed Farm on Whyke Road, now the site of Willowbed Drive. The Censuses record her as a domestic nurse, in East Preston (1891) and in Portsmouth (1911). After retirement she lived on West Street, Chichester in the 1920s. In the 1930s she was on Terminus Road with her married sister Mary Cumberledge. Her funeral service in St George’s was taken by Revd H.M. McKay, Rector of Redhill – perhaps a relative.

12.22 	McKAY, John  Born 29 Mar 1812, died 31 Mar 1906, aged 94
	McKAY, Mary  Born 25 May 1834, died 22 Feb 1914 , aged 79
As Churchwarden John’s name appears on the foundation stone of St George’s Church 28 September 1901.
The obituary below is from the Chichester Observer, April 1906: 
“ENGLAND’S OLDEST CHURCH WARDEN: MR. JOHN McKAY’S INTERESTING CAREER. 
The City has lost a remarkable personality with the death, on Saturday, of Mr John McKay, for many years churchwarden of St George’s, Rumboldswhyke. Mr McKay passed his 95th birthday just two days before his death. He had had an interesting career. He was born in Edinburgh on March 29th 1812 of pure Highland blood, being the only son of Wm. McKay of the parish of Reay, Caithness. His father, a soldier, died when he was very young, and before he was 13 Mr McKay also joined the Army. He served under George IV., through the reign of William IV., and the first part of the reign of Queen Victoria. Mr McKay was one of the troops who lined the route of Queen Victoria’s coronation procession. He went to South Africa, where many years of his life were passed, and he took part in the earlier fighting with the Zulus and other native tribes. Mr McKay spent the last 40 years of his life in Chichester … Mr McKay’s maternal grandmother lived to the age of 103, and Mr McKay himself was in possession of all his faculties to the last and only took to his bed on the Wednesday before his death.”
        Mary’s parents were William and Rhoda Denyer, who had a dairy farm on Whyke Road. John and Mary’s first three children, including Annie (01.11, married name McKay) were born in the period 1860-64 in Cape of Good Hope Colony, which later became part of the Union of South Africa under the name Cape Province. The family returned to Whyke c. 1865 and took over the Denyer dairy farm, which had 20 acres in 1881, employing just one man. Here they had a further five children. In 1901 their land is named as Willowbed Farm, presumably the site of the present Willowbed estate a little way south of the Old Church. After John’s death, Mary went to live with her married daughter Ellen Rose Burton in Westbourne.



29.02	McKAY, John William  Born 6 March 1870, buried 31 Jan 1956, aged 85
	McKAY, Matilda  Born 23 June 1867, buried 6 Jan 1960, aged 92
29.03	McKAY, Lilian Ivy Mary  Born 21 Feb 1904, buried 11 March 1960, aged 56
For John William’s parents John and Mary, see on 12.22. As they aged, he gradually took over their dairy operation at Willowbed Farm on Whyke Road. In April 1903 he married Matilda Frost at her home village of Hockwold in Norfolk. She was the daughter of Michael Frost, a gamekeeper, and Abigail. We do not know how they met: perhaps Matilda had secured a position in domestic service in Chichester. They had two children, Lilian Ivy Mary in 1904 and John Alick (sic) in 1909. They continued to run the dairy farm until WW2 with Lilian’s help: she is described in 1939 as “clerk and dairy worker”. By 1945 the three of them had retired nearby to 50 Whyke Road, where they lived out their days. Was Willowbed Farm turned into housing during their lifetimes? If so, they must have had mixed feelings.

13.25	McLOUGHLIN, Esther Ellen  Born 2nd qtr 1869, died 16 Feb 1938, aged 66
She was born in Saltash, Cornwall, to Thomas and Mary March; her father was a ganger on the railway. At the age of 19 she married John McLoughlin, who was a sergeant with the King’s Royal Rifle Corps. In the following years the Corps served in South Africa and then in Malta, and John was no doubt accompanied by Esther. After John’s discharge in 1908 they lived in Hornchurch, Essex and then in Newbury, Berkshire, where John died in 1925; Esther moved to Chichester by 1933. With an army pension for 25 years’ service, and subsequent jobs, John left Esther a respectable estate of £1509, and she in turn left £1725.

14.33	McNULTY, Cicely Eliza  Buried 24 May 1904, aged 19
	McNULTY, Emily  Born 31 Jan 1862, buried 1954, aged 92
The parish burial register shows that the second of these burials happened in June or July 1954, but it gives only the surname; unusually it does not record the first name, age or address of the deceased, or the date of burial. Fortunately the civil registrations record the death of an Emily McNulty in the Chichester District in the second quarter of 1954, and since Cicely’s mother was Emily, the burial is clearly hers. Emily was born at Boxgrove, the daughter of Daniel Mills, a baker, and his wife Emily. In 1882 at St Paul’s, Chichester, she married John McNulty, a soldier from the Chichester Barracks. John was born in Bolton, Lancashire in 1859, the son of Peter and Bridget McNulty. John and Emily had at least three children, Stephen, Cicely and Charles. Cecily was born in Leeds, Yorkshire: no doubt they moved around a great deal, like most army families. By 1901 Emily was a widow, and she and Cicely were in domestic service in the same household in Woodmancote. Following Cicely’s death, Emily was a domestic cook in Bognor in 1911. In retirement she lived at Aldwick Cottages on the London Road in Chichester in the 1930s and 1940s, and at Vine Cottage, Slindon for the last six years of her long life.

9.23	MACEY, Cyril Albert  Born 1st qtr 1917, died 10 Feb 1934, aged 17
	MACEY, Florence May  Born 20 Nov 1894, died 17 Nov 1976, aged 81
	MACEY, Roy William  Born 28 May 1929, died 25 Feb 1978, aged 48
We start with Florence. She was born in West Dean, daughter of Eliza and William Macey. William is regularly described in the records as a “house carpenter”; in the 1911 Census he also seems to be keeper of the Selsey Arms public house. Living with them in 1911 was a cousin Albert Arthur Macey, a marine engineer. Albert and Florence married (though cousins) in 1915. Albert was then a torpedo fitter based in Weymouth, Dorset; the newly-weds lived initially at Weymouth and had a son Cyril in 1917. By 1921 they had moved to 97 Bognor Road, Whyke, which was a grocery; Florence was shopkeeper, while Albert was working at the ammunition factory built at Lavant at the end of WW1. By 1928 Albert had changed his occupation to solicitor’s clerk. A second son Roy was born in 1929. The family had various addresses in Whyke; in 1959 they settled at 15 Langdale Avenue, where they remained at least until Roy’s death in 1978. Florence’s ashes were interred in this grave on 30 Nov 1976, and Roy’s on 8 March 1978. Albert died in Bognor Regis in 1986 at the age of 99. 
     	Of the sons, Cyril was academically strong, and won a Free Place to Chichester Secondary School for Boys in 1928. He died at age 17 in RWSH. Three years after his death, his brother Roy, then aged 8, made a gift of his comic papers to RWSH. In 1951 there is a newspaper report of Roy playing cricket for the Westgate Brewery team. Roy appears not to have married, and he lived in the family home until his death in 1978.

29.37	MACEY, Jack  Born 28 March 1900, buried 26 March 1963, aged 63
Jack was born in Poole, Dorset, to William Macey, a licensed victualler (i.e. a publican) and Rose. We find him in 1921 in Chichester Barracks as an infantry private. In 1925 he married Elsie M. Enticknapp in Chichester. They had a large family: Jack W. 1926, Henry R. 1927, Edith A. 1929, Reginald W.P. 1931, Albert E. 1932, Raymond T. 1933, Patrick G. 1938, Elizabeth 1941, David J. 1944. In 1939 Jack was employed by a public works contractor. By 1958 they were living at 20 Eastland Road, which was Jack’s last address.

28.34	MACEY, Thomas James  Born 19 Dec 1903, died 2 March 1965, aged 61
Thomas was born at Southampton to Bertha Macey and her husband Walter, a fireman. Walter died in 1907, and in 1909 Bertha remarried to Isaac Dear, a widowed boiler maker. The 1921 Census shows Thomas as a soldier stationed at the Rest Camp, Southampton; however, we cannot find any later military records pertaining to him. In 1939 in Chichester he married Emily Mary Veal, who was also a native of Southampton, and had gone into service. The 1939 Register shows them living at 52 Grove Road, with Thomas listed as “Postman Fitter – I.C. Section” – a puzzling entry! Their home remained No. 52 until Thomas’ death in 1965.

15.01	MACKINTOSH, Ellen  Baptised 22 Jan 1826, died 5 Jan 1904, aged 78
Her gravestone describes her as “of Liverpool”, but she was Chichester-born, daughter of James and Eliza Mary Knight; James was a cabinet maker in the 1820s, but an auctioneer when Ellen married in 1854. Her groom was Daniel Mackintosh, a widower, son of Daniel, a farmer. Daniel was a geologist who had correspondence with Charles Darwin. Born in Perthshire in 1815, he moved to the south of England c.1845 and lectured on scientific subjects at institutions and schools. In about 1871 he and Ellen moved to Chester, and then after a few years to Birkenhead, where he was president of the Liverpool Geological Society 1881-83. He died in July 1891. Ellen was still living in Birkenhead in 1901, but her address in the probate record is 46 York Road, Chichester.  

35.15	MADDISON, Joseph Coutt  Born 29 March 1896, died 21 Feb 1947, aged 50
	MADDISON, Mabel Beatrice  Born 27 Jan 1896, died 8 March 1970, aged 74
Joseph was born in Low Fell, Gateshead, Durham, but we have not traced his parents. Mabel née Adfield was born in Hove to Alice Beatrice and Henry Edward, a greengrocer. Somehow Mabel and Joseph managed to meet, and they married in Edmonton, Middlesex in 1920. Joseph had served in the army, but he left shortly after marriage, and the couple settled in Whyke at 90 Cleveland Road; a daughter Joyce Margaret was born in 1921. In 1928 they moved to 17 Caledonian Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives (42 years in Mabel’s case). A second daughter Sheila was born there in 1935. In 1939 Joseph was a driving instructor and part-time Air Raid Warden, while Mabel was an auxiliary nurse. Joseph died at the Royal West Sussex Hospital. Mabel’s ashes were deposited here on 3 April 1970.

31.24	MADGWICK
The entry for 31.24 in the Burial Plan has the surname Madgwick, with no first name. The chronological sequence of burials suggests a burial in early 1958. There is no corresponding Madgwick entry in the Burial Register: the Register is deficient at this period (no burials recorded between April and November 1957 or between April and October 1958). The most likely candidate is Amelia Madgwick, who lived from 1952 to 1957 at 5 Mumford Place (in Whyke Parish), and died in early 1958. Another candidate is William Madgwick, who died in Chichester in early 1958 but does not appear in the electoral registers.

17.24	MADGWICK, Henry  Buried 12 Nov 1895, aged 60
He was born in Midhurst c. 1835, but we do not have a record of his birth, and in 1841 he was in the Workhouse with his sister Martha. He survived this tough start to his life, and enlisted in H.M. Marine Service. In 1873 at Portsea he married Frances Northeast, a widow, and inherited several Northeast children with her. Frances died in 1892 at Portsea; Henry then appears in the Chichester electoral registers at 114 Bognor Road in 1895, the last year of his life.

16.39	MANFIELD, Arthur Leopold  Born 31 Oct 1865, died 5 Dec 1934, aged 69
	MANFIELD, Lilian  Baptised 19 Apr 1863, died 28 Jan 1962 , aged 99
Lilian née Westbrook and her younger brother John Arthur were born in St Pancras, London; their father was George John Westbrook, a cabinet maker, and their mother was Kezia. In 1892 Lilian married Arthur Leopold Manfield, who was born in Lambeth, son of Henry Arthur Manfield, a clerk, and his wife Elizabeth. The marriage record has Arthur as a clerk, but the 1901 Census calls him more specifically a mercantile accountant. They seem to have had no children. They were still in Kensington in 1920, but by 1921 they had escaped to greener pastures, to Whyke, and John Arthur, still unmarried, had joined them. Arthur Leopold died at 69, but Lilian and her brother (now called just Arthur on the MI and in the register) lived on to a ripe old age on Bognor Road, with Lilian almost achieving a century. All three of them are buried in this grave.

9.09	MANNERS, Geoffrey  Baptised 14 Apr 1907, died 17 Dec 1926, aged 19
	MANNERS, Frederick Herbert  Baptised 20 Nov 1870, buried 31 Mar 1951, aged 80
Frederick was born at Minety, Wiltshire, the son of Herbert, a farmer, and Ann. In 1895 he married Emily Kate Neal at her home village of Tongham, Surrey. They settled at 27 North Street where he worked as a pastry cook. Five children were born there: Frank, Herbert, Donald, Mary and Geoffrey. Frederick and Emily remained at No. 27 until 1934, when Donald, their last surviving son, who had been a lecturer at Chichester Theological College, became Vicar of Felpham; they then moved with him to Felpham Vicarage, where they ended their days.
	Also named on the gravestone is Frederick’s son Frank Neal Manners, priest. He served in WW1 and was buried in 1928 at Mitcham, London, where he had been a curate, at the age of 31. Also Herbert John Manners who was killed in action in Flanders on 25 October 1917 and has no known grave. He is named on four Chichester war memorials and on the Tyne Cot memorial in Belgium.

19.03	MANT, Gwendoline Grace  Buried 16 Jan 1905, aged 5 months 
Her parents were William and Grace. William was a grocer of 14 Cleveland Road (Aspects of Whyke p. 35).

18.36	MANT, Mary  Baptised 27 Sept 1812, died 9 Mar 1894, aged 81
	MANT, William  Baptised 1 Sept 1823, died 18 Oct 1895, aged 73
William and Mary were both born in Chichester. William was the eldest son of Samuel and Harriett Mant who in 1841 lived in North Street with their seven children. Samuel is shown in the Census as a baker, as is William. They lived in the next house to Dr Nicholas Tyacke, a noted Chichester physician (see Philip MacDougall, Secret Chichester ch. 4). Mary was also Chichester-born, the daughter of John Turner, a butcher of St Pancras, and his wife Mary. They married in St Olave’s Church, North Street, on 13 August 1843. In 1851 they were living at Birdham, but in the 1861 and 1871 Censuses they were in South London, where William worked as a baker in Brixton Prison. By 1881 they were back in Chichester, living in the Priory Park Lodge, where he was the Park Keeper; in 1891 they were at 5 Wickham Road (now York Road). When Mary died in 1894 her address was Whyke Road. William was apparently unable to cope without her, and he died the following year in the Chichester Workhouse.

6.25	MANT, Sarah Betsy  Baptised 17 Apr 1864, buried 6 Sept 1937, aged 73
	MANT, Ellen  Born 18 Dec 1869, buried 10 June 1942, aged 72
6.26	MANT, Mary  Baptised 19 Apr 1835, buried 22 Jan 1917, aged 82
Mary was baptised at Birdham, daughter of Henry Peachey Pink (his parents must have had a sense of humour) and his wife Betsy. In 1860 she married John Mant, who worked for the Coast Guard; he was also Birdham-born, and the wedding was naturally at Birdham. He was stationed on the Essex coast just west of Clacton, where their children Sarah and John were born; then he was moved c. 1868 to Bawdsey on the Suffolk coast, where Ellen and William were born. John senior was a pensioner by 1881, and by 1891 they had returned to Birdham, where he was a dock keeper on the canal, and they lived in Dock Cottage.
          Ellen, as the younger daughter, stayed with her parents throughout. Sarah had also come to West Sussex by 1891, when she was in domestic service in Chichester. John died in Sidlesham at the end of 1901; he is commemorated on Mary’s MI, but not buried here in Whyke. Thereafter Mary and Ellen also moved to Chichester, and all three women were in a household in St Martin’s Street in 1911; Mary and Sarah were recorded as housekeepers, Ellen as a needleworker. After Mary’s death, Ellen and Sarah lived together at 19 The Hornet for many years, and then from c. 1935 at 116 The Hornet, their last address.

31.03	MANT, Susannah  Born 24 March 1879, died 26 May 1951, aged 72
	MANT, Edwin  Born 15 Dec 1878, died 3 Nov 1960, aged 82
Susannah was named for her mother Susannah Tipper; her father was James Tipper, a small farmer, and she started life in Scropton, Derbyshire. Like many women who went into service, she travelled widely: she was a parlourmaid in London in 1901, a housemaid in Warblington, Hampshire in 1911. Edwin was born in Hunston to Elizabeth Mant and Edward, a thatcher. In 1913 he and Susannah married at Tortington, near Arundel. By 1921 they were settled in Chichester. Before marriage Edwin had worked with his father as a thatcher, but he now became a driver of diesel generators for Graylingwell Hospital. They lived at 52 George Street, and then from 1934 at 39 Whyke Road. After Susannah’s death at Flat 2, Whyke House, Edwin moved to 50 Cavendish Street, which was his last address. He is recorded on the kerb of this grave and in the Burial Plan, so we can assume he was buried here, though there is no entry for him in the Burial Register.

13.38	MANTLE, Harriett Zeruiah  Baptised 20 Nov 1825, buried 10 Feb 1905, aged 80
Harriett Zeruiah Edwards was born in Hambledon, Hampshire to John Edwards, a saddler, and Ann. (The biblical Zeruiah was a sister of King David, noted for having three warrior sons.) She supported herself as a dressmaker. In 1867 she married William Humphreys, a carpenter 20 years her senior, in Lewisham. After William’s death she married George Mantle in 1883 at Bedminster, Somerset. Soon George too died, and in 1891 Harriett was back in Hambledon with her brother William. By 1896, however, she was living in Whyke at 133 Bognor Road, her final address; she had sufficient funds to employ a housekeeper.

17.16	MANTLE, William  Died 19 May 1895, aged 59
His father was Mark, a French polisher, his mother was Sarah, an upholsterer. The Censuses give his birthplace as Brighton, but we have not found a record. He was apprenticed as cabinet maker, but later became a ship’s joiner. In 1856 at Maidstone he married Jane Wisdona. They had three children, all born at Woolwich. By 1891 William and Jane were back in Brighton, but his last address was 16 Bognor Road, Chichester.

5.23	MARKS, Amelia Dorothy  Buried 1 March 1937, aged 40
She was at 105 Bognor Road from 1935 until her death. We cannot trace her earlier life with any certainty.

14.07	MARSH, Archibald Charles  Died 1 Apr 1927
His burial record says that he died at Graylingwell Mental Hospital at the age of 33; his headstone, however, gives his age as 30. He was baptised at East Marden on 17 Jan 1897 by Charles Marsh, a rural postman, and Elsie (35.16). This family was on Basin Road in Chichester in 1901, with Archibald aged 4.  There is a Royal Navy record of an Archibald Marsh, born 24 November 1895 (sic) in Chichester, who served from March 1914 to May 1916. Perhaps Archibald had exaggerated his age by a year in order to enlist. The 1921 Census has an Archibald Charles Marsh aged 25 years 6 months, born Chichester, in service as a gunner with the Royal Field Artillery. The age given here is consistent with the RN record. By 1921 Archibald’s parents were at 56 Grove Road, and this was his address in the electoral registers. One wonders if his mental troubles were related to his experiences in WWI, as was so often the case.

35.16	MARSH, Charles  Born 13 Jan 1873, buried 5 March 1947, aged 74
	MARSH, Elsie  Born 19 June 1876, buried 22 Dec 1948, aged 72
Charles was born in Compton, on the Sussex/Hampshire border; his father was James, a carrier, but we have not discovered the mother’s name. By 1881 the family had moved to East Marden. Elsie née Putnam hailed from the adjacent village of Chilgrove, daughter of Thomas, a cowman, and Elizabeth. They married at West Dean in 1894, by which time Charles was a postman. Two children were born in Chilgrove, Archibald (14.07) and Beryl Ivy. The family then moved into Whyke, to 40 Basin Road and then (by 1921) to 56 Grove Road, where they remained until 1947. After Charles’ death Elsie moved to Salisbury, where her married daughter Beryl Manns was living.

16.01	MARSHALL, Beatrice Mary  Buried 8 Oct 1901, aged 5½
	MARSHALL, Mary Jane  Buried 28 Nov 1901, aged 3
They were daughters of Edward and Eliza Alice Marshall; their brother Harry is buried at 30.28. Their mother was widowed and living at 85 Cleveland Road in 1901.

30.28	MARSHALL, Harry  Baptised 6 Sept 1891, died 23 Sept 1960, aged 69
Harry was Chichester-born, son of Edward, a labourer, and Eliza Alice. By 1901 the family was living on Cleveland Road; Edward had died young c. 1900, and two of Harry’s younger sisters died as small children in 1901 (16.01). In 1918 Harry enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment. Two years later he married Lilian Gertrude Harris at St Pancras, Chichester. They lived at the Barracks on Broyle Road, where they had four sons, Raymond H. (1923) and then the Three D’s, Dennis 1924, Douglas 1926, Derrick 1930. Thereafter we lose track of them completely, perhaps through army postings. The Burial Register says that Harry’s last address was 38 Hay Road.

18.18	MARTIN, Charles  Baptised 30 June 1824, died 12 Oct 1893, aged 69
	MARTIN, Esther  Baptised 31 Aug 1823, buried 21 Jan 1898, aged 75
Charles was a gardener all his life. He was born at Funtington to John and Elizabeth Martin. Esther née Parvin was baptised on the other side of Bow Hill, at magnificent Stoughton Church, by Thomas and Phoebe Parvin. They married in 1853 and settled in Whyke, where they had various addresses in sequence, the last being Elm Grove. They had two sons and two daughters. The burial register for Esther says “Westminster”: had she moved there to join a family member?

26.27	MARTIN, Ernest Edward  Born 21 Feb 1911, A* 19 Oct 1982, aged 71
	MARTIN, Phyllis Marguerite  Born 16 Jan 1911, died 23 Nov 1991, aged 80
Ernest was born in Leyton, son of Lydia and her husband Frederick, a ‘player piano’ maker. Phyllis née Verrall was born in Worthing to Arthur Thomas Verrall, a blacksmith, and his wife Nellie. Phyllis and Ernest married in 1933 at Clapham and settled in Bognor Regis, where in 1939 Ernest was an electrical fitter for the R.A.F. In 1960 they moved to Crosbie Close, Donnington, which was their last home address, though Phyllis died in the Bernards Gate Nursing Home, Lavant Road, Chichester. Ernest’s ashes were deposited on 19 Oct 1982, and Phyllis’ on 31 Dec 1991.

1.08	MARTIN, Florence Rose  Born 14 Feb 1884, died 12 Oct 1941, age 57
MARTIN, Benjamin  Born 17 Aug 1878, died 18 Nov 1946, age 68
In 1891 Rose F[lorence] Coombes and Lily C[harlotte], both aged 6 and presumably twins (born on Valentine’s Day), were in Chichester Workhouse: their father was Mark Coombes, a fisherman, but we do not know where they were born, nor who their mother was. On Lily Charlotte see 30.04. Benjamin was born in Fletching, East Sussex, to Benjamin, a labourer, and Emma; he was raised in Fletching by his grandparents Henry Martin, a small farmer, and Mary. In 1903 in Fletching he married Ada Mary Cannard, daughter of George, another Fletching farmer. Ada died in 1907 in Brighton, where Benjamin was a grocer’s assistant. 
       	In 1917, now a soldier, he remarried at Rumboldswhyke to Florence Rose. They settled at 36 York Road, where they were joined by Florence’s sister Lily Taylor, now widowed, and her daughter Florence Joan (30.04). In 1934 the Martins moved to 22 Grove Road, which was their last home. Benjamin was a labourer with Westhampnett RDC in the 1921 Census, and a furniture salesman in the 1939 Register. In 1939 Lily was at No. 22 as housekeeper to Benjamin; Florence was absent – was she already in RWSH, where she died in 1941?

15.09	MARTIN, Lilian Jane  Born 29 Sept 1891, died 19 Jan 1984, aged 92
She was born at Tiverton, Devon, daughter of Henry Venner and his wife Mary, who is also buried here. The family moved to Chichester, and here in 1921 she married Leslie Percival Richard Martin, a Barclays bank clerk. They set up home in Fareham, Hamps, where two sons were born, Gordon (1923) & David (1928). By 1939 they were in Petersfield: Leslie had been promoted to bank manager, and Gordon was just starting on a banking career. Then there are records of Lilian at 23 Walnut Avenue, Chichester from 1951 until her death in 1984; it appears there had been a divorce, as Leslie remarried in 1952. Lilian was buried in her mother’s grave.

35.39	MARTIN, Sandra Buried 29 March 1949, aged 6 hours
Her parents were Cecil G. & Marjorie R.E. Martin (née West), of 72 Grove Road.

16.10	MASH, Marian Jane  Baptised 18 July 1827, buried 20 Feb 1897, aged 69
She was born at Bethnal Green, London, daughter of Henry Hebert, a stockbroker, and his wife Marian Grace. In 1852 she married Henry Joseph Mash at Hoxton. When Henry died 1856 she was left with two small children. Thereafter she has not been traced on the Censuses, until she reappears in 1891 on Lyndhurst Road in Chichester as a visitor.

12.11	MASON, Charles Edward  Baptised 30 Sept 1889, buried 30 Oct 1928, aged 40
Charles was born in Kensington, son of George, a law clerk, and Mary Ann, but he was baptised at his mother’s home town of Bingham, Nottinghamshire. He grew up with his brother George Rockley Mason in Walthamstow. George was the typical older brother, dutifully following his father as a law clerk. Charles looks like the archetypal younger son, recorded as an art student in 1911, and as having no occupation in 1921. But perhaps he was already in poor health? In 1924, after their parents’ deaths, we find the brothers in Chichester, at 14 Cleveland Road. The burial plan records that Charles’ grave had iron railings; they were perhaps removed in WW2.

18.38	MASON, Emily  Buried 23 Apr 1894, aged 36
Alas, there are too many people of this name and age for us to be able to identify her. The address given in the burial register is Grove Road.

5.05	MASTERS, George  Born 1868, buried 23 July 1935, aged 66
	MASTERS, Mary Ann  Baptised 30 June 1867, buried 10 Feb 1947, aged 78
George was a military man, who served 19½ years in the Royal Sussex Regiment. He was born in Chichester, son of James, also an army man, and Caroline. George enlisted on 3 May 1883 when he was 15; he is recorded as having a fresh complexion, hazel eyes and light brown hair, weighing 84 pounds and standing 4’11” tall. He was already a sergeant when he married Mary Ann Batchelor at St Paul’s in Chichester three days after Christmas 1891. Mary was the daughter of George Batchelor, a bricklayer, and Mary, and was baptised at St Peter the Great in Chichester. Part of her husband George’s service was in India: their son George was born in Bengal in 1896 and their daughter Violet Irene in the Punjab in 1898. (The 2nd Battalion of the Royal Sussex was in India from 1885.) George was discharged in 1902 as medically unfit. He was recorded as having a ‘distinguishing mark’ of a scar on his throat. By 1911 the family was back in Chichester, and George was a civilian; in 1921 he was a packer for Shippams. They lived at 75 Grove Road, but after George’s death Mary Ann moved in with her daughter and son-in-law at 18 Melbourne Road. The Burial Plan records a cross on their grave, but either it had no inscription, or it had gone by the 1990s.

19.06	MATTHEWS, George  Baptised 24 Aug 1807, buried 17 Mar 1891, aged 85
Like Joseph Brockway at 19.04, George was a Chichester man all his life, and followed one trade, that of cordwainer, i.e. leather-worker in shoes and boots. His parents, Samuel and Elizabeth, baptised him at St Batholomew’s. In 1833 he married Jane Gray at St Peter the Great. They lived on George Street, where Jane bore him four girls, then three boys, then a final girl. Perhaps Jane and he separated, as the 1871 and 1881 Censuses show George at 12 The Hornet, married but without Jane. His address in the burial register was the Westhampnett Union Workhouse.

28.08	MATTHEWS, Winifred Mary  Died 3 Jan 1964, aged 59
	MATTHEWS, Frederick George  Born 30 July 1901, died 18 Oct 1996, aged 95
Frederick was born to a single mother, Lilly Blanche Matthews, in Barnham. He was raised there by his aunt and uncle Eliza and George Hockin. The 1921 Census registers him as a driver with the Royal Field Artillery, stationed in Shoreham-by-Sea. We have no certain records of him thereafter until 1945, which suggests that he had remained in the RFA. In 1947 in Chichester he married Winifred Mary Brown; he was 46, she about 42. We know nothing of Winifred’s background, but in 1951 William A.S. Brown and Dennis V.S. Brown were living with her and Frederick at 52 The Hornet: presumably they were her relatives. Frederick and Winifred moved to 22 Stockbridge Road in 1954, and to 77 Langdale Avenue in 1961; the latter was Winfred’s last address, though she died in RWSH. There are no available records of Frederick thereafter, until he died in Marriott House, Tollhouse Close, Chichester.

24.03	MAWSON, Charlotte Joan  Born 3rd qtr 1926, buried 25 Mar 1982, aged 55
	MAWSON, Barnabas Greenheld  Born 26 Feb 1920, buried 20 May 1986, aged 66
Charlotte née Trodd was born in Chichester to James Henry Trodd and Charlotte Clara (2.33). Barnabas’ birthplace was Harrogate, Yorkshire; his parents were John, a tailor, and Margaret. The 1939 Register for Harrogate calls him a male nurse, temporarily working as a railway porter. He and Charlotte married in 1946 in Chichester; the bride wore “a gown of embossed white taffeta” and “an embroidered veil, held in place by a halo of orange blossom”.  They had at least three children, Anthony J. 1949, Gerald R. 1951 and Ronald V. 1955. They lived at 1 Grove Road, which was a Trodd family home; from 1950 at 79 Kingsham Avenue, and from 1957 at 41 Kingsham Avenue; Charlotte died, however, at 26 Carleton Road, Parklands, and Barnabas was also “formerly of Kingsham Avenue”.

14.32 	MAYES,  Allan Edgar  Baptised 15 May 1864, buried 25 Apr 1901, aged 37
	MAYES, Ellen  Born 1869, buried 25 Nov 1954, aged 85
Allan was baptised at St Andrew’s, Chichester, the son of William, a draper’s assistant, and Harriett Wheeler Mayes. He became a bank clerk. In 1893 he married Ellen Shelvey, daughter of John Mirams Shelvey and Sarah Ann; this was in the Ramsgate area of Kent, Ellen’s birthplace. Allan and Ellen lived at 44 Lyndhurst Road, and had a son Edgar John in 1895. After Allan’s early death, Ellen returned to Kent; in 1921 she was living in Folkestone and working as a milliner for Plummer Rodds Ltd. She was brought back to Chichester for burial with Allan after more than half a century’s separation.

16.02	MAYHEAD, James  Baptised 25 Oct 1818, buried 3 Oct 1896, aged 78
	MAYHEAD, Mary  Born 11 Feb 1824, buried 22 Sept 1904, aged 80
James was a farm labourer and the epitome of a local man: he was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, son of James and Mary, and lived all his life in this parish or in Oving. In 1843 he married Mary Bacon, who was born at Tangmere, daughter of William. One of their daughters, Sarah, married George Carrier in 1873; Sarah’s son George James Carrier, a bootmaker, is buried at 09.28.

19.23	MAYNARD, Jack Charles  Buried 1 March 1917, aged 14 months
Son of Thomas Dale Maynard, a soldier, and Elizabeth Frances, of 28 Lyndhurst Road. His baptism was at St John’s Chapel, recorded in the St Pancras register.

17.15	MEACHAM, Emily Rose  Buried 30 Oct 1924, aged 19
In contrast to William Barber, who was buried in the same grave at the same age, Emily is a mystery. We cannot establish anything about her background. Was she William’s sweetheart?



34.14	MEAD, Joan Kathleen  Born 13 Sept 1922, died 2 March 1996, aged 73
Joan was the daughter of George Favis, who is also buried in this grave, and his wife Alice. She grew up in “The Waggon and Lamb” and then “The Crown” in Chichester. In 1939 she was an apprentice hairdresser. In 1947 she married Ernest J. Mead in Chichester, and had children Prudence (1947) and Timothy (1951). She probably lived at “The Crown” until c. 1957, when her mother and stepfather ceased to hold the licence. Thereafter we cannot trace her until her death at the care home at 9 College Lane.

1.15	MEADMORE, Beatrice Nellie  Born 1st qtr 1878, died 26 Feb 1942, aged 63
Beatrice Meadmore and Una Sykes, who is also buried at 1.15, were daughters of Ellen Sykes and her husband Alfred (9.13), who had a well-known drapery shop in South Street. The other children were Elsie and Hilda (both 26.05) and Leonard. In 1891 the family was at 38 Florence Lane (now Florence Road), but by 1901 they had moved to ‘Charlwood’, 13 Whyke Road, which remained the family home thereafter. When he died in 1926 Alfred left £12,815; the children were well provided for, and Beatrice was the only one who married. Ken Green knew Len, who took over his father’s business, and lived in Ettrick Road. 
With a draper as her father, Beatrice went into the drapery business in London. In 1919 she married Otto Blackford Meadmore, an Insurance Company secretary, at St George’s, Whyke. Otto’s address was given as The Hampden Club, Kings Cross, London. They lived in Hampstead until c. 1936, then moved to Wembley, where Beatrice died in 1942, leaving £8747 between Otto and her brother Len. Otto survived her for many years, dying in 1978.

33.27	MEADOWCROFT, Walter  Died 9 Feb 1952, aged 75
Walter was born in Milnrow, Lancashire, to Eliza and her husband John Thomas, a collier. In the 1911 Census Walter was a coal miner at Padiham, Lancashire, with Edith, his wife of three years, and a son Frank (b. 1909). We have not found the marriage record, nor have we been able to trace the family later. The son Frank, now married, appears at 15 Whyke Road in 1950; that was Walter’s address in the Burial Register, but he is not recorded there on the electoral registers, so he probably lived there only for a short time. His headstone is inscribed to “our dear father”, which suggests that he had more than one child.

27.16	MEARS, Alfred Edward  Born 17 March 1885, died 7 Feb 1970, aged 84
	MEARS, Gladys Daisy  Born 15 Dec 1886, died 13 Apr 1974, aged 87
This couple emigrated to Canada but eventually returned to England – a rarity! Alfred was born in Ilford, Essex, to Harriet Mears and Charles, a printer’s compositor. Their home in 1891 rejoiced in the name 7 Cauliflower Villas, Ilford. Alfred apprenticed as a printer, but then switched to farm work, including eight months as a stableman; he also served six years with the London Volunteers. In 1908 at Shoreditch he married Gladys Daisy Trenchard, who was born in Liverpool to Elizabeth and Charles Trenchard, the latter a hairdresser. 
     The couple quickly decided to emigrate to Canada, and travelled to Winnipeg in 1910. In 1915-16 we find them in Virden, Manitoba, some 180 miles west of Winnipeg; by 1921 they had returned to Winnipeg. There was a large gap between their two children, Violet May born c. 1912 and Charles born 1925. In February 1934 they left behind Winnipeg’s harsh winters and sailed for the U.K. on SS Penland. They settled at 12a Parklands Road, which they named ironically ‘Winnipeg’. In 1939 Alfred listed his occupations as proofreader, pastry cook and travelling salesman. Later they moved to 127 Parklands Road, and in 1952 to 22 Willowbed Avenue, which was Alfred’s last address. Gladys ended her days at Fairleigh Residential Home, Rustington.

2.24	MEDHURST, Elizabeth Mary  Born 17 Sept 1867, died 31 Dec 1938, aged 71
She was born at Bosham to Charles Medhurst, a farm worker, and Fanny. In the 1881 Census, at age 13, she was a general servant to a widow in Oving. Thereafter she evades detection in the Censuses, except in 1911, when she was cook in the household of Major-General (retrd) George Paxton, 90, in Havant. By 1934 she had retired to 79 Cleveland Road, where she lived by herself. She died in St Richard’s Hospital on the last day of 1939. The executor of her will was her sister Isabella Fanny Thorpe, widow.

5.09	MESSUM, William George  Born 1858, died 28 Oct 1935, aged 77
	MESSUM, Alice  Born 14 Dec 1859, buried 19 Aug 1947, aged 86
They were both born at Portsea. William’s father Alexander was a sailmaker in the naval dockyard; his mother was Mary. William was trained as a bookbinder’s finisher. “Finishing refers to the process of decorating the outside of a book, including the lettering of the spine and covers” (Wikipedia). Alice was the daughter of Samuel William Hamblyn, a draftsman, and Anne Varley née Stockman. After marrying in 1881 at Portsea, Alice and William continued to live there, and had two daughters. The 1901 Census shows Alexander living in Plumstead, London, with one of his daughters, and William next door as a boarder; Alice is still in Portsea, as manageress of a beer house. Neither Alice nor William has been located on the 1911 or 1921 Census, but they resurface in 1931 at 36 Kingsham Avenue in Chichester. After William’s death in Graylingwell Hospital, we find Alice living with her elder daughter Edith May Bailey (5.03) at 91 Whyke Lane, her final address.

8.31	MIDDLETON, Grace Dorothy  Born 1st qtr 1888, buried 12 June 1937, aged 49
Grace was born in Alverstoke, Hampshire, daughter of Henry and Elizabeth Knight. By 1911 the family had moved to Portsmouth, where in 1914 Grace married Sidney Yelf. Following his death she remarried, again at Portsmouth, to Charles Middleton in 1921. They lived in New Malden in the London area, where Charles was an inspector for a milk company. Because Grace suffered mental problems including depression, and had been institutionalised more than once, they decided to move to Chichester, where her younger sister Marjorie and her husband Leonard William Russell (2.18) ran the New Inn at 34 Whyke Road. Grace had been here only five weeks when she committed suicide at the Inn.

22.05	MILES, Ada Florence  Baptised 5 Feb 1890, buried 3 Apr 1895, aged 5
See on her parents, John William and Selina Ann Miles, buried at 15.29.

19.01	MILES, Cyril Wallace  Buried 13 Nov 1897, aged 3 
His parents were John William and Selina Ann Miles: see on them (15.29).

16.17	MILES, Doreen Iris  Buried 14 Nov 1935, aged 6 days 
Her parents were Cecil Clarence and Florence May Miles. They married at Whyke in 1919, when Florence was a widow (surname Benfield, née Westbrook), and they lived at 86 Whyke Lane.

8.23	MILES, George  Baptised 17 Aug 1845, died 7 July 1922, aged 77
	MILES, Elizabeth  Baptised 17 July 1842, buried 7 Oct 1935, aged 93
George was Chichester-born, and baptised at St Peter the Great, son of George, a carpenter, and Sarah. He followed his father in both name and trade. Elizabeth was baptised at Farlington, near Portsmouth, daughter of George Russell, a gardener, and Mary. She was undecided about her birthplace, naming various places near Portsmouth: Bedhampton (1871 Census), Purbrook (1881), ?Cosham (1901), Farlington (1921). She married George at St Paul’s, Chichester, in 1869, when they were both 23. The Censuses give a sequence of six daughters, including Madeline (31.21), followed by two sons, George (31.21) and William (32-03); but one child is missing here, since the 1911 Census records nine children born and seven surviving. They lived on New Broyle Road, then Whyke Lane, then 24 Lyndhurst Road, where both George and Elizabeth ended their days.

31.21	MILES, George Rupert  Born 16 Sept 1882, died 24 Apr 1957, aged 74
	MILES, Madeline Kate  Born 5 March 1880, died 8 Oct 1968, aged 88
They were siblings born less than two years apart, among several children of George Miles, a carpenter, and Elizabeth (8.23). As children they won several prizes for vegetables, flowers and herbs in the Horticultural Society’s Exhibitions.They remained single and lived in the family home, 24 Lyndhurst Road, except that George was in Portsmouth in 1911 as a greengrocer’s assistant. By 1921 he had been hired as a factory hand at Shippams; in 1939 his task was filling containers. Madeline’s occupation was dressmaker. She remained at No. 24 into the 1960s, but her last address was 8 Cawley Road.

9.30	MILES, Henry James  Buried 18 July 1912, aged 26
See on his parents, John William and Selina Ann Miles, buried at 15.29. He was born in Portsmouth, but his parents soon moved to Chichester and Whyke Lane; he was still living with them there in the 1911 Census, and working as a pork butcher.

15.29	MILES, John William  Baptised 3 June 1849, died 21 Nov 1933, aged 87?
	MILES, Selina Ann  Baptised 4 Aug 1861, died 10 July 1939, aged 77
John was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, son of George and Sarah Miles. He took up his father’s trade of carpenter, and later added ‘joiner’ and ‘builder’. Selina was a native of East Wittering, born to James and Mary Ann Pollard. They became a couple c. 1883, but apparently did not marry, since the baptismal record of their son Reginald in 1896 says “illegitimate”. Initially they lived in Portsmouth, but in 1888 they settled at Whyke Lane (specifically Jubilee Terrace), and remained there for life. They had some 11 children, of whom five died in childhood (Cyril at 19.01, Victoria and Alexandra at 20.12, Ada at 22.05, Reginald at 22.17), and one as a young adult (Henry at 9.30).

22.17	MILES, Reginald Victor  Baptised 17 Mar 1896, buried 21 Mar 1896, aged 14 days
See on his parents, John William and Selina Ann Miles, buried at 15.29.

19.25	MILES, Reginald William Clarence  Buried 17 June 1920, aged 2 months
He died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. The civil registration of his birth records that his mother was née Westbrook: this tells us that his parents were Cecil Clarence and Florence May Miles (cf. Doreen Miles at 16.17). They had married in September 1919 at Rumboldswhyke.

20.12	MILES, Victoria Agnes Mabel  Baptised 28 May 1900, buried 22 Sept 1906, aged 7
	MILES, Alexandra Vera Maude  Baptised 15 Jan 1902, buried 21 June 1906, aged 4
They were two of some 10 children of John William and Selina Ann Miles (see 15.29). It would be interesting to know why they were buried in the same grave as Thomas and Joanna Kerton, who had died a decade before they were born. We have not found any family connection.

32.03	MILES, William  Born 14 Jan 1886, died 25 Dec 1950, aged 64
His parents were Elizabeth Miles and George, a carpenter, of 29 Lyndhurst Road (8.23). In 1911 he married Emily Louisa Simmonds at St Pancras, Chichester. They had children Doris Elizabeth in 1913, William George in 1916, and Leslie Arthur in 1919. William was a butcher and worked chiefly in Chichester, though Doris was born in Bognor, and in 1921 the family was in Itchen, Hampshire. By 1931 they were at 125 St Pancras, and by 1945 at 26 Ormonde Avenue, which was William’s last address.

30.07	MILES, William Donald  Born 18 Jan 1903, died 7 March 1959, aged 56
His death notice tells us he was known as Don. He was born in Findon to Annie Emma and her husband William Miles, a fly proprietor and later a coal merchant. In 1927 he married Dora Elsie Diggens at Aldingbourne. By then he was a police constable, and his postings took them to Southwick (1929) and to Nyetimber, near Pagham (1939). From 1955 they were at 85 Whyke Road, which was Don’s last home. He died at Atkinson Morely Hospital, Wimbledon, which had a neurosurgical unit. His funeral took place at St Pancras’ church, Chichester.

19.13	MILLER, David  Buried 2 Aug 1912, aged 1 month
The family lived at 44 Grove Road, and David was baptised at St George’s. His mother was Frances Charlotte Mary, his father William, a Royal Navy chief stoker.



18.08	MILLER, Thomas  Born 9 May 1822, died 3 Dec 1892, aged 70
	MILLER, Emma  Born 1849, died13 March 1936, aged 87
Thomas Miller grew up in Funtington as the second of four sons.  Following his father’s death and three brothers moving away, the 1861 census shows that he continued to live at home with his mother. He worked as a Supervisor for the Inland Revenue. Emma (Emmy) Miller (same surname) was born in Westbourne and grew up as the youngest of six siblings. Thomas and Emma married (in the 1870s?) and the 1891 census shows them living at 3 Whyke Lane, with three children: Violet Miller (b. 1883) - Leslie Miller (b. 1886) - Allen Miller (b. 1890) - and one servant Emma Gardner (b. 1875)
All three children were baptised at St Mary’s Church on July 22nd 1892.
   Upon her father’s death Violet Miller lived at home with her mother and Allen emigrated to New Zealand as a farmer, joining the New Zealand Expeditionary Force in the Great War, winning an MC.

26.17	MILLIER, Simon John  Born 12 Aug 1958, died 26 Nov 1975, aged 17
He was born in Worthing; his parents were Frederick Millier, a motor mechanic, and his wife Solna (née Yockney), who married in Chichester in 1957. The parents lived in Mid Lavant, but Simon’s address in the Burial Register was 213 Whyke Road.

28.09	MILLS, Eliza Maud Mary  Born 1st qtr 1869, buried 13 Apr 1964, aged 95
Eliza née Bouchier was born in Hertford to Jane Bouchier and her husband Francis, a retired sailor and schoolteacher. In 1889 she married Benjamin Thomas Mills at Tottenham, London. Benjamin was Secretary of the Honorary Artillery Company, based in Armoury House, Finsbury. The couple lived first in Chigwell and then in Finsbury, and had two daughters, Gladys in 1891 and Ina in 1893. They retired to Ipswich, where Benjamin died in 1937. We cannot trace Eliza’s movements thereafter, and know only that she died in care at 9 College Lane.

33.14	MILLS, Harriet Alice  Born 3rd qtr 1877, bd 29 Jan 1951, aged 73
	MILLS, George Canaan  Baptised 30 June 1877, died 19 Dec 1955, aged 77
Harriett was born at Rackham in 1877 and baptised at nearby Amberley on 24 February 1880; her mother was Harriett, her father John, a gardener and farm worker. By 1911 John had died, and our Harriett was in Storrington with her widowed mother. George was born in Amberley to James Canaan Mills, a millwright, and his wife Mary Ann. By 1911 he had also moved to Storrington, where he met and married Harriett. Two children were born, Alice in 1916 and Violet in 1922. George held a range of jobs, as a farm foreman, a millwright like his father, and a carpenter; in the 1930s he was also a special constable. By 1932 they had moved to Chichester, and by 1939 they had settled at 128 Bognor Road, which remained their home thereafter, though George moved in his last few months to 14 Broyle Road.

20.30	MILLS, Richard  Baptised 4 Feb 1821, buried 26 May 1888, aged 67
Richard was a farm worker, born at Boxgrove to William and Jane Mills. In 1844 he married Eleanor Martlew, who was baptised as Helena (also at Boxgrove in 1821) and later styled herself Ellen. They had four children, well spaced apart, at Boxgrove before moving to Westhampnett around 1867, and then to The Hornet by 1881. After Richard’s death, Ellen was living in Oving with her married daughter Fanny by 1891.

6.15	MILLS, Sophia  Baptised 7 Feb 1858, died 15 May 1927, aged 69
6.16	MILLS, William  Baptised 28 Nov 1858, buried 7 Feb 1934, aged 75
Sophia was born at Bosham to Stephen Burden, a carter, and Elizabeth. In 1881 she was in service in a farmer’s household in Earnley, near Bracklesham. William’s father was Henry Allen Mills, a farm bailiff; his mother was Frances. He was born at Ferring, near Worthing, but by 1871 the family had moved to East Wittering – not far from Earnley. Sophia and William married in 1882 at St Mary’s Rumboldswyke. The couple had three children, Mabel Frances (see 6.31), Edward George Henry, and Lily Florence (6.16); the last two were born at Wick (not Whyke!) near Littlehampton. In the 1891 and 1901 Censuses William and Sophia were in Birdham. In 1907, with only Lily still at home, they moved from Birdham to Chichester, first to Whyke Lane, and finally in 1918 to 18 Lyndhurst Road. William’s work evolved from farm worker to farm carter (1901) to farm foreman (1908) to coal carter (1911) to road man (1914). 
Their son Able Seaman Edward George Henry Mills was lost, aged 30, when the HMS Invincible was sunk at the Battle of Jutland, 31 May 1916. His body was not recovered, but he is commemorated on The Portsmouth Naval Memorial, Southsea, and on St George’s Memorial.

12.38	MILLS, William Willoughby  Baptised 5 March 1890, buried 2 April 1907, aged 17
12.39	MILLS, Charlotte Garwood  Buried 3 Jan 1909, aged 66
	MILLS, Daniel  Baptised 17 July 1832, buried 17 July 1911, aged 79
Daniel was baptised at St Peter the Great in Chichester, son of John and Catherine Mills of Somers Town. John was a butcher, and Daniel was apprenticed as a baker, his lifelong trade; all that was missing was the candlestick maker. Daniel established himself in Boxgrove, and there on Boxing Day 1857 he married Emily Green. They had some five children before Emily’s early death in 1867. Daniel then remarried in 1872, again in Boxgrove, to Charlotte Garwood Treagus. Charlotte was born c. 1843 in Aldingbourne, daughter of George Garwood, a gentleman’s servant. In 1863 at St Stephen’s, Westminster, she married Samuel Treagus, a labourer. Like Daniel she suffered an early bereavement, since Samuel died at Havant in 1871. After remarriage she helped raise Daniel’s children in Boxgrove. They also raised William Willoughby Mills, who was born in Westhampnett in 1890, son of Daniel’s daughter Fanny Mills. By 1901 they had moved into Chichester, to 45 York Road, where William died in his teens. Charlotte and Daniel did not long outlive him, Daniel being buried on the 79th anniversary of his own baptism. Daniel’s son George had a bakery in Slindon for many years.

4.29	MILLWARD, Shelagh Clare  Buried 23 March 1944, aged 5 months 
Her mother was Florence Hilda Millward (née Ruffell), of 113 Whyke Lane.

34.10	MILN, William Hamilton  Died 27 July 1947, aged 79
The family surname was Miln, though frequently normalised to Milne. William was born in Glasgow, son of John, a publisher, and Elizabeth. In 1902 at St George, Hanover Square, London, he married Louise Floyd Alling, a widow born in New York. He was then in publishing like his father, but by 1911 he was an advertising agent, and in 1939 a solicitor’s managing clerk. Louise died in 1940 in London. William seems to have come to Whyke only shortly before his death, since he is not shown in the electoral registers at 19 Grove Road, his address in the Burial Register and in probate.

20.20	MINNS, Robert  Died 15 Oct 1888, aged 58
He was born in Norwich c. 1830: was his the baptism of 7 Feb 1831 or 1 Apr 1832? He served in the 52nd Regiment of Light Infantry, and received his discharge as Colour Sergeant in 1869. In 1871 we find him as a pensioner in Taunton married to Jane: we have not found a record of the marriage, so it may have happened overseas. They had three children in Taunton before moving c. 1878 to Chichester, where another two children were born. In the 1881 Census he was Colour Sergeant with the Royal Seaford Militia: had he enlisted again? Meanwhile Jane was raising the children at the family home on Bognor Road. In 1901 we find the widowed Jane in Bournemouth, working as a nurse.

29.09	MITCHELL, Annie  Born 19 June 1897, buried 2 May 1961, aged 84
	MITCHELL, Frederick  Born 30 March 1874, buried 27 March 1963, aged 88
Annie née Burrows was born in Dogmersfield, Hampshire, so one can understand why she claimed to be London-born in the 1901 and 1911 Censuses. Her mother was Sarah, her father Thomas, a blacksmith. Frederick’s mother was also a Sarah, his father also a Frederick, a domestic gardener.  Our Frederick married Annie at the aforesaid Dogmersfield in 1901. He followed his father as a domestic gardener. In 1911 the couple were living with Frederick’s parents in Hove, but by 1914 they had moved into 133 Whyke Road, which was a gardener’s cottage attached to Whyke Lodge, and there they remained for the rest of their married lives. Presumably, then, Frederick was gardener to both the Norris family (7.35) and the Shippams (31.08). There were no children.



4.06	MITCHELL, Herbert William  Born 4th qtr 1875, buried 1 Dec 1919, aged 44
The parish burial register calls him Hubert, but all other records agree on Herbert. He was born in Brighton, son of Ellen Mitchell and her husband John, a gas fitter. He started an apprenticeship as a gas fitter, but soon switched to electrician. In 1907 at Worthing he married Alice Jane Twydell; her father was Joseph, an ironmonger. They had two daughters and a son in Worthing, then moved around 1916 to Chichester, where another daughter was born. By 1918 they were at 79 Whyke Lane, where Herbert died.

17.01	MOCKFORD, Reginald John  Buried 28 July 1900, aged 1 month
From 40 Bognor Road

11.23	MOORE, Emily Jane  Baptised 28 Feb 1886, died 28 Jan 1908, aged 22
	MOORE, Violet Emily Tee  Born 26 Jan 1908, died 27 Sept 1925, aged 17
11.24	MOORE, Egbert George  Born 1st qtr 1877, died 21 Nov 1935, aged 58
	MOORE, Helena Smith  Born 4th qtr 1880, died 12 Oct 1944, aged 63
Egbert George was Chichester-born, the son of Egbert and Priscilla Moore. His father was a pawnbroker, and then added gentlemen’s clothing and household furniture to his business, with premisses on North Street. Egbert George went into the clothing side of the business particularly. Emily Jane née Tee was born in Lyminster to William Bridger Tee, a publican, and his wife Lilla Ann. She married Egbert George in April 1907 and bore him a daughter on 26 Jan 1908, but herself died two days later, clearly from complications in childbirth. Egbert named the daughter Violet Emily Tee Moore, the middle names commemorating her mother. 
	Violet died suddenly at 17 in 1925. The Chichester Observer has an account of her funeral, including “the violet and rose surmounted coffin”; the mourners, in addition to family members, included pupils and staff of St Margaret’s High School; a representative of the Junior Imperial League; and her sweetheart Mr J. Weaver.
	Meanwhile Egbert George had remarried in 1920 to Helena Smith Durrant, who was born at Ticehurst to John Thomas Durrant, a farmer of 200 acres in 1881, and his wife Sarah Ann; she was the sister of Sarah and Ada (14.01). In 1911 Helena had been a lace and ribbon saleswoman in a large drapery store in Horsham, and in 1921 she was “ladies and childrens outfitter” in the Moore business in Chichester. Egbert George became managing director of the business for the last five years of his life, and had long been a member of the Freemasons Lodge. He left an estate of £6667.

18.05	MOORE, Ethel Mary  Born 9 March 1915, died October 1921, aged 6
Ethel was born to Mary Ann Martha Moore (née Barnard) and Leslie Moore (31.09).  She was baptised at Rumboldswyke on 25th April 1915 and died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital in October 1921. She had older siblings Phyllis and Leslie.

3.26	MOORE, George Michael  Baptised 27 March 1842, buried 29 Apr 1929, aged 87
He was baptised at Chichester Subdeanery, son of George Moore, an unsuccessful carpenter, and Fanny. In 1865 at St Peter the Great he married Rebecca Jones, on whom see 3.39. In the 1871 Census George is intriguingly described as a naturalist; this perhaps means taxidermist, one of the occupations ascribed to him in later Censuses. Another occupation was publican: we have records of him at the ‘Woolpack Inn’ on Chapel Street in 1881 and 1891, and at the ‘Three Tuns’, also on Chapel Street, in 1905 and 1907. By 1921 he and Rebecca were boarders at 12 Bognor Road, and that was where George died.

17.05	MOORE, Harriett Eliza  Baptised 29 May 1853, buried 9 Dec 1921, aged 69
	MOORE, Richard Hunt  Baptised 18 Mar 1887, buried 6 Dec 1928, aged 44
Harriett née Ayling was baptised at Tillington, near Petworth, in May 1853, but was probably born at least 18 months earlier. Her mother was Caroline; her father Charles was a carpenter at her baptism, but a prison officer when she married in 1869 at age 18. Her bridegroom was Thomas George Moore, a grainer and painter, also from Petworth. They had at least six children between then and 1883, including one who rejoiced in the Old English name Naldrett. We do not know when Thomas died, but Harriett was a widow by 1891. Having got into the habit of bearing children, she went on doing so: Richard Hunt was the first of four baptised under their mother’s name only. By 1911 Harriett had decamped with these children to Chichester, and was housekeeper at 1 St John’s St to Samuel Marshall, a tailor. Richard was a news vendor in 1911 and a house porter in 1921. It is not clear why Harriett was buried at Whyke; after her death, however, Richard had various Whyke addresses, the last being 171 Broyle Road.

31.09	MOORE, Mary Ann Martha  Baptised 11 Feb 1877, died 24 Jan 1955, aged 78
	MOORE, Leslie  Born 29 June 1889, died 22 Feb 1963, aged 73
Mary née Barnard was born in Epsom, Surrey to Mary Ann and her husband James, a butcher. In 1901 she was still at home, a dressmaker, but in 1909 as a single mother she baptised a daughter Phyllis at St George’s, Whyke. Leslie was born in Petworth; his father Thomas, a house painter, died soon after his birth, so he was raised by his mother Harriett. He and Mary married in Kingston, Surrey in 1910. They settled at 27 Grove Road and had a son Leslie and a daughter Ethel Mary. (Ethel died in childhood, and is buried at 18.05 but also commemorated here.) Leslie was variously a coal porter (1911), a cellarman for W.P. Buach, wine merchant, (1921) and a labourer for the War Office (1939). His ashes were deposited here on 23 March 1963.

3.29	MOORE, Rebecca  Baptised 21 Feb 1844, buried 28 Dec 1933, aged 89
She was born at Aldingbourne, between Chichester and Arundel, to John Jones, an impoverished farm worker, and his wife Jane. She married George Michael Moore in 1865 and lived with him in Chichester: see on 3.26. There were no children of the marriage. On the 1921 Census Rebecca was recorded as an invalid, but she outlived George, dying at 71 Broyle Road. 

34.05	MORGAN, Henry James  Born 17 Jan 1876, died 12 Apr 1947, aged 71
	MORGAN, Mary Emma  Born 6 July 1876, bd. 20 Dec 1949, aged 73
Henry was baptised at St Bartholomew, Chichester, son of Mary and Edward, a coachman. Mary was baptised at St John, Bognor, where her father George was a publican and later a porter; her mother was Harriett. Mary and Henry married in 1897 at St Andrew, Chichester. They lived in Fishbourne, and had four children, two of whom (Dorothy and Cyril) survived. Henry was a cashier for the auctioneers Stride & Son, a still surviving firm; in 1939 he was chief cashier for an estate agent. By 1934 he and Mary were living on Summersdale Road, and in 1939 they moved to 4 Whyke Lane. Henry’s last address was 17 Ormonde Avenue, and Mary’s was 17 Lyndhurst Road.

3.19	MORGAN, Martha  Baptised 14 June 1863, buried 13 Feb 1935, aged 72
She was born at Chapel en le Frith, Derbyshire, to William Todman, a groom, and Emily; William was born in Harting and Emily in Petersfield. By 1871 the family had returned south to Surrey, where Martha grew up. She married Albert William Head, a carpenter, at Guildford in 1882. They lived at various location in Surrey and Sussex, including Chichester c. 1897, when their daughter Kathleen May was born, one of some seven children. Albert died here in 1905, and in 1910 Martha remarried, again in Chichester, to Thomas Morgan, a tailor. By 1921 she was widowed again, and living in Chichester with Kathleen May. After Kathleen married in 1922, they moved with her new husband John Walter Miles to 42 Whyke Lane, which was Martha’s last address.

15.31	MORLEY, Edgar James  Baptised 12 Feb 1911, buried 15 Aug 1917, aged 6
	MORLEY, Edgar Bernard  Born 27 Apr 1878, died 8 Dec 1961, aged 83
	MORLEY, Annie Louisa  Baptised 5 Aug 1877, died 12 Aug 1936, aged 59
Annie was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, daughter of Alfred Gould, then a gardener, and Mary. Edgar Bernard was born at Edburton, at the foot of the Downs north of Brighton, to James, a labourer, and Louisa. They married in 1904 at Rumboldswyke. Edgar started as a railway porter, but by 1909 he had graduated to signalman on the London, Brighton and South Coast Railway. This involved a move to Yapton, near Arundel, where three children were born – Ivy Louisa (1909, see below), Edgar James (1911, died 1917) and Rita (1914). Sometime between 1921 and 1924 the family moved to Stockbridge Road in Chichester. Following Annie’s death Edgar moved to Parklands Road, still a signalman, now with Southern Railway. By the late 1950s he was in Bognor. The Burial Plan says his ashes were deposited in this grave, though there is no record of the deposition in the Burial Register. 

8.30	MORRIS, Frank  Baptised 6 Apr 1851, buried 6 May 1913, aged 62
He was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester. His parents were Ann and George, a bricklayer, and Frank followed his father’s trade lifelong. In 1876 at Rumboldswhyke he married Mary Grover, a spinster of this parish, both being 26 years old. They lived on Florence Lane in Oving, and then, by 1901, at 126 Bognor Road, which was Frank’s last address. There were no children of the marriage.

4.15	MORRIS, James Edward  Buried 2 Nov 1925, aged 71
He was born in Woolwich to Elizabeth and Edward Blackham Morris, the latter a bricklayer. In 1882 he married Hannah Short, a widow and housekeeper, at St Marylebone, London. They lived in Fulham, where James was a coal agent, and had five children. Hannah died in Fulham in 1917. An inquest on James’ sudden death in Chichester noted that he had lately been living with his son Albert Morris at 10 Pound Farm Road.

18.30 	MORRIS, Lucy  Baptised 7 March 1841, buried 21 Dec 1893, aged 52
Lucy was born in Nyetimber, Pagham, Sussex in 1841 to John Apps, a shoemaker, and Ann (née Robinson). She was their sixth child – she had three brothers and two sisters. In 1864 at Pagham she married Alfred Bailey, a master mariner in the merchant navy. In the 1881 Census, Lucy was ‘Head’ of the household while her husband was at sea on the ship Minerva. By this time the couple had six children; their youngest child, Mabel, was just nine months old. The family were living on the Bognor Road. In 1883 whilst pleasure cruising on the ship Bessie, Alfred drowned. There are no details of the circumstances. Lucy spent the next nine years raising the children and watching them all leave the nest with apprenticeships and/or satisfactory marriages.
     In 1892 Lucy remarried at Rumboldswyke. Her new husband was George Morris, a widower and brickmaker.  Sadly, after only 20 months of marriage Lucy died. George moved to Portsmouth to live with his daughter and her family. He died in 1906.

31.19	MULBERRY, Campbell Percy  Born 3rd qtr 1884, buried 13 March 1957, aged 72
	MULBERRY, Ivy Maud  Born 1 Feb 1894, buried 5 July 1966, aged 73
Campbell Percy Mulberry has a ring to it! He was born in the Wandsworth area of London; we have not identified his parents. Before and after WW1 he worked as a driver for the United Yeast Co., delivering to bakers. In the war he served (perhaps as a driver?) in the Army Service Corps attached to the Royal Field Artillery. At the end of the war, in 1918, he married Ivy Maud Willsher in Islington. Ivy had been born in Ware, Hertfordshire, to Arthur Willsher, a gardener, and his wife Susannah. Campbell and Ivy lived in Islington until 1932, when they moved to 17 North Street, Chichester; in 1939 Campbell was a manager for a company supplying yeast and “bakers’ sundries”. By 1950 the couple were at 9 Caledonian Road, which was Campbell’s last address; Ivy remained there into the 1960s, but she ended her days in a nursing home in Caterham, Surrey.

20.17	MULHALL, Leonard John  Buried 12 Aug 1908, aged 1 month 
He was the son of Horace, a chauffeur, and Ada, of 101 Grove Road.

10.20	MULINDER, Henry  Buried 26 Apr 1909, aged 72
	MULINDER, Elizabeth  Buried 6 May 1922, aged 83
Their surname is variable, appearing as Mullinder, Malinder etc. Henry was born in Cooling, Kent, to Charles, a farm worker, and Martha. He became a boatswain’s mate, recorded in Scotland in 1861 and in Devon in 1871. He must have married Elizabeth c. 1861, but we have not found the marriage record, and know only that she was born in the splendidly named Mucking, Essex. After marriage she lived with her parents-in-law in Cooling, and bore at least three sons and two daughters. Around 1885, with Henry now a Navy pensioner, he and Elizabeth moved to Orchard Road, Chichester, and then around 1897 to 16 Cleveland Road, their last address.

28.30	MULLINDER, Robert William  Bapt. 15 July 1894, buried 14 March 1967, aged 74
	MULLINDER, Elizabeth Mary  Born 28 Sept 1890, buried 30 March 1982, aged 91
The spelling of their surname varies in the records between Mullinder and Mulinder. Robert was born in Chichester to Charles, a hotel waiter, and Ellen. One of his early jobs was as a florist’s assistant (1911 Census). In WW1 he served as a private in the Machine Gun Corps. Elizabeth née Duffin was also born in Chichester; her parents were Amelia and Stephen, a general labourer and later a ‘vanman’ for a mineral water works. She and Robert married in Chichester in 1921; he was then a wool sorter for Ebenezer Prior Ltd on Tower Street. They lived with Elizabeth’s widowed mother Amelia at the Duffin family home, 12 Cleveland Road. Two daughters were born to them, Marjorie (1923, see 35.32 Smith) and Joan (1925). Unfortunately the entries in the 1939 Register for 12 Cleveland Road mostly remain closed, so we know little about them. They were certainly at that address into the early 1960s. Robert died in RWSH; Elizabeth’s last address was 12 Taverner Place.

19.29	MULLINGER, Brian Albert  Buried 1 May 1943, aged 1 month
He died in hospital, but the family was on Whyke Lane according to the burial register. We have not been able to identify the parents.

26.28	MUNT, Edward Brian  Born 1 Feb 1920, died 15 March 1995, aged 75

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Edward was born in Sutton, Surrey to Mildred Munt and her husband Edward John, manager of a piano warehouse. By 1939 the family was at ‘Watersmeet’, 39 Fishbourne Road, and our Edward became Chairman of the Chichester Young Conservatives. In WW2 he was with the Technical Branch (Signals) of the R.A.F. Because of the limitations of records, we do not know Edward’s occupation after the war. In 1951 at St George’s he married Jean Mayes, a schoolteacher, whose parents lived at 41 Ormonde Avenue. After honeymooning in Paris, the couple lived at 6 Willowbed Avenue, and had sons Edward (1956) Adrian (1959). In 1962 they moved to Spelthorne, in the London area. Eventually they retired to Dover, where Edward was caretaker of the C13 St Edmund’s Chapel. On his death a Requiem Mass was held for him at an R.C. church in Dover. His ashes, however, were deposited here in Whyke on 7 April 1995, as a former parishioner and member of the P.C.C. After his death Jean was twice a Labour candidate for the Dover District Council, and won election in 1999. After her death in 2016 her name was added to Edward’s headstone, but we do not know if she was buried (or her ashes interred) here.

26.18	MUSK, Ellen Elizabeth  Born 7 Dec 1888, buried 30 Dec 1975, aged 87
Ellen née Nicholls was born in Aylsham, Norfolk, to Susanna Nicholls and her husband Walter Nicholls, a butcher. In 1911 we find her in Bromley, Kent, working as a general servant. In 1914 she had a son Stanley Charles Nicholls in Norwich. Still in Norwich in 1919 she married Alfred Charles Musk, a groom; from this time on Stanley was given the surname Musk. They lived first at Thakeham, Sussex; by 1930 they were in Petworth; in 1933 they moved to Salt Hill Lodge, Fishbourne, where Alfred was a chauffeur in 1939. Stanley continued to live there with them into the 1960s. Ellen’s address in the Burial Register was 49 Whyke Lane.

10.09	NAPPER, Cecil Francis  Baptised 5 Jan 1873, buried 4 May 1925, aged 52
	NAPPER, Annie Edith  Born 1870, died 7 March 1926, aged 56
Cecil Francis Napper was born in West Wittering, Sussex. His father David was a farmer of 200 acres and was employing 4 men. His mother was Phyllis, and he had five siblings – two sisters and three brothers. In 1897 Cecil’s father died aged 68.  His probate named his wife and Cecil as executors although Cecil was the youngest son. Cecil was the one destined to succeed his father at Home Farm, West Dean.
	Annie Edith née Broomfield was born in Bury, Huntingdonshire to George and Jane Broomfield (see 11.07). By 1891 George was Head Gardener at West Dean Park, and Annie had started work as a dressmaker. She and Cecil married on 12 September 1897. The couple had one daughter – Gladys, born in 1898. Cecil was still working as a farmer at Colworth Farm, West Dean at the time of the 1911 census. There was plenty of space in the house – twelve rooms – and the family of three easily accommodated two servants plus the occasional family member. In 1911 it was Annie’s sister Jane who was visiting.    It appears that Cecil was managing several farms over the years. The electoral register records him as having Greenway Farm, Home Farm and Colworth Farm at various times (and sometimes concurrently) from 1899 through to 1918.
	Annie’s parents had moved to 85 Bognor Road by 1899. Sometime between 1915 and 1918 Cecil and Annie moved next door, to number 83, and Cecil began working as a grocer. By 1921 he had retired from this venture.

27.15	NATTRASS, Stanley  Born 17 March 1906, buried 10 Jan 1970, aged 63
Stanley was born at Westgate in Weardale, Co Durham, to Ralph Nattrass, a spar miner, and his wife Elizabeth. We cannot trace his early life, but he appears in Chichester in the 1939 Register, working as a mason’s labourer. After the war he was at 94 Grove Road with Sadie Knott (see under her name); some of her Allen relatives were there until 1953, and then Stanley and Sadie only. Stanley died in St Richard’s Hospital.  Sadie was buried a fortnight after him in the same grave.

32.30	NEALE, Molly  Born 29 June 1905, died 5 July 1995, aged 90  
Molly’s father Francis Edward Carter was a drayman; her mother was Bessie, and they lived at 100 Bognor Road. In 1927 at St George’s Molly married Henry Parker, who lived with his family at 118 Bognor Road; since Henry was then a carter, were there jokes about a carter marrying a Carter? After marriage Molly and Henry lived close, at 120 Bognor Road. They had sons Maurice in 1928 and Terence in 1930. Henry died in 1955 and is buried in this grave. A year later Molly married Peter H. Neale in Chichester. Thereafter she and Peter disappear from the records; the Burial Register says Molly died in Graylingwell Hospital, and was formerly of Royal Close in Whyke. She was buried here with her first husband.

16.18	NEWMAN, Ann  Baptised 19 Oct 1816, died 13 Apr 1897, aged 80
	NEWMAN, William Henry  Bapt. 9 March 1823, died 23 May 1912, aged 89 (90 MI)
William Henry was a lifelong dairyman. He was born in New Fishbourne, son of John, a carpenter, and Mary. In 1842 he married Jane Moore at St Peter the Great, Chichester, and they were blessed with three daughters, Jane, Anne and Fanny Louisa. Their mother died in February 1845. Then in 1852 William married Ann Knight: they had a long marriage, but no children. By 1891 they were in Whyke, and Ann was buried here in April 1897. In October of the same year William married Ann Hoad at Whyke; she was buried in 1905 at 12.08, but when William died in 1912 he was buried here with his first Ann.

12.08	NEWMAN, Ann  Died 21 Aug 1905, aged 72
Her gravestone calls her the wife of W.H. Newman. Probably, then, she is the Ann Hoad who married William Henry Newman (16.18) at Whyke on 6 Oct 1897. That record says Ann is aged 55, a spinster. It has not yet proved possible to trace her earlier life. Her final address was 15 Cleveland Road.

27.18	NICHOLSON, Joseph Thomas  Born 11 Aug 1892, died 26 Apr 1970, aged 77
	NICHOLSON, Kathleen Ann  Born 11 July 1893, died 26 March 1974, aged 80
Joseph was born in Eskdale in the Lake District, one of six children of Isabelle Nicholson and her husband Joseph, a wood turner who made thread bobbins. In 1911 our Joseph was an apprentice oak basket maker. It appears, however, that he took a nursing qualification (Cert. MPA) at Graylingwell Mental Hospital in Chichester in the years 1914-17. Certainly after the war we find him in as an attendant at Graylingwell. Kathleen née Fogden was born in Selsey, daughter of Frank, a farmer and carter, and Fanny. In 1911, at age 17, she was in service in Shepperton, Surrey. In 1922 she and Joseph married at St Paul’s Church, Chichester. They lived at 227 Oving Road until 1936, and had a son Brian (1924) and daughters Hazel (1929) and Rosemary (1933). The 1939 Register shows that Joseph was still a nurse at Graylingwell. In 1936 he and Kathleen moved to ‘Torver’, 5 Orchard Street, which remained the ‘forever home’ for both of them.  

10.13	NORKETT, Fred  Baptised 16 May 1858, died 9 June 1926, aged 68
	NORKETT, Rhoda  Born 1859, died 25 May 1929, aged 70
	NORKETT, Florence Ada  Born 22 Oct 1887, died 1 Aug 1980, aged 92
Fred was born to Frank Aylmore Norkett, a carpenter, and Jane Norkett, and baptised at Westhampnett. The couple had four sons, of whom Fred was the second. His father died in November 1863, and in that same year his sister Louisa Ann was born. Jane now had the frightening prospect of raising her four boys and the newborn baby on her own - trying to avoid the workhouse. In the 1871 Census she was working as a dressmaker, which had been her employment before her marriage. By 1881 Frederick, now 23, was living with his widowed aunt Louisa in Westgate. He had begun a career as a currier, a specialist in the leather-processing trade. 
	Rhoda née Jenman was born in Selsey, the third of seven children of Stephen, a fisherman, and Harriet Jenman. They lived in Fish Lane, Selsey near the seafront. When Rhoda was only ten years old, her mother died. In the 1871 census her eldest sister Harriet was, at fourteen, housekeeper to her father and family. By the census of 1881 Rhoda was living in her paternal aunt’s house in Selsey, working as a servant in the home.
	On 28 July 1883 Fred and Rhoda married in Brighton. At the time Rhoda was living in Montelier Place, Brighton, perhaps in service in one of the large houses there. Their one child, Florence Ada, was born in 1888 at 33 West Street. The 1901 census records the family living at No. 14 Caledonian Road. Fred was now diversifying: his occupation was described as Horse Feeder, Groom and Storekeeper. By 1911 he had become furniture storeman for James Sayers and Sons (Aspects of Whyke p.34), and the family had moved to No. 44 Caledonian Road, apparently living ‘above the store’. Both Fred and Rhoda died at that address.
	Florence was the only child of Fred and Rhoda Norkett. At the time of the 1911 census she was a librarian, working in a private library. By 1921 she had changed employment and begun working for BornA. Barrett, Stationers and Newsagents. After her parents’ deaths in the 1920s Florence remained at 44 Caledonian Road for some years, and shared the premises with Nora Hoare, an elementary school teacher. In 1939 they relocated to 41 Whyke Lane. Florence was still working as stationer’s assistant, and was also a member of the British Red Cross. After the war she lived at 41 Whyke Lane, and then in the care home at 9 College Lane. The Burial Plan gives two locations for her burial, 10.13 and 25.21; we do not know which location is correct.

8.18	NORMAN, Mabel  Born 4th qtr 1901, buried 24 Dec 1912, aged 11
	NORMAN, Emma  Baptised 3 March 1861, buried 1 Sept 1913, aged 52
	NORMAN, Albert John  Born 21 Nov 1868, buried 26 Oct 1945, aged 76
Emma née Withall was born in Rogate, near Petersfield; her parents were Fanny and Edmund, a farm worker. She was in service in Portsmouth in 1891. Albert was born in Froxfield, just the other side of Petersfield from Rogate, to Jane and Albert, the latter a carter. By 1891 Albert senior was farming, and our Albert and his brother Lewis were assisting on the farm. Emma and Albert married in 1897 at Funtington, when she was 36, he 29. They had two daughters in Chichester, Dorothy (1899) and Mabel (1901). In 1905 they settled at 11 York Road, where Mabel died in 1912 and Emma in 1913. Dorothy continued to live with Albert both before and after her marriage to John Macey in 1925; in 1934 they moved to ‘Fairmead’ on Whyke Road, which was Albert’s last address. He had worked for some 40 years as a corn storeman at the Corn Exchange on East St.

9.27	NORRIS, Alfred  Buried 5 March 1938, aged 81
	NORRIS, Ann  Baptised 21 Sept 1862, buried 4 Jan 1952, aged 89
Alfred was born in Chichester, and grew up on Wickham Road; his mother was Mary, his father Charles, a market gardener (20.04). His lifelong trade was as a harness maker. In 1888 he married Ann Phillips at Mid Lavant; she had been baptised at East Lavant, daughter of William, a farm worker, and Ellen. There were no children. In 1909 they moved from 12 Russell Street to 34 Bognor Road, then c. 1925 to 23 Bognor Road, which remained home almost to the end of Ann’s life; she died at 42 Oakley Road, Bognor. The parish burial register wrongly gives her surname as Morris.

20.40	NORRIS, Charles  Buried 24 Jan 1888, aged 85
	NORRIS, Mary  Buried 7 Jan 1898, age uncertain
The 1841 Census for Whyke shows Charles as married to a Sarah, and with three young sons. Ancestry does not have a record of this marriage, or of Charles’ baptism. Following Sarah’s death in 1844, Charles remarried in February 1846 to Mary Ann Brockhurst. That marriage record, at St Pancras, Chichester, lists Charles’ father as Thomas, a labourer, and later Censuses say Charles was Chichester-born. Mary was born at Boxgrove to John, a blacksmith, and Sarah. Her age at marriage was given as 23, but her baptism was on 30 Dec 1827, which would make her 18 at marriage. In the style of the period Charles and Mary had at least nine children, living first at Eastgate and then on Wickham Road. Charles was an ostler (1851) and later a market gardener (1871, 1881). At some point after his death Mary moved to York Road, perhaps to one of her married children.

7.35	NORRIS, Edith Clementina  Baptised 4 Sept 1867, died 16 July 1914, aged 47
	NORRIS, George Henry  Born 4 Oct 1851, died 14 Dec 1928, aged 77
The Burial Plan locates this couple here, but perhaps wrongly: see below. Eliza Clementina née Strafford was born in Camden to Eliza Strafford and her husband Thomas William, a clerk (later superintendent) in the Sun Fire insurance office. We cannot find her on the 1891 Census, but in 1901 she was a private secretary in Stockport, where she no doubt met George. George was baptised at Chorley, Lancs, son of Anne Norris (wrongly called Agnes in George’s baptismal record) and her husband Thomas, a calico printer. The family was comfortably off, and in 1881 George was in London as a law student of Lincoln’s Inn. In the 1891 and 1901 censuses, still unmarried, he was a barrister-at-law, living with his now widowed mother at Davenport Lodge, Bramhall, Cheshire. In 1901 he married Edith at St Stephen’s, Kensington; he was then 49, she 34. The marital home was The Halderns, Disley, Cheshire (not far from Bramhall), where a son Thomas Edward Strafford Norris was born in 1907, and where they had four servants. They were still in Disley in 1911, but by 1914 George had retired and they had moved to Chichester, to Whyke Lodge. On 16 July 1914 Emily died at The Villa Pergola, Vichy, France; why was she there, less than two weeks before the outbreak of WW1? George became a local JP and lived on until 1928 with several servants at Whyke Lodge; his remains were cremated at Woking, and he left a substantial estate of £46,670/8/8d. Their MI in the Old Churchyard (Slay #202) states, “Dying in Vichy, [Edith’s] ashes were brought to her dear country and laid to rest here”, and “[George’s] ashes were laid to rest here, next to those of his beloved wife”. It is therefore unclear why the Burial Plan locates them at 7.35 in the 1888 Extension.

18.01	NORRIS, Percy  Buried 3 Oct 1898, aged 17 days 
His parents were Edward, a tanner, and Beatrice.

2.06	NORRIS, Sarah Ann  Died 21 July 1937, aged 94
We can deduce from the Censuses of 1891, 1901 and 1911 that Sarah was born in Reading, and that her first marriage was to a Mr Sherrin, and produced a daughter Emily (c. 1876) and son Edward George (c. 1877), born in Battersea and Wandsworth respectively. But we cannot find the marriage, or records of this family in earlier Censuses. Around 1890 she married Henry Norris, a market gardener 12 years her senior; they lived in Ash, Surrey, and then with her son Edward in Petersfield (1911 Census). Henry died in 1914, and Sarah then moved to Chichester. The records from 1919 to 1926 show her at 28 Whyke Lane; her lodgers at various times included Flora Smith (8.08) and her son Walter Smith, and Ellen Beach (14.15). A record from 1936 shows her at 155 St Pancras, but she died at Budgenor Lodge, Easebourne, Midhurst.

33.21	NORVILLE, Clifford Harvey Slade  Born 22 Feb 1868, bd. 9 Jan 1952, aged 83
Clifford was born in Weston-super-Mare, Somerset; his mother was Sara, his father James, an ironmonger and gas-fitter. He trained as a piano tuner. In 1898 he married Mary Jane Candace Payne in her home village of Trull, near Taunton, Somerset. They moved to Lowestoft, Suffolk, where they had two daughters, Mildred in 1902 and Grace in 1908; Grace died in infancy, and Mary herself died prematurely in 1920. In Lowestoft Clifford was a piano dealer as well as a teacher. After retirement we find Clifford at Villa Verna, West Wittering, and then (in the last months of his life) at Gates House, 145 Whyke Road.

8.14	NOVELL, Alice  Born 1st qtr 1855, buried 3 Dec 1912, aged 57
	NOVELL, James  Baptised 16 Feb 1851, buried 15 Jan 1923, aged 72
Alice née Warrington was born at Stoughton, Sussex, and baptised at the fine church there, one of several children of Charlotte and her husband Henry, a farm worker. In 1871 she was a domestic servant in a farmer’s household at Hunston Common. In 1875 she had a daughter Rose Amelia Warrington, named after her (Alice’s) younger sister Rose. James’ birthplace was also near Chichester, at North Mundham; his mother was Mary, his father Edmund, again a farm worker, and James followed in his father’s footsteps as a labourer. Alice and James married in 1877 at the later demolished church of St Martin, Chichester. There were no further children, but in 1894 Rose Amelia had a daughter Lilian Amelia, who was given the surname Novell and grew up with her grandparents. They lived in Oving (1881), North Mundham (1891) and at 98 Bognor Road (1901), which was Alice’s last address. James had now become a ‘stationary engine driver’ for a corn merchant. By 1918 he was living with Rose Amelia, now married as Arnell (32.34) and her family at 89 Cleveland Road, his last address.

14.34	NOYCE, Mabel  Born 1875, died 3 Feb 1914, aged 38
She was Chichester-born, the daughter of Henry and Lucy King (13.33), and she grew up in the Cathedral Close, where her father was a gardener. In 1891 she was a schoolteacher (at 16!), and in 1901 a ‘steam laundry clerk’. In the last quarter of 1902 she married George Henry Noyce, a bootmaker. The couple had six children (including Gladys, 15.33, and Winifred, 25.33) before Mabel’s early death in 1914. With these young children to care for, George quickly remarried in 1915 to Lilian M. Bates.

15.33	NUNN, Gladys Mabel  Born 17 Sept 1903, buried 16 Nov 1932, aged 29

Gladys was born at 48 York Road in Chichester, the first child of George Henry Noyce, a boot and shoe maker, and his wife Mabel née King. The family lived at 78 Whyke Lane, and George’s shop was at 15 The Hornet. Mabel died in 1914. In the 1921 Census Gladys was an assistant in her father’s business. She later left for London, where in 1926 as a single mother she registered the birth of a daughter Monica M. Noyce. The birth took place at a maternity home in Twickenham, where the family believe she was a nurse (see photo). In the same year she married Ronald Ernest Nunn, with whom she had a son Preston Colin Nunn in 1928. A daughter Rose Marie Nunn died in infancy in 1931, and Gladys herself died in the following year. Her address is given in the Whyke burial register as 72A East Dulwich Grove, and the civil registration of her death was done in Camberwell, just north of Dulwich. Her body was returned to Whyke for burial close to her mother (14.34).

26.13	OAKES, Louis Frederick  Born 5 May 1900, died 12 Sept 1974, aged 74
	OAKES, Margaret Edith  Born 2nd qtr 1898, died 13 July 1983, aged 85
The family surname was Ochs, a German name, but Louis had it changed by court order to Oakes around the time of his marriage, as WW2 approached. He was born in Clapham to Louis Frederick Ochs, a boarding-house keeper, and Edith. Margaret née Rasell was a native of Whyke, daughter of William Duke Rasell (8.01) and his wife Edith Mary. In 1921 we find her (called Madge) as an elementary teacher in Croydon. Still in Croydon in 1936, she married Louis, who was now a boarding-house keeper like his father, and they had a son John in 1942. By 1953 they had moved a little further south, to Warlingham, and then by 1963 back to Croydon. We do not know when they came to Whyke or where they lived: Louis died in RWSH. Margaret then returned to London and died there. Her ashes were finally deposited in her husband’s grave five years later, on 30 June 1988. The ashes of her sister Dorothy Frances Rasell were deposited at 28.02 the following day, 1 July.

12.03	OAKLEY, Louisa Jane  Died 28 June 1931, aged 63
	OAKLEY, George Samuel  Born 3rd qtr 1866, died 5 Feb 1933, aged 66
George was born in Chichester, the son of Charles and Caroline Oakley. His mother was widowed by 1881, and George at 14 was already a farm worker. He held various specific farm roles: shepherd (1891), stockman (1911), farm carter (1901 & 1921). His marriage to Louisa Jane has not been identified with certainty; it could be that to Louisa Jane Grubb at Woolwich in 1894. Consequently we know little about Louisa’s antecedents, except that she was born in Plumstead, Kent. The couple had four children, and lived at Lavant, then at Pagham; by 1918 they had settled in Chichester at 24 Bognor Road, where Louisa died. The burial register gives George’s address as Sandown, Isle of Wight: one wonders if he returned at the end of life to a place where they had spent holidays?

30.36	OLDFIELD, Clara  Baptised 3 May 1896, died 25 Dec 1960, aged 64
She lived her life in Preston, Lancashire, one of several daughters of Joseph Oldfield, a fitter, and Rose. By 1911 she and three sisters were living with their grandmother Eliza and assisting in her confectionery business. The 1939 Register shows Clara now running the business with two sisters. Eventually the younger sister, Rose, married William Hunt and moved to Chichester (22 Willowbed Drive, see 24.18). Clara was on a Christmastide visit to her when she died.

22.13	OLDKNOW, Archibald John  Buried 27 Sept 1895, aged 9 months  
His parents were Henry Oldknow, an insurance agent, and Isabella. Archibald was baptised just four days before his burial. The address was given as Lyndhurst Road in the baptismal record, but Caledonian Road in the burial record.

14.25	OLIVER, Ernest George  Born 4th qtr 1921, buried 8 June 1929, aged 7
His parents, Thomas E. Oliver and Helena Born née Ash, were married at Portsmouth in the first quarter of 1921, and Ernest was born there in the fourth quarter of the year. By 1928 they had moved to 44c Bognor Road, Chichester, where Ernest died.

19.15	OPIE, Marie  Buried 10 March 1913, aged ½ hour 
Daughter of Wilfred Maxwell Opie, a theological student, and Marie Eugénie, of 14 St John’s Street. The couple had one surviving child when they divorced in 1917.

29.14	ORREN, Horace Barrington ‘John’  Born 6 Oct 1878, died 1 Aug 1961, aged 82
	ORREN, Eva Kate Beale  Born 21 Aug 1883, died 4 Oct 1973, aged 90
The MI calls him plain John, rather than his baptismal names Horace Barrington. He was born at Gravesend to Walter, a customs officer, and Mary Ann. Eva née Dean was born in Northfleet, Kent, to Albert Beale Dean, a wheelwright, and Sarah. Eva and Horace married at Gravesend in 1911. Horace was then a commercial clerk, but by 1921 he was in insurance, as divisional assistant superintendent for the ‘Pru’. By 1931 they had settled at 12 Cambrai Avenue, Whyke, where Horace continued to work as an insurance agent. No. 12 was the last address for each of them, though they both died in St Richard’s Hospital. According to probate, Horace died on 1 Aug 1961; in that case, the burial date of 1 Aug in the Burial Register is unlikely to be correct.

16.20	OSBORN, Fanny  Born c.1839, died 30 April 1897, aged 58
	OSBORN, Caroline  Baptised 27 Feb 1820, died 7 Jan 1901, aged 80
Caroline was born in Oving, daughter of Richard and Frances Osborn. She and her older sister Harriett continued their mother’s business of taking in laundry. Fanny was listed in their household in 1861, but as a milliner; she is recorded as Richard’s daughter in that Census, but as niece of Harriet and/or Caroline in later Censuses.



6.05	OSMOND, Henry  Baptised 13 May 1855, buried 20 Aug 1932, aged 77
	OSMOND, William  Born 29 Oct 1896, buried 12 Sept 1968, aged 71
Henry was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, son of William and Eliza. William was a tailor by trade, and a lay vicar of the Cathedral by calling. It was a musical family: Henry’s brother Charles was articled as an organist, his sister Eliza married a professor of music, and his sister Mary was a music teacher. Henry himself was a solicitor’s clerk. In 1894 at Rumboldswhyke he married Olive Gothorp (née Parsons), a young widow. They had a daughter and three sons, including William (below). They spent a few years in Appledram c. 1900 before returning to Whyke. In the 1921 Census Henry, now aged 66, was clerk to A.J. Marshall, parliamentary agent. After several addresses in Chichester he moved in 1931 to 18 Cambrai Avenue, which became the family home for decades, and was his last address, and that of his wife Olive (d. 1954) and his son William (d. 1968).
	William was baptised at Rumboldswyke in 1896, son of Henry and Olive (above). We know little of what befell him during WW1 or thereafter. In the 1939 Register he was living at the family home (18 Cambrai) with his mother Olive and his sister-in-law Norah Kathleen, wife of his brother Charles. He was buried in 1968 from the same address.

21.16	PAGE, Albert John  Baptised 21 June 1891, buried 11 Jan 1892, aged 8 months
The son of Frederick Henry Page, a groom, and his wife Sarah Louisa Page; they were of Whyke Lane at the time of his burial.

34.30	PAGE, Wilfred Ernest Roy  Born 3 Feb 1934, bd. 28 June 1951, aged 17
His parents, Frank Page and Harriet Patience Scammels, married in Portsmouth in 1929. They settled in Chichester, where Wilfred was born in 1934. The family had numerous addresses; from 1948 they were at 16 Taverner Place, the address given for Wilfred in the Burial Register.

13.19	PAICE, Charles Mayes  Born 2nd qtr 1899, buried 4 March 1933, aged 33
	PAICE, Winifred May Margaret  Born 3rd qtr 1923, buried 9 Oct 1934, aged 11
Charles was the third son of Thomas and Emily Paice (08.33). Educated at Oliver Whitby School on West Street, he trained as a baker, but was called up in 1917 to the Middlesex Regiment. His discharge papers in 1919 stated that he had “suffered impairment in health since entry into the Service”. He resumed baking, working in 1921 with Mr Venner on South Street. He married May Gertrude Winslade in 1923 and they had three children, the first being Winifred May, who died at 11 and is buried here. Perhaps marriage went to his head, for in 1927 he was fined 5s for riding a bicycle on a restricted stretch of Whyke Lane! In 1926 he and May moved to 75 Adelaide Road; it is not in the parish, but presumably his family had bought this burial plot decades earlier. Charles died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital, his health perhaps undermined by his war service.

19.09	PAICE, George  Buried 1 May 1911, aged 6 days
His parents were Emily Louisa Paice and her husband Thomas Edgar (8.33), a carman, of 26 Grove Road.

10.11	PAICE, Stephen Edward  Buried 15 Dec 1927, aged 50
Stephen Paice did not have the best start in life. His father, Thomas had died a few months before he was born, leaving his mother Ellen widowed at age 25 with three small children (the oldest was Thomas Edgar, 08.33) and the unborn Stephen. By 1881 Ellen and the children were living in 54 Oving Road, Chichester where Ellen was working as a laundress. Her eldest son, John, was a shepherd at just 13. In 1887, when Stephen was 11, his mother died. His brothers were old enough to have left home and start their own families but Stephen and his sister Charlotte found themselves in Westhampnett Workhouse. They were housed in different areas of the Institution as female and male inmates were kept separate regardless of family connections.
	Some people are born with the capacity to take life as it comes – to overcome adversity remaining cheerful and positive throughout. This is how Stephen appears to have been. In 1901 he was a live-in servant and handyman at the Wellington Arms, 67 Broyle Road.  In 1911, he was working as a Journeyman Baker and boarding with Mr and Mrs Fowler at Grove Road. Stephen had moved on again by the 1921 census. He was boarding with Mr and Mrs Yealman at 90 Grove Road, and working at the fishmonger’s shop in South Street for Mr Baker. It would appear that Stephen was an enthusiastic shop man and an equally enthusiastic local resident. He took part in many local events and by all accounts liked dressing up! The brief obituary in the Chichester Observer gives a vivid impression of him.

8.33	PAICE, Thomas Edgar  Baptised 4 Feb 1870, died 7 Jan 1940, aged 70
	PAICE, Emily Louisa  Baptised 30 Jan 1870, died 5 March 1946, aged 76
Thomas was born in Amberley to Thomas Paice, a labourer, and Ellen; one of his brothers was Stephen Edward (10.11). By 1881 his father had died, and his mother had moved the family to Oving. Emily was baptised just five days before him. She was the first child of James Mayes Durrant and his wife Emily (10.16); her father was a master baker and pork butcher in Midhurst. Emily and Thomas married at Westhampnett in 1892. They were blessed with five sons including Edgar William (born 1892, see below) and Charles (13.19), and one daughter. Thomas worked as a carman delivering mineral water for Chitty’s of 30 South Street; in 1901 he was earning 30s. a week. (In 1920 he was fined 5s. for not carrying lights on his vehicle.) By 1911 they had settled at 26 Grove Road, and that remained the family home until Thomas’ death, though Emily ended her days in Graylingwell Mental Hospital, perhaps suffering from dementia.
	Their son, Lance Corporal Edgar William Paice, of the 7th Battalion, Royal Sussex Regiment, was killed in action 5 Oct. 1916 at Guedecourt on the Somme, aged 24. He has no known grave and is commemorated on The Thiepval Memorial.

13.01	PALMER, Lucy Helen  Born 21 July 1857, died 11 Jan 1936, aged 78
	PALMER, John Godfrey  Died 14 Feb 1939, aged 84
John was a well-to-do tea planter, the son of E.C. Palmer and brother of Admiral H.C. Palmer (d. 1926). Born in Toronto, Canada, to British parents, he was sent to Rossall College, a C of E boarding school in Lancashire. “He went out to Ceylon as a tea planter in 1876, at the end of the coffee era, and after purchasing a share in the Morugulla Estate, Badulla, he retired in 1909” (Chichester Observer 25 Feb 1939). Lucy was born in Leeds to Henry Andrews, a wealthy wool merchant, and Rose Anne. She sailed to Ceylon in 1882 to marry John. They had two sons, who were also tea planters. After retirement Lucy and John lived first in Leamington, then Runcton, and settled in 1918 at Whyke Cottage, 76 Whyke Road, where they remained. Lucy’s obituary in the Portsmouth Evening News for 13 Jan 1936 notes that “she had ministered regularly among the poor of St George’s Parish.” Their headstone calls John “a very perfect gentleman”.

20.26	PALMER, Rhoda  Baptised 31 July 1853, buried 5 June 1888, aged 34
She was Chichester-born, the daughter of William Denyer, a dairyman, and Jane (07.22). In 1876 at St Pancras, Chichester, she married Walter Robert Palmer, a London-born coach trimmer; his age was given as 22, hers as 23. They were in Alverstoke, Gosport in the 1881 Census. A Walter Robert Palmer died in Aldershot in 1886 at the age of 33: was this Rhoda’s husband? Rhoda’s address at death was given as Wickham Road.

1.31	PARISH, Fanny Eliza  Born 6 Jan 1851, died 3 Mar 1941, aged 90
Fanny was the sister of Susan Kelsey, who is also buried at 1.31. They were both born at Birdham to Jane Kelsey and George, who was then a shoemaker. Around 1855 the family moved to Westbourne, where George was a market gardener, and then by 1871 to Chapel Street, Chichester, where George was a greengrocer. Shortly thereafter Fanny moved to London (perhaps as a domestic servant?), and in 1874 at Greenwich she married Richard Parish, a wheelwright. They had six children, some born in Greenwich, some in nearby Deptford. Richard had died by 1911, and Fanny was keeping a boarding house in Deptford. By 1921 she had retired, and was living in Forest Gate, London, with her second daughter Annie Ruth, who was married to Thomas Watson. Sometime between then and 1931 Fanny and Susan took up residence at 28 Cleveland Road, Whyke, which was the last address for both of them.



30.24	PARKER, Grace Vera Ellen  d. 15 May 1993, aged 68
Grace was the elder daughter of Harry and Emily Randall, and is interred in their grave. She married Sidney J. Hellyer in Chichester in 1944. They had two sons, John (1946) and Ronald (1948), before Sidney’s early death in 1950. Grace remarried, again in Chichester, to Keith J. Parker in 1956. They had four children, Judy 1956, Teresa 1959, Michael 1963, and David 1965. Grace’s last address was 17 Taverner Place.

32.30	PARKER, Henry ‘Tom’  Baptised 5 Feb 1905, died 23 May 1955, aged 50
He was baptised at St George’s, Whyke; that record gives his date of birth as 4 Jan 1905, but the 1939 Register gives 24 Dec 1904. His mother was Ada, his father William, a hawker (5.25), and they lived at 118 Bognor Road. In 1927 at St George’s he married Molly Carter, who lived at No. 100; since Henry was then a carter, were there jokes about a carter marrying a Carter? Molly’s father Francis Edward Carter, a drayman, was in the same line of business; her mother was Bessie. They lived at 120 Bognor Road (close to the Parker family home), and had sons Maurice in 1928 and Terence in 1930. In 1939 Henry was a coal roundsman. His headstone tells us that his nickname was ‘Tom’. A year after his death Molly remarried to Peter H. Neale in Chichester, but she is buried here with Henry, her first husband.

5.25	PARKER, William  Buried 13 Feb 1926, aged 58
	PARKER, Ada Elizabeth  Baptised 19 March 1879, buried 17 Sept 1937, aged 58
William was born in Southampton, but there are several candidates of that name among the birth and Census records. Ada was born in Walberton to Thomas and Louisa Birch (05.26); by 1891 the family had moved into Chichester, to the Oving Road. William and Ada married in Chichester in 1901 and established themselves at 118 Bognor Road, where they remained for the rest of their lives. William ran a marine store in 1911, and was a fish hawker in 1921. They had five children, including Henry (32.30). From 1925 various family members took it in turns to stay with them, and then with the widowed Ada, at the Bognor Road house.

5.36	PARKS, Mabel Florence  Born 23 July 1911, buried 12 Apr 1941, aged 29
The civil registration of her birth does not name her parents. In the 1921 Census she was with her grandparents William and Sophia Mills (06.15/6) in Chichester. Of their three children (Mabel, Edward and Lily) Mabel was married in 1908 and Edward seems not to have married, so probably Lily (06.16) was her mother. In the 1920s she moved to London, and in 1930 at Marylebone she married Robert G. Parks, a chauffeur. They lived in Hendon and then a little further west in Kenton, where she died. Her body was then returned to Chichester for burial near her birth family.	

24.16	PARRITT, Elsie Lilian  Born 21 Sept 1913, died 25 July 1997, aged 73
	PARRITT, Leonard Walter  Born 24 Dec 1913, died 23 March 1997, aged 83
Elsie née Smith was born in Purley, Surrey, and raised at Gravesend, Kent; her mother was Mary, her father Percy, who was a brushware merchant in 1921, and later worked on the pilot boats in the Thames. Leonard was born in Northfleet, Kent, to Mary Ann Parritt and Walter, a labourer with the Port of London Authority. He became an ophthalmic optician. He and Elsie were married in 1938 in Strood, near Rochester, Kent. During the war they were based in Bury, Greater Manchester, where two daughters were born, Susan in 1942 and Elizabeth in 1944. They then moved to 39 Caledonian Road, Whyke, where two more children arrived, Rosemary in 1949 and Nicholas in 1955. They then moved to 64 Lyndhurst Road, where they both died, and where their daughter Rosemary also died (23.16), a year before Leonard.



23.16	PARRITT, Rosemary  Born 27 Aug 1949, died 28 Nov 1996, aged 47

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Rosemary was born in Whyke, the third child of Leonard and Elsie Parritt (24.16). She became school captain at Chichester High School for Girls, and gained admission to St Anne’s College, Oxford to read music. The photo is from that year (1968). She took her B.A. in 1971 and her M.A. in 1975, and was involved in concerts at the College, either as conductor or choir member. After graduation Rosemary taught first at Malvern Girls' College, then became Head of Music at Andover College, then returned home and taught at Chichester College; she cared for her ailing mother at the Parritt family home, 64 Lyndhurst Road, before her own early death. (Thanks to her older sister Sue Watt for this information.)





13.16	PARSLOW, Elizabeth  Buried 5 Dec 1903, aged 57
She was one of numerous children born in Beaconsfield, Buckinghamshire, to Joseph Parslow, a farm worker, and Susannah. Joseph’s death in 1840 meant that the younger children went into the Amersham workhouse, including Elizabeth and her older brother Alfred. Fortunately Alfred was resilient: after leaving the workhouse he married and established himself as a wood turner at Charlton, near Singleton. Elizabeth had joined them by 1871, and remained with them almost until the end. She was an annuitant according to the 1881 Census, which suggests that a relative had left her some money. She moved to Whyke sometime after the 1901 Census: her final address was on Cleveland Road.

18.03	PARSONS, Charles  Baptised 21 Oct 1833, buried 26 Apr 1924, aged 91
Charles was the son of William Parsons and his wife Mary née Lillywhite, and the brother of Ellen (marr. Gardner), who is buried in the same grave. Charles was a sailor with the P&O Line, and consequently cannot be traced on the Censuses. In 1867 at North Mundham he married Eliza Johnson, but we have not found any children. When Charles re-appears, in the 1891 Census, he is retired and widowed, and living with his sister Ellen and nephew Henry at 88 Bognor Road. He enjoyed a long retirement, and after Ellen’s death he lived for a time with his married nephew William Charles in Rustington (1911 Census); later he moved back to Bognor Road, and spent his last years at No. 89, as a boarder with the Lintott family.

16.21	PARSONS, Dora Cavell  Born 3rd qtr 1917, buried 12 Sept 1934, aged 17
	PARSONS, Ethel Florence  Born 25 Oct 1878, buried 25 May 1952, aged 73
They were mother and daughter. Ethel née Smith was born in Porthcawl, Glamorganshire to Catherine Elizabeth Smith and her husband David Isaac, a schoolmaster. In 1900 at Pontfadog, Denbighshire she married Samuel Parsons, a contractor and iron-ore miner. They lived in Llantrissant, Glamorganshire, and had a son Alec Randall and three daughters, Gwendoline Kate, Gertrude Irene and Dora Cavell. Samuel died in 1931, and Ethel and Dora then moved to Whyke, where Gwendoline had married George Taplin (2.13) early in 1931. Dora died in the Swandean Hospital at Worthing. In 1939 Ethel moved from 32 Caledonian Road to 10 Kingsham Road, where she lived until her death with her widowed daughter Gwendoline, joined by 1945 by her other daughter Gertrude.

7.04	PARSONS, George  Baptised 2 Sept 1849, buried 17 March 1914, aged 65
George Parsons and his twin James were baptised at West Wittering Parish Church. Their parents were William, a farm worker, and Louisa. The family remained in West Wittering for many years. In the 1861 Census, at the age of 11, both George and James were listed as shepherds, but in later Censuses George was a general agricultural labourer. By 1891 he was living at 35 Oving Road, Chichester with his sister Maria & her husband William Lee, General Dealer. In the 1911 Census he was living with another sister, Emily, and her husband James King, a retired shepherd. Their home was 90 Grove Road, where George died in 1914. He had never married.  

20.09	PARSONS, George William  Buried 29 Aug 1905
He lived just 12 hrs. His parents were Hedley Parsons, a carpenter, and Grace, of 84 Grove Road. George was the only child of their marriage.

18.02	PARSONS, William  Baptised 8 July 1849, buried 25 Sept 1906, aged 57
William was the grandson of William Parsons and his wife Mary née Lillywhite, who lived in North Mundham. One of their sons, John (b. 1825), had a son William in 1849 by his wife Mary; John died the following year, and William was raised by his grandparents. He married Anne Osborne in 1870 at North Mundham, and they had a son and a daughter. By 1881 they had settled at East Preston, where William worked as a gardener. He died at the age of 57 at the County Asylum, and is buried in the same grave as his cousin Henry Gardner.

8.17	PARVIN, Ann  Baptised 10 Aug 1851, died 10 Nov 1927, aged 76
	PARVIN, Eva  Baptised 5 Aug 1888, died 26 Feb 1928, aged 39
Ann née Acott was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester: her parents were Thomas, a tanner and general labourer, and Maria. In 1871 she was working as a general servant. The following year she married William Parvin, a gas fitter, at St Paul’s: see 07.17. She died at the family home, 17 York Road.
	Eva was among the younger of William and Ann’s 10 children. In the 1911 Census she may have been in domestic service in Eastbourne, but by 1921 she was an invalid at the family home 17 York Road. She died young at 171 Broyle Road, just three months after her mother, and was buried in her mother’s grave.

7.17	PARVIN, William  Born 3rd qtr 1847, died 15 June 1930, aged 82
	PARVIN, Alice Kate  Born 29 Sept 1884, died 9 Jan 1955, aged 70
William was born in Chichester to Charles, a whitesmith, and Harriet, who lived in Orchard Street. His trade was gas fitter. In 1872 he married Ann Acott at St Paul’s, Chichester. They lived on Cavendish Street and later (1901 and 1911 Censuses) at 65 Grove Road. The 1911 Census credits them with 10 children, seven still living at that time. By 1921 they were at 17 York Road, with William now retired. Ann died there in 1927 (08.17), and their invalid daughter Eva was buried with her in 1928; William was therefore buried separately when he died in 1930 at 107 Grove Road. 
Alice was born in Chichester, one of the children of William & Ann Parvin (above), and baptised at St Paul, Chichester on 16th November 1884. In 1901 she was a kitchen maid in a big household in Funtington; in 1911, a parlourmaid at The Treasury, just off the cloisters in Chichester. In 1921 she was housekeeper to the Scarterfield family at 43 Green Lane (see Emily Eliza at 30.20), and she had the same role in 1939, now on Fishbourne Road. She died at 10 Durnford Close, and was buried in her father’s grave.

19.18	PASCO, Martha  Born 14 Dec 1818, buried 2 Jan 1892, aged 74
Her name is given in the burial register and the original burial plan as Olive Martha Pasco, but this is an error for Martha Pasco, as we will explain below. Martha was the daughter of Robert and Martha Pasco, her father being a tailor in East Street, and she was baptised at the Presbyterian church in Chichester. The family was well-to-do, and Martha and her younger sister Emma had no need to work or marry: the only record of an occupation is in the 1881 Census, when the sisters were dressmakers. They lived with their parents, and then, following Robert’s remarriage in 1850, with him and their stepmother Mary. After Robert retired from the East Street business, they were on St John’s Street, then Whyke Lane; in her last years Martha was a lodger on Orchard Road.
Martha’s brother Edward married Olive Peat in 1850, and took over the tailoring business on East Street from his father Robert. Edward and Olive had a daughter Olive Martha Pasco. Olive died in 1881, and Olive Martha in 1902, both in Chichester. Because of the family connections and the similarity of names, confusion arose in 1892 over the name of the deceased.

29.05	PASCOE, Norah Agnes  Born 4th qtr 1890, died 22 May 1973, aged 82
	PASCOE, Hilda Annie  Born 27 March 1894, buried 12 March 1980, aged 85
They were unmarried sisters, born in Cambridge; their mother was Martha, their father Michael, a grocer and baker and later a subpostmaster. They had an unmarried aunt, Norah Curtis Pascoe, who was a schoolteacher; Hilda followed in her footsteps, as an elementary schoolmistress in Stratford on Avon (1921) and by 1929 in Chichester. Norah Agnes was the stay-at-home sister, assisting in the Cambridge shop and doing domestic duties. After the deaths of her parents she moved to Chichester to join Hilda. They lived at 75 Whyke Road, which was Norah’s last address; Hilda ended her days at 63 Royal Close.

7.24	PATERSON, Annette Edith  Baptised 9 June 1866, buried 29 Sept 1914, aged 48
She came from a peripatetic family, and had only a brief connection with Chichester. Her father was Augustus Paterson, a Captain of the 41st Regiment of Foot; her mother was Mariana Harriet Paterson. She was born at Ardleigh, Essex (near Colchester), but by 1871 the family had moved to Bury St Edmunds, Suffolk (Augustus was now retired), and by 1881 to North Leith, Midlothian, Scotland. In 1891 we find Augustus at Bath, with Annette as his companion, and by 1901, now widowed, he had set up house in Greenwich with Annette, her elder sister Constance, and two servants – a ‘house and table maid’ and a ‘between maid’. He died in 1903, leaving an estate of almost £13,000, and in 1911 Annette was living in Brighton on her own means. She died in a nursing home at Northgate, Chichester in 1914; it is unclear why she was buried at Whyke, since her address in the probate record was given as Brithdir Vicarage, Dolgelly, Merionethshire.

28.16	PAUL, William Samuel ‘Peter’  Born 12 March 1894, died 30 Jan 1965, aged 70
The nickname Peter is recorded on his MI, and may have arisen as a joke, in view of his surname Paul. His parents were Hannah Eliza Paul and Thomas, a foreman baker, and he was born in the St Pancras area of London. We do not know when he enlisted, but in 1921 he was “Transit Foreman – Royal Army Clothing Dept.” In 1920 he had married Alice Maud Auger in Watford, and they had a daughter Constance there in 1923. Around 1926 they moved to Greenwich, and then to Bexley, Kent, where William was a rent collector in the 1939 Register. After the war we find them briefly in Pagham; then from 1952 William was at 91 Cleveland Road, and Alice was no longer with him, for reasons not known to us. No. 91 was William’s final address. Probate of his will was granted to Maurice Paul.

12.19	PAYNE, Alice Helen  Baptised 3 May 1863, died 23 Jan 1917, aged 54
	PAYNE, Alfred  Born 13 June 1868, died 12 March 1940, aged 71
12.20	PAYNE, Frederick  Baptised 10 Apr 1870, died 27 March 1906, aged 36
	PAYNE, Walter  Baptised 16 May 1877, died 6 Dec 1912, aged 35
These are four of some eight children born to George and Mary Payne in Chichester. George was a butler and later a Cathedral verger, and the family lived on North Street. Mary as a widow moved to 30 Lyndhurst Road by 1911, and that was the address of each of these four unmarried children in the burial register.
        Alice Helen was a trainee teacher in Chichester in 1881, and she then found a position at an elementary school in Dover, where she was still teaching in 1911. Alfred was a solicitor’s clerk in 1891, a beer shop keeper on the Oving Road in 1901; he then held a position for some years as bookkeeper for J.R. Hobbs, baker and confectioner, on South Street. Frederick was a goods clerk for the London Brighton & South Coast Railway in 1891, but he cannot be traced on the 1901 Census, the last before his early death. Walter also died young: he was a brewer’s clerk in Petersfield in 1901, and held the same position in Chichester in 1911.

12.34	PAYNE, Emily Lowry  Died 12 Nov 1906, aged 62
She was born Emily Lowry in Antigua, in what was then the British West Indies. By 1870 she had come to the U.K., where she married Charles Payne at Glasgow. They had three children in quick succession in Edinburgh, but Charles died in Dunoon, Scotland in 1879 at the age of 29. Emily raised the children at Dunoon, and then moved south to Tonbridge, Kent by 1901 with her oldest child Edith. Her last move was to Chichester, where she died at 46 Lyndhurst Road. Edith added the middle name Lowry on Emily’s headstone, to commemorate her birth surname.

34.29	PAYNE, Emma  Died 16 Apr 1951, aged 82
We have virtually no information about this lady, who came to Chichester only in 1948, and lived alone at 7 Whyke Road. The probate of her will tells us she was a widow.

13.30	PAYNE, Henry  Baptised 11 Oct 1846, buried 28 June 1904, aged 57
He was a Chichester native, son of John, an army pensioner, and Louisa. His father had died by 1861, but John was apprenticed as a gardener, a trade that he followed lifelong. In 1871 at St Paul’s, Chichester he married Jane Jackson, a Midhurst native, who later styled herself Elizabeth Jane. They had two sons and four daughters. Soon after the birth of the youngest, Charlotte (1886), the marriage failed, for we find John living separately in 1891, and again in 1901 at 114 Bognor Road, where he died.

36.02	PAYNE, William Ernest  Born 20 Oct 1861, buried 15 Apr 1944, aged 82
His burial was the first in the 1938 Extension. By 1930 he was living at 7 Whyke Road with his older sister Sarah Ann, both of them single and retired. They were among the children of William Payne, a gardener, and Isabella née Barton, who married in 1857. Sarah was born soon after the marriage, and was adopted by her uncle James Barton, a farmer, and his wife Ann. When James and Ann retired, they moved with Sarah to 7 Whyke Road by 1901. Meanwhile William Ernest lived with his and Sarah’s parents at Streatham, working as a nurseryman and florist. Eventually, following the deaths of the Payne parents and the Bartons, he came to live with Sarah at 7 Whyke Road, where he died.

34.16	PEARCE, George William  Born 26 July 1874, died 13 March 1948, aged 73
	PEARCE, Kate Mary  Born 24 Aug 1873, died 3 Aug 1958, aged 84
George was born in Ealing to Rebecca and her husband James; both James and George were lifelong gardeners. Kate Mary née Lauer was born in Twickenham to Harriet Isabella and Charles Matthias, the latter a dock clerk. She was a parlourmaid in Thames Ditton in 1901. She and George married in Twickenham on the fourth day of Christmas 1905. Three children were born to them in Lincolnshire, Ada May, William and Frederick George. In 1921 we find the whole family in Hardingstone, Northamptonshire; in 1939, George and Kate are in Lymington, Hampshire. We do not know when they came to Whyke, but George died at ‘Keila’, Cleveland Road, in 1948. Kate was still there in the early 1950s with her now married son Frederick George, but she died at ‘Oakhurst’ rest home in Midhurst. The headstone gives us her date of death; there are no entries in the Burial Register between April and October 1958.

12.10	PELHAM, William  Born 1st qtr 1853, buried 25 Sept 1905, aged 52
He was born and baptised at Portsea, the son of William Pelham, a coach smith, and Harriet. At age 17 he was already on the books of HMS Excellent as ‘boy 1st class’, and he served on many Royal Navy ships from 1873 to 1895 as stoker. Around 1881 he married Elizabeth (surname not yet known), and they had two children born at Portsmouth, Elizabeth Harriett and William H.; the former is buried in the adjacent grave 12.09 (married name Woodland). After his RN service William moved to Chichester, where his uncle Henry John Knight and his aunt Mary Ann (née Pelham, 17.14) ran the Wickham Arms at 102 Bognor Road; his aunt had just died, and William took over the licence of the pub.

16.36	PENFOLD, Samuel  Buried 12 March 1898, aged 70
He was a carpenter and wheelwright, like his father George. Born in Puttenham, Surrey, he married Frances Adds (née Ellis) there in 1861; then, following her death in 1885, he married Alice Anne Richardson the following year at Hastings. At this time he became more peripatetic, recorded at Portslade in 1891 and at Sidlesham in 1893; his address in the burial record in 1898 is ‘Bosham and 110 Bognor Rd’.

31.26	PENNICOTT, Charles Edward  Born 16 Aug 1887, buried 29 March 1958, aged 70
	PENNICOTT, Annie  Born 1 Apr 1888, buried 4 Apr 1962, aged 74
Both Charles and Annie hailed from Singleton, and must have known each other from their youth. Charles was named after his father Charles Edward Pennicott (his mother was Hannah), and followed his trade as a baker. Annie’s parents were Susannah and William Staples, the latter a gardener. She and Charles married, in Stapleton naturally, in 1915. They settled at 8 Broyle Road in Chichester, and had two children, Edith J. in 1917 and William F.C. in 1918. In 1933 they moved to 36 Caledonian Road, the last address for both Charles and Annie.

35.39	PENNY, Michael  Buried 9 Jan 1950, aged 1 year 9 months
His parents were Walter James and Gertrude M. Penny (née Shears), of 66 Exton Road.

36.30	PEROWNE, Ellen Dora  Born 25 March 1863, died 5 March 1946, aged 83
Ellen was born in Stanwick, Northants, and baptised on Christmas Day 1863; she was one of at least seven daughters of James Hunter Gandy, the rector, and his wife Marian Jane. Most of the daughters were disinclined to marry, but in 1891 Ellen married Edward Perowne, a solicitor, in London. They lived in Paddington and had a daughter Dora May Violet. By 1921 they had purchased a property in Chichester called The Manse, next door to Eastgate House on The Hornet. This became their residence, though they maintained a pied-a-terre in London. Ellen and Dora appear to have lived chiefly at The Manse, while Edward stayed mostly in London (Holborn from 1925). His law firm was Perowne and Co. of London and Nice. Ellen died at The Manse, and Edward a year later at Caterham, Surrey.

34.32	PESCOD, Ethel  Born 29 Aug 1873, bd. 24 Aug 1951, aged 77
Ethel’s parents were George and Elizabeth Pescod (7.18). She was born in Northchapel, a village north of Petworth, and grew up in Graffham and Chichester. The 1901 and 1911 Censuses record no occupation for her: presumably she carried out home duties. By 1911 the family had settled at 91 Cleveland Road, Whyke, where Ethel remained for the rest of her life. By 1921 her father had died, her mother was an invalid, and they had an aged lodger who was also an invalid, so Ethel’s hands were full. They also had a boarder Guy Walker, then aged 20, who no doubt gave practical help, and who remained in the house until Ethel’s death in 1951.

20.15	PESCOD, Esme May  Buried 12 Jan 1907, aged 4
The address in the burial register is Cleveland Road. Esme May was baptised at South Bersted on 1 June 1902, daughter of Ethel Pescod (34.32) who was living with her parents (07.18) at 91 Cleveland Road by 1907.

7.18	PESCOD, George  Baptised 29 May 1842, buried 21 Sept 1914, aged 72
	PESCOD, Elizabeth Charlotte  Born 4th qtr 1852, buried 17 June 1925, aged 72
Both George and Elizabeth lost their fathers early. George’s father John was a blacksmith and grocer of Graffham. He died in 1850, but his wife Sarah was clearly a formidable woman, since she was not only blacksmith and grocer but also farmer in the 1851 and 1861 Censuses, in addition to raising five children. George was pursuing just one of these roles, as grocer, in Midhurst in 1871. The following year he married the 19-year-old Elizabeth Charlotte Shorto at Graffham.  Her father, Hayward Hayes Shorto, an attorney’s clerk, had died in Midhurst less than a year after her birth. Her widowed mother Elizabeth became a toy dealer, with Elizabeth Charlotte assisting in the business. By 1881 George and Elizabeth Charlotte were living on Caledonian Road, Whyke, and had two children born at Northchapel and one at Graffham: since George was now a “retired licenced victualler”, he may have briefly run a pub in one of these places. In 1891 they were back in Graffham, where George was a grocer’s assistant; however, they returned to Chichester, where George was a “traveller in oil and colors” (1901), travelling for L. & L. Stores (1911). The 1911 Census reported that they had had five children, of whom four were still living, including Ethel (34.32). Their address was now 91 Cleveland Road, where both William and Elizabeth died.

30.08	PESKETT, Alfred Kennett  Born 25 Feb 1877, died 19 Apr 1959, aged 82
His middle name was Kennett – easily corrupted to Kenneth! He was born at Portfield to Frederick Stephen Peskett, a tailor, and his wife Emma. His lifetime trade was as a house painter. In 1904 he married Emma Sharpe at Portfield. They settled at 71 Whyke Lane and had four children, Dorothy Gladys in 1905, Ronald Alfred in 1907, Ivy in 1911, and Gwendoline Ruby in 1922. In 1918 they moved to 122 Bognor Road, and in 1938 to 39 Ormonde Avenue; that was their last home, though Alfred died in care at 9 College Lane, and Emma in 1960 at Keswick House, St John’s Street.

34.22	PESKETT, Fanny  Born 27 Aug 1863, bd. 2 Feb 1950, aged 86
Fanny née Combes was born at Bosham to Charles, a master bargeman, and his wife Esther. In 1881 Fanny and her older sister Ellen were housemaid and cook respectively in a household in Lambeth, London. Back home in Bosham, Fanny married James Smith, a mariner, in 1887. They had four children in Bosham before James’ untimely death. In 1902 in Hunston Fanny remarried to James William Peskett, a farm worker 13 years her junior. They settled at Donnington, where Fanny bore two more children. James II also died prematurely, at age 44 in 1922. Fanny then moved into Chichester to live with her daughter Emmie and husband William Hanmore, at 47 Southgate, then at 9 Lyndhurst Road, and finally at 10 Lyndhurst Road.

16.01	PESKETT, Hilda Marion  Buried 5 Nov 1901, aged 2 
Her parents were George Harry Peskett, a tailor, and Alice Mary. In the 1901 Census they were at 82 Whyke Lane.

19.19	PETERS, Alfred Henry  Born 19 Jan 1910, buried 4 Jan 1915, aged 4
Alfred was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, son of Florence May Peters and her husband George Russell, a house painter, of 37 Bognor Road.

9.34	PETTO, Charles  Baptised 20 June 1844, buried 24 Oct 1912, aged 68
	PETTO, Sarah Rebecca  Buried 3 Nov 1928, aged 82
They met in Tower Street! Charles was born and baptised at Midhurst. His mother was Martha, his father Charles, a blacksmith of the hamlet of Woolavington near Duncton. But by 1851 the family had moved into Tower Street in Chichester. Sarah Rebecca née Steward was born miles away, in St Luke’s, London, to Charles, a hairdresser, and Eliza. But as fortune would have it, her family too had moved to Tower Street, Chichester by 1851. Charles and Sarah married in 1868 in Chichester; by this time he had established himself as a boot and shoe maker. Now comes the interesting development: after a short time in Chichester, they moved back to Duncton! Was there a big demand for boots and shoes there? Four of their seven children were born there, and a further two after they moved back to Chichester c. 1882. In Chichester Charles worked for some years for Mr Critchell. The last phase of his and Sarah’s lives, from around 1889 or earlier, was spent on Whyke Lane.

17.18	PHILLIPS, George  Baptised 6 June 1823, died 14 June 1895, aged 72
	PHILLIPS, Frances  Baptised 7 Aug 1825, died 24 Dec 1899, aged 74
George was baptised at Donnington - ‘in a cottage at North End’. His parents were William Phillips and Ann Kench. In the 1841 census William was a farm labourer, and George, plus his five brothers, also worked on the farms – even little Thomas at 8 years old. George married Frances Harpwood, daughter of James and Elizabeth, on 2 June 1849 in Appledram where his wife was born. The couple remained childless, but by the 1861 census they had taken in a nephew, George Baker aged 12, who was working as a farm labourer alongside his uncle. Frances had inherited some property and furniture from her mother in 1855, and she advanced from ‘labourer’s wife’ in 1851 to ‘toll collector’ by 1861.
     By 1871, George had become a farm bailiff, a responsible position. By 1881 he had retired, and the couple were living in Hunston. Although George was buried at Rumboldswyke, his abode was given as Hunston; however, Frances’ abode at her death on Christmas Eve 1899 was given as Grove Road, Chichester.

33.17	PHILLIPS, Gladys Frances  Born 17 May 1894, died 27 March 1951, aged 56
	PHILLIPS, Henry George  Born 17 Feb 1885, died 25 Oct 1959, aged 74
Gladys née Sparkes was born in Whyke to Edith and her husband Charles, a draper (18.29). In 1911 she was working as a milliner. Henry George was born in Billingshurst, son of Henry, an ostler and later publican, and Mary. He was a provisions merchant’s clerk in 1911, living in Guildford. He and Gladys married in 1920 at Whyke; he was then living at 56 Lyndhurst Road, while Gladys had grown up next door at No. 57. They remained at No. 56 until 1934, when they moved to ‘Springfield’, 21 Stirling Road. That was Gladys’ last address, but Henry had moved along to No. 17 by the time of his death.

32.36	PHILLIPS, Rose Beatrice  Buried 13 March 1956, aged 74
	PHILLIPS, George Frederick  Born 3rd qtr 1878, buried 4 March 1960, aged 81
We have not found either the marriage record or the 1939 Register entry for this couple, so our information is limited. George was born in the Woking, Surrey area to Frederick Phillips, an accountant, and Harriet. After Frederick’s early death, Harriet moved the family to Portsmouth, where George grew up and trained as a dyer. In 1907 we find him in Chichester, and it must have been about now that he married Rose. They lived at 32A Caledonian Road, and had sons Douglas George in 1907 and Charles Frederick in 1914. George was a dyers foreman for Salter & Co. on Adelaide Road in 1921. He and Rose remained at No. 32A for the rest of their lives, though George died in RWSH.

5.02	PHILLIPS, Sarah  Baptised 3 Sept 1837, buried 1 June 1917, aged 79
	PHILLIPS, Robert  Baptised 3 May 1840, buried 23 May 1924, aged 84
Robert was born at Bosham to William, a farmer’s labourer, and Emily; he was the 11th of 16 children. Sarah was a native of Blendworth, Hants (near Horndean), daughter of James and Elizabeth Baker. They married in 1865 in Chichester. Sarah brought two sons to the marriage as a single mother, Albert and Edward, baptised at Blendworth in 1857 and 1860 respectively; they are given the surname Phillips in the 1871 Census. The couple then had two daughters, Sarah and Emily. The family was in New Fishbourne in 1871, but on Whyke Lane by 1881, where Robert and Sarah remained for the rest of their lives. Robert was a carter to a brewer in 1871, and to a corn merchant in 1881, and was later hired by the Corporation as a gardener, working in Priory Park in 1911.

15.18	PHILLIPS, William  Born 1839, died 11 May 1899, aged 60
His gravestone establishes that his wife survived him, but it does not give her name. His address in the burial record is 34 Lyndhurst Road, and the electoral registers show him at that address from 1895.

7.02	PHILLPOTTS, Charlotte  Buried 2 March 1914, aged 76
Charlotte née Turner was born in North Nibley, Gloucestershire in about 1838 to Thomas, a farm worker, and Sophia. She was already in domestic service in 1851, as a nursemaid in a big farmer’s household. In 1871 she married David Phillpotts, a Colour Sergeant, at North Nibley. By 1877 they had moved to Aston, close to the centre of Birmingham, where David was a Sergeant Instructor of the Rifle Volunteers, and where they had three children. After David’s death in 1900 Charlotte moved with her daughter Alice Rebecca to Woodmancote, Gloucestershire (1901) and then to 90 Whyke Lane, Chichester (by 1910), her last address.

27.03	PIERCE, Phyllis Joyce  Born 4th qtr 1913, died 10 Oct 1966, aged 52
	PIERCE, Cedric Wingate  Born 2 Sept 1912, died 9 July 1992, aged 79
Phyllis née Wheeler was born in Aylesbury, Buckinghamshire, to Frederick Thomas Wheeler, a baker and confectioner, and Esther Rebecca Purssell Wheeler, who was shop manager for her husband’s business. Cedric was born in Owslebury, near Southampton, to George William Pierce, headmaster of the local elementary school, and his wife Daisy Ruth, who was also an elementary school teacher. Cedric and Phyllis married in Aylesbury in 1939. The Register of that year shows them living in Salisbury, with Cedric as a bank clerk. They had a daughter Phyllis Elizabeth in Aylesbury in 1940, and a son Cedric in Portsmouth in 1952. By 1960 they were living in Chichester, and Phyllis’ last address was 7 Sherbourne Road, though she died in RWSH. Cedric, who was called a ‘bank official’ in Phyllis’ will, remarried to Margery E Cockley in Chichester in 1973. He died in Bognor Regis in 1992, and his ashes were presumably interred in his first wife’s grave, though he is not recorded on the original Burial Plan.

32.35	PILFOLD, Valerie Margaret  Born 7 Aug 1928, died 10 March 1973, aged 44
Valerie née Dore was the granddaughter of Mabel Hunt, who is also buried here, and her husband Christmas Hunt. Their daughter Evelyn married Philip Dore in Chichester in 1923, and Valerie was born in 1928 in Portsmouth. After living at various addresses in Chichester in the 1950s, Valerie married John N. Pilfold here in 1956. It looks as if they had two children in Thanet, Kent (Jonathan 1960, Elizabeth 1962). Thereafter we cannot trace them, but Valerie’s last address was Wanstead Park Avenue, London E12. Her ashes were deposited here on 27 April 1973.

3.15	PINK, Lucy  Buried 24 Dec 1929, aged 52
We cannot identify her certainly, but it seems possible that she was the younger sister of Fanny née Pink (30.32). If so, she was born at East Meon, Hampshire, and her parents were Charlotte and John, a shepherd. About the Lucy buried here, the Burial Register says only that she was aged 52, and died in RWSH.

18.17	PITTMAN, Charles George  Born 24 Jan 1834, died 3 June 1922, aged 88
His parents were Charles Henry Pittman, a Salisbury bookbinder, and his wife Mary. By 1861 our Charles had set himself up as a bookseller at Ryde on the Isle of Wight. In 1865 he married Augusta Catherine Atkey, a milliner and dressmaker some 13 years his senior. Her business clearly dominated the household, since in 1871 she had three assistants and five apprentices, all living-in, whereas Charles had only one assistant, his sister Elizabeth. After Augusta’s death in 1900 Charles retired by 1906 to Chichester, first to 16 Westgate, and then by 1919 to 40 Caledonian Road, his last address.

19.40	PLOWMAN, George  Baptised 22 March 1822, buried 23 Aug 1892, aged 70

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]George was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, son of Joseph Plowman, a watchmaker on West Street, and Elizabeth. When Joseph died in 1845 Elizabeth, clearly a strong character, took over the business. The 1851 Census calls her “watch & clock maker employing 2 men”, rather than watchmaker’s widow. George, her only son among several children, was no doubt one of the 2 men; in 1861 he was “watchmaker’s foreman”, and even in 1871 Elizabeth at 72 was still watchmaker and head of household. She died in 1874. The previous year George had married Mary Ann Hammond of Westhampnett, and he finally moved out of the West Street shop, first to Oving and then Lyndhurst Road, his final address. The clock face illustrated came from the family business: was it made by George, or his father or mother or another employee?

3.30	POCOCK, Mary Ann  Born 30 Oct 1866, buried 4 Dec 1929, aged 63
	POCOCK, John Thomas  Born 28 Sept 1865, buried 15 July 1941, aged 76
Mary Ann née Bridger was baptised at St Martin in the Fields, London, daughter of Richard, a labourer, and Maria. The family had moved to Worthing by 1871, and it was there (Broadwater) that Mary Ann married John in 1888. He was born at Hoddesdon, Hertfordshire, to William, a cooper, and Lucy. After marriage he worked as a printer, first in London and then in Worthing, where the couple’s one child Louisa Agnes was born. He then took on new jobs as a coachman (1911) and bus inspector for Southdown Motor services (1921). Louisa had married Richard Beckingham in 1912 at Whyke, and from 1918 they and John are on the electoral registers at 79 Grove Road; Mary Ann appears in 1923, and she died at that address, followed by Louisa in 1938 (2.30). John then moved to 13 Bognor Road (1939 Register), and he died at RWSH.

10.26	POINTING, Henry Charles  Baptised 28 Nov 1858, buried 4 July 1909, aged 51
He was a journeyman basket maker who hailed from Lewes, his parents being Edward, a labourer, and Elizabeth. In 1879 at Lewes he married Ellen Smith from Brighton; she brought a son Charles to the marriage, and bore Henry a son Edward and daughter Ellen. They were in South Malling in 1881, in Barking (then part of Essex) in 1891, and at 16 Kingsham Road, Henry’s last address, by 1901.

16.23	POLLINGTON, Leslie  Buried 7 Feb 1931, aged 7 hours
Her parents were Harry Pegton Pollington and Annie née Burton, who married in Hailsham in 1917 and lived at 8 Cleveland Road.

13.10	POOLEY, Eliza  Baptised 11 June 1819, buried 21 May 1903, aged 83
She was born in deepest Norfolk, at Holme Hale, to Lois Powley, a single mother; the father was later declared to be William Payne. In 1842 Eliza married Samuel Pooley, a farm worker, at the adjacent village of East Bradenham, and they lived there for decades. They already had a son Samuel at marriage, and a daughter Fanny was added in 1843. Sometime between 1882 (her husband’s death) and 1891, Eliza, already in her 60s, left rural Norfolk and mysteriously moved to Chichester – perhaps desiring to see a wider world? In 1891 she was lodging on High Street, working as a charwoman; by 1901 she had entered the workhouse, where she ended her days.

26.16	POPE, William George Smith  Born 22 Apr 1910, died 21 July 1975, aged 65

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Bill was born at Merthyr, Glamorganshire, and baptised at Machen, Monmouthshire; his parents were Grace Budding née Smith and William Pope, a tiler and plasterer. In 1937 at St George’s, Whyke he married Ivy May Arnell, daughter of John and Rose Arnell (32.34); he was then with the R.A.F at Gosport. After the war he settled at 7 Willowbed Drive, Whyke, which remained home for the rest of his life. He and Ivy had two children, Rosemary (1941) and David (1942). Bill owned a garage at Northgate, Chichester. He was elected City councillor in 1954 with the slogan “Vote for Pope, the ratepayer’s hope”; he was Mayor of Chichester in 1959 and 1960, and he was made an Alderman in 1964. In 1967 he sued ‘The People’ newspaper successfully, over its claim that he had benefitted improperly from knowledge gained as a councillor.



12.32	PORTER, Mary Ann  Baptised 2 Feb 1834, buried 27 Sept 1906, aged 72
Mary Ann was born in Up Marden to John Budden, a labourer, and Frances. In 1859 she had a son John William Budden (10.22). The following year she married John Porter, a farm labourer, at Stoughton; by 1871 they were living in Oving and by 1881 in Chichester, where John was a general labourer. By 1891 Mary was widowed and working as a servant; in 1901 she had her own place at 16 The Hornet (her last address), which she shared with a boarder, a nephew and two ‘nurse children’. Her granddaughter Edith Emma Budden is buried here with her.

17.36	POWER, Alfred Charles  Baptised 19 Jan 1818, buried 25 Aug 1896, aged 78
	POWER, Sarah  Baptised 19 Jan 1818, buried 25 Aug 1896, aged 78
His life was in beer, and it made him a good living. Alfred was born in Birmingham, son of William Thomas Power, a brass founder, and Elizabeth. By 1851 he had found his way to London, and was a beer maker in Lambeth. In 1861 he was barman at the ‘Swan Inn’ in Southwark. Ten years later he was his own master, as publican of ‘The Victory’ at Newington. Living with him was Sarah, who had taken the name Power. They married in 1876 at Lambeth; she was the daughter of Thomas Petter of Rogate, Sussex, and his wife Sarah. By 1881 they had been able to retire in comfort; no doubt it was Sarah’s influence that brought them to Chichester, to 144 Whyke Road. One of the executors of Alfred’s will was William Hotson Brockway (07.20).

4.36	PRATT, Harry Blackman  Born 2nd qtr 1848, buried 3 July 1936, aged 88
The civil birth registration names him Henry, but he was almost always called Harry, perhaps partly to distinguish him from his father Henry. His father was a railway worker, his mother Maria (née Blackman) a shirtworker. He was born at Emsworth, but by 1861 the family had moved to Oving, where in 1867 he married Elizabeth Suter; both declared their age as 19. The 1871 and 1881 Censuses show them living in Chichester, with Harry working as a brewer’s labourer. Starting young, they had 12 children, including Bessie Maria (4.34); nine were still alive in 1911. In 1890 they moved to West Battersea, London, where Harry worked as a navvy. By 1911 they were at Colne, near Huntingdon, where Harry was breathing fresher air as a farm worker. Elizabeth died there in 1912; by 1914 Harry had returned to Chichester, living at 14 York Road with his married daughter Bessie, and (in 1921) delivering newspapers for the newsagent W.H. Barrett. In 1927 he moved to 145 Bognor Road, his last address.

20.14	PRESSEY, Dorcas  Born 3rd qtr 1847, died 22 Feb 1889, aged 42
Dorcas née Harmsworth was born to James, a groom, and Sarah at Old Alresford, Hampshire. The family moved to Ryde on the Isle of Wight; Dorcas was in domestic service there in 1871, and on Christmas Day 1875 she married Charles Pressey, a seaman with the RN. By 1885 Charles had finished his naval service, and they had moved to Wickham Road, Chichester, where Dorcas died.

13.21	PRESTON, Sylvia Linda  Buried 2 March 1942, aged 3 weeks
Sylvia Linda is a musical combination of names. The address given in the burial register is 101 Bognor Road, which identifies her parents as Jesse and Doris Preston, married in Chichester in 1938.

29.29	PRICE, Arthur  Born 8 Dec 1881, buried 23 Jan 1963, aged 82
He was born in Ripley, Derbyshire, to George William Price, a traveller and machine agent, and his wife Elizabeth. In 1907 at Bognor Regis he married Annie Edgington, a widow, and thereby acquired three stepsons. At that time Arthur was a stoker, but by 1911 they had settled in Skegby, near Mansfield in Nottinghamshire, and Arthur was a miner, hewing coal rather than shovelling it. In that year they had a son John Arthur (see 27.37). They were still in Nottinghamshire in 1921, but by 1935 things had changed: Arthur was now widowed, and was living with John Arthur, who was now married, in Chichester. In 1939 they were back in Bognor, where Arthur, clearly a strong man, was working as a timberman. By 1950 they had returned to Chichester, and lived at 23 Exton Road in Whyke; Arthur died in RSWH.

16.23 	PRICE, Joan Crystal  Buried 28 Nov 1929, aged 23 months
Her parents were Thomas Edmund Price and Catherine Alice Rachel née Bateman, who were married in Chichester in 1926 and lived at 43 Kingsham Road. Joan was their second daughter.

27.37	PRICE, John Arthur  Born 24 Oct 1911, buried 16 Feb 1968, aged 56
John was born in Skegby, near Mansfield, Nottinghamshire, to Arthur, a coalminer, and his wife Hannah (Annie). In 1934 in Portsmouth he married Lydia Florence May Ide. The following year they were living at 41 Kenilworth Road, Chichester, with John’s father Arthur, now widowed. They had two daughters in Chichester, Elizabeth M. in 1936 and Janet E. in 1945. In 1939 they were in Bognor Regis, and John was a bricklayer. From 1950 they lived with Arthur at 23 Exton Road in Whyke. Both Arthur (29.29) and John died in RWSH.

36.07	PRICE, Leonard  Born 30 Aug 1892, died 27 July 1944, aged 51
He was born at Farlington, near Waterlooville, Hampshire, to Emma Price and her husband Thomas, a chimney sweep. In 1911 Leonard was in barracks in Winchester as a private with the Rifle Brigade, and he served with them for most of WW1, being discharged for health reasons near the end of the war. In 1920 at Whyke he married Ethel Lavinia Tester, daughter of Elizabeth Emma and Harry Tester (2.14); both Ethel and he were then living at the Tester home, 29 Whyke Lane. They soon moved along to 31 Whyke Lane, where they had three sons, Leonard Harry in 1921, Harold in 1922, and later Bernard George in 1934. Our Leonard had various jobs, a builder in 1920, a nurseryman with H.J. Voke in 1921, a worker with the city’s electricity department in 1939. In 1938 the family moved further along Whyke Lane to No. 62, which was Leonard’s last address. A keen gardener, on 11 May 1944 on his half-day holiday he was ‘digging for victory’ on his allotment in The Hornet when a Liberator Bomber crashed there; he was severely burned and wounded, and died some weeks later in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. (See Ken Green, The Day the Liberator Crashed on Chichester, pp.18-19.) The Special Constabulary, in which he had served for some time, formed a guard of honour at his funeral.

11.32	PRIOR, Elizabeth Annie  Baptised 11 Aug 1867, buried 18 Apr 1933, aged 65
	PRIOR, Richard  Baptised 29 May 1859, buried 9 Sept 1935, aged 76
11.33	PRIOR, Annie Mary ‘Cissy’  Buried 2 Oct 1908, aged 11
Richard was a bricklayer and son of a bricklayer, Frederick; his mother was Mary, and he was born in Sidlesham. He lived there with his parents into the 1890s; in 1891 they were next door to the Crab and Lobster pub (still thriving 2025), where the publican was Ann Prior, widow. Elizabeth Annie née Gray was born in Bosham to James and Charlotte Olivia Gray; her father was then publican of “The Swan Inn at Bosham Pound” (now the White Swan). She married Richard in 1894, and they settled at 17 Grove Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives. There they had two sons and a daughter Annie Mary (11.33).
	Annie was named after her mother Elizabeth Annie. The burial plan records that her nickname was ‘Cissy’.

28.07	PRIOR, Mary  Born 1st qtr 1890, died 16 Aug 1965, aged 75
	PRIOR, Frederick  Born 14 Sept 1879, died 10 Mar 1966, aged 86
	PRIOR, Frederick Charles  Born 1st qtr 1916, died 28 Dec 1963, aged 47
Mary was born in Deptford, Kent, to George Monk, a dock labourer, and his wife Mary. The 1911 Census found her in Chichester, as a cook in the Infirmary on Broyle Road. Frederick Prior was Chichester-born, the son of Mahala Prior and Nathaniel, an engine driver for a brewery (i.e. not for the railways). In 1901 Frederick was an engine fitter, but in 1911 a “hot & cold water fitter”, and in 1921 a pipe fitter working for Halsteads. He and Mary married on Guernsey on 3 June 1915, and their son Frederick Charles was born in 1916. Frederick had been lodging at 52 West Street since 1909 or earlier, and he and Mary remained there after marriage until 1930, when they moved to 11 Grove Road. The 1939 Register listed Frederick as a “plumber and furnace man” for an iron foundry. They continued to live with their son Frederick Charles at No. 11. His death at the end of 1963 was followed by Mary’s in 1965 in St Richard’s Hospital, and Frederick’s in 1966 in RWSH. 
     We know very little about Frederick Charles, the son of Frederick and Mary (above). There is some suggestion that he served with the RAF in WW2 in India, but we cannot confirm this. In 1953 he was working as a gas company storeman. He lived with his parents at 11 Grove Road until his death at the end of 1963.

33.19	PUGH, Florence Beatrice  Born 28 Jan 1904, died 24 Nov 1951, aged 47
Florence née Maubach was born in Islington, London, to Alfred, a labourer and potman, and Rosa. In the 1921 Census she was working as a cigarette packer. She married Louis Edgar Langford Pugh at Islington in 1928; he was then an assistant in a café. They had children Edgar 1931, Ronald 1934 and Rose 1938 in London. At the start of WW2 Florence came to Chichester with the children, while Louis went into the Army. He was discharged in 1947, and they settled at 41 Cherry Orchard Road, which was Florence’s final address.

36.03	PULLEN, Dorrien Aisne  Born 8 Sept 1914, died 26 Apr 1944, aged 29
Dorrien was one of the seven people killed when Armadale Road, where she lived, was bombed during WW2. The raid occurred just a couple of weeks before D-Day; it was part of an attack by German bombers covering an area from Portsmouth to Littlehampton. Her husband Harold James Pullen, whom she had married in 1939, was away serving in the Army. The house was rebuilt, and Mr Pullen died there in 1997 aged 89. 
Dorrien’s name appears on the National Firefighters’ Memorial in Central London, indicating that she may have been a member of the wartime Auxiliary Fire Service. 
Dorrien was daughter of Mary and Edwin Thair (33.03). At the time of her birth the family were living at 62 Grove Road, but she was baptised at St Pancras, Chichester.

35.31	PULLEYBLANK, Gladys Ena  Born 21 Oct 1910, buried 22 June 1949, aged 38
She was born in Emsworth to Mabel Georgina and William George Pulleyblank (28.19). She was in an institution in Cirencester in 1921, and in a psychiatric hospital in Nottinghamshire in 1939. Her death was registered in Gosport, but the Burial Register gives her last address as Wiggenholt, a hamlet near Pulborough.

28.19 	PULLEYBLANK, William George  Born 21 Jan 1881, died 21 March 1965, aged 84
	PULLEYBLANK, Mabel Georgina  Born 25 May 1889, died 21 Jan 1975, aged 84
William was born in Westbourne to a single mother Sarah Margaret Pulleyblank. He was soon adopted by James Abnett, a farm worker, and his wife Louisa, but retained his baptismal surname Pulleyblank. He joined the Royal Navy in 1896 at age 15, first as a ‘Boy’, then as Yeoman of Signals (1901), then Warrant Telegraphist and from 1919 as Commissioned Telegraphist; he had gained officer rank as Lieutenant Commander in 1911. “He sailed in brigs and other square rig ships to many parts of the world. He transferred to battleships and was at Jutland in the ‘King Edward VII’, and was aboard this vessel when she sank in the Pentland Firth in 1916” (West Sussex Gazette). He retired from the Navy in 1921. 
     In 1907 he married Mabel Georgina Dawkins at Westbourne. Mabel was born in Emsworth, the daughter of Louisa Dawkins and her husband George, a merchant seaman. She and William made their family home in Emsworth, where five children were born (Mabel Margaret Louise 1910, Gladys Ena 1911 (35.31), William George 1913, Louisa Alice 1917, Joan 1921). In WW1, however, one daughter, Lillian, was born in New Brunswick (1915): had Mabel been evacuated there? After WW1 and William’s retirement the family moved around on the south coast; William held the licence of the White Horse Inn, Westbourne in 1924-25, and then worked for 10 years with the East Sussex Milk Recording Society. A daughter Grace was born in Westhampnett in 1927, and a son John in Chichester in 1928. With the approach of WW2 William was recalled to active service. After the War they lived at 30 Kingsham Avenue, and then from 1962 at 78 Newlands Avenue; Mabel was buried from that address, and William from St Richard’s Hospital.

17.04	PULLINGER, Sarah  Buried 13 Nov 1894, aged 68
Sarah née Bonamy was born c. 1826 in Portsmouth; we do not have her birth record or her parents’ names. In 1848 in Chichester she married George William Pullinger, the son of a printer in North Street. She bore him a son (also George) before he died in early 1851. We then find her living with her married brother in Kingston by Sea (1851) and her married sister in London (1861). By 1871 she had returned to Chichester and was assistant to her widowed mother-in-law Eleanor, who was running the printing business in North Street. Later she lived with her son George, now married, and his family at Dell Hole.

1.32	PUNTER, James David  Born 22 Feb 1872, buried 17 Dec 1940, aged 68
	PUNTER, Alice Mary  Born 11 Mar 1876, buried15 Jan 1942, aged 65
James was a non-domestic (i.e. market) gardener, like his father James before him. He was born in Billingshurst, Sussex; his mother was Susannah. By 1881 the Punters had moved to Fishbourne, and by 1891 to Chichester, where they lived in Orchard Terrace in St Paul’s parish. In 1903 our James married Alice Mary Furr at St Paul’s. She was born in Luton to Lizzie Furr, a straw plaiter, and her husband Albert, a labourer. Alice went into domestic service, working in Luton in 1891, and in the Isolation Hospital in Chichester in 1903. She and James had a son Sydney born in Bognor in 1903 and a daughter Alice Lois born in Chichester in 1911. They were on Orchard Street in the 1911 and 1921 Censuses, with James working for Mr Wakeford, market gardener. By 1926 they had moved to 125 Bognor Road; they were apparently tenants of George Henry Wood, who is buried nearby (1.30), and this was their last address. We infer that their daughter Alice Lois cared for George as well as her own parents: she was executor, and presumably beneficiary, of George’s will.

14.20	PUTMAN, Mary  Baptised 29 Oct 1871, died 20 Dec 1901, aged 30
	PUTMAN, George  Baptised 17 July 1836, died 1 Jan 1909, aged 72
George was a farm worker and later a gardener. He was baptised at Singleton, the son of James, a labourer, and Hannah. By 1851 the family had moved to West Dean, and there in 1868 George married Mary Leggatt, daughter of John and Ann. The couple moved around as work dictated: in 1871 we find them at Fishbourne, in 1881 at Burpham, in 1891 at Warningcamp, and in 1901 at 133 Whyke Road in Chichester. They had two daughters, of whom the older, Mary, stayed with her parents until her own death in 1901. After George’s death in 1909 we find the younger daughter, Edith, living with her mother at 4 Russell St until the death of the latter in 1913.
   
34.38	PUTTOCK, Gerald Fraiser Victor  Buried 20 March 1952, aged 3 months
His mother was Edna May Elizabeth Puttock, who lived at 3 St James Square.

32.37	PYE, William George  Born 26 Apr 1890, died 28 Apr 1956, aged 66
	PYE, Edith Mary  Born 12 June 1891, died 18 Dec 1967, aged 76
William was born in Chelsea to Mary Louisa and her husband William Henry Pye, an “india rubber jointer” and later an electrical mains foreman. Our William trained as an electrical meter tester and reader, working for the Notting Hill Electric Company. In 1921 we find him in Chichester, visiting his cousin William Redman; in the same household was Edith Mary Ingram, William Redman’s widowed sister-in-law. Edith was the Portfield-born daughter of Robert Francis Rennie, a porter and naval pensioner, and his wife Louisa. She had married William Ernest Ingram, a private with the Royal Fusiliers, in January 1917, but he was killed in Flanders on 31 August 1918, just a few weeks before the end of WW1. Edith and William George married at Apuldram in 1924. William’s work kept them in London until WW2. After the war we find them retired at 17 York Road, the final address for both of them.

36.09	RANDALL, Harry  Born 30 Sept 1864, buried 1 Nov 1944, aged 80
He was born at Emsworth, the son of James and Sarah. He was apprenticed to his father, a sailmaker, and followed that trade life-long. Sometime in the 1890s he married Jane (12.05, birth surname unknown), and they had a son and daughter. By 1919 they had moved from Emsworth to Grove Road, first to number 22, then (from 1922) to 52, which was their final address, though Harry died in St Richard’s Hospital.

12.05	RANDALL, Jane  Buried 4 June 1928. aged 61
The Censuses tell us that she was born at West Thorney (aka Thorney Island). Sometime in the 1880s she married Harry Randall (above), but since the marriage record has not yet surfaced, we do not know her parents or birth surname. Her final address was 52 Grove Road.

13.36	RANDALL, John  Baptised 4 March 1832, buried 17 Jan 1905, aged 72
John was Chichester-born, son of Thomas Randall, a gardener, and Elizabeth. He was a house painter, though with a sideline as plumber and glazier (1861 Census). In 1856 he married Louisa Shearston in Chichester; there were no children, but in 1881 a nephew Frederick Scarterfield was living and working with John as a painter. After Louisa died in 1898 and was buried at Portfield, John was unable to cope, and he ended his days in the workhouse.

30.24	RANDALL, Violet Marina Mary  Born 16 Sept 1935, buried 18 June 1960, aged 24
	RANDALL, Harry  Born 21 Jan 1897, buried 26 Apr 1968, aged 71
	RANDALL, Emily Eliza  Born 19 March 1898, A* 10 Dec 1984, aged 88
Harry was born at Emsworth, the only son of Harry, a sailmaker, and Jane. By 1911 the family were in Warblington, where our Harry, at 14, was a labourer in a rope factory. By 1921 they had moved to Chichester, and Harry had become a housepainter, his regular occupation thereafter. In 1922 he married Emily Eliza Goodyer in Chichester. Emily was born in Sidlesham to William George Goodyer, a labourer, and Ellen Amelia. She went into service, and in 1911 she was a parlourmaid to Walter and Catherine Shippam (31.08) at 14 Cawley Road. After marriage she and Harry lived at the Randall family home, 52 Grove Road, and had four children, William Harry (1922), Grace Vera Ellen (1925), Joseph R. (1929), Violet Marina Mary (1935). Grace (married surname Parker) and Violet are interred here with them. By 1939 they had moved to 72 Kingsham Road, which was the last address for both Violet and Harry. Emily Eliza’s last abode was on Kingsham Avenue, according to the Burial Register.

?	RAPLEY, Archibald George  Baptised 5 Dec 1880, buried 25 Feb 1909, aged 28
	RAPLEY, Jane  Baptised 25 Dec 1853, buried 6 Dec 1911, aged 58
Jane and Archibald were mother and son. Jane née Binstead was baptised on Christmas Day 1853 at Whyke, daughter of James, a bricklayer and later publican of the Roundabout House Inn, builder and undertaker; she was named for her mother, Jane Charlotte. In 1878 at Whyke she married George Rapley, a grocer and draper. They lived first in Pulborough, where their son Archibald George was born. By 1882 they had moved back to Whyke, where a daughter Florence Lillian arrived. By 1891 Jane had separated from George and was living with Florence at Elm Villa, Bognor Road; Archibald was living with his grandparents James and Jane at 120 Whyke Road. Later (by 1901) Jane, Archibald and Florence moved to 12 Whyke Road to live with Jane’s unmarried brother Arthur Binstead, a watchmaker. Archibald was now a carpenter, and Jane was now a widow. Archibald died prematurely in 1909, and Jane in 1911: her address was given in the Burial Register as 13 Whyke Road, but that is probably an error, as she was still at No. 12 in the 1911 Census. We cannot locate their grave, as oddly they were both omitted from the Burial Plan.

32.26	RAPSON, Richard  Born 8 March 1888, buried 8 Oct 1954, aged 66
	RAPSON, Gertrude Emily  Buried 18 Feb 1960, aged 73
Richard was born in Chichester and baptised at St Paul’s, son of Mary Jane and Frank, a labourer. He enlisted in the Royal Navy in 1906, having previously worked as a gardener, and was discharged in 1911. In 1917 at St Peter the Great he married Gertrude Blake; he was then a gunner with the Royal Artillery. Gertrude’s father was named as Patrick Blake, a soldier, and in 1921 she gave her birthplace as Boscombe, Hampshire, but we know nothing further. They had two sons, Donald (1918) and Raymond (1924). By 1921 they were living at 30 Victoria Road, and Raymond was working for the City Gas Corporation. In the 1930s they lived at 29 Adelaide Road, and after WW2 at 68 The Hornet, which was Richard’s last address. Shortly before her death Gertrude moved to 43 Exton Road to live with her now married son Raymond.

28.02	RASELL, Dorothy Frances  Born 3 Sept 1895, died 22 June 1988, aged 92
Dorothy was the oldest of nine children of Edith Mary Rasell (below) and William Duke Rasell (8.01). In the 1920s she was a Lloyds Bank clerk in Crawley, and from 1932 we find her in Kensington, where she was a shorthand typist for the bank in 1939. In 1947 she joined her widowed mother Edith at 28 Parklands Road, Chichester. She ended her days at Manor Barn Nursing Home, Fishbourne.

28.02	RASELL, Edith Mary  Born 7 July 1870, died 10 Nov 1961, aged 91
Edith’s parents were Susanna Ann Faith and her husband George James Faith, a draper of 36 East St who had two assistants, two apprentices and two servants in 1871. The 1891 Census lists her as manageress of the Berlin Wool Business. (“Berlin wool work was a style of embroidery similar to needlepoint”, Wikipedia). In 1894 at Rumboldswhyke she married William Duke Rasell: on him see 8.01. They had nine children, including Alan Edward (8.01), Dorothy Frances (28.02) and Matthew Ernest (28.01). The family lived on Bognor Road; by 1911 they were at Harcourt Villas, 135 Bognor Road. Following her husband’s death in 1935 Edith moved to 21 Parklands Road with her youngest children, Mary b.1913 and Matthew Ernest b.1914. After the war she lived with her daughter Dorothy at 28 Parklands Road, where she ended her days.

28.01	RASELL, Matthew Ernest  Born 21 Sept 1914, died 19 Apr 2001, aged 86
Matthew was born and baptised in Rumboldswhyke, son of William Duke Rasell and Edith Mary (28.02), and he grew up in the family home at 135 Bognor Road. In 1937 he moved to 21 Parklands Road with his sister Mary and their mother. We have no details of his possible service in WW2, except that in 1942 a Matthew Ernest Rasell was promoted to 2nd Lieutenant. After the war we find him living with Kathleen Rasell, first at 28 Parklands Road, then from 1947 in Bosham, then from 1950 on Church Road, West Wittering. If Kathleen was his wife, the absence of a marriage record in English records may suggest that they married overseas. There is then a hiatus in the records, until Matthew married Elizabeth Ann Gillespie in Chichester in 1995. His address in the Burial Register was 1 Fletcher House, Church Road, North Mundham.



8.01	RASELL, William Duke  Baptised 26 Apr 1868, died 27 Dec 1935, aged 67
	RASELL, Alan Edward  Born 2nd qtr 1902, died 10 Mar 1924, aged 22
Churchwarden, his name appears on the foundation stone of St George’s vestry, 25 Nov 1909.
Born in Rowlands Castle, Hants, apparently the only child of William Russell and Caroline Selina Russell. His father was a labourer at the time of his birth, and a licenced victualler in the 1890s. By 1891 William Duke had moved to Chichester, where he worked as a clerk in the Bishop’s Registry. In 1894 at Rumboldswyke he married Edith Mary Faith (see on 28.02). They had nine children, including Alan Edward (below), Margaret Edith (26.13), Dorothy Frances (28.02) and Matthew Ernest (28.01). In the Censuses of 1901, 1911 and 1921 William had various roles including Clerk to the Guardians of the Poor, Clerk to Westhampnett Rural District Council, and Registrar of Marriages. During WW1 he was Secretary to the Chichester Military Tribunal. In 1932 he became Clerk to the newly constituted Chichester Rural District Council. The family lived on Bognor Road: by 1911 they were at Harcourt Villas, 135 Bognor Road, which was William’s last address. Edith survived him until 1961, and is buried with Dorothy at 28.02.
	Alan was the fourth of nine children born to William Duke (above) and Edith May Rasel. He had been working as a clerk in the Midhurst Branch of National Westminster Bank before his death. Alan was a member of the Priory Park Tennis Club and the Chichester Territorial Company. He was a server at St George’s Church, which was the church used by all the family. Alan died in the Italian hospital, Queen’s Square, Holborn, Middlesex; he had been unwell for some six months.

32.23	RATCLIFF, Mary  Born 11 Nov 1911, died 23 Aug 1954, aged 42
Her Celtic-style headstone is one of the loveliest in the Churchyard. She was born Mary Ashton, daughter of Elizabeth and Henry Ashton, a rulleyman, in Redcar, Yorkshire (a rulley is a one-horse dray used for deliveries). In 1939 at Blean, Kent, she married Arthur Victor Ratcliff, a solicitor; he was the son of Sidney and Elizabeth Ratcliff (35.22). They had a daughter Mary Elizabeth Robertson Ratcliff in 1941 in Blean, while Arthur was serving in the Forces in WW2. After the war they lived in Godalming, Surrey. In June 1952 they sailed for Mombasa, Kenya (where the Mau Mau rebellion was to break out in October), and set up home there. Since Mary was buried at Whyke on 26 August, only three days after her death, we assume she had returned to England (perhaps for health reasons?); she would have been staying at the Rectory with her brother-in-law Father Richard Ratcliffe (24.25) and family.

24.25	RATCLIFF, Richard  Born 29 March 1909, died 3 Jan 1997, aged 87
	RATCLIFF, Eunice Mary  Born 9 Sept 1922, died 20 Apr 2014, aged 91

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Father Ratcliff came to Whyke towards the end of WW2.  For more detail see https://www.sussex-opc.org/ParishDetails/WestSussex/Chichester/Whyke-St-George-History.htm. He was born in Dulwich, the eldest child of Elizabeth and Sidney Ratcliff (35.22). Ordained in 1933, he served as a curate at St Andrew’s, Stockwell Green in South London.  He had had a distinguished record at Oxford, and was expected to pursue an academic career: indeed he was offered the post of vice-principal at Dorchester Theological College. But the War intervened.  He was sent with 100 evacuees, between the ages of 5 to 14, to Haywards Heath.  Bishop Bell later moved him to St Martin’s in Brighton. In 1941, after bombs had destroyed St Martin’s, he moved to Torquay to serve as curate at All Saints Church.  The congregation at that time was swelled by student teachers from the National Training College that had been evacuated from London.  Among these students was Eunice M. Smith; they became engaged and were married early in 1945, and two children were born to them, Lois (1946) and Richard (1948). Also in the spring of 1945 he was instituted as Rector of Whyke. Here he was associated with three initiatives: rehabilitation of the Old Church, which re-opened for worship in Sept 1961; re-establishment of links with the Society of the Sacred Cross, the community founded in Whyke by Father Glover in 1922 and now living in Wales; and construction of the Church Hall. He left Whyke in 1961 to become Chaplain to St Margaret’s School at Bushey. Four years later he was offered the living of Boxgrove, where he served as Rector from 1965 to 1975. After his retirement the Bishop asked him to become the priest in charge at Apuldram, a post he held until his final retirement, when to the delight of his former parishioners he and Eunice came back to St George’s to worship. Eunice died in the General Hospital in Hexham, but was buried here in Whyke.

35.22	RATCLIFF, Sidney Charles  Born 22 Jan 1873, died 8 Sept 1948, aged 75
	RATCLIFF, Elizabeth Jane  Born 24 July 1871, died 8 Aug 1959, aged 88
They were the parents of Father Richard Ratcliff (24.25): they came to Whyke with him in 1945 when he was instituted Rector, and lived with him and his wife Eunice in the Rectory until their deaths. Sidney was born in Hackney to a father also called Sidney Charles, a clerk and stationer, and his wife Jane. In 1901 he was a clerk in the Record Office in Dublin. Dublin was the birthplace of Elizabeth Jane Garland, whom he married in 1905. They settled in Dulwich, where three children were born: Richard Charles (1909), Prudence May (1910) and Arthur Victor (1912). By 1921 they had moved to Camberwell, and Sidney worked in the Public Record Office as Assistant Keeper. They were still at Camberwell in 1939, but we do not know whether they left London during the war.

22.10	RAWLINS, Edith May  Baptised 25 Jan 1895, buried 15 July 195, aged 6 months
Her parents were James, a baker, and Elizabeth Mary, of York Road.

18.32	RAY, Emma  Baptised 19 Apr 1827, buried 3 Feb 1894, aged 67
Emma lived in Chichester all her life, and worked as a laundress. She was the daughter of James and Caroline Ray. Following James’ early death, Caroline remarried in 1835 to William Southerton, a shoemaker, and Emma’s half-sister Eliza was born in 1839. In 1852 Emma baptised a son James at St Pancras, Chichester; he in turn became a shoemaker. Emma is buried here with her half-sister Eliza (married surname Fox). 

6.01	READ, Frederick John  Born 1857, died 28 Jan 1925, aged 68
	READ, Gunora Wevia  Born 1851, died 23 April 1938, aged 87
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Frederick John Read  was an English organist and academic, becoming Organist of Christ Church, Reading in 1876 and Organist and Master of the Choristers of Chichester Cathedral in 1887 joining  the staff of the Royal College of Music in 1886. The Dean and Chapter of the time took a dim view of absences due to his London teaching work and so he resigned in 1902 and became the Dean of the Faculty of Music at the University of London. On Crowe’s retirement Frederick Read was asked back as the Cathedral’s organist and choir master at the yearly salary of £160. A bit less than Crowe's which had been £200. He died in office in 1925 age 68. In 1923 the Chapter recorded a unanimous vote of thanks to Read for the way in which he had improved the musical standards. Some of his anthems and a Service in D for men's voices were published by Novello. There is a memorial to Read in the South Transept of the Cathedral.
	Also in this grave is Gunora Wevia Read, Frederick’s wife (seemingly named after Gunora, wife of Richard of Normandy and her sister Wevia, who lived in the 10th century). Gunora was born in Canada, a daughter of Major George Seymour Hamilton of Nova Scotia and Charlotte Bayton, (1814-1857), who was a daughter of Canon William Stevens Bayton of Shopwyke, Sussex, a canon of Chichester Cathedral. By 1871 Gunora was living in the household of her aunt Mary Bayton (1816-1888) in the Cathedral Close, and described as an Annuitant. She married Frederick on 22nd July 1890; she was age 39 and he 33. In 2021 a collection of sketch books, filled with verse and watercolour studies by Gunora, was sold at auction by Barnaby’s of Nottingham for £80.



26.24	RECORDS, Esther Olive  Born 3 Jan 1915, died 31 Dec 1976, aged 61
	RECORDS, Leslie Alec  Born 6 July 1914, buried 21 Dec 1989, aged 75
Before marriage Esther had the unusual surname Taulbut. Her parents were Ernest Taulbut, a master baker, and his wife Esther. Leslie was born in Chichester to James Albert, a printer’s compositor, and his wife Victoria. Esther and Leslie married in Chichester at the start of 1935, and they had a son James at the end of that year. In the 1939 Register Leslie was a “food transport driver”. They lived at 109 Bognor Road from 1939 until Esther died in 1976, three days short of her birthday. Leslie’s last address was 2 Marlborough Close.

28.21	REED, Alick Robert  Born 13 Apr 1886, died 6 Jan 1966, aged 79
	REED, Beatrice Maud Annie  Born 13 June 1903, died 7 Feb 1978, aged 74
His baptismal name Alick is a shortening of Alexander. He was born in Southampton to Jane Reed and her husband Edward, a bridgeman (this term can mean a person who works on bridges, or one who manages the loading of boats at a dock). Alick served in WW1 with the rank of Sergeant in the North Somerset Yeomanry (Regimental Number 165932, 209). He was discharged in December 1915, which may suggest that he was wounded. We cannot trace him until 1933, when he married Beatrice Maud Annie Sandford at Southampton. Beatrice is equally mysterious: we have not found a birth registration for her, or an entry in the 1911 or 1921 Census. Two children, Colin and Janet Reed, born at Bishop’s Stortford in 1935 and 1937, may have been theirs, but they do not appear with Jane in the 1939 Register, when Jane was at 17 Cleveland Road. Alick appears at No. 17 in records after the War, and he and Beatrice remained there for the rest of their lives, though Alick died in care at 9 College Avenue.

32.09	REEVES, Reginald Arthur  Born 15 March 1898, died 22 March 1953, aged 55
Reginald was born near Caterham, Surrey, son of David, a coachman, and Annie Mary. Around 1908 the family moved to Chichester, and lived in Kingsham Road. In 1919 Reginald found himself in Batumi, Georgia, as a private in the Royal Army Service Corps; at the end of WW1 the numerous German troops in Georgia had been replaced by British soldiers. There he married a Polish woman, Faiena Alexandra Cherenkova (her first name was inevitably altered in British records to Fanny). By 1920 they were in Chichester, where two children were born, Constance Olive and Eric. Reginald was now working as a pastrycook and confectioner with Voke & Sons at 48 The Hornet. In 1939, however, he was a builder’s carpenter – quite a change! Around 1925 the family moved to 39 York Road, which was Reginald’s home for the rest of his life.

2.05	RELF, Irene Sarah  Died 16 July 1937, aged 25
	RELF, Elizabeth  Born 10 Feb 1876, buried 10 Nov 1951, aged 76
	RELF, Samuel  Born 10 Feb 1878, died 19 Apr 1952, aged 74
Samuel was born in Islington to Eliza Relf and her husband Samuel, a law clerk. He became an insurance agent with the Pearl Insurance Company. Elizabeth was born in Fareham, so she is probably the “Agnes Eliza Edwards” who married Samuel Relf at Fareham in 1907. Because of the variation in name, however, we cannot identify her parents. Samuel and Elizabeth had three daughters, Ruby Elizabeth (1908) in Gosport and Irene Sarah (1912) and Maud Burt (1914) in Southsea. By 1921 they had moved to 11 Pound Farm Road, Whyke, which remained home thereafter, and was Elizabeth’s last address. Samuel had retired by 1939, and was a Senior ARP Warden. Their youngest daughter Maud married Ewart Holder; Samuel joined them at their home, 91 St James’ Rd, after Elizabeth’s death, and he died there.
The middle daughter, Irene, died in 1937. We have not managed to find anything about her, other than that she won a prize in the St John’s Sunday School prize day in 1928.

21.10	RHOADES, Alfred  Buried 23 Dec 1892, aged 1 month
His parents were Thomas Rhoades (15.04), a horse dealer, and Rosa, of The Hornet.



8.28	RHOADES, Sarah Annie  Baptised 13 Apr 1879, buried 29 March 1913, aged 33
	RHOADES, Albert  Buried 9 Jan 1962, aged 82
Albert was the son of Thomas Rhoades (15.04), a Chichester horse dealer. He went into business as a wholesale fruit salesman. In 1906 he married Sarah Ann Cowey at her native Worthing: she was the daughter of William John and Sarah Cowey. They had two children before Sarah’s untimely death in 1913. The following year Albert married Ellen Martha Yeatman, daughter of William John, a coachman, and his wife Hester (18.019). Albert had two more children with Ellen. By 1921 he had changed trades to painter-decorator, and was successful enough to employ a servant. Ellen died in 1949 and was buried in Selsey. Albert was buried with his first wife Sarah, whom he had lost almost 50 years previously.

15.04	RHOADES, Thomas  Baptised 10 Dec 1854, buried 2 July 1898, aged 42
Thomas and Mary Jane (married name Waterman), both buried here, were born in Chichester, and were among the children of William Rhoades, a horse dealer, and Elizabeth. In 1871 Thomas was a “stable helper” with his brother-in-law Robert Beeney, another horse dealer. By 1881 he was a horse dealer in his own right, and had married Rosa (surname not yet discovered), who was born in Westminster, London. They had several children, including Albert (8.28) and Alfred (21.10), before Thomas’ early death. His address in the burial register was 41 Florence Rd, Portfield.

12.33	RHODES, William John  Born 4th qtr 1923, buried 14 Aug 1926, aged 2
He is buried not far from his mother Rosina May Rhodes (10.23) and his grandparents John and Emma Budden (10.22).

10.23 	RHODES, Rosina May  Baptised 12 Sept 1897, buried 11 Nov 1926, aged 29
She was baptised at Rumboldswyke, daughter of John William Budden and Emma Jane who are buried close-by (10.22). She was married here in 1922 to William Henry Rhodes, a cowman. Their young son William John was buried here in April 1926 (12.33), and Rosina herself in November of that year.

35.39	RICHARDS, Janice Maureen  Buried 9 May 1949, aged 13 months
Her parents were William C.E. and Madelyn S. Richards (née Rapson), of 68 The Hornet, who were married in 1947.

3.02	RICHARDS, Joseph  Died 28 March 1921, aged 90
Joseph was born in 1831 in Islington, according to later Censuses.  He was peripatetic as a dealer and commercial traveller, and this, combined with his common name, makes it difficult to follow his career and marriages. The first evidence of a connection with Whyke comes in 1898, when banns were read here for his marriage as a widower aged 67 to Harriet Joiner, a spinster aged 51; the marriage took place at her native Royston, Hertfordshire. In the 1901 Census they were at Clifton, Bedfordshire, where Joseph was a dealer in whips and ropes, but by 1904 they had settled at 60 Kingsham Road, Whyke. He invested in real estate, since his properties auctioned after his death included 54, 55 and 56 Grove Road, 7 Whyke Lane, and two detached cottages, an orchard and building land on Kingsham Road. His estate, however, was a moderate one of £2165. Harriet was still at 60 Kingsham in 1923, but we cannot trace her thereafter.

18.06	RICHARDS, Sarah  Baptised 12 Jan 1812, buried 5 Nov 1892, aged 80
She died in Westhampnett Union Workhouse, but she had seen much better days. Her parents were Thomas and Ann Harris of North Mundham. In 1833 she married Thomas Fogden Upton; by 1851 he was farming 350 acres in Oving, a substantial holding, and they had two servants. Thomas died the next year at 44, leaving Sarah his estate. In 1854 at Rumboldswyke she married Richard Richards, a farmer of 180 acres in Birdham. But Richard’s death in 1876 left her in reduced circumstances, for in 1881 she was housekeeper to an elderly widower in West Wittering, and by 1891 she was in the workhouse.

13.14	RICHARDSON, Alice Mary  Baptised 3 Dec 1871, buried 25 Oct 1903, aged 30
Alice was born in Lidsey, just north of Bognor; her parents were George Brown, a farm worker, and Mary Ann. By 1881 the family had moved to Upper Beeding, north of Shoreham, and that is where Alice married Charles Richardson in 1894. Charles was a basket maker of Fishbourne, and the couple lived first in Fishbourne, where they had three children (Charles, Elsie and Rose). In 1901 they moved into town, to 15 Kingsham Road, and that was Alice’s address in the burial register. Her parents-in-law (Charles and Emily Richardson) were living next door, at 14 Kingsham, in the 1901 Census; they are buried at 11.01.

13.15	RICHARDSON, Amelia  Buried 20 July 1906, aged 22	
Amelia is a puzzle: we have not discovered her in birth or Census records. Her address in the burial register in 1906 was 14 Lyndhurst Road. The family living at that address in 1901 was headed by Charles and Emily Richardson (parents-in-law of Alice Mary above), so presumably our Amelia was related to them. They had a daughter Mary in 1884, i.e. of the same age as Amelia: did she in fact change her name to Amelia? (An Amelia Richardson was baptised at Broadwater on 27 Jan 1884, but she died aged 3.)

11.01	RICHARDSON, Charles  Baptised 23 June 1844, died 17 Jan 1908, aged 63
	RICHARDSON, Emily  Baptised 8 Nov 1846, died 12 Apr 1907, aged 60
Charles had green fingers: he was successively a farm worker, a market gardener and a farmer. He was born at Stopham (near Pulborough), son of Thomas, a labourer, and Hester. In 1866 he married Emily Parker, a Pulborough native, daughter of James, a farm worker, and Charlotte. They had three daughters in Pulborough, and then moved c. 1873 to Bosham, where Emily gave birth to another 10 children – clearly a strong woman. Of these children it appears that Mary (1906) was buried as Amelia (13.15). The baptismal record of their eldest son Charles (1874) says the parents are of the Globe Inn, Fishbourne: were they briefly licensees? By 1901 they had moved to Whyke, to 14 Kingsham Road. Then in 1905 they moved to 87 Grove Road, their final address, while Charles jun., who had recently lost his wife Alice Mary (13.14), switched from number 15 to 14.  

5.17	RICHARDSON, Edgar Boxall  Born 29 March 1867, buried 11 March 1931, aged 63
He was born in Chichester to Edward, a baker, and Eliza. He married Emma Kilchell in 1892 at St Peter the Great; he was then 25, she 17. They had at least four sons and two daughters. Edgar was a general labourer, specifically a house painter in 1911. In 1918 they moved to 3 Grove Road in Whyke, and both Edgar and Emma (4.19) were buried from that address.

4.19	RICHARDSON, Emma  Baptised 23 Feb 1875, buried 7 Sept 1934, aged 62
She was baptised at St Peter the Great in Chichester, daughter of William and Emma Kilchell of Tower Street. At the age of 17, at the same church, she married Edgar Boxall Richardson: see on 5.17.

8.12	RICHARDSON, Ernest John  Buried 8 Feb 1837, aged 72
Ernest John, baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, was the son of Edward, a carter (later a baker) and Eliza. In 1880 at the age of 15 he joined the Royal Navy, and served till 1902. In 1887 he married Annie Stone, who bore him two sons, Ernest Louis and Albert (see on 7.13). By 1911 the family was in Chichester, where Ernest supplemented his naval pension by working as a handyman for the Petrol Gas Co. They were at 103 Grove Road, which then remained the family home, though Ernest served again in the R.N. for almost five years in WW1. By the 1920s he was in poor physical and mental health, partly through a wound received in action; his younger son had died in the war, and the elder was crippled. His relationship with his wife deteriorated after her unmarried sister came to live with them, and in 1933 he was charged with assaulting them both. He died in the Portsmouth City Mental Hospital. Although not related to Alfred Ainger except by their naval service, Ernest was buried in this grave, which was adjacent to that of his wife and elder son, who had both predeceased him.

7.13	RICHARDSON, Ernest Lewis  Born 4th qtr 1888, buried 11 Apr 1932, aged 43
	RICHARDSON, Annie  Buried 5 May 1933, aged approx. 66
Annie née Stone was born c. 1867 at Morcombe, a hamlet near Whitchurch Canonicorum in Dorset. Her parents were Harriet and Samuel, the latter a farm worker. In 1887 she married Ernest John Richardson, a Chichester native and a sailor with the R.N. With her husband often at sea, Annie lived at Whitchurch, where her first son Ernest Lewis was born, and then at Portsmouth, where a second son Albert was born. In 1902 Ernest John became a naval pensioner, and at some point the family moved back to his native Chichester: by 1911 they were at 103 Grove Road, which then remained the family home, though Ernest John served again in the R.N. in WW1. He died in 1937 and is buried at 08.12, an adjacent grave to that of Annie and Ernest Lewis. Ernest Lewis was noted as a “cripple” on the 1921 Census, and he died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital: we have not found him on the 1911 Census, when he was not with the family.

30.16	RICHARDSON, Verena  Born 11 Dec 1889, died 12 Sept 1974, aged 84
Verena née Farris was born in Long Wittenham, Berkshire: her mother was also Verena, her father George, a shepherd. She went into service, and in 1911 she was a domestic cook to Caroline Shippam (see 31.08) at 6 North Pallant. She married Charles West, a bricklayer, at North Mundham in 1920. They had two sons: Edward was born in 1922 in Wallingford, Berkshire, and Lewis George in 1929 in Chichester, where their address was 38 York Road. After Charles’ death in 1960 Verena remarried to Walter J. Richardson in Chichester in 1965. In 1967 they moved to Oxford. Her ashes were returned to Chichester and interred in the grave of her first husband on 30 October 1974. The ashes of her two sons Edward and Lewis West were interred in their parents’ grave, on 8 March 1980 and 10 Oct 2013 respectively. 

35.09	RICHARDSON, William George  Buried 28 Dec 1946, aged 77
He gives his birthplace as Aldershot or nearby Farnborough, Hants, and his father’s name as William, but we have not found a clear record of his birth. When he married at Rumboldswhyke in 1897 he was a clerk of Maidstone, Kent. The bride was Annie Ada Parvin, daughter of William and Ann Parvin (7.17). They settled in Greenwich, where William was a brewer’s caretaker and shopkeeper, and had three children, William Walter, Charles Frederick and Elsie Annie. We do not know when they moved to Chichester: they were on Cleveland Road just after the war, and moved to 33 Cambrai Ave. shortly before William’s death.

35.03	RICKARD, Emma Amelia  Born 1 Aug 1873, died 19 Oct 1945, aged 72
	RICKARD, Herbert James  Born 14 July 1875, died 24 Aug 1950, aged 75
Emma née Blackman hailed from Birmingham, daughter of Emma Blackman and William George, a warehouseman. Herbert came from Cambridge, son of Anna and Edward Rickard, the latter a builder; he was apprenticed as a grocer, and followed that trade lifelong. What took them to Newport, IoW, we do not know, but they married there in 1903. They settled in Portsmouth and had two daughters, Winifred (1906) and Christina (1910). In 1922 they moved to ‘Tyndale’, 11 St Paul’s Road, Chichester, which remained home for Emma, Herbert and Winifred; it is not in Whyke, so their burial here is a surprise. Herbert was a commercial traveller for F.J. French, Ltd, wholesale grocers of Southgate; he was a trustee of St John’s Church, a member of the Freemasons’ Lodge, and a keen player with the Priory Park Bowling Club.

35.03	RICKARD, Winifred Emma  Born 12 Jan 1906, died 1 Sept 1962, aged 56
Winifred was the elder daughter of Emma and Herbert Rickard (above). In 1928 she was successful in the piano examinations held by the Trinity College of Music, and she was already taking pupils. Her pupils were themselves winning prizes by 1930, and they held an annual party and concert; in 1942 they gave a concert in aid of the Red Cross POW Parcels Fund. Winifred remained at the family home, 11 St Paul’s Road, until her death.

11.12	RICKETTS, Emma Grace  Died 1 June 1926, aged 84
Emma was born c. 1843 in Brighton to James Janes (alliterative name!), a flyman, and Emma, but she was not baptised until 1 Sept 1850, when a younger sibling was also being baptised.  In 1865 she married George Ricketts, and they lived in Brighton after some initial moves. They had a neat sequence of children: three girls, then three boys, then three girls. George died in 1897 (not 1896 as given on Emma’s headstone), and after working as a domestic cook in Brighton until the younger children became independent, Emma moved to live with her son Harry Charles, and then lived with her daughter Sarah and husband Harry Nicholls in Sidlesham; in 1922 they moved to 12 Pound Farm Road in Whyke, Emma’s last address.

10.29	RIDEOUT, Frederick  Baptised 14 Apr 1907, buried 28 Nov 1934, aged 27
	RIDEOUT, David John  Born 1st qtr 1934, buried 16 Apr 1935, aged 15 months
	RIDEOUT, Laura Fanny  Born 28 June 1905, buried 3 Aug 1977, aged 72
Following the death of his father Thomas (10.28), Frederick had to start work at 14 as a builder’s labourer. In 1932 he married Laura Fanny Damen at Weymouth, Dorset. She was the daughter of Charles, a labourer, and Ellen Damen. But tragedy struck this young couple also. Frederick died at 27, and their only child, David, died the following year. Laura was at 27 Whyke Road from 1939 to at least 1962, but she was buried from Southsea by “a Dissenting Minister”.

20.09	RIDEOUT, George Albert  Buried 4 May 1906, aged 7 months
His parents were Thomas and Annie Rideout of 44 York Rd: see on Thomas (10.28).

19.25	RIDEOUT, Phyllis Eileen  Buried 18 Nov 1918, aged 20 months
Her parents were Thomas Collins Rideout (10.28), a labourer, and Annie Mabel, of 44 York Road.

10.28	RIDEOUT, Thomas Collins  Baptised 27 Feb 1881, buried 15 Jan 1921, aged 39
This family suffered from numerous premature deaths. Thomas Collins Rideout was born at Boxgrove to George and Mary Rideout; his father was a shepherd, and Thomas became a general labourer. In 1904 he married Annie Mabel Bettesworth in Chichester, and they settled at 44 York Road. Annie hailed from South Hayling; her mother was Lizzie, her father George, a gardener. Her first two children, Thomas and George, both died in infancy (19.03 and 20.09). Not long afterwards her younger brother James Bettesworth, a general labourer who lived with them, died as a result of head injuries received in a bicycle collision at Bosham; he is buried here. Annie had two more children who did survive, Frederick and Emily Elizabeth, both baptised at Rumboldswyke, but then her husband Thomas died at 39. 

19.03	RIDEOUT, Thomas George  Buried 18 Jan 1905, aged 5 months 
Son of Thomas, a labourer, and Annie Mabel Rideout, of 44 York Road: see on his father (10.28).

3.17	RIDGERS, William Charles  Born 27 June 1891, died 5 May 1936 , aged 44
William was born at Windlesham, Surrey, to William, a bricklayer, and Mary Ridgers. He joined the Royal Navy as a boy entry in 1908, aged 14, and served for twenty years, including WW1, being discharged on 31 Dec 1927. He married Caroline Barden at South Bersted in May 1920, and their daughter Phyllis Mary was born there on 17 Jan 1921. Then followed a series of sons, Ronald, Stanley and Donald at Portsmouth and Harold in Westhampnet district. The family was living at 23 Cambrai Avenue when William died in RWSH. His funeral service was taken by the Southgate Methodist Church minister.

27.04	RIDOUT, Maud Eliza  Born 17 June 1883, died 18 Oct 1966, aged 83
Maud née Ward was born in Kilburn, London to George Ward, a carpenter, and his wife Elizabeth. In 1903 she married Herbert Carrington Ridout, a journalist, at Paddington. They lived in Willesden and had daughters Iris (1908) and Beryl (1910), in addition to a child who died young. In the 1911 Census Herbert was ‘Advertising Manager – Talking machines’. By 1921 he and Maud had separated, and Maud was in Chichester with the two daughters. They were at 86 Bognor Road; by 1939 they had moved to No. 33, which was Maud’s last address, though she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

25.22	RILEY, Alice Lilian  Born 3 Apr 1895, died 1 Dec 1980, aged 85
The Burial Plan and Burial Register wrongly give her middle name as Lilian; her headstone and all other records say Lucy. She was one of numerous children of James Riley, a bootmaker, and Agnes Lydia (5.06). They were living on Bognor Road when she was born, and she was baptised at St Mary’s. By 1911 the family had moved into 26 Caledonian Road, but Alice herself was a live-in housemaid to the Opies at 14 St John’s St (cf. 19.15). By 1930, however, she had rejoined her family at No. 26, and in 1939 she was working as an upholsterer. From 1935 she produced nativity plays at St George’s; the 1953 production had a cast of 40, of whom about half were adults. Alice remained at No. 26 for the rest of her life, but she died at Marjorie Cobby House, Selsey.

5.06	RILEY, Arthur James  Born 1 May 1893, died 5 Nov 1917, aged 24
	RILEY, Edward Guy  Born 25 May 1906, died 9 July 1953, aged 47
5.07	RILEY, James  Born 1858, died 20 Aug 1923, aged 65
	RILEY, Agnes Lydia  Born 1869, died 15 March 1954, aged 85
James was born in Leamington, Warwickshire to Sarah and James Riley, the latter a boot maker. He followed his father’s trade, and is called a cordwainer at his marriage in 1888. His age at marriage is given as 29, and his age at death is given as 65 on his MI and in the Burial Register; but earlier records show he was born in 1854, so he was 34 at marriage and 69 at death. The reduction in age was perhaps to lessen the age difference with Agnes, who was 20 at marriage. The marriage was at West Dean, and the bride was Agnes Lydia Elderton. She was born at Donnington, daughter of George Elderton, a gardener, and Mary. After marriage Agnes and James lived on Bognor Road and had several children including Sarah Annie (26.04), Arthur James (5.06), Alice Lucy (25.22) and Charles Henry (26.04). In 1901 they moved to Mid Lavant, where two more children were born, Joshua Sidney (20.11) and Lillian Agnes. They then returned to Whyke c. 1905 and had two more children, Edward Guy (5.06) and George Archibald. Home was now 26 Caledonian Road, and James and Agnes remained there until their respective deaths. James worked on boots and shoes in the adjoining shop, with his sons assisting him from time to time. Agnes was the Sunday School Superintendent at St George’s for many years.
     Arthur was the eldest son of James and Agnes. He enlisted soon after the outbreak of WW1, in September 1914, and served with the Royal Marine Artillery. He died at Eastney Barracks, Portsmouth, after a fall from a 3rd-floor window. “The body was conveyed by motor to Chichester for burial, and the military funeral ceremony was of an impressive character. A party of about fifty men of the Royal Marine Artillery attended, and a certain number were detailed to carry the deceased from Caledonian Road to St George’s Church, and thence to the Rumboldswyke Churchyard, but at their own request six of his personal friends undertook this duty” (Chichester Observer). Arthur is mentioned on the war memorial at St George’s, and that at the Litten.
     Edward was the second-youngest son of James and Agnes. He was apprenticed to a grocer, and in 1939 he was a grocer’s assistant, as well as a member of St John’s Ambulance Brigade. He did not marry, and lived throughout his life at the Riley family home, 26 Caledonian Road. He died at Aldingbourne Sanatorium, a tuberculosis sanatorium.
     George Archibald Riley, the youngest son of James and Agnes, born on 25 Nov 1908, is commemorated on their headstone, though not buried here. He married Margaret Pay in 1936 in Chichester, and they had a daughter Sheila in 1937. In the 1939 register George was a leather shop assistant. In WW2 he served as Gunner in the 85 Anti-Tank Regiment of the Royal Artillery. He died in Malaya POW Camp on 18 Oct 1943 at the age of 35, and is buried in Kanchanaburi War Cemetery, Thailand, grave 2 A 68.

26.04	RILEY, Charles Henry  Born 4 Nov 1896, died 27 Dec 1969, aged 73
	RILEY, Sarah Annie  Born 31 Aug 1891, died 23 June 1973, aged 81
Charles and Sarah, brother and sister, were Whyke natives – a rarity! Their parents were James Riley, a bootmaker, and Agnes. The family lived at 115 Bognor Road, and then from c. 1906 at 26 Caledonian Road, which remained the family home long-term. Charles took a leaf from his father’s book and became a boot repairer (1921, 1939). Sarah went into service, and, like many servants, moved around the country as positions became available: she was in Malvern in 1911, in Worthing in 1921, in Bognor in 1932, and in West Dean in 1939. By the end of WW2 she had retired to the family home at No. 26, and, like Charles, lived out her days there, though she died in RWSH.

20.11	RILEY, Joshua Sidney  Baptised 7 Apr 1901, died 8 June 1906, aged 5
He was one of numerous children of James Riley, a shoemaker, and Agnes Lydia. He died in the Isolation Hospital at Graylingwell.

29.17	RIPLEY, Alice Faith  Baptised 6 Sept 1885, died 14 July 1968, aged 82
Alice was born in Winchester to Peter Harding, a labourer and stoker, and his wife Martha. In 1907 she married Charlie Ripley, a coal carter, in Havant. They had 10 children. Charlie died in Havant in 1930, and thereafter we lose sight of Alice. Her eighth child, Dorothy, married Peter R. Carter in Portsmouth in 1944. The Whyke Burial Register says both Dorothy and Alice died at 118 Bognor Road, Chichester. But the Electoral Registers do not record them at that address. At any rate, they are buried together in this plot.

3.11	ROBBINS, Lillian Maud  Baptised 3 Oct 1869, buried 18 Nov 1931, aged 62
Lillian Maud née Overington was born in Walberton; her parents were George Overington, a painter and plumber, and his wife Elizabeth. She married William Burden in 1895, and after his early death she remarried in 1899 at St Pancras’ Church to Albert Lucas Robbins, a bookkeeper who had served for 13 years in the RAMC; he signed on again in WW1 achieving the rank of lance corporal. In the 1901 Census Lillian lived at 25 St Pancras where she was a Hotel Proprietress. By 1911 she and Albert had moved to 83 Cleveland Road, where they remained until her death in 1931. There were no children, but a nephew Eric Robbins lived with them, working as a carman in 1921 for Albert, who was a hire carter.  Albert moved to Petworth by 1939, he died there in 1948 aged 75.

25.35	ROBERTS, David George  Born 19 Oct 1949, died 8 Dec 2012, aged 63
David was Chichester-born, the third son of Charles Roberts and his wife Winifred née Noyce (25.33). Because of the unavailability of records, we know nothing about him. He may have been the David G. Roberts who married Janet E. Harry in 1969 in Chichester, but we cannot confirm that. He died in St Wilfrid’s Hospice in Chichester. Inscribed on his fine Celtic headstone are some lines of Emily Dickinson, “An hour is a sea / between a few and me / with them would harbour be.”

28.37	ROBERTS, Elizabeth May  Born 9 June 1885, buried 29 Aug 1963, aged 78
	ROBERTS, Albert Ernest  Born 21 July 1889, died 19 Apr 1977, aged 87
Elizabeth was born at Pyecombe, north of Brighton, to Rebecca Cozens and her husband William, a cowman. In the 1911 Census she was a domestic servant in the household of her married older sister Louisa Franks. Albert was born at Steyning, north of Worthing, to Rosina Roberts and her husband Thomas, a worker in a fellmonger’s yard. He enlisted in the R.N. in 1906, and served until the end of WW1. In 1916, when he married Elizabeth at New Shoreham in the middle of the war, he was stationed on HMS Vernon, which was used to carry out torpedo trials and to train new recruits for the Navy. The newly-weds made their home in Shoreham-by-Sea, and had a son Albert in 1920 and a daughter Margaret in 1921. After the war Albert Sr worked as a railway signalman. In 1933 the family moved to 54 Cambrai Avenue in Whyke. The 1939 Register records that Albert Sr was still a signalman, Albert Jr a railway halt keeper, and Margaret a general servant. Margaret married Frederick Tocock (27.35) in 1956, and the couple joined Albert Sr and Elizabeth at No. 54, which remained home for all four of them for the rest of their lives.

25.33	ROBERTS, Winifred Vera  Born 26 Aug 1909, died 20 Dec 2006, aged 97
The headstone at this plot commemorates Charles Victor Roberts 1906-1988 and his wife Winifred Vera 1909-2006. There is no record of Charles’ burial in the Burial Plan or Register. Katherine Slay did not record the headstone in the 1990s, which makes us think it was erected in 2006. Consequently we do not know whether Charles is buried here, but we have included him for completeness’ sake.
Charles was born on 1 October 1906 at Colwall, Herefordshire, son of John, a milk retailer, and Ruth. In 1927 he enlisted in the RAF. Winifred was Chichester-born, daughter of George and Mabel Noyce (14.43). She and Charles married in 1929 at Guildford, and made their civilian home in Chichester, where three sons were born, Tony in 1934, Charles in 1944 and David (25.35) in 1949. In 1939, with Charles no doubt mobilised, Winifred was “temporary domestic servant” to Walter and Rebecca Shippam (31.08) at Whyke Lodge. After the war the family lived at 36 Cambrai Avenue into the 1960s. Because of the unavailability of the electoral registers thereafter, we know nothing further, except that Winifred died at Donnington Care Home on Birdham Road.

27.20	ROBERTSON, Daisy Minnie  Born 13 Jan 1903, died 8 Nov 1970, aged 67
	ROBERTSON, Alexander Frost Millar  Born 7 Dec 1897, died 21 May 1981, aged 83
Daisy was born at Horsham to Ada Sargant and her husband John, a horse slaughterman. Her family was in Worthing in the 1911 Census, and in Portchester in 1921. Alexander has a Scottish name, appropriately since he was born at Saltcoats, Ayrshire, on the coast west of Glasgow. With salt in his blood, he enlisted in the Royal Navy at the age of 16, three months before the outbreak of WW1. Consequently he was based in Portsmouth, and in 1921 he was already courting Daisy in Portchester. They married at Fareham in 1924. With Alexander away at sea for long periods, Daisy no doubt continued to live with her parents; she bore Alexander J. (1925), Joyce Daisy (1928) and David James (1939). Alexander was pensioned in 1937, and he and Daisy set up home at 37 Ormonde Avenue, Whyke. But WW2 intervened, and Alexander was recalled to the Navy as a Leading Telegraphist. After the war they settled at 4 Willowbed Drive, which was the last address for both Daisy and Alexander.

27.20	ROBERTSON, David James  Born 18 Jan 1939, died 6 Sept 2008, aged 69
David was the youngest child of Daisy and Alexander (above). We know nothing about him, except that he lived in the early 2000s at 2a Grosvenor Road, and died in St Richard’s Hospital. His ashes were interred in his parents’ grave on 15 June 2009. 

21.23	ROBINSON, Alice Frances  Baptised 28 Jan 1891, buried 3 Feb 1891, aged 4 months
Her parents were Frederick Henry Robinson, a photographer, and Elizabeth, of Orchard Road.

34.17	ROBINSON, Caroline  Born 3 Oct 1861, bd. 13 Apr 1948, aged 86
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AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Caroline grew up in the ‘Anchor Inn’ in Sidlesham (pictured c. 1905; still operating in 2024), where her father George was publican, succeeded after his death by her mother Frances; Caroline was a barmaid in 1881. In 1883 at nearby St Mary’s Church she married Harry Hoad, a wheelwright. They had a son Cecil before Harry’s early death in Sidlesham in 1885. Caroline then returned to work at the ‘Anchor’, though in 1901 (when her brother Charles had taken over the licence) she was also dressmaking. Two years later at Selsey she married William James Robinson, a railway porter of Havant. Again they had one son Charlie before William died young in 1908. She may have persuaded William of the joys of running a pub, since in 1911 and 1921 we find her as publican of ‘The Perseverance’ at Havant (closed 2012). By 1939 Caroline, her son Charlie and his wife Olive (27.19) had moved to 7 Pound Farm Road, where Caroline finally called time.

27.19 	ROBINSON, Charlie  Born 6 Apr 1903, buried 15 June 1970, aged 67
	ROBINSON, Olive Frances  Born 19 Sept 1902, buried 18 Apr 1977, aged 74
The Robinsons are next door to the Robertsons at 27.20! Charlie was born in Selsey to Caroline Robinson and her husband William James, a railway porter. By 1911 William James had died, and Caroline was licensee of ‘The Perseverance’ pub in Havant; she still held the licence in 1921, by which time Charlie was a shipwright’s apprentice at H.M. Dockyard, Portsmouth. Olive was one of four daughters of Elijah John Clements and his wife Florence Mary (32.08). The 1921 Census records Olive as a packer with the Chichester Steam Laundry, like her mother. She and Charlie married in Portsmouth in 1923. They had a son Victor Charles in Chichester in 1923 (25.29) and a daughter Barbara in Havant (1928). By 1937 they had settled at 7 Pound Farm Road; the 1939 Register shows Charlie as still a shipwright at Portsmouth Dockyard, so presumably he commuted by train. No. 7 was Charlie’s last address, but Olive died in Florence Road – perhaps at the home of one of her children?

19.27	ROBINSON, Douglas Sidney  Buried 17 Nov 1920, aged 4 months
He was the son of Mary Robinson and William George Robinson of Whyke Road; his father was a chauffeur.

28.22	ROBINSON, Ernest  Born 19 July 1888, died 26 Feb 1966, aged 77
ROBINSON, Hetty Maud  Born 14 Feb 1884, died 11 March 1977, aged 93
Ernest was born in Newmarket to Louisa Robinson and her husband Frederick, a ‘Turf Correspondent’. By 1912 Ernest was working for the B.S.C. Railway, and living in Railway Cottage in Littlehampton. Hetty née Parker was born on Valentine’s Day 1884 to Mary Parker and Eli, a bricklayer; her parents lived on Whyke Lane, and she was baptised at Rumboldswhyke on 16 March. In 1903 at Rumboldswhyke she married William Barnes, a carman, i.e. a ‘man with a van’. They lived at 23 York Road, and had three sons, William Charles (1903), Alfred Eli (1909) and George (1911). William Sr died in the Emergency Hospital in 1913, and Hetty then remarried in 1916 to Ernest Robinson. They remained at 23 York Road and had at least two children, Celia Hetty (1919) and Gilbert (1925). In the 1921 Census Ernest was still working for the railway as a goods porter. His wages at this time averaged £3 1s. 2d. per week, of which he had to pay 2s. 6d. per week towards the maintenance of his father Frederick in Fulbourn Asylum – a reminder of the parsimonious lives of working-class people a century ago. In the 1939 Register Ernest had become a boot repairer. He and Hetty lived out their lives at No. 23, though Ernest died in St Richard’s Hospital.

19.29	ROBINSON, Ernest George  Buried 22 March 1924, aged 13 months
His parents were Ernest Robinson, a railway porter, and his wife Hetty, of 23 York Road.

25.29	ROBINSON, Irene Mildred ‘Sue’  Born 27 Jan 1925, died 29 May 1993, aged 68
	ROBINSON, Victor Charles  Born 4th qtr 1923, died 26 Jan 2009, aged 85
Irene née Ellis was born on the Isle of Wight to Edwin Ellis, a master tailor, and his wife Mildred. By 1939 the family had moved to 17 Pound Farm Road, Whyke. Victor grew up just a few houses away, at 7 Pound Farm Road. His mother was Olive Robinson, his father Charles, a shipwright at the R.N. docks at Portsmouth (27.19). Victor and Irene, perhaps childhood sweethearts, married in 1950. After a few moves they settled by 1954 at ‘Garfield’, 152 Whyke Road, which was Irene’s last address. Her nickname ‘Sue’ is noted on her headstone. Victor Charles’ burial is not recorded in the parish Burial Register, but a small wooden cross was placed on this plot, with a plaque giving his name, date of death and age; this may suggest that his ashes were deposited here.

9.16	ROBINSON, James  Buried 9 Dec 1910, aged 87
He was a farm worker all his life, as was his father Edward. He was born c. 1823 in the Lagness hamlet of Pagham parish; his mother was Charlotte. In 1845 he married Elizabeth Clinch at Pagham. She was also from Lagness, and they lived there until c. 1867, when they moved to Oving and then to Vinetrow Farm House on North Mundham. They had nine children, the first eight all born at Lagness. After Elizabeth’s death in January 1901, James lived with his married daughter Charlotte Still at 20 Grove Road for the rest of his life.

16.08	ROBINSON, Thomas  Baptised 24 Oct 1852, died 29 Dec 1896, aged 44
Thomas was a bricklayer, born at Sidlesham, the son of George and Mary. In 1879 he married Kate Young at Oving; Kate had been born in London, the daughter of Samuel Young, a boot closer, and his wife Elisa. It seems that Thomas and Kate had just one child, Thomas Alfred (34.21, below). After Thomas’ early death, Kate remarried twice, and is buried here with her last surname Boyling.

34.21	ROBINSON, Thomas Alfred  Born 3 June 1880, bd. 30 Jan 1850, aged 69
ROBINSON, Elizabeth  Born 29 Dec 1884, bd. 9 Sept 1963, aged 78
Thomas was a Chichester native, son of Thomas, a bricklayer (16.08 above), and Kate. In 1901 he was working as a moulder in a foundry. By 1905, however, he had moved to Islington, London, and on Christmas Day of that year he married Elizabeth Coleman, daughter of Joseph, a builder, and Ann. They had five daughters, including Doris (married name Cook, buried here), and a son. Around 1919 they moved to Whyke, to 21 Grove Road, where one more daughter was born. Thomas was now a builder’s labourer, and in 1939 a bricklayer like his father. He died at No. 21, and Elizabeth at 43 Langdale Avenue.

19.24	ROE, Emily  Born 4th qtr 1847, died 33 May 1920, aged 72
Emily was the youngest child of Sarah Wheeler, who is buried in the same grave, and her husband James. In 1871 Emily married Andrew Roe, a baker who hailed from Midhurst. They moved to Luton, where Emily had a son Albert and then three daughters, the youngest being Eva Daisy (1882). Andrew developed mental problems and committed suicide in 1888; Emily then carried on the baking business with her son’s help. But by 1894 she was able to move from Luton to Chichester with Eva Daisy, and live on her own means. Home was 30 Cleveland Road, where she remained until her death.

30.30	ROGERS, Gerald  Died 13 Aug 1960, aged 38
Gerald was killed in a car crash near Petworth, while driving from London to Chichester to see his wife Sylvia. He was working as a chef in a London pub. He had married Sylvia Thora Josling, of 37 Caledonian Road, in Chichester in 1957. Because his name is a common one, we are not able to trace his history before the marriage.

27.26	ROSE, Alfred Arthur  Born 6 Oct 1889, died 8 Apr 1971, aged 81
	ROSE, Evelyn Vera  Born 21 May 1895, died 8 Oct 1975, aged 80
Alfred was born in Salford, near Chipping Norton, Oxfordshire, to Alice and Reuben Rose. Reuben was a wool loom turner in 1891, but by 1901 he was helping his father to run Rectory Farm in Salford, and by 1911 he had taken over the farm, with Alfred assisting as cowman. In 1916 Alfred enlisted with the Royal Warwickshire Regiment. He served in France and was wounded in action: he was discharged in 1919 as “no longer physically fit for war service”. Evelyn née Wilson was born in Whyke, daughter of Evelyn and William,  a “Preserved Provision Cook” (presumably for Shippams). She and Alfred married in 1920 in Chichester. By 1931 they had settled at Lake Lane, Barnham, where Alfred was a market gardener in 1939 and Evelyn was a dressmaker. Sometime after 1958 they moved to ‘Larkspur’, Cambrai Avenue, which was the last address for both of them.  
	
1.26	RUDLING, Robert Charles  Born 17 Feb 1908, died 13 Nov 1941, aged 33
	RUDLING, Charlotte  Born 17 Feb 1881, died15 Apr 1961, aged 80
	RUDLING, Robert Benjamin  Born 29 Aug 1882, died 22 Feb 1966, aged 84
Charlotte née Smith was daughter of George Francis Smith, publican of the ‘New Inn’ at 33 Whyke Road, and his wife Jane Frances (both 16.24). Robert Benjamin’s parents were Susan and William James Rudling; he was born at Coulsdon, Surrey, where his father was manager of the local lime works. He married Charlotte at Whyke on Christmas Day 1906, and their first child Robert James was born here. They then moved back to Coulsdon, where RBR succeeded his father as manager of the lime works. Four children were born in Coulsdon: Francis Kathleen (24.32), William George, Arthur Leonard and Margaret. RBR saw service in WW1 from 1917 as a gunner in the Royal Field Artillery (No.208528). After the War they returned briefly to the New Inn, but in 1922 RBR was appointed manager of a sand quarry near Cocking, owned by Hall & Son Ltd, Building Supplies. They lived at 3 Malt House Cottages in Cocking, which was the last address for both Charlotte and RBR.
	Robert James lived with his parents throughout his life. The 1939 Register shows him working as a bus conductor. He died in care at 9 College Lane, Chichester.



18.16	RUDWICK, Margaret  Baptised 14 May 1808, buried 4 Oct 1893, aged 85
Margaret née Lover was born in Sidlesham, daughter of Nathaniel and Sarah Lover. She married George Rudwick, a farm worker from Sidlesham, in 1832. By 1841 they had settled at Hunston, where they had three sons and two daughters. By 1871 they had moved to Bognor Road, Whyke, where Margaret was working as a laundress. George died in 1872, aged 63, and is buried at Hunston. In the 1881 Census Margaret is lodging on Wickham Road and working as a seamstress. In 1891 she lived on Whyke Road, which was her last address.

9.21	RUFF, Flora Ann  Born 30 Aug 1869, died 11 Apr 1942, aged 72
The entry for Flora in the burial register for 16 April 1942 notes, “Burial of ashes after cremation”. This is the earliest instance recorded in the register of ashes being deposited: the next examples are in the 1960s, and Chichester Crematorium was not opened until 1971. However, a memorial in the Old Churchyard to Edith and George Norris notes that their ashes were placed there in 1915 and 1928 respectively. 
	Flora Ann Denham was born in Northwood, Isle of Wight; her mother was Jane, her father Charles, a carpenter, ship’s joiner, and innkeeper of the Flowerpot Inn (still standing). In 1897 she married Mark Henry Ruff, a sergeant with the Royal Marines, and in civilian life a watchmaker and jeweller. They lived in Alverstoke and later at 7a Stoke Road, Gosport, and had three children. There was some connection with Quebec (perhaps from WW1?), since Mark visited there around 1920, and Flora in 1933. Flora was still in Gosport in the 1939 Register (Mark was then in Ealing), but her address in the burial register was 92 Whyke Lane, Chichester.

?	RUSSELL, Florence  Buried 21 Apr 1888, aged 2 days 
If this is the Florence Russell who was privately baptised on 15 April 1888, her parents were Hezekiah and Beatrice Russell. She was buried from Jubilee Terrace. For the location of her burial, see on George CHASE.

27.17	RUSSELL, Gertrude Anna Clayton  Born 21 Jan 1888, died 26 Feb 1970, aged 82
Gertrude was born in Manningham, a working-class area of Bradford, Yorkshire. Her parents were Joanna (or Anna) Edelstein and her husband Victor, a woollen yarn merchant; they were both born in Prussia, part of Germany. It was a well-to-do family, with four servants in the 1891 Census. They changed their Germanic surname to Elston around the start of WW1, and Elston was the name under which Gertrude was married in 1916 in Manningham. Her groom was William Noel Clayton Russell, an engineer, who was then deployed in France. They had a daughter Sonia in 1919 in Bradford, and then moved to upscale Harrogate, where they had three servants. They were still in Harrogate in 1939, with Sonia noted as an ambulance driver and Gertrude as a car driver. After the war William died in Worthing in 1947, and Sonia was established in Chichester by 1952, but Gertrude disappears from the records until her death at 14 Oak Close, Parklands, Chichester; it is unclear why she was buried at Whyke.

2.18	RUSSELL, Leonard William  Born 12 Feb 1887, died 14 July 1939, aged 52
He was born at Gravesend, son of Robert and Emma Russell. By 1911 Robert was trading in Portsmouth as an Estate Agent; Leonard was living with them and was in the RN as a boilermaker. He had signed on to the RN in April 1910 age 23, and served for 22 years until April 1932, leaving as a Chief Engine Room Artificer II. In 1912 in Portsmouth he married Marjorie Knight, sister of Grace Middleton (8.31); they had no children. After leaving the Navy Leonard held a licensed house in Ripley, Surrey for two years, and then held the licence of the ‘New Inn’, 34 Whyke Road, from 1935 to his death in 1939. Marjorie ran the pub during his final illness, and was granted the licence in August 1939. It appears that she continued to run the pub during the war years: she was still there in 1950, though the publicans from 1948 were Albert Ellis and his wife Marion.

21.26	RUSSELL, Thomas James  Baptised 16 June 1889, buried 17 March 1890, aged 10 months
His parents were Hezekiah Reuben Russell, a photographer, and Beatrice Annie Maria, of Elm Grove.

7.34	RYE, Mary Mildred Emma, Baptised 12 May 1895, died 2 June 1915, aged 20
She was born in Folkestone, Kent, one of 11 children of George and Mary Jane Rye, who were both probation officers. In 1901 the family moved to Warwick, and Mary was working there as a dressmaker in the 1911 Census. Her address in the burial register was 145 Whyke Road, but we do not know the circumstances that brought her to Chichester. 
Also commemorated on Mary’s headstone is her older brother Walter Harold Rye, killed in WW1. He was born on 25 Jan 1889 at Hoo, Kent. In the 1911 Census we find him as a clothier’s assistant at Bishop’s Castle, Shropshire. He married Marion Martin in 1915 at nearby Clun, Shropshire; their home at the time of his death was Selly Park, Birmingham. As Private 16748 9th Bn, Royal Warwickshire Regiment, he was killed in action in Mesopotamia on his 28th birthday, 25 Jan 1917. He is buried in the Amara War Cemetery, Iraq. His name is not on the Litten War Memorial in Chichester. 

24.15	SALE, Kathleen  Born 5 Sept 1900, buried 20 Feb 1987, aged 86
Kathleen née Cash was born to Walter and Kate Cash at Tilmanstone in eastern Kent, but grew up in Putney, where her father was a Metropolitan Police constable attached to New Scotland Yard.  In 1921 she was working as a shorthand typist. She married Philip Arthur Morton Sale, a tax officer with the Inland Revenue, at Wandsworth in 1926, and her surname thereafter was sometimes given as Morton Sale or Morton-Sale, sometimes as plain Sale. Soon after marriage the couple moved to Appledram, and then in 1935 to 7 Barford Road in Whyke, where they stayed for the rest of their lives. Philip died in 1961, and is buried at 29.15. A daughter Audrey was born in 1930, and a son Philip in 1933.

29.15	SALE, Philip Arthur Morton  Born 2 July 1898, died 23 Aug 1961, aged 63
He was born in South Kensington, London, to Philip Morton Sale, a watchmaker, and Ada Elenor. In WW1 he served with the King’s Royal Rifle Corps. Afterwards he became a clerk with the Inland Revenue at Wandsworth, and there in 1926 he married Kathleen Cash. They moved to Appledram, and then settled by 1935 at 7 Barford Rd, which remained home for the rest of their lives. By 1939 Philip had risen to senior tax officer. A daughter Audrey was born in 1930, and a son Philip in 1933. Kathleen died in 1987, and is buried at 24.15.

31.22	SALTER, William John  Born 1 Jan 1908, died 17 Dec 1957, aged 49
William was a naval man through and through; surnamed Salter, he had salt in his veins. He was born in Petworth, son of Ernest Frederick Salter, a tailor, and Elizabeth. He was a ‘boy’ with the RN at Portsmouth from the age of 15, and at the earliest opportunity, 1 Jan 1926, he enlisted for 12 years; he then continued through WW2, by which time he was a Petty Officer, and ended his active service in March 1948. In 1933 he married Esme Alice Ewen at her home village of Duncton; their residence  (when William was on leave) was 12 Winden Avenue, and that was his last address.

35.26	SANDS, Henry Robert  Born 24 Oct 1874, died 15 Jan 1949, aged 74
He was a Londoner through and through, and a cab driver. His parents were Henry, an engine turner, and Catherine. His first wife was Elizabeth, a Scot: we have not found a record of the marriage, which must have been c.1891, but they had at least four children in the East End. After Elizabeth’s premature death Henry married Maud Ethel Hadley, 14 years his junior, at Lambeth in 1910. He was still cab-driving in 1921, but by 1939 he was running a café in Lambeth. Sometime between then and 1945 he and Maud moved to 11 Velyn Avenue, Whyke, which was Henry’s last address.

15.14	SAUNDERS, Ann  Buried 11 March 1899, aged 75
She was buried from Chichester Workhouse. We have not been able to trace her earlier.
 
12.06	SAUNDERS, John  Died 10 Aug 1905, aged 41
At the age of 18, in 1881, John enlisted in the 43rd Brigade at Chichester Barracks.  The following year he married Kate Cecilia Harding at St Paul’s, Chichester: he was 19, she 18. His soldiering explains why he cannot be found in the 1891 Census, but he resurfaces in 1901 at 66 High Street, Chichester, where he is a wine merchant’s porter. His birthplace is given in 1901 as Trotton Marsh, Sussex (five miles west of Midhurst), and his father was John, but his birth record is elusive. He and Kate had a daughter Annie Cecilia in 1883. The widowed Kate died in Chichester in 1926.

26.25	SAVAGE, Thomas Edward  Born 25 Sept 1901, buried 13 Jan 1977, aged 75
	SAVAGE, Agnes  Born 14 Jan 1905 died 10 Jan 1995, aged 89
Thomas was born in Gosport; his mother was Ann, his father George, a skilled labourer in HM Dockyard. The 1921 Census shows Thomas as a gas fitter with Gosport Gas & Coke Co. Agnes née Voller was also Gosport-born, daughter of Agnes Voller and John, a skilled worker for the Admiralty; she was an older sister of Norah Ellen (26.26). She married Thomas in Gosport in 1924, and had children Raymond in 1925 and Cynthia in 1934. By 1929 they were living at 35 Whyke Lane, and in 1936 they moved to 33 Winden Avenue, which remained home for the rest of their lives. In the 1939 Register Thomas was a gas fitter.  Agnes’ death was recorded in Manchester, but presumably she was there on a visit, as the Whyke Burial register gives her address as 33 Winden Avenue. She died four days short of her 90th birthday.   

16.03	SAXBY, William  Baptised 11 March 1877, buried 4 Dec 1923, aged 47
	SAXBY, Emily  Baptised 6 Feb 1887, buried 6 Jan 1964, aged 77
William was born at Pagham, son of William and Ellen Saxbee. By 1891 he and his parents had moved to Appledram, where in 1908 he married Emily Cox. Emily’s father Fred was a cowman, and in 1911 William was a shepherd, so they shared an interest in farm stock. However, by 1918 William and Emily had moved to 84 Grove Road in Chichester. Following William’s early death, Emily remained at that address for the next 40 years until her own death.

17.38	SAXTON, Richard Henry  Born 2nd qtr 1844, buried 26 Sept 1896, aged 52
He was the son of John and Phebe Saxton, born at Portsea. His father had died by 1851, and like others left fatherless he went into the Forces, in this case the Royal Navy: he was at sea in 1871, and posted at the Coast Guard Station, Selsey, in 1881. In 1870 at Portsea he married Jane Ann Hayward, and they had a son and two daughters. His RN service ended in 1883, and he then settled at Whyke Lane, where a further daughter and son were born. Richard supplemented his naval pension with work as a brewery cellarman (1891).

16.12	SAYERS, Jane  Baptised 23 Feb 1830, died 27 Feb 1897 , aged 67
Jane née Greenfield was the daughter of Maurice, a blacksmith, and Lucy; she was born at Nuthurst, but by 1841 the family had moved to Horsham. In the 1851 Census she was a dressmaker, a standard occupation for an unmarried daughter. On 23 Jan 1858 she married Mark Sayers, an engineer. Kate, apparently their only child, was born the following year. Kate married James Thomas Knight in 1889. Mark died the following year, and Jane moved into the home of the newly-weds. They were all on Grove Road when Jane died in 1897. Kate and James were eventually buried in the same grave as Jane. 

24.34	SCAMMELL, Joan Gertrude  Born 10 July 1930, died 3 July 2000, aged 69
Joan née Adams was the daughter of Mabel, a leather stitcher, and John, a vulcanite turner. She was born in Camberwell, and the family were in Dartford in 1939, before moving to Petworth. In 1954 she married David George Scammell in Petworth. In 1957 Joan and David moved from Petworth to 14 St Martin’s St, Chichester, and in 1961 to 35 Ormonde Avenue, where Joan lived for the rest of her life, dying a week before her 70th birthday.

30.20	SCARTERFIELD, Emily Eliza  Born 15 Feb 1886, died 6 Apr 1960, aged 74
Emily Eliza née Parvin was born in Whyke to William Parvin (7.17), a gas fitter, and his wife Ann (8.17). In 1912 at Whyke she married Arthur Scarterfield. They lived at 43 Green Lane, and later (by 1934) at ‘Shandallagh’ on Fishbourne Rd. Arthur was a grocer at marriage, a furniture salesman in 1921, and a ladies’ tailor (jointly with Emily) in 1939. Emily’s sister Kate (7.17) was with them as housekeeper in 1921, and still in 1939. In 1956 Emily and Arthur moved to 28 Cedar Drive, which was Emily’s last address.

19.08	SCARTERFIELD, John Frederick  Bapt. 16 Feb 1845, died 29 March 1891, aged 46
	SCARTERFIELD, Grace  Baptised 20 Dec 1840, buried 30 Dec 1899, aged 59
John was baptised at Oving, son of Thomas, a labourer, and Lucy; he trained and worked as a carpenter. Grace née Waygood was born at Glanvilles Wootton, Dorset, to George, a yeoman farmer, and Elizabeth. Like many young women who went into domestic service, Grace was peripatetic: in the 1861 Census we find her as a dairy maid in a household with nine servants in Hertfordshire. In 1867 she married John at West Stoke, Sussex. They lived in Oving until 1878 when John took the licence of the ‘Roundabout House Inn’, at the junction of Whyke Road and Bognor Road: see Aspects of Whyke p. 45, which says “other Scarterfields were also licensees of other pubs in the area”. Grace had a series of five daughters, including Ada Elizabeth (19.07), but no sons. After John’s death in 1891 she continued to hold the licence of the ‘Roundabout’. In 1899 she moved from the pub into the home of the newly married Ada Elizabeth at 42 Bognor Road, and she died there at the end of that year.

26.10	SCOTT, Anne  Born 2 May 1922, died 5 Jan 1974, aged 51
	SCOTT, Stanley John  Born 28 May 1924, died 18 May 2009, aged 84
Anne was born in Poplar, daughter of Arthur Bury, a flour mill worker, and Minnie née Mudd. We do not know what brought her to Chichester, but we would guess that she was in service. Stanley was born on the Manhood Peninsula, perhaps at Birdham, to Donald George Scott, a dairy farmer, and Esther née Haskins. In 1939 he was a ‘garage boy’. He married Anne in the Chichester district in 1947, and by 1950 they were living at 62 Whyke Lane. A daughter Julie was born in 1951. Anne died in RWSH in 1974; Stanley remained at No. 62 until shortly before his death, which occurred at St Richard’s Hospital just 10 days before his 85th birthday.

20.28	SCOTT, Joseph  Buried 31 May 1888, aged 69
	SCOTT, Mary  Buried 6 Jan 1893, aged 78
This couple were in Havant in the 1881 Census, when both reported their birthplace as Lakenheath, Suffolk. By 1885 they had moved to 18 Victoria Road, Chichester; Mary died there, and probably Joseph also, though the burial register gives his address as Orchard Road. We cannot be certain about their earlier history. There is a couple in Higham, Suffolk in the 1871 Census, but there are differences of name (Mary Ann rather than Mary), birthplace and age.

10.17	SCOTT, Richard  Baptised 30 Oct 1836, buried 7 July 1917, aged 81
	SCOTT, Mary Ann  Baptised 2 May 1841, buried 7 Nov 1925, aged 84
10.18	SCOTT, Henry  Baptised 12 Aug 1866, buried 20 Apr 1909, aged 42
	SCOTT, Lucy  Baptised 6 Sept 1868, buried 9 Mar 1929, aged 60
Richard was baptised at Stedham, and as a child he would have known the ancient hollow yew tree in its churchyard. He was the son of William, a farm worker, and Charlotte. By 1861 he had moved to Littlehampton, where he worked as a gardener. In November of that year he married Mary Ann née Dyer, a native of Littlehampton and daughter of George, a sawyer, and Harriet. They had three sons: William, who died young; Walter George (13.29) and Henry (10.18). By 1871 they had moved to Chichester, and by 1881 they lived and kept a grocer’s shop at 96-97 Bognor Road; they remained there for the rest of their lives (though other people were keeping the shop by 1905, Aspects of Whyke p. 32). Here a fourth son was born, Albert Edward.
	Henry was born in Littlehampton, but came to Chichester with his family while small, lived on Bognor Road, and trained as a carpenter. In 1890 at Rumboldswyke he married Lucy née Bailey; she was born at Pagham to Alfred, a ship’s captain in the merchant service, and his wife Lucy. They had some four children before Henry’s early death in 1909. Lucy was still at 94 Bognor Road in 1925, but she died in hospital in Leatherhead.

13.29	SCOTT, Rose  Baptised 8 Apr 1866, died 25 Feb 1929, aged 62
	SCOTT, Walter George  Baptised 24 July 1864, died 3 Sept 1948, aged 84
They were both born elsewhere and came to Whyke as children. Rose’s birthplace was West Firle, near Lewes; her parents Harriett and George Lambert, the latter a gardener. As for Walter (clearly named after the novelist), he was Littlehampton-born, the eldest child of Richard Scott, a grocer, and Mary Ann. Rose and Walter married at Whyke in 1887. Walter had enlisted in the Royal Navy as a carpenter in 1885, and even after discharge in 1897 he worked as a shipwright in HM dockyard at Portsmouth. Consequently throughout their marriage they divided their time between Whyke and Portsmouth; of their four daughters, the first three were born in Portsmouth, the fourth in Whyke. Likewise Rose died in Whyke, but Walter in Portsmouth.

26.26	SCOTT-HAY, Norah Ellen  Born 19 Apr 1916, died 8 March 1978, A* 20 March 1978, aged 61
An elusive person! Our first definite sighting of her is in the 1939 Register for St Pancras, London, when her name is Nora E. Coia, wife of Soliardo Coia and mother of Soliardo E. Coia; the Register records that she later became Noreen (sic) Scott-Hay. There is a birth record for Gusto R. Coia in Chichester in 1942; his mother was née Voller. Nora Voller was born in Gosport in 1916 (1st quarter) to Agnes Voller and John, a skilled worker for the Admiralty. We cannot find a marriage record of this Nora to Soliardo Coia, but the fact that her ashes were deposited next to the grave of her older sister Agnes (26.25) confirms the identity. The next sighting is the marriage of Norah E. Coia to William S. Hay (i.e. Scott Hay?) in Watford in 1957. Norah then shows up (without William) at 20 Winden Avenue in 1962-63, after which the electoral registers become unavailable. Norah’s last address was 136 Bognor Road.

34.33	SEARLE, Eva  Born 18 Apr 1872, bd. 25 Sept 1951, aged 79
	SEARLE, Maurice  Born 19 Jan 1878, bd. 31 Dec 1954, aged 76
Eva née Whiting was born in Ifield, near Crawley, to William, a farm worker, and Jane. Maurice hailed from Coldwaltham, near Pulborough; his father was Charles, also a farm worker, and his mother was Harriet. Maurice worked as a railway clerk. In 1899 he married Eva in Brighton, where she was in domestic service. They had a son William Charles in Brighton, then moved in 1902 to Chichester, where a daughter Eva May was born. Maurice became chief clerk of the Goods Department at Chichester Station, and they lived on Lyndhurst Road.  In 1931 Maurice was promoted to stationmaster at Gosport, and they were still there in 1939, by which time Maurice had worked for well over 40 years on the railways. By 1945 they had returned to Whyke, to 31A Caledonian Road, which was their last address.

18.15	SEAWARD, William James  Baptised 5 Jan 1873, died 11 May 1922, aged 49
	SEAWARD, Louisa  Born 7 Dec 1879, buried 12 Dec 1961, aged 82
	SEAWARD, Reginald Thomas  Baptised 5 May 1907, died 4 Sept 1986, aged 79
	SEAWARD, William James  Baptised 2 Aug 1903, died 22 Sept 1990, aged 87
William James was born in Beer, Devon, the son of James & Sarah Seaward. In the 1881 Census his father was a fisherman, his mother a lace finisher. Between 1891 and 1901 William moved to Chichester, and in 1901 he was a boarder at 13 Whyke Lane, occupation P.O. clerk. On 31 March 1902 he married Louisa Smith at Rumboldswyke. Louisa had been born in 1879 at East Dean, Sussex, daughter of Thomas Smith, a carter, and his wife Phebe. The couple had two sons, William James, baptised 2 Aug 1903 at Rumboldswyke (when the family was at 17 Caledonian Rd), and Reginald Thomas, baptised 5 May 1907 at Beer. In 1938 the family moved from 41 Caledonian Road, where they had been for a number of years, to 5 Orchard Gardens. William James Sr was a sorting clerk and telegraphist at the Post Office for about 22 years. He died at the young age of 49 in 1922, and Louisa almost 40 years later at the age of 82. 
     In the 1939 Register William Jr is a Printer’s Machine Minder; Reginald is Chief Clerk, City Treasurer’s Office. After the war the two of them lived with their mother at 16 Lyndhurst Road, until she died in care at 9 College Lane. Ancestry has no marriage record for either son. The original Burial Plan records a Mrs Seaward whose ashes were deposited in this plot; this seems likely to be Louisa. Reginald’s ashes were deposited here on 25 Sept 1986, and William’s on 4 Oct 1990; in both these records the address is given as Velyn House, which was Velyn Avenue off the Hornet.

31.29	SELLEK, Mary Hettie  Born 3 Nov 1877, died 30 May 1958, aged 80
Mary née Daughtry was born at Trotton, near Midhurst, to George, a groom and gardener, and Mary Ann. Her family moved to Chichester, and in 1901 she married Herbert Henry Sellek, a coachman, at Rumboldswhyke. They settled in Portsmouth, where Herbert became a labourer at the dockyard, and where two sons were born, Herbert and Wilfred. Herbert senior died in 1942 in Portsmouth, and by 1951 Mary had returned to Whyke, to 46 York Road. As with the occupants of 31.24 and 31.30, her burial was omitted from the parish’s Burial Register.

18.39	SEWARD, Sarah Ann  Born 23 Aug 1885, died 26 Mar 1943, aged 58
	SEWARD, Lewis George  Born 6 July 1875, died 4 Feb 1955, aged 79
Sarah née Miles was born in Portsmouth to Selina Miles and her husband John, a carpenter. By 1891 her family were living on Whyke Lane. Lewis George Seward was born in Petersfield to Lewis Seward, a saddler and harness maker, and his wife Mary. By 1891 his family lived in Oving; our Lewis, aged 15, was a draper’s assistant, and had been educated at the Oliver Whitby School in West Street, Chichester. He enlisted in the Royal Navy in 1902, and from 1909 he was a Master at Arms, i.e. an officer responsible for maintaining discipline, and a member of the R.N. Police. He and Sarah married at Rumboldswyke on 22 April 1911; he was 35 and she was 26. They lived at 32 Whyke Lane until 1937, then moved along to No. 64. Lewis left the Navy in 1920; in 1921 he was a warehouseman working for Messrs. Treagus and Sons, provision merchants, and in 1939 a cleaner for the Post Office. Sarah died in RWSH; Lewis lived in Tooting, London, toward the end of his life, and he died in Tooting Bec Hospital.

34.26	SEYFANG, Robert Henry  Born 12 Dec 1873, died 9 Aug 1950, aged 76
	SEYFANG, Maria  Died 29 June 1960
Robert was born in Lewisham to Frederick Christopher Seyfang, a civil servant, and his wife Jane Shirley. Maria née Edwards was born in Enfield; her father was John according to her marriage record, but we have not traced her birth or her mother’s name. She and Robert married at Forest Gate, Essex, in 1895, and had two children, Robert Edwards and Nora. Our Robert worked for the travel agent Thomas Cook for 40 years. As if to compensate for this consistency, he moved house frequently: we find them in South Weald in 1911, in Southend in 1914, in Fryern Barnet in 1921. After retirement he moved to Brighton, and then in 1933 to Chichester, where he became a confectioner. He, Maria and Nora lived at ‘Virginia’, 21 Whyke Lane, until his death in RWSH in 1950; Maria and Nora then moved to 65 Cambrai Avenue, where Maria died in 1960. Her date of death is recorded on Robert’s headstone, but she does not appear in the Burial Register or Burial Plan: was she perhaps cremated?

29.20	SHAND, Emily Ruth  Born 1st qtr 1885, died 29 Feb 1962, aged 77
Her parents’ surname was Howe, but we have not discovered their forenames. In 1909 she married Stanley Henry Shand, a decorator and upholsterer, who like Emily was born at St Pancras, London. They lived at 117 Park Street, Camden Town until Stanley’s death in 1937. We are not sure of Emily’s movements thereafter, until she appears in 1956, living with Geoffrey & Gwendoline Bailey at 14 Whyke Road, which was her last address. She made Gwendoline executrix of her will.

17.11	SHARMAN, Arthur  Buried 7 May 1923, aged 56
The burial register gives his address as 20 Pound Farm Road. The 1921 Census records an Arthur Sharman aged 51 (sic) at 33 Whyke Road, unmarried, born London, a retired licensed victualler. Is this the same man? If so, we have not been able to trace him earlier.

1.05	SHARP, Elsie Maud  Born 31 Jan 1890, died 8 July 1940, age 50 
Elsie née Thompson was born in Bognor Regis; her father was Joseph, but we have not found her mother’s name. In 1911 Elsie was working as a domestic cook in Summersdale, Chichester. The following year she married Henry John Sharp, a shop assistant and later an upholsterer, at St George’s, Whyke. They settled at 11 Whyke Lane, and had at least two daughters who survived, Elsie J. (1913) and Roma Jay (1930), as well as Christine (1928) who died soon after birth (19.33). In 1938 they moved to 44 Bognor Road, where Henry was a grocer (Aspects of Whyke p. 31) as well as upholsterer, and where Elsie died before her time. 



19.33	SHARP, Christine  Buried 7 Jan 1928, aged 2 days
Daughter of Elsie and Henry John Sharp (01.05) of 11 Whyke Lane.

10.35	SHARP, Henry Walter  Baptised 6 Feb 1859, buried 8 March 1922, aged 65
10.36	SHARP, Louisa  Buried 9 July 1913, aged 16
10.37	SHARP, Sarah  Baptised 6 June 1858, buried 6 March 1924, aged 66
Henry Walter was born at Sidlesham, the son of Henry, a gardener, and Ann. Sarah was born at Birdham, daughter of John Dyer, a groom, and Fanny; she was a younger sister of Martha, and hence sister-in-law to James Knapp (10.33). After marrying in 1880 they lived in East Wittering, then in Birdham, before coming to Whyke in the late 1890s; Henry was a farm worker, and no doubt moved as work required. They had eight children, including Louisa, and Amelia Fanny who married Albert Green (11.34); two of Amelia’s children, Phyllis and Vera Green, are buried at 10.36 with their cousin Louisa. From c. 1912 the family home was 22 Grove Road, though Henry and Sarah are recorded in West Wittering in the 1921 Census.
	Louisa was the youngest child of Henry and Sarah Sharp. In the 1911 Census she was at work in the laundry business, as a packer.

15.35	SHAWYER, Emily  Born 2nd qtr 1864, died 1 July 1943, aged 79
	SHAWYER, William James  Born 16 Feb 1862, died 28 Nov 1944, aged 82
Emily was born at Thakeham near Storrington to Stephen and Frances Charman. In 1881 she was in service in Sompting, and in 1891 at the vicarage in Boxgrove. Later in 1891 she married William James Shawyer at Ashington; in that record she has the unusual middle name Floate. William was born at Donnington to James and Sarah Jane Shawyer; in 1881 he was an “under-cowman”, but by the time of his marriage he was a blacksmith. The couple had three daughters at Boxgrove, Ada Louise (1892), buried at 26.15, Florence Emily (1895) and Kathleen Annie (1904), the last two buried at 25.24. By 1911 they were in Chichester on Whyke Lane, where they remained. William was still a blacksmith in 1911, but a porter with Egbert Moore outfitters in 1921.

15.26	SHAWYER, Louisa  Born 4 July 1815, died 1 Jan 1900, aged 84
	SHAWYER, Emma  Born 16 Dec 1849, died 29 March 1908 , aged 57
Louisa was born at East Dean, daughter of John and Charlotte Oakley. Her headstone gives her birthdate as 4 July 1816, but her baptismal record is dated 17 July 1815. Her family moved to Funtington; it was there that she lived most of her life, and in 1838 she married William Shawyer, who is listed in 1851 as ‘coachman servant’ (perhaps at Funtington House?). They had six daughters including the three E’s (Eliza, Emma and Ellen), and one son, William Henry. It looks as if they spent some time in Westbourne, near William’s native Emsworth, since William Henry’s death is recorded there in 1860, and William’s in 1861. The widowed Louisa became mistress of the infant school in Funtington; it had “20 boys and girls” in 1871, and Eliza was her assistant. In 1873 Eliza married and moved to Chichester (see on Eliza Eames 15.25), but Louisa remained as schoolmistress and then “caretaker of Sunday School” (1891). She was still in Funtington in 1896. 
	Emma and her sister Sarah were in service at the Rectory in Farlington, Hampshire in 1871. Emma then had a long spell as cook in the household of Lt. Col. George Reeves in Brighton, and was still there in the 1901 Census. Did she perhaps inherit the house on Whyke Road and move there after her mother’s death?

25.24	SHAWYER, Florence Emily  Baptised 12 May 1895, died 3 Apr 1981, aged 86
	SHAWYER, Kathleen Annie  Born 10 Nov 1904, died 28 Jan 1991, aged 86
They were sisters, both born at Halnaker: regarding their parents William James and Emily Shawyer, see 15.35. Both sisters went into domestic service in Chichester. Florence was with a family on West Street in the 1920s, and then on Westgate in the 1930s; Kathleen was with a family on St John’s Street throughout this period. In 1939 Kathleen was a live-in carer for their parents at 65 Whyke Lane. Both parents died there during WWII, and Florence moved into the house. Later the sisters moved to 81 Whyke Road, which was the address in both their burial records.

17.01	SHAWYER, William Henry  Buried 16 March 1901, aged 5 months
He was baptised at Oving by Harriet Shawyer, and buried from 31 York Road.

4.03	SHEPPARD, Ann  Born 1843, buried 19 Nov 1927, aged 84
Ann was a younger sister of Mary Glue, who is buried with her in this grave, and grew up like her in Harting. By the 1861 Census she was no longer at home, and was probably in domestic service, as she certainly was in 1871 (in Havant). In 1868 she baptised a son Walter at Harting as a single mother. By 1881 she had set up home in Harting with her younger sister Maria, both of them working as laundresses. There they remained until c. 1921, when they joined their older sister Mary Glue at 119 Bognor Road in Chichester.

4.02	SHEPPARD, Maria  Born 1847, buried 22 Oct 1921, aged 74
Maria was the aunt of Thomas Henry Glue (who shares her grave), the younger sister of his mother Mary (see on Mary Glue, 4.03). She did not marry, and led a quiet life, living at Harting, where she was born, with her parents Henry and Sarah. After their deaths she lived with her sister Ann (four years older than herself) in Harting until they were in their 70s, when they moved to 119 Bognor Road in Chichester with Mary.

28.06	SHEPPARD, William Raymond  Born 30 Aug 1903, died 28 Sept 1963, aged 60
	SHEPPARD, Florence Ann  Born 25 May 1909, died 3 Aug 1991, aged 82
William was born at Southwick, near Hove, to Annie and William Sheppard. The family soon moved to 58 St Pancras, Chichester, where William Snr, a builder, had The St Pancras Works at No. 57. The 1921 Census recorded William Jnr as apprenticed to a carpenter, a trade that he followed lifelong. (It also recorded his younger sister Beatrice, aged 15, as “at home training for a useful life”!). Florence née Hutson was born and baptised at Rumboldswhyke, daughter of George Hutson, a plumber, and Florence (14.27), who lived at 131 Bognor Road. She and William married at Rumboldswhyke in 1931 and moved along Bognor Road to No. 114, where they had a daughter Brenda in 1937 and a son Peter in 1940. William died in St Richard’s Hospital, and Florence at the Nyewood Centre in Bognor Regis.

16.25	SHIER, Arthur  Buried 27 Feb 1932, aged 19 months
The address given in the burial register is 14 York Road. We have not yet identified his parents.

10.10	SHIPP, Richard Henry  Born 15 Apr 1875, died 11 Feb 1909, aged 33
Richard was the second of ten children born to Henry and Sarah Shipp. His father was a carpenter and appears to have moved around in pursuit of employment. His older sister, Agnes Eva, was born in Hillmarton, Wiltshire and just a year later Richard was born in Newport, Wales. Two years later his brother Edward was born in Ellaston, Staffordshire. The family finally settled in Epsom, Surrey for a few years before moving down to Chichester.
	1883 was a traumatic year for the family. Three of Richard’s siblings died within weeks of each other in that year – Agnes Edith aged 9, Alfred John aged 4 and Willis Arthur aged 3. The likely cause of death was scarlet fever. This illness reached epidemic proportions in the late 1880s and it was not uncommon for the illness to wipe out several family members, especially children, within a very short space of time. 
	Richard seems quite an elusive character in his adult years. It appears he eventually developed a career as a Commercial Traveller in Clothing. Commercial travellers tended to be bright, friendly and confident individuals. Their pay was largely made up of commission although most salesmen were given expenses and were required to travel around the country staying in hotels or guest houses. 
By 1901 Richard’s parents had moved to Sussex. Richard died at his parent’s home, 28 Cleveland Road, with his sister Florence in attendance.

31.08	SHIPPAM, Walter John  Born 17 Aug 1871, died 4 Jan 1955, aged 83
	SHIPPAM, Rebecca  Born 18 March 1867, died 23 Feb 1956, aged 88
“A keen bicyclist in his youth, Walter thought little at one time of bicycling from Chichester to London and back.” He was one of the well-known Shippam family, preserved food manufacturers. His father Charles began production of tinned meats in 1886, and of the famous potted meat and fish pastes in 1894. Walter was the fourth of eight sons of Charles and Caroline. Five of the sons, including Walter, formed a partnership in 1899 and then a limited company in 1913. Walter was manager of the sausage and potted meat factory in 1911; in 1912 a new factory was built at East Walls, still today a well-known landmark because of its prominent clock. Walter married Rebecca Bankhead in Kensington in 1902. She was born in Donegal, daughter of Robert Alexander, a land agent; in 1901 she was working as a sick nurse in the Mayfair household of Lord Connemara. After marriage she and Walter settled at 2 St Martin’s Square in Chichester, and had three daughters, Caroline, Alexandra and Aileen. Walter had certain social roles, for example as a Special Constable in 1918 and vice-chair of the PCC of St Pancras Church. A genial man, “at lunchtimes he was sometimes observed strolling along East Street handing out £1 notes to the pleasantly surprised citizens of Chichester.” Rebecca, however, was more heavily involved in social and charitable groups such as the Chichester Guardians; references to her in the press far outnumber those to her husband. Around 1930 she and Walter retired to Whyke Lodge, 124 Whyke Road, where they ended their days.

24.17	SHORT, Winifred Mary  Born 19 Dec 1904, died 20 Dec 1987, aged 83
Winifred née Adfield was born in Chichester (though baptised at Southwick) to Alice Beatrice Adfield and her husband Henry Edward Adfield, a railway signalman (both 32.18). In 1921 she was a dressmaker assistant to Mr Moult of 2 Wellington Road. She lived with her parents at 90 Cleveland Road until her marriage in 1939 to John Martin Short. The couple lived at 15 York Road and had two children, Greta (1942) and David (1946). After Winifred’s father died in 1954, she and the family moved back to 90 Cleveland Road, where her mother died in 1962, and her husband in 1980; Winifred stayed there almost to the end, but died at Netherton Rest Home, Selsey, the day after her 83rd birthday.

4.12	SILVESTER, Ellen Mary  Died 28 March 1920, aged 71
We know that Ellen married George Silvester c. 1877, between the death of his previous wife Susan in 1874 and the birth of Ellen’s first child Frederick in 1878. But we have not found the marriage record, and consequently do not know Ellen’s birth surname or parentage, though later Censuses tell us she was Chichester-born. George was a corn merchant’s carter, some 16 years Ellen’s senior. She bore him three more sons after Frederick, namely Frank (01.12), William and Herbert, and a daughter Edith (buried here with her), at their home at 34 (later 36) Washington Street, Chichester. At some point after George’s death in 1911 she moved to 73 Whyke Lane, her last address.

4.11	SILVESTER, Evelyn Mary  Baptised 13 Aug 1882, died 30 Jan 1922, aged 39
Evelyn Mary née Kent was born at New Fishbourne, the first child of Maria Kent (who is also buried in this grave) and her husband Samuel, a gardener. Evelyn was working as a florist in 1901, but by 1911 she was an elementary school teacher. In 1913 she married Frank Silvester (01.12), also an elementary school teacher. By 1921 they were both teaching at Chichester Central Boys’ School, and living at 55 Lyndhurst Road; it was there that Evelyn died in 1922.

1.12	SILVESTER, Frank  Baptised 15 July 1883, buried 27 Aug 1941, aged 58
Frank was baptised at St Paul’s Church in Chichester, the second son of George Silvester, a corn merchant’s carter, and Ellen Mary (04.12). By 1901 at the age of 18 he was an elementary school teacher; later he gained a Teacher’s Diploma from the London College of Music. In 1913 he married Evelyn Mary Kent of Fishbourne, also an elementary school teacher. By 1921 they were both teaching at the Central Boys’ School in Chichester. They lived at 55 Lyndhurst Road, where Evelyn died prematurely in 1922 (4.11). Frank remained there until 1927, when he remarried to Emilie Lucy Adams, a widow, whose father Edward Moore who was also a schoolteacher. At about this time he became headmaster of North Mundham Council School. He and Emilie lived at 1 Whyke Lane; Frank acted as choirmaster at St George’s, where Emilie was organist. They then moved in 1939 to ‘Heather Bank’, Stockbridge Road, not long before Frank’s death at Royal West Sussex Hospital.

9.06	SIMPSON, Eliza Mercy  Baptised 24 July 1839, buried 3 May 1910, aged 70
She came from an upper-middle-class background: she was baptised at St Luke, Chelsea, and her father Hugh Powell Cotton is a gentleman in most records, though in the 1861 Census he is more specifically a clerk in the Treasury. She was named after her mother Eliza Mercy née Silver, and was her first child. In 1866 at New Catton, Norfolk, she married Samuel Hyde MacPherson, a surgeon, son of James, a clergyman. Following Samuel’s early death, she next married John Thomas Gadsden, a clergyman, in 1881 at St Luke, South Kensington. They lived at Lambeth. John died there in 1899, and the following year Eliza, now 60, married John Herbert Simpson, aged 22. They moved to Chichester, where John was a corn merchant in the 1901 Census. Their home was 50 Westgate until 1906, when they moved to The Hollies, 85 Grove Road, Eliza’s last address.

9.24	SIMS, Alfred James  Baptised 31 May 1829, died 24 May 1911, aged 82
	SIMS, Jane  Born 2 Dec 1849, died 3 Dec 1925, aged 76
The records vary between Sims and Simms for this surname. Alfred’s parents were William, a fish dealer, and Fanny, of Hunston. Alfred was a sawyer in the 1851 and 1861 Censuses, then later a railway labourer and general labourer; in 1911, at 82, he was written as a railway signal man, though perhaps retired rather than active. In 1849 at Hunston he married Harriet Jupp, both parties being minors. They moved into Whyke and had five children in quick succession: Harriet then died in 1856, and was buried in the Old Churchyard. Two years later Alfred married a second Harriet, née Field. She bore some six children before she too was buried in the Old Churchyard, in 1875 at 37. In 1880 Alfred married, third, Jane Newton, 17 years his junior. Jane had been born in Fulham, London, to Thomas, a publican, and Eliza. She produced three daughters, bringing Alfred’s progeny to at least 14. Alfred died at 47 York Road; Jane died at 59 Whyke Lane, a day after her 76th birthday.

19.38	SINCLAIR, Sarah Jane  Buried 8 Aug 1892, aged 49
Her address in the burial register was Elm Grove. We have not been able to identify her on the 1891 Census or earlier records.

11.20	SINGLETON, Anita May Jacqueline  Born 6 July 1938, buried 1 March 1941, aged 3
Her mother was Elizabeth Gertrude née Strange, daughter of Henry Robert and Alys Strange (10.07). Elizabeth had married Roy Singleton in 1937.

9.19	SKILTON, George  Buried 24 Dec 1927, aged 36
	SKILTON, Mabel  Baptised 6 Apr 1890, buried 21 Nov 1951, aged 61
George was born at Sheerness, Kent, son of John, a builder, and Ada. His parents may have separated, since in the 1901 and 1911 censuses Ada is in Portsmouth with the children, taking in laundry. By 1921 the laundry business was sufficient to employ George and his married brother Walter. (Had the brothers served in WW1? Unclear.) Mabel Louisa née Kilby was born at West Dean, the daughter of John, a butler, and Harriett (08.19), but the family moved to Whyke; after working in London as a milliner for a spell, she married George at Whyke in 1921. There do not appear to have been any children, and George was living at the Kilby home, 27 Bognor Road, in 1926; he was buried on Christmas Eve 1927. Mabel remained in that home until 1937, then moved to a flat on Spitalfield Lane, once again working as a milliner.

20.23	SKINNER, Kennett  Buried 22 Sept 1916, aged 7
The burial register gives his name as Kennett (not Kenneth) Skiner, of 15 Grove Road, and the civil registration of his death has Kennett Skinner. We have not been able to identify him further.

11.19	SMALLEY, Eliza  Buried 11 Nov 1907, aged 77
	SMALLEY, Thomas  Baptised 26 Dec 1835, buried 1 May 1911, aged 75
Thomas was born at East Keal, Lincolnshire, the son of Henry, a farm worker, and Jane. It looks as if Eliza was née Haley, and that they married in Hull in 1859. In later Censuses Eliza is listed as born at Tedford, Lincolnshire, but we have not found a record of her birth or parents. Thomas and Eliza had two sons in Great Steeping, Lincolnshire, then two daughters in Hull, then a son in Gosthill, Lincolnshire. In 1871 they were in Eynsham, Oxfordshire, where Thomas was an engineer, and another son was born. Thereafter Thomas was a carpenter, in West Dean (1881) and in Chichester (1891) at 95 Bognor Road, which was his and Eliza’s last address.

11.11	SMART, Mary Jane  Buried 25 Sept 1907, aged 45
Her address in the burial register is 42 Bognor Road. There are several Mary Jane’s of roughly the right vintage whose surname was Smart by birth or marriage, but we cannot find a link with Chichester.

12.23	SMART, William Walter  Born 1st qtr 1875, died 22 Sept 1936, aged 61
	SMART, Nellie  Baptised 26 Sept 1875, died 25 March 1955, aged 79
George Smart, a baker, and his wife Emily had numerous children in Arundel, including William Walter. William married Nellie Coates in 1898; she was born in South Malling, near Lewes, to Richard Coates, a publican, and Harriet. After marriage William and Nellie settled at 37 Grove Road, Whyke, where William followed his father’s trade; he was recorded as a baker and confectioner in 1911, a bread baker in 1921. He also held an off-licence to sell beer (Aspects p. 43). Their one son, Richard Walter, joined William in the business. Just before William’s death in 1936, he and Nellie moved to ‘Whyke Bungalow’ on Whyke Road, where Nellie remained until her own death.

?	SMEETH, Jacqueline Wendy  Buried 24 Apr 1947, aged 6 months
Her parents, Leslie and Edith Smeeth, were married in 1945, and Jacqueline was their first child. She died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital. The family lived at 55 Tower St, and the officiant was accordingly the vicar of St Peter Major. We do not know why she was buried at Whyke, or where in the churchyard.

20.27	SMITH, Alice Elizabeth Cope  Born 19 Jan 1908, buried 19 Nov 1942, aged 34
We know only that she married Artemus Charles Cope (aka Cope-Smith, 07.05) at Islington in 1934, and that her surname before that marriage was Buckland. Her last address was 90 Whyke Lane.

34.06	SMITH, Antony Edward  Born 3rd qtr 1936, bd. 6 May 1947, aged 10
Of 18 Bramber Road. His parents were Roy C.E. Smith and Lucy (née Hood), who were at that address from 1947. Antony’s brother Geoffrey Keith was buried in 1949 from the same address; the location is not recorded in the Burial Plan, but it was no doubt the same grave as Antony.

11.02	SMITH, Charles  Born 2nd qtr 1870, died 15 Apr 1933, aged 63
	SMITH, Catherine Blanche  Baptised 23 Feb 1873, died 20 Sept 1951, aged 78
Charles was a hairdresser throughout his working life; in 1921 he was employed at Rands hairdressers in East Street. He was born in Eastbourne to George, a marble worker, and Rebecca. Catherine was born in Sidlesham to George Stevens, a farmer, and Caroline. Charles and Catherine were both in Chichester by 1901, and they married in 1902 in Midhurst. They settled at 16 Lyndhurst Road, which remained home until 1937. They had one son, Charles Douglas (1902): in 1937 he married Vera Douglas, and they moved with Catherine to Court View, Birdham Road, Donnington, where Catherine died in 1951.

19.23	SMITH, Eileen Gladys Blanche  Buried 29 Nov 1918, aged 7 months 
She was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, daughter of Kate Amelia Smith and her husband Walter John, a sailor, of 115A Bognor Road.

31.05	SMITH, Ernest Arscott  Died 18 Jan 1953, aged 78
Ernest was born in Camborne, Cornwall to Jane Smith and George, a manufacturer. In 1891 he was a pupil at The Leys School, Cambridge, and in 1901 a solicitor in Wheathampstead, Hertfordshire. He then studied at University College, Durham, and was ordained priest in 1908. He was a curate in Portsmouth for 40 years 1908-48, first at St Stephen’s, Portsea (a church later damaged in WW2 and closed), and from 1913 at St Alban’s, Copnor. In the 1939 Register he was living on Copnor Road with the Vicar and two servants. He retired to 1 The Chantry, Canon Lane, Chichester, serving as Assistant Priest Vicar at the Cathedral, and died in RWSH “the day after his 78th birthday” according to The Observer. He was one of several Cathedral people buried at St Mary’s Churchyard.
?	SMITH, Geoffrey Keith  Buried 4 June 1949, aged 2 years 8 months
Other Smith children of the same address, 18 Bramber Road, are Antony Edward buried 1947 (34.06) and Patricia Mary buried 1952 (33.39). The mother’s maiden name is given as Herd in Antony’s birth registration, Hood in Geoffrey’s, Gatford in Patricia’s. We have not been able to trace the parents. It is likely that Geoffrey was buried in the same grave as Antony.

16.24	SMITH, George Francis  Born 29 Jan 1837, died 31 May 1897, aged 60
	SMITH, Jane Frances  Baptised 6 Dec 1835, died 2 Jan 1932, aged 96
George Francis was baptised at Rumboldswyke on 12 March 1837, the son of James Smith, a publican, and Charlotte: his parents are buried in the old churchyard. Jane Frances was born at Hunston, the daughter of George Rudwick, a shepherd, and Margaret. (Margaret is buried at 18.16.) George and Jane were married at St Paul’s, Chichester in 1861. They had six children, of whom Henry and Florence are buried at 14.012, and Charlotte at 1.26. George’s father James ran The New Inn on Whyke Road. By 1866 James and George were joint publicans, and George continued as publican following James’ death in 1870. After George’s death in 1897 Jane took over, and was still innkeeper in the 1921 Census. So the Smith family ran the Inn for many decades, through two generations. 

4.10	SMITH, Henry  Buried 25 March 1920, aged 53
A name like this is inevitably challenging to research. We started with the electoral registers for 1918-20, which recorded a Henry and Alice Smith at 85 Cleveland Road. The 1921 Census confirms Alice at that address as a widow, with a son Fred aged 13. Fred was baptised in 1907 at Whyke, son of Henry, a stoker, and Alice, of Grove Road; the electoral registers of 1908-12 confirm Henry at 81 Grove Road. Hopping back to the 1901 census, at Russell Street, Chichester we found Henry (now Harry) as a bricklayer’s labourer, born at East Meon, Hampshire, with Alice and three children, the oldest Daisy aged 11 born at Bedhampton, Hampshire. That clue took us to Bedhampton in the 1891 Census, where we found Harry, now a carter, with Alice and Daisy, living with Harry’s parents James Smith, a farm worker, and Ann. But so far we have not discovered a record of Harry’s birth or marriage.

14.12	SMITH, Henry  Baptised 12 Sept 1869, died 24 March 1902, aged 32
	SMITH, Florence Mary  Baptised 30 Sept 1877, died 25 June 1913, aged 35
They were among the children of George Francis Smith and his wife Jane Francis, who were publicans of ‘The New Inn’ on Whyke Road. Henry and Florence remained unmarried and lived at the Inn and helped in its running: in 1891 Henry was recorded as stableman. Jane took over as innkeeper after George’s death in 1897, and Henry and Florence continued to assist her until their respective early deaths. They are commemorated on their parent’s headstone at 16.24. 

23.09	SMITH, Hubert William  Baptised 19 Nov 1913, buried 13 Dec 1989, aged 76
	SMITH, Eileen Ethel  Born 24 March 1917, died 26 Oct 2012, aged 95
Hubert was born in Ilford to Alice Maud and her husband Hubert Ernest, an Inspector with the City of London Police. Eileen née Andrew hailed from Richmond, Surrey; we do not know her parents’ names, except that her mother was née Sheldon. Eileen and Hubert married in the Rochford district of Essex in 1938, and the 1939 Register records them at 1 Northgate House, Chichester, with Hubert as a carpenter. The civil registration lists the following Smith children born in Chichester to a mother née Andrew: Gerald H.B. 1942, William M.G. 1946, Graham C. 1949. In 1950 they moved to 51 Exton Road, which was Hubert’s last address. He was known as Bert according to his MI. Eileen died in Hambrook Meadows Residential Home, near Southbourne.

33.07	SMITH, James  Buried 2 Dec 1950, aged 84
Since his name is a common one, we cannot tell which historical records refer to him. His address in the Burial Register was 4 Mumford Place, but he does not seem to have lived there for long before his death.

19.09	SMITH, Lilian Rosina Ellen  Buried 30 March 1911, aged 11 months
Daughter of Alice and Henry Smith, a gas stoker, of 81 Grove Road.

35.32	SMITH, Marjorie Nellie Amelia  Baptised 29 June 1949, aged 26
The vase on her grave tells us that she was married. It seems likely that she was the Marjorie N.A. Mulinder who married Frederick J. Smith in Chichester in 1941. If so, she was the daughter of Robert William Mulinder and Elizabeth Mary née Duffin (28.30). Her address in the Burial Register was 62 Hay Road. Probably Susan Elizabeth Smith, who died at 42 Hay Road in 1952 aged 4 (33.30), was her daughter.

33.29	SMITH, Patricia Mary  Born 2nd qtr 1941, bd. 6 June 1952, aged 11
We believe her parents were Alexander and Edith (née Gatford), who married at Chichester in 1936. Edith was at 15 Bramber Road, which was Patricia’s address in the Burial Register, from 1947. Strangely the little headstone gives Patricia’s dates as 1945-56, but that cannot be correct.

7.05	SMITH, Rosetta Alexandra  Born 4th qtr 1863, buried 16 Dec 1933, aged 69
	SMITH, Artemus Charles Cope  Born 10 May 1887, died 30 Dec 1961, aged 73
Rosetta clearly came from a family background that was unconventional both in lifestyle and in nomenclature. At her birth registration in Cambridge she was named Rosetta Alexandra Mary Huggins Anne Aves. She has not been found on the 1871 or 1881 Censuses, but in 1891 she appears in Portsea as Daisy Cope, a married woman (husband unknown) with her son Artemus Charles, who was born in 1887. (Artemus is a masculine form of Artemis, the Greek goddess.) A second son Jack Stanley Cope was born in 1895; a third, Frederick Charles Cope, was born in 1897 but died in 1899. In the 1901 Census Rosetta appears in Portsmouth as Daisy Smith, the wife of Esau Smith, a Russian-born tailor; her sons Artemus and Jack are with her, now surnamed Smith. In 1902, under the name Rosetta Alexandra Aves (her birth surname), she married Isador Joyal Smith, also a Russian tailor: he could be Esau under a different name, but the ages on the 1901 and 1911 Censuses do not match. With them in 1911 they have Artemus and Jack (both now surnamed Cope) and a son born after the 1902 marriage, Edward Cecil Smith. Jack and Edward had moved to Chichester by 1921; Rosetta followed them and settled at 45 Whyke Lane, her final address.
	On Artemus’ early life, see above. In the 1911 Census he was a tailor’s assistant, presumably helping his stepfather Isador; in 1921 he was still living with his mother under the surname Smith, and was a tailor’s cutter, but out of work. Perhaps to remedy the latter situation, he moved to London by 1923, and at the same time he reverted to his original surname Cope. In 1934 at Islington he married Alice Elizabeth Buckland. At about this time he moved to Chichester, where his brothers and mother had settled in the 1920s, and coped with the surname issue by adopting the form Cope-Smith. By 1939 Artemus was styling himself master tailor. He and Alice settled at 90 Whyke Lane, and he remained there after Alice’s early death in 1942 (20.27) until his own death in 1961. He was buried with his mother rather than his wife.

32.12	SMITH, Sidney  b. 1 June 1889, d. 13 June 1953, aged 64
	SMITH, Hannah Mary  b. 4 Aug 1889, d. 20 May 1973, aged 83
Sidney was a telephone specialist in the P.O.’s Engineering Department in the 1921 Census and the 1939 Register. Because of his name we have not been able to trace his parents, though we know he was born in Fulham. Hannah Mary née Locke also hailed from Fulham, daughter of James, a labourer, and Henrietta. She and Sidney married at Fulham (naturally) in 1914 and had two sons, Sydney Charles and Ralph William. They were still at Fulham in 1921, but by 1936 they had moved to 11 Cambrai Avenue, where they spent the rest of their lives.

33.30	SMITH, Susan Elizabeth  Died 12 June 1952, aged 4
She died in RWSH, but her home address was 42 Hay Road. Her parents were James Edward Smith and Violet Ethel née Yeo, who lived at that address from 1950.



8.08	SMITH, William John  Buried 14 Mar 1912, aged 34
	SMITH, Flora  Baptised 9 July 1876, buried 10 Oct 1925, aged 49
William John Smith was born in Portsmouth, Hants, one of 6 children. His father was Thomas Smith, occupation a Stay Maker of 42 Balliol Rd., Buckland, Portsmouth, and his mother was Mary. Flora, née Harfield, was born in Southwick, Hampshire. Her parents were John (a labourer) and Jane Harfield. William and Flora were married on 2nd January 1899 in Southwick. William's occupation was given as a butcher. They lived most of their married life in Chichester, firstly at 44 Grove Road (1901 census) and then 28 Wyke Lane (1911 census). They had four children, of whom three were still alive in the 1911 Census: Walter (b1902), Gladys (b1903) and Flora (b1905). William and Flora both died at 28 Whyke Lane.

9.37	SMITHERS, Mary Ann  Born 11 Dec 1857, buried 14 May 1943, aged 85
She was born at Sutton, Surrey, daughter of George and Sarah Rickson. In 1881 Sidney Smithers was a boarder in the Rickson home, and Mary Ann took the opportunity to marry him two years later. Sidney was a gardener, appropriately born in Wisley, Surrey. They remained in Sutton and had one son, Frank Sidney. Frank married and moved to Chichester, and after Sidney’s death Mary Ann joined him, ending her days at 102 Whyke Lane.

28.14	SNELL, Walter Valentine  Born 14 Feb 1929, died 5 Jan 1965, aged 35
Walter was born on Valentine’s Day 1929 (hence his middle name) at Helston, Cornwall. His parents were William C. Snell and Minnie née Bray. We do not know the circumstances that brought him to Chichester, but in 1939 he was at school here, and living with George and Ann Newell at 174 Orchard Street. He married Jean Pratt in Chichester in 1953, and they had children Susan in 1954, Kevin in 1957 and Alison in 1963. They lived first at the Pratt family home, 6 Eastland Road, then briefly at 20 Hay Road, but Walter’s address in the Burial Register was 14 Dallaway Road.

4.07	SOAL, Ann Maria  Baptised 30 May 1869, buried 11 May 1935, aged 66
	SOAL, Henry  Baptised 15 Feb 1857, buried 15 Sept 1937, aged 80
Ann Maria née Glue was born in Harting; her parents were Thomas Glue, a farm worker, and Mary (4.03), and her eldest brother was Thomas Henry Glue (4.02). In 1897 at Hurstpierpoint, north of Brighton, she married Henry Soal, who was variously carter, stockman, groom and gardener. There were no children of the marriage. Henry also came from a Harting family; his mother was Louisa, his father William, a labourer. The couple lived briefly in Funtington and Bosham, but in 1904 they settled on Chichester, first in the Oving Road and then at 119 Bognor Road; in 1921 Henry was working on Mr Eyles’ dairy farm on Grove Road. Ann Maria died at Bognor Road, but Henry’s address in the burial register was 38 Station Road, Petersfield.

10.01	SOANES, Marian  Baptised 9 July 1865, buried 21 Jan 1935, aged 69 
Marian née Gates was born at Hampton Hill, London, to William Gates, carpenter and joiner, and Mary. In 1891 she married Harry Daniel Soanes, a solicitor’s clerk. She had two daughters promptly, and a son nine years later as an afterthought, while living in Hampton. In 1911 we find her with two of the children in Bournemouth, whereas Harry was boarding in North Sheen, Surrey, as a clerk dealing with rates. Her younger daughter Lilian married George Turnbull (10.02) in 1917, and sometime after 1921 Marian came to live with them at Lyndhurst Lodge, 41 Lyndhurst Road. (Lilian’s marriage record in 1917 noted that Harry was deceased, and called him a schoolmaster.)

20.01	SOPP, Alfred Harold  Buried 25 Jan 1897, aged 12 months
His parents were Edith and Edmund Sopp: Edmund was publican of the Cattle Market Inn on Eastgate Square.

29.23	SOUTER, Jack  Born 17 July 1908, buried 14 June 1962, aged 53
	SOUTER, Gladys Eileen  Born 9 Jan 1902, died 29 June 1974, aged 72
Jack was born in Portsmouth, son of Charles Jesse Souter, a petty officer with the R.N., and his wife Beatrice. In 1934 he married Gladys Eileen Howell; she may have been born in Belfast, but we do not know her parents’ names. The 1939 Register shows Jack as a commercial clerk, and Gladys as a solicitor’s clerk, in Portsmouth. By From 1945 to 1962 they were in Whyke, at 4 Clydesdale Avenue, as boarders with the widowed Gertie Bosanquet (1.18). Sometime after Jack died, Gladys moved along to No. 7 Clydesdale Avenue. Her ashes were interred on 9 July 1974.

5.01	SOUTHWELL, Dorothy Margaret  Baptised 8 June 1890, died 30 Nov 1925, aged 35
Dorothy was the daughter of Bishop Southwell and his wife Charlotte [02.01]. When war was declared in 1914, Dorothy joined the Women’s Legion. The Legion was a voluntary force where the women wore military-style uniforms and were assigned various employments – some canteen and cookery duties, some agricultural work. Dorothy joined the motor transport section. By all accounts, she became a very skilled driver. The motor transport drivers were involved in the transporting of supplies, personnel and ammunition both locally and abroad. They could also be involved in driving ambulances. Dorothy’s role began in Newhaven where she drove war ambulances based in the area. She then moved North and worked as a driver connected with a Canadian force stationed there. 
At some time during the war, Dorothy contracted influenza – possibly the ‘Spanish flu’ which was rife at the time. Although she recovered, this weakened her and no doubt contributed to her early death. After the war she went to stay in Bodmin – the place where she had done a lot of her growing up. Her obituaries praised her for her continuous good works in the many communities where she had lived – including Chichester - and commended her for her dedication and motor skills during WW1.
Dorothy’s brother Lieutenant Henry Kenneth Martin Southwell died in the sinking of H.M. Submarine L.55 in the Baltic on 9 June 1919, and is commemorated on her headstone.

2.01	SOUTHWELL, Henry Kemble  Born 20 Nov 1860, died 9 Mar 1937, aged 77
	SOUTHWELL, Charlotte Edith  Born 3 Oct 1863, died 21 Apr 1958, aged 94
Henry was born in Islington to Thomas Martin Southwell, a carpet manufacturer, and Eliza. Educated at Charterhouse and Magdalen College, Oxford, he held curacies at Ellesmere, Shropshire, St Clement's in Bournemouth and St Nicolas Guildford, followed by incumbencies at Chetton, Shropshire and Bodmin before becoming a Canon Residentiary of Chichester Cathedral in 1911. He was appointed chaplain to the 2nd Sussex Volunteer Rifles in 1904 and served throughout the First World War in the Army Chaplains’
Department. He was appointed Assistant Chaplain-General, and became a Companion of the Order of St Michael and St George in the 1916 Birthday Honours. Already Archdeacon of Lewes, he was appointed Bishop of Lewes in 1920. He resigned his Archdeaconry in 1923, his See in 1926, and his canonry in 1935. At his death, he was Canon Precentor of Chichester Cathedral and Provost of Lancing College, and had been an Assistant Bishop of Chichester since 1930;  a memorial can be seen at St Cuthman’s, Brighton. Southwell was a very prominent Freemason, serving as Grand Chaplain of the United Grand Lodge of England in 1913.
Charlotte was born to Kate and Henry Radford in Broughton, Leicestershire, where her father was Rector. She married Henry at Lutterworth, Leicestershire in 1888.  They had three children, Dorothy Margaret (05.01) in 1890, Henry Kenneth in 1895, and Eileen Augusta Baden in 1905.  In 1930 Eileen married Capt. Sir Robert Stirling-Hamilton RN. After Henry’s death, Charlotte lived in Canon Lane, in the Cathedral Close.

35.36	SOUTHWOOD, Samuel James  Born 11 Oct 1868, died 16 Nov 1949, aged 81
	SOUTHWOOD, Elizabeth  Born 19 Jan 1873, died 24 June 1951, aged 78
Samuel was born in Paul, near Newlyn, Cornwall, to Samuel, a Primitive Methodist minister, and Ann. In 1891 he was working as a printer’s compositor at Aspley Guise, Bedfordshire. Elizabeth née Tyers was born in nearby Woburn Sands, Bedfordshire, but we have not been able to identify her parents. She and Samuel married at Aspley Guise in 1895 and had four children there. In 1911 they were at Woodstone, Northamptonshire, where Samuel was a brewery clerk, and another daughter was born; by 1918 they were in Chichester, where Samuel was a chemist’s assistant (still so in 1939) and another son was born. In 1922 they settled at 3 Whyke Road, which remained home for the rest of Samuel and Elizabeth’s lives.

18.29	SPARKES, Edith Emma  Born 1st qtr 1857, buried 7 Apr 1923, aged 67
	SPARKES, Charles William  Baptised 11 June 1854, buried 1 Sept 1923, aged 69
Edith Emma Mark was born in Southsea, Hampshire to Robert Mark and Sarah Mark (née Bore). Her father was a linen draper and her mother a milliner. Charles William was born in Brighton to Charles Sparkes and Euphemia Sparkes (née Fisher). In 1871 at the age of sixteen Charles William followed in his father’s footsteps and apprenticed as a draper to Albert Dunn, a master draper employing eight apprentices in South Street, Chichester. He worked his way up from apprentice to draper’s manager. 
Charles and Edith married in 1879 in Chichester. They were at 44 Oving Road in the 1881 Census, at 19 Oving Road in the 1891 Census, and at 57 Lyndhurst Road in 1901; No. 57 remained home for the rest of their lives. They had five children, all born in Chichester: Charles Ernest  b 1879, Percy William b 1881, Edith May b 1885, Agnes Olive b 1890, and Gladys Frances b 1894 (33.17). Edith Sr. died in 1923, and a few months later Charles Sr. died of heart failure.
     Most of the children were in some way involved in the drapery business. Charles Jnr began a career in drapery, becoming a draper’s manager by 1911. He married Lilian Fryett, a milliner manageress. By 1939 Charles was working as a boatyard manager and Lilian had set up a boarding house establishment – Orme Guest House in Portsmouth. Edith never married. She became a draper’s assistant in Portsmouth. After her parents died she moved in with her brother Charles and his wife to help in the guest house. Agnes spent some time as a draper’s assistant in London before marrying Gilson John Lavis, a police constable in Paddington, London. Gladys became a milliner improver. She married her neighbour, Henry George Phillips, a clerk of 56 Lyndhurst Road. The exception was Percy, who became a station bookstall keeper, presumably with W.H. Smith. He served in WW1 as Lance Corporal in the Leicester Regiment, and died of wounds on 23 July 1916 on the Somme.

19.05	SPARKES, Harriett  Buried 27 Jan 1906, aged 82
A mystery! The burial register gives her address as 46 York Road, which was the family home of Marion Brockway, who is buried in the same grave. But Harriett was not at that address in the 1901 census, and we know nothing more about her. She is possibly the person of that name in the electoral register for Aldingbourne in 1889 and 1902.

14.19	SPARKES, John House  Baptised 17 Jan 1864, died 19 Feb 1936, aged 72
	SPARKES, Emily Jane  Baptised 25 May 1862, died 15 Sept 1944, aged 82
John was baptised at All Saints, Chichester; his father, also John House Sparkes, was a manservant and waiter, his mother was Eliza. Our John became a clerk in a parcels office (1881) and later to a railway carrier (1891); in 1901 he was a sewing machine agent, and in 1911 a furniture packer. Emily Jane, née Puttick, was born and grew up in Midhurst; her mother was also Emily; her father, Thomas Wilson Puttick, was a groom and beer retailer. Between 1881 and 1886 her family moved to Chichester, where her father became publican of the Blacksmith’s Arms at 110 The Hornet.
	John and Emily married in 1886 at St Mary, Whyke. Emily is regularly a dressmaker in the Census returns, and in 1891 her sister Charlotte Puttick, also a dressmaker, was living with them. Emily had at least four children: yet another John House (33.31), a Thomas Arthur (21.17), a Mildred and a Cecil. By 1901 the family had settled at 31 Cleveland Road, where John and Emily remained for the rest of their lives.



33.31	SPARKES, John House  Born 7 Nov 1887, bd. 14 July 1952, aged 64
	SPARKES, Hilda Emily  Born 17 Oct 1897, bd. 21 May 1987, aged 89

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]They were truly a Whyke couple: both were born and baptised here, and both sets of their parents are buried here, John’s at 14.19 (above) and Hilda’s (surname Keates) at 2.32. John grew up at the family home, 31 Cleveland Road; as the eldest son, he bore the same name, John House Sparkes, as his father and grandfather before him. In 1911 he was living with his younger sister Mildred, now married, in Cheam, Surrey, and helping in her husband’s bakery business. It seems likely that he served in the forces in WW1, but the military records have several people called ‘John H. Sparkes’. In the 1930s he was back at 31 Cleveland Road, working as a market gardener. Hilda was with her parents at 68 Whyke Lane in the 1911 and 1921; in the latter she was working as a storekeeper for Ellis & Son, brewers on The Hornet. She was much involved with the Girls’ Friendly Society. She and John married in 1938, and lived at the Sparkes family home, 31 Cleveland Road. They moved along to No. 20 sometime before John’s death in 1952. Hilda continued to live here until shortly before her own death 35 years later.

21.17	SPARKES, Thomas Arthur  Buried 26 Dec 1891, aged 2 months
The burial register gives the address as Orchard Road. This makes it likely that Thomas was the son of John House Sparkes and his wife Emily Jane (14.19), since they were of Orchard Road in the 1891 Census.

30.37	SPARKES, William John  Buried 23 Feb 1961, aged 61
SPARKES, Gladys Kate  Baptised 2 Aug 1908, died 15 Aug 1995, aged 87
William was born in Chichester to John, a railway porter, and Annie. The 1921 Census shows him in Baghdad, Mesopotamia, as a driver with the army service corps. Gladys Kate née Silvester was born at Westbourne to Elizabeth Kate and her husband John Henry, a 1st class stoker with the RN. Gladys and William married at Southbourne in 1932. By 1951 they were living at 32 Exton Road, Chichester, which was William’s last address. Gladys died many years later at Manor Barn Nursing Home, Fishbourne.

19.29	SPENCER, Peter William  Buried 19 Apr 1924, aged 7 days
Son of Herbert Alexander Spencer and his wife Ruth (27.36), then of 4 York Road. His father was a stoker petty officer in Portsmouth in the 1921 Census.

27.36	SPENCER, Ruth  Born 21 Aug 1889, buried 19 Dec 1973, aged 84
	SPENCER, Herbert Alexander  Born 10 Apr 1890, buried 13 Feb 1978, aged 87
Ruth was born at Portfield to William and Alice West (7.25). Herbert’s birthplace was Braughing, near Bishop’s Stortford, Hertfordshire; his parents were Thurza Spencer and Henry, a kennelman. He enlisted in the R.N. in 1909, his first ship being HMS Nelson and his rank Stoker II. By the time of his marriage to Ruth at Whyke in 1920 he was a Petty Officer on HMS Monarch. They had a son Harry Alexander in Southsea in 1921, twins †Peter (19.29) and Edward in Chichester in 1924, and a daughter Eileen in Chichester in 1926. Herbert ended his service with the R.N. in 1931, and started work as a postman in 1933. He received a prison sentence in 1939 for stealing from the mail, which meant the loss of his job and his naval pension. The family lived at 43 Grove Road until 1937, and then at 10 Whyke Lane, which was the last address for both Ruth and Herbert.

9.10	SPORTON, John James  Died 11 Sept 1910, aged 75
He was born c. 1835 at Snenton, Nottinghamshire, son of John and Mary Sporton. The probate of his will calls him a retired stonemason. He was in St Albans, Hertfordshire in 1901 as Clerk of Works and widower, but we have not been able to trace his earlier life, or his arrival in Chichester, where he died at 28 Caledonian Road.

25.05	SQUIRES, Bertie  Born 27 Jan 1899, buried 16 Aug 1977, aged 78
	SQUIRES, Anne Elizabeth  Born 29 Dec 1912, buried 18 Mar 1993, aged 80
Bertie was born in South Bersted to John, a horseman, and Martha. By 1911 the family had moved to East Lavant, where in 1921 Bertie was a farm worker. In 1933, rather improbably, he married Annie Elizabeth Lapsien in South Shields, Durham. (As often, one wonders how the couple first met.) Annie’s mother was Emily; her father John had been born in Memel, Germany, and the unusual German surname Lapsien was inevitably distorted, to Lapsin at Annie’s marriage, and Lapson at the birth registration of her children Sylvia (1935), Maurice (1940) and Lynda (1951). Bertie and Annie continued to live in Lavant at least until the early 1960s; his address in the burial register was 76 Kingsham Road, and hers 34 Kingsham Road.

14.11	SQUIRES, Joan Dorothy  Died 6 July 1927, Aged: 2
	SQUIRES, Albert Jack  Buried 13 May 1929, Aged: 6 months
The civil registration of the births of these children, and of several other Squires children born in Chichester from 1920, tells us only that their mother’s maiden name was O’Dell. But no Squires – O’Dell marriage has yet been found. The mother cannot be Anne Elizabeth Squires (25.05), since she was born in 1912.

16.04	STACEY, Ellen  Baptised 6 July 1825, buried 9 Dec 1896, aged 62
Ellen was one of five Stacey sisters who, after the early deaths of their parents in 1838-39, remained lifelong spinsters, lived together in the family home on the Hornet, and took in laundry to support themselves. Another of the sisters, Mary, is buried at 20.04; another, Ann, is at rest in the old churchyard, as are their parents, John, a tailor, and Jemima.

26.01	STACEY, Emily Annie  Born 3 Oct 1888, buried 22 Nov 1973, aged 85
The Queen’s Nursing Institute gives interesting details about Emily in its Roll of Nurses for 1915-16: “Educated Dover National Girls School, Father – Ladies Tailor, Trained London Homeopathic Hospital (March 10th 1911 – March 10th 1915), Religion – Wesleyan, District Training – Brighton April 1st – Oct 2nd 1915, Midwifery Training – Cheltenham March 1st – July 1st 1917, Other Qualifications – undertakes Tuberculosis work (Oct 1917), Holds certificate of Royal Chest Hospital for Post Graduate Tuberculosis work (Nov 1920).” She was born in Wokingham, Surrey, to Alfred and Emily Stacey. The family was in Hackney in 1891 and Dover in 1901; we find Emily in Clapham in 1907-14, in Battersea in 1919-20, and in Harrow 1931-39. By 1945 she was in Chichester at ‘Oakfield’, Gossamer Lane, with several Stacey relations. Thereafter we have no records until her death: her last address was 52 Langdale Avenue according to the burial register, but 8 Cawley Road according to the probate record.

20.04	STACEY, Mary  Baptised 10 Feb 1813, buried 10 April 1890, aged 77
Mary was one of five Stacey sisters who all remained unmarried: see on Emily Stacey (16.04).

16.31	STANBRIDGE, Mary Ann  Baptised 25 Oct 1857, buried 28 Feb 1929, aged 72
She was born in Rumboldswyke, daughter of Alfred Cockram, a shoemaker, and his wife Mary Ann, who are buried in the adjacent grace (16.30). In 1877 at Harting she married William Stanbridge, a harness maker. By 1891 both Mary Ann and William are noted in the Census as deaf. They appear to have had one son and five daughters, including Ethel who is buried at 17.41 (married surname Aylward).

24.12	STANDEN, Elsie Emily  Born 9 Dec 1919, died 16 June 1986, aged 66
	STANDEN, Reginald John Philip  Born 6 Feb 1919, died 26 Feb 1996, aged 77
Elsie née Read was probably the daughter of James and Amelia Read, though we have not been able to confirm her parentage. In the 1939 Register she was living in Ilford, a worker at the Unicraft Factory. Reginald was the son of Ernest and Hypatia Standen (01.29). The 1939 Register shows him as a butcher, living with his parents in Lambeth. Shortly thereafter he moved with his parents to 121 Whyke Road. He married Elsie in 1948 at Ilford, and they had at least five children in Chichester (Bettina 1952, Gary 1956, Andrew 1959, David 1962, Hazel 1964). In 1956 they moved to 90 Whyke Road, which was their last address.

1.29	STANDEN, Ernest  Born 15 Feb 1885, died April 1941, aged 56
	STANDEN, Hypatia Annie Georgina  Born 22 April ?1885, died 5 July 1960, aged ?75
Ernest was the son of Frederick John and Charlotte Standen, one of their four boys and one girl who lived at Coombe in Surrey where Ernest was born. In 1911 they lived at Balham where Ernest was an ‘aluminium welder’; in the 1939 Register he was an ‘oxy welder’. Hypatia née Efford was the daughter of William, a carpenter; she was born in Regency St in Westminster. Her (late) baptism records her birth date as 22 April 1885, but later records say 1887. They married at St Jude’s Church in Peckham on 11 June 1911. They had a daughter Gladys in 1912 and sons Charles (aka Ernest) in 1915 and Reginald in 1919. In 1937 they lived at Brixton, South London and in 1939 at Lambeth. Shortly after the outbreak of war, however, they moved to 121 Whyke Road, where Ernest died in 1941. Hypatia remained there with her married son Reginald (24.12), moving in 1956 to 90 Whyke Road, where she died.

12.21	STANDING, George  Born 11 Nov 1864, buried 2 Dec 1940, aged 76
	STANDING, Elizabeth Jane  Born 23 March 1866, buried 25 June 1942, aged 78
They were married at Burgess Hill, Sussex in 1887. George was described as a “railway official”, and we learn from later Censuses that he was a ticket inspector with the LB&SC Railway. He was born at Burgess Hill to James, a labourer, and Mercy. Elizabeth’s father was William Porter, a dairyman. She was said in later Censuses to have been born in Hurstpierpoint, but we have not yet found records that would identify her mother. They lived in Battersea, where George switched jobs to clerk for a taxi company (1911) and then goods receiving clerk for the Army & Navy Stores (1921). They seem to have arrived in Chichester just before WW2: they were at 78 Grove Road in the 1939 Register, and that was their address as given in the burial register.

18.23	STANFORD, Henry  Baptised 30 June 1839, buried 2 Jan 1923, aged 83
	STANFORD, Harriett   Baptised 31 Jan 1854, buried 11 Apr 1931, aged 77
Henry’s father was William, a shepherd; his mother was Sarah; he was born at Storrington. In 1863 he married Rebecca Lee at Portsea. There seems to have been no children from this marriage, but Rebecca had at least one previous child, a son Richard Lee. Henry was a railway worker, “foreman of platelayers” in 1881, and they lived in New Lane Railway Cottages, Havant (1871) and Railway Cottages, Oving (1881). Rebecca died in August 1885, and Henry promptly married Harriett Case in November of that year at Whyke. At about this time he was appointed inspector of the permanent way. They moved to Eastbourne by 1891 and remained there past Henry’s retirement; by 1918 they had moved back to Chichester, to 5 Bognor Road, their last address.
     Harriett had been born in Rumboldswyke to Henry Boxall, a coachman, and Caroline. In 1878, again at Rumboldswyke, she married Job Case, a gardener; a son Job was baptised in August 1879, but it looks as if Job senior had died earlier that year in Portsea. Harriet remarried to Henry Stanford, as noted above, in 1885; she bore him four daughters, and a fifth child who did not survive.

2.23	STANFORD, Leila Winifred Clara  Born 26 Jan 1925, died 28 May 1998, aged 73
	STANFORD, Ernest Charles  Born 1925, died 20 Jan 1999, aged 74
James was the son of Charles and Emma Trodd, born at Sutton near Petworth. He signed up for 12 years in the Royal Navy from Jan 1910 to Dec 1921, serving as a stoker with HMS Glory in the Dardanelles campaign and with HMS Gloucester in the Battle of Jutland. He married Charlotte Clara on 25 Dec 1922 at St George’s, when he was 29, she 26. His address is given as Warblington, hers as No. 1 Grove Road. Her maiden name was also Trodd, daughter of Edwin and Charlotte (36.33). Her nickname ‘Lottie’ is attested on her MI. James Henry’s father Charles [bp.1860] was the son of John & Mary Trodd. Charlotte Clara’s father, Edwin George, was a son of Henry [bp 1841] son of John & Mary Trodd and so a brother of James’ father. In 1939 James and Lottie were living with her parents at 1 Grove Road, and James was working as a railway crossing keeper. Their children included Leila (buried here) and Charlotte Joan (24.03).
Leila was the daughter of James and Charlotte Trodd, who are also buried in this grave. She was in domestic service in 1939, aged 14. She was a Sunday School teacher at the Subdeanery Church, and a volunteer in the Young People’s Fellowship, the Chichester Girls’ Club, and the TocH Services Club. In 1946 she married Ernest Charles, known as ‘Charles’, who was then in service with REME. A special feature of the wedding was that the choir awaited the bride at the entrance and headed the bridal procession down the aisle. They had at least three children, Shaila (1947), Patricia (1949) and Rosemary (1954). In the 1950s they lived at 95 Swanfield Drive, and in the 1960s in Bracklesham Bay. The Burial Register gives Leila’s last address as 19 The Peacheries, and says she was cremated on 5 June 1998. It has no record for Charles, but we can assume his ashes were also deposited here.

12.12	STARES, Jane  Baptised 26 June 1853, buried 16 Oct 1905, aged 52
She was born in Swanmore, Hampshire, the daughter of Richard Newland, a carter, and Sophia. At the age of 17 she was a domestic servant at the big Manor Farm in East Tytherley. In 1880 she married John William Stares, a bricklayer, also Swanmore-born. They settled in Oving and then in Whyke, and had two sons, Ernest and William. By 1901 they were living at 131 Bognor Road, which was Jane’s address at burial. Following her death John moved to Portsmouth, and died there in 1909.

19.14	STATES, Amelia Julia  Buried 30 Nov 1891, aged 43
Her MI calls her Amelia Julia Gordon States, wife of Harry Gordon States. Our only other information about her, apart from the burial record, comes from the 1891 Census. It says she was born in Secunderabad, East Indies (i.e. India), and was living with her husband Harry States, a retired army officer, at Eaton Terrace, Caledonian Road, together with four children: Charles aged 16 and Walter aged 14 were born in Longhoo [Langkho?) Burma, Helena 12 was born in Secunderabad, and Harry 7 was born in Madras. Harry Senr had served in India for almost 24 years, reaching the rank of conductor in the Royal Artillery before retiring in 1885. Perhaps Amelia was the daughter of another Army family.

25.17	STEER, Florence  Born 21 Oct 1904, buried 29 Apr 1980, aged 75
	STEER, Sidney William Edward  Born 2nd qtr 1901, buried 28 Nov 1984, aged 83
Florence’s parents were William Heyter, a farm carter, and Ethel; she was born in Reading, Berkshire, but the family soon moved to West Sussex. Sidney was born in Pulborough to Annie Steer and her husband William Edward, a bricklayer; his baptismal record of 3 Aug 1902 gives the forenames as Sydney Hedwick William, but other records say Sidney William Edward. His father died very soon, and his mother married Henry Scott, a retired policeman. In 1921 Sidney was a gunner with the Royal Field Artillery in Balochistan. He was a labourer in 1929 when he married Florence in West Stoke. They settled at 14 York Road, Whyke, and remained there at least until the mid-1960s; three sons and three daughters were born to them. The 1939 Register records Florence and some of the children at no. 14, but not Sidney, so we do not know his occupation or whereabouts at this time. Florence’s address in the Burial Register was 11 Manning Road, while Sidney was buried from Velyn House.

24.09	STENNING, Phyllis Irene  Born 16 March 1909, buried 27 Feb 1984, aged 74
	STENNING, William John  Born 2 Nov 1913, died 9 March 2005, aged 91
Phyllis née Lee hailed from Brighton; her mother was Florence Emily, her father William Harold, a publisher’s advertiser. William John was born at Pulborough to Jane Steening (née Simmons) and William, a gardener. By 1921 his family had moved east to Lancing, and it was at Aldrington, Hove, that he married Phyllis in 1935. The couple lived in Lancing; William John worked as a nurseryman, and they had four children (Irene 1936, Dorothy 1938, David J. 1942, Brian R. 1948). In 1952 they moved to Fishbourne, and sometime after 1963 to Winden Avenue, Whyke, their last address; William John died in St Richard’s Hospital.

14.40	STEPHENS, Charles  Baptised 9 Jan 1855, buried 27 Sept 1900, aged 45
	STEPHENS, James  Baptised 11 June 1852, buried 29 Nov 1907, aged 55
They were two of the sons of Alfred and Frances Stephens (17.32). James was baptised at Hunston as Alexander James. (Similarly Alfred’s brother Henry named a son Alexander James, or James Alexander, in 1861.) Charles was baptised at Rumboldswyke. In the 1871 Census they were living with their parents in North Mundham: Charles was a farm worker, James a brickmaker like his father. Charles’ movements have not so far been traced after 1871. James enlisted in the Royal Navy in 1874, and served 20 years as stoker, his last ship being Victory II. Sometime in the 1880s he married Eliza (marriage not yet traced), and they had at least five children. In 1901 they were living in Portsmouth, but presumably they moved to Whyke before James’s death in 1907.

17.32	STEPHENS, Frances  Buried 9 July 1896, aged 69
	STEPHENS, Alfred  Baptised 2 May 1822, buried 4 Jan 1900, aged 77
Alfred was born and baptised at Hunston, the son of Henry and Sarah Stephens. Henry was a brick maker, and his address in Alfred’s baptismal record was given as Brick Kilns, presumably in Hunston. In the 1861 and 1871 Censuses he was in North Mundham. (It would be interesting to know whether the Brick Kiln Garden Centre on Bognor Road commemorates a site where Alfred would have worked.) He married on Christmas Day 1949 at St Martin’s, Chichester. The bride’s name is given as Fanny Ayling Bleach, daughter of Joseph Ayling: it has not proved possible to trace her birth or parents further. Alfred and Fanny had seven sons (at least) between 1851 and 1863, followed by two daughters in 1864 and 1866. Of the sons, Charles and James are buried at 14.40. By 1891 Alfred and Frances had moved into Chichester, to Wickham Rd (aka York Rd).

31.17	STEVENS, Alexander  Born 21 March 1867, buried 7 March 1957, aged 89
	STEVENS, Caroline  Born 9 Jan 1875, died 18 Aug 1963, aged 88
Alexander (usually a Scottish name, but apparently not here) was born in Pirbright, Surrey, to Frank Samuel Stevens, a labourer, and his wife Ann. Caroline née Day was born in West Hoathly, Sussex, to Sarah Jane and William, the latter a carter (later an engine driver); in 1891 Caroline was a domestic nurse in Brighton to a family with six small children. She and Alexander married in West Hoathly in 1898. He was then a member of the West Sussex Police, stationed in Newhaven, and the family moved around according to his postings: we find them in Chichester briefly in 1901, in Kirdford 1903-08, in Shoreham in 1911. Three daughters were born in this period, Muriel, Enid and Edna. By 1913 they had settled in Chichester, and were at 1 Russell Street until 1930, then at 18 South Pallant (where Alexander was an office caretaker in 1939); by 1948 they were at 33 Whyke Road, which was the last address for both Alexander and Caroline.

25.28	STEVENS, Ernest  Born 27 Sept 1918, died 30 Sept 1991, aged 73
	STEVENS, Audrey Alice  Born 4th qtr 1923, died 9 May 2013, aged 89
Ernest was born in Singleton to Phyllis Stevens and her husband Thomas, a lengthman (i.e. road surveyor) with Westhampnett RDC. In 1939 Ernest was a solicitor’s clerk in Petworth. Audrey Alice née Poe was born in Portsmouth; her mother Ethel Mary was headmistress of the Royal Marine L.I. School at Gosport, and her father Leonard Stafford Poe was an engine room artificer with the R.N. In 1933-35 her family was in Malta, no doubt because of one of Leonard’s postings. During WW2 Ethel and the children were on the Stockbridge Road, Whyke. In 1947 Audrey married Ernest in Chichester; they lived at 29 Caledonian Road, and from 1954 at 67 Lyndhurst Road, which was Ernest’s last address. Audrey’s last address was Elsaw Court, Cawley Road, but she died in St Richard’s Hospital. Her ashes were deposited here on 10 September 2013.

24.05	STEVENS, Harold  Baptised 15 Feb 1913, buried 9 June 1982, aged 69
He was baptised at Portfield, son of Allen Stevens, a married man, and Ethel Lee, a widow. In the 1921 census he was at the Stevens home, 32 St James St, with other children of Allen. He served as a private with the 2nd Bn Royal Sussex Regiment from 1934 to 1937. He was still at 32 St James St until 1940, after which he presumably saw further military service. We cannot trace him after WW2; his address in the burial register was Velyn House.

33.36	STEVENS, William Morton  Born 24 Sept 1876, died 15 Nov 1953, aged 77
	STEVENS, Ethel Mabel  Born 11 March 1890, died 11 Oct 1956, aged 66
William was born in Pirbright, Surrey, and baptised on Christmas Day 1876, son of Frank Samuel Stevens, a lock keeper and house painter, and Ann. By 1891 the family was in Woking. Thereafter we cannot trace him until his marriage to Ethel in Woking in 1919, when he was a customs officer; we guess he had been in the military. Ethel was born in Lambeth to George Packard, a platelayer, and Sarah. In the 1911 census she was working as a telephone operator and living with an uncle and aunt surnamed Stevens: does this mean she was related by birth to William? In 1916, in the middle of WW1, she married Ernest Edward Marshall, a corporal with the Royal Sussex Regiment, at Worthing; he was killed in France in June 1917. After the war she married William, as noted above. They had a son Alec in the Guildford district in 1928, and there may have been other children that we cannot trace. By 1939 they were in Bosham, with William as a grocer and general dealer; they remained there until at least 1950, but William’s last address was East Wittering. We do not know why he was buried at Whyke.

36.16	STEWART, Arthur John  Born 15 Nov 1869, died 7 Mar 1945, aged 75
	STEWART, Melinda Emily  Buried 5 June 1959, aged ?75
Arthur was born on 15 November 1869 at Westergate, and baptised privately the following day at Aldingbourne. His parents were Alexander Henry Stewart, a grocer, and his wife Fanny. By 1891 Alexander had died and Fanny was keeping a beer house and grocery, while Arthur was a gardener; in 1901 Fanny and Arthur were both also dairy farmers. In 1903 Arthur married Melinda Emily Bartlett in the Westhampnett district. Melinda was born at Ryde, Isle of Wight, to Henry Bartlett, a paper hanger, and Annie. Her birth was registered in the 3rd qtr of 1882, but the 1939 register gives her diedo.b. as 16 July 1881, while the Census of 31 March 1901 gives her age as 17, which would agree with the age at death of 75 given by the Burial Register. She and Arthur settled at Littlehampton and had four children, Arthur Harry Alexander, Melinda Gladys, Percy Leslie and Ernest Ronald. Around 1918 they moved to 97 Grove Road, Whyke, where Arthur became a labourer for the gas works. In 1926 they moved along Grove Road to the grocery store at No. 19 (Aspects of Whyke p. 36), where Melinda became shopkeeper. Arthur died at the care home at 9 College Lane, but Melinda continued at the shop until 1952, when she moved further along to 8 Grove Road, her last address.

12.02	STEWART, Sarah Ann  Baptised 19 June 1839, died 18 Feb 1905, aged 65
	STEWART, Harry  Baptised 10 Aug 1934, died 10 May 1908, aged 74
Sarah née Skingley was born and baptised at Chelmsford, Essex; her mother was Elizabeth, her father James, who in 1851 was a gentleman’s coachman. In 1861 she was in domestic service in Colchester, and there in 1868 she married Harry, a gardener. How they met is a mystery, since Harry was born and bred in deepest Sussex, in Slindon. His mother was Phyllis, his father Alexander, a gardener and woodreve (i.e. forester). After marriage Harry and Sarah settled in Harborne, Staffordshire, and had at least seven children. Around 1880 Harry changed course, and set up as a general shop keeper in Worthing. By 1891 he had retired to Chichester, and he and Sarah were at 18 Whyke Road, where they ended their days.  

33.36	STEVENS, William Morton  Born 24 Sept 1876, died 15 Nov 1953, aged 77
	STEVENS, Ethel Mabel  Born 11 March 1890, died 11 Oct 1956, aged 66
William was born in Pirbright, Surrey, and baptised on Christmas Day 1876, son of Frank Samuel Stevens, a lock keeper and house painter, and Ann. By 1891 the family was in Woking. Thereafter we cannot trace him until his marriage to Ethel in Woking in 1919, when he was a customs officer; we guess he had been in the military. 8.32	STILL, Alfred  Baptised 29 July 1860, buried 17 May 1913, aged 63
	STILL, Charlotte  Baptised 20 June 1858, buried 31 March 1926, aged 68
Alfred was born in Slaugham, near Crawley, to Thomas, a farm worker, and Harriett. By 1881 he was working in Chichester as a railway porter. In 1890 at St Pancras, Chichester he married Charlotte Robinson, who was born at Pagham to Elizabeth Robinson and her husband James, a farm worker and carter. They had two daughters, Ellen and Mabel, and a son Ernest. Around 1896 Alfred left the railway and started working for Councillor S.A. Garland as grocer’s assistant and carter. By 1901 he and Charlotte had settled at 20 Grove Road, which was the last address for both of them.

18.20	STILL, Thomas  Baptised 19 Nov 1820, buried 10 Nov 1893, aged 73
Thomas was a farm worker, with special skills regarding cattle. He was baptised at Slaugham, just south of Crawley, as son of Sarah Still, a widow; at his wedding his father was recorded as Richard Comber. The wedding, in 1850, was to Harriet Upton, in her home village of Cuckfield, some five miles southeast of Slaugham. Their first child Charles was born at Cuckfield, and three later children, spaced over 17 years, at Slaugham; they included Alfred (08.32). The 1891 Census records Thomas as having moved to East Pallant in Chichester and calls him a milkman, perhaps indicating that he delivered milk. His last address was Olive Terrace in Whyke.

34.12 	STILLWELL, William David  Born 1 Sept 1871, bd. 13 Dec 1947, aged 76
	STILLWELL, Lilian  Born 31 July 1876, bd. 13 Dec 1960, aged 85
Spelling of their surname varies between Stillwell and Stilwell. They were both born at Aldingbourne near Chichester. William’s parents were John, a cowman, and Ruth. He married Lilian at Eastergate in 1900. The marriage record gives her maiden name as Wheatland, daughter of John Wheatland, a ganger (presumably on the railway), but we have not found a birth record or a trace in the 1881 or 1891 Census under that surname. After marriage they lived in Chichester, on Tower Street and then on Grove Road, first at No. 82, then No. 20, then from 1920 at No. 65, their forever home. William was a platelayer (again on the railway) until middle age, but by 1939 he had become a farm worker. He and Lilian were buried on the same date (13 Dec) 13 years apart.

36.01	STIMPSON, Maurice Barrington John  Born 18 Apr 1925, died 21 July 1972, aged 47
	STIMPSON, Margaret Lilian Gertrude  Born 29 June 1927, d. 31 Aug 2014, aged 87
Maurice was Chichester-born, the son of Gladys Stimpson and Alfred, who was a commercial traveller and in 1939 an ARP warden. Maurice served in the Royal Navy in the latter stages of WW2; he also played hockey for the county. In 1948 in Chichester he married Margaret Lilian Gertrude Goodridge, daughter of Sidney and Lily Goodridge, who are buried next door at 36.00. Maurice and Margaret had two sons, Philip (1950) and David (1952). Home in the 1950s was 39 Armadale Road, then from 1960 17 Willowbed Drive, which was Maurice’s last address. He was heavily involved in angling, and after being elected secretary of the Chichester club in 1956, he built the membership from 180 to almost 1,000 before his sudden death. We do not know Margaret’s whereabouts during her long widowhood, except for a glimpse of her living in Godalming, Surrey with her son Philip in the early 2000s. Her last address was Milkwood House in Liss, Hampshire.

17.03	STIMSON, Mary Ann  Baptised 7 Sept 1862, buried 16 July 1923, aged 61
	STIMSON, William  Buried 4 Jan 1926, aged 63
Mary Ann was born in Brighton to Isaac Hatchard, a stone mason, and Elizabeth. In 1887 at Brighton she married William Stimson, son of George, a labourer, and Susannah. William was described throughout his career as a ‘railway carriage examiner’. His work took them to Three Bridges (1891), Portsmouth (1901), and then Chichester (by 1911), to 50 Grove Road. They had a son William George (died 18 Oct 1918 aged 29, perhaps as a result of WW1) and a daughter Mary.

26.27	STOCKER, Dorothy Maudlin  Born 23 June 1896, died 14 Sept 1986, aged 90
	STOCKER, Ewart James  Born 18 Apr 1893, died 27 Dec 1987, aged 94
A long-lived couple with some fine names! Dorothy Maudlin née Foot was born in Melkham Regis, Weymouth, Dorset. Her mother was the splendidly named Welmoth Jane Foot, her father Henry, a builder. By 1901 Welmoth was widowed and supporting herself as a publican, and still a publican in 1911 after remarriage. By 1921 Welmoth and Dorothy had moved to London, where Dorothy was a civil servant in the Public Trustee Office. As for Ewart, he was the eldest child of Ada Rosina Stocker and her husband James, a shop assistant. In 1911 he was working as a clerk in a soft goods warehouse. In WW1 he served with the Royal Army Medical Corps; after the war he became a bookkeeper for the Société Française in Bishopsgate; by 1939 he was a ‘company secretary’. He and Dorothy married in 1938, and lived in Clapham until the mid-1960s at least; we do not know when they came to Whyke, but their last address was 23 Stirling Road. Dorothy’s ashes were deposited here on 15 Oct 1986, and Ewart’s on 4 Feb 1988.

9.25	STONE, Sarah  Buried 2 Jan 1940, aged 70
She was at No. 13 Bognor Road from 1934, and at No. 145 from 1936. The 1939 Register describes her as a single person, a cook (general) retired. It gives her birth date as 8 Feb 1868. We have not been able to distinguish her from other people of the same name in earlier records.

10.07	STRANGE, Henry Robert  Baptised 28 Mar 1875, buried 1 Aug 1930, aged 57
	STRANGE, Alys  Baptised 28 July 1881, buried 27 May 1939, aged 57
Henry was baptised at the attractive church of St Bartholomew, Chichester, one of many sons of Julia Strange (11.08) and her husband Robert Henry. He became a driver and a groom. In 1901 at St Mary, Whyke he married Sarah Annie Wyatt, who died just two years later. He then remarried in 1905 to Alice Martin, who had been born at Arundel and baptised at East Preston by Eliza Martin, a single mother. In 1908 Henry and Alice settled at 40 Whyke Lane, which remained home for the rest of their lives. At about this time Alice started to spell her name stylishly as Alys. She bore Kathleen, then Robert Henry (named for his grandfather), then five daughters in a row before a son, daughter and son. Henry died just 18 months after his mother Julia, who had been living with them; Alys died just three months before the outbreak of WW2, which would have affected all her children.

11.08	STRANGE, Julia  Baptised 11 July 1841, buried 29 Jan 1929, aged 90
She was baptised Julia Mary Button, daughter of Samuel and Ann, at Milborne Port, Somerset, and she was married there in 1867 to Robert Henry Strange, a wool stapler and fellmonger. Before marriage we find her in Wincanton Workhouse in 1861 with a two-year-old daughter Ellen Button; a son Thomas James was born in 1862 at Sherborne, Dorset, surprisingly surnamed Strange. After marriage Julia and Robert settled in Chichester, and had at least three more daughters and six sons. Following Robert’s death in 1900 Julia lived with her son Henry Robert (10.07) and his wife and children at 40 Whyke Lane, her last address.

33.38	STRANGE, Stephen John  Buried 8 Nov 1954, aged 1 month
He was of 80 Whyke Lane. His parents James and Phyllis Strange were recorded there from 1945 to 1962.

36.21	STREETER, Alice Mabel  Born 25 July 1881, buried 21 Aug 1945, aged 64
	STREETER, George Arthur  Born 25 Aug 1874, buried 18 Dec 1961, aged 87
Alice née Spicer was born at Brighton to William Ashby Spicer, a carpenter, and his wife Martha. George hailed from Horsham, son of Stephen Streeter, a labourer, and Mary. His father died when he was four, but his mother managed to apprentice him as a tailor, and by 1901 he had set up his own business in Horsham. In 1904 he married Alice, and a son Cyril Ashby was born in 1906. By 1909 they had moved to Chichester, to 82 Whyke Lane; in July of that year George effected a much-reported rescue of a man who was attempting to commit suicide on the railway line.  In 1912 they lost a one-year-old son William George (19.15). In 1921 George was working for the tailors Howard & Brown in East St. Around 1938 they moved along to 71 Whyke Lane, which was Alice’s last address. In 1957 George moved to Easebourne, near Midhurst, to live with his now married son Cyril, and he died there at the Cottage Hospital.

4.28	STREETER, Joseph  Baptised 24 June 1860, died 11 Oct 1920, aged 62
	STREETER, Georgina Agnes  Born Sept 1866, died 27 Feb 1940, aged 73
Joseph was born at Billingshurst, son of John, a farm worker, and Harriett. In the 1881 Census he was in Midhurst, working for the railway as an engine cleaner, but at his marriage in 1888 he was a coachman. Georgina was born at Westbourne, near Havant, in 1866, but not baptised until April 1869, at Funtington. Her parents were William Hawkins, a farm worker, and Mary. In 1888 she and Joseph Streeter married at Preston St Peter in Brighton. In Brighton they had two children, Joseph Henry (1888) and Elsie Margaret (1891). By 1901 they had moved to Chichester, where they had another son, William Frederick (1904). Joseph senior was now a horse driver making deliveries for A.A. Oil Co. By 1911 they were at 20 Cleveland Road, where Joseph senior died, and where Georgina remained until around 1926. In the 1930s she was at 222 Whyke Lane, but the 1939 Register notes that she is incapacitated, and places her with her married daughter Elsie at ‘Brookfield’, Green Lane, which was her last address. A memorial plaque by the bell rope in the Lady Chapel of St George’s Church indicates that the South Porch was built in Joseph’s memory.

19.15	STREETER, William George  Buried 7 Nov 1912, aged 15 months
He was the second child of George Arthur Streeter, a tailor, and Alice Mabel (36.22), of 82 Whyke Lane.

14.16	STRIPE, George  Baptised 18 Oct 1846, buried 21 Jan 1902, aged 55
He was born at Walderton and baptised at neighbouring Stoughton, son of George Stripe, a carter and farm worker, and Anne. It looks as if he was on an RN vessel as assistant baker at the time of the 1871 Census, though the birthplace is given as Stoke, Sussex (i.e. West Stoke?). By 1885 he had settled in Chichester, and he followed his father’s trade of carter, working for a brewer in 1901. In 1889 George appeared before the County Bench, charged with not having control over his horses on the highway at Westbourne. He was fined 1s., plus 10s. 6d. costs.

5.31	STRUDWICK, Edward Percy  Baptised 7 March 1886, buried 19 Jan 1933, aged 47
	STRUDWICK, Mabel  Baptised 24 July 1892, buried 17 Apr 1959, aged 66
Edward’s parents were William and Harriet Strudwick; he was born in West Dean, and spent his early years with his family in the next parish, Singleton. In 1911 at Rumboldwyke he married Mabel May Birch; she was born in Portfield, daughter of Thomas and Louisa Birch who are buried nearby (5.26). Home was 117 Bognor Road until at least 1939; they do not appear to have had children. After the death of Mabel’s mother Louisa, her father Thomas and brother Frederick lived with them. In 1921 both Edward and Frederick were working at Mr Hobgen’s gravel pit at Pound Farm. The Chichester Observer for 15 April 1925 reports that Edward was fined 10s. for driving a ‘locomotive’ at more than two miles per hour. “P.C. Trott said he saw the locomotive, which was drawing two trucks, turn from Bognor into Florence Road at … between 6 and 8 miles an hour.”

3.18	STUBBS, Maria  Buried 26 Aug 1921, aged 85
Maria was part of what we might call the King alliance, since she married George Stubbs, the brother of Lucy King née Stubbs (see on 13.33). Maria was born at Chichester, the daughter of John Holder, a carter, and his wife Mary. She was baptised in 1846, when her birth date was given as 30 April 1839; however, her age as reported on the Censuses and at death suggests she was born a few years before 1839. By 1861 she was in domestic service in Selsey, and here she met George; they married at St Peter the Great in Chichester in 1863. There were no children from the marriage. At the time of the marriage George was a mariner and fisherman, like his father, but by 1871 he had completely changed occupations, and was a warden at the big prison in Brompton, Kent. He retired early, and by 1891 the couple were back in Selsey, where George died in 1901. Maria stayed on, living on the rents from apartments (1911). In the 1921 Census, shortly before her death, she was in Chichester, looked after by Sarah Jane Holder, clearly a relative.

35.35	STURGESS, Elizabeth Perrie  Died 3 Oct 1949, aged 27
A brass plate on a wooden cross in the GoR is inscribed laconically “ELIZABETH STURGESS / 3-10-49 age 27 / RONALD STURGESS / 23-1-09 age 89”. Ronald is Ronald William Sturgess, born in Southampton in 1920. There is no evidence that he had a sister Elizabeth, so it seems likely that Elizabeth was his wife, though Ancestry does not have a record of the marriage. They were living together at 30 Oak Avenue in 1948, but Elizabeth’s final address was 64 Hay Road. Ronald married June Yorke in 1951 at Chichester.

17.08	STYLE, Emily Sophia  Born 29 Sept 1820, died 3 Jan 1895, aged 74
Emily Sophia Joyce was born in Freshford, Somerset to Phebe Martin Joyce and her husband Thomas, a clothier. When she married Sidney Style in 1855 she was living in Brighton. Her husband was a bookseller. Sidney’s father’s occupation was recorded as a ‘Yeoman’ and Thomas, Emily’s father, was now a ‘Gentleman’. By 1871 the couple with their son Alfred Charles had moved to Exeter where Sidney continued his bookselling. The family moved on to Southampton, where Sidney died in 1878. His brother-in-law was a bookseller in the town and Alfred began working as a salesman in the shop. Emily moved to Chichester to be near her brother-in-law and family who were confectioners at 20 South Street.

16.33	SWAYNE, Elizabeth Emily  Born 1st qtr 1875, died 4 Nov 1933, aged 58
	SWAYNE, Sydney George  Born 1873, died 19 March 1945, aged 71
Sydney was a woolsorter, like his father William; his mother was Ellen. He was born in the Petersfield area, but by 1891 he had moved to Chichester with his older brother William John, another woolsorter and husband of Kate (16.22). In the 1921 Census Sydney is employed by Ebenezer Prior Ltd, woolstapler & fellmonger, of Tower St in Chichester.
     In 1903 Sydney married Elizabeth Emily Carter at All Saints, Chichester. She was born at Reading, the daughter of William Alfred (a carpenter and builder) and Elizabeth. She and Sydney had a son Sydney and two daughters, Alice and Rose.

16.22	SWAYNE, Kate  Born 3rd qtr 1869, buried 31 May 1897, aged 27
She was born Kate Thrift in 1869 in Chichester, though not baptised until 14 March 1875, daughter of Henry and Albreda Thrift (13.04). On Christmas Day 1885 the young Kate married William John Swayne, a woolsorter, at her home church of St Martin, Chichester. (William was the older brother of Sydney George Swayne, buried at 16.33.) The couple had three children by 1891, and probably two more before Kate’s early death.

9.13	SYKES, Alfred  Born 2 May 1845, buried 24 Aug 1926, aged 81
SYKES, Ellen  Born 4th qtr 1846, buried 28 July 1934, aged 87

In 1871 he was in a large drapery factory in St Mary Newington, London. In the same factory was Ellen Saull, born in Plymouth, daughter of William, a draper, and Mary; her father had died by 1851, and she too had sought her fortunes in London. They married in 1877 at Hackney, and moved straightway to Chichester, where Alfred established himself as a draper. They had four daughters, Beatrice, Una (both 01.15), Elsie and Hilda (both 26.05), and one son, Leonard. By 1901 they had settled at 13 Whyke Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives. The family business Sykes & Son Ltd, drapers, was on South Street; they advertised regularly and prominently in the Chichester Observer. An obituary in that paper notes that Alfred was keenly interested in sports, and was a member of the Football Club committee.




26.05	SYKES, Elsie Mildred  Born 31 Oct 1879, died 28 Feb 1970, aged 90
	SYKES, Hilda Mary  Born 10 Jan 1887, died 6 Dec 1974, aged 86
They were two of the five children (four of them daughters, two others buried at 1.15) of Ellen and Alfred Sykes (9.13); Alfred had a well-known drapery business on South Street. Home was 38 Florence Lane, and then (by 1901) ‘Charlwood’, 13 Whyke Lane. Elsie was the most stay-at-home of the daughters, and cared for her parents as they aged. Alfred left the daughters well provided for, and Elsie’s estate in 1970 amounted to £11,950. Hilda became a State Registered Nurse; though based at ‘Charlwood’, she travelled as needed for her work, and was in Selsey in 1921 and in Birdham in 1939. As the last surviving daughter, she had inherited from her sisters, and left an estate of £44,828.

1.15	SYKES, Una May  Born 1 May 1882, died 25 July 1963, aged 82
Una is commemorated both on the headstone at 1.15, with her sister Beatrice Meadmore, and on the headstone at 26.05 with her other two sisters Elsie and Hilda Sykes. It seems likely, however, that she is buried at 1.15. For her parents, see on Alfred and Ellen Sykes (9.13). Through the wonderfully detailed newspaper reporting of those days, we know that at 14 Una participated in tableaux presented by Congregational Band of Hope, and at 18 she won a certificate in freehand drawing at the Technical Institute in North Street. Shortly thereafter she moved to London and worked as a ‘photographic artist’ (1901, 1911) and specifically a retoucher (1921). By 1929 she had returned to Chichester and lived at the family home ‘Charlwood’, 14 Whyke Road, with her mother and sisters. She left an estate of £12,955, the executors being her surviving sisters, Elsie and Hilda.

32.28	TADD, Emma Caroline  Baptised 22 Jan 1882, died 4 Apr 1955, aged 73
Emma was Chichester-born, daughter of Henry White, a butcher, and Mary. By the age of 19 she was in domestic service in Chichester. In 1907 she married Edward Ernest Tadd, a baker, at St Paul’s Church. They lived at 35 (later 36) Franklin Place and had two children, Gladys Emma (1909) and Eric Wilfred (1911). Around 1929 they moved to 13 Whyke Lane, where Edward kept a General Stores and grocery. Edward outlived Emma, and died at the age of 96 in 1977; by 1972 he had completed 75 years playing tuba with the Chichester City Band.

21.04	TALBOT, Albert  Buried 29 Apr 1893, aged 23 months
21.07	TALBOT, Winifred  Buried 25 March 1893, aged 1 month
21.08	TALBOT, Ernest  Buried 22 Feb 1893, aged 5
21.32	TALBOT, Annie  Buried 21 Nov 1888, aged 5
The Talbot family lived on Beggars’ Lane; the father was Albert, a stockman, the mother Frances. They lost Ernest (21.08) in Feb 1893, Winifred (21.07) in March, and Albert junior in April, as well as Annie in 1888 (21.32). None of these children was baptised, and all their burial records (except that of Albert junior) say “Burial under Act of 1880”; that Act removed the obligation to follow the prescribed form of service for burial in Anglican churchyards. So we can infer that the parents were nonconformist.

13.22	TALBOT, Cecil Barber  Born 4th qtr 1873, buried 26 Feb 1904, aged 32
He was born in Felpham near Bognor, son of Albert, a farm worker, and Frances. In 1889 he enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment; his absence from the 1891 and 1901 U.K. Censuses suggests that he was serving overseas. In May 1903, now a gardener, he married Fanny Elizabeth Wakeling at St George’s, Whyke. He was buried “under the late Burial Act”, which perhaps means without the rites of the C of E. His son Cecil Turner Talbot was baptised at St George’s ten weeks later.

18.25	TALMAN, William  Buried 5 Jan 1923, aged 74
	TALMAN, Charlotte  Baptised 10 June 1849, buried 14 Nov 1929, aged 80
We do not have William’s birth or baptism record, but the 1851 Census says he was born at Lodsworth, the son of Edward and Jane. Charlotte was born one parish to the west, at Easebourne near Midhurst, to John and Charlotte Mitchell. They married at Lodsworth on Christmas Day 1873 and moved first to Appledram, where William was a farm worker, and then by 1891 to Kingsham Farm, where he was a carter – specified as using a horse. Two daughters were born, Charlotte and Mabel, and nine years later a son William. The last family home was 31 Whyke Road; after her husband’s death, Charlotte senior moved to Colworth.

1.02	TANNER, Kathleen Ward  Born 22 Jan 1887, died 17 Mar 1939, age 56
Kathleen was born in Norwood, South London. Her parents were Edward Tanner and Elizabeth, née Temple, who died age 25 four weeks after Kathleen’s birth. She was brought up by her uncle and aunt, Joseph and Emily Tanner who lived in Putney. Joseph was a barrister, and a member of the Inner Temple. Kathleen was still living with them in 1911. In 1921 she was boarding in Croydon and working as a private secretary.
      	By 1930 she had moved to 8 Caledonian Road, Whyke, where she remained until her death. She left £9322 in her will, including a legacy of £1,000 to her landlady Lucy Lily King (14.31), £500 to the Weavers Almshouse Charity, and £500 to the Society for the Propagation of the Bible.

4.20	TANNER, William  Baptised 22 Dec 1850, buried 16 Aug 1920, aged 69
	TANNER, Mary  Baptised 13 Nov 1853, buried 31 March 1922, aged 69
William was a groom and later a coachman. He was born in Nether Wallop, Hampshire, to William Tanner, a farm worker, and his wife Eliza. At the age of 19 he married a 24-year-old widow, Eleanor Brunsden, at Penton Mewsey near Andover, Hampshire. They had four children and spent some time in Wiltshire, where Eleanor (aka Ellen) died prematurely late in 1876. William then returned to Hampshire, and in 1878 he remarried to Mary Elmer, a spinster, at Goodworth Clatford near Andover. Mary had been born at Abbotts Ann, again near Andover, to Jane Elmer and her husband John, a farm carter. William and Mary continued to live for some years in the Andover area, then moved to Sussex, specifically Boxgrove (by 1901) and Aldingbourne (by 1911). By 1911 Mary had born William seven children, of whom five were still alive. Reflecting the changing times, William was now a Highway Driver. The family was still in Aldingbourne in 1918, but William died at 104 Grove Road in Whyke; Mary died at the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

2.13	TAPLIN, George Henry,  Buried 14 Jan 1939
George was born in Chichester to Sarah Ann Taplin and her husband Joseph, who was a brewery carter in 1911, and in 1921 a cellarman for WJ Youde of Westgate; the family lived at 23 Westgate. George was a timber carter in 1921, but by 1931 he had followed his father into the beer trade, as a malster. On 17 Jan 1931 at Whyke he married Gwendoline Kate Parsons, daughter of Ethel Parsons (16.21). They lived at 13 Grove Road, and had a son Leonard later in 1931. George was Assistant Secretary and ‘A’ team trainer to the Chichester Football Club. The family moved in 1934 to 55 Cambrai Avenue, which was George’s final address. His age was given as 33 at death, but as 18 in the 1921 Census.

30.14	TAPNER, Louise Ethel  Born 2 June 1907, buried 3 Feb 1960, aged 52
	TAPNER, Sydney Robert  Born 31 March 1907, died 6 Nov 1968, aged 61
Louise’s forenames were registered at birth as Louise Ethel, but she often appears in records as Ethel Louise. She was born in Chichester née Turner, daughter of Catherine Sarah and Frederick, a bricklayer. Sydney started life at Boxgrove, son of Dora Edith and her husband Robert, who was foreman of a road mending gang and later a woodsman. Sydney and Louise married at Chichester in 1935, and lived first at 35 Whyke Lane, then from 1938 at 70 Whyke Lane, where they remained for the rest of their lives, though Sydney died in the Bognor Annex (of RWSH?). In 1939 Robert was a house painter. Their children were Patricia 1936, Richard 1937, Christopher 1940, Wendy 1943, Mary 1945, and Susan 1947.

32.07	TAPP, George Richard  Born 28 Nov 1881, buried 13 Jan 1953, aged 71
He was born in Westhampnett district, but baptised six years later in Southampton, son of Mary Tapp, a single woman then of Brighton; in 1891 he was living with his grandparents Charles and Matilda Ayling in Oving. He enlisted as a driver with the Royal Field Artillery by 1911, and in WW1 he served with the Royal Horse Artillery. In 1912 he married Annie Hall in Woolwich; a son George William was born in Chichester in 1916. After his discharge they lived at 7 York Road, and then from 1930 at 1 York Road, George’s last address. In 1939 he was a steward at Graylingwell Hospital. The year after his death Annie (now styled Mary Ann) married William R. Rennie.

30.04	TAYLOR, Florence Joan  Died 24 Feb 1958, aged 50
	TAYLOR, Lily Charlotte  Born 14 Feb 1884, died 22 March 1970, aged 86
They were daughter and mother; their MI tells us that the daughter went by ‘Joan’ (to avoid confusion with Lily’s sister). In 1891 Lily C[harlotte] and Rose F[lorence] Coombes, both aged 6 and presumably twins (born on Valentine’s Day), were in Chichester Workhouse: their father was Mark Coombes, a fisherman, but we do not know their mother. Lily married James Harper Taylor at Doncaster, Yorkshire in 1906; their daughter Florence Joan was born in Armthorpe, Yorkshire. In 1911 they were in Duffield, Derbyshire, with James working as a coachman. They seem to have returned to Chichester, as James enlisted in the Royal Sussex Regiment in WW1; he was killed in action in 1916. Lily’s sister, now going by Florence Rose, married Benjamin Martin at Whyke in 1917 (see 1.08), and settled at 36 York Road; Lily and her daughter joined them there. It was their base until at least 1927. In 1921 Lily was head housekeeper at Selham House, near Petworth, but we do not know how long that position lasted. By 1934 the Martins had moved to 22 Grove Road, but Lily and her daughter did not initially accompany them: in 1935 they were at 200 Whyke Road. In 1939, however, Lily was at No. 22 as housekeeper to Benjamin; her sister was absent – was she already in RWSH, where she died in 1941? Benjamin died at No. 22 in 1946, and Florence Joan in 1958; Lily eventually moved into Velyn House, where she ended her days.

10.30	TAYLOR, Frederick James  Baptised 16 Apr 1871, buried 30 Aug 1909, aged 39
	TAYLOR, Elizabeth Ann  Buried 29 Nov 1924, aged 57
Frederick was baptised at Crawley Down, near Crawley; his father was James, a bricklayer and builder, his mother Louisa (10.31). In 1898 he married Elizabeth Ann Bell. She named her father as William, a joiner, and in the 1901 Census she reported her birthplace as Liverpool, but we have not been able to verify either detail. In 1901 the couple were in Hammersmith, where Frederick was a draper’s clerk, and they had a daughter Jessie. By now Frederick’s parents were in Chichester, and he and Elizabeth soon joined them here, and had a second daughter Fanny. When Frederick died in 1909, his address was given as 34 Southgate. In the 1911 Census the two daughters were ‘visitors’ at 30 Whyke Lane with the Giblett family, but we cannot trace their mother then or thereafter until her death in 1924 at St Bart’s Hospital in London.

13.17	TAYLOR, Isabel Charlotte  Born 4th qtr 1856, buried 1 May 1929, aged 72
	TAYLOR, Thomas  Born 7 May 1852, buried 9 March 1945, aged 91
Isabel was born in Lewes to Robert Wood, a merchant seaman, and his wife Charlotte. Thomas hailed from Laughton, East Sussex, some five miles from Lewes; his mother was Harriet, his father John, a busy wheelwright employing four men and one boy in 1861. Isabel and Thomas married in 1879 in Lewes; Thomas was then a warden at HM prison. They had four children, including Nellie Christine (see 13.13 and 28.28). After Thomas retired from the prison service they moved to West Sussex, and by 1918 they were at 49 Grove Road, Whyke. In 1921 Thomas was a warehouseman for G. Pine, ironmonger. After Isabel’s death at Grove Road, Thomas lived with their daughter Nellie and family (married surname Dibley) at Sidlesham, where he passed four-score and ten.

10.31	TAYLOR, James  Baptised 7 June 1846, buried 8 June 1921, aged 75 
	TAYLOR, Louisa  Baptised 21 June 1846, buried 5 Jan 1926, aged 78
They were baptised a fortnight apart, James at Crawley Down and Louisa at Horsham. His parents were James, a builder and Eliza; hers were George Hersey, a railway porter, and Harriet. They married in 1870, lived at Crawley Down, and had two sons, Frederick (10.30) and Albert. James worked as bricklayer and builder like his father. By 1901 they had retired to Whyke Lane, Chichester. Both sons followed them to Chichester, and they were living with Albert and his wife and children in 1911, following Frederick’s death in 1909. James was buried a day after the anniversary of his baptism.

1.16	TAYLOR, Mary Ann Buried 4 April 1942, aged 74
We have not been able to distinguish our Mary Ann in the records from other people who had this very common name. We know only what the Burial Register tells us, that her last address was 114 Whyke Lane, and she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

31.38	TAYLOR, William  Born 3 Apr 1899, died 16 Oct 1962, aged 63
He was born in Rawtenstall, Lancashire, to Sarah Ann Taylor and her farmer husband Samuel. He became a hairdresser, and in 1920 he married Angela Mary Magdeline Davies at Brecon, Wales. They settled in Hay, Breconshire (then a market town, now a ‘town of books’), and had two sons, Harold and John. They were still in Hay in 1939, but thereafter we cannot trace them until 1961 when William and Angela appear at 34 Langdale Avenue in Whyke, which was William’s last address. His ashes were interred on 24 November 1962.

28.23	TEES, Edith May  Born 11 May 1898, buried 10 March 1966, aged 67
	TEES, Harold Francis  Born 8 Dec 1903, buried 4 Sept 1970, aged 67
Edith May née Ede was born at Dover to Kate and George Ede the fourth of five daughters (no sons). On her parents and sisters, see the Edes of 32.05 and 36.04. Kate was a native of Chichester, and by 1911 the family had moved to 95 Cleveland Road. In the 1921 Census Edith was a photographer. In 1930 at Chichester she married Arthur Charles Burtenshaw – the only one of the Ede daughters to marry. Arthur died young in January 1931, and is buried with Edith’ sister Lilian at 12.07. In 1940, again at Chichester, Edith remarried to Harold Tees. Harold was born in Portfield to Frank Tees, an oil and hardware merchant, and his wife Elizabeth. In the 1930s the Tees family home was 14 Oving Road, and Harold was a private with the Royal Tank Corps. In the 1939 register he was a temporary postman. After marriage he and Edith lived at the Ede family home, which was now 4 Bognor Road; Edith’s parents, and later Edith herself and Harold, were buried from that address.

2.14	TESTER, Elizabeth Emma  Baptised 9 July 1865, buried 2 Feb 1939, aged 73
	TESTER, Harry  Baptised 23 June 1861, buried 8 March 1939, aged 77
Elizabeth was born in Portfield to John Rulf, a bricklayer, and his wife Ann. In 1889 at St Pancras, Chichester, she married Harry Tester, the Chichester-born son of Harriet Tester and her husband Richard, a butler. Harry had trained as a smith; he was specialised as a coach smith in the 1881 Census, but was a whitesmith by the time of marriage. (A whitesmith was a worker in tin and other soft metals, making and repairing such items as kettles and saucepans.) They lived in Whyke, and by 1901 they were at 29 Whyke Lane, which remained home for the rest of their lives. Their children were Harry William  Born 1890, Florence Dorothy  Born 1891, Richard Archibald Born 1893 (36.20), Ethel Lavinia  Born 1896 (see 36.07) and Arthur Edwin  Born 1897. In 1921 Harry Sr was working for Halsteds. 

36.20	TESTER, Richard Archibald  Born 22 Feb 1893, buried 13 Aug 1945, aged 52
Richard was born in Rumboldswyke to Elizabeth and Harry Tester (2.14). He worked for the Westgate Brewery for 37 years, as a bottler in 1911, a cellarman in 1921 and a driver’s mate in 1939. In 1921 he married Edith Maria Triggs at St George’s, and they had two sons, Kenneth (1922) and Richard Eric (1925). They lived initially with Richard’s parents at 29 Whyke Lane, then next door at No. 30; Richard’s last address was 62 Whyke Lane.

33.03	THAIR, Edwin Charles Harding  Baptised 11 Oct 1874, died 12 Oct 1950, aged 76
	THAIR, Mary Ann  Died 21 Apr 1962, aged 89
Edwin was baptised at Ditchling, north of Brighton; his parents were James, a brick maker, and Ellen Louisa. Naturally enough he became a bricklayer. Mary Ann née Baker was Chichester-born; her mother was Emma, her father Samuel, a shoemaker. She married Edwin in 1898 at Rumboldswhyke. They lived on Bognor Road and had 11 children, the last of whom was Dorrien Aisne (36.03). By 1918 they had moved to 62 Grove Road; that was where Edwin died, and probably Mary Ann also, though her record in the burial register says 70 Grove Road.  

2.23	THOMAS, John  Born 28 July 1863, buried 23 Mar 1944, aged 80
	THOMAS, Martha Maud  Baptised 11 Apr 1869, buried 26 Nov 1953, aged 85
John was born in the Far East of Sussex, at Icklesham, near Rye, to Sarah Ann Thomas, a single mother. Martha née Hawkins was born at Funtington to Mary Ann and William Hawkins, a farm worker. In 1889 Martha was a 21-year-old nurse at Chichester Workhouse when she married Frederick Beal, a private in the Royal Sussex Regiment, 12 years her senior; the marriage was at St Paul’s, Chichester. By 1901 John and Martha’s lives had come together in Fishbourne, where John was a boarder chez Martha and Frederick: Frederick was now a brewer’s labourer, John a brewer’s drayman. Frederick died in 1908, and John married Martha (who was now going by her second name Maud) at Whyke in 1910. They lived on Bognor Road, first at 113 and then by 1918 at 126, which remained home for the rest of John and Martha’s lives. John was a builder’s carter in 1911, and a carter for the Chichester Corporation in 1921; in 1939 he was listed as incapacitated.

2.02	THOMPSON, Ernest Henry  Born 7 Dec 1862, died 1 Sep 1937, aged 75
	THOMPSON, Nellie Victoria  Born 24 May 1866, died 27 July 1940, aged 74
Ernest Thompson was born in Reading to Eleanor and Peter Thompson, the latter a commercial traveller. When he married Nellie in the Cathedral on 23 April 1890 he was a commercial traveller, following in his father’s footsteps. Nellie was the daughter of W.H. Barrett and his wife Ellen Maria, who lived in St Faith’s in the Cathedral precincts and owned a book and stationer’s shop by the City Cross. By 1901 Ernest and Nellie were living at No.3 Cleveland Road with their daughter Katherine Edith aged 10, who had been born at New South Wales, Australia. In 1911 and 1921 they were at 8 Whyke Road. In all these Censuses Ernest was working as an assistant in his father-in-law’s business. At the time of Ernest’s death in 1937 they were living in St Faith’s House in The Close. Nellie died in 1940, leaving an estate of £11,941. 
Ernest was Churchwarden of Whyke Parish for 30 years, from 1906 to 1937. His name is on the foundation stone for St George’s vestry extension, Nov 25 1909. An oak screen was erected on the North side of the chancel in memory of him and William Rasell (8.01) (later partially removed to accommodate the new organ).

33.09	THOMPSON, Francis Raymond  Died 12 Dec 1950, aged 30
	THOMPSON, John Thomas  Died 26 Aug 1963, aged 86
The headstone at this grave tells us that John was the father of Francis. All the evidence indicates that the family hailed from County Durham, though the details are uncertain. What is certain is that Francis married Evelyn Carragher at Durham in 1944, and they had a son Francis in 1945. They then appear in 1947 at 29 Whyke Road, living with John and Ethel Walls. John Walls married Ethel Thompson in the Chester-le-Street district of Durham in 1923; so Ethel was probably a (much older) sister of Raymond, and the two couples came to Whyke just after the war. Francis and Evelyn moved to 68 Exton Road in 1950, and Frances died there that year. John and Ethel Walls moved to 49 Exton Road, and John Thompson is found living with them there from 1954 until his death in St Richard’s Hospital. We cannot trace his earlier life with certainty, because there were too many John Thompsons in Durham.

36.26	THOMPSON, Frederick Thomas  Born 21 Aug 1890, buried 3 Jan 1946, aged 55
	THOMPSON, Alice Eunice  Born 27 Jan 1892, buried 21 Nov 1991, aged 98
Frederick was born at Broken Hill, Australia. We do not know who his parents were or when he came to England, but in 1911 he was a steward on SS Yucatan (Leyland Line), docked in Lancashire. Later that year he joined the Royal Navy, and served as Leading Stoker until 1921 on various ships including HMS Superb. In 1916 he married Alice Eunice White at St Pancras, Chichester. Alice was born at Bognor to Martha White and her husband Charles, a general labourer. By 1901 Alice’s family had moved to Chichester, and in 1911 Alice was an ironer with the Chichester Laundry Company. Alice and Frederick settled at 81 Grove Road, where they remained for the rest of their lives. They had three daughters, Kathleen in 1919 (17.19), Daisy in 1921 and Doris in 1923. Frederick worked as a bus conductor with the Southdown Motor Service (1921) and later as a tanner. Alice survived Frederick for almost 46 years, which may be a record with regard to couples buried at St Mary’s.

17.09	THOMPSON, Kathleen Lilian Alice  Born 8 March 1919, died 15 Apr 1923, aged 4
Kathleen’s parents, Frederick Thomas Thompson and Alice Eunice White (36.26), were married on 29 May 1916. Frederick was a Leading Stoker in the Royal Navy and at the time of the marriage he was working aboard HMS ‘Superb’. Kathleen was the first of three daughters born to the couple.  

2.07	THORN, Alfred William  Baptised 24 Apr 1862, buried 28 July 1937, aged 75
	THORN, Eliza Ann  Baptised 13 Dec 1868, buried 13 Aug 1938, aged 69
Alfred was born in North Marden, Sussex, to Joseph Thorn, a labourer, and Sarah; he was baptised at the Primitive Methodist church in Petersfield. He must have known Henry Horner (2.08), who also hailed from North Mundham. Eliza’s birthplace was Sidlesham; she was one of numerous children of Frederick J. Lambourne, a farm worker, and Jane. Alfred and Eliza married in 1889 and lived in Chichester, where Alfred was a general labourer in 1891, a timber carter in 1901. Two sons were born to them, William Frederick (1890) and Robert James (1891); a third child died young. In 1907 they moved from 17 North Walls to 9 York Road, which remained home for the rest of their lives, though Alfred died in care at ‘North View’, East Preston.

3.32	THORNE, Lucy Mary  Born 3rd qtr 1864, buried 29 Aug 1931, aged 67
	THORNE, Austin Thomas  Born 30 Aug 1859, buried 13 Feb 1945, aged 85
Lucy Mary née Stockwell was born at Fareham; her father was Charles, a labourer; her mother was Eliza. Austin hailed from Petersfield, son of Joseph Thorn, a farm worker, and Sarah. In 1881 he was working in Fareham as a tanner, and living in the home of his future mother-in-law Eliza Stockwell; in fact he was already recorded as son-in-law! Lucy and he married in 1882 and moved to Rumboldswhyke, where in 1900 they settled at 72 Grove Road, their long-term address. Austin was still a tanner in 1911, working for Goldings on Hunston Road, but in 1921 he was a general labourer for the builder Mr Dearling. After Lucy’s death he was still working, as a jobbing gardener, in 1938; he died in 1945 in St Richard’s Hospital.

5.15-16  THOROWGOOD, Arthur Bradley  Born 1860, died 4 Oct 1925, aged 60 
	  THOROWGOOD, Ethel Laura  Born 1868, died 24 June 1938, aged 70
Arthur and Ethel née Grace were both were born in Portsmouth. They married in 1886 at Portsea. In the 1901 Census Arthur worked as a China and Glass merchant, living with their family above his shop at 273-5 Fratton Road Portsmouth. They had five children, Mabel 1889, Ada 1890 (see 36.11), Rowland Albert 1894, Arthur 1901 and Ethel Isabel 1902. By 1902 they had moved to No.5, Cleveland Road, Chichester where Ethel was baptised in St Mary’s Church. Arthur was employed as a tailor. By 1915 they had moved along Cleveland Road to No. 18.
     	Also mentioned on the gravestone is their son Lieutenant Rowland Theodore Albert Thorowgood MC 1st Bn, Royal Warwickshire Reg. Killed in action near Amiens, France 7th August 1918 Age 24. He was awarded the Military Cross in October 1917 for ‘Conspicuous Bravery’ in the Battle of Ypres. Rowland is mentioned on war memorials: St Pancras Church, Prebendal School, Lancastrian School and the City Memorial in the Litten. He is buried at Mont-Bernanchon British cemetery, Gonnenhem, Pas de Calais, grave II B 6.

13.04	THRIFT, Albrida  Baptised 2 Dec 1840, buried 31 Mar 1903, aged 64
	THRIFT, Henry  Baptised 7 Dec 1828, buried 12 Nov 1907, aged 77
Her birth surname was Barratt, but what was her first name? Her baptismal record says Albrida, but the marriage record plumps for Albrada; successive Censuses give us Albranda, Albreada, Alfrida, Aldreda, and Affreda; the Burial Plan says Aldreda. A rose by any other name, she was born in Peterborough, Northamptonshire to John Barratt, a sawyer, and Anne. She left home early, and married at age 17 to Henry Thrift in Wokingham, Berkshire. He was then 28, born at Yateley, Hampshire to Joseph Thrift, a farmer, and Elizabeth. The couple had at least three children in Wokingham, then moved c. 1866 to Chichester where they had at least five more. Henry worked as a plate layer in Wokingham, and as a carman in Chichester. In 1891 they were at the Park Tavern on Priory Road, where their son Herbert (aka Fitzherbert) was a blacksmith moonlighting as a publican; later they moved to 44A Caledonian Road. Unhappily Henry could not cope after his wife’s death, and he was buried from the workhouse.

3.24	TICEHURST, Frederick  Baptised 21 Dec 1877, buried 16 Apr 1929, aged 51
	TICEHURST, Jessie Dorothea  Baptised 19 Oct 1890, buried 22 June 1964, aged 73
Frederick was born in Chichester, the son of Joseph Ticehurst, a carpenter and joiner, and Kate. At the age of 20 he enlisted with the 10th Sussex Regiment. It appears that he remained in the military, since he eventually made a disability pension claim for his service in WWI. In the 1921 Census we find him as a bricklayer, boarding with Leonard James Keates (35.11) who worked for the same builder. In 1925 he married Jessie Dorothea Young, also Chichester-born, the daughter of Alfred and Harriett Young who are buried in the next grave (3.25). The newly-weds had one son, Frederick A., before Frederick’s early death, perhaps caused by his war-related disability. (The son himself died on active service in WWII.) Records from 1939 and 1957 show Jessie living with her brother Penery Young on Bognor Road. Her burial record, however, gives her address as East Preston, Sussex.

36.19	TITCOMBE, Henry John  Baptised 10 Jan 1858, buried 29 June 1945, aged 87
	TITCOMBE, Adelaide Selina  Born 6 Nov 1868, buried 28 Apr 1955, aged 86
Henry was born in Monmouthshire, but baptised at Chippenham, Wiltshire. His mother Sarah née Hipworth had married William Titcombe and had three children by him, but William died in 1852, and when Henry was baptised in 1858 Sarah was the only named parent. Sarah then married William Milson in 1859 at Chippenham and raised the children there. Henry went into the police service, and rose to become an inspector with the Metropolitan Police. He married Emma Woodman in 1878 and had four daughters by her, each born in a different place within the London region, no doubt reflecting Henry’s postings. After Emma’s death he remarried to Adelaide Selina Chappell, 11 years his junior, in 1892. She was born in Woolwich to Ann Chappell and her husband John, a licensed victualler. She and Henry had five children, but four had died by 1911, the only survivor being a son Horace Victor. By now Henry had retired from the Met and moved back to Chippenham. By 1918 they were in Sussex, where they continued to move around: in the 1920s they were in Pagham, in the 1930s in Selsey. From 1932 they also had a house at 9 Pound Farm Road, Whyke, and that was their address in the Burial Register.

27.35	TOCOCK, Frederick James  Born 12 May 1911, buried 13 Nov 1973, aged 62
	TOCOCK, Margaret Ellen  Born 26 Nov 1921, buried 13 Nov 1986, aged 65
Frederick was born at Hartley Wintney, Hampshire, to Harry and Edith Tocock. Harry was killed in WW1, and Edith remarried to Adam Bone. (Was Adam distantly related to Lewis Bone, 27.34?) We cannot trace Frederick after the 1921 Census, but we know that he served in WW2 in Africa and Italy with the 2nd Hampshire Regiment, with the rank of Lance Corporal. By 1945 his brother Harry and Harry’s wife Daisy had settled at 16 M'Tongue Avenue, Bosham, and Frederick joined them there after demobilisation. In 1956 he married Margaret Ellen Birch. Margaret was née Roberts, the daughter of Albert and Margaret Roberts (28.37). Born in Shoreham-by-Sea, she came with her parents to 54 Cambrai Avenue in 1933. In 1946 she married Cecil E.R. Birch in Chichester. Cecil may have been an American citizen, in the U.K. as a result of WW2. At any rate, the marriage did not last, and by 1948 Margaret was back at No. 54 with her parents. Frederick joined her there after their marriage in 1956, and it was the last address for both him and Margaret.

30.19	TOLMIE, William Dixon  Died 27 March 1960, aged 71
	TOLMIE, Doris Elizabeth  Died 23 Apr 1985, A* 30 May 1985, aged 85
We cannot trace them for most of their lives. They appear in Rose Green, Pagham, in 1958; that was William’s last address, though he died in St Richard’s Hospital. (It is not clear why he was buried at Whyke.) With them at Rose Green was Marion E. Tolmie, perhaps a daughter; she was still there with Doris in 1962. Doris’ last address was Yateley, Camberley, but she died in St Luke’s Hospital, Guildford.

8.07	TOMLINSON, Amy Elizabeth  Born 1861, buried 17 Feb 1936, aged 75
Amy was born in Shipton Endowed School House, Shipton, Yorkshire. Her father was Richard Tomlinson, a schoolteacher, and her mother was Eliza Chaloner. The family spent 10+ years in the school house in Shipton, where Richard became a certified teacher. The fact that the school was an ‘Endowed’ school suggests it was run by charities. In 1881 the census record shows Richard had secured a job as Head Teacher at a school in Finsbury, Stoke Newington, London. Amy had no occupation listed in the 1881 or 1891 censuses, so presumably she was looking after the house and supporting Richard in the running of the school. Richard died in January 1899. Later that year, Amy and her mother moved to Summersdale Road, Chichester. Eliza is living on her own means and Amy still has no occupation noted. The local paper of November 1899 reports that Amy took part in a Grand Concert to raise money for the war fund. The article remarks on her ‘sweet voice’ giving a rendition of ‘The Red Nurse’. After her mother died in 1907, Amy secured a position as Lady’s Help to Sarah Ade in Hurstpierpoint. Amy, Sarah Ann (85) and Sarah’s friend Mary Ann Turns (74) were living in a grand house with 10 rooms. When Sarah Ade died in 1918, Amy moved to 105 Grove Road, Chichester, which was her last address.  

28.26	TOOGOOD, William Robert  Born 22 May 1890, died 31 July 1966, aged 76
William was born on Shoreditch, London, son of Alma Toogood and her husband Charles, a wood sawyer. He attended Virginia Road School in Tower Hamlets. In 1909 he enlisted in the R.N., and served through WW1 and until 1928, with the rank of Stoker 1st Class in 1921. In 1933 he married Dorothy Winifred May Hill (née Sellex), a widow of Portsmouth; they were both aged 43. They lived in Tottenham until WW2. In 1945 we find them briefly in Lewes, but thereafter we cannot trace them. The probate of William’s will says that he was of 221 Whyke Road, and that he died in St Richard’s Hospital. Dorothy survived him.

15.27	TORODE, Charles Albert  Baptised 6 Aug 1871, buried 17 Aug 1935, aged 64
	TORODE, Sarah Emily  Born 17 Apr 1874, died 11 Sept 1944, aged 70
Charles was born in Chelsea early in 1871, and was baptised on 6 August at Markham Square Congregational Church. His father was John Joseph Torode, a carpenter, his mother Mary Jane. Sarah was born at Clapham, daughter of William Berridge Lovett and his wife Ellen. Charles and Sarah married at Christ Church, Battersea, in 1898. Charles had enlisted in the Royal Munster Fusiliers in 1889. In the 1911 Census, however, he is a housepainter in Hammersmith. Did he then serve in WWI? In 1919, at any rate, we find them in Chichester at the Victoria public house, 24/25 St Pancras, with Charles as ‘licensed victualler’, i.e. publican. (This building was still a pub in 1987, but is in residential use as of 2024.) They perhaps retired in 1933, as their address changed to 83 Cleveland Road, where they spent their remaining years.

28.18	TOWN, John Ernest  Born 6 Oct 1907, died 25 Feb 1965, aged 57
	TOWN, Evelyn May  Born 25 Jan 1904, buried 21 Dept 1983, aged 79
John was born in Woolwich to Florence Julia Town and her husband John William, a wheelwright and carriage builder. Both his parents were Sussex-born, and in 1911 they moved back to Sussex, to Littlehampton. John enlisted in the R.A.F. in 1926, and in 1927 he was based on the aircraft carrier HMS Argus. Evelyn née Clements was born in Chichester, daughter of Florence May Clements and her husband Elijah John, a tailor. The 1921 Census shows Evelyn working as a cashier for Timothy Whites in East Street. In 1925 at Portfield she married Ernest Charles Courbard Gibbs, a carpenter & joiner. Ernest died in Portsmouth in 1930, and Evelyn then married John in Chichester in 1933. They had two daughters, Yvonne in 1935 and Sylvia in 1939, in Chichester. John was still with the R.A.F. in 1939.  The family home was 66 Adelaide Road, and then post-war 7 Bridge Road, which was the last address for both John and Evelyn, though Evelyn died in RWSH.

31.11	TOWNSEND, Florence Kate Frances  Born 23 Jan 1877, bur. 1 June 1956, aged 79
Florence née Fisher was born in London to Mary Ann and Charles Fisher, the latter a printer’s compositor. In 1901 she was a “confectioner’s shopwoman”. The following year she married George Townsend, an electrician, at St Jude’s Church, Camden. They had two sons, George and Charles, in Islington, and then a daughter Rosa in Greenwich. The family was still in Greenwich in 1939 (George senior now a builder’s labourer), but after the war we find Florence with George (senior or junior?) in Bosham in 1947, and then in Chichester with her daughter Rosa at 84 Kingsham Avenue, which was her last address.

2.11	TOWSE, Peter  Buried 4 Aug 1938
	TOWSE, Amelia Fanny  Baptised 6 Oct 1856, buried 4 June 1941, aged 84
Peter’s story is straightforward: he was born c. 1868 at Adversane, Billingshurst, to Peter Towse, a gardener, and Elizabeth, and he started his working life as a groom. He enlisted in the West Riding Regiment in 1893, but we have no details of his service. Amelia’s background is more complicated. She was Chichester-born, daughter of James Gray, a butler, and Charlotte. At age 14 (1871 Census) she was in service to a young widow and her small children in Havant. She was working as a domestic cook in 1879 when she married George Stacey, a gardener, at St Paul’s, Chichester. They moved around, no doubt for work, and had a daughter Amelia in Compton in 1879, a son James in Westburton in 1882, and a daughter Katie in North Stoke in 1884. Our Amelia needed to work as a laundress both before and after George’s death in 1887. After raising the children she remarried in 1902 in Whyke to Peter Towse, some 12 years her junior. They settled at 15 York Road: Peter was a gravel digger in 1911, a general labourer in 1921. (In 1921 Amelia’s son James was visiting from South Africa, where he was a stationmaster.) They were still at No. 15 when Peter died in 1938; Amelia ended her days in East Preston (i.e. at the ‘North View’ care home).

5.12	TREAGUS, Alice  Born 1852, buried 23 Apr 1918, aged 66
	TREAGUS, Edward  Born 1866, buried 7 Aug 1946, aged 81
Alice was born in Chichester, daughter of George Janman or Jinman, a bricklayer, and Jane. In October 1874 as a single mother she baptised a daughter Ann, and in December of that year she married Edwin Shippam, a maltster. They had several children, but then perhaps separated, as the 1891 and 1901 Censuses show Alice as head of the household. In 1901 Edward Treagus was a boarder at Alice’s house in Portfield, and they married soon after Edwin’s death in 1905. Edward was born in Westhampnett, son of Henry and Sarah Treagus. He was a general labourer; in the 1911 and 1921 Censuses he was working for a gravel merchant in Chichester. He and Alice lived at 50 York Road in Whyke from 1909 for the rest of their lives. An anecdote: the Bognor Regis Observer for 17 May 1941 reports that Edward left his walking-stick, a family heirloom, in the bar of the New Inn, Whyke, where it was lifted by someone else; fortunately the police recovered the item.  

4.04	TREAGUS, John  Baptised 24 Dec 1854, buried 25 Oct 1919, aged 65
	TREAGUS, Kate   Born 13 Nov 1859, buried 24 June 1942, aged 83
John was born at Lyminster, near Littlehampton, but his parents Jane and William soon moved to Ham Farm Cottage in Bosham, where John followed in his father’s steps as a farm worker. He married in 1878 Ann Callingham, who died later that year, and then in 1880 Kate Hother, both marriages at Bosham. Kate had been born at New Fishbourne to William Hother, a labourer, and Harriet. Kate and John lived in Fishbourne until 1901, when they moved to Whyke Lane, their last address. By 1911 John was employed at the Chichester Corporation Sewage Works. In all they had 10 children, eight of whom were surviving in the 1911 Census; they included Reginald (26.23).

4.04	TREAGUS, Percy William  Born 6 Sept 1891, A* 11 Mar 1971, aged 79
A puzzle! John and Kate (above) had a son Percy at Fishbourne in 1890, but he died in 1898 in a tragic accident in the goods yard at Chichester station. A different couple, Sydney and Ellen Treagus, had a son Percy William in late 1891 in Chichester; he died in 1971. The Parish Register says his ashes were deposited on 11 March 1971, but does not say where. The Burial Plan places them at 04.04, but since Percy William was not a son or nephew of John and Kate, there may be some kind of error here.

26.23	TREAGUS, Reginald  Born 15 Nov 1899, died 24 Oct 1976, aged 76
	TREAGUS, Katie Lavinia  Baptised 9 Feb 1902, buried 5 Aug 1992, aged 90
A thoroughly Whyke couple! Reginald, son of Kate and John Treagus (4.04), was born in Fishbourne, but the family soon moved to Whyke. Reginald enlisted in the RAF in August 1919. Katie née Hewson was born in Whyke to Eliza Hewson and her husband Edward (8.11), who lived on York Road; Edward was employed in the Gas Works. Katie and Reginald married at St George’s in 1920 and had three children, Richard 1922, Molly 1924 and Joan 1926. They lived at various addresses in Chichester, but by 1937 they had settled at 8 Pound Farm Road, where they stayed into the 1960s. In 1945 Reginald was a brewer’s drayman. His last address was 27 Green Lane. Katie spent her later years at ‘The Heritage’, Winden Avenue, though she died at ‘Gracelands’ in Bognor Regis.

8.20	TREAGUS, Walter  Baptised 23 Feb 1873, buried 24 Dec 1912, aged 39
	TREAGUS, Eunice Rhoda  Born 19 Nov 1879, buried 14 June 1913, aged 33
Walter was born at East Marden, Sussex, to George, a wood cutter, and Harriet. He turned his hand to various tasks, as farm worker (1891), hay & straw dresser (1901) and gravel pit worker (1911). Eunice was born in Chichester to James Elliott, a farm worker, and his wife Martha (6.36), and baptised at St Pancras’ church. In 1901 she was in domestic service on York Road. She and Walter married in 1907 at St George’s, Whyke, and lived at 31 Whyke Road. There appear to have been no children. After Walter’s death Eunice moved to the Elliott family home at 87 Cleveland Road, where she too died prematurely, a few months after her husband.

32.22	TREMBLE, Emily Ann  Born 9 March 1868, died 21 July 1954, aged 86
	TREMBLE, Robert Henry  Born 26 Feb 1865, died 7 Jan 1957, aged 91
Emily née Barnes was the daughter of Margaret and her husband John, an engine driver; she was born in Tonbridge, Kent. Robert was born in the village of Pett, between Hastings and Rye; his mother was Sarah Ann, his father Alexander, a coast guard. In 1891 Robert and his now widowed mother were living in St Leonard’s, East Sussex, and Emily was conveniently a boarder in the household. She and Robert married at Westham, Eastbourne in 1893, and had two children at St Leonard’s, Eva May and Alfred Thomas. While in East Sussex Robert was a plumber, but sometime between 1901 and 1909 the family moved to Chichester, where Robert worked as a gas fitter. They lived at 49 Whyke Lane until 1938, when they moved along to No. 132, the last address for Robert and Emily.
     Their daughter Eva May married at St George’s, Whyke, in 1923; her groom was Edward Arthur Newnham, a tailor of Worthing. Edward died in Worthing in 1936, and in 1939 the widowed Eva was living in Chichester with her parents, working as a draper’s assistant. She remained at No. 132 for the rest of her life, and died on 1 January 1970 aged 76. She is commemorated on her parents’ headstone, but not recorded in the Burial Plan or Burial Register; consequently we do not know whether she was buried here.

27.05	TRIGGS, Charles Ronald  Born 12 Dec 1904, died 18 Apr 1967, aged 62
	TRIGGS, George Donald  Born 22 Jan 1904, died 24 Apr 1983, Age 79
Charles and George were brothers, the only children of William George Triggs, a carpenter, and Jane; Charles was baptised at St George’s Whyke, George at St Peter the Great. Their father died when they were very young, in 1908, and their mother made a living by renting apartments. By 1921 the three of them were at 90 Whyke Lane, with Charles aged 16 working as a garage hand, and George aged 17 as a railway goods clerk. In 1939 Charles was a stores assistant with the Air Ministry, and in 1940 at St George’s he married Beryl Jean Ridout in Chichester, who had been a server at the church for 15 years, and was a Brownie mistress. They lived at 38 Winden Avenue, and had a son Roger in 1941, the year in which Jane died. Meanwhile George had moved from Whyke to Hounslow, Middlesex c. 1931, still as a railway clerk; in 1943-44 he was with the Home Guard in Hounslow. After the war he returned to Chichester to live with Charles and Beryl; he was a server at St George’s in 1946, when his cotta was stolen from the vestry. He left 38 Winden Avenue in 1951, and we do not know his whereabouts thereafter until his death at Sea Lane, East Preston. Charles and Beryl moved in 1954 to 35 Bognor Road, which was Charles’ last address. Ken Green records that Charles was a Churchwarden at St George’s in the 1960s, and also a Lay Reader.

19.10	TRIGGS, Jane  Baptised 8 Oct 1826, buried 3 Apr 1891, aged 64
Jane née Norton was baptised at Westhampnett, daughter of Robert, a labourer, and Jane Norton. In 1844 she had a son William Norton. In 1847 at age 21, still at Westhampnett, she married William Triggs, aged 24, a farm worker. They had some four children, the youngest being Thomas (below), before William’s death in 1856. Jane then supported herself and the children as a housekeeper. In 1881, with the children grown, we find her in Essex as housekeeper to Arthur Goatcher, a schoolteacher who also hailed from Westhampnett. Sometime in the 1880s she moved back to live with her now married son Thomas in Elm Grove, Whyke, which was her last address.

19.10	TRIGGS, Thomas  Baptised 13 Aug 1854, buried 5 Sept 1917, aged 63
Thomas was baptised at Westhampnett, son of Jane (above) and her husband William. He was a general labourer, specifically a farm worker (1861), porter at the Chichester Corn Exchange (1891) and bricklayer (1911). In 1877 at Westhampnett he married Emma Jane Harris. They moved into Whyke, living at Wickham Road (1881), Elm Grove (1891), 26 Grove Road (1897) and then from 1901 at 16 York Road, Thomas’ final address. The 1911 Census reports that they had 10 children, all still living at that time.

36.33	TRODD, Charlotte  Born 11 Nov 1864, died – Apr 1959, aged 81
	TRODD, Edwin George  Born 17 Nov 1874, buried 24 March 1946, aged 84
Charlotte née Pottle was born in Bramshott, near Liphook, Hants, to Charlotte and John Pottle, the latter a farm worker. The 1891 records her as a cook in a well-to-do household in Havant. Edwin was born in Warblington, a suburb of Havant, to Henry, also a farm worker, and Clara. He was apprenticed as a blacksmith and specialised in horse-shoeing. In 1895 he married Charlotte, 10 years his senior; they lived in Warblington and had two children, Charlotte Clara (2.33), b. 1896, continuing the family name, and William George, b. 1898. Between 1901 and 1904 they moved to Whyke, first to 37 Whyke Lane, then in 1907 to 43 Grove Road, then around 1918 to 1 Grove Road, which became their ‘forever home’.

27.21	TRODD, Ernest Stewart  Born 14 Apr 1894, buried 2 Dec 1970, aged 76
	TRODD, Ellen Mary  Born 4 March 1891, buried 8 Nov 1975, aged 84
Ernest was born in Warblington, Havant, to Alice Trodd and her husband Arthur William, a labourer and fellmonger. (Arthur William was the brother of Edwin George Trodd [36.33].) Ernest joined the 11th Hussars in 1911 and saw service with them in WW1, earning a medal described as “Victory, British, 14 star, Clasp”. Ellen née Goldfinch was born at Elham, Kent, to Frances and her husband Henry, a farmer and threshing machine driver. In 1911 she was in service in Southsea, and in 1918 she married Ernest at Warblington. They settled at 2 Grove Road, Whyke, next door to their uncle Edwin; this remained home until Ernest’s death more than 50 years later. In the 1921 Census Ernest was a farrier for H. Field (the horse dealer), and in 1939 a horse box driver. He and Ellen had three sons, Stewart 1920, Ronald 1923 and Raymond 1927. They followed in their father’s military footsteps: Stewart joined the 15th/19th Hussars in 1937, and in 1943 he was Lance-Corporal and a P.O.W. in Stallag, while Ronald had recently arrived with the Royal Scots in North Africa. Ellen Mary survived Ernest for five years, and ended her days at Glebe House, Southbourne, a care home still in operation (in 2024).

2.33	TRODD, James Henry  Born 17 Dec 1893, died 18 Jan 1940, aged 47
	TRODD, Charlotte Clara ‘Lottie’  Born 31 Aug 1896, died 8 Nov 1974, aged 78
James was the son of Charles and Emma Trodd, born at Sutton near Petworth. He signed up for 12 years in the Royal Navy from Jan 1910 to Dec 1921, serving as a stoker with HMS Glory in the Dardanelles campaign and with HMS Gloucester in the Battle of Jutland. He married Charlotte Clara on 25 Dec 1922 at St George’s, when he was 29, she 26. His address is given as Warblington, hers as No. 1 Grove Road. Her maiden name was also Trodd, daughter of Edwin and Charlotte (36.33). Her nickname ‘Lottie’ is attested on her MI. James Henry’s father Charles [bp.1860] was the son of John & Mary Trodd. Charlotte Clara’s father, Edwin George, was a son of Henry [bp 1841] son of John & Mary Trodd and so a brother of James’ father. In 1939 James and Lottie were living with her parents at 1 Grove Road, and James was working as a railway crossing keeper. Their children included Leila Stanford (buried here) and Charlotte Mawson (24.03).

15.22	TROWBRIDGE, Eliza  Baptised 25 June 1871 , buried 3 July 1899, aged 28
She was born to Mark and Kate Trowbridge, who had married earlier that year in Chichester. Mark was an itinerant blacksmith; the 1881 Census has him in Tonbridge, Kent, but does not reveal the whereabouts of Kate or Eliza. In 1891 Eliza was a domestic servant in Pagham.

26.27	TRUSS, Percy Edwin  Died 23 Sept 1981, A* 6 Oct 1981, aged 72
Percy was born at Hammersmith, and baptised at Shepherds Bush; his date of birth was given as 6 Feb 1909 on his baptismal record, but as 7 March 1909 on the 1939 Register. His parents were Phoebe and Frederick, an electric train driver. He attended the Prince of Wales Sea Training Hostel in London, and became a sailor, winning an award for bravery in 1930. In 1934 he married Edna R.E. Perrett in the West Ham registration district; a son Geoffrey was born in 1937. In 1939 Percy was a trolley bus driver in Walthamstow, following in his father’s footsteps. In the late 1950s and early 1960s he was proprietor of Holloways Stores in Ashington, north of Worthing. We do not know when he came to Chichester; his address at the time of his death was 41 Whyke Lane.



20.29	TRUSSLER, Edith Harriett  Born 7 Feb 1879, buried 22 Sept 1942, aged 63
	TRUSSLER, Charles  Born 31 March 1870, buried 8 Feb 1945, aged 74
Charles was born and baptised at Yapton, near Barnham, by Mary Trussler. His father was Charles Read, whom Mary later married; our Charles sometimes called himself Charles Read Trussler. He worked as a brickmaker and farm labourer. In 1900 at nearby Rustington he married Eleanor Lynn, a lodging-house keeper some 10 years his senior. Eleanor died in November 1901, and in June of the next year Charles married Edith Harriett née Burcher, nine year his junior. Edith was born at Ford, another nearby village, to James and Harriett Burcher; in 1901 she was working as a domestic cook. The couple had at least 12 children in Yapton by 1923. By the early 1930s they were at 26 Kingsham Avenue, Whyke, and by 1938 they were at 75 Whyke Lane, their final address.

34.27	TRUST, Ethel Mabel  Born 5 July 1891, died 16 Sept 1950, aged 59
	TRUST, James George  Born 7 Dec 1895, died 11 July 1966, aged 70
Ethel Mabel née Stares was born in Chichester to Alexander John, a tanner, and Emma Jane. She was baptised Ethel Mabel, but often styled herself Mabel Ethel. She went into service, and was a children’s domestic nurse in East Sussex in 1911. James was also Chichester-born, to James George, a seaman with the RN, and Edith Rebecca. Perhaps because of his father’s absences, he was raised by his great-uncle George Hammond, a widowed housepainter, at 36 Bognor Road. He was working in the dyeing business by the age of 15, and continued in that line throughout, except that in WW1 he served with the Royal Sussex Regiment, being wounded in France in 1916. In 1918, when he had the rank of corporal, he married Ethel Mabel at St Peter the Great. They had a son Leslie in 1928. After George Hammond’s death they remained at 36 Bognor Road at least until Ethel’s death and probably later, though James died in St Richard’s Hospital.

7.32	TRUSTLER, Edward Thomas  Born 10 Sept 1888, died 8 May 1915, aged 26
The Birth Index and baptismal record call him Edward Thomas, but as early as the 1891 Census he was called Thomas Edward, as in most subsequent documents up to the burial record, which reverted to Edward Thomas. For further variation, his surname is sometimes spelled Trussler (cf. 20.29) or Trusler. His parents Edwin (aka Edmund), a carter, and Fanny baptised him at Hunston. His father died in 1891, and his mother remarried in 1894 to Samuel Beeden (07.31), so Thomas grew up in their home at 9 Grove Road, Chichester. After serving in the Royal Navy from 1905 to 1910, he joined the army, serving in the Royal Horse Artillery and as a driver in the 65th Brigade of the Royal Field Artillery. He died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital and was commemorated by a Commonwealth War gravestone; according to information from Ken Green, he had been accidentally wounded in Flanders, and transferred back to Chichester.

18.04	TUCK, William Henry Booty  Born 10 June 1816, died 19 Oct 1892, aged 76
William was born in Great Yarmouth. In 1849 he married Marion Bennett, born 1821, in Herstmonceux; her father was a stockbroker.  At the time of his marriage he was a chemist and his father, Samuel, was a painter. The 1861 census shows him visiting friends in Alverstoke in a house large enough for servants. Marion died on 20 Dec 1861 and was interred at Rowner, Hants. By 1891 he was living in Chichester at 2 Raymond Villas, Lyndhurst Road and when he died in 1892 he was listed as a Gentleman and he left £2,645 2s 6d.

35.25	TUFF, Thomas William  Born 8 Apr 1880, buried 23 Oct 1958, aged 78
Thomas was born in Islington to Thomas G. Tuff, a timekeeper, and his wife Martha. He was apprenticed as an engineer. In 1901 at West Ham he married Emmie Alice Vaughan, daughter of Joseph and Eliza. Their children were Thomas (1903), Emmie (1910) and William (1916). They moved to Bexley, Kent, where Thomas was a clerk in 1939, and then to the Chichester area by 1945. Home was on Kingsham Avenue, first at No. 22, then from 1951 at No. 29, and then from 1958 at No. 27, where Thomas died. He is buried in the same grave as his father-in-law Joseph Vaughan.

34.38	TULETT, Beverley Jennifer Alison  Buried 7 May 1951, aged 2 months
Her parents were William Charles Tulett and Violet Gertrude née Mills, who married in 1947 and lived at 1 Story Road.

5.08	TULETT, Jane  Baptised 29 Nov 1824, buried 12 June 1918, aged 93
She was born and baptised Jane Chandler at Rogate, 3 miles east of Petersfield; her mother was Sarah, her father James, a gamekeeper. In 1848 she married George Tulett, a groom and coachman, at nearby Harting. They started married life at Midhurst, but by 1861 they had moved to Chichester, where they lived for many years on High Street. They had at least six daughters and two sons. Agnes, the second daughter, was the one who stayed at home and looked after them. In around 1914 Agnes and the now widowed Jane moved to 25 Grove Road, which was Jane’s last home.

6.13	TUPPER, Alfred Ansfield  Baptised 27 July 1873, died 5 Sept 1932, aged 59
	TUPPER, Kate  Baptised 1 Jan 1882, died 9 Aug 1973, aged 93
A.A.T. was born in Worthing, but his family soon moved to Chichester: see 15.40 on his parents Alfred and Louisa Tupper. Kate was the daughter of George Perry, a gardener, and Maria in Stopham, near Pulborough. They married at All Saints, Chichester, in 1901, and had one child, Jack, in 1902. They lived with Alfred’s parents, first on The Hornet and then on Pound Farm Road, with Alfred following his father’s trade of plumber. After his death in 1932 she outlived him by 41 years, dying in Bognor in 1973.

15.40	TUPPER, Louisa  Born 4th qtr 1852, died 28 Aug 1900, aged 47
	TUPPER, Alfred  Baptised 11 Apr 1852, died 5 Feb 1936, aged 84
Alfred was a native of Worthing, the son of William Tupper, a gardener, and Sarah. Louisa was born in Goring-by-Sea and grew up in West Tarring, both of these being neighbourhoods of Worthing; her parents were Levi Ansfield, a carter, and Sarah. Louisa and Alfred married in 1872, and at this period Alfred was a plumber. Their first child, Alfred Ansfield Tupper, was born in Worthing in 1873, but soon thereafter they moved to the Portfield/Oving area, where they had two more children, William Ansfield (31.31) and Annie. Then in 1889 they moved to The Hornet in Chichester: in the 1901 Census, and no doubt earlier, Alfred was an innkeeper at number 22, while his two sons maintained the plumbing business. But Louisa had died in 1900, and in 1906 Alfred with his elder son and his family moved to Pound Farm Road. They continue to appear there on the electoral registers into the 1930s, though the 1911 Census recorded them at 54 York Road. Alfred died in 1936 in Bethel Hospital, Norwich, predeceased in 1932 by Alfred Jr (6.13).

31.31	TUPPER, William Ansfield  Born 29 June 1875, died 8 Dec 1958, aged 83
	TUPPER, Ethel  Born 2nd qtr 1883, died 9 Sept 1969, aged 86
Both of them were Chichester natives. William was the son of Alfred, a plumber, and Louisa (15.40), and he followed his father’s trade. Ethel’s father was William Alfred Huggett, a hotel porter; her mother Dorcas died in 1885, and Ethel was raised by her uncle and aunt, Henry and Lucy King (13.33). Ethel and William Ansfield were married at Whyke in 1904, and settled at 38 Whyke Road. They had a son named William Ansfield after his father, and a daughter Nancy Dorcas. William ended his days at No. 38, but Ethel’s last address was 34 Cedar Drive, the home of her (now married) son.

10.02	TURNBULL, Mary  Baptised 16 Dec 1860, buried 30 May 1908, aged 49
	TURNBULL, George Michael  Born 4th qtr 1853, buried 19 July 1945, aged 91
George was born at Warwick, the son of Michael, a draper, and Elizabeth. By 1881 he had come to Chichester, and was head of a substantial drapery business at 7 South Street. Mary née Lewellen was born at Paddington, the daughter of Frederick, a builder, and Mary Claydon Lewellen. She married George in London in 1886, and they settled at Lyndhurst Lodge, 41 Lyndhurst Road, which remained home thereafter. They had two sons, Donald Lewellen and Leslie Stewart. Mary died in 1908, and six years later George married Lilian Frances Soanes, 39 years his junior; she was the daughter of the widowed Marian Soanes (10.01). She bore him a daughter Rosalind in 1919. By now George was a J.P. and involved in local government; he was selected as Mayor of Chichester in the coronation year 1935, a considerable honour. He left an estate of £25,000.

18.01	TURNER, Cecil George  Buried 29 July 1899, aged 1 month
His parents were Alfred, a carpenter, and Elizabeth, of Bognor Road.

28.24	TURNER, Eva Mary  Baptised 6 Aug 1899, buried 30 March 1966, aged 66
	TURNER, Joseph Walter  Born 31 July 1891, buried 13 Oct 1978, aged 87
Eva Mary was born in Hollington, near Hastings, the only child of James, a coachman, and Mary; her parents varied their surname between Mallett and Lake, and that variation is reflected in Eva’s baptismal record. By 1911 the family had moved to Chichester, and in the 1921 Census Eva was a barmaid at the Bell Inn on Broyle Road. Joseph was Chichester-born, the son of James Turner, a labourer, and Eliza. In December 1915 he enlisted in the Army, but was invalided out in February 1916 because of curvature of the spine. (He had already been a patient at Chichester Infirmary at the age of 7.) He lived with his married elder brother Samuel Robert Turner at 40 Washington Street, and worked as a tongue packer for Shippam’s. He and Eva married at St Paul’s church in 1925, and had a son Ronald in 1926. After some moves they settled in 1935 at ‘Ronsdale’, 153 Whyke Road, which was still their address at Eva’s death in 1966; Joseph died in RWSH.  

19.11	TURNER, Florence Lilian  Buried 14 Nov 1911, aged 5 months
Florence was baptised at Rumboldswhyke, daughter of Ernest Edwin Turner, a labourer, and Lily, of 42 Jubilee Terrace (aka 42 Whyke Lane?).

16.25	TURNER, Gerald Frederick John  Buried 2 March 1932, aged 4 days
His parents were probably Alfred Turner and Lucy Jane née Hankin, who married in Chichester in 1929 and lived at 86 Bognor Road.

27.31	TURNER, Jane Rowsell  Born 13 Nov 1885, buried 19 Oct 1972, aged 86
	TURNER, Reginald Leonard  Born 6 Feb 1887, buried 21 July 1982, aged 95
Jane née Crossland was born in Eastergate, near Chichester, but we cannot identify her parents, or find Jane in the records before her marriage to Reginald in 1911, when she was working as a domestic cook. We know more about Reginald, who was born in Chichester to Thomas and Martha Turner, both of whom worked as upholsterers. In 1902 Reginald enlisted in the Royal Marines, and in the 1911 Census he was in the Barracks at Portsmouth, with the rank of Gunner. Later that year he and Jane married at Portsmouth. A son Reginald Charles was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester in 1917; a second, Arthur Leonard, was born in Portsmouth in 1918; a third, Norman Robert, was baptised in 1920 at Bexhill, near Rye, where Reginald, having left the Marines, was working as a valet at Woodgate Lodge. By 1930 they had moved back to Chichester, to 70 Kingsham Road, which was still their home in 1963. Jane died in RWSH; Reginald died in Glebe House, Southbourne, “formerly of 41 Lyndhurst Road”.

24.24	TURNER, Olive Bridget  Born 11 July 1921, buried 26 Sept 1989, aged 68
	TURNER, Reginald Charles  Born 26 June 1917, buried 21 June 1991, aged 73
Olive Bridget née McNamara was born in Croom, Ireland, but the civil registration does not identify her parents. In the 1939 register she was living at 40 Orchard Avenue, Chichester, and working as a shop assistant in the ‘mantle and milliner’ trade. Reginald was born in Portsmouth but baptised at St Paul, Chichester. His mother was Jane Rowsell Turner, his father Reginald Leonard Turner; both are buried at 27.31. Reginald Charles and Olive married in Chichester in 1940, when he was 23, she 18. We have not found any records of children. Reginald may have served in the Royal Navy, since a long-service medal was awarded to a person of that name in 1970. In the 1950s he and Olive lived at 9 Mumford Place, and in 1957 he wrote a letter to the Bognor Regis Observer, appealing to drivers not to speed within the Whyke Estate. Thereafter we have no records until their deaths; the Burial Register says they both died at Servite House, Bognor Regis, but were formerly of Taverner Place, just one block away from Mumford Place. 



13.37	TWISS, Ann Kristine  Died 22 March 1942, aged 5
Her parents were Robert and Edith Twiss; Edith is buried at 25.08. The burial register gives Ann Kristine’s address as Cleveland Road.

25.08	TWISS, Edith May  Born 25 Oct 1911, buried 21 Apr 1978, aged 66
There are some puzzles here. Edith M. Byerley married Robert G. Twiss in Portsmouth in 1935. The electoral registers place Robert at 43 Lyndhurst Road from 1923 to 1934. They place Edith at that address from 1939 to 1958, with her mother-in-law Eliza Twiss (29.07). But Robert is not there, except briefly in 1945 when he was discharged after WW2. The parish burial register gives the address of their daughter Ann Kristine, buried 1942 (13-037), as Cleveland Road. Edith was at 18 Sherlock Avenue from 1960, and her final address was 5 Tozer Way. Is she the Edith Bierley who appears on the 1921 Census for Lincolnshire as daughter of Silas and Sarah Bierley?

29.07	TWISS, Eliza Alice  Born 5 Jan 1872, buried 22 Feb 1961, aged 89
In her earlier years she went by Elizabeth rather than Eliza. She was born at Adforton, Herefordshire. Around 1895 she married Joseph Gleave Twiss, a farmer some nine years her senior; we have not found the marriage record, and consequently do not know her birth surname or her parents. Their first two sons, Joseph William and John Henry, were born in Shropshire; a daughter Josephine Eleanor in Cheshire; two more sons, Robert Gleave and William Edward, in Hertfordshire. Eliza’s husband died in Hastings in 1916, and by 1922 she made a family home for herself and some of the children at 43 Lyndhurst Road, Whyke. She remained at that address for the rest of her long life. Her daughter-in-law Edith May Twiss (25.08) lived with her for many years.

20.39	TYLER, Harriett  Born 23 Apr 1856, buried 4 June 1942, aged 86
Harriett was born in East Lavant to Sarah Treagus and her husband Henry, a gardener. In 1881 we find Harriett in Church Oakley, Hampshire as a domestic cook, one of seven servants in a large household. Later in that decade she moved to London, specifically Westminster, and married John Tyler, a butler; John was also Sussex-born, from Slaugham. They had one son, Frederick John Henry (1889). From London they moved to the south coast, Shoreham-by-Sea (1911) and Hove (1921). Retirement brought them to Chichester: they were at 10 Grove Road by 1934, and by 1939 at 50 York Road, where Harriett died.

30.22	UNDERWOOD, Elizabeth  Died 29 May 1962, aged 72
The records fail us here. All we know is that from 1947 Elizabeth lived at 9 York Road with Percy J. Underwood (perhaps a husband), and that she died in St Richard’s Hospital.

12.13	UPSON, James  Baptised 23 May 1824, died 23 Aug 1906, aged 82
	UPSON, Thomas Henry  Baptised 23 Oct 1855, died 9 Dec 1921, aged 68
12.14	UPSON, Frances Mary  Born 7 July 1846, died 4 Nov 1932, aged 86
	UPSON, Emily Frederica  Baptised 7 Jan 1819, died 1 Dec 1921, aged 66
12.15	UPSON, Mary Ann  Baptised 7 Jan 1819, died 28 Sept 1905, aged 86
	UPSON, Eleanor Ann  Born 4th qtr 1848, died 9 Oct 1936, aged 87
	UPSON, Ada  Baptised 28 Aug 1856, died 25 Feb 1945, aged 88
James Upson and Mary Ann née Beckwith were both born in the wonderfully named village of Rivenhall, Essex. Mary Ann was the daughter of Thomas Beckwith, a farmer, and Hannah. James grew up in Stovers Hall (now Stovern’s Hall, Grade II listed); his father was John, again a farmer, his mother Ann. James and Mary Ann had two marriage ceremonies. The first was on 26 July 1843 in Rivenhall Church, whose glorious C12 stained glass had possibly just been installed (brought from France in 1839). The second was the following day at St Botolph, Bishopsgate, a parish where Mary Ann was then resident. James inherited Stovers Hall from his parents and farmed its estate, which covered 324 acres in the 1871 Census return, employing 12 men and 13 boys. Mary Ann and he had four daughters and a son, all of whom are buried here with them (another son, John James, died in childhood). By 1889 James had retired to Chichester and settled at 37 Caledonian Road, which remained the family home into the 1930s.
            The surviving son, Thomas Henry, did not take over the family farm, but became a London solicitor. He did not marry, and rejoined the family in Chichester sometime between 1911 and 1921. The four daughters did not work or marry, and no doubt lived cultivated lives at home. Frances was not with the family in the 1891 Census, shortly after the move to Chichester, but she had rejoined them by 1901, described as ‘governess retired’. The youngest, Ada, survived them all; by her death in 1945 she had moved to 8 Caledonian Road.

35.25	VAUGHAN, Joseph  Born 20 March 1861, buried 14 Jan 1949, aged 88
An unusual case of a father-in-law and son-in-law buried in the same grave. Joseph was born in Bristol to Ann Vaughan, a shoemaker, and her husband Joseph, a fishmonger and later a seaman. Our Joseph followed his mother’s trade as a bootmaker and boot finisher. He married Eliza Parker in 1879, when they were both 18, and a daughter Emily Alice was born. They soon moved to Bethnal Green, and in 1901 Emily (now Emmie) married Thomas William Tuff. In 1921 Joseph and Eliza were in Hackney. Sometime thereafter they moved with Thomas and Emmie to Bexley, Kent, where Eliza died in 1932. The Tuffs and Joseph then moved to the Chichester area by 1945, and by 1947 to 22 Kingsham Avenue, where Joseph died. Thomas William Tuff died in 1958 and is buried with Joseph.

15.09	VENNER, Mary  Died 22 Nov 1924, aged 67
Her MI tells us that Mary was the wife of Henry Venner. They were both born at Tiverton, Devon, and were married in the late 1880s, though the record of the marriage, and of Mary’s birth surname, is not yet available. Henry was a baker and confectioner with a shop in Tiverton, and there they had three children, Ada Mary (1889, 2.34), Lilian Jane (1891, also buried in this grave, married surname Martin) and Charles Henry (1893). Between 1911 and 1913 they moved to Chichester, where Henry set up his bakery business in South Street with son Charles. After Mary’s death Henry returned to Tiverton, where he remarried in 1925.

35.34	VENVELL, Alice Maud   Baptised 2 July 1871, buried 4 Aug 1949, aged 78
	VENVELL, Horace Hayward  Born 17 Dec 1877, buried 24 Nov 1956, aged 79
Alice was born in Moreton-in-Marsh, Gloucester, to Alice Webb, a stationer, and her husband Edward James, a printer. She went into service, and was working in a solicitor’s household in Plumstead in 1921. Horace’s birthplace was Milton under Wychwood, Oxfordshire, his parents Thomas, a grocer, and Elizabeth. He and Alice married in Moreton-under-Marsh in 1898. They had three children who survived childhood: Thomas b. 1899 in Moreton-in-Marsh, Charles 1907 on Headington, Oxfordshire, and Elizabeth in 1911 in Whitstable, Kent, where Horace managed a grocery. By 1915 they were at 18 York Road, Whyke, which remained home for decades; Horace enlisted in that year and fought in WW1. In 1921 he was an accountant for the Chichester Chamber of Trade; in 1939, a carpenter and joiner. Alice died at No. 18; Horace at Eventide Home, Donnington.

31.07	VICK, Edith  Born 15 Feb 1893, died 23 Aug 1953, aged 60
	VICK, Margery  Baptised 23 Sept 1894, died 9 June 1966, aged 71
Edith and Margery were two of the nine children of Victor Valentine Vick and his wife Kate (7.01). At school Edith won a distinction in music and drawing, and she participated in many social events. She worked as a Barclays Bank clerk (1921) and later a builder’s clerk (1939), and lived with her widowed mother on Whyke Lane, at No. 108 from the late 1930s. From 1950 she was in St Richard’s Hospital, where she died in 1953. Margery was still at the Vick family home on Ettrick Road in 1921, but she was later institutionalised in East Preston, where she was listed as ‘incapacitated’ in 1939. Her last years were spent in the care home at 9 College Lane, Chichester.

32.02	VICK, Elizabeth Easton  Born 18 Jan 1882, died 4 March 1949, aged 67
	VICK, Victor Henry  Born 24 Aug 1889, died 24 Aug 1977, aged 88
Elizabeth née Haslehurst was born in Portsmouth; her father was George, a draper, but we have not found her mother’s name. Victor was born in Chichester, the eldest son of Victor Valentine Vick and his wife Kate (7.01). On 5 September 1914, a few weeks after the outbreak of WW1, he and Elizabeth married in Hornsey, London. He enlisted in December 1915, and served in the Dorset Artillery (Territorial Force) and then in the Royal Field Artillery as a gunner, stationed in India from mid-1917. He was demobilised in 1919. A son Bernard Victor was born in 1916, and a second son Geoffrey Herbert in 1920. The family lived at 16 North Street, where Victor was a newsagent and stationer. Around 1927 they moved to 57a Whyke Lane, and from 1929 to 1949 Elizabeth volunteered as Sunday School Supervisor at St George’s. Victor was now a builder. He also volunteered as an ambulance corps steward; in addition he was an amateur naturalist, who in 1964 identified a rare silver-striped hawk moth found on The Hornet. Then in 1938 they moved along Whyke Lane to No. 124, which was the last address for Victor and Elizabeth. Victor died there on his 88th birthday.

7.01	VICK, Hilda Josephine  Born 4 May1901, died 1 Aug 1998, aged 97
The eighth of nine children of Victor and Kate, Hilda grew up in the family home on Ettrick Road. She was still there in 1921, when she was a clerk and typist with the Chichester Gas Company, of which her father was secretary. By 1929 she had moved to Horsham, where she was a bank clerk in 1939, and she remained there for the rest of her long life. Her ashes were brought to Chichester, and deposited in her parents’ grave on 3 Sept 1998.

7.01	VICK, Victor Valentine  Born 14 Feb 1856, died 4 Jan 1925, aged 68
	VICK, Kate  Baptised 18 Jan 1863, died 23 May 1948, aged 85
Victor was born on Valentine’s Day 1856 (hence his middle name) at Portsea to Charles Richard Vick, a clerk with H.M. prisons, and his wife Mary. By 1871 Charles had died, and Mary and the children were in Chichester, where Mary was a shopkeeper and later (1881) a lodginghouse keeper. In his youth Victor was a keen cyclist, and a member of the Chichester Cycling Club. By 1881 he was employed by the Chichester Gas Company, first as clerk, then assistant manager (1901), then secretary (1911). Kate née Heather was baptised at St Peter the Great, Chichester, daughter of Henry Heather, a lawyer’s clerk, and Ellen née Bridger. She married Victor there in 1887. The couple had nine children, all born in Chichester: Ellen Mary 1888, Victor Henry 1889 (32.02), Leslie Francis 1891, Edith 1893 (31.07), Margery 1894 (31.07), Bernard Charles 1896, Dorothy Gertrude 1900, Hilda Josephine 1901 (7.01), Kathleen Dora 1902. In 1907 the family moved to 2 Ettrick Road, and were still there when Victor died in 1925. Kate lived in various houses on Whyke Lane in the 1930s, and died at No. 108.

20.01	VINCENT, Geoffrey Gordon  Buried 25 Feb 1897, aged 3 months
The burial register gives the family’s address as Clydesdale Avenue.

27.12	VINE, Ellen Amelia  Born 27 Feb 1891, died 24 Sept 1969, aged 78
	VINE, Bertie Louis  Born 17 Aug 1889, died 25 Dec 1975, aged 86
Ellen was born at Earnley to Sarah Horton and her husband Charles, a farm worker. Bertie was born at Brook, King’s Somborne, just west of Winchester, to Annie Vine and her husband Harry, a thatcher and general worker. By 1901 his family had moved to the Chichester area, to East Lavant. In 1915, when he married Ellen at Pagham, he was an assurance agent with the Refuge Assurance Group. They baptised their daughters Doris Amy (b. 1916) and Evelyn Mary (b. 1919) at St Pancras, Chichester. They moved house several times; in 1939 they were at 54 Whyke Lane, where Bertie was subpostmaster and shopkeeper (Aspects of Whyke pp. 40-41). From 1945 they were at ‘Breedene’, 67 Cambrai Avenue, where Bertie died on Christmas Day 1975; Ellen had predeceased him at St Richard’s Hospital in 1969.

2.25	VOKE, Henry John  Born 29 Dec 1870, died 30 Nov 1939, aged 68
	VOKE, Eliza Kate  Born 10 Jan 1872, buried 2 Dec 1969, aged 97
Henry was born at Emsworth, son of Ann and John Voke, the latter a miller. By 1891 he was on North Street, Chichester, working as a baker’s foreman, while his sister Kate was the shopwoman. Eliza née Hutchings was Chichester-born, daughter of William, a farm worker, and Ann. In the 1891 census, age 19, she was working as a housemaid for Dr Buckell, at 12 North Pallant. She and Henry married in 1893 in Chichester. They settled at premisses at 47-48 The Hornet, where Henry traded as a baker and confectioner. He also raised prize-winning Buff Orpington chickens. They had two sons, William John Born 1894 and Ernest Edward Born 1897. Henry was at one time a member of the City Council for South Ward from 1928. 
By 1930 he and Eliza had moved from The Hornet to Orchard House, Kingsham Avenue, where Henry grew walnuts and apples. Henry committed suicide by drowning in Chichester Canal in 1939; he was thought to have had financial worries. His funeral was conducted at St John’s Chapel in St John’s Street, where he and Eliza had worshipped. After his death Eliza lived at 2 Friary Lane until 1961. At the time of her death her residence was 4 Princess Avenue in Bognor.

4.13	WACKFORD, Annie Maria Eliza  Born 3rd qtr 1852, died 5 Nov 1933, aged 77
	WACKFORD, Thomas  Baptised 11 July 1858, died 30 Dec 1938, aged 80
Annie née Wyatt was born in Great Marlow, Buckinghamshire, to William Wyatt, a cabinet maker, and his wife Ann. In 1881 she was domestic nurse, one of seven servants in a household in Marlow. In 1883 she married Thomas Wackford at Mid Lavant, Sussex. His parents were George, a farm worker and thatcher, and Maria, and they had baptised him at East Lavant. The 1861 Census locates the family at Lavant sheepwash, and lists George’s brother Thomas as a thatcher and sheepwasher. George died in 1866, and Maria remarried in 1867 to Thomas Carpenter. Also in the Carpenter household in 1871, as a lodger, was a young blacksmith, Alfred Carter, and in the 1881 Census we find our Thomas (Wackford) too as a blacksmith. After their marriage in 1883 Annie and Thomas lived at Boxgrove and had five children, all still alive in 1911, including Charles and Hilda (both 26.07). By 1920 Thomas had retired, and he and Annie lived on Whyke Lane; the address for each of them in the burials register was 119 Whyke Lane.

26.07	WACKFORD, Charles  Born 1 Oct 1889, died 30 Sept 1970, aged 80
	WACKFORD, Hilda  Born 13 May 1895, died 26 March 1989, aged 93
Charles and Hilda were siblings, the youngest of five children of Annie Eliza and her husband Thomas, a blacksmith (4.14). Charles was born at Lavant, but the family had moved to Boxgrove by 1895 when Hilda was born; in 1911 they were living at ‘Pampas Cottage’, Claypot Lane. By 1920 they had moved again, to 63 Whyke Lane. Charles trained and worked as a carpenter. When he was 36 he married Edith Mary Emery, a music teacher who was then 43. He moved back with Edith to ‘Pampas Cottage’, and they lived there until Edith’s death in 1962. Charles then moved in with Hilda, and died in 1970, a day before his 81st birthday.
	Hilda, like many a youngest daughter, had become in effect a carer for her aging parents. In the 1921 Census she was visiting her married sister Gertrude in Luton. Thereafter, however, she remained at 63 Whyke Lane. Following her parents’ deaths in the 1930s she moved along the road to 119 Whyke Lane, where Charles joined her after Edith’s death. She stayed at No. 119 almost to the end, but she died in ‘Abbas Combe’ nursing home, 94 Whyke Road.

31.35	WACKFORD, William Henry  Born 2 July 1874, died 10 Feb 1959, aged 84
	WACKFORD, Florence Fanny  Born 12 Oct 1872, died 3 Feb 1962, aged 89
William’s father was James, a Chichester coachman; we do not know his mother’s name. He became a carman, and then a coal merchant. Florence was alliteratively christened Florence Fanny Farrow at Westbere, near Canterbury, Kent; her mother was Harriet, her father Daniel Rice Farrow, a coastguard. She was a domestic servant in Chichester in 1891. She and William married at Selsey in 1901. They lived on Bognor Road, Chichester, at No. 22 and then by 1921 at No. 43, where they remained. They had no children, but hosted two wartime evacuees, both girls from Tooting. They were interviewed by The Observer on their 57th wedding anniversary in November 1958 (a few months before William’s death); William had finally given up his allotment in September of that year. Both were Methodists all their lives, and William was active in the Southgate church. Their headstone says “Reunited”; Florence’s burial is recorded on the Burial Plan, but not in the Burial Register.

6.06	WADE, Thomas  Baptised 28 May 1837, died 30 May 1916, aged 79
	WADE, Elizabeth  Baptised 16 Feb 1851, died 18 Apr 1925, aged 74
Thomas was born in Weeton and baptised in nearby Kirkham, both near Blackpool in Lancashire. His parents were Thomas, farmer and innkeeper, and Nancy. By 1871 Nancy at 77 was widowed and our Thomas, at 32, was running the family farm at Walton le Dale, near Preston. Then comes a hiatus in our knowledge. Thomas reappears in Hornsey, London in 1891 as a widower and woodman. We can infer that he sold the farm (perhaps after Nancy’s death), married and lost his wife, and moved to London. About Elizabeth there is less mystery. She was born and baptised at Sidlesham, the daughter of a Dorset-born couple, James Wills, a shepherd, and Sophia. By 1871 she had moved to London as a domestic nurse and cook, and by 1881 she was in Hornsey, where at some point she met Thomas. They married in 1893. By 1901 they were living in “The Cottage in Bishops Wood” (romantic name) in Finchley, and in 1911 Thomas was employed there by the Ecclesiastic Commissioners. So probably (from 1891 or earlier) Thomas looked after Bishops Park, an ancient estate of the Bishops of London going back to the 1200s, of which a fragment still survives. Elizabeth no doubt urged retirement to Chichester, and in 1915 they moved to 42 York Road. Thomas died there the next year, and Elizabeth remained there until the last few months of her life, when she moved to 53 York Road.

8.09	WADEY, George Thomas  Baptised 25 Dec 1870, buried 27 Dec 1929, aged 59
	WADEY, Eliza Everett  Born 25 Feb 1875, buried 9 June 1975, aged 100
George was born in Northchapel and baptised on Christmas Day at Kirdford, both villages a few miles north of Petworth. His father was Thomas, a labourer, his mother Sarah. By 1891 he had moved just across the border from Sussex to Surrey, and was working as a groom; in 1898 he married Eliza Everett Hutson in the same area (Hambledon District). Eliza was born in Redhill, Surrey to John Hutson, a coachman, and his wife Mary Ann. George and Eliza moved closer to London, to Sutton, Surrey, where George was a colporteur in 1901. By 1911, however, they had switched tack; home was now 22 Whyke Road, Chichester, and George was a ‘home missionary’ with the non-denominational Country Towns Mission. This remained his role for the rest of his life. The couple had five children, three in Sutton and two in Chichester. After George’s death around Christmas 1929 Eliza remained at 22 Whyke Road until at least 1962, but her address in the burial register was West Ashling. She had achieved her centenary.

24.22	WADEY, Janet Margaret  Born 8 Oct 1943, buried 8 Sept 1989, aged 45 
Janet née Hide was the daughter of Margaret Hide and her husband George, who is buried in the same grave. In 1961 in Chichester she married Anthony I. Wadey. We have not found a record of children. Her address at the time of her early death was 21 Herald Drive.

15.11	WADHAM, Maria  Buried 19 Jan 1927, aged 72
Her address in the burial register was 171 Broyle Road. We have not yet found any definite information about her.

11.10	WAGSTAFF, Sarah Elizabeth  Baptised 17 Apr 1863, buried 26 Aug 1929, aged 68
She was born in Stockton-on-Tees to John McNaughton, a fisherman, and Elizabeth, and she lived with her parents into her 40s. In 1897 as a single mother she had a daughter Alice Hannah McNaughton. In 1907 Sarah married William Wagstaff, a hairdresser, and they lived in Eston, Yorkshire. In 1924 Sarah’s daughter Alice married Arthur William Holder, a carpenter, and by 1927 Sarah had moved south with them to 109 Bognor Road, Whyke, where she died.

15.02	WAIGHT, Charles Thomas  Born 1st qtr 1876, buried 26 Apr 1898, aged 22
He was born in the City of London to Ellen and Charles Waight; his father was a Chichester-born tea dealer, brother of Harriet Waight (12.24) and nephew of Sarah Waight (17.26). By 1891 Charles Thomas was in Chichester, in Sarah’s household on Whyke Lane, and that was his address in the burial record.

12.24	WAIGHT, Harriett  Baptised 5 July 1840, buried 19 July 1906, aged 67
Daughter of single mother Charlotte Waight, she was niece of Sarah Waight (17.26) and aunt of Charles Thomas Waight (15.02). In her early years she was in domestic service, but by 1881 she had joined her aunt Sarah in a seamstress business on Tower Street. By 1891 they were living on Whyke Lane.
  
17.26	WAIGHT, Sarah  Baptised 10 Oct 1819, buried 13 Jan 1896, aged 76
She was born in South Bersted near Bognor, daughter of Thomas and Mary Waight; she was aunt of Harriet (12.24) and great-aunt of Charles Thomas (15.02). By 1851 she and her older sister Charlotte were operating a laundry business on High Street in Chichester. Following Charlotte’s death in 1858, Sarah became housekeeper to her uncle Abraham Hounson in Funtington. He died in 1871, and by 1881 Sarah was back in Chichester, as a seamstress on Tower Street with Harriet. In 1891 they were living on Whyke Lane.

34.31	WALKER, Rosie  Born 8 Oct 1898, bd. 21 July 1951, aged 53
Rosie née Hood was Chichester-born, the eldest daughter of Lucy née Grist by her marriage to George William Hood. (Lucy is buried in this grave under her later surname Hoare.) Both Rosie and her mother had marital problems. In 1918 at Southampton Rosie married Percy Leonard, a ship’s fireman. They lived together for only a few months before Percy went to sea. The following year Rosie bigamously married Thomas William Marshall, a soldier with the Royal Engineers, in Hartlepool, County Durham, his hometown: they had two children, both of whom died. She was prosecuted for bigamy in 1924 in Chichester, and given a nominal sentence of three days’ imprisonment. We do not know what happened to Percy or Thomas, but in 1933 Rosie was living in Chichester under the surname Marshall with Charles Walker, and bore a son John Walker. Under the name Rosie Leonard she married Charles in 1950. At this time they were living at 31 Exton Road, which was Rosie’s last address.

2.26	WALLER, Edna May  Baptised 28 July 1909, buried 27 Nov 1939, aged 30
Edna’s maiden surname was Coppack. The 1939 register gives her date of birth as 28 July 1910, but in fact she was baptised on 20 July 1909 at Crewe, Cheshire. Her parents were Fred Davies Coppack, a railway worker, and Florence. In 1921 the family was in Abergavenny. By 1932 Edna had arrived in Whyke and was living at 51 Bognor Road. In 1935 she married William Harcourt Waller at St George’s (26.21), and they lived at ‘Conway’, Salthill Rd, Fishbourne. Both she and William were members of the Chichester Motor Club. Edna died prematurely in St Richard’s Hospital. William is buried at 26.21, and his parents at 3.21.   

3.21	WALLER, Horace Charles  Born 18 Apr 1874, buried 22 May 1943, aged 69
	WALLER, Emma  Born 2 Oct 1874, buried 24 Mar 1955, aged 80
Horace was born at East Clandon, Surrey, to Charles Waller, a master wheelwright, and his wife Mary. He was apprenticed to his father but then switched to carpenter, which remained his trade thereafter. Emma née Clue was born in Oving to William, a baker, and Catherine; by 1881 Catherine was separated and living on an “allowance from husband”. (Catherine’s grave is in the OC.) Emma went into service, and was a housemaid in Reigate, Surrey, in 1901, when Horace was in nearby Dorking. The couple married at Whyke in 1905 and thereafter divided their time between Chichester, where their first two children were born (Catherine and Horace Charles), and Chilworth, Surrey, where a third child was born (William Harcourt Waller, 26.21). By 1921 they had settled in York Road (first at No. 28, then at 30), where they both remained. In the 1921 Census Horace’s entry under marital status says “married too true”!

26.21	WALLER, William Harcourt  Born 23 Jan 1912, died 31 May 1976, aged 64
He was born at Chilworth, near Guildford, to Emma Waller and her husband Horace, a carpenter and joiner (both 3.21). By 1921 the family was on York Road, Whyke. In 1935 William married Edna May Coppack. They settled in Bosham, but Edna died in 1939 at age 29 and was buried at Whyke (2.26). We cannot trace William’s movements thereafter as ‘W.H. Waller’ is a common name in the electoral registers. His last address was 92 Bognor Road.

28.29	WALTERS, Herbert William  Born 12 June 1886, died 5 Feb 1967, aged 80
He was born at Horsham to Matilda Walters and Thomas, an assurance agent and later a baker. By 1908 the family was at 124 St Pancras, Chichester, where Herbert helped his father in the bakery. In 1917 he married Alice Louisa Ayling at St Pancras church, and they had a daughter Doris (1917) and a son Bernard (1922). They continued to live at No. 124; Alice died there in 1934, and Thomas in 1937. Around 1950 Herbert left the bakery and went to live with his daughter, now married as Doris Ewens, at 30 Bramber Road, which was his last address.



14.31	WALTHO, Marie  Born 11 June 1919, A* 27 Oct 1987, aged 68
Marie was baptised at Rumboldswyke in 1919 by Ethel King as a single mother. (Ethel was the daughter of George and Emma King, and the granddaughter of Henry and Lucy King who are buried at 13.33.) She was brought up in the King family home at 8 Caledonian Road, apparently by her aunt Lucy Lily. In 1939 Marie’s occupation was telephonist. In 1944 she married Albert Waltho, an R.A.F. pilot, at St George’s, Whyke. (Albert was the son of Philip Waltho, buried at 29.30.) “The bride’s colleagues of the Post Office gave her a grand send-off for the honeymoon in the Lake District”, says the Chichester Observer for 29 January. The couple had at least two children, Jacqueline Lucille Waltho in 1945 (29.30) and Albert A.G. Waltho in 1946. In the early 1960s we find Marie living at Tangmere: perhaps Albert was stationed at the R.A.F. base there. Albert’s death occurred in 1985, and Marie’s in 1987; her ashes were deposited in her aunt Lucy Lily’s grave, and her address was given once again as 8 Caledonian Road.

29.30	WALTHO, Philip  Born 1888, buried 12 Sept 1963, aged 74
Philip was born at Market Drayton in Shropshire to John and Eliza Waltho: John was a shepherd. In the 1911 census we find Philip at the Knowle Hotel in Sidmouth, Devon, as an undergardener. Also in Sidmouth in that Census was Elizabeth Rosa Blanche Arsprey, confectioner’s shop assistant. The couple married later in 1911. They were peripatetic and had children in various parts of the country: Dorothy 1912 in Portsmouth, Gilbert 1915 in Newport, Shropshire; Frank 1917 in Stafford; Albert 1919 in Stone, Staffs; Tom 1924 in Newport. In the 1921 Census Philip was an insurance agent with ‘The Pru’ in Newport. Thereafter we lose track of him. There was certainly a connection with Whyke, as Albert was married there in 1944 (see Marie Waltho, 14.31). There was also a connection with Guernsey, as Albert was said at his marriage to be “of the Grove, Guernsey”, and Peter’s headstone tells us that his wife ‘Rose’ was buried at St Peter’s Port (she died in 1957). Peter spent his last few years at the King family home at 8 Caledonian Road in Whyke, no doubt looked after by the formidable Lucy Lily King (14.31).

1.06	WALTON, William Edward  Born 12 Feb 1870, died 6 Oct 1940, age 70
WALTON, Rose  Born 28 June 1872, died 18 Mar 1961, age 88 
William was born in Shorncliffe, Kent, to John, a blacksmith, and Elizabeth. He followed his father’s trade, and became specifically a shoeing smith. By 1891 the family was in Havant, with Elizabeth now a widow, and by 1894 William had established himself in Chichester. Rose née Holden was born in Rottingdean to Charles, a labourer, and Harriet. She married William on Boxing Day 1894 in Rottingdean. They lived at various addresses in George Street, and had three children, Gladys Rose (1896), William Archie (1897) and Edith Ethel (1904). By 1933 they had moved to 14 Whyke Lane, and then in 1938 they moved to No. 28, while William had a smithy at 2 St Pancras. After William’s death Rose lived at No. 28 for the rest of her life.

25.02	WARD, Jane Cave  Born 18 Nov 1886, died 25 Oct 1975, aged 88
She was born at Hendon, London, to George Ward, a carpenter, and Elizabeth. In 1921 she was living in nearby Kilburn with her older sister Lizzie, both of them dressmakers. She then appears in Whyke in 1938 at 37 Winden Avenue; she shared the house with Charles and Elizabeth Norgrove, an older couple who seem to have been her tenants, from 1939 into the 1960s. (Charles, a military man, received the Meritorious Service Award in 1951, and died in 1961.) The Winden Avenue house remained Jane’s home almost to the end, though she died at 24 Selden Road, Worthing.

3.28	WAREHAM, Gilbert  Baptised 3 Jan 1864, buried 8 Nov 1929, aged 65
	WAREHAM, Ellen Eliza Hayler  Buried 17 Jan 1957, aged 93
Gilbert was Fareham-born, son of Charles, a carpenter, and Ann. In 1888 at Fareham he married Ellen Eliza Hayter. (The Whyke burial register calls her Ellen Eliza Hayler Wareham, but we have not traced her before her marriage under either Hayter or Hayler; the Censuses say she was Brighton-born.) They began married life at Stubbington, where their only child, Eveline May, was born. Gilbert was then following his father’s trade of carpentry, but by 1901 he had switched to general dealer (later shopkeeper), and moved the family to Portsmouth. By 1921 they had moved again, to Summersdale, Chichester, where Gilbert became sub-postmaster and grocer. A further move, shortly before Gilbert’s death, took them, with their now married daughter Eveline (4.27) and her family, to 14 Cleveland Road. This remained the family home until the deaths of Ellen and Eveline in the late 1950s. 

13.09	WAREHAM, Harriett  Baptised 9 Nov 1873, died 28 Jan 1929, aged 54
Harriett was born in Halnaker and baptised at Boxgrove, the daughter of George Laker, a carter, and Mary Ann. Her father died when she was three. Like so many indigent young women, she went into domestic service. Later another avenue opened: in 1909 at Rumboldswhyke she married George Wareham, a farm bailiff and a widower, 20 years her senior. They had one child, Joseph Thomas, in 1910. By 1921 they were at 113 Bognor Road, where George died in 1926 and Harriett in 1929. Joseph Thomas had her headstone erected, with the epigraph “my beloved mother”.

28.03	WARREN, Bert  Died 2 June 1963, aged 50
	WARREN, Olive Mary  Born 28 May 1914, died 2010
Our knowledge about this couple is patchy. One of the few records about Bert is of his marriage to Olive Mary Harris in Portsmouth in 1935. About Olive we know more: she was born in Southsea, daughter of Florence Jane Harris and her husband George, a deck hand in the Royal Navy. She and Bert had a son Christopher K. Warren in Portsmouth in 1938. In the 1939 Register Olive was in Droxford, north of Portsmouth, but Bert was elsewhere. All this suggests that Bert was in the Services, probably the R.N., but we have not discovered a service record. After the war home for Olive and Bert was 130 Whyke Lane, and that was Bert’s last address. We cannot trace Olive thereafter. A headstone was erected at her death, recording that she died in 2010.

28.35	WARRINGTON, Frances Caroline  Born 27 July 1884, buried 5 Sept 1963, aged 79
	WARRINGTON, Alfred  Born 18 Apr 1881, buried 26 March 1965, aged 83
Frances was born in the small village of Up Marden, Sussex, to Grace Blunden and her husband Henry, a general labourer. The family soon moved to Stoughton, where Frances was in domestic service by the age of 16. Alfred was born in Stoughton; his father Thomas, a horse carter, hailed from Up Marden like Frances, and his mother Ellen from North Marden. Alfred was a domestic gardener in the 1901 Census, and a groom in 1907 when he married Frances at Stoughton. They remained in Stoughton until 1953, with Alfred working in a racing stables (1911), as a cowman (1921) and as a farm carter (1939). Numerous children were born, including Muriel and Vera (twins, 1908), Marie (1912), Alfred (1914), Dorothy (1916), William (1918), Mary Ellen (1921) and George (1925). In 1953 Frances and Alfred, with Frances’ younger sister Alice Blunden, moved to 30 Caledonian Road. They were still there in the early 1960s, but Frances was buried from 30 Grove Road, and Alfred from 28 Lewis Road, Emsworth.

15.04	WATERMAN, Mary Jane  Born 1st qtr 1860, died 22 Aug 1932, aged 72
Mary Jane was the sister of Thomas Rhoades, and is buried in the same grave as him. In 1900 at St Mary Whyke she married William Waterman, a milkman. They spent a few years on Hayling Island, where they had two children, but then settled in Portsmouth, William’s birthplace. Mary Jane died there, and her body was returned to her native Whyke for burial.

11.35	WATTS, John George  Buried 7 Nov 1908, aged 50
This entry in the Burial Plan and Burial Register is a mystery: we have not found a matching record of anyone of this name. The Burial Register gives his address as Caledonian Road.

19.27	WEARE, Nellie Lilian  Buried 12 Jan 1923, aged 6 months
Her parents were Frederick Charles Weare, a watch and clock repairer, and Lily May; the 1921 Census says Lily hailed from Brainspuddle, Dorset (i.e. Briantspuddle in the Piddle Valley). Aspects of Whyke p. 34 says the family was at 13 Caledonian Road from 1924 to 1940, but they were already there by 1918.



14.38	WEBB, John William  Baptised 9 Nov 1834, buried 17 Nov 1900, aged 67
	WEBB, Elizabeth  Buried 10 Feb 1910, aged 66
John William was a hay trusser and thatcher. (A hay trusser bundled hay into trusses, i.e. bales, of standard size.) He was born and baptised at Felpham; according to the register his parents were Joseph and Sarah Webb. However, Sarah was a single woman: perhaps her father Joseph’s name was added for the sake of respectability. Three years later Sarah married John Faith, a thatcher, and JWW was brought up in the Faith household in Birdham as a son-in-law; presumably he was apprenticed to John, and no doubt proved a useful assistant, as he was older than the Faith children. In 1863 JWW married Frances Goodger at Donnington; they had two daughters, and moved to Fishbourne, where Frances died in 1866. JWW then married Elizabeth Temple in 1874; Elizabeth had previously been married to George Temple, and had a daughter Lizzie Ellen Temple, who now became part of the Webb household. (The record of Elizabeth’s marriage to George has not been certainly identified, and consequently her birth surname is unknown, though we know she was born at Horsham.) JWW and Elizabeth had two daughters, Mary (1875) and Emma (1877). In the 1880s the family moved from Fishbourne into Chichester, to 123 Bognor Road. Shortly after JWW’s death in 1900 Mary married Henry Collins, a naval man (see 14.29): he was frequently at sea, and Mary and Elizabeth lived together until the latter’s death in 1910.

2.04	WEEKS, Hannah Kathleen Frances  Born 15 Sept 1910, died 12 Dec 1940, aged 30
Hannah was the daughter of Henry and Elizabeth Weeks (below, 33.05) and granddaughter of Hannah Beckingham, with whom she is buried at 2.04. She was born in Donnington, but grew up in Chichester. From 1930 to 1933 she was a student nurse at St Stephen’s Hospital, Chelsea, graduating as a State Registered Nurse in June 1933. In 1939 she was living at the family home, 6 Grove Road, with her parents, and was described as ‘incapacitated’. She died, aged 30, later that year.

33.05	WEEKS, Henry Charles  Born 5 June 1879, died 15 Nov 1950, aged 71
	WEEKS, Elizabeth Marie  Born 13 Apr 1886, died 12 Mar 1966, aged 79
Henry was born in Warmington, Wiltshire (though baptised at Stapleford), son of Anna Maria and James George, a labourer. He enlisted in the R.N. in 1899, and served as a stoker until 1921. Elizabeth née Beckingham hailed from Donnington; her mother was Hannah, her father Frank, a shepherd. At the age of 19 she married Henry, and they made their home initially at Donnington, where their first three children were born, Frank, Thomas and Hannah. By 1918 they had moved to 6 Grove Road in Whyke. At least three more daughters were born, Gladys, Elizabeth and Dorothy. Raising the family inevitable fell to Elizabeth, since Henry was often absent on service, as in the 1911 and 1921 Censuses. By 1921 Elizabeth was joined by her widowed mother Hannah Beckingham (2.04). By 1939 Henry, now long pensioned from the R.N., was a railway labourer. He and Elizabeth remained at No. 6 for the rest of their lives, though both died in St Richard’s Hospital.

20.10	WELCOME, Emma Eliza  Baptised 8 Oct 1837, buried 9 March 1928, aged 90

AI-generated content may be incorrect.]Emma was one of several children born at Deal to Mary Larkins and her husband William, a marine pilot (see above). She was swept off her feet by an Irish soldier William Henry Hunt in his resplendent drum major’s uniform, and they married in Kildare in 1857. They lived in barracks in Chichester (1861) and Portsmouth (1871), and Emma was occupied as a bonnet maker. By 1881 they had retired to Chichester, and William supplemented his army pension by taking the licence of The Bull Inn at 5 Market Road (then called Snag Lane; The Bull closed in 2015). He was much involved in the inquest into the suicide of the Lord Bishop of Chichester’s butler, William Cramp, in 1896. William himself died in 1900, and after managing The Bull for a few years Emma married a widowed carpenter, Edmund Welcome. They settled at 12 Caledonian Road; Emma emulated her mother’s longevity, while Edmund predeceased her in 1921. Emma is buried in the same grave as her mother Mary. 

33.02	WELCOME, Richard  Baptised 4 July 1874, died 1 Oct 1957, aged 84
	WELCOME, Annie Teresa  Born 23 July 1886, bd. 24 Sept 1965, aged 79
Richard was already a bricklayer at 16 (1891 Census), and that remained his trade for life. He was the son of Charles Welcome, a sawyer and builder, and Mary Ann, and was baptised at Portfield. In 1903 he married Edith Maud Saunders at Rumboldswyke, and they settled at 87 Grove Road. On Edith Maud and their children, see 14.13. The 1921 Census records Richard as a patient at a nursing home at Northgate, but evidently he survived this health issue. Following the death of Edith in September 1941, he married Annie Teresa Hall in the fourth quarter of 1941. Clearly Annie was a widow, since the gravestone describes her as “a dear mother”. She does appear on the 1939 register, working as a domestic servant in Bognor. But since the record of the 1941 marriage is a civil registration, it does not give her birth surname; consequently we cannot trace her Hall marriage and children with any certainty.

14.13	WELCOME, Richard  Baptised 6 May 1906, died 1 Jan 1926, aged 19
	WELCOME, Edith Maud  Died 25 Sept 1941, aged 59
Edith Maud née Saunders was born in Folkestone c. 1882, the daughter of William, a fisherman, and Alice. The 1901 Census tells us that she was working as a general servant at a pub in Folkestone. Just how she came to Chichester is unknown, but in 1903 she married at the new church of St George at Rumboldswyke; the groom was Richard Welcome, a bricklayer (see on 33.02). They settled at 87 Grove Road, where they remained at least until Edith’s death. Their daughter Gladys Maud was born in 1904, and their son Richard in 1906. The 1921 Census could tell us if there were other children, but unfortunately 87 Grove Road is not included in the transcript. Richard Jr “passed away suddenly”, according to the gravestone, on New Year’s Day 1926.

35.05	WELLAND, Charlotte  Born 15 Aug 1879, buried 16 May 1946, aged 66
	WELLAND, George William  Born 19 Aug 1878, buried 4 Feb 1954, aged 73
Charlotte née Hansford was born at Catherington, near Horndean, Hants, to Mary and Charles, the latter a baker. In 1901 she was in service in Storrington; in 1910 she married George at Mattingley, Southampton. George hailed from Haslemere, son of Mary Ann and William, a grocer. He followed his father into the food business as a butcher. He and Charlotte started married life in Haslemere, and moved c. 1918 to 128 Bognor Road, Whyke, with George now working in the butchery department of Shippams. Two daughters were born, Daisy (1911) and Esther (1920). In 1937 they moved along Bognor Road to No. 26, which was their last address. The 1939 Register records that George had switched trades and was doing a “greengrocer’s hawking round.” He and Charlotte lived to see both daughters married: Daisy to Sydney Robinson at St George’s in 1933; Esther to Albert Hansford (a relative of Charlotte?) in Chichester in 1945.

30.23	WELLBELOVE, William Arthur  Born 3 July 1908, died 3 June 1960, aged 51
He was born in Thames Ditton to William, a plumber, and Ellen. By 1921 the family had moved to Newport, Isle of Wight; by 1930 our William was in Chichester, living at 69 North Street with the Sims family, relatives of his mother’s mother. In 1937 he married Doris Aylmore, daughter of Herbert Victor and Annie Eva (13.03). They settled at ‘Fayleigh’, 42 Pound Farm Road, and had a daughter Pamela A. (1939) and a son David B. (1946). In 1939 William was a manager for an estate agent.

9.22	WELLER, James Thomas  Born 1st qtr 1849, buried 13 May 1911, aged 62
James was born in Ashford, Kent, to Thomas and Harrietta Weller. He went into the army, and was at Preston Barracks near Brighton in 1871. In 1879 he was discharged from the 6th Dragoons, and shortly became assistant warden at H.M. Prison in Gillingham. Here in 1881 he married Sarah Grimsdale, a native of Gillingham, 14 year his junior. There were no children of the marriage. By 1901 they were in the City of Westminster, where James was an office caretaker. Sometime in that decade they moved to 47 The Hornet, Chichester, where James was a newsagent and tobacconist, and where he died.

19.39	WELLS, Emma Kate  Born 20 Dec 1896, buried 12 Feb 1943, aged 46
Emma née Bramley was born in Andover, Hampshire, to Selina Bramley and her husband Walter Harry, a carpenter/joiner (2.03). In 1922 at Andover Emma married Arthur W. Wells. They were in Chichester by 1926, and from 1930 they lived at ‘Crosslea’, 55 Stockbridge Road, which was Emma’s last address. The 1939 Register records Arthur as a sorting clerk and telegraphist with the Post Office.

1.27	WELLS, Mary Died 15 Aug 1941, aged 80
	WELLS, Agnes Jessie  Born 9 July 1891, died 5 Jan 1963, aged 71
Mary née Bird was born at Scottow, Norfolk, to Sarah Ann and Robert Bird, the latter a farmer. In 1881 at Scottow she married Jonathan Wells, himself a Norfolk native and a harness maker. They moved around as work dictated. Three sons were born in Norwich; in 1891 they were in East Woodhay, Hampshire; a daughter Agnes Jessie was born in Newbury, Berkshire, then two more daughters in Kingsclere, Hampshire, and a son in Speen, Berkshire. In 1901 they were in Yattendon, Berkshire, with Mary as a dairy woman and Jonathan as farm bailiff; in 1911 they were in Chertsey, Surrey, with Jonathan as a domestic gardener. By 1918, and until 1925, they were in Chichester, at 21 Tower Street, with Jonathan still gardening. The records do not show what happened to Mary thereafter, but she died in care at 9 College Lane.
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Agnes was the oldest daughter of Mary and Robert Wells (above). She went into service: in 1911 she was one of seven servants in a household at Ewell, Surrey, about 25 miles from the family in Chertsey. In 1921 she was with her parents at 21 Tower Street in Chichester; in the 1939 Register she was one of at least six servants at Norton Priory, Selsey. After her mother’s death in 1941 she had various addresses, the last being 201 Oving Road.








28.20	WEST, Alice  Born 4th qtr 1896, buried 16 July 1965, aged 68
Alice née Cowdrey was born in Bishops Sutton, near Alresford, Hampshire, to George Cowdrey, a farm carter, and his wife Alice. In 1921 she married Thomas West, then a Private with the Royal Marine Light Infantry, at Alverstoke. They had a son Thomas W. West later that year. We cannot trace Alice and Thomas thereafter, but their son Thomas W. married in Chichester in 1946, and Alice and Thomas eventually came to join him and his wife Daisy on Eastland Road, where Alice died in 1965.

30.16	WEST, Charles  Born 28 June 1884, buried 14 March 1960, aged 75
Charles was born in Milland, northwest of Midhurst, to Charles, a farm worker, and Fanny. The family moved around as work required: they were in Headley, Hampshire in 1891, in Barton Stacey, Hampshire in 1901, and in Runcton near Chichester in 1911. Our Charles was a bricklayer. He married Verena née Farris at North Mundham in 1920. They had two sons: Edward was born in 1922 in Wallingford, Berkshire, and Lewis George in 1929 in Chichester, where their address was 38 York Road. Charles remained at that address for the rest of his life. After his death Verena remarried to Walter J. Richardson, and her ashes were eventually interred in Charles’ grave.

30.16	WEST, Edward  Born 7 Feb 1922, died 17 Feb 1980, aged 58
Edward was one of two sons of Charles West and his wife and Verena (later Richardson). He was born in Wallingford, Berkshire, but the family soon moved to the Chichester area. In 1939 he was apprentice to a clocksmith. We know nothing further, except that he died at Cowley, Oxford, and that his ashes were returned to Whyke and interred in his parents’ grave on 8 March 1980.

35.27	WEST, Elizabeth Annie  Born 19 May 1886, died 14 Feb 1949, aged 62
She was born in Madehurst, near Slindon, to Alice West and her husband William, a gardener. At age 14 she was already in service, to the elementary schoolteacher in Madehurst; in 1911 she had a position in Selsey. In 1932 she secured a live-in position at 2 Cawley Road, the household of Alfred Shippam, managing director of the well-known preserved foods company. In 1939 her role was that of cook. At some point thereafter she moved to 10 Whyke Lane, her final address.

7.26	WEST, John  Born 7 Aug 1865, died 10 Feb 1915, aged 49
	WEST, Lois  Born 26 Oct 1902, buried 7 Apr 1915, aged 12
John was the younger brother of William in the adjacent grave, born like him at Stedham to William and Angelina West. He was a gardener like his brother in the 1891 Census, but a carpenter like his father in 1901 and 1911. On Boxing Day 1894 he married Alice Boylett at her home village of Worplesdon, near Guildford. They had five children all born at Stedham, the youngest being Lois who is buried here. In 1911-14 they lived in South Harting, where John worked on a new estate. They then moved to ‘Avoca’, 5 St Paul’s Road, Chichester, where John and then Lois soon died. In the 1921 Census Alice was in Grayshott near Haslemere with two other daughters, supporting herself as a confectioner.

30.16 	WEST, Lewis George  Born 11 Oct 1929, A* 10 Oct 2013, aged 83
Lewis was born in Chichester to Charles West and his wife Verena (later Richardson). He married Rita J. Pitt in Chichester in 1951; the electoral registers show that they lived at Westbourne until at least 1962. Thereafter we lose track of them; we know only that Lewis died in Hilsea, Portsmouth. His ashes, like those of his brother Edward, were returned to Whyke and interred in their parents’ grave.

7.25	WEST, William  Born 12 March 1862, died 19 Jan 1924, aged 61
	WEST, Alice  Born 2nd qtr 1860, buried 2 Apr 1940, aged 79
William was born at Stedham, near Midhurst, son of Angelina West and her husband William, a carpenter. He was the older brother of John, who is buried in the next grave (07.26). In the 1881 Census William was a gardener at Portfield House, Oving, and he remained a gardener throughout his life. Alice née Bull was born at Chelsea, London, to Eliza Bull and her husband Henry, a plasterer. In the 1881 Census she had a position as a domestic servant in Stedham, which was no doubt where she met William. They married in 1884 at All Saints’, Chichester, and lived in Whyke, first on Oving Road and then at 4 York Road. Alice bore nine children, of whom seven were still alive in 1911; five were still at home at that time, including Elizabeth Annie (35.27) and William Henry (04.27). Another daughter buried here is Ruth (27.36). In the mid-1930s Alice moved from York Road to Whyke Lane, where she died.

4.27	WEST, William Henry  Baptised 6 Nov 1887, buried 8 Sept 1932, aged 44
	WEST, Eveline May  Born 25 May 1890, buried 6 Jan 1959, aged 68
William was a boot repairer and shoemaker. He was born at Portfield to William West, a gardener, and his wife Alice. In 1920 he married Evelyn May Wareham at St Paul’s, Chichester. Eveline was born at Stubbington, Hampshire; her mother was Ellen Eliza, her father Gilbert (both 3.28). Her family moved to Portsmouth by 1901, and to Summersdale, Chichester, by 1918. After marriage William and Eveline lived with Eveline’s parents, first at the Summersdale Post Office, and then (by 1929) at 14 Cleveland Road, which remained the family home until Eveline’s death there in 1959. They had at least two children, Gilbert William (1921) and John A. (1923). William died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital in 1932.

16.39	WESTBROOK, John Arthur  Baptised 19 Jan 1868, died 16 Feb 1956, aged 89
John Arthur and his older sister Lilian were born in St Pancras, London; their father was George John Westbrook, a cabinet maker, and their mother was Kezia. In 1892 Lilian married Arthur Leopold Manfield. Meanwhile John Arthur, a bank clerk in 1891, had forsaken the bank and London by 1901, and set up with his married brother Charles as a cigar merchant in Bexhill, Sussex. By the 1911 Census it is clear that Charles was taking the lead in this enterprise. The Manfields had stayed in London, still in Kensington in 1920, but by 1921 they too had escaped to greener pastures, in Whyke. Moreover John Arthur, still unmarried, had joined them from Bexhill. Arthur Leopold died at 69, but John Arthur (now called just Arthur on the MI and in the register) and Lilian lived on to a ripe old age on Bognor Road. All three of them are buried in this grave.

17.02	WESTBROOK, Walter  Baptised 7 June 1847, buried 17 Oct 1894, aged 48
Walter was born in Eling in Hampshire and married in St Paul’s Church on 12th May 1880 to Prudence Holder.  His father was John, an accountant and merchant; his mother was Johanna. Walter became a carpenter and joiner. In 1881 he was living in Oving with Prudence, and his occupation is listed as Joiner/Sapper in the Royal Engineers. In 1891 they were in Rumboldswhyke, near the Crown Inn. There do not appear to have been any children.

17.29	WESTON, Alice Mary  Died 22 Dec 1919, aged 56
Alice was the third of eight children of Thomas Boreham Borrow and his wife Elizabeth. Her father was a baker/grocer in Aldingbourne. At one stage the family were living in the Post Office and Thomas was conducting his grocery business from there. In 1890 she married Frederick Adams at Rumboldswyke. Frederick’s father was a clerk in the Post Office, so the couple had no doubt met that way.  On Frederick’s career, see under his name. The marriage produced no children, but from early on they had boarders, so the home was always full. When Frederick died in 1915 the couple were living in Lyndhurst Road with two boarders. One of the boarders was a gentleman called Reginald Weston, a bachelor. Mr Weston was a tutor by profession, but ‘living on private means’ in the 1911 census. He had been boarding at the Adams’ home from at least 1908. In July 1916 he married Alice, and the couple set up home in Brighton. Alice died three years later, and was buried with her first husband, Frederick.

6.19	WESTON, Emily Sophia  Baptised 25 Apr 1858, buried 6 Sept 1933, aged 75
	WESTON, Charles  Baptised 22 March 1857, buried 29 July 1938, aged 79
Emily was Arundel-born, the daughter of William, a bread baker, and Sophia (hence Emily’s middle name). In 1888 at Arundel she married Charles Weston: he was then 31, she 30.  Charles was born in Brighton, the oldest child of John Weston, a French polisher, and his wife Emily Sophia. Charles became a metal worker – a general blacksmith (in 1892 a moulder), and later specifically an engineer’s smith. The couple stayed in Arundel for some years and had five children, including John (31-23). By 1901 they had moved to Horsham: in 1921, and no doubt earlier, Charles was employed by the large firm of Lintott Engineering Works near the station, and in fact the family lived at 57 Station Road. Charles and Emily remained in Horsham until 1933, when they moved to 18 Lyndhurst Road, Chichester, the home of their married son John. They were already in their mid-70s, and died there shortly.

31.23	WESTON, John  Born 15 May 1892, died 16 Aug 1964, aged 72
John was born and baptised at Arundel: on his parents, Charles and Emily Sophia, see 6.19. Charles was an engineer’s blacksmith, and John picked up his mechanical skills, becoming a motor mechanic. The family moved to Horsham while John was small. In October 1920, at nearby Warnham, John married Emily Yates. Just a year later, however, Emily was buried at Warnham: as so often, one suspects there were complications around childbirth. In 1924 we find John on Guilden Road in Chichester. In 1928 he moved to 18 Lyndhurst Road, the Mills family home, as a boarder, and in 1932 he married Mabel Frances Mills at St George’s, Whyke. In the 1939 Register we find John working specifically as an agricultural motor mechanic (foreman), in keeping with the nature of Chichester’s economy. The couple remained at 18 Lyndhurst until their respective deaths.

31.23	WESTON, Mabel Frances  Born 21 June 1883, died 18 Jan 1958, aged 74
Mabel was born in East Wittering to William and Sophia Mills (6.15/16). While she was young the family moved to Wick and then to Birdham. In the 1901 Census, at age 17, we find her in domestic service to a family on West Street, Chichester. She married Augustus Baker, a hay tier, in 1908, and they lived on Whyke Lane. After Augustus’ death in 1925 (6.31), Mabel moved back to her family’s home at 18 Lyndhurst Road. In 1932 she married John Weston at St George’s, Whyke. The burial plan shows that she was buried here with John, but there is no burial record for her in the parochial register. It seems likely that the plan is correct, and that her record was inadvertently omitted from the burial register.

17.39	WETHERALL, Jane  Buried 6 Oct 1897, aged 42
We have not discovered anything about Jane. She does not appear in Chichester in the 1891 Census. The burial register gives her address as ‘Chichester’, suggesting that she was not a Whyke resident.

15.34	WHARTON, Elizabeth Jane  Buried 30 May 1900, aged 37
Her address in the burial record is 43 Grove Rd. There are various people of that name, and of roughly the right age, in the Census records, but none is recorded as having a connection with Chichester. 

34.23	WHEELER, Emily May  Baptised 26 June 1887, bd. 4 Feb 1950, aged 63
	WHEELER, Walter George  Born 2nd qtr 1884, bd. 28 Feb 1952, aged 67
Emily née Keates was born in Chichester to Jane and her husband George, a police sergeant. Walter’s mother was Emily, his father George, a stone mason. Walter was born in Wimborne, Dorset, but the family travelled widely, and settled in Whyke (34 Bognor Road) only around 1900. Emily and Walter married in 1905. Walter had initially worked as a plumber, but by 1911 he was a cycle and motor repairer at 23 Little London. On the outbreak of war he enlisted with the Royal Sussex Regiment, and was discharged on health grounds in 1917, when he resumed his old job. Emily and he had at least six daughters and three sons. They were at 20 The Hornet in the early 1920s, and moved c. 1925 to Westbourne, where they remained until WW2. Emily’s last address was 7 Bognor Road; Walter died in hospital in Fareham.

28.33	WHEELER, George Robert  Baptised 9 Dec 1900, buried 2 June 1966, aged 65
George Robert was born in Brixton, London, to George Wheeler, a builder’s foreman, and his wife Annie. By 1921 he had joined the R.A.F. and was stationed as a fitter in Fermoy, Ireland. In 1930 he married Violet Leach, a Chichester resident, at Chichester. They made their home at 70 Cambrai Avenue, and had sons Brian 1930 and George M. 1941. By the late 1930s George was stationed at RAF Tangmere. After the war their home was 17 Cambrai Avenue, and then 54 Hay Road from 1950. George died in RWSH.

19.24	WHEELER, Sarah  Buried 5 Feb 1892, aged 84
Sarah was born in Guildford c. 1808, but we have not found her birth family or her marriage record. Around 1837 she married James Wheeler, an appropriately named wheelwright some 17 years her senior. The 1841 Census has them in Stoke near Guildford, but by 1851 they were in Midhurst: the versatile James was then a fishmonger, but later a dealer in glass and porcelain. Sarah bore him some five children, the youngest of whom was Emily (marr. Roe), who is also buried in this grave. After James’ death in 1874 Sarah moved to Chichester and lived with her older daughter Jane (married to William Bridgen), first on Whyke Lane and then on Orchard Road.

33.08	WHITE, Charles John  Born 28 June 1891, bd. 9 Dec 1950, aged 59
	WHITE, Ida Kate  Born 13 Feb 1892, bd. 21 March 1975, aged 83
Charles’ birthplace is given as Chichester in the 1901 and 1911 Censuses, but his birth was registered at Alverstoke, where he spent his early life. His father was Frank, a yacht painter; we are not sure of his mother’s name. In 1911 he was in Chichester Barracks as a rifleman with the 4th Battalion, The Rifle Brigade. Ida née Payne was born in Kingston by Sea, just south of Angmering; her mother was Elizabeth Kate, her father Charles, a shipwright. By 1911 Ida’s mother had died, her father had remarried, and the family including Ida was in Twickenham. Ida and Charles married in the Alverstoke district in 1916; of their children, John Charles was born in 1917 in Gosport, Harry in 1918 and Ida in 1921 in Teddington Middlesex, and Donald in 1923 in the Alverstoke district. By 1932 Charles and Ida had moved to 12 Pound Farm Road in Whyke, where they spent the rest of their lives. The 1939 register records Charles as a fish shop assistant.



14.23	WHITE, Hamlet Samuel  Baptised 14 Nov 1858, died 4 Jan 1936, aged 77
	WHITE, Emily  Died 1 Dec 1964, aged 98
They were a London couple, who, like so many, escaped to Chichester in later life. Hamlet was baptised at Islington, the son of Hamlet James White, an engraver, and his wife Charlotte Maria. He inherited not only his father’s name but also his occupation of engraver. Specifically he described himself on the 1911 Census as “heraldic, monogram & inscription engraver on gold, silver, ivory etc.” Emily was born at Camberwell, daughter of Charles Babbs, a builder, and his wife Celia. The couple married in 1888 at Camberwell, and lived first in Deptford, but by 1901 in Lambeth. There were no children. Sometime between 1911 and 1919 they took the plunge and moved to Chichester. Perhaps feeling that the city could not support a specialist engraver, Hamlet set up as a retail confectioner at 29 East St. Their home from at least 1926 was ‘Ivy Nest’ at 203 Whyke Road. Sometime after Hamlet’s death Emily returned to London, since her death was registered at Willesden, address London NW 10. Her ashes were conveyed to Chichester for burial with her husband.

16.34	WHITE, Henry  Baptised 31 Oct 1819, died 20 Feb 1898, aged 78
He was “late of Dorking, Surrey” according to his gravestone. So he was no doubt the Henry White, a saddler, born at Harting, Sussex, recorded at Dorking in the Censuses from 1851 to 1881. He was son of Edward (a tailor) and Elizabeth White. In 1891 he was in Portsea with his wife Mary Ann, who was born in Chichester.

3.35	WHITE, Martha  Baptised 1 Feb 1863, died 29 Jan 1940, aged 77
She was born at West Dean to Eliza Wilton and her husband Samuel, a farm worker. She went into service at West Dean before she married there in 1887 to Charles Albert White, a general labourer. He hailed from South Bersted, Bognor Regis, and they lived there until 1894, with three children born to them. Then they moved to the Chichester vicinity, where two more children were born, Daisy Kate (31.06) and Charles. By 1911 Martha was widowed and living on The Hornet with the younger children. After her third child, Alice Eunice, married Frederick Thompson (36.27) in 1916, Martha lived with them at 81 Grove Road until her death in 1940.

19.16	WHITE, Samuel  Born 22 Aug 1806, buried 26 Dec 1891, aged 85
	WHITE, Charlotte  Baptised 11 Apr 1841, buried 13 March 1909, aged 68
Samuel was baptised at Berwick, East Sussex, son of James and Mary; his working life was as a farm labourer. In 1833 he married Lucy Eager of nearby Glynde. They lived in Berwick and had some five children including Charlotte and Mary. Charlotte was a domestic servant in Brighton in 1861; by 1871 she and Mary had come to Chichester, to the Edgell household at Hornet House, where Charlotte was a cook and Mary a lady’s maid. Mary married William Brockway in 1876 (both 07.20), and they lived on Whyke Road. Lucy was buried in Berwick on 23 March 1881, and Samuel must have come immediately to Chichester, since he was with Mary and William in the Census of 3 April 1881. He remained with them on Whyke Road until his death in 1891. Charlotte must have been a good cook, since she was still with the Edgells in that role in 1901. In retirement she moved to 17 Bognor Road, which was her address in the burial register.

4.22	WHITNEY, Emily Annie  Baptised 3 Aug 1884, buried 12 Oct 1920, aged 36
She was baptised Emily, named after her mother, but was known by her second name Annie. She was born in Portfield to Emily and Noah Clare (on them see 14.14); George (above) was therefore her cousin, though he would have seemed more like an uncle in view of the age difference. In 1901 she was working as a housemaid at Midhurst Grammar School. Her mother died in 1902, and Annie moved back to 9 Whyke Lane as a housekeeper to Noah and George. On 8 October 1919 at St George’s she married Herbert William Whitney, a labourer and widower of Portsmouth. She died almost exactly a year later.

7.09	WHITTINGHAM, Jonathan  Baptised 12 Nov 1842, died 28 Apr 1930, aged 88
	WHITTINGHAM, Frances Kemp  Baptised 3 Dec 1854, buried 2 Nov 1942, aged 88
Jonathan was baptised at Shadforth, near Durham, the son of Jonathan and Eleanor Whittingham. He started as a cabinet maker, but by 1871 he was working for the Office of Inland Revenue, Excise Branch, in Thorner, Yorkshire. By 1881 he was Division Officer of the Excise Branch in West Teignmouth, Devon. This Census shows Frances as his wife, but there is no marriage record at this time; they did, however, marry in 1890 in Edmonton, Middlesex. They were living in Hornsey, London in 1891. By 1901 Jonathan had retired and they lived in Hambledon, Hampshire, and then in Southbourne (1911, the Census confirming that they had no children). By 1921 they were at 21 Whyke Road, Chichester, where Jonathan died. Frances had been born on the Isle of Wight to Richard and Frances Kemp Harvey. The 1861 Census shows her family at Wilmingham Farm, Freshwater, Isle of Wight, where her father was farm bailiff. At some point after Jonathan’s death she returned to her roots, and died at Freshwater.

33.04	WHITTINGTON, Archibald Ethelbert Harry  Born 22 Apr 1883, died 17 Oct 1950, aged 67
‘Dear Archie’, as the headstone calls him, was born in East Preston, near Littlehampton, to Louisa and Edward, a mariner. Edward had died by 1891 and Louisa had moved to Chichester, supporting herself as a dressmaker; she baptised Archie belatedly in 1892 at St Paul’s. He began working in a market garden, and continued that trade lifelong. In 1911 he was a boarder at 101 Grove Road with the Budden family, headed by Emma Budden. By 1918 he was either owner or lessee of the house, and remained there, mostly by himself, until his death. The 1939 Register shows that Emma Budden, now an elderly widow, had rejoined him in her former home.

3.03	WHITTINGTON, James Edwin  Born 4th qtr 1877, buried 26 Dec 1934, aged 57
He was born in late 1877 at Brading, IOW, and baptised in the Methodist Church in Shanklin Circuit in 1878, son of Emily Whittington and William, a farm worker. By the time he married Catherine Rogers in Kensington, London, in 1901, he was living in Whyke. He was 24 at marriage, she 32. They had two daughters, Nora and Cynthia, and then two sons, Llewellyn and Philip Richard (the last 25.30). James was a sausage maker for Hargrove & Co., Portsmouth. Home from 1914 was 51 Whyke Lane, which was James’s last address, though he died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital.

25.30	WHITTINGTON, Philip Richard  Born 18 Dec 1911, died 28 Sept 1993, aged 81
He was a Whyke native, born at 23 Caledonian Road and baptised at St George’s. His parents were Catherine Whittington and her husband James Edwin, a sausage and brawn maker. By 1921 the family had moved to 51 Whyke Lane, where they remained, after James’s death in 1934 (3.03), until WW2. In 1939 Philip was registered as “insurance agent, previous engineer”. The following year he married Margaret Joan Clear at Chichester; they had a son Richard in 1948. Home was 1 Terminus Road until 1954, then 7 St Pancras; Philip’s last address was 19 Oak Avenue. The Probate Calendar gives his middle name as James instead of Richard. The Burial Register says he was also known as James Edwin Douglas, and in fact his death was registered in the civil death index under that name as well as under Philip Richard Whittington.

19.01	WHITTINGTON, William  Buried 30 June 1897, aged 4 
He was baptised at Kirdford, near Petworth, by Jesse Whittington, a labourer, and his wife Hannah. At the time of his death they were at 34 Bognor Road.

21.20	WHITTLE, Emma Elizabeth  Born 2nd qtr 1890, buried 8 July 1891, aged 13 months
Her parents were James Whittle, a leather finisher, and Emma, of 31 Wickham Road.

1.10	WIGLEY, Elizabeth  Born 3 Jan 1859, buried 24 Feb 1942, age 83
 Elizabeth was born in Pontesbury, Shropshire, to Richard Wigley, a farm worker, and his wife Elizabeth, a mental nurse. Elizabeth Jr initially followed her mother’s career, and was an attendant at the Pauper Mental Asylum in Shrewsbury in 1881. In 1901 she was matron at St Saviour’s College, Ardingly, East Sussex, and in 1921 she had the same role at Lancing College. In the late 1930s we find her in retirement in Chichester with Eva Haylings (34.25), a retired nurse; she died at 2 College Lane.



30.27	WILCOCKS, Ethel  Born 2nd qtr 1904, died 22 Aug 1960, aged 56
Ethel was one of a dozen children of Edward and Mary Green (32.15). She grew up at the family home, 83 Grove Road, and in 1921 she was a messenger and paper girl. She ventured to London, and in 1932 at Paddington she married Henry C. Wilcocks. The couple lived in Paddington through the 1930s. When records resume after the war, Ethel was back at 83 Grove Road with her parents, and remained there until her own death; the probable inference is that Henry had been killed in the war.

30.31	WILES, John  Born 25 May 1885, buried 30 Sept 1960, aged 75
	WILES, Minnie Maud Caroline  Born 4 July 1886, buried 27 Jan 1971, aged 84
They were both Londoners: John declared his birthplace as Lower Clapton, and Minnie as Islington. After marriage in 1913 at Walthamstow, they lived in Hackney, and had children Dorothy 1914, Ruth 1916, Peggy 1920, Stanley 1921. In the 1921 Census John was with the Army Defence Corps; in the 1939 Register he was a window cleaner and an air raid warden. Post-war they appear by 1952 in Chichester, at 104 Bognor Road, which was the last address for both of them.

35.38	WILKIE, Nicholas  Buried 24 June 1949, aged 14 hours
His parents were James and Edith Wilkie (née Shawyer), of 35 Exton Road.

32.13	WILLARD, Frederick  Born 30 Jan 1891, died 5 Sept 1953, aged 62
	WILLARD, Susan Bessie  Born 1 July 1891, died 18 Apr 1964, aged 80
Frederick was born in Boxgrove, son of Fanny and her husband William, an agricultural foreman. In the 1911 Census Frederick was a farm carter. In 1911 he married Susan B. Jolley in the Portsmouth district. They had a daughter Winifred in Gosport, and then several children in Chichester (Freda F. 1921, Cecil T.F. 1924, Denis W. 1928, Margaret J.A. 1933). Susan’s background is a mystery. (She gave her date of birth as 1 July 1891, but that does not match the age of 80 given on her M.I. and in the Burial Register. The birth registration of her first child says Susan was née Mansfield, but the registrations of her subsequent children say she was née Jolley.) In the 1939 Register Frederick was a driver. By then they were at 76 Kingsham Road, which remained their home, though Susan died in St Richard’s Hospital.

24.11	WILLIAMS, David  Born 3rd qtr 1947, buried 31 Dec 1985, aged 38
He was born in Whyke, son of Ernest and Winifred Williams (29.31), and grew up at 22 Eastland Road. We know nothing further, except that he died at 24 Farndell Close.

29.31	WILLIAMS, Ernest  Born 14 July 1905, died 23 March 1963, aged 57
	WILLIAMS, Winifred Ada  Born 5 March 1909, died 1 Jan 1983, aged 73
We have not been able to trace Ernest’s birthplace or parents because the name is a common one. Winifred, however, was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, daughter of Fanny Fogden and her husband Charles, a labourer. Charles had died by 1921, and Fanny was supporting the family as a laundress. In 1929 in Chichester Winifred married Ernest, who in 1939 was a labourer with a public works contractor. In Victorian style the couple had 11 children between 1934 and 1949, including David (24.11). In the 1930s they were at 2 Champion Court, High Street, but by 1947 they had moved to 22 Eastland Road, Whyke, which remained home for the rest of their lives.

2.31	WILLIAMS, Frederick George  Buried 5 July 1938, aged 51
	WILLIAMS, Maude Margaret  Buried 30 Mar 1946, aged 68
The earliest record we have of this couple is the 1921 Census for Portsmouth, which lists the following: Frederick George Williams 33 b Rugby, draper’s porter; Maude 40 Born Brighton, dressmaking; Donald 1 Born Hassocks, Suffolk. This suggests a second marriage by Maude, and a recent one. Thereafter they led a peripatetic life: they were in Brighton in 1925, in Steyning in 1927, in Shoreham-by-Sea in 1930, in Chidham in 1934. By 1935 they had reached Chichester, and lived first at 33 Whyke Road, then from 1937 at 69 Lyndhurst Road, which they called ‘Kendal Lodge’, and which was the last address for both of them. 
It seems likely that Maude is Maud Margaret Measer, born in Brighton on 19 June 1879 to Mary and William Measer. She married either John Henry R. Williams or George Frederick Blake in Brighton in 1905.

36.18	WILLIAMS, Phyllis Cordelia Isabelle  Born 1 Oct 1877, bur. 24 May 1945, aged 76
Phyllis née Goring was born in Brighton to Nathaniel, a carpenter, and Isabel Jane. Some records write her third name as Isabelle, others as Isabella. She went into service as a housemaid (1901) and cook (1911, in Yeovil). In 1917 in Headingley, Yorkshire she married Richard George Williams, a general labourer nine years her junior. They were in Wells, Somerset in 1921, and the next record has them at Lancing College in 1935, presumably on the domestic staff. By 1939 Richard was a butler and chauffeur in Chactonbury; he died there in 1942, and Phyllis then came to Chichester, where she died at 1 Spitalfield Lane. Although Richard is mentioned on Phyllis’ MI, he is clearly not buried at Whyke, despite the epigraph “United they rest in peace”.  

3.22	WILLIAMS, Thomas Henry  Died 17 Feb 1929, aged 58
	WILLIAMS, Emily  Baptised 11 Sept 1870, died 29 Apr 1939, aged 69
An unusual instance of bigamy! Emily née Laker was born at Heyshott, near Midhurst, to Benjamin Laker, a cowman, and his wife Elizabeth. In 1887 at Heyshott she married John Walter Francis of nearby Lodsworth; she was 18, he 20. They lived at Lavant and then Croydon, London, where John was a bricklayer’s labourer. In August 1894 she abandoned John, and in May 1895 she remarried bigamously, under her maiden name, to Thomas Henry Williams at Newington, London. John eventually tracked her down and sued for divorce in 1899; the divorce was granted, and Emily apparently suffered no further penalty. As for Thomas, he was born c. 1870 at Stoke Damerel, near Plymouth. His father, a boiler maker, is called Samuel in the 1861 Census but Sampson in 1871. Thomas’ mother Mary died soon after his birth, and his father by 1871, so he was raised by his older siblings. He made his way to London and was a machinist in 1895 and a house painter in 1901. By 1905 he and Emily had moved to Whyke, where they ran the Crown Inn at 140 Whyke Road with the help of nieces surnamed Johnson. As licensee “his genial personality had won him the widest popularity”, according to his newspaper obituary. Emily took over the licence after Thomas’s death, and ran the Inn for another 10 years until her own death.

32.17	WILLS, Charles Henry  Born 1st qtr 1855, died 24 Jan 1954, aged 99
Charles lived in Whyke for two years at the end of his long life. He was born in Spitalfields, son of Edward, a shoemaker (we have not found his mother’s name). He was employed in a confectionery business for 68 years. In 1876 he married Mary Ann Susanna Collins; they lived in Walthamstow and had children Mary Ann, Charles Henry, Albert and Frederick Edward. His wife died in 1902. In 1952 he came to live with his married son Charles Henry (1.04) at 16 Kingsham Avenue. Despite his age he remained in full possession of his faculties, and was ill for only two weeks before his death.   

1.04	WILLS, Emily Florence  Baptised 15 Apr 1883, buried 3 Feb 1940, age 56
WILLS, Charles Henry  Born 11 Apr 1879, buried 26 Oct 1958, age 79
Emily and Charles were both widowed when they married in Lambeth in 1927. Emily née Woods was a Chichester native, daughter of William, a carpenter, and Frances. In 1907 at Lambeth she married Alfred George Waldren, a laundryman. She had worked as a laundress before marriage, and continued to do so. They had three children, Ethel, Henry and Frances May, before Alfred’s death in 1925. Charles was born in Dalston, London, and as the eldest son he was named after his father Charles Henry Wills (32.17); his mother was Mary Ann Susannah. He became an officer in the Metropolitan Police. In 1901 at Fulham he married Clara Cecilia Mair. They moved around in the London area, and had children Charles Cecil, Leonard Henry, Ernest Frederick and Cecilia Doris, before Clara’s death in 1926. Charles and Emily remarried in 1927, and after Charles’ retirement from the Police they moved to Chichester (no doubt at Emily’s instigation): we find them at 40 Kingsham Avenue in 1939. Emily died in 1940, and c.1948 Charles moved along to No. 16. He was cared for in his last years by his stepdaughter Frances Waldren, and he appointed her executor of his will.

33.35	WILLS, Percy George  Born 12 Feb 1884, died 8 Jan 1953, aged 68
	WILLS, Fanny May  Born 28 Nov 1878, died 19 Oct 1953, aged 74
Fanny’s parents were Henry and Jane Leach: for them see on 6.07. (It is interesting that Jane’s birth surname was also Wills.) Fanny grew up in Rumboldswyke, whereas Percy was born in Barnham, son of James Wills, a publican, and Elizabeth. In the 1901 Census Fanny was in service in Bognor, while Percy was a ‘boy’ on a Royal Naval vessel at Gibraltar. They married in 1909 at Rumboldswyke. At that time Percy was a publican at Rusthall, near Tunbridge Wells in Kent. By 1921 everything had changed: they had joined Fanny’s parents at 53 York Road, they had a two-year-old son Herbert Reginald (born in Lewes), and Percy was now a diesel driver with the Lewes & District Electrical Supply Co. Similarly in 1938 Percy was an electric cable layer; Herbert was a carpenter and joiner.

30.33	WILLSHER, Florence Harriet  Born 12 Feb 1880, buried 30 Dec 1960, aged 80 
Her surname appears in various forms including Wilshire and Willshire. She was born in Brant Broughton, Lincs, the daughter of Arthur, a gardener (later a clergyman) and Susannah. By 1891 the family was in Ware, Herts, where her siblings included a younger sister Edith. Florence worked as a domestic nurse in various households including one in Hertford (1901) and in Guildford (1921). By 1939 she was a retiree living in Chichester with Edith, who was still working as a children’s nurse. They both remained single.

4.35	WILMSHURST, Arthur Joshua  Born 2nd qtr 1895, buried 26 Nov 1932, aged 37
Arthur was born in Buxted, East Sussex, to Joshua and Lois Ann Wilmshurst. In 1911 Joshua was a domestic gardener, and Arthur at 16 an under-gardener. He clearly served in WW1, as he was still a soldier (i.e. not yet demobilised) in 1919: did that service contribute to his early death? In 1919 at Camberwell he married Nina Alice May Wedge, and they settled in Chichester, where they had two daughters, Gladys (1920), and Doris Eileen (1922) who died at 6 (12.33). By 1929 they were at 9 Caledonian Road, the address from which Arthur was buried. Nina remarried in 1935 to Frank Hatt, and she is buried at 31.18.

12.33	WILMSHURST, Doris Eileen  Buried 3 Nov 1928, aged 6
Doris’ parents were Arthur and Nina Wilmshurst (see 04.35). She died in the Isolation Hospital at Graylingwell.

35.38	WILSON, Alan James  Buried 20 Dec 1949, aged 3
His parents were Sidney J. and Ethel E. Wilson (née Lambert), of 24 Eastland Road.

22A	WILSON, Edith  A* 13 May 1967, aged 76
The burial register shows that she died at Bergen, Norway, and that her ashes were brought here. The designation of the grave as 22A may indicate that part of Row 22 was being re-used. Several people named Edith Wilson lived in Chichester at various points in the C20: which of them is this one?

34.35	WILSON, Gavin  Born 16 Jan 1902, died 29 Sept 1951, aged 49
He was born in Irvine, Ayrshire, to William, a coal miner, and Martha. In 1921 the family was at the coal mines in Chester le Street, Durham, where Gavin was a pony putter – a coal miner who sat on a wooden shaft connecting a pit pony to a coal tub, and pushed the tubs or helped guide the pony. The following year he married Isabella Bell at Chester le Street. Then there comes a gap in the availability of records, until 1937 when we find Gavin on Pound Farm Road, Whyke, with Elsie Wilson – presumably a relative. He may have separated from Isabella, since in 1939 and thereafter he was at 28 Ormonde Avenue, married but without his wife. However, he made Isabella his executrix in his will.

32.06	WILSON, Stanley Robert  Born 14 Feb 1898, buried 31 July 1952, aged 54
Stanley was a baker and a confectioner. He was born on Valentine’s Day 1898 in Cheltenham, son of Mary Matilda and William, a blacksmith. In 1921 we find him working for J. Lyons in Sheffield. Later that year he married Florence Ellen Lavinia Jenkins in Erdington, Birmingham; both of them then worked at the Brookvale Social Club. They had two children in the Birmingham area, Iris and Robert, then moved in 1924 to Chichester, where two more children arrived, Pearl and Donald. By 1939 home was 73 Whyke Road, which was Stanley’s last address.

19.27	WILTON, Kathleen  Buried 18 March 1919, aged 10 months
Her parents were Bertha Wilton and her husband Percy, a victualler, of 10A Whyke Road.

11.30	WILTSHIRE, Arthur George William  Baptised 24 Sept 1908 , buried 15 May 1937, aged 27
He was baptised at St Paul, Chichester, under the surname Willshire, son of George William (aka William, a carter) and Laura Mabel (aka May). He was the brother of Percy (15.03). He lived with his parents at Bognor Bridge until November 1936, when he went missing. His body was not discovered until May 1937, in the Whyke gravel pits.

15.03	WILTSHIRE, Percy John  Baptised 6 Feb 1909, buried 14 Aug 1924, aged 15
He was baptised at St Paul, Chichester, under the surname Willshire, son of William and May, and younger brother of Arthur (see on 11.30). In 1921 he was attending Chichester Central School. His early death resulted from a fall at Westhampnett sawmills while working there.

15.21	WIMHURST, Helen  Born 12 Feb 1878, died 21 Nov 1935, aged 57
	WIMHURST, Frank  Born 10 Dec 1876, died 3 Oct 1955 , aged 78
Helen was born in Dover, daughter to George Stockwell, a letter press printer, and his wife Elizabeth. In the 1901 Census she was a draper’s assistant. Frank’s parents were William and Louisa Wimhurst (William was a grocer at 15-16 High Street in Chichester), and so Frank was uncle to Stanley Rex Wimhurst (4.32). Frank gained experience in the comestibles business as a wine merchant’s clerk in Dover, where he met Helen and married her in 1908, and as a grocer’s manager in New Windsor (1911 Census). He survived his service with the RAF in WW1, and he and Helen were chiefly in Chichester thereafter, in the 1930s on Kingsham Avenue. After Helen’s death in 1935 Frank moved to Bognor as a wholesale grocer, and lived there, latterly on Victoria Drive, until his death in 1955.

4.32	WIMHURST, Stanley Rex Carr  Born 27 Apr 1906, died 4 March 1921, aged 14
He was born at Worthing to George Gordon Wimhurst, a confectioner and travelling salesman, and Isabella Blanche née Carr. The family was still in Worthing in 1920, but in Chichester by 1921, with a shop on the High Street. Chichester was George’s birthplace, and he was a brother of Frank (15.21). Stanley’s first names are Stanley Rex on the civil birth registration, plain Rex on the 1911 Census, Rex Carr on his headstone, and the full Stanley Rex Carr in the burial register.

13.39	WINDEBANK, Jessie Emma  Born 25 Aug 1891, buried 2 Dec 1943, aged 53
	WINDEBANK, Harry  Born 20 May 1878, buried 24 Feb 1964, aged 86
Jessie was a Whyke native, born to David Frank Ewens, an engine fitter, and his wife Mary Ann (18.09), who lived on Bognor Road; four of her sisters are buried at 29.35.  In 1911 Jessie was a milliner, but she undertook a very different life when in 1917 she married Harry Windebank, a farmer of Lower Farm (the farm still bears that name) in the remote village of Up Marden, near Compton. Harry had been born in Portsmouth to Charles, a farmer, and Esther Windebank, but between 1901 and 1911 his father moved the family to Up Marden. Harry and Jessie had two children, Jean in 1921 and Robert in 1927. Harry was described as a stockman in 1921, and had largely taken over from his father. After Jessie’s death on the farm in 1943, Harry remained there with Robert until 1962; he then went into a Nursing Home in Havant, where he died.

18.21	WINDUS, Jessy  Buried 27 Dec 1922, aged 80
Jessy married Edward Plumer Windus in Victoria, Australia. We do not have access to the wedding record, and do not know her birth surname, but the Censuses give her birthplace as Paddington or Marylebone, London. Edward was a ship’s captain in the merchant service. By the time of the 1881 Census he was retired at the reported age of 40 (actually 43), and they were living in Broadwater, a suburb of Worthing. By 1891 they had moved to Chichester; Edward died in 1892 and was buried at Warblington. By 1897 Jessy was living at 36 Caledonian Road, her final address.

5.34	WINGHAM, Herbert George  Baptised 8 Apr 1866, buried 6 Aug 1919, aged 53
Herbert was a printer and compositor, but the Censuses do not tell us who he worked for or with. He was baptised at St Paul’s, Chichester, the son of Thomas, a cellarman, and Elizabeth. In 1890 he married Alice Fanny Rudwick, who was also baptised at St Paul’s, daughter of Charles, an upholsterer, and Jemima; Herbert was then 24, Alice 17. They lived at 25 Whyke Road, and had one son and four daughters. After Herbert’s death Alice remarried in 1922 to Percy John Covill in Chichester: on him see 07.33.

32.29	WINTON, Barnett Oliver  Born 16 Nov 1884, buried 14 Apr 1955, aged 70
He was born in Brighton to Harry John, a baker, and Caroline. He married Louise Mitchell in 1909 in Brighton. They had a daughter Grace Linberry in Brighton in 1912, and a son Bernard James in Hastings in 1917. Barnett was a marine store manager in Brighton, and a salesman for metal merchants in Hastings. From 1930 we find him in Chichester, at 136 St Pancras, with the children but without Louise. In 1936 he was again a marine store manager, and in the 1939 Register a ‘dairyman checker’. In the last year or two of his life he went to live with his daughter, now Grace Dabbs, at 15 Grove Road.

31.37	WINTON, Harold  Born 17 Feb 1894, died 2 March 1959, aged 65
	WINTON, Bessie Edith  Born 7 Sept 1892, died 12 Dec 1975, aged 83
Harold was born in Worth, Sussex, son of Alice Fanny Winton and her husband Harry, a railway guard. Bessie was the daughter of Frank Charles Attree, a labourer and later an upholsterer, and his wife Martha Kate; she was born at Newick, East Sussex. By 1921 Harold and Bessie were both working at Chichester Workhouse, 171 Broyle Road, he as boiler attendant and she as sick nurse. They were married in 1930 at St Paul’s, Chichester, by the Chaplain of the Workhouse. “Even the patients in the institution clubbed together to give them a useful present of glass ware” (Sussex Chronicle). In 1939 they were working in the ‘Casual Wards’ (i.e. for short-term stays), Harold as Superintendent and Bessie as matron. In the last year of Harold’s life they moved to 11 Whyke Lane, where Maurice Winton, presumably a relative, had lived for some years. Bessie’s last address was 42 Langdale Avenue.

1.03	WISCOMBE, Charles William  Born 27 Jan 1866, died 23 Oct 1939, age 73
WISCOMBE, Emily  Born 10 Oct 1866, died 3 Feb 1963, age 96
Charles was born in Westhampnett to Charles Wiscombe, a farm worker, and Harriet.  Emily was born in Horley, Surrey to William Brooker, a farmer, and Jane. They married in Horley on 23 April 1889, when Charles was shown as a gardener. In 1891 Charles and Emily worked and lived at Hollandsfield House in Funtington, for General Henry de Bathe, a Sussex J.P. Two sons were born in Horley, William (1890) and George (1894).
By 1901 they had moved to 37 Grove Road, where two more children were born, Dorothy (1901) and Charles (1904). After her husband’s death, Emily remained at No. 37 with her son William until c. 1959. She then moved, in her 90s, to live with her married daughter Dorothy at No. 2 Surrey Wharf, Arundel.

20.03	WOOD, Albert Ernest  Buried 24 May 1902, aged 9 months
His parents were Alfred Thomas, a Mineral Water Factory worker, and Mary Jane, of Grove Road.

13.13	WOOD, Ambrose Thomas  Born 18 May 1892, buried 22 Feb 1928, aged 35
He was born at Portslade-by-Sea, East Sussex, to Jack and Isabella Jemima Wood. Jack died a year later, and by 1901 Ambrose and his sister Florence were living with their maternal grandparents in Brighton. In 1911 Ambrose enlisted with the Buffs Regiment, and served with them until the end of WW1, reaching the rank of sergeant. At some point he lodged with Thomas and Isabel Taylor (13.17) at 49 Grove Road, Chichester: since Isabel was née Wood, there may have been a family connection. In April 1918 he married their daughter Nellie Christine Taylor at Rumboldswhyke. They had a son George in 1920. In 1926 Nellie applied for separation on grounds of desertion, but the court ruled against her. There may have been a reconciliation, as a second son Kenneth was born in 1928, and Ambrose’s address was given in the burial register in that year as 49 Grove Road.

20.17	WOOD, Arthur James  Buried 29 Jan 1909, aged 2
His parents were Alfred Thomas Wood, a mineral water plant worker, and Mary Jane. As of the 1911 census they had lost three of their six children.

1.30	WOOD, George Henry  Born 9 Feb 1864, died 18 Apr 1941, aged 77
George was born in Chichester to Ellen and William Wood, the latter a labourer. By age 17 he was a ‘cowman’ (i.e. dairyman), and that remained his role for life. In 1889 at St Mary, Whyke he married Martha Grainger; Martha was listed as a ‘machinist’ in the 1881 Census. They lived in Oving, where in 1901 George worked at Maudlin Farm. Martha died in 1924, and George then settled at 125 Bognor Road, where he had the Punter family (1.32) as tenants, and where he remained for the rest of his life. He left an estate of £2474; the executor of his will was the Punter’s daughter Alice Lois, who had presumably cared for him, as well as her own parents, in his old age.

25.32	WOOD, Robert George  Born 15 July 1921, died 15 Oct 1995, aged 74
	WOOD, Jane Frances  Born 19 Nov 1918, died 15 Nov 1995, aged 77
Robert was born in Bosham to Annie and Robert Wood, an insurance agent. In the 1939 Register he was a cycle repairer. He continued to live with his parents on the splendidly named M’Tongue Avenue, Bosham into the 1960s. In 1958 he returned via New York from a visit to South Africa, and is described as a ‘mechanician’. Jane was née Doherty: this is an Irish surname, and we cannot trace her before 1945, when she married Richard William Hoare in Chichester. She and Richard lived at 1 Velyn Avenue, and had a daughter Pamela in 1947. Richard died in 1971 (27.25), and in 1977 Jane remarried to Robert Wood. They continued to live at 1 Velyn Avenue for the rest of their lives, though Jane died in St Wilfrid’s Hospice.

10.14	WOOD, Sidney George  Baptised 8 Feb 1891, buried 23 Mar 1909, aged 18
He was born in Steyning to Robert and Alice Wood; his father was a cellarman in 1891, a blacksmith in 1901. We do not know when Sidney moved to Chichester, but his address in the burial register was Kingsham Road.

16.01	WOOD, William Alfred Thomas  Buried 5 Dec 1901, aged 20 months 
Son of Alfred Thomas Wood and Mary Jane. The burial register gives the address as Grove Road.

31.15	WOODHEAD, Harry John  Born 31 July 1885, died 9 Jan 1957, aged 72
	WOODHEAD, Eliza  Born 4 Nov 1882, died 11 Jan 1967, aged 84
Harry was born in Peckham to Eliza and Walter, a ‘cutter out’ (i.e. of fabric to be made into clothing). He became a railway clerk (specifically a mileage clerk in 1921). Eliza née Pannett was named for her mother Eliza Pannett; her father was John Pannett, a wheelwright. She was born in Burgess Hill, north of Brighton, and it was there that she married Harry in 1916. They lived in Brighton and had a daughter Muriel in 1919. Thereafter the records are patchy. We find them in Winchester in 1939, and then in Whyke from 1948, at 32 Ormonde Avenue, which was the last address for both Harry and Eliza.

12.09	WOODLAND, Elizabeth Harriet  Baptised 5 March 1882, died 22 March 1926, aged 44
She was born in Portsmouth according to the Census, but baptised at Fareham. By 1901 the family had moved to Chichester, and her father William Pelham (12.10) was publican of the ‘Whykeham Arms’ at 102 Bognor Road, while Elizabeth at 18 was a dressmaker. Later in 1901 she married Harry Woodland, a horse dealer and son of a horse dealer (Stephen). They set up home at 124 Bognor Road, where they stayed into the 1920s, and had at least two sons widely separated in age, William Henry (1904) and Dick (1914). Harry was still at 124 Bognor Road in 1937, but we do not know how much longer he survived.

3.23	WOODLAND, Patricia John  Born 4th qtr 1919, buried 25 June 1932, aged 12
She was born in Chichester, one of four daughters of Herbert Woodland and Lily (née Bowley) of 50 Whyke Lane. She was surely the Patricia Woodland who won the prize for the highest number of points obtained in St Pancras School’s annual sports day in 1928 (Observer 1 Aug 1928, p.3).

3.13	WOODMAN, Emily Lucy  Buried 12 Feb 1934, aged 62
Later records say she was born at Stafford, daughter of Joseph Clewlow, a builder, but we have not found a birth record matching those details. She married Arthur Woodman, a bookbinder, at East Lavant in 1905, when he was 28 and she 32. He was the son of Arthur John Woodman, the Master of Lavant School. In 1911 they lived at 32a Cleveland Road, and in 1921 at 1, Clydesdale Avenue. Emily died in the Royal West Sussex Hospital; in her will she left £1127 to Arthur.

8.36	WOODMAN, Sarah  Buried 14 Feb 1914, aged 74
We suspect she was the Sarah Worsley who married Arthur John Woodman, head teacher at Lavant School (cf. 3.13), in Leighton Buzzard in 1893. Brave woman if so, since he had four sons ranging in age from 15 to 9 by a previous marriage. She was born at Great Glemham, Suffolk, but we know nothing else of her life before 1893. After Arthur’s death in a cycling accident in 1905, she was at 23 Caledonian Road in 1911, and at 51 Whyke Lane at the time of her death.

6.12	WOODMAN, William Henry  Buried 24 July 1916, aged 53
His address in the burial register is 44a Bognor Road. We have no other certain knowledge about him.

8.34	WOODTHORPE, Ellen Sophia  Baptised 4 Nov 1866, buried 30 March 1957, aged 90
On Ellen’s early life, see under her first husband, William Albert Aldred. After William died in 1913, Ellen lived at 7 Westgate for a few years; then in 1923 she married another William, William J. Woodthorpe in Southampton. The couple were in Southampton in the 1939 Register, which annotates William as “retired Indian ordnance department”. He died in Southampton in 1953. Ellen then re-appeared in Chichester at 67 Spitalfield Lane; she died in St Richard’s Hospital, and was buried here with her first husband. Her age at death was given incorrectly as 88; we know that she liked to reduce her age, since in the 1911 Census she claimed to be 42.

9.29	WOODWARD, Henry William  Born 2nd qtr 1869, buried 3 Oct 1938, aged 70
He is buried at Whyke because he was living with Lawrence and Dorothy Woodward (see 16.35) in 1936-7 at Whyke Lane; presumably he was related to them, perhaps an uncle. He was born in Peckham, London, to Alfred Cooper Woodward, a principal clerk for the GPO, and his wife Mary Ann. Henry became a commercial clerk; in 1921 he was working for Sir Robert Burnett’s vinegar distillery in Fulham. He remained unmarried.

16.35	WOODWARD, Peter Norman  Buried 21 March 1937, aged 1 week
He was the first child of Lawrence Hubert Woodward and Dorothy Mary née Singleton, who married in 1936 in Chichester and lived at 80 Whyke Lane.

2.27	WOOLGAR, Harriet  Born 13 Feb 1876, buried16 Oct 1939, aged 64
	WOOLGAR, Wallace  Born 15 May 1873, buried 24 Aug 1946, aged 73 
Wallace was born at Horsted Keynes to Thomas, a farm worker, and Rhoda. In 1892 he enlisted in the Royal Sussex Regiment, but we do not know how long he served. In 1904 he married Harriet Baker in the Lewes district. In the 1911 Census she reported her birthplace as Williamswood, which is near Warninglid, but we cannot find a record of her birth or parents. The couple adopted a travelling life: in 1908, for example, their residences were “Chilgrove, Singleton and Oving”. In the 1911 Census they were briefly at 38 Tower Street, Chichester, where Wallace was a bricklayer’s labourer. Their peripatetic life took them to Barcombe in 1918, Lewes in 1920, East Grinstead in 1921, West Firle in 1925, Greatham in 1926, Houghton in 1927, Tillington in 1930, Sidlesham in 1934, and no doubt many places in between. By 1936 they had halted at 47 Grove Road, Whyke, which was Harriet’s last address. Wallace perhaps wandered further, but he died in St Richard’s Hospital.

17.20	WORDSWORTH,  Joshua Taylor  Born c.1826, buried 6 Aug 1895, aged 69
	WORDSWORTH, Rosamond Flower  Bapt. 24 Jan 1841, bur. 19 Oct 1917, aged 76
Joshua Taylor Wordsworth was born to Joshua and Martha Wordsworth in Newark, Leicestershire. In the 1841 census Joshua senior was a ‘machine maker’. His neighbours were merchants, an optician, a cloth manufacturer and cloth dressers – the up and coming new middle class. Joshua’s father died in 1848 and the 1851 census shows our Joshua at 25 running a machine-making firm of some 300 employees. As the only surviving son, it may well be that he had inherited the firm from his father. By the 1871 census he had presumably sold the firm, as he was drawing his income from houses, land etc. By 1851 he had married Ann Flower Donisthorpe. Her parents belonged to the family of Donisthorpe and Son - a well-known firm in Leicester dealing with wools and fabrics. Ann died in January 1873 at 46. Joshua then became involved with Ann’s youngest sister, Rosamond Flower, in Switzerland. This was a potentially scandalous situation, since before 1907 it was against the law for a man to marry his deceased wife’s sister. The 1881 census shows Rosamond living with Joshua Taylor Wordsworth as his wife in Leicestershire. There is no record of the marriage in the UK: it is believed that the couple married in Switzerland in 1878. By 1883 the couple had moved down to the South Coast, and by 1891 they were on Lyndhurst Road, Chichester. Joshua died in 1895. Curiously, he left his effects of £70. 4s to ‘Rosamond Flower Donisthorpe, spinster’. Rosamond moved to 5 South Pallant, Chichester, as housekeeper to Francis Paxton, a school master, registered medical practitioner and magistrate. She seems to have remained in Mr Paxton’s employment until her death.

26.26	YARDLEY, Jessie Violet  Born 26 June 1910, died 30 Oct 1988, aged 78
Jessie née Hooper was born in Brighton to Alice Hooper and her husband Claude, a telephone electrician. In 1934 she married Arthur Theodore Yardley, a P.O. telecommunications installer: she must have met him through her father’s work. They had a daughter Yvonne in Surrey in 1935, then moved to Chichester and had sons Paul in 1938 and Roger Andrew (GoR) in 1942. In 1939 they settled at Kingsham Avenue, which remained home thereafter, though Jessie died in Tangmere Lodge. Her ashes were interred on 17 Nov 1988,

19.21	YEATMAN, Sydney William Christopher Dover  Buried 28 Apr 1915, aged 16 mths
He was the son of Ellen Martha Yeatman, a single mother, daughter of William and Hester Yeatman (18.19). She was a cook in a convalescent home in Bognor in 1911, but then moved to Chichester; she was of 119 Bognor Road when Sidney was baptised, and of 103 Bognor Road when he was buried.

18.19	YEATMAN, William John  Baptised 5 June 1853, buried 12 Aug 1922, aged 69
	YEATMAN, Hester  Baptised 15 May 1853, buried 31 Oct 1928, aged 74
They were a Dorset couple, baptised within three weeks of each other; his parents were George and Caroline Yeatman, hers John and Martha Blandford. Wed at Hinton Martel, William’s birthplace, in 1877, they started their married lives there, but then moved to Sussex, appearing successively at Oving, Bognor and Yapton, no doubt as work was available, and having some seven children. By 1914 they had settled in Whyke. Their youngest daughter, Ellen Martha (see 19.21), married Albert Rhoades (8.28) in June of that year. Their third son Albert Thomas Yeatman, now married, was killed at the Battle of the Marne on 14 Sept 1914 aged 30. The fourth son, Mark Christopher, a saddler, joined the Army on 23 Sept 1914, and was discharged on medical grounds with a pension on 16 April 1915.

16.07	YETMAN, William  Baptised 8 May 1859, buried 30 May 1924, aged 64
He was born in Bosham, oldest son of George and Frances Caroline Yetman; however, in the 1871 and 1881 Censuses he was living in his grandparents’ house, so perhaps he worked for them. In 1889 he married Louisa Reynolds, and they had several children. Later Censuses call him variously a tanner and a bricklayer. By 1918 he was at 89 Whyke Lane with Louisa. She survived him by a quarter of a century, and died in Worthing in 1951.



3.25	YOUNG, Alfred  Born 2nd qtr 1867, buried 5 June 1930, aged 63
	YOUNG, Harriet  Buried 9 June 1936, aged 68
He was born in Marylebone, London, but while he was a teenager the family moved to Whyke: his parents Samuel and Elizabeth Young are buried at 16.40. 1 1n 1888 he married Harriett Edwards at Rumboldswyke; she was the daughter of Ruth Edwards and Henry, a carter; in the 1881 Census, at the age of 13, she was working as a domestic nurse. She and Alfred lived the rest of their lives on Bognor Road. Their daughter Jessie is buried next door at 3.24; they also had five sons including Harry (21.11).

19.17	YOUNG, Daisy Ward  Died 5 June 1913, aged 6
Her parents were Harry Young, a boot closer, and his wife Rosa Margaret (33.32). The family’s address in 1911 was 115A Bognor Road, but Daisy died in the Isolation Hospital.

15.36	YOUNG, Elizabeth  Buried 27 June 1900, aged 65
The 1891 Census records an Elizabeth Young in Oving, aged 55, born Southampton, wife of Edward Young, a Chichester-born bricklayer. Edward had married Charlotte Jeffreys in Chichester in 1865, and Charlotte was buried at Portfield in 1886. The only puzzle is that no record is yet available of a marriage of Edward to Elizabeth between 1886 and 1891; consequently we do not know her surname before that marriage. Edward himself was buried at Portfield in 1893.

3.27	YOUNG, Harriett Greaves  Born 1st qtr 1845, buried 30 Nov 1933, aged 88
She was born at St Pancras, London, to William Turnbull, a master tailor, and Harriet. In 1871 at Norwich she married Arthur Aldridge, a widower 32 years her senior and publican of The Oxford Hotel in Norwich. After Arthur’s death in early 1875 Harriett took over the licence, and then in 1876 she remarried to Sydney Philip Young, a brewer two years her junior. By 1879 they had moved to Whyke, where Sydney continued in the brewing business. They had three sons, Archibald, Ernest and Frederick. By 1901 home was 6 Whyke Road, and Harriett continued to live there, after Sydney’s death in 1916, until her own death in 1933.

33.32	YOUNG, Harry  Baptised 23 May 1869, bd. 23 Sept 1952, aged 83
	YOUNG, Rosa Margaret   Baptised 26 Jan 1868, bd. 21 Jan 1953, aged 85
Harry was born in Shepherds Bush, London, but while he was young the family moved to Whyke: his parents Samuel and Elizabeth Young are buried at 16.40. He was a boot closer, like his father and his older brother Alfred (3.25). In 1890 he married Rosa Margaret Turner; she was born in Chichester to Amelia and Frederick Turner, a broker and dealer. They had several children, of whom Daisy Ward Young died in childhood (19.17). Harry and Rosa lived out their lives on Bognor Road, where Harry had grown up.

21.11	YOUNG, Harry Frederick  Baptised 16 Aug 1891, buried 24 Aug 1892, aged 13 months
One of five sons of Alfred Young, a boot closer, and his wife Harriett, of Bognor Road (03.25).

16.40	YOUNG, Samuel  Baptised 10 Sept 1826, died 19 March 1898, aged 71
	YOUNG, Elizabeth Ward  Baptised 25 July 1830, buried 12 Jan 1907, aged 76
They were born in the same area of Buckinghamshire, he at Newton Longville and she at Winslow. They married in 1848 at Winslow: he was a shoemaker like his father Anthony (mother Mary); her parents were John and Ann Brownett. The burial register and plan call her Elizabeth Ward, but all earlier documents say Eliza Ward. Within a few years they moved to London, where they had at least 10 children, a true Victorian working-class family. By 1881, however, they had moved to the Whyke area (Oving), with several of the children in tow; of them, Alfred and Harry are buried here, at 3.25 and 33.32 respectively.

33.38	YOUNGHUSBAND, Godfrey  Baptised 17 Sept 1866, died 4th qtr 1955, aged 69
The Burial Plan places Godfrey Younghusband in this grave with the notation A for ‘ashes’. There is no corresponding record in the Burial Register; this may be an omission, as the Register appears lacunose for the second half of 1955. But we do not know why Godfrey’s ashes were placed in a children’s grave. Godfrey was killed in a horse-riding accident – paradoxically, since he was a very experienced horseman, who had hunted with most of the packs in England. Before 1914 he had a hunter business with the famous Quorn Hunt in Leicestershire; in WW1 he served as an Army Remount Officer, and had the rank of Captain. Chichester-born, he was baptised at St Martin’s, son of Lewis Edward, then a theological student, and Lucy Rebecca Younghusband. After WW2 he lived at ‘Southlea’, 63 Cambrai Avenue, working as an estate agent and helping to exercise hunters at Colworth Manor.

30.13	YOUNGS, Joseph George  Born 5 May 1890, died 18 Nov 1957, aged 67
Joseph Youngs and Caroline Dunn (who is also buried in this grave) were siblings, the youngest children of John Youngs, a policeman, and his wife Caroline. They were born in Tooting, Surrey. Joseph became a dentist, like his elder brother James, and kept a surgery on Upper Tooting Road. In 1909 he married Adelaide Mary Hopkins, and they had two daughters, Joyce and Kathleen. In the late 1930s they seem to have separated: in 1939 Joseph was a boarder in Lambeth, working as a motor driver, and after the war we find him in Chichester, first at 2 Market Avenue and then from 1951 with his sister Caroline at 105 Bognor Road. He died in St Richard’s Hospital, and made his sister the executrix of his will.
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
